NEW YEAR'S DAY IN CUBA. i

A Visit to a Pineapple Plantatidh,
as Written by Maud Benson, i

To the northerner there is something
fascinating in the;cultlvatlon of tropi-
cal fruits in greeniloue or conserva-
tory, but place that same person in
Sunny Cuba, and he becomes an en-
thusiast, s

childhood he has been taught -to "con-
sider a rarity, for Cuba lies below the
frost line, and he can plant fearlessly
to-day or to-morrow, without thought

A Pimneapple Plantation,

Last New Year's Day I visited a
large pineapple plantation in the centre
of Cuba, It lies but a short distance
from ‘our own plantation, and a walk
,thru the rahk guinea grass, and fangle
of moonflowers, and wild morning glor-
lies of ‘our pasture field, out beyond
thriving young orange orchards,
ybrought us to the limit of the pine-
apple plantation. It belongs to a Cana-
!dian, an Ontario man, and his methad
of cultivation and planting made it a
sight worth going far to see.

The pines were planted in rows three
feet apart one way by six the other.
A successful Jamaican planter, how-
ever, Btrongly recommends placing
them six feet apart each way.

From eight to twelve months after
the pine has besn planted, one appie
matures, then the plant begins to
throw out shoots, or suckers as they
are called, from the root, When large
enough to transplant for propagation,
these shoots are all, removed, except
four, which are allowed to remain
with -the parent stock, thus ensuring
five apples from the one setting each
season,

These fine stalks occupy consideraple
space, for-when the plant reaches ma-
turity, it has about forty leaves mea-
suring one and one-half inches broad
and about two feet in length, When
the plant is ready to fruit, the leaves
at the centre become beautifully tintad,
Some being a bright scarlet in color,
while others are the richest shades of
pink, running down into pinkish yel-
low, and this in turn giving way ‘o
shades of green, which grow darker
and deeper as the tip of the leaf is
neared.

The fruit itself is the result of *he
efflorescence of the centre leaves, with
a crown leaf top. The blossoms (for
each scale of a pineapple represents a
perfect blossom) are purple in color,
varying - in  shade according to the
variety of plant. The flower in shape

The Aztecs understood the cultivation
of the pineapple, and when the Span-
dards conquered Mexico they found
the fruit. thriving wonderfully... Prom
here it is supposed the Spaniards car-
ried the plants to portions ‘of South
America, and possibly to the various
islands within the tropical belt, wher-
ever ‘conditions for their .culture were
favprable, for only within very limitsd
areas of the earth’s surface are these
found,

In Cyba these conditions are perfect;
and no more luscious pine is produced
on earth than the pinky red soil gives

forth.
Varieties.

The smooth Cayenne, the red Span-
ish and the Cuban or sugar loaf arve
the ones most favored, The latter is
a smaller plant and producesg a smaller
apple than the others, but its name
sufficiently- describes its quality.

‘The smooth Cayenne are very prolific
{and attain to eight, ten and sometimas
twelve pounds in weight. These ure
very desirable for shippers, and al-
ways command a good price in *he
market. The red Spanish are smaller,
but a very delicious pine.

The cultivation is easy, and whon
canning factories are, established,pine-
apple production, because of this, will
become a leading and "extreémely pro-
fitable industry. With fruit in abund-
ance, and tons upon tons of native
sugar, canning factories will soon  be
built, for American capitalists already
see the nmneed, and perhaps also the
