About the middle of December, a number,
of prominent burghers, who had submit-
ted and were Hving in the Pretoria distriet,
formed a peace committee. Mr, Van Rens-
‘burg, a former member of the first Volks-
raad of the Transvaal, was elected presi-
dent of the committee, which included other
prominent former members of the Volks-
read.

The committee resolved to attempt nego-
tiatioxjus and accordingiy, in respounse to a
suggestion, Lord Kitchiener attended a
meeting of the committee Dec. 21, and ad-
dressed the meeting, .

He suid he was glad to meet a committee
desirous of bringing the war to a speedy
conclusion and he assured them that they
could rely upon his assistance in every way
calculated to further that object. He pro-
ceeded to point out the folly of a continu-
a‘noe of guerilla warfare, since the British
Government would never permit the re-
establishment of the Boer Government.

No Wisl. te Oppress Burghers.

Mr. Chamberiain’s statements in Parlla-
ment, Lord Kitchener continued, clearly
showed that there was no wish to oppress
the burghers. On the contrary, the British
proposuls foreshadowed an entightened gov-
ernment, in which the burg

Referring to his proclamations to the
country, Lord Kitchener said that, unfor-
tunately ihese had not been allowed to
reach the burghers and he trusted the com-
mittee would make known the facts to the
Boers in the field, ay he desired to give
them every chance to surrender and wisned

to finish the war by the most humane meansg|

possible. He promised to give the commit-
tee notice, if compelled (o abandon concilia-
tory for harsher measures.

Prilone_u Not to Be Exiled.

Going on to explain his recent proclama-
tlons confirming the statement that those
who had broken oaths of neutrality would
be treated in the same way as the otfers,
he told the committee that all would be
accommodated with their families in pro-
tected laagers along the line of railway.
He asserted that-# was imperative to clear
the country of inhabitants and of food, be-
cause so long as food remained the comman.

the family. For fifteen months the body

All these long months since the death of
the child the family have gone about their
dally tasks in the same old accustomed way.
Visits have been pald, marriages made and
dissolved and plans for the future arrang-
ied.

Thirty Men of the,B%itAi_sh Steamer
Ivydene Exposed to Waves
and Frost

EARS AND NOSES FROZEN OFF.

Struggled at the Oars All Night
and Were Barely Able to
Reach Shore,

St. John’s Nfid., Jan, 8.—Thirty men of
the crew of the British steamer Ivydene,
owned by J. T. Luan & Co., narrowly es-
caped death off this coast Wednesday nigit.
While they are alive to-day, many of them
have had ears, hands, noses and other por-
tions of their body frozen by the terrible
cold. ‘Al are suffering from.exposure and
exhaustion after the all-night battle for life.

Their ship, bound from Hamburg to Wil-
mington, salt-laden, was supposed to be ten
mileg south of Cape Race, but instead was
thirty milegs north of her course, and In a
blinding snowstorm struck the rocks near
Lamanche at midnight. When she struck
the ship tore out’her boftom, and as the
seas buried her she slowly settled down.
The crew had barely time to leave theld
craft before her decks were submerged and
ner underbody, pounding on the rocks, was
then splintering everything, while all the
movnvb‘le parts of the steamer went ogver-
board. 5

““#en Rowed Out to Sea.

The crew was upable to get ashore be-
cause of the fear that the high-run surf
would dash their boats high upon the beeti-
ing rocks. Therefore they rowed dut to sea
and then along the coast, hoping to reach a
harbor somewhere. Iu this effort they were
exposed to the full fupy of the intense gale
and bitter coild and driving snow. The snow
prevented the sighting of the shore and the
plercing cold converted the sea that swept
‘the small boats into lcg- which incrusted the

men, boats and everything in a coat inches
gmck. In the haste with which they had to
ieave the ship they were scantily clad and
poorly provisioned and their exposure: dur
ing the all-night vigil was great, for they
bhad no from the violence of the
elements.

Landed Near Mobile,

The utmost vigilance was required to pre-
vent the boats from being swamped by the
great seas, and even after daylight the men
were unable to make a landing, for the
storm continued, without abafément. Fin-
aily at noon the storm moderated some-
what, and the men made land near the vil-
lage of Mobile. They reported the wreck at
once. All were in a .pitiable plight from
hunger, cold and exposure. Several had Jost
fingers and ears, but none will lose ex-
tremities because of the effect of the cold.
The ship went to pleces during the after-
noon, the water now being at a level with
her top bridge. The cargo has dissolved
and is sinking into the sea thru holes tora
in the bottom of the ship by jagged rocks.

The financial statement for the
year was presented by W. J. O'Rellly, ehair-
mar of the Finance Committee. it.showed
that the total receipts were $14,548.68, as
foliows: City corporation, $13,454; Ontario
Government, $215; rent, $440; fees and
fires, $303.10; balance on hand at beginning
of year, $46. 'The . disbursements were
$32.84 less than the receipts. Some of the
items of expenditure were: Debenture and
interest, $3844.70; interest on over-draft,
$353.60; salaries, $4219; fuel and light, $872;
papers and periodicals, $772. The overdraft
at the Bank of Hamilton was reduced dur-
Ing the year by $704, and now is §2862.

6. Creation of a state militia under com-
mand of a federal officer.

7. Universal suffrage.

New Baseball Law,

Coples of the new baseball law of the Na-
tional' League, binding all clubs to carry
not more than sixteen men, were distributed
among the magnates this week. The new:
rule ordains a general pelease of all men over
the charmed number siXteen on May 15,
thus allowiftg the clubs almost a month in
which to simmer down their lists and pick
the most valuable men. On May 15, June
15,/ July 15, August 15 and September 15
every club must flle a statement as to Its
men, and any club making a false statement
will be fined $1000. Should any club carry
a player over the fated sixteen, the of-
fender will be fined $500 for every game
in which an extra player may participate.

