It is perhaps the most remarkable
book by the most remarkable leader
that any recent war has produced. The
concise, simply told tale of the extraor-
dinary campalgn is marked thruout
with the stamp of truth. The baldness
of the narrative only serves to bring
into striking relief the fiery passages
where a strong man literally blurts out
his soul in pathetic regret and bitter
denunciation. In thus taking the public
into confidence, Dewet loses nothing of
the glamor with which his exploits in
the field surrounded him.

In criticizing he spares no one, Boer
and Briton come, equally under the
lash. Dewet declares that whatever the
English people may have to say in dis-
credit of Gen. Buller, he had to oper-
ate against stronger positions than any
other British 'general. MTHruout the

praise for Lord Roberts and little more
for Lord Kitchener. Gen. Knox is al-
most ithe only British zeneral w’hp
yeems to have struck Dewet as a
commander with real military genius.

Of “Tommy Atkins” he has many
kindly words to say, and declares ‘‘the
BEritish were far from being bad shots.”

Before a large congregation in the
Metropolitan Church on Sunday morn-
ing, Rev. J. A. Macdonald, editor of
The Westminster, assumed the respon-

gibility for the referendum, and said |
he had not regretted having suggested |

this means of feeling.the pulse of the
people. Back of mll legislation, he
said, there must be a strong moral pur-
pose and a strong public opinion, espe-
cially 'if that legislation deals mwith
the moral habits of the people. The
saloon meets a great social need, he
asserted, and the speaker left his hear- !

until he was nearly thru with his dis-
course. Supporting the saloon was the
financial interest, the desire for stimu-
lants and the need of fellowship.

Bar-rooms were in the hands of men
who were not restrained by conscience, |
and this was one of the reasons why
there was a cry to do away with them. |
The present act was not prohibitory; he
chose to call it a restrictive act. Tti
does not touch the manufacture of
liquor, and, thereffre, the financial
question was not worth speaking of.
1t simply closes the bar. The present"
campaign, he said, had thoroly dis-
credited the bar-room. The bar-room
was a burden on industry. For the
most part it was supported by the
wage-earners, and Mr. Macdonald went
on to show that industry would flourish
if the money spent over the bar were
turned into other channels,

After pointing out that the govern-
ment was constantly spending money
on immigration and colonization, he
asked would it not be better if we
could preserve our own youth?

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Many of Them Are Made in Canada,
But Makers Don’t Want
Fact Known.

DEALERS MUST PLEASE CUSTOMERS

Movement om Foot to Encourage
Home-Made Bonnets and High
Duty Will Be Asked for,

There is something the matter with
the hat trade in Canada when hat deal-
ers are afraid to push an article with a
Canadian label on it showing that it
was made in the Dominion. Yet that
{s the condition right here in Toronto
to-day, if the verdict of several lead-
ing dealers can be accepted. In fact,
the cry of ‘‘patronize home industry”
seems to have been entirely neglected

in this line of manufacturing.
The fault does not lie with the manu-

facturers alone, for the majority of hats
sold in Canada are made here but ad-
vertised as foreign goods. This state-
ment is based on the declaration of a
member of the trade. When such a
subterfuge I8 necessary to sell goods
there is something radically wrong

with either the consumer or the qual-
ity of material uged.

There are in Canada fourteen fac-
tories manufacturing hats, yet there is
not a single line of hats being pushed
by retallers in the Dominion as Cana-
dian made goods. Some of these hats
are labeled with the name and placs of
their manufacture, but the most of
them are stamped as English and Am-
erican made goods, and are sold as
such.

Home Made Goods,

There is a movement now on foot to
chunge this condition in faver of hgme-
made goods. To this end hat dealers
and manufacturers are preparing a pe-
tition to secure an advance of 25 per
cent. in the duty on hats.” If this can
be secured Canadian mpanufacturers
think they can make a better hat and
put it on the market for what it is and
do business. In fact, the manufactur-
ers of headwear in Canada have this
advantage of the factory men in the
States; they secune tHie admission of
trimmings for their“hats free of duty,
while the trade in the States must pay
30 per cent.

In truth, there are not so many Am-
erican-made hats sold here as the labels
would indicate, but it is the necessity
which forces manufacturers to brand
their goods as American-made in order
to give them the proper sale which the
hat trade objects to in Toronto,

Sold as American Goods.

