Coal Foreman Geéorge Willott stated
that he had been'sent to eéxamine the

trestle June 29, and on that occasion
foun two of the piles on different
bents which were about 10 feet from
the spot where the coal was unloaded,
were slit. These were the only ones
he thought which needed . repairing.
Other bents which had been repairéd
were not among - those which  had
broken. ;

Bridgebuilder’'s Evidence.

Jas. A. Mitchell, ®master of bridges
and building, said he had charge of the
construction of the trestle in 1905, and
that it was one of the standard tres-
tles used for unloading coal.

“Have you got any as high as this
one in use now?” was asked.

“Only one at Fort Erie.”

He had ordered certain repairs at one
time, but had not seen it since the
eoal was removed. He did not think
the coal would have rotted the timber,
but admitted the trestle would have

been strengthened by planking from

pile to pile where it had broken, but

that such would not be practical for un-

loading coal.

He examined the piles after the acci-
dent and found them sound, altho in
gome of them he found pith growth,
often found in cedar when first cut.
Such growth he considered had no ef-
fect on the piles. :

John Stortz, foreman for the Grand
Trunnk at Bast Téronto, wasunable to
glve any reason for the accident.

Medical evidence was given by Drs.
Gideon Silverthorn and G. S. Strathy
to the effect that death’ of Wharren
was due to suffocation from steam.

Charles W. Power, resident engineer
for the' Grand Trunk, testified to hav-
Ing examined the troken timbers after
the accident and found them in good
condition with the exception of one
pile, in which there was the presence
of dry rot. The rot, however, he did
not believe sufficlent to cause the
break. The accident, he thought, due
to the sinking of some piles on the
gouth side.

“Similar accidents,”” he said “ have
occurred from similar causes.”

Witness then explained by formulae
that the piles were large enough to
earry even greater weight than that
whiich caused them to collapse.

‘According to Washington Officials,
Thousands Are Leaving Canadian
West for Former Homes.

NEW YORK, July 14.—A Washing-
ton despatch to The Tribune says:

The tide of emigration of homeseek-
ers to Canada, which has been the
subject of great concern to the admin-
istrators of the public domain for the
last few years, has turned, in the opin-
ifon of officials of the reclamation
service.  Thousands have returned
and a great many more are expected
back soon.

Clarence J. Blanchard, statisticlan
of the reclamation service, who is in
the fleld inspecting {rrigation. pro-
Jects, reports to the headquarters of
the service here that he has talked
with a great number of settlers in:
Montana who tried the Canadian ex-
periment, but were glad enough to re-
turn home. They said that practically
every American farmer in the neigh-
borhood of Alberta, where the Cana-
dian Government maintains an irri-
gation project, was anxious to get
back if he could sell his holdings in
the Dominion.

The American settlers were dissatis-
fled with the character of the land,
the crops from which, they alleged,
consisted principally of alfalfa and
such hardy grains as winter wheat,
and eeven these were not sure. The
form of government did not appeal to
them, and they considered the rail-,
road rates exorbitant. The climate al-
S0 was a source of dissatisfaction, ice

Ever’ Increasing Difficulties.

It wae realizéd that the acquisition
of Canadian terminals by American
roads, and of American roads and term-
inals by.

In the pre-
sent circumstances, it is not possible
to compel railway or express compan-
ies to establish joint thru rates to and
from points in the two cduntries. The
reasonableness of thé rates -between
points in the United States and points
in Canada also is a question of serious
importance to shippers. In order to
determine any given . question as to
rates that may arise, it is necessary
for the shipper to institute a proceeding
before the interstate commerce com-
mission and the Canadian railway com-
mission, and even ‘then the resuilt is
not satisfactory. - -

Out of this situation grew the sug-
gestion that a joint international com-
mission should be created, which shoul
have supervisory authority over all
interstate and international transport-
ation lines, whether by rail or water,
between the two countries. It has not
been determined yet whether such a
commission might better be created by
concurrent legislation, or whether it
might better be established thru treaty
arrangement between the two coun-
tries. At the conferences that subject
will be discussed and very likely deter-
mined. &

Will Mee¥ in Ottawa.

While no definite arrangements have
yet been perfected for the conferences,
it is likely that Chairman Knapp and
Mr. Mabee will meet in Ottawa some
time in August. It.is not improbable
that a subsequent conference may be
held in Washington.

We now have three
such lines from the Rocky Mountains
to Lake Superior: The Canadian Pa- 4
cific, the Canadian Northern, and ihe
Grand Trunk Pacific.

But something more is needed. From
Port Arthur eastward to the railway
lines of older Ontario only one track
exists, that of the Canadian ~Pacific

. from Port Arthur to Sudbury. The
National Transcontinental (Grand
Trunk Pacific) is bullding from Su-
perior Junction (between Port Arthur
and Winnipeg) to Cochrane, whers
it will join with the Timiskaming and
Northern Ontario road; but this will
take at least three years to build.
And the Canadlan Northern is bailg-
ing westward ' from Sudbury to go¢
around Lake Superior to Port Arthur,
a very considerable distance north of
the Canadian Pacific and thru the clay
belt. But the latter company has nnt
yet completed its ﬂqancia-l, arrange-
ments for this five hundred milas or
mores and it will not be able to 4o o
unless substantial assistance is
given by the two governments, The
Dominion Government practically built
the Canadian Paclfic, and it i8 build-
ing the whole of the National .Transg-
continental, not only around Lake 3u-
perjor, but to the sea as well.

old, may homestead a quarter section of
ayailable Dominion land in Manitoba;
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The a plicant
must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the district. Entry by proxy
made at any agency, on certain condi-
tions, by father, mother, son, daughter,
brother or sister of intending homestead-
er. . -
Duties.—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
yvears. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 8 acres solely owned and occu-
pled by him or by his father, mother,
son daughter, brother or sister,

In certain districts a  homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside hdis homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon
the homestead or pre-emption six months
in each of six years from date of home-
stead entry (including the time required
to earn homestead patent) and cultivate
fifty acres extra, .

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right and cannot obtain a pre-
emption may enter for a purchased home-
stead in certain districts.

' the desire of thé British Government
to come to a friendly agreement with
Germany, looking to the curtailment

i .of armaments.

“I wish,” said the prime minister,
“that an arrangément could be reached
with Germany for a reduction of the
naval expenditure. Thig govérnmeént
has approached the German Govern-
ment on the subjeet, but the latter ¢an
do nothing, oewing to6 the navy law on
their statute books. That being 4o,
we must make our program accord-
ingly.” .

Mr. Asquith repudiated the sugges-
tion that the British expenditure was
in any sense hostile to Germany. He
declared that the relations between the
two countries were most cordial, and
pointed 6ut that by April, 1913, Great
Britain would only have 25 dread-
noughts to Germany’s 31.
