Guelph, July 80.—The Hydro-Klec-
u"‘m Power Commission of Ontario
some time ago sent to the city of
Guelph the opinions of two of the

These counstl, as may be seen from
the opinions given below, consider the
agreement, as entered into by the
commission and the city of Guelph, to
be a legal, valid and binding one:

Gentlemen~~Mr, Drury has stated
that the city solicitor for the city of
Guelph, before the agreement between
the city and the commission for the
sale of the Guelph Rallway was enter-
ed into, advised that there was no
lega]l authority for making such an
agreement, and Mr, Drury expresses
regret that such advice was not fol-
Jowed, s 1

Mr. Drury has been misinformed.

The facts are that the city solieitor
was not awate of section 3 of the
Hydro-Electric rallway act, 19186,
which expressly authorizes the acqul-
sition by the commigsion of the whole
or part of the street rallway, and

which reads as follows:

“The agreement may include in its
terms the purchase or leasing or ob-
taining running rights over anysteam
railway, electrical rallway, or street
railway, or any part thereof, as part
of the line of ratlway {8 hes construct-
ed and operated by the commission.”

When these statutory morovisions
were pointed out to the city solieitor,
together with the fact that the agree-
ment bejng submitted contained this

escape indicate that Gen, Lucas was
accompanied by 12 or 16 armed snl-
dlers at the time of the clash,
Iiscorted by the soldiers, he was be-
ing conveyed from Limerick in a lorry.
Ax the lorry approached the village of
Oola, a party of armed ralders ap-
peared, demanding that it halt and
surrender.

General Lucas and some of the sch-
diers seized rifles, but before they
could use them another volley from
the ralders rang out. Two soldiers fgll
dead, several were wounded and the
remalinder surrendered their arms, The
raiders carried off the soldlers’ equip-
ment and were about to set the lorry
afire -when another lorry appeared,
full of soldiers. The raiders thereupon
fled and General Lucas, with the sur-
vivors of his escort, was rescued.

SOLDIERS DISARMED
IN OUBLIN STREET

BY SINN FEIN BAND

Coup Most. Audacious and
Spectacular That They
Have Yet Attempted.

SIX ARE WOUNDED

Dublin, July 80.-—-Three soldiers and
three Binn-Ieiners were woundgd on
Thursday night, when a body of the
latter disarmed a detall of military
police in the heart of Dublin, The
coup was sald to have been the most
audacious .and spectacular that the
Sinn-Felners have accomplished in

the matter of disarming the military.*

The military police are posted at
Trinity College and at the Bank of
Ireland, opposite the centre of Dub-
lin traffic, and within view of the
principal Dublin police station, In the
disorder 1ast night, about ten Sinn-
Feiners held ‘up the pickets at the
bank, completely disarmed them, took
away thelr revolvers, and then mingl-
ed unconcernedly in the ecrowds emerg-
ing from the Theatre Royal During
the scuffle, threasoldiers were wound-
ed by discharges from comrades’
rifles, and three of thelr assallants
were slightly weunded.

A resolution introduced in the coun-
el of the Dublin chamber of com-
merce, calling for a measure provid-
ing complete self-government for Ire-
jand, has created much interest, as
the chamber, which represents all
large business interests of the city,

execution of the treaty.” S

The 'speaker theén nasked what an-
other could have done in M, Milier-
and's place and—transmitted his com-
mission's reecommendation.

4 Conflicting Reports.

The chamber was faced with con-
flieting reports, Its commission on
finances: advised against supporting
the gévérnment's bill authorizing ad-
vances ‘of 1,200,000,000 frances to Ger-
many. within six months, while its
foreign “affpirs commission approved
the fmeasure as the only thing to be
done, altho deploring the bitterness of
France's fate.

“Coal 'is the question of the hour,”
said Premier Millerand.

If there were no opposition
party, this arrangement would be ap-
proved unanimously.”

The premier explained how Ger-
many would be inteérested in deliv-
eries thru the five marks gold per ton
payment for feeding the miners and
thru* the advances if full deliveries
are made.

Effect of Refusal to Pass Bill.

