New York, Sept. 28—The Paris cor-
respondent of the New York World says:

“The allies’ offensive is likely to be-
come the most decisive movement on the
western front since the present lines
were established months ago. Unless the
German resistance is far greater than
expected at present, or German strategy
dictates a change of plan, the allies will
be able to compel a retreat that must
mark the end of trench warfare.

“Two wedges are being driven into the
German lines at Arras and west of the
Argonne, thus gfipping the armies of
Von Buelow and Von Heeringen in
pincers of artillery concentration more
powerful than anything concentrated on
any front hitherto. ;

“Should the campaign be carried
through to its ultimate conclusion, it
must achieve what the Germans have
sought wainly, again and again, to in
flict on the Russians—to cut off one or
more German armies from their neigh-
bors.

“Thus the German centre may be cav-
ed in beyond repair, upon which the Ger-
man right and left must leave their
trenches.”

Here
and there a boot protruded and we tug-
ged at them, to see if any were living
but they were not. We did not stop
long, but pushed on.

“To our rigat we saw a strong enemy
contingent sheltered in a pit with ma-
chine guns. They did not last long, for
we fell on them with the bayonet. It
was a pretty stiff bit of fencing. Seeing
themselves. done for, the survivors held
up their hands. Some, . however, al-
though prisoners, atill fired at us. My
left hand was pierced by a revolver bullet '
fired point blank by an man.

est Battle — Many Germans
Willingly Became Captives

London, Sept, 28—The first .wounded
from the latest battle on the western
front reached London at midnight. They
were twelve men. They were guarded
carefully from a curious crowd at the
railway station and were quickly placed
in ambulances and removed to hospitals.

“It really began on Friday with a
heavy artillery action,” the Daily Mail
quotes one of the wounded officers as
saying: :

“Saturday ‘morning, under a hurricane
of shrapnel, the infantry leaped out with
short, sharp rushes. The German
trenches were at a distance of 400 yards.

“There were some fine work with the
bayonet, and hundreds of prisoners gave
themselves up with apparent ‘eagerness.
Their willingness to be captured was the
most surprising thing of the whole busi-
ness. Many of them were old men, who
seemed crushed and exhausted.”

ANGLICAN SYNOD NEXT
YEAR IN WINNIPEG

Toronto, Sept. 27—-—-Following the
prayer of thanksgiving after victory the
Primate of all Canada pronounced the
benediction and the seventh session of
the General Synod of the Church of
England in Canada passed into history.

In the closing hours a deputation con-
sisting of Chancellor Harris, of Hali-
fax, and Chancelior Davidson, of Mont-
real, was appointed to wait on the
diocese of Newfoundland, since 1839 a
separated diocese, with a cordial invi-
tation to join in such steps as may be
possible to bring about a close union
with the dioceses of the Church of Eng-
land in Canada. This invitation renews
negotiations which were entered upon
at the time of the bi-centenary of the
church in 1910,

BATTALION WILL

In accordance with the recruiting plan
for rural centres, announced by the min-
Ister of militia yesterday, local arrange-
ments will be made for the temporary
billeting at local centres of small units,
as recruited.

Just now, fifty years: after Lister’s
epoch-making demonstration of anti-sep-
sis, surgeons are discussing which would
be the method of choice in operating on
wounded in battle. Should it be anti-
3epsis or asepsis. Lister’s idea was to
destroy or render harmless the septic,
that is, the toxic or poisen-producing
germs which get into the wounds; by in-
troducing into those wounds antiseptic,
germicidal substances, such as carbolic
acid. Since his day the method of asep-
is has been develaped, by which germs
are .ﬂ ted from getting into wounds
at all. Asepsis i3 quite feasible in our
magnificently equipped and managed
hospitals, where the skin over the region
to operated on is first rendered ster-
ile, and where the air of the operatjng
room, the surgeons‘ and nurses’ -hands,
the instruments, towels, sponges, dress-
ings and everything else that might con-
ceivably come in contact with the pa-
tient’s body has likewise been made’
germ free. s
But such sepsis is impossible in the
present “civilized’ *warfare. The rule;is

fo-Ametricans Hit Severely by 33%
er Cent, Assessment on Income

The smart wealthy Anglo-American
contingent in London will be hit severe-
ly by the incresse in the new war in-
come tax. They already have contribut-
ed largely to many forms of relief. Well-
informed Americans, in discussing the
extent to which the pockets of these An-
glo-Amerfcans would be affected, re-
cently estimated that William Waldorf
Astor would have to pay approximate-
ly 81,250,000 annually, according to the
new rate; which is 83 1-8 per cent.
Other estimates by them are Mrs.
William Leeds, $800,000, the Duchess of
Roxburghe, $170,000;
$100,000; Mrs, Beatty, wife of Admiral
Beatty, formerly Miss Edith Field,
daughter the late Marshall Field, $200,-
000; Paris Singer, $100,000; Lady Wald-
stein, formerly Mrs. Seligman, $60,000;
the Duchess of Manchaster, $50,000; the
Duchess of Marlborough, $25,000; Mrs.
John Astor, $80,000; Mrs. Bingham,
formerly Mrs. Alice Chauncey, between
$40,000 and $50,000, and her sister, Lady
Newborough, about the same, and Lady
Cunard, $25,000.

As provincial sub-
sidies are paid on a per capita basis,
a revision of the population figures thus
becomes necessary every five years, and

agriculture is included, with a view to
utilizing the necessary increased staff to
as great an extent as possible.

About 2,000 enumerators will have to
be taken on for the census, which will
probably cost about $250,000, on the basis
of the last one. The objection has been
