The Halifax Board of Trade furnishes office 
room and other accessories for the administration 
of the Community Chest and only one paid official 
is used at a salary of about $100 a month to look 
after all the workings of the fund.

BIt is true enough that there are difficulties in 
the way of building up industries in this province. 
Industries of the right sort, started in a small

i xThe board reports and makes its 

recommendations to the minister of 
finance, who places the reports before 
parliament.

It Is understood, although there is 
no official intimation, that the newly 
created board is to be assigned a task 
in the near future. The board has all 
the powers of a Royal Commission to 
summon witnesses and take evidence.

MONTREAL, Nov. 25—Four ves­
sels, representing four of the eight ser­
vices maintained by the Canadian 
Government Merchant Marine out of 
Montreal during the season of navi­
gation, are at present in port discharg­
ing large cargoes or taking aboard big 
:onsignments for foreign countries.

Examination of the freight sheds, 
leased to the C.G.M.M. by the Harbor 
Commission, shows the usual signs of 
great activity and demonstrates the 
extent of produce being carried over­
seas by the Dominion's fleet. Not only 
is the ground floor Of each shed packed 
with cases, boxes and barrels, etc., of 
various commodities, but the upper 
itoreys of the same sheds are likewise 
filled.

Of the units of the fleet in port, the 
Canadian Conqueror has recently fin­
ished discharging a heavy cargo from 
London and Antwerp, and Is now 
loading for Cardiff and Swansea, be­
ing due to sail tomorrow. Represent­
ing the New Zealand service, the Can­
adian Planter is loading for the ports 
af Auckland, Wellington, Lyttleton 
and Dunedin, and took her departure 
yesterday. In the intercoastal trade, 
namely, Vancouver to Montreal dur- 
'ng the summer, served by ships of the 
;ight thousand four hundred ton dead­
weight type, the principal cargo 
brought to Montreal is lumber. The 
Canadian Ranger, now loading, brought 
nearly two and a half million feet of 
fir and cedar from the Pacific port, to­
gether with fruits, salmon, tea, rice 

„ and other commodities. Previous to 
docking in Montreal, she discharged 
?argo at Quebec. On Saturday this 
ship is due to take her ‘departure for 
British Columbia ports with a large 
general cargo.

The West Indies, British and French, 
are served by three separate routes. 
The Canadian Volunteer, which calls 
at the windward group of islands and 
the Lesser Antilles, such as Antigua, 
Barbados and Trinidad, brought in a 
large cargo of sugar, molasses, cocoa 
and other West Indian produce, and 
has just sailed with a heavy cargo of 
Canadian produce and manufactures.

The Canadian Forester, which car­
ries freight and passengers between 
Montreal, Bermuda, the Bahamas, Ja­
maica and British Honduras, has just 
completed discharging a heavy general 
cargo and will sail from Montreal at 
noon tomorrow with produce consist­
ing of nearly fifty different Canadian 
products and wares.

LONDON, Nov. 25—The culmina-., 
tion of the strangest literary hoax in 
recent years came today with the ar­
rest of the supposed author of “The 
Whispering Gallery,” a sensational book 
which dealt with court secrets and 
noted personagess, Heskith Pearson, a 
literary agent. He is charged with ob­
taining tnoney to the amount of £225, 
on false pretences from the John Lane 
Company, which published the book.

“The Whispering Gallery” made 
what has been characterized as “scan­
dalous” reference to many dead and 
living members of royal families and 
eminent men. It created an enormous 
stir, but was of short life, for, chiefly 
owing to its denunciation by the Dally 
Mail, the book was speedily with­
drawn from circulation.

It has not been established whether 
Pearson actually wrote the book him - 
self, but he induced the Lanes to*pub- 
lish it by falsely representing that It 
was written by Sir Rennell Rodd, who, 
he explained, desired the authorship 
to be kept secret.

Sir Rennell Rodd, noted in the Brit­
ish diplomatic service, promptly dis­
avowed the authorship or any knowl­
edge of Pearson, who thereupon pub­
licly apologized to Sir Rennell. When
