Belfast, June 24—Two more deaths have occurred as a result of the fight­
ing at Londonderry, bringing the total number of known dead up to eleven. A 
woman «*«"*<4 Mills was killed last night while standing in her own doorway, 
and Wm.

Are Quite Useful.

“Oh, yes, the ‘small things’ count, es­
pecially when you are in business in a 
small way,” said J. C. Whifescarver of

“I remember when I first started a 
small retail store- I had but few cus­
tomers—merely friends and acquaint­
ances.

The following comment on the mar­
ket situation regards food stuffs ap­
peared in Canadian Grocer last week:
The conditions of all markets continue 
in a firm undertone. Deliveries of sugar 
are coming forward and regular ship­
ments from now on are expected. The 
amendment to the budget has been rati­
fied and prices on lines that are affected 
by the tax will be readjusted. Busi­
ness on some lines is reported quiet, but 
generally business is normal for this 
season of the year.

Montreal:—The general tendency of 
the market this week is for higher 
prices with only a few exceptions. But­
ter is dearer and the cheese market con­
tinues strong. Eggs are unchanged in 
price. Halibut is dearer, while the lake 
fish has a tendency to be a little easier.
Cooked meats are very strong on the 
market and the demand is steadily in­
creasing. The sugar market is rather 
strange, since prices quoted are purely 
nominal and almost any price is being 
paid for supplies. The vegetable market 
is much stronger this week with "Higher 
prices as a feature. In the miscellaneous 
lines, condensed and evaporated milk is 
dearer. Spices are a little easier in 
price. There is no change in the fruit 
prices.

Toronto:—The condition of the mar­
kets generally are firm to higher. Sup­
plies of granulated sugar have improved ; 
a small shipment has been distributed 
amongst the wholesalers and further 
shipments are expected to arrive this; 
week. The market for molasses is very 
strong, with a scarcity noted on Barba- 
does even at the extremely high prices 
that are quoted. The situation in cere­
als is peculiar; manufacturers state that 
it is Impossible to manufacture, cereals 
at the prices quoted. The fact that 
business on this line is quiet and job­
bers are well stocked is a factor that is 
keeping down prices. Rolled oats in , 
one quarter has advanced to $6.45 per, ported scarce. 
bag, but there are some jobbers quoting i 
rolled oats at a dollar a bag below this 
figure. Com flakes in the ti. S. have 
advanced one dollar a case. This is an 
indication that higher prices can be ex­
pected here due to the fact that Ameri­
can com is used in the manufacture of 
com flakes. There is no change in the 
market for spices; prices are fairly 
steady with the exception of peppers.
Peppers are unsettled with an easier 
undertone. Japan teas are very high in 
price and a scarcity noted. High-grade 
Ceylons and Indies are difficult to obtain, 
while low grades are cheaper. The mar­
ket for tea showing any quality firm.

The Hammurabi code was prepared 
about 2100 B. C., and was discovered 
about twenty years ago on a large dio- 
rite stone, some paragraphs being miss­
ing, by French explorers.

The laws, which have just been trans­
lated by Abbe Schell of Paris, deal with 
the responsibilities of hired servants, 
with trespass on farms and orchards,

MEN CAN SAVE MONEYinsertion.The Ross Dru.g Co., Ltd • At this morning’s committee meeting 
of the common council Commissioner 
Jones presented a report regarding an 
extension of the twenty-four inch main 
with a thirty-six re-inforced concrete 
pipe from Manchester’s corner on the 
Manawagonish road to the, source of sup­
ply at Spruce Lake, a distance of about 
four miles. He emphasized the abso­
lute need of the new main and said that 
the present supply was inadequate to 
meet the demands on the west side, es­
pecially people residing on the higher 
levels of Lancaster Heights. He said 
that many homes were entirely without 
a water supply for days and weeks at 
a time. This, he said, was due to the 
heavy draft of the pulp mill and the only 
hope for relief was a new pipe line.

For the last two years, lie said, the 
pulp mill has been using an average of 
about 1,900,000 gallons, which quantity 
enables the company to operate only 
about 75 per cent capacity and therefore, 
in order that its output may be increased 
to the fullest extent the city has been 
asked to increase the supply' to about 
double the quantity the mill now uses.

If it be the disposition of the common 
council to give an efficient water sup­
ply for the west side, in order to provide 
for future development of its industries 
and to furnish water for the winter port 
steamets and a sufficient service for the 
residents at Lancaster it will be abso­
lutely necessary for the city, lie says, to 
lay a new main to Spruce Lake at a 
cost estimated at $357,400.

