My Dear Sir,—1In reply to your commupication
of the 12th inst., I will give, as brief as possible, some
facts relative to our labors among the Mic-Macs,
““some approximation to the numbers now living who
can read the Scriptures, and the mcans of teaching
them to read them.”

My first lesson in Mic-Mac was taken nearly fifty
YeArs ago, there were then, as nearly as I could ascer-
tain, about three thougand Mic-Macs, none of us knew

of a single one who could read. 1In the course of about
three years I had discovered four who had attained to
this accomplishinent in some degree, they all belonged
to Cape Breton, though one had been in Nova Scolia

and 1nst
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and 1nstructed by a Mr. Bromby, who had kept a
school in Halifax, and had tried hard to be of some
service to the Indians. As uear as I can ascertain
there are now about four thousand Mic-Macs, and
thouzh T do not know exactly how many of them can
read, I do know that about twenty-five years ago the
four had been multiplied more than ten fold, for I
had kept the count up to that time, and were it proper
to lay a wager I would feel perfectly safe, from what
[ know, to wager four hundred dollars that at the
present time there are four hundred Mic-Macs in the
Provinces who can read the Scriptures in their own
tongue. Meeting Indians who can read and write,
receiving letters from and requests for books by them
and for them, has long ago ceased with me to be a
matter to be wondered at. The means of instructing
them is just ahout as few and feeble and have ever
been so, as they can well be, and were they not
remarkable for intellectual abilty, and among the most
persevering and determined people in the world, the
number of readers among them would be few indeed.
Suppose the parents of our white youth had always
taught that schooling was a curse and not a blessing if
they sent their children to school, both they and their
children would certainly go to hell, and suppose all our
ministers, to a man, were to use all their influence to
prevent our children and youth“from going to school
or learning to read, what would be the result, of what
avail would be our empty school-houses, such as you
will now and then find furnished for the Indians by
the Government, of what use would be our free
schools and all the rest of it. But these and many
other obstacles that exist among the Indians are con-
tinually surmonnted by them. One of my Indian
correspondents of Nova Sedfia lately sent me a letter
and at the same time I received one from a gentleman
who had been Indian Agent in the United Statee, I
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compared the two letters, the hand-writing was goodl
in each case, the spelling of the Indian for both letters
were written in Knglish, was equal, if not superior to
that of the wlhite man, they both made exactly the
same funny grammatical blunders and said (“ I would
of for I would have,”) which led me mope particularly
to compare the two lotters. [ have not means of
knowing how long the white man had attended school
nor how diligently he had used his Opportunities, but
the Indian had heen to school in his boyhood Just three
months ; would be a very strange thing if the other, a
merchant of New England, had

not been as many
years,

To krow how casily the Indians can learn to

in their own language, I will mention a
about twenty-five years or more
Indian who was alle to read the Scriptures witl, con-
siderable ease, and all the help he had, as he assured
me, was that another Indian had taught him the sounds
of the letters, that the other Indian had, 1 thiuk, never
been to school ; but he could read quite well before
he died, and he would and did read the Scriptures in
spite of the prohibition or persuasion of the Priest.
I once brought a young Indian Iad, say twelve years
old, and in a few weeks he could scarcely miss a word
of a coluwn of speling of several syllables ; and
another time I tanght a man of about thirty his letters
who had quite a family to maintain, and in six weeks
from the time he took his first lesson, I heard him read
nearly the whole of the XI. Chapter of John. And
once more at Bear River, taught a young girl her
letters in the beginning of one week, and on the first
day of the week following she could read, and spell

without looking at the lesson, words consisting of more
than six letters,
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circulated among them, but they would amount, I am
sure, to many scores, It is necessary to mention, as
some explanation of the facility, the Indians learn to
read in their own language that the words are spelled
exactly as pronounced, every letter being sounded and
each letter having but one single sound, so that learn-
ing to read is littte more than learning the alphabet,
and in fact nothing more when the pupil is taught
the power of the letter, instead of the name, because
in that case, as soon as he runs over the letters he has
pronounced the word.
