THE EASTERN LIBEL CASE.

A police court reporter found out the
facts and told them to his news editor,
M. Parke, who 18 on the Star, edited by

When be did
so he had what he believed to be re-
liable assurance that the scandalous affair
would be hushed up. He consulted a
friend in London when his name was
first mentioned in print and assured this
friend that the charges againsthim were
absolutely without foundation. The friend
promptly said that if this were the
casethere was only one course of public
vindication—a suit-for libel. A day er
two afterwards the facts which Scotland
Yard had gathered together about the
accused men began to leak out. Every-
body was startled. Butit was too late
for Lord Euston to withdraw then. The
trial for libel must go on, reveal what it
may.
The first thing to do was to find out all
about Hammond. Jobn Saul of 15 Qld
Compton street was one of the persoms
who frequented the house, and it was
largely on his evidgnce that the _police
acted when they consulted Mr. Matthews
Saul's terrible deposition cannot be
printed.

One of the most interesting features of

the dry and wet dock scheme is its effects

on the working men of St. John and of

the Province at large. Of the million
dollars which will be expended in the
work of jconstruction the greatest part

will be represented by the labor of our

own people. The dock and wharves

being of wood, the timber for them will 1

have to come out of our own forests, and

all but the value of the standing trees

will be New Brunswiek labor. When the
timber for the work reaches its desti-
nation the cost of the labor employed in
the work of construction will be at least
nine-fenths of the entire cost of the
dock. A careful estimate shows that
the construction of Mr. Leary’s docks
and wharves will give constant employ-
ment to one thousand men for two years,
of whom at least five hundred will be
employed directly upon the works at
Sand Point. Now that the dull season
is coming on, when shipping is
growing slack and employment for
certain classes of working men scarce,
it is highly important that such encour-
ageraent should be]given to Mr. Leary’s
scheme by the Provincial government
a8 will enable the work to be proceeded
with at once.

The greater number of literary
aspirants are obliged, like the Edinburgh
reviewers, to ‘‘cultivate literature upon
a little oatmeal,” and the majority of
professional men are compelled to live
in modest circumstances and with the
practice of a rigid economy.

There are many reasons why it is well
that this should be so. There is a certain
degree of self denial which seems neces-
sary to the attainment of the strongest
influence over mankind. The thoughts
and labors of many a man, living in pov-
erty and sacrifice, have a weight which
would never be given them if it were
known that they were well paid. This
has always been recognized by the great
majority of literary workers, and con-
sidering the degree of their deprivations
they havenot been discontented at giving
their labor to the world without ade-
quate return. They have never struck
for higher wages.

THE REWARDS.

Few of the great writers of the world
have not been more or less under subjec-
tion to this stern mother of invention.
‘Whether this was best for them or not
the world has freely left themso. It
has often refused bare existence to its
most richly endowed members, except on
condition of earning by manual labor
the rewards which the fruits of their in-
tellectual toil were not thought worthy
to receive.

It might have been thought that the
latter part of the eighteenth century
could have made a better use, for itself
-and posterity, of its most exquisite genius
for song than to have made him an ex-

it in the Bcottish lowlands; or
that Charles Lamb or Nathaniel Haw-
thorne could have been better employed
than the one as a clerk in the India office
and the other as a custom house officer
in Salem. It was poor discernment, as
well as inadequate reward of genius, to
have left Thoreau with the larger part of
the edition of ‘“Walden” on his hands,
and to have allowed Corot to have re-
tained an almost unbroken collection of
his own paintings until he was 60 years
old.

It would be unjust, however, to speak
as if the rewards of intellectual toil were
confined to, or mainly represented by,
either the recognition of mankind or pe-
cuniary returns. In no other sphere of
life can so much happiness of a high and
noble kind be found. Whoever has fitted
himself by whatever expense of time and
toil to appreciate the best that has been
said and done in the world, to take part,
however humbly, in molding publicopin-
ion, and in contributing to the advance
of the race toward better conditions, has
entered on a career which may have its
deprivations, its perplexities and discour-

ents, but has an undercurrent
of enjoyment that nothing can wholly
disturb. The physician who has saved a
valuable life, Sm clergyman who clears
awa; th; mmm of superstition fromd Kitho
ofa e on, and gives
them a vision of ﬁﬁg&'ﬂmgs in their
true rationality and beauty, or the states-
man, author or editor who aids in lif!
his generation up above itself, can affor:

In the address: “Rev Donald
Macrae ” there has been more care tak-
en, also an effort to disguise the different
letters, The downward stroke of the first
letter in “Macrae” has been retouched.
These addresses are all written in the
same hand. I say so because of the for-
mation of the letters; for instance the
heavy shade at the bottom of the “e”
is  noticeable in every case,
All  the letters in . “Macrae”
are larger than the letters in “Donald”—
the small letters only Irefer to. The “s”
in “Deinstadt” and the “s” in “Thos”
are the same. The “s” in “de Soyres” is
of the same formation but larger.

In the study of hand writing the dott-
ing of “iI’s” and the crossing of “t’s” are
important to consider as well as the
movements of the arms, hands, pressure
of the pen etc., in a comparison of writ-

In regard to these addresses, the writ-
ing shows a cramped position; but I
should think the writer had a free finger
movement. There is more freedom
observable in the address “Rev. John de
Soyres,” than in the others. There is
morefreedom too, in some parts of the
writing than in others. In the “e” of
Exmouth the hand is cramped; in the

The terminal of
the “c” and the “e” in “Macrae” is some-
what blunt; particularly in the “e”. This
bluntness may be observed in the final
“g” in “saltpetre.” Take the final “e” in
“de Soyre”. This is different; it is carried
up like the final *e”in “ochre” in the ac-
count. The “a” in “lead” in the account
is like the “a” in “Donald”; they
are shaded alike. The “R” in “Rev” is a
style of a printed “R.” The “R” in “Rev”
of the account is similar to it. The “e” in

“Rev” of “Rev Donald Macrae” is termin-
ated like the “e” in saltpetre. The “x”
in “Exmouth” is made in a similar style
to the “x” in “Elixir.” The last mark of
“m” in Hoffman, if it were crossed it
would make an “x” that would look lxke
the “x” in Exmouth, The “a”in “sugar”
is very like the “g” 1n the addresses;
very much like the “a” in “Deinstadt.”

The last mark of the “w” in
“wys’ ' makes a “v” which cor-
responds very nicely with the
‘“v” in “Rev. John de Soyres.” The “w”
%is carried up and ended ; then the pen
touches and makes & curve for the e g
which corresponds to -the “y” in
“de Soyres.”
