24 hours earlier by the line he advocated
in his resolution. He referred to the ad
vantages of settlers going into and remov
ing the “‘primeval forest,” making homes
for themselves, and contributing to the
wealth, population, and greatness of the
country.

The passing of County Accounts war
here suspended, in order that Mr. Lawlor
might be heard 1n refereiice to the Cavads
Femperance Act,

6 months, in the Parish of Newcastle.

Coun, Burchill maved that the prayer
of the petition be rejected.

Ou motion of Cuun, R. B. Adams, Mr.
R A Lawlor was given permission to ad-
dress the Council.

The chief points made in his address by
Mr. Lawlor, were that the matter of cou-
trolling saloon, tavern, auctivneers’ aune
similar licenses, was by the British Nort)
America Act, vestel exclusively in the
Provincial Legislature, and that by ti

the right to grant tavern and wholesal
liquor licens-s was vested in the Muwm-
cipal Council; therefore the grauting o
non grauting of the licenses were matter
eutirely within the control and right o
-he Council. If applicants for livenses
came, showing they were prepared tu
comply with the requirements of the sta-
tute in the 8 of dation an
~ecurities, the Council must grant th
licenses—it had no power to refuse. T
would be argued that the Scott Act war
in force in the County by virtue of the
Governor General’s pr.clamation, but eve:
if the Act itself were not ultra vires
yet, because its provisions had not
been properly complied with, the Ac
—under the 86th section thereof—coulu
not, under the proclamtion, be in foree
for some time yet. If the Dowinion Par
Lameut could arrogate to itseif contro:
over this license matter, if its assumeu
control was good in law, then all licenses

granted in Counties uot under the Scot:
Act were invalid and fraudulent, for tn

aame rights in such wmattere could not b«
1 both Dowminion and local legislatures,

Presuming the Act to be in force, th
licenses to - brewers, manufacturers o
wines, wholesalers and druggists, whe
are, by the Act, to 'be authorised by th.
Lieut. Governor,must obtain their license-
from the Municipal Connerls, It might n
said the Conncil would render itself liable
in case those whom it might license
were to get into trouble,hut the applicants
did not wish the Council to take any
risk. They only asked for licenses from
the body which was alone competent to
grant them, 8o 48 to be armed with th.
proper authority for carrying on their bus
iness, and in a position to defend them-
selves. If the licenses were not grante
he would advise his clients to take step
to compel the Council to grant themn.

The Secretary [reasurer being called
upon, gave it as his opinion that, uunde
preseut circumstances, it would be illeg:
tor the Conneil to grant licenses. In hi
opinion the Scott Act was legally in fore:
n this' County on the expiration of the
annual licenses granted in January la-t.
and the semi-anunal licenses grauted iv
July Iast—these being the licenses con-
temp'ated in the Governor General’s pro-
clamation. and the date being the respec.
tive dates on which the different license:
expired or were to expire, and not the
date of the proclamation. Referring t.
the legality of the Act itself, he vaid th
Supreme Court of New Biunswick hao
declared it ultva vires, but on the questio:
heing carried to the Court of Appeal at
Ottawa, the deci-ion of our Court was re-
versed, and the Act declared legul. It
was therefore, the law of the land, Pend-
ing the decicion of the Privy Council Ap.
peal Court to which the question had beer
further referred, the Act must be held
good, and in full operation. Such being
vhe case, aud the Act being in force in
this County, could Mr. Farrell’s applica
tion, which was made under the Act ot
the local legislature be entertained? H.
did not apply for leave to sell under the
Scott Act, as Mr. Lawlor seemed to im
ply, and, therefore, the Council could not
entertain his application. The licengus
under the Scott Act must emanate from
the Local Government and not from the
Municipal Council.  In his opinion, there
fore, the Council must assume that the
Scott Act is constitutional, ie in fuil ope-
ration in  Northumberland, and that it
has uo pawer to grant licenses,