After Sept. 15 the clubs may carry as
many men as they desire. As the playing
season endd Oct, 9, this will allow three
weeks during which young phenomenons
and marvelous unknowns may be tried. out
and thoroly tested. !

“No allowance,” says James A. Hart, "is
to be made for s&ick or Injured players.
Should & club be so unlucky as to have a

. man hurt, it must go ahead with fifteen

men, or else release the man outright and
Hart, however,
evidently overlooked the fact that a club
ecould “release’” a sick 'man, taking his
promise not to join any ether club and
handing him a bit of money as ‘payment
for doctor’s bills,”’ then sign a young player
for a week or two, then release the young-
ster and re-engage the convalescent.

One effect of the new rule will be to make
the all-round player—the man who can cover

three or four positions with equal skill—
extremely | valuable.

THE TORONTO WORLD.
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A SESSION’S WORK IN NEW -
ZEALAND,

The last mail from New Zealand brougli
a concise and interesting letter from Mr
Marshall H. Hudson of Kaukapakapa, N.Z,
summarizing the doings of the last session
of the New Zealand Parliament in relation
to progressive legislation. Mr. Hudson is
a well-Informed and reliable corréspondent.
He writes from the standpoint of a moder
ate Radieal, and one who ls particularly
interested In electoral reform and In the
temperance question. Mr, Hudson’s letter
/19 dated Nov. 18 last, and Is as follows : -
Another session of Parllament being now
over, I thought you might like to hear from
me again., The session has been a dls-
appointing one for advanced reformers. The
Premier promised to introduce a referen-
dum bill. He did so at the very end of the
gession, but it was not procecded with.
Major Bteward was desirous of again in-
troducing “the Elective BExecutive Bill”
but it does not appear that he ‘was allow-
ed the opportunity. Ae you are aware, this
is a measure providing that Parliament
sl ould elect the Cabinet Ministers, ene by
one, at the beglnning of each session, in-
dtead of the Premier selecting them; also
that votes of want of confidence should be
dimed at Individual members of the. Min-
istry, and not necessarily at the whole
Cabinet. On a former occasion, when
Major Steward introduced his bill into Par-
liament, it met with streng support, but nor

enough to ensure its passage,

‘“The Absolute Majorities Bill” was al-
lowed to drop, altho the second reading
was carried by a majority of 36 to 24. Mr.
McNab, who introduced the bill, explainéd
that his measure was intended to be work-
ed in the present single-member disiricts,
and would secure an absolute majority for
the élected rcandidate, even tho three or
more candidates might be running, It
avolded the worry and expense of a second
balloting, The method adopted was for the
electors to mark thelr first and second
cholces, and further cholces if needed, by
means of figures, 'as in the Hate-Spence
system.

Last Meeting of the Public School

Board of 1000 Was Held
Last Night.
- The final meeting of the Publle School
Board, held last night, took the form of a
love feast. Little business was transacts
ed and that which came before the meet-
ing was rushed thru with a rapidity seldom
witnessed at a session of the Toronto Pub-
lic School Board. Trustee H, A. E. Kent
presided. Nearly all the members ' were
present.

Trustee Godfrey moved and Trustee Wal-
ter 8. Lee seconded a resolution, which
was unapdmously passed, regreiting the re-
tirement from the board of I'rustees Hodg-
son, Starr, McKendry, Allan and Clarke,
and thauking them for gervices rendered.

The retinng members, with the exception
of Messry. Starr and Allen, who were ab-
sent, made short addresses, thanking their
colleagues for their kind expressions.

Interest in Savings.

The report of the Commitiee on School
Savings Banks gave some interesting fig-
ures, showing the great interest taken by
the scholars in these savings institatigns.
During the year 868 puplis became deposi-
tors, 619 of whom kept accounts opew to
the end of the year. The total amount de
posited was $2025.20, of which $1740.93 re-
mained on deposit at the close of the year.
L'he average amount deposited by each pu-
pil was $5.37, and the average remaining
io the credit of each depositor at the end
of the year was $2.81. 'L'he largest account
of any one scholar was $50. There were
12,961 transactions, 12,274 deposits and 687
withdrawals. The withdrawals in the montn
preceding Christmas were unusually large,
being $3u8.40 from 246 accounts, This large
withdrawal, states the report, “pretty ef-
fectually answers the argument that school
savings banks educate the children to be
misers.’’

Payment of Accounts.

The Finance Committee’s report, which
was adopted with but one change, m-
mended the paying of $198.35 in ts,
$41,053.31 in salaries and that Mr J. B.
Milliken, assistant master at Victoria In-
dustrial School, be paid his salary dunleg
his absence as a member of the Canadian
contingent in South Africa, A statement
of the expenditure and liabilities up to Dec.
31 was embodied in this report. In the
general school account there was a surpiys
of $404.21, and in the building accoust ‘a
surplug of $2030.08.

Reports of the Management, Property
and Supply Committees were passed, the
larter two without any discussion. On mo-
tion of Trustee and seconded by
Trustee Spence, thé surplus of all the year’s
appropriations was transferred to the gen-
eral sehiool account. A number of old no-
tices of motion were presented.

The jast meeting of” the Public School
Board of 1900 was brought to a close by
the singing of “God Save the Queen.’

Voluntary Publie School.

The Board of the Avenue-road Voluntary
Public &chool met last night in the scnool-
house, corner of Dupont-street.

Dur-
ing the calendar year 1899 the gold 'pro-
duction was $71,053,400 and the sllver
production 54,764,500 fine ounces. The
Nome gold and silver production for 1900
is given as $5,100,000, and that of the
Klondike, which includes both the‘Amerl-
can and Canadian mines, $22,287,566,