As an evidence of just how difficult
the proposition of selling a Canadian-
made hat, advertised as such, is, one
of the leading trade journals of the city
will next week place before its read-
ers an attractive advertisement of a
Canadian-made hat, with a Canadian
label, free of expense to the manue-
facturer, in order to get the idea prop-
erly before the trade. In talking with
the manufacturer, who,by-the-way, has
a plant at Hamilton, the representative
of the trade paper in question was told
that the manufacturer had to go slow,
as he did not know just how the trade
would receive the announcement. He
knew the article was good, just as
good as the States could turn out, yet
under its proper label he had some
doubts of the trade handling the hat.
The advertising man admitted that he
could not account for this apparent
prejudice against the Canadian-made
hat. He thought they made as good
hats in Canada as in the States, and
he could not understand why these hats
had to be sold to the public under
false representations,

As it stands to-day, Toronto has two
big hat manufacturing concerns, and
other parts of the Dominion have a
number, but the most of their stock is
sold not as home-made goods but as if
they came from abroad.

Have to Plense Customers.

A retailer who has the largest trade
in Toronto, talking with The World,
declared that he could not understand
this situation. “I &m handling some
Canadian-made goods,” he said, “but T
don’t have any call for them to speak
of. The hats are good, but, of course,
with the demand for foreign
articles in fashionable bonnets the
Canadian factories can’'t invest the
money in blocks, styles and materials
that they do on the other side. It is
a fact that I seldom have a customer
come in and ask for a Canadian-made
hat, but I do find them every day in-
sisting ‘'upon an American or an Xng-
“Tish hat. Still, to show you that this
thing cuts both ways, I have seen in
New York, where I buy goods Ssome-
times, American factories carrying the
dies and boxes with English labels and
factory names on them. So they have
to cater over there to the trade just as
we do here. I see no reason, however,
why a campaign could not be started
here and Canadian-made hats become
popular. THe manufacturer could put
on a very superior hat and make every
inducement for the retailer to push it,
and I believe it would go. I am so
firmly of this conviction that I am
thinking strongly of establishing a hat
factory here in Toronto in the spring.
Can Make the Best Here,

“If Canadians would insist on having
home-made hats they would be sur-
prised just lLow soon they would be
getting an article that would give sat-
isfaction. There {8 no econdition which
precludes the possibility of the best of
hats being manufactured in Canada.
They make good hats, but the manu-
facturers seem afraid to spend the
money necessary in varfous ways to turn
the tide in favor of real Canadian-

made stock.”

The advertising agent of the trade
journal which will next week run the
advertisement of the Canadian-made
hat, remarked that the manufacturer
was very anxjous to see the results of
his experiment. He was Very nervous
over the outcome and had serious
doubts of his ability to fight against
the popular prejudice.

There
is also a certain class who are only
casual church-goers, who probably at-
tend divine service once u ferinight,
or once a month, and these too must
be reckoned as church-goers.

_Catholics are the most regular attend~
| ants, their sixteen churches holding at
'all the services on Sunday about 30,~

any other—382—but the attendance
considerably less than the other lead-
ing Christian denominations. It is
computed that 16,750 Anglicans are at
church every Sunday, while the Meth-
odists, with 82 churches, have 19,758
adherents. The Presbyterian census
figures 18,700, and there are 26
churches for the people of this denom-
ination.

Congregational churches, with an at-
tendance of 6500.

WAGES NOW AND IN 1897-8.

| London, Nov. 30.—Submarine boat A
1, the '_'Ioint invention of Vickers Sons
& Maxim and the Admiralty, was test-
ed in deep sea experiments in the Irish
Sea on Tuesday. After several days’
speed trials at the Barrow -Docks the
vessel was towed out before daylight to
about five miles from Walney Island.
Large casks with, flags were laid down
| for a long coufse and soundings were
‘ taken for several miles in the vicinity.
| A heavy sea was running and there
{was a thick mist.

| The béat was quickly submerged and
| traveled several rhiles, not returning to
the surface for some hours. A depth
of from 10 to 15 feet was obtained. Ma-
noeuvres in and out the flag marks
were gone thru with, the vessel answer-
ing her rudder with great rapidity in
| whichever direction it was desired to
go. She was brought promptly to the
surface on several occasions and was
submerged with equal rapidity.

The surface trials were then run and
the wspeed showed considergble im-
provement over .boats of the Holland
type. The naval authorities maintain
the utmost reticence, making it impos-
sible to obtain accurate details, but at
large the A 1 is considered a great im-
provement over the Holland type.

SILENT ARTILLERY.

Frenchman’s Invention to Do Away
With Flash, Smoke and Noise.

London, Nov. 30.—Col. Humbert, a
French officer, recently brought out an
ingenious invention which, it is assert-
ed, will entirely abolish sound, flash and

smoke when a gun is fired, but in its
present stage the invention would ap-
parently make a fleldgun a rather un-
wieldy machine,

The invention consists of a long tube

screwed to the muzzle of the gun. The

ineide of the tube is fitted with a‘series
of short steel cylinders. One end of
these cylinders is quite open and the
other closed, but with a hole in the
centre slightly larger than the bbre of
the gun. The’eylinders are placed in
the tube till it is quite full. Then a
screw plug is inserted, and all are
pressed into close contact.