YIf you refuse to vote this bill,” M.
Millerand said, “then our obligation to
make advances ceases, but at the
same time there disappears the coal
protogol for 2,000,000 tons monthly to
the allies, The control commission
vanishes and finally there vanishes
thd provision for occupation of the
Ruhr if Germany does not deliver six
million tons at the date fixed. You
take also from our Belgian and Italian
friends the coal Germany promised to
deliver.”

Referring to remarks that the treaty
should be executed, he reminded the
deputies that France had been getting
only five to elght hundred thousand
tuns monthly.

“Let me confront you with your re-
sponsibilities,”” the premier added.
“There’ will' be not only responsibility
for a coal shortage just before winter,
but a higher and more serious one.”

M. Millerand referred to the present
closeness of the allies. It was not
only necessary in facing Germany, but
also, he sald, in looking to the ecast.
“There {8 needed the close, Intimate,
confident union of all the allles and
of the allies alone,” he declared.

Creates a-Stir,

The premier reminded the-deputies
that the Spa arrangement obliged Ger-
many to get advances thru the al-
lies. He pointed out Germany's finan-

cfal subordination and added that the|

allles controlled Germany's posses-
slons so that she could not dispose of
them to neutrals.

The government needed the close
and lasting support of parliament, M.
Millerand declared, and created a stir
by adding that some day when other
great difficulties were met and soived,
and with the experiences of the last
few years, he and they would try to
‘make indispensable changes in our
constitutional organism.” o

Berlin, July 80.—The military au-
thorities in Berlin do not believe the

soviet army is planning an invasion
of German territory, and are of the
opinion that the Red forces will halt
at the Narew line, which would suf-
fice for their strategic purposes.

Mexico City, July 29, — Francisco
Villa, eivillan, divested of all titlesand
authority, is now on his way to the
ranch of his erstwhile comrade in
arms, General Thomas Urbina, near
Nievas, Zacatecas, to take up his resi-
dence, according to the terms of his
agreement with the De la Huertg gov-
ernment.

Walking arm in arm with Geneyal
Eugenio Martinez around 'the public
plaza In Sabinas, Coahuila, Villa
agreed to the most drastic terms ever
imposed on any Mexican revolution-
ist, asking only that his life be pro-
tected, and that his men be allowed
to rgsume their positions in civil life.
> w1 am surrendering unconditionally
because the country needs peace for
reconstruction,” Villa said when he
met General Martinez at the rallroad
station in Sabinas, ‘When General
Mtrtinez. arrived at the station, Villa
greeted him cordially.

Feared For His Life.

Thruout the discussions, Villa dis-
played the greatest caution. He show-
ed that he actually feared for his life,
but was greatly pleased at the pre-
cautions taken to safeguard him. Al-
tho frequently thrusting his hand gun-
ward, he never had occasion to draw,
being always reassured by Martinez.

The government agreed to pay
Villa's men enough to enable them to
return to elvil occupations, so they
would not have an excuse later.that
they were forced to resume brigand-
age in order to live. Villa was given
his choice of. several places of resi-
dence, at one of which he' was to
agree to.live, The ranch near Nievas
was finally selected, v

Villa desired to make the trip to
Torreon overland with his men, al-
tho this meant a three-days’ march
over the desert. The former bandit
chief evidently desired 'to keep his 600
men with him as long as possible, He
is under agreement to  disband the
troops at Torreon. It finally was de-
cided that Villa was to g0 by train,
but the men would proceed to Tor-
reon on foot. Two trains were offered
Villa's men, but they refused to use
them.

One theory that was advanced was
that Willa perhaps had bullion or coin
buried somewhere between Babinas
and Nievas and desired a chance to
exhume the treasure.

Tn view of thé évident fear of Villa
that an attempt might be made on his
life, a high government official an-
nounced that every protection wWould
be given the former rebel leadér, re-
gardless of the numerous crimes he
had committed,

Committed Gross Crimes.

‘Should anything happen tp Villa
this government would be accused of
conniving at his assassination.” the
officlal sald., “The greater the crimes
charged against the n the greater
would be. the gvidence of bad faith.
Villa {s now a government protege.”