Lumber in British Market, 
Says R. W. McLellan—The 
Troubled Situation.

‘There will be no solution of the Irish 
situation until the British Government 
takes a firmer jiold there,” declared R. 
W. McLellan, who yesterday afternoon 
returned after an extended trip to Ire­
land in connection with the business of 
the Cherry Moore estate, which holds 
the controlling interest in the extensive 
Brookfield linen mills at Belfast-

Mr. McLellan said that he preferred 
not to discuss the Irish political ques­
tion but said the present outbreak in 
Londonderry was not surprising as that 
city igas the centre of three counties of 
the Province of Ulster which are just 
as strong Sinn Fein as the South of 
Ireland. He added that in considering 
Irish affairs it should be borne in mind 
that there were two factions of $he 
Sinn Fein, the moderates and the others, 
and said it was generally recognized that 
the lawless element were being financed 
from America. /

“One thing that struck me most forci­
bly was the complete change in business 
and industrial conditions in Great Brit­
ain as compared with a year ago,” said 
Mr. McLellan. “The,, turmoil which 
marked the whole situation a year ago 
during the demobilization period and in­
dustrial unrest have disappeared and 
it can be truthfully said that England 
is already back upon a substantial busi­
ness basis once more. This is even more 
true cf Ireland, which had been almost 
untouhed by the war, except so far as 
voluntary enlistmént went.”

Mr. McLellan expressed the opinion 
that tl>e outlook for Canadian lumber 
in thee British market was exception­
ally bright for profitable business with 
in a comparatively short time. “The 
lumber business with Great Britain.” 
he said, “is naturally dependent upon 
two factors, tonnage and freight rates. 
Tonnage is rapidly becoming available 
in vastly larger quantities while freight 
rates have already declined and are 
rapidly adjusting themselves at some­
thing like normal quotations. These fac­
tors should therefore prove a great im­
petus to lumber shipping from Canada 
and Great Britain wants the lumber 
as supplies are virtually cleaned out.”

Speaking of the movement which has 
been goirig on for the reopening of trade 
relations between Britain and, Russia, 
Mr. McLellan said the outcome of the 
negotiations was being watched with 
much interest by the linen industry as 
seventy-five per cent, of the world’s 
upply of flax came from Russia.

Change of Work Her Recreation. 1 RAILROAD WAGES

Advanced in United States of More Than 
80 Per Cent Since 1915.

New York, June 25—The percentage 
Wage increases granted the sixty or more 
classifications of employes of all Class 1 
railroads during the last four years aver7 
age about 80 per cent. The actual in­
crease irt gross amount expended for 
wages by the railroads durjng this per­
iod, however, was considerably larger. 
This is due to the employment of more 
men—1,891.600 in 1919 against 1,723.700 
in 1917 and the reduction of the average 
working day.

The average yearly wage of all classes 
of employes was $830 in 1915, $1,004 in 
1917, and $1,433 in 1919. This latter fig­
ure, however, does not take into account 
several important advances granted by 
the railroad administration since Vuly, 
1919, which would undoubtedly increase 
it by at least $45, making it $1,478. In­
crease over the 1915 average is thus at 
least 78 per cent. Lack of an accurate 
estimate of the advance granted in De­
cember to maintenance of way men has 
prevented its inclusion in the estimated 
total advance since July, but it is safe 
to assume that it would he sufficient to 
raise the increase in the last four years 
to at least 80 per cent.

“The eighth congress of the Interna­
tional Woman Suffrage Alliance met in 
Geneva last week. A charter of rights 
was prepared for the women of the 
world, and this charter will probably 
be adopted.

WOOL IS DULL.
(Toronto Globe.)

Now that the season for marketing of 
Wool is in progress, the question of price 
is of considerable interest to the grower 
especially, and the public generally. As 
has been previously noted, the prices this 
year are considerably lower than at this 
time a year ago, and in fact, in some in­
stances are lower-than in the spring of 
1914, before the war. Nor is the weak­
ness confined to this country alone, but 
in both Great Britain and the United 
States the large markets have all dis­
played declines. Local wool buyers say 
that the manufacturers are scarcely buy­
ing at all, and that when purchases are 
made they are almost always for small 
quantities of the finer grades. This 
coincides with the statement which has 
been 'made frequently by wholesale 
woollen men that the demand from the 
public is for the finer grades of cloths 
and suitings. In the clothing trade it 
has been stated that business has re­
cently fallen off to a marked extent, and 
this naturally has its effect on the mar­
ket for manufactured piece goods, which 
in turn affects the raw wool market 
Particularly is this said to be the case in 
the United States fflSrkets, where busi­
ness has slowed up very perceptibly.