Coun. R. B. Adams argued that the Act
was in furce, that it had been brought so
in thix County by a large majority of the
people's votes—just such votes -as had
elected the Condcil, and if the Act was
not to be accepted as legally in force, then
it might aleo be said the Council itself
had no legal existence. [f the Act was
to be thwarted it could not legally be dune
by the Council or through it, but those
whose b siness it attacked should pro.
ceed against it in the Courts, see if the
petition on which the Secretary of State
proceeded was a good, sufficient’ ‘and
houest oue aud take other legal and eftec
tual steps to right themselves. For the
Couucil, however, to graut licenses would
be u great wrong ou the people of the
County. So long as the Act stood vu the
Statute bovk and was not  voided by the
highest Court of appeal to which it
was referred, so long was it the law of the
land and, as such, to be respected,
Mr.Farrell's application tor license being
voted upon was unanimously rejected,
Coun. Loggie moved as fullows:—

tity, is sufficient to produce the result |

To avoid the unpleasant
eoffects, he reconminiends rubbing the
greasy leather with burnt magnesia.

Herr Kepner, at Salzburg, in the
Tyrol, has observed that heating earths
and rocks causes them to become mag-
netic. With various specimens of
baked and unbaked bricks he has test-
ed the accuracy of the obs-rvation,
which is still further contirmed by ex-
periments with several minerals by two
other The magnetism ot
newly-heated rocks appears to diminisbh
somewhat in time, but some specimenx
of slag, perhaps thousands of years old,

were found to be still magnetioc.

As the use -of -electricity becomes
more and more ge/nerul, the great im-
portance of some method of storing the
current for future use, becomes more
widely appreciated,  Since the an-
nouncement of Faure's electrical accu-
mulator some months ago, this subject
has been much studied, and several
storage batteries have been prodiiced by
eminent eléctricians. The most promis-
ing apparatus of this kind, is said to be
one just described by Mr. Heury Sutton,
of Australia, to the British Royal Socie
ty. "1’ dppears, from information now
at hand, that Mr. Sutton obtained the
best results with a negative electrode of
copper and a positive of amalgamated
lead —that is, lead coated with mercury.
‘These twé eleinents are placed in a sulu
tion of sulphate of copper. When »
current of electrici y is passed througl
this cell the solution is de¢omposed and
metallic copper deposited on the nega-
tive electrode, while the positive is per-
oxidized. When the battery is being
discharged the action is reversed, the
¢opper element being oxidized, and the
oxide combining with the acid again
forms sulphate of copper. As the cop-
per is deposited in charging,the solution
graduslly loses'its blue color, being con-
verted into sulphuric acid. It is stated
that Mr. Hutton will not patent his dis-
covery.

SO

Prof. Tuit descrives three forms of
mirage. The first, and most common,
in that seen in the desert, where the sun-
light is reflected from the heated layer
of air resting upon the sand to the eye
of the observer, and irvesistibly gives
rise to the impression of a reflecting sur-
face of water at the point in the desert
from which the rays are . projected.
A second form is that observed in the
Arctic regivns, of which many beau-
tiful illustrations have _been given by
Seoresby. The principal phenomenon
is what is called *‘looming”—distant ob-
jects showiug an extravagant increpse
of vertical height withont alteration in
breadth. Distant hummniocks of ice are
thus magnified into immense towers and
pinnacles. and a ship is sumetimes ab-
normally drawn out until it appears
twelve or fourteen times as high as it is
long. The celebrated fata morgana of
the Straits of Messina is of this charac-
ter. Ruocks are seen drawn up to ten
or twelve times their proper height,
and houses, as well as human beiugs
and animals, appear in like exaggerated
shape. The most remarkable instance
of this kind of mirage was observed in
1798, when from Hastings, a portion of
the French coast forty or fifty miles
away, was seen as plainly as thongh bus
a few miles distant, although urdivarily
hidden by the earth’s couvexity. The
third and perhaps most extraordinary
form of mirage is that observed by
Vinoe in 1799, in which a ship at sea
showed three distinct images—a lower
and an apper one in an upright position
and an intermediate one in which the
object stoud inverted.