The tube is thus divided into a series
of small compartments communicatin
wigh the bore of the gun and with eacﬁ
other by small holes at their bases.
The result is that the volume of sound
and the flash of the discharge are
broken up. As soon as the shot clears
the muzzle the gas rushes to the first
compartment, where it is retained until
the base projectile is clear of the
entrance to the second cylinder, when
it immediately follows it. This process
is repeated in one compartment after
another, with the result that the gas
has gradually more and more room for
expansion, and when the projectile fin-
ally leaves the tube the greater portion
of the gas has been collected in a
reduced state of compression in the
tube, from which it finally escapes
without flash or sound.

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Boiler in Swift's Packing House Ex-
ploded, Spreading Death and
Destruction. -

THE BUILDING ENTIRELY DEMOLISHED

B

Huge Boilers Seat Thru the Roof
_ snd Hurled Hundreds
ot Feet,

“Chicago, Nov. 29.—With a deafening
report a boller in Swift & Company’s
piant exploded shortly after 10 o'clock
this morning. Thirteen lives were
sacrificed and scores of employes, visi-
tors and others were injured. Huge
boilers were sent thru the roof of the
structure and hurled hundreds of feet.

some counter soiled, honey- .Nobody within the boiler room sur-

vived to tell the story of the accident,
and it may mever be known what
caused the explosion. A careful in-
vestigation to-day, however, convinced
experts the explosion was the result of
carelessness on the part of an em-

ploye whose own life also was sacri-

ficed.- Five minutes after the explo-

sion ‘nothing of the building remained
but a pile of twisted iron, bricks and
mortar,

Ruins Enveloped in Flames,
Sheets of flame shot up from the
ruins and the spectators realized that
it would be impossible to save the
lives of those who were caught in the
wreck, torn and twisted like toys.
Men, women and boys who work in
adjoining _departments were hurled
thru windows to the ground. Many
of them escaped with but slight bruis-
es, but the most of the victims were
hurt to such an extent that it was
necessary to remove them to ‘hospitals.
Others were taken to their homes. The
list of dead includes Albert M. Bush-
nell, the purchasing agent.

A dozen patrol wagons and as many
ambulances were sent from all parts
of the city. Extra calls for fire en-
gines followed, and soon the flames
were being fought from every side.
While the fire was still burning, police,
firemen and employes of the packing
firms began digging in the ruins.
Bodies, bruised and mangled, were
taken from the ruins and sent to the
morgues. A boy, scalded from head to
foot, and bleeding from cuts and bruis-
es, staggered toward the office of Gen-
eral Superintendent Young. The boy,
who was Mr. Young’s personal messen-
ger, “had been so sadly disfigured that
Mr. Young did not recognize him.

Caused by Low Water,

Many theories were advanced as to
the responsibility for the disaster. One
inspector declared that the e;plosion
had been caused by cold water inject
ed into the boiler, but a majority of
the investigators held to the opinion
that the catastrophe had been caused
by low water. Nothing definite was
learned, however, and as all tae men
in the boiler room were killed, it is
not likely the cause of the accident
will ever be known. It is mot thought
the loss to Swift & Co. will amount to
more than $50,000, as the building in
which the boilers were located was
the only structure to be entirely de-
stroyed. /

HIGH IDEALS OF LIFE.

Annual Sermon ‘of Dr, Milligan teo
St. Andrew’s Society.

Rev. Dr. Milligan dlscoursed upon the
high ideals of life before a large congrega-
tion in Old St. Andrew’s last evening. It

was the annual sermon to the members of
St. Andrew’s Society, and a large number
of members of that body were in atten-
dance. The text taken by the learned
preacher was Psalms Ixxxv.,, 9th verse :
“Surely his salvation is nigh them that
fear Him, that glory may dwell in our
iands.”” He alluded In the outset to the
law-abiding character of the people of
Scotland, stating that the root of such
character lay in true religion. Wherever
true religion prevailed there was a full and
universal regard for individualism of char-
acter. Religion embodied surprising pow-
ers, and man developed them. The chagac-
ter of man never reached its finest devel-
opment except under the influence of faith.
Scotland had been highly disfinct as a
nation as having taken to the spiri ual con-
ception of religion, as apart from the con-
etitutional conception. It had emphasized
man’s individuality, man’s responsibilities
in life and love of God. He pointed out
that the Scottish church in its commen? -

to at 5.20 p.m., via Canadian, . ..+ was evangelistic, its great centres be-

ing missionary institutes. But a change
came owing to several circumstances,among
them being a translation of the Scriptures.
it was then that such men as Knox and
others came forward—great teachers, great
preachers and great statesmen—who led n
a mighty revival of religion in Scotiand.
Then the genius of the peobic of Scotland
emphasized individuality of character, a
notable thing belng a cariety of men all
encouraged to be themselves. A feeling
grew that every man Wwas born for some
special end, and wherever you had a rever-
ence for individuality of character you had
galvation. The question was, how wis 2
man to be enabled to fathom his divine
purpose? Wherever you found 4 real wman
you found his environment, and in that
was to be found glory.