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Getting Out Our Wheat.
Greece and Egypt want to buy some
wheat in Canada, but they want to
buy it on credit. They present a ques-
tion which could have been dealt with
a year ago with the Canadian Wheat
Board in existence. Now it is more of
a problem. However, there is enough
whedt wanted by Burope to absord
our eprrtgble, surplus at a good price.

We_have the clevator space, the
nﬂiay facilities, the inland naviga-
tion facilities, to get our wheat to tide
water, and havé at our disposal con~
siderable ocean tonnage. In every way
we have the advantage over our
neighbors to the south, who are tled
up by the car shortage and a general
breakdown in rallway transportation.
Their elevators are gorged with Jast
yeéar's crop, and they are by no means
in as good & position as we are to
handle the 1920 ‘wheat.

1,: {s now for us to be on the alert,
to sell to advantage and to effect
quick delivery. We must not have our
cars, our rajlway ‘tacilities, our eleva-
tor space engrossed by American
“wheat to the exclusion of the Cana-
dian wheat, svhich will .be coming in
later on. We must try to have a clear
right of way for the wheat of the west
‘from the farm to the geaboard. The
United States consumes five-sixths of
the wheat they produce while we have
to export five-sixths of our €rop. Per-
haps the day may come when we will
grind all our wheat and sell it abroad
in the shape of flour, But at present
'our Buropean customers are demand-
ing our wheat and ocean freight rates
discriminate against flour. We must,
{Herefore, get oversea a large amount
of grain as quickly as possible, and in
the absence of national marketing a
way must ‘be tound to finance the
deal. Our farmers should get their
money as soon as their wheat goes
into the local elevator.

Watered Stock and Stock lnﬂ.a-
tion and How They Work Out.

Two press despatches appeared yes-
terday almost side by sidg. One an-
nounced that the International Har-
vester Company had authorized an in-
croase of its preferred stock from
$60,000,000 to $100,000,000, and of its
common stock from $80,000,000 to
“$180,000,000, These saares are to be
distributed among the employes and
' stockholders,  The employes will get
!'theirl eventually on a protit-sharing
plan, and the stockholders will get
theirs immediately. The public will
probtably get theirs later on in Ligher
prices for the products of the Inter-
national. Harvester Co,

The other item says that the muni-
cipal motor bus system which Mayor
Hylan is endeavoring to inaugurate in
New York city, is meeting with bitter
opposition from the Interboro Traction
Company, which controls 2% surface
lines. The company says that the
competition of the buses will ruin its
business and reduce to poverty manay
of its shareholders who are widows
and orphans and have no other means.

Stock inflation by an industrial com-
pany gmeans highaer prices for the con-
sumer, just as inflation by a railway
ecompany means higher rates for the
puble. Stock inflation and stock
. watering, once begun, overreach
themselves. So many shares are is-
sued that dividends cannot be earned
without allowing the property itself
to go to pleces.

In the United States the railway |

lower prices, and some dividend for
the state in the shape of increased
taxation, A man may do what he will
with his own, but subject to tae quali-
fication that he does not thereby in-
jure the person or property of-an~
other, He may tear down his house,
byt he may not burn it down, and he
must tear it down so carefully that
he does not injure passersty or oh-
struct tae ‘public highway. Corpora-
tions may distribute their surplus;

no right to issue watered stock and
thus imperil the public welfare,

Perhaps Premier Drury will follow
the example of the Hearst govern-
ment and appoint a commission to
investigate the Ontario temperance
act, and 1its enforcement by the
License Commission. The World over
a year ago told the story of the mal-
adrrflnlutratlon of the act along the
Niagara frontler and tHe running of
truck loads of booze during a local
election in that vicinity, The com-
mission whitewashed everybody. The
World was fully investigated and had

who were administering the law then

themselves by putting any blame on
the local police and local magistrates.