In the old country declines have been 
noted at sales held at Bradford and Liv­
erpool, where money is tight, as well as 
elsewhere. The contraction of credit in 
all three countries mentioned has tended 
to limit business in all lines. In addi­
tion to the lack of active demand it is 
claimed by some in the trade that there 
,are large stocks of wool in both the 
United States and Australia still to be 
marketed, which is taken by some as an 
indication of a low-price level for some 
time yet. On the Toronto market buy­
ers say that there is not a great deal of 
wool being offered at present, wliicli 
may be due to the growers holding back, 
or to the efforts being made to market 
the crop elsewhere, but as the general 
market is so uncertain there is not a 
very strong desire on the part of a large 
section of the trade to purchase large 
stocks. _____ __________

LOW HIDE PRICES INDUCE NO 
BUYING.

(Toronto Mail and Empire.)
The market on all kinds of beef hides 

remains inactive, to fact, there is no 
activity whatever, and from present in­
dications no movement is looked for un­
til leather buying becomes more preva­
lent, of which there are at present no 
indications. Prices, however, remain 
unchanged, covering all selections. The 
low prices now ruling do not appear to 
be any inducement for the tanner (o 
buy. Tlie drawback to the hide mar­
ket is the dull, unsettled leather mar­
ket, there being practically no leather 
moving at the present time.

Current receipts of hides are fast ap­
proaching the best condition of the year, 
and present prices are close to those pre­
vailing for similar hides in June and 
July of 1914.

There is nothing new to report re­
specting calfskins. The market is prac­
tically at a complete standstill. Present 
prices are above tanners’ Ideas of value, 
with indications pointing to still lower 
prices; today’s prices are considerably 
above pre-war prices.

Horse hides remain dull and neglect­
ed. Horse leather tanners are disinter­
ested and have practically ceased buying- 
Tanners’ ideas of values are consider­
ably below asking prices.

As regards sheepskins, owing to the 
heavy drop in the price» of wool and 
pickle, pelts have taken on a decidedly 
lower value with a feeling that the bot­
tom has not yet been reached.

The Commission on the Necessaries of 
Life, of which Gen. John H. Sherburne 
is chairman, sent out this morning to a I 
refiners of sugar in the state a circular 
letter, requesting information regarding 
the sugar situation.

Not only is the aim of the commis- 
sion to find out how much sugar has 
been received at the port of Boston, and

Pl Hitherto, because of Attorney General 
Palmer’s action in taking over all mat­
ters relative to the sugar stringency, the 
Commission on the Necessaries of Life 
has not singled out sugar for special at­
tention any more than any other staple 
food commodity.

Another hope for relief went by the 
board this morning when Washington 
announced that the recent purchase of 
Argentine sugar, some 14,000 tons, which, 
it was declared a few days ago had been 
taken b'v the United States government 
in order to help out the domestic situa­
tion, lias not been bought by the gov­
ernment at all, but by American sugar 
interests.

The fact that this purchase is said to 
have been made at sixteen cents a pound, 
may or may' not mean that the sugar 
will be sold below the present market 
price here. A plan for the distribution 
of the entire quantity to “essential in­
dustries” is said to have been worked 
out by the authorities, acting in co-op­
eration with the purchasers.
Huge Supplies.

The steamer Lake Savus, with more 
than 7,000,000 pounds of raw sugar for 
the American Sugar Refining Company, 
is expected to arrive today from Matan- 
zas. Other shipments are on the way, ; 
so that there is an ample supply com­
ing. Not only are the receipts from 
Cuba heavy, but some large consignments 
of sugar are on the way from the Philip­
pines and Java.

Efforts are being made to keep secret 
the sugar sailings from Cuban ports, but 
the entry of the vessels cannot be con­
cealed. Four steamers are on the way 
to Boston from the Far East that have 
sugar as part cargo.

It was learned today that 100,000 tons 
of sugar have been or will be shipped 
from the Philippines to Boston or New a 
York, and 300,000 tons have been con- ■ 
tracted for with sugar planters in Java.