The importance of self-respect was then
dealt with by Dr. Milligan, followed by
some pertiment remarks as to. how a man
should respect his property aud his position.
He emphasized the fact that it was what a
man was, and not what he possess d, that
made him rich. Any man who did no' seek
to live like God was leading a profane life.
A lawyer was simply a nireling, who enter-
ed his profession with the sole ohject of
making money. So was the doctor or the
clergyman. Anyone in taxing a profession
should have, first and foremost, the vpuft-
ng of that profession in his mird, over-
?ooking any material gain as a result of his
gervices.. Continuing, the preacher alluded
to a number of the prodnictions of Borns as
setting forth the trae character and feelng
of the Scotchman, the chief thing belng
with him to wa wumb'v with God in his
journeying thru this world.

This decision is
the more surprising, as Gottingen is
the most traditionally English of all
the German universities, and has one
of the most academic libraries in the
Fatherland, which it owes mainly to
one of the English Georges.

VENEZUELA GETTING AnXIOUS

Sxys Not a Word Till Germany amd
Britain Officially Move.

Caracas, Venezuela, Nov. 30.—The
Venezuelan, Gen. Antonio Velutini, ras |
been appointed Minister Plenipotentiary

to France. He will renew the diplo-
matic relations between the two coun-
tries, which have been ruptured since
1894. The precipitate nomination of
Gen. Velutini is due also to the fears
entertained by the Venezuelan govern-
ment of complications with Germany.
The newly appointed Minister is of
French descent.

Washington, Nov. 30.—When the House
convenes to-morrow to enter on the final
session of the fifty-seventh congress, a
perfect deluge of bills deahng wich the trust
question in all its phases will be tbrown
into the legislative hopper. It Is admitted
on all hands that this will be the most im-
portant topic of discussion. Indeed, the
leaders incline to the bellef that, beyond
appropriation bills and routine legislation,
it will be the only general subject on which
there is a chance of action at the short ses-
sion. As yet the leaders have formulated
no measure, and there exists a pretty wide
divergence of opinion as to what can «r
should be done. The President’s recommen-
‘dations on the subject are awaited with
interest.

The most conservative opinion among tbe
Republican leaders seemd to favor an ap-
propriation for the enforcement of the
Sherman anti-trust law.

Capital Preparing.

Capital is preparing for a great contest
in congress against trust legisiation.

Representatives of the great- interests
that fear something may be done to regu-
late monopolies and combinations rre al-
ready on the ground. Prominent men
identified with great financial interests, and
known to be In active opposition to the
President on the trust question, have al-
ready engaged apartments at the jeading
hotels here for the winter. The most pow-
erful lobby Washington has known in many
a day will be busily employed sceirg that
the President's policy is defeated or nvlili-
fled.

Senators and representatives who were
blind to the trust lssue ‘ast summer have
suddenly swung around and are raying
there must be trust legislation this win‘er,
Many of these men are known to be op-
posed to doing anything that would serfous-
ly check the trusts, Their known engiron-
ment at once suggests the inquiry, "“What
sort of trust legislation are they in favor
of?”

Senator Hanna’s Views,

Senator Hanna was asked to express an
opinion as to what would be done im ¢on-
gress about the trusts. He replied :

“I do not care to express any opinion in
advance of the President's message. I do
not know wbat he is going to recommnend:
1 will say, however, that any inan who
comes to congress and ‘ries to Jo anylaing
that will tend to disturb bunsin2ss when we
are enjoying our present prosperity—when
everything is fixed for another vear of un-
precedented businéss—is going to do some-
thing which Is very unwise. I might use
a stronger term.”

Meaniime some of the leading members of
the House of Representatives, withont wait-
ing for the message of the President, are
coming forward with measures to remedy
some of the alleged evils of trusts.

“The mode of operation of such a mea-
sure would be to simply give the collectors
of internal revenue authority tv fix a value
on the stock of corporatlons, the same as
they now place a value on liquors and
cigars, and have the tax fdxed on stock
which does not represent actual value. Of
course, there should be right of appeal.”

In tbe Littlefield publicity bill there is a
provision for a tax on all corporations en-
gaged in Interstate commerce whosge out-
standing capital stock is not fully paid in,
which, it s held by many Interested in the
question, has the same effect.