The {llicit gale of liquor in Ontario
has got to be a great scandal; hun-
dreds and hundreds of thousands of
dollars are being made out of it by
distilleries, Montreal dealers, citizens
of Ontario who avail themselves of
the law to import immense quantities,
and by bootleggers who are able to
get the stuff once it is delivered in
this province to the privileged import-
ers. Most of these illicit dealers are
foreign born. They own high priced
trucks and motor cars; they are fined
once in a while, but they get away
with it five times out of six. They're
having the time of their lives,

The act was tightened up last ses-
sion, but Attorney-General Raney is
only starting In to avall himself of
these new provisions. The commission
is doing less than it ever did of its
own motlion,

The worst feature of the situation
is that we are making law-breaking
a profitable businesg in Ontario; and
once a man gets into it he will try
ever after to make his livelihood by
law-breaking of one kind or another.
If he can't get whiskey to sell he'll
go into drugs and dope.

There are scores and scores of con-
stables thruout Ontario who stand in
with the bootleggers. You can buy
illicit whiskey all over the’province.

And yet there aré thousands and
thousands of the citizens of Ontario

who never look for or want intoxicants
of any kind.

The rallways and express com-
panies, boats and launches of all
kinds, trucks and motor cars will
have to be watched, Most of all the
enforcement of the law must be in
the hands of honest men, Worse than
the bootleggers are the men who son-
nive at their crime.

Premier Drury is the chief constable
and he can not only make the law but
iL‘ is his duty to enforce it. He can't
sidestep it. Nor can he turn his re-
over Lo any commission,
He is a policeman before he is a pre-
mier.

'READJUSTMENT ON
IN UNITED STATES

Industries Are Slackening and
Unemployment is Be-
coming Pronounced.

Washington, July 30, —Curtailment of
industrial activity due to lower demand,
cancéllation of orders and general read-
justment were the outstanding develop-
ments 4in the business of the United
States during July, the federal reserve
board declares' in its monthly review:

“In some districts, however, production
continues upon old orders which are still
on the books, despite the fact that new
business has fallen off,”” the review de-
clared, ‘“In the agrioultural regions, jm-
proved crop conditions and the devalop‘-
ment of a more confident tone in busi-
ness are reported to have brought about
a turn distinctly for the better.

“gpeculation in commodities is in many
parts of the country reported to have
been greatly reduced, and in some, prac-
tically eliminated. .
fecling that extravagant buying is at
least less extreme and dangerous than
it was some time ago.”

Commenting on theé labor situation, the
boayd #declares that an increase in “the
efficiency ©of laber - was ‘‘one notahle
feature’ of the month, this .improv
ment being attributed to the develop-
ment of unemployment in various parts
of the country.. Increamed unemployment
was ascribed by the board's reports to
curtailed manufacturing operations, can-
cellation of orders and indbility to obtain
capital for construction work. §

“I trust that it may be possible\for
the government to favorably coasifler
this request.”

More Than 30,000 Soldiers,

It has also been ascertained fro
the militia department that approXi-
mately 26,000 soldiers were retufned
to Canada from overseas In the year
1919,after the Ontario provincial ers’
lists of that year had been completed,
and, in addition to these returned sol-
diers, it is estimated that there were
between 6000 and 7000 soldlers in the
hospitals of Ontario in the autumn of
1919, whose names may or may not
have been placed on the voters' lisis,
These soldlers have now in nearly all
cases been discharged from the hos-
pitals, and are to be found at their
homes at various points. thruout the
province of Ontario, where their
names will not appear upon the voterst
lists of 1919,

Under all -the circumstances, the
government has decided that it would
be unsatisfactory to proceed with the
referendum vote in Ontario upon the
unrevised provincial lists of 1919, and
postponement of the vote in that prov-
ince will become necessary to enable
parliament to pass the necessary
amendment to the act of last session
to provide for revision of the lists n
Ontario. The necessary proclamation
for the taking of the vote was issued
today 4n all provinces where the vote
is to be taken, but the date of voting
in the province of Ontario will be
changed from Oct. 26 next to April
18, 1921,

Difficulty in Cities, |

It has been pointed out that it is
only in cities, towns and villages of
over 1,000 population that any diffi-
culty arises in regard to revision. In
purely rural districts, no revision will
be necessary as the act itself provides
for the addition of the names of rural
voters at the polling booth on polling
day, upon the voter taking the neces-
qualifying oath and upon his
peing vouched for by another voter.
But for cities, towns and villages a
different system prevails and statu-
tory provision will have to be made in
such districts for a revision of the
provincial lists in Ontario. It is
thought probable that parliament will
meet early in January and the neces-
sary amending act can he pasmed
early in the session so that no further

postponement of the vote in Ontario
will be necessary.

BARCELONA SUFFERS
REIGN OF TERROR

Non - Syndicalist ~ Workers
Constantly Murdered by
Order of Syndicates.

Madrid, July 30.—The non-syndic-
alized workers of Barcelona have been
suffering a reign of terror during the
past ten days at the hands of the
Syndicalists, who, within that period
have assassinated or attempted to
assassinate thirty persons. Outrages
occur at any time, day or night, in
the open . streets, Even in the most
crowded centres of traffic an outburst
of shooting happens, and stops sud-
denly. Then the perforated body of
some man is seen lying on the ground,
but the assailants have generally dis-
appeared without molestation.

The victims without exception are
refractory workmen who havé refused
to continue to pay dues to the syndi-
cates, and thereupon are condemned
to punishment by a small secret band
of revolutionary syndicates, which
declares that the victims are gulilty
of treason towards their fellows, say-
ing that after they have taken ad-
vantage of the benefits of better wages
and hours secured by the syndicates
they desert their comrades.

Government action in suppressing
the syndicates and forbidding work-
ers’ eetings has contributed to in-
furiaf; the extremist section of work-
men and a lockout threatened by the
employers' union as a protest against
the assassination!of non-syndicalized
employes, it is feared, will bring seri-
out further outrages against the em-

tie large profits on thelr investments
in his deals in international exshange,
appeared to have almost satisfiad ths
yuestion among his investors as to his
solvency. Only a short line formed
pefore the payment window of the
“onzi offices this morning, and when
Jisbursément was resumed clerks said
they' were paying off almost as much
on notes matured for the 50 per cent.
profit in 46 days, as they were re-
turning to ' frightened Investors in
principal without Interest on notes
surrendered short of maturity. The
virtual end of the five-day run was in
sight, with few additions to the dis-
appearing line.

The amount paid out by Ponzi since
the run began on Monday was esti-
mated by his manager, Miss ‘Lucy
Helle, at $1,600,000. “And we have
twice as much money right here in
Boston as Mr. Ponzi owes, 8o there is
no need of anyone heing nervous,
she added. Ponzi a few days ago an-
nounced that his labilities were
about $3,000,000, indicating that public
participation in his schemes already
has been reduced by one-half, with
further receipts stopped by his agree-
ment with the authorities to accept no
more funds until investigation of his
accounts is completed. y

The run of frightened investors to
cover, Miss Hell sald, meant more
money in the already bulging pockets
of Ponzi, as unmatured notes were
paid only on the basis of the actual
fnvestment. “Their money has been
working for us all this time, and Mr.
Ponzi now can keep the 650 per cent.
profit, which would have gont to these
people. You will realize what this
means when you know that nearly
$1,000,000, which we . have paid out,
has been on unmatured notes, a sav-
ing to Mr. Ponzi of almost $500,000,”
she sald. s

Can Satisfy All Claims.

Ponzi's manager sajd she had seen
nothing of any investigators as yet,
altho federal, state and county in-
quiries are under. way. Her books, she
sald, are open for investigation to
anyone in authority, and would show
that Mr. Ponzi had more than enough
money to satisfy all claims,

Examination of the books, however,
according to Miss Hell, will not solve
the mystery of how Ponzi has made
his money. With his ready. satisfac-
tion of all demands for payment, qu/s-
tion has turned from his solvency to
“How does he do it?’ To the state-
ments of Postmaster Patten of New
York, that there are not enough inter-
national postal coupons in the world
to build up the fortune which Ponsl
claims is his, Miss Hell declared that
