Mrs. Bailey is credited with being the '
first lady in’ Canada to survey, stake
out, and register a mining claim, and
from recent developments it would ap-
pear that Mrs. Bailey’s judgment in
the prospecting line was not at fault.
It was eight or nine years ago when |
the claim was staked out by Mrs.
Bailey, and about the same time her |
husband recorded three other claims |
adjoining 1it. All of
are in British Cblumbia,” about mid-
way between Greenwood and Phoenix.
The ¢laims are only a few miles dis-
tant from the Gamby mine, owned by
Ontario capitalists, and considered a
very valuable property. This Gamby
mine has been in operation for some
time, and at the works/ there is a
smelter in which the ore from Mr. and
Mrs. Bailey’'s claims” will probably be

- handled in the future.

The claim recorded by Mrs. Bmley
was named by her The Alpiné, while
the other three -are known as Gold
Braid, Frederic and Excelsior. They
are all on a piece of high land, and al-
though there is no water power for
work in the mining, yet there is a suf-
ficient supply for all living purposes.
As each claim in British Columbia
consists of fifty-two acres it will be
seen that these four constitute quite a
large farm, and even leaving out of
consideration whatever bodies. of ore
may be benath the surface the property
is valuable for the timber standing
on it.

Since the claims were recorded some
yvears ago Mr. Bailey has expended be-
tween two and three thousand dollars
in development and has been gradually
getting into a position for handling
ever increasing bodies of ore. But the
great difficulty in development has

, Bang reached Mr. Bailey’s place. There
it was found necessary to make a cut-
‘tmg. and in so doing the laborers tap-
. ped a rich lead of gold and copper ore,
]a lead the existence of which has been
hitherto unsuspected. It is a large
lead, and from surroundings Mr. Bailey
has received the impression that the
whole. hill is a mass of ore. He took
samples from the cutting to an assay
office and found that they will run
from one hundred and fifty to two
,hundred dollars per ton. This fact,
along with the knowledge that the new
railroad will be able to carry any
quantity of ore to the smelter at
Greenwood made Mrs. Bailey feel nat-
uraly pleased. It turns out ‘that this
new run of ore has been found on the
claim called the Alpine, the one staked
out by Mrs. Bailey herself.

The running of this new rallroad
through the Greenwood district and the
finding of such seemingly valuable
bodies of ore has created some interest
«in financial circles, and Mr. Bailey is
now negotiating with a party of Bos-
ton capitalists for the sale of one of
the claims, probably the one known as
Gold Braid. It was for the purpose of
meeting these gentlemen and further-
ing the negotiations that Mrs. Bailey
went to Boston. She will, in October,
go on to Spokane, Washington, where
her home is, although during the sum-
-mer months she usually remains with
her husband at the British Columbia
property.

Mrs. Bailey is a sister of Mrs. James
Millican of 72 Summer street, with
whom she has been spending the last

few weeks, and of Mr& C. W. Bell of
Moncton.

New Sardine Factory on Deer Island
—Boneless Herring Industry at

Eastport.

EASTPORT, Sept. 25.—It is stated
that the boneless herring industry will
soon be started up again in this city
when employment will be given to a
large number of men and women who
are engaged every fall and winter in
the shops removing the bones and skin
from the newly smoked herring. Dur-
ing the past winter and early spring
when there was no other employment
in sight, and before the sardine fac-
tories began operatiions, the above in-
dustry gave considerable employment
about the city and the weekly pay
days distributed quite an amount of
money about the stores. The pro-
moters of the industry,which has been
tried in this city for several seasons
with success, have arrived here and
it is expected that in a short time
everything will be in readiness for the
curing of the herring and it is known
that there- is a big demand for the
boneless product when shipped away.

The large Marathon hotel at Grand
Manan Island, N. B., which has been
50 successfully managed for many
Years past by Capt. J. Pettis, was
closed for the season Saturday, the
landlord and his family moving into
the annex, or winter quarters, where

they will look after the guests during
the next nine months.

A sardine factory has been built
during the past few months at Fair
Haven, Deer Island, N, B., and will
soon be open for canning herring, sim-
ilar to those put up in this section, but
cannot be called American sardines,
as the plant is across the harbor. The
herring is found only a short distance
from the factory, and there is enough
help about to fill up the places. ‘When
work is begun. As this will be the
only sardine factory in that section, it
will be of great value to the residents,
many of whom have been engaged in
past seasons in the canning factories
in this city and vicinity. ‘There is
also a clam factory at Fair Haven,
which has been conducted with suc-
cess for a few seasons past during the
clam season.

AMHERST, N. S., Sept. 26—The first
shot in the election campaign in this
province was fired in this town to-
night, when a magnificent meeting
here was addressed by E. F. Clarke,
M. P., of Toronto, and Hon. T. Chase
Ca.sgra:in, M. P., of Quebec.

More than two thousand people
crowded into the building and s8tood
in the doorway unable to find seats.
The chair was accupied by Charles R.
Smith, K. C., who first introduced T.
Sherman Rogers, the liberal conserv-
ative candidate for Cumberland
county:

Mr. Rogers made a splendid speech
and was the recipient of a great ova-
tion. The prospects for his election
are bright. The mention by the chair-
man of the names of Hon. T. Chase
Casgrain and E. F. Clarke as two of
R. L. Borden’s lieutenants was the
signal for a renewal of the cheering,
which greeted them when they first
appeared on the platform.

Mr. Casgrain was the first speaker.
There were many French Acadians in
the audience and in compliment to
them he first spoke in French.

Mr. Casgrain thereafter spoke for
an hour in English. He brought be-
fore the audience, he said, a simple
business proposition, charging he
government with reckless violation of
their opposition pledges, with utter
lack of consistency on the tariff ques-

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tion, with a refusal to do anything to
adequately protect the Canadian work-
Ingman and producers, the Canadian
market, He called on the electorate
of Cumberland to assistin giving the
people of the Dominion an administra-
tion under R..L. Borden that would
be one of Canada for Canadians.

Mr, Casgrain concluded his speech,
which made a splendid impression, by
a warm eulogy of R. L. Borden, whose
leadership, he said, he was proud to
follow,

E. F. Clarke followed in an eloquent
address, in which he brought the
greeting of Ontario conservatives to
those of Nova Scotia, assuring the
audience that there is a ‘united party
behind and supporting and sustaining
their talented leader, who hailed from
this province. The conservatives of
Ontario recognized in Mr. Borden, a
gentleman who had the qualities of
head and heart which fitted him for
the™ leadership. Mr. Clarke referred
gratefully to the political history of
Cumberland and the grand work done
for Canada by Sir Charles Tupper, its
representative for two decades. He
hoped that the county would return
to its.first love and elect T. S. Rogers
as a supporter of R. L. Borden and a
stout hearted advocate of his truly
national policy of Canada for the Can-
adians.

Mr. Clarke pointed to the thriving
industries 6f Amherst as a striking

instance of the benefits of the tariff

policy of the conservatives, aud he]
challenged the naming of one enter-
prise that had beenh established as a
result of the policy advocated by the
liberal party from the moment thcy
left office in 1878 till they secured
power in 1896. The retrgcting of the
footsteps of the present government
was the greatest possible tribute ithat
they could pay to the genius and
statesmanship of their predecessors.
Mr.Clarke proceeded to discuss trans-
portation question, showing how wise
is' Mr. Borden’s policy 'a government
owned railway for th country rather
than a railway ow government.
He quoted prominent srals as to the
soundness of the p al to extend
the Intercolonial, ar ked his audi-
ence what confidenc y could have
in men who advoc: « policy yes-
terday which they 'y denounced
today. In the acquir »'of the Can-
ada Atlantic by tt rand Trunk
Mr. Clarke thought Mr. Hays had been
too clever for the government and had
committed the country to a bargain
which would be a positive injury to the
ports of the maritime provinces.

After touching on the election scan-
dal revealed in Ontario ' Mr. Clarke
concluded by saying that the people
might rest assured that-if the liberal
conservative party were returned to
power the policy which the leader of
that party had proclaimed in opposi-
tion would be - crystallized into legis-
lation in duéeourse.

ARCHBISHOP OF CANTERBURY.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 25.—The Most
Rev. Thomas Randall Davidson, the
Archbishop of Canterbury, sounded a
ringing appeal for Christian unity at
the open air service held in the Cathe-
dral grounds at Mount St. Albans this
afternoon. Not since President Mec-
Kinley was present. at the erection of
the Peace cross on the same spot after
the war with Spain have as many peo-
ple gathered at that picturesque spot.
The crowd was estimated at from 20,-
000 to 25,000.

Mrs. Roosevelt and the British am-
bassador, Sir Henry Mortimer Durand,
with Mrs. Davidson, General and Mrs.
Chaffee and Mrs. Hitchcock and Mrs.
J. West Roosevelt, had seats to the

right of the platform and joined heart- |

ily in the service.

Promptly at half-past three the top
of the first processional cross was
was sighted coming over the hill at the
head of the combined vested choirs of
the Episcopal churches in Washington,
followed by the Marine band, also in
vestments. After the choir came the
clergy, and then the visiting bishops,
including Bishop Nelson of Georgia,
Bishop Brent of the Philippines, Bishop

‘Ferguson of Africa, Bishop Doane of

Albany and Bishop Satterlee of Wash-
ington. Behind them all came the
archbishop’s party, his chaplains, his
crucifix, and in the rear the archbishop
in the brilliant red vestmsants of the
primate of all England. Waiting them
on the platform were prominent lay-
men, including J. Pierpont Morgan,
Secretary Hitchcotk and President
Gilman of the Carnegie Institute, and
clergy from the various Protestant
churches in' Washington. The long
procession, to the inspiring tune of My
Country, 'Tis of Thee, made its way
with dignified step to the seats reserv-
ed for the various bodies represented.
On the platform with the archbishop
sat the visiting clergy, the bishops cnd
the archbishop’s chaplains. The versi-
cles and opening prayers were read by
Bishop Nelson, Bishop Ferguson read
the psilm and Bishop Brent read the
lesson.

The sermon was preached by the
Bishop of Albany., He made a strong
plea that all Christians . walk worthy
of their ealling. He deprecated the
continental idea of the Sabbath and
said that if people were not more ap-
preciative of a Sunday which should
be a holy day as well as a holiday,
the time would come when ecommerce
would step in and make of it a work-
ing day, like the other six. He call-
ed attention to the reverence of Eng-
lish-speaking people for the home and
spoke of the increasing urgency for
the protection of the home.

Bishop Satterlee after thanking the
archbishop for his presence and for
his coming from across the water to
show his interest and earnest desire
for greater Christian unity, presented
the primate, who made a brief ad-
dress.

My friends, I am called upon and
privileged to give to you on this great
occasion—great at all events to me—
what the paper in your hands calls a
“salutation.” I give it to you from
a full heart, in the holy name of Him,
whom, amid all our differences, we
serve, our living Lord and Saviour
Jesus Christ. It is not a little thing
to me to be allowed that name to
greet you—here at the very pivot and
centre of a natioaal life, which for 130
yvears has had ‘liberty’ as its watch-
word, and for more than forty years
has everywhere striven to make the
word good. A vision rises before our
eyes today whereunto this thing, with
all that it implies, may grow.
It has geen given to us
English .. speaking folk, in the
manifold development of our storied
life, to realize in practice more fully
than other men the true meaning of
liberty—the liberty wherewith Christ
hath made us free. Be it ours to re-
cognize that such knowledge is in itself
not a heritage only, but a splendid and
sacred trust. The trust must be deter-
minedly and daily used; used amid all
the changes and chances of) life, to the
glory of God and the immeasurable
good of men. For that reason we want

here, WYiere the heart of your great
nation throbs, and sends its pulses
through the whole, to keep raised over-
head the banner of Him who has
taught us these things, our master,
Jesus Christ. The principles set forth
are ours because they are His. He
taught us that a man’s life consisteth
not in the abundance of things which
he possesseth. He taught us’that so-
ciety exists for the sake of the men
and women who constitute society.
He taught us that surrender even of
individual rights for the sake of Christ
is nobler than defence of priyilege.

We must be here to work,

And men who work can only wobrk for
men,

And, not to work in wvain, must com-
prehend

Humanity, and so work humanely,

And raise men’s bodies still by raising
souls.

These are ideals, but they are
Christ’s ideals, and therefore they can
come true. We mean, please God,
that they shall. We, from across the
sea join hands with you in the en-
deavor to translate them into accom-
plished fact; fact, not fancy. What
we are aiming at and striving after
is a plain thing, the bettering of peo-
ple's lives; to make men purer and
manlier; to uplift the weak and way-
ward, and to trample under foot, what
is selfish and impure; to make certain
that every one of Christ’s children
shall learn to know the greatness of
his heritage, and shall have an ideal
before him, an ennobling ideal of wor-
ship and of work. Christ_charges us
with that; we are trusted to work for
Him among those for whom He died. No
other period of Christendom can com-
pare with ours in the possibilities
which are set within our reach. No
other part of Christendom, as I firmly
believe, can do for the world what we,
on either side of the sea, can do for
it if we only will God give us
grace ;to answer to that inspiring call.

After the archbishop’s blessing the
service closed with the recessional,
“Onward Christian Soldiers.”

VESUVIUS IN ACTION

NAPLES, Sept. 25.—The eruption ox
Mount Vesuvius continues to increase
in force, and is now more violent than
at any time since 1872, Red hot stones
are hurled to a height of 1,600 feet,
falling down the flanks of the moun-
tain with a deafening sourrd. The' df«’
rector of - the observatory says that
between 5 o’clock this morning and 8
o’clock this afternoon hig instruments
registered 1,844 violent explosions, and
that one stone thrown out weighed
about two tons. Lava flowing from
the crater has melted the metal of the
funicular railway, destroyed the upper
station and burned the wooden huts in
which guides lived. All vegetation
within a radius of one mile of the
crater has disappeared. Several earth-
quake shocks were felt today. Many
of the population of surrounding vil-
lages have left their homes and are
camped in the open air. The curiosity
of tourists to approach the volcano is
such that a large number of Carbinesr
guards have been detailed to prevent
them crossing the prescribed 1limitas,

DINNER TO MR. HODGSON,

One of the pleasantest incidents at
the exhibition Thursday was the com
plimentary dinner tendered F, W.
Hodgson, dominion live stock com-
misioner, and his staff of stock judges,
by the exhibition executive, in a
private . room of the restaurant.
Among those present were the exhibi-
tion management. Responding to &
toast Mr. Hodgson made a very im-
portant speech. He said that he had
never before witnessed such a fine lot
of live stock as ig present at the exhi-
bition in St. John this year. All the
animals seemed to have been particu-
larly selected for such an event. Some
people argued, he said, that the live
stock show at an exhibition should be
taken from the field, and that no spec-
fal effort should be made to have them
prepared before being brought here.
This he believed to be all nonsense,
as a poorly groomed animal would be
just as much out of place in a fair of
this nature as a man in his working
clothes would be at a dress reception.
Mr. Hodgson advocates having the
provincial fair permanently at St
John, for having it at one place all
the time is far more satisfactory than
changing it about. This had been
proved in Ontario and at present the
mannual fair at Guelph is one of the
best in America. He complimented
Manager Hubbard and Manager
Sclanders and their assistants on the
excelléent manner in which everything
-in connection with the exhibition is
being carried out.

Dr. Fletcher, the dominion entomo-
logist and botanist, who was also pre-
sent, made an address in which he paid
a very high compliment to the man-
agement for their work in ¢onnection
with the fair. He had never seen, he

* said, an exhibition carried on with
such perfect harmony. Dr. Fletcher
Anformed those present that the weeds
which are on exhibition as a result of
the school children’s competition, were
the best collection of weeds it had ever
been his pleasure to examine. Mr.
Sterriker, the judge at the horse show,
who is a very genial gentleman, spoke
very highly of the horses he had seen
here, and of the exhibition in general
Mr. Sterriker has made many friends
since he came to St. John, and his de-
cigions in awarding prizes are ample
evidence of his fairness and ability.
Not once have they been questioned.

The dinner was a pleasant as well
as a most fitting event in the progress
of St. John’s greatest exhibition.

Heard Several Papers Read
at Friday’s Session

HAMPTON, N. B., Sept. 23.~The
Kings County Teachers’ Institute con-
tinued its session today. Papers were
read on “Latin in Schools,” by A. B.
Magee, M. A, on “Geography,” by F.
S. Small, on “Hindrances in Teaching
and How to Overcome Them” by Miss
Hattie Smith. Manual training dir-
ector, Mr. Pinder, delivered a most in-
teresting and profitable address on the
work of his department illustrated by
models and diagrams of farms in paper
and cardboard, which was full of good
suggestions and hints to the teachers
who are doing something along the
lines prescribed for its introduction and
development. Questions by the teach-
ers also elicited ready answers of great
practical importance,

HAMPTON, Sept. 23.—The after-
noon sersion opened at half-past one
o’clock with an effort to increase the
membership of the IN. B. Teachers’ As-
sociation, many of those present sign-
ing the declaration, -and all being
urged to use their best efforts to se-
cure the co-operation of those teachers
who are not present at the institute.
It was stated that while there are
about one hundred and seventy teach-
ers in the county only some sixty-nine
names are on the roll of the institute.

The discussion on the paper by Miss
Hattie Smith was opened by Mr.
Cormier and continued by a number
of others.

The closing. paper, by Miss Catherine
Robinson was on How to Make Life in
a Country School More Congenial to
Teacher and Pupil Alike. Suggestive
ideas were advanced in regard to the
neatness and ‘decoration of the school
room, the selection of school mottoes,
and simple but useful apparatus, the
enlivening of the exercises by song,
physical culture, a review of passing
events, and along other lines. A short
and interesting discussion followed,
bringing out the experiences of the
speakers in connection with the sub-
Ject.

Th e report of the committee on
Work Done by Pupils, and Apparatus
Made by Teachers or Pupils, was read
by Mr. Lawson, and - the work
submitted, which was very creditable,
was opened for inspection. Of the lat-
ter subjects there was no exhibit.

Rev. C. D. Schofield spoke encourag-
ingly on the work of the teacher and
of the institute, especially in regard
to the collection and arrangement of
plants, leaves and other material for
exhibition. Plants collected: and
mounted by the pupils of the Lakeside
schol, taught by Miss McMurray,
evoked some warm praise from those
who saw them.

Mr. Kidner gave a brief account of
the exhibition of nature study work
in the botanical gardens of Regent’s
Park, London, which brought out the
wide field in which the teacher and
pupils may work.

The nominating committ®e reported
the following officers: President, D.
W. Hamilton; vice-president, Miss
Mabel Curran; secretary-treasurer, C.
M. Kelly; executive committee, * Miss
Mary Allen and Miss Hattie A. Smith,
which report was unanimously adopt-
ed.

Mr. Hamilton on taking his seat re-
turned his thanks and proceeded to
take up unfinished business.

The time and place of holding the
next institute was, on motion, left in
the hands of the executive commit-
tee.

Thanks were tendered to the retir-
ing officers and to the people of Hamp-
ton for assistance rendered to the ex-
ecutive in the work of the institute.

Rev. R. G. Fulton having entered the
hall was invited to address the insti-
tute, to which he responded in a pleas-
ant vein, expressing his opinion that
if there were any free passes to heaven
there would be many teachers found
within the pearly gates of the new
Jerusalem, to which their great pa-
tience and work for the race were
strong recommendations.

Rev. Mr. Duke also added a word of
encouragement and good wishes.

‘The institute then adjourned, the

general idea being that in 1905 they

will meet in the McDonald school at
Kingston.

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David Lynch, whose name has been
synonymous with the shipping indus-
try of this part of Canada for at least
two score of years, passed quietly and
peacefully to his reward at No. 141
Paradise Row Friday afternoon, af-
ter a serious illness of several weeks.
Mr. Lynch’s death was heard of around
the city with a great deal of regret
and surprise, as he was not generally
known to have been ailing. Liver and
stomach troubles forced the deceased
to his bed a short time ago, but the
immediate cause of death was heart
disease. So unexpected, was the -life-
ending that sons had to be summoned
hastily from their work early in the
afternoon, arriving just in time to be
recognized by their dying father. The
family is sorely shocked and absent
children, Mrs. William Levis, of Hali-
fax, and Frank Lynch of Worcester,
Mass., will arrive at the bereaved
home today. :

It has been a few years since Mr.
Lynch had enjoyed his usual vigor,
but a fatal termination of his slight
indisposition was not anticipated a
few weeks ago. The energy and men-
tal aggressiveness displayed by the
late shipbuilder in planning and sup-
erintending the construetion of the
‘Bouth Shore str. Senlac last summer
‘and fall, was evidence to the effect he
had lgst little of his old-time force,
and grey-<haired residents along his-
toric Strait Shore said it looked like
“the good old times” to see the same
old boss giving orders at the lawnching
of fhat handsome steamer on a zero
‘morning last January. "

Last year J. K. Dunlop, a contemp-
orary of Mr. Lynch in the shipbuilding.
craft, was removed, and now few, if
any of the old time contractors whose
names were prominent before the age
of iron' ships remain. The group af
boss. builders is almost gone and mem-
ories of their achievements are now
becoming a bright chapter in the past
history of St. John.

Mr. Iynch came to this city from
Derry, Ireland, with his parents when
he was a lad of but nine years. At
fourteen he was carrying tools in the
ship yard of Storms and King, and be-
fore he had reached the age of thirty
he was building vessels as a master
workman. With unusual energy he
forged to the front, and before he
had reacHed his prime of life he had
laid the keels and completed a large
number of staunch craft of wvarious
classes, some of which are still earn-
ing good sums yearly. Willlam Thom-
son, Messrs, Troop and outside parties
were Mrn. Lynch’s best customers.

The first vessel built by the late citi-
zen was the Richard Simonds, a pilot
boat. ‘She was launched in one of the
Strait Shore yards, near where the last
craft, the Senlac, was placed@ in her
element less than a year ago. The pilot
boat Lightning, which is still afloat,
having participated in last July's R.
K. Y C. cruise, was the next job Mr.
Lynch had to do, closely followed by
many others. The Howard D. Troop,
the Charles S. Taylor and the David
Lynch were other pilot boats to be
built by him. For Messrs. Troop alone
the following craft were built: The
Rock Terrace, Highlands, a bark of 1,-
234 tons, build in 1883; bark Cedar
Croft, built in 1877, over 186 feet in
length, and of 1,099 tons burthen; the
Mary A. Troop, recently wrecked in
mid-ocean, and the Josie Troop, the
Nellie Troop, Low Wood, Still Water.
Mr. Lynch was also the builder of the
Alexander Yeats for Yeats & Sons,
formerly prominent shipping people in
this city, and the Helen H. for Michael
McCarthy. For the Thomson concern
some of the largest crafts were the
Glad Tidings and Stormy Petrel,

Roughly speaking the deceased con-
tractor turned out almost, if not over,
three score of vessels, all of them good
craft and true. The Alexander Yeats,
a large square-rigged ship, was con-
sidered by many to have been Mr.
Lynch’s masterpiece. She certainly
was a credit to St. John,

Of late Mr. Lynch added to his list
such fine types of vessel as :the bark
Eva Lynch and the sea-going tug Lord
Kitchener, and, as already mentioned,
the Nova Scotia route boat Senlac.
Mr. Lynch’'s individuality was stamped
in every craft he launched. They were
all well put together, cleverly planned
and honestly bulilt.

In connection with his work Mr.
Lynch travelled considerably, He was
forced to move from place to place on
the continent and across the ocean to
superintend repair work on the some
of the vessels he had built that had
become damaged. All these trips add-
ed to his store of knowledge concern-
ing shipping and places, for Mr. Lynch
was of a studious disposition and
turned his every move to good ac-
count.

At one time, about 1887, he became
greatly interested in international
yvachting, chiefly from the technical
standpoint. Mr. Lynch laid claim to
the invention of the hollow midship
section, which he embodied in the
pilot boat Lightnlng, and which was
introduced in the makeup of the Am-
erican cup defender designed by Bur-
gess. The New York Press at the
time published these paragraphs in a
course of a long article on the contro-
versy:

“Mr. Troop, one of the largest ship
owners in America, and who may be
associated with Mr. Lynch in the
building of the yacht, told a Press re-
porter that he had read the story in
the issue of yesterday, and sald in an-
swer to a question :

“Whatever Mr, Lynch stated to you
can be relied on. I have a personal
knowledge of many of the things stat-
ed, and they are true In every parti-

may oe some little trouble owing to
the new regulations adopted by the
cup committee of the New York Yacht
Club, which compels challengers to
send in their compliments and the
lines, etc., of the boats by February;
but, for all that, I think Mr. Lynch
Will be able to do it. Why,” he add-
ed, “the old pilot boat Lightning, up
at St. John, can be changed in rig and
fitted up to give you a better race than
you've had yet. Water soaked and all,
she could sail all around the Thistle.”

‘““‘Speaking of the Lightning, how
does her mid-section compare with the
mid-section of the Mayflower 2"’

“I have seen both vesselg, and they

are as nearly identical as can possibly
be. The mid-sections are very simi-
jar.*” ;
“Do you know anything about the
story of the model of the Lightning
having been loaned to Boston parties
or Chelsea parties before the May-
flower was built 2

“I do. I know it to be a fact, The
advantages of the hollow bottom were
exemplified in - the Lightning 20 or
more years before Boston adopted it;
and then claimed the honor. It's the
easiest thing in the world to have veri-
fled. The Lightning was built a quar-
ter of a century ago; she is in St. John
harbor. Let any one examine her and
then examine the Mayflower, Puritan
or Volunteer, and he will find the lines
of the Lightning practically repro-
duced, with, of course, such variations
as the rig rendered necessary. I don’t
say they were stolen or copied, but I

do say that our old cat boat contained
them.”

A widow and family of five sons
and three daughters, survive Mr.
Lynch. Mrs. Lynch is a daughter of
Daniel Mahoney, now of this city. The
sons are: David E,, decorator with M.,
R., A, Ltd.; Frank J., with the Singer
Sewing Machine corporation, Worces-
ter, Mass.; Fred W., with the Domin-
fon Express Co. in thig city— Charles
and Harry, two lads. Mrs. William
Levis of Halifax, Miss Ellen J. and
Josephiae, at home, are the daughters.

Dr. George Johnson Tells of His Or.
chard at Grand Pre and His Chick-

ens in Ontario.

Dr. George Johnson, the Ottawa do-
minfon statisticlan, was in town Sat-
urday, on the way to his'orchard at
Grand Pre. Mr, Johnson makes a good
year book, and grows good apples. His
orchard issyounz and for its years ex=
ceedingly productive.

The statistician is a firm friend of
the bee. How that little busy animal
causes the appls blossom to be follow=
ed by fruit instead of falling bar«
ren to the earth is explained with
mathematical clearness.

How doth the little busy bee

Load up the gracious apple tree .
may be learned by attending to Mr.
Johnson’s exegesis. Dr. Johnson sees
that the land is fertilized, and so his
trees grow good and strong, The bees
take care that the blossoms are fer-
tilized, and so the apple comes. But
he cannot find a bee that will fasten
the apple to the tree so that it will not
fall off when the wind blows. The |
breezes of Grand Pre have swept off
several hundred barrels of his fruit
this year. At Chelsea, not far from
Ottawa, Dr. Johnson raises chickens. |
He has more than a hundred, though
several deaths are recorded in his
‘books. It is not worth while to be a
member of half the statistical socie-
ties of the world if you do not keep a
record of your own chickens. But Dr.
Johnson says that in spite of all pro-
fessional temptations he does not count
them until after they are hatched. Dr.
Johnson is not a native of St. John,
but his mother spent many happy days
here. She came from the old country
when a young girl and found a friend
in Rev. S. Busby, a Methodist minis-
ter, whose memory is still greatly be«
loved by a few old people who knew
him. At Mr. Busby’s house she met
the Methodist probationer who after-
wards became Rev. George Johnson.
They were married and went to Nova
Scotia, where Dr. George Johnson was
born. A daughter of Mr. Busby mar-
ried the late William Smith, formerly, '
commissioner of customs for this pro- ;
vince and afterwards deputy minister
of marine and -fishéries, and the inti-
macy between the Johnson and Busby
Tamiliea in St. John was followed by &
firm friendship between their descend-
ants at Ottawa.

One of the public men who deserve
fwell of this country is Hon, T, C. Cas-
grain, M. P., who is now in company
with E. F, Clarke, M. P., about to ad-
dress a series of meetings in the mari-
time provinces. Mr. Casgrain is a
French-Canadian, representing a
French-speaking constituency. There
js only one other conservative
member from that part of his
province known as the Quebec
district. Mr. Casgrain’s majority
was not large, for though he is a
popular man and a good campaigner
he had as an owponent one of the most
resourceful of government politicians,
and the race appeal in its most aggres-
give form was employed against his
party and himself.

One would expect that on the ques-
tionh of race a man like Mr. Casgrain,
of whom any race might be proud,
would not suffer at the hands of his
own countrymen. The French-Cana-
@dians have everything to gain by re-
tailning in public life so conspizaous a
ptatesman and jurist. He is an honor
to his country, his province and his
compatriots, and has perhaps done
more than any other to prove in the
highest court of the Empire that
French Canada can produce brilliant

* Bnd learned lawyers. It would there-

gore be supposed that while Mr. Cas-
grain’s opponents would not spare him
in open fight, those of his own race
would make the battle a fair one.
Ieapecially would we look to journals
In Montreal and Quebec, which speak
a8 the special organs of Sir Wilfrid
Laurifer himself, appeal for subscrip-
tions and advertisements in his name,
#nd carry with them his personal and

. pfficial authority, to refrain from Lase

Bippeals to passion and prejudice
wgainst & man who is fully the equal
pf the premier in dignity and standing,
greatly his superior in culture and pro-
Fessional knowledge, and not inferior
%o him as a public man.

But as & matter of fact we find these
Journals reviving the Riel affair for the
purpose of destroying Mr. Casgrain.

‘Why should Mr., Casgrain be select-

excuse is that he was junior counsel
#or the prosecution of Louis Riel. He
hiad nothing to do with the government
which dealt with the case after convic-
tion. He was not in the dominion par-
llament at the time, but was a young
lawyer already known as one of the
leaders of the bar. Any other lawyer
Wwould have taken this retainer. The=e
is no reason for supposing that the pre-
#ent minister of justice, who was one

‘.t‘ the counsel for the defence, would

have refused an engagement as prose-
puting counsel. No suggestion is made
ghat the prosecution was not fairly
@enducted or that the verdict was ok

justified by the facts. The pfomoters
of the Riellte or national movement
contended that the government should
have commuted ‘the sentence, but even
they aid not say that Riel should not'

Louis R:el had been innocent, as many
men are who have been tried for of-
fences, it would not be wrong for a
lawyer to act for the crown in the pio-

] secution. The minister of justice of

Canada, Solicitor General Lemieux,
the attorney general of Quebec and
other political lawyers supporting the
government have often been counsel
and will in future often be counsel
against innocent persons, French as
well as English. No criminal trial
takes place in which a crown lawyer is
not prosecuting a person presumed at
first to be innocent and oftén in the
end proved to be guiltless.
Yet because Mr. Casgrain performed
his professional duty in this particular
case he is presénted to the Frenciy
Canadians as & “Pendard” with a rope
in his hand. #He is held up to their
&version as a hangman, with an inno-
cent compatriot as a victim. This is

*{ not done by some irresponsible stump

orator, but by authorized organs of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier himself. It is not done
in the heat of passion, Deliberately,
many years after the passion would
naturally have subsided, and when the
Occurrence has been almost forgotten,
the old campaign has been revived. It
is done in the hope of destroying a
worthy French-Canadian, whose argu-
ments cannot otherwise be :get and
whose charges cannot be refuted.

The whole Riel question was fovght
out fairly in parliament. There and
elsewhere the late Sir Adolphe Chap-
leau revealed the motives and expose
some of the schemes of the cold-blooded
promoters of the -Quebec agitation.
There many eminent and fair French-
Canadians discussed the question in a
calm and judicial way, unmindful of
the passions of the time. Among the
notable addresses in this notable de-
bate will be found that of Hon. Pierre
Landry, now Judge Landry of this
province, whose sympathetic but just
statement of the case was worthy of
his own distinguished past, and a pro-
mise of greater distinction in the
future.

‘We do not suppose that these low at-
tacks upon Mr. Casgrain can irjure
kim in the estimation of the public
generally, or of the people in his own
province. That is probably ot the
expectation of his enemies. The most
that they expect is to turn against him
a sufficient number of hasty and in-
considerate electors to weaken the
chances of his own election.

AN AMBIGUOUS PREMIER.

At the Montreal banquet of the
Manufacturers’ Association, Sir Wil-
frid Laurier had his opportunity to
answer Lord Rosebery’s sneer that Mr.
Chamberlain had no reason to expect
the co-operation of the Canacian pre-
mier in the preferential trade move-
ment. It cannot be said that Sir Wil-
frid made the most of his chance, He
was ambiguous and indefinite, ‘“What
“was possible,” he said, ‘“was that
“we' could have between the mother
“land and the colonies treaties of com-
“merce whereby we could sit down,
“and by mutual concessions, by grant-
“ing and giving, we could develop the
“trade of Britain and her colonies to
‘ the mutual advantage of all.”

Further than this the premier did
not go, though he distributed a num-
ber of shining generalities, Mr. Fos-
ter, who spoke after Sir Wilfrid, re-
Joiced that Lord Rosebery had receiv-
ed from the leader of the Canadian
government the information that the
latter was in favor of an imperial pre-
ference.

CLOSE OF THE EXHIBITION.
‘While the total attendance at the
exhibition of this year is somewhat
Smaller than that of two years &go,
there is no reason to complain of the
patronage. ' Few special excursion
trains with low rates were run by the
railways. Those visitors ‘who came
from different parts of the province
were attracted by other inducements
thanAcheap transportation, It would
appear that the fair was better patro-
nized by spectators from this city
than it was by local producers and
traders. The people of St. John did
not display any disposition to crowd
the industrial building with their ex-
hibits. It is said that a considerable
business was done by some exhibitors
from abroad, who were in a position
to take orders, and that some of this
business was done in competition with
local houses which did rot exhibit.
Perhaps the city dealers thought it
more profitable to display their goods

at their own shops to such exhibition
visitors as went shopping, or did not
consider exhibition advertising was
worth what it cost in time, trouble and
expense. There was a notable dis-
play of live stock in some classes, On-
tario breeders appear to find it worth
while to bring their cattle this dist-
ance’and display them. There is little
doubt.that the publicity is worth the
money. The attendance would have
been . larger had “the weather been
warmer, as it usually is at this season.
But on the other hand there was lit-
tle loss or inconvenience from rain.
On the whole the affair passed off well
and was a credit to the management.

JOHN F. STAIRS.

The province of Nova Scotia and the
country at large has suffered a heavy
Hon. John F.
Stairs of Halifax. Mr. Stairs was an
active. man in many directions, He
represented Halifax city and county
in the legislature and in the house of
commons. He was a me:“Dher of a
provincial cabinet. At one time he
was president of the provincial con-
servative association, His posi-
tion in the industrial life of the prov-
ince was not less conspicuous, He
was at one time the' leading cordage
manufacturer in Eastern Canada. For
many years he was identified with the
steel works at New Glasgow, and
later took the lead in organizing the
existing Nova Scotia Steel Company,
which under his direction bought the
Old Mine Sydney and the Newfound-
land iron mines. At the time of his
death, Mr, Stairs was president of the
Nova Scotia Steel Company, of the
Trinidad Street Railway Co‘., and the
Eastern' Trust Company, and was a
director in many other strong corpor-
In banking and other finan-
cial institutions Mr. Stairs had large
interests. Yet he found time for ser-
vice in other directions. He gave a
great deal of attention to the affairs

of Dalhousie College, and was active
in church and Sunday school work.
In politics, Mr. Stairs had strong con-
victions, though he expressed them
in temperate and courteous language.
He was absolutely without personal
or party bitterness. There were few
better informed men than he in the
house of commons, and none who
brought to parliamentary discussion
more valuable contributions of fact
and argument. In business he en-
joyed to a remarkable degree the
confidence of other business men and
of the public generally.

In the October number of McClure'’s
Magazine, Miss Ida Tarbell completes
her remarkable series of articles on the
history and character of the Standard
Oil Company. The record is one which
ought to be studied in Canada as well
as in the United States, for this power-,
ful and unscrupulous corporation has
extended its monopoly into this coun-
try by buyving up the property and
business of its Canadian competitors.
Miss Tarbell gives detailed accounts of
the underhanl operations by which the
Standa-d Company has been able to
kill off competitors, sometimes by cut-
ting prices in particular localities,
more -often by conspiracies with rail-
ways to refuse transportation to inde-
pendent companies except at exorbitant

rates, occasionally by the tyrannical
use of financial influence or by the im-
proper employment of political infiu-
ence to-drive the competing operator
out of business. It is shown that this
corporation, perhaps the most power-
ful in the world for the oppression of
the mass of consumers, and for the
wreck and ruin of legitimate produc-
ers and traders, keeps up a lobby in
and about legislative and administra-
tive bodies where the concern has in-
terests to serve. Miss Tarbell charges
that the company has acted the part
of an outlaw in its disregard of inter-
sState commerce legislation, that it is
steadily increasing itz wealth, and ex-
tending its financial and political influ-
ence, and thus becomes more and more
a public menace.

Struck a Ledgo in Grand
Lake on Saturday.

0wne[s Have Secnred the Bgatrlce
Waring to go on the Route and
Will Build a New Boat If

Necessary.

The first serious accident in connec-
tion with the river traffic during the
past season occurred Saturday even-
ing on Grand Lake, when the steamer
May Queen, plying for years between
the Lake and Indiantown, ran aground
on a bar off Bailey's Point, in one of
the wildest and fiercest rain and wingd
storms experienced for some time on
Grand Lake. It is little over a year
since the burning of the David Wes-
ton startled the people of the prov-
ince with its record of death; but in
this case the admirable conduct of of-
ficers and men from Captain' Weston
down, inspired the passengers with
confidence. They obeyed instructions
and the result was that in a short
time all were safely conveyed to the
shore.

It was half-past six in the evening
when the May Queen, with a large
cargo and over a hundred passengers
aboard, was steaming through the
wild waters of the lake at a rate of
thirteen knots an hour. Newcastle
had been left behind and in spite of
wind ‘and rain, the boat was speeding
fast for Chipman. When some dist-
ance below Bailey’s Point, which is
near the head of the lake, Capt. Wes-
tcn gave the wheel to Captain Charles
Brennan, for many years captain of
the Queen, and thoroughly acquainted
with the route. Capt. Brennan had
often warned his brother officers of
this very ledge, which lies in about
five or six feet of water off the point,
making it a most dangerous obstruc-
tion.

Hardly had Capt. Brennan taken the
wheel, when a harsh scratching noise
and a sudden jolt to the ship warned
passengers and crew that an accident
had occurred. They rushed on deck
in great alarm, but the clear and or-
derly beshavior of officers and crew re-
assured them. Capt. Weston ordered
the boats lowered, and in the gather-
ing darkness men, women and child-
ren were safely lowered over the side
and rowed to shore. People on shore
opened their houses to them and they
spent the night there. Sunday morn-
ing those who were going to Kings-
clear and Chipman were driven to
their destination in carriages and
wagohs. Capt. Weston also arranged
with the tug Fanny to forward the
freight, all of which was saved.

The May Queen was built in 1869
and is the oldest boat on the river.
At present she is owned by the May
Queen S. S. Company, composed of
Capt. Weston, Willard McMulkin,
Wiliiam Grey, John Johnston of
Woodstock, Mrs. Wm, Waring, Mrs.
Hugh McLean, Miss Barber and Mr.
Yeomans of Newecastle,

The conference of the owners held
yesterday afternoon resulted in the
decision to at once start work on a
new bhoat for the Grand Lake service,
in case the May Queen is damaged be-
yond hope of repair. The owners are
determined that there will be no
lapse in the service in any circum-
stance, and will thus have a new boat
ready for spring traffic.

In the meantime an arrangement
has been effected whereby the Beat-
rice Waring, which at present runs
on opposition trip to the Hampstead
on the Belleisle route, will start in
Wednesday morning and perform the
old May Queen schedule, until further
notice.

A diver and some experienced men
will be sent up today to Grand Lake
end a rigid examination of the hull
will be made. If it is found practi-
cable, the rents in the side and bottom
will be patched and the boat floated.
During the winter she will be fully re-
paired and placed in readiness for the
opening of traffic.

The Queen stands high up out of the
water. Her main deck is perfectly
dry; in fact, the water at her stern is
only about five and one-half feet
deep.

Canon William Hubbard De Veber
was born in St. John, N, B., Jan. 23,
1824, third son of Leverett H. De Ve-
ber. He received his first education
at th~ St. John Grammar School, and
in 1839 entered King’'s College, Freder-
icton, and was graduated from that in-
stitution in 1843. Returning to St. John
he was licensed as lay reader, and as-
signed to the parish of Simonds under
Canon Harrison, where he remained
for two years. He was ordained dea-
con by Bishop Medley in St. Ann’s cha-
pel, Fredericton, in 1847, and on Sept.
24, 1848, he was ordained priest and
soon after appointed missionary at
Upham and St. Martins, in which ca-
pacity he remained till 1859.

Then, at the request of the parishion-
ers of St. Paul's church, Portland, he
was appointed rector of that parish by
the bishop. In 1868 the church, which
kad been in use some years, was aban-
doned and the school-house was licens-
ed, the regular services of the parish
being continued there till August, 1871.
During this time the present church
was erected and consecrated Aug. 16,
1871, by Bishop Medley, who the same
day appointed Mr. De Veber a canon
of Christ’s Church Cathedral, Freder-
icton. He remained there until his re-
tirement on account of ill-health in
October, 1893, after a period of service
of thirty-four years.

The prisoner was brought
into court by Deputy Sheriff Freeze.
Mr. Parlee conducted the case for the
defence; Mr. MciIntyre for the prose-
cution.

Esther Alward, sworn, sald: I saw
Ira Wright in front of Wm. McKnight.
He was in a threatening attitude.
McKnight said: “Let me alone, I have
a sore hand.”” I was standing in the
hall door at the time. I did not hear
‘Wright make any reply. I thought
McKnight dodged a blow from Ira
Wright. I saw Oscar Wright run-
ning across the road with a monkey-
wrench. I do not know that he was
using the monkey-wrench as a wea-
pon. The next was confusion. I was
looking after the children at the time.
I saw Wright boys leave, and did not
notice where .. McKnight was.
quarrel then stopped for a time. I
saw Sam Keith come up. He asked
Wright why he was bothering the old
woman.

To Mr. Parlee—I could not tell how
long after Wright went over that
heard the blows.

Mrs. Blanghe Kingston, sworn, said:
I knew Wm. McKnight. I live next
door to Oscar Wright. ,The first I
knew of the fight was between 5 and
6 o’clock. I was passing through my
house in view of the road and heard
loud voices through the open window.
I saw a number of men across the
street. I heard a man’s voice say :
“Let me alone; I don’t want to fight.”

EXHIBITION NEXT YEAR,

Executive Recommend That It be Held

Early in September,

At a meeting of the executive c¢f the
Exhibition Association held last ~ven-
‘ing it was decided to recommend to the
directors. that an exhibition bhe held
next year, early in the month of Sep-
tember. -

Most of the executive say that when
an exhibition is held only once in two
vears they lose the grasp of affairs,
and it is more difficult to carry cn the
work successfully. For +this reason
they are anxious tHat it shall tecke
place every year. On the other hand,
there is a feeling amongst many pcople
in the city that once in two years is
often enough for an exhibition.

While it is yet impossible 1o say
what the financial results of -he last
exhibition will be, it is -well known
that the general results are inost sat-
isfactory.

There is a strong feeling on the part
of the management that inother exhi-
bition should not be held on the pre-
sent grounds. They are not at all sat-
ysfactory, they think, and can never
be made so. In the first place they are
not large enough, and it would be im-
possible to get extra space that would
i be sufficient for the proper improve-
! ments. Secondly, the grounds nocw
{used are owned by the government,
and the association have had to ray
heavily for them. Other sites huve
been suggested, but it is not yet known
where the final one will be .elected.
It has been proved that a race course
should be made ,so that during exhi-
bition week, instead of the races at
Moosepath, they could be held in the
ring, which would increase the attend-
ance materially.

COURT HOUSE

Has Been Entirely Remodel-
led and is Like a New
Place.

L &

Will be Ready For This Week's Ses-
sion—Two Charges of Perjury

fn the Gountry.

ANDOVER, N. B, Sept.
county of Victoria has reason to be
proud of its almost remodelled court
house, which will be about completed
for the session of the circuit court to
be held here this week, the chief jis-
tice presiding. The building was er-
ected over a quarter of a century ago,
but is as far as the exterior appears,
up-to-date in every way.

A great deal has also to be said for
it in its position, which is just at the
head of the railway bridge, and only a
few rods from the end of the high-
way bridge, on the Andover side. For
the villages of Andover and Perth it
is central as can be, and is not the
glaring contradiction to the twentieth
century convenience that the court
house in Carleton county is, to say
nothing of other court houses remote
from the Dbusiness centres of other
counties. = The councillors of Victoria
are now in a position to say that their
efforts to be in the fore-front regard-
ing the county building are thorough-
1y successful. The whole building has
been renovated from cellar to roof.
The sheriff's quarters have been re-
paired and fitted up, but the improve-
ments in which the public are mostly
interested are those in the court
house proper up stairs. The entire
interior, except the floor and ceiling,
has been sheathed with North Caro-
lina pine, some 8,000 feet being used
in the whole building. In placing the
sheathing it has been very creditably
designed, the work of John O. Brooks,
who is in charge of the undertaking.

There will be steel roofing through-
out, which with the handsome pine
sheathing, will really make a most at-
tractive interlor. All the rooms ad-
joining the douncil chamber, that for
the barristers, the grand jury, the
petit jury, and the judge’s room down
stairs, will be fitted up on the same
lipes as the court room proper.

It is a most thorough job through-
out, and one of which the people of
the county have reason to be proud.
The outlay will probably be something
over $3,000.

There is not much of a docket for
the coming circuit. One criminal case
will certainly come. before the grand
jury, the King v.-Parent. This comes
from the Grand Falls, the accused be-
ing held on a charge of perjury.
Rather strange to say, just at present
Police Magistrate McQuarrie at An-
dover is holding the preliminary in-
vestigation into another charge of
perjury. This time the accused is one
Hanson, who was the plaintiff in an
action of trespass against two men
named Lovely in the county court last
July. He secured a verdict, and now
Lovely has laid an information
against him for perjury. This hear-
ing was begun a day or two ago, and
will take some time yet. The result,
of course, is in doubt. Alex. Straton
is representing the crown, and Thomas
Lawson the defendant.

The. air
brakes ct the special were applied, but
did not prevent it from striking the
local engine, which was picked up on
the pilot of the special, carried about
300 feet and then dropped in a heap.
The wreckage blocked the opposite
track. All the train hands stayed in
their places and none of them were
seriously injyred. The cab of the
branch engine protected the occupants,
who were not injured beyond slight
bruises in their course on the pilot of
the big locomotive. The locomotive of
the Morgan special kept the rails for
some time and then dropped to the
ties. It was interlocked with the ruins
of the branch locomotive. The shock
was not great enough to throw the
cars of the special from the track.
None of the occupants had left their
berths except Mr. Morgan, who was
at the breakfast table when the crash
came. Large plate glass mirrors in
the cars were broken, as were also sev-
eral of the breakfast dishes. Mr. Mor-
gan was thrown forward but was not
pitched from his seat. The members
of the archbishop’s party were also
badly shaken up, but none except a
maid who was slightly cut in the face,
were injured. Soon after the cars
came to a standstill, Mr. Morgan hur-
ried into the east Brookfield station
and sent several messages. When ask-
ed as to the effect of the collision on
those in the cars he said:

‘“There was an accident and no one
was injured. Get this over the wires
as soon as possible—that no one was
injured.”

The archbishop and party did not
leave the car wuntil just before the
journey was resumed.

A combination locomotive and coach
known as the Berkshire observation
car, drew the special cars to Albany.
The archbishop and party and Mr.
Morgan went on board the observation
car and the journey of the special was
resumed at 9.50.

ALBANY N. Y., Sept. 23.—His
grace the Archhishop of Canterbury
arrived here at 1.20 o’'clock this after-
noon, four hours later than the time he
was expected. He and his party, in-
cluding J. Pierpont Morgan, were met
at the Union station by Bishop Doane
and Mrs. Doane, Coadjutor Bishop
Nelson and Dean Talbot of All Saints
Cathedral, and several prominent citi-
zens. After introductions were over on
the station platform, the party enter-
ed carriages and drove to All Saints
Cathedral. The visitors inspected this
and the buildings connected with it and
met the Episcopal clergymen of the
city.

The original plans had included a
formal welcome by Mayor Gaus and
the celebration of matins, but on ac-
count of the delay in arrival the mayor
did not meet the archbishop, and theré
were nd> ceremonies. The special train
of two cars bore no marks of the ac-
cident they passed through this morn-
ing.

After spending an hour here, the
English primate and his party left
over the West Shore railroad for
Washington.

NEW YORK, Sept. 23. — The local
board - of steamboat inspectors Which

has just been investigating the Gener-
al Slocum steamboat disaster last
summer has completed its work, says
the Herald, and submitted its report
to Robert S. Rodie, the supervising in-
spector. The report, which is signed
by James A. Dumont and Thomas H.
Barrett, contains the following princi-
ral points:

That the fire on. the steamboat was
discovered at the upper end of the
Sunken Meadows and that North Bro-
ther Island was the nearest available
point to beach the steamship.

That the life preserving appliances
in the vessel were adequate, but had
the General Slacum been supplied with
double the number not , another life
would have been saved because of the
ighiorancé and incompetence of the
crew.

That there was an absolute lack of
discipline on the part of the crew be-
cause of the negligence of the master
and of the pilot.

That fire drills had been neglected
and that had the crew been trained as
the law requires, such a disaster would
have been almost inconceivable.

That one of the crew, in his inno-
cence, added to the incipient flames
by throwing thereon an empty bag
which had contained charcoal.

That the chief engineer was grossly
negligent when notified of the firs that
he did not see the hose had been con-
nected and the water turned on.

That the licenses of Wm. H. Van
Scack, master and pilot; Edward Van-
wart, pilot, and Benjamin F. Conklin,
chief engineer, be revoked.

The report, in part says :

“Referring further to the beaching of
the General Slocum at North Brother
Island, we would be remiss in our duty
if we- failed to mention the unselfish
heroism displayed on this occasion by
Evsrett Brandow, secona engineer of
the steamer, in the performance of his
duty, who remained at theithrottle of
his engine, answering all bells prompt-
ly until his services were no longer re-
quired, this notwithstanding the com-
motion and panic on the steamer at
the time and without means of know-
ing from personal observation from
his post in the engine.room what the
chances must be of saving his own
life.”

The report also commends the cap-
tains and crews of the Franklin, the
Massasoit, the Walter Tracy, the
Watch, the Director, and the Golden
Rod, for saving lives from the Slocum.

PEACE CONCLUDED

lution Has Been Shut Off.

BUENOS AYRES, Sept. 25.—Informs
ation has been received here of the re=
port of the conclusion of peace betweei
the TUruguayan government and thd
revolutionists under General Munez.

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Russia Has Decided to Send Out Another
~ Immense Army Which Will Bring the Force -
in the East up to a Total of 700,000.

CHEFOO, Sept. 25, 10.30 p, m.—As a
result of the battle before Port Ar-
thur, which began on Sept. 19, the
Japanese succeeded in capturing sev-
eral important positions, and today
the Russian tenure of the big forts
guarding the north, mnortheast and
northwest sides of the town is serious-
ly ‘threatened. Chinese information
places the Japanese losses under 3,000
for the three days’ fighting, and this
comparatively small casualty list is
due to the excessive care used by the
Japanese in' making their preparations
for the advance.

Russian sources, however, claim to
have information that the Japanese
losses were unusually severe, amount-
ing to fully three times the number
mentioned above. Possibly the most
important capture during the three
days’ fighting was that of fort Kuro-
patkin, while of minor value with re-
gard to preventing the entrance into
the town of the Japanese, had been
constructed for the purpose of pro-
tecting the source of the garrison’s
water supply. The «ontrol of this:
water supply is now in the hands of
the Japanese. .

As was announced in these de-
spatches of Sept. 20, the battle began
before daybreak on September 19. At

this- hour the citizens and the garri-
.son of Port Arthur, after the enjoy-
ment of weeks »f comparative secur-'
ity, awoke to the thunderous reports
of artillery along the line extending;
from the west of Itz mountains to!
Rihlung and Kikwan mountains, Thisj
was but a preface to the assault which|
was destined to result in the capture;
of three new and important Russianf
possessions, together with six small;
but annoying forts lying between Shu-j
shiyen and Rihlung mountain.

During the day and night of the 19th a
and until noon on the 20th the bom- {
bardment continued without cessatlon,i
and ths many shells falling from quar- {
ters which previously had been silent |
made it obvious that the Japanese had ‘
at last succeeded either in mounting |
many heavy guns in new positions or !
in strengthening their old positions.f
The infantry fighting during this per- i
iod was comparatively trivial. !

At noon on Sept. 20, the Japanese i
right and centre, the former being ‘o
the west and the latter 1o the east of
the railroad, commenced the advance.
The troops made use of the  trenches
and mfrequent natural cover that lay
in their way.

The small forts to the south of Shu-
shiyen resisted their advance but
briefly, as their garrisons were not
strong numerically. Since the begin-
ning of the bombardment the artillery:
fire from Fort Kuropatkin had been
growing steadily weaker, and it hav-
ing become apparent that it had been
practically silenced, the Japanese as-
saulted the fort. Fort Kuropatkin is
situated to the south of Palichuang
and to the northeast of the parade
grounds, on, a low hill, It derives its
name from the time when General |
Kuropatkin inspected it, pointed out}
the weakness of the position and or-
dered that it be strengthened as far as
possible -because of the necessity of
protecting the water supply. While
sltuated in the chain of main forts,
Fort Kuropatkin never has been as
strong as the others, and after severe
fighting it fell into the hands of the
Japanese. This capture lessens further
the security of :the fort on Rihlung
mountain, which is now threatened
from a new quarter as well as from
Palichuang.

At 5 o’clock in the afternoon of the
20th the Japanese captured a supple-
mentary fort, which from the lower
ground threatens the. fort on Itz moun-
tain. This ended the heavy fighting
for that day, although the Japanese
later were compelled to resist several
eorties.

During the night the heavy bombard-

ment of the Russian positions con-
tinued, the Japanese fire being direct-
ed with particular vigor against an-
other supplementary fort 3,000 yards
to the west of the fort on Itz moun-
tain, and regarded as highly import-
ant because of its bearing on the Itz
and Anshu mountain forts. The next
day, after having pounded this position
unmercifully and wuntil its fire had
slackened visibly, the Japanese deliver-
ed their assault. They met with stub-
born resistance. Exposed to the fire of
machine guns and rifles, they made
frantic efforts to.reach the crest of the
slope. They leaped over trenches and
embankments and tore down the en-
A‘tang!emm;ts in their path, until at
length they entered the fort. The Rus-
slan troops there refused to desert
chelr position, even in the face of the
superior numbers which confronted
them, ‘and desperate hand to hand
ﬂ‘ght.ing occurred inside the fort.
Lventually almost the entire Russian
garrison was either killed or wounded.

The foregolng information has been
obtained from a Chinese of unimpeach-
able trustworthiness.

Gen. Griapenberg is 66 years of agé.
He served in the Crimean war and
distinguished himself in the Polish in-
surrection of 1863, and in the Turke—1
stan campaign of 1867-8. For his part
in the latter the general received the
St. George’s Cross and a sword of
honor. He commanded the Moscow
Guards regiment in the Turko-Rus-|
sian war and in that conflict was pro-'
moted to the rank of major general.

ST. PETERSBURG, Sept. 26, 2.30 a.
m.—The division and reorganization of
the Manchurian army, regarding which
there have been rumars ever since the
battle of Liao Yang, was officially an-!
nounced today in an_imperial rescript:
appointing General Grippenerg, com-
mander of the third army corps in the
province of Vilna, as commander of
the second army now being mobilized
for immediate despatch to the far east,
leaving General Kuropatkin in com-
mand of the first army. The emperor
is personally convinced that the politi-
cal as well as the military presfige of
the empire is at stake, and that every
other consideration must give way be-
fore the exigencies of war. The re-
sources of the empire in men and
money must be drained, if necessary,
in order to turn the scale and vindi-
cate the power of Russia. The reor-
ganization amounts to formal notice to
the world, as the emperor frankly ex-
plains in"his rescript, that he intends
to vastly increase the number of troops
at the theatre of war in order to force
the struggle to a successful issue in
the shortest possible time. It is in?
tended to silence definitely all talk of
foreign intervention by the announce-
ment that Russia means to fight out
the issue with Japan in the field of
battle. Probably 300,000 additional men
will be placed in the field. Five corps—
the third, fourth, fifth, eighth and
sixteenth—are already destined for the
front, and the taik is that five more
corps will be sent forward. Eventually
the creation of this second army in- |
volves the selection of a commander-
in-chief. Not only is there no intima-
tion in the rescript that General Kuro-
patkin will have command of both
armies, but he is disinctly placed upon
the same footing as General Grippen-
berg.

In the best informed circles there is
little idea that Viceroy Alexieff, the
present nominal commander-in-chief,
will exercise the actual functions of
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commander of the 600,000 or 700,000 men
that Russia has resolved to put in the
field. It is the best opinion that Grand
Duke Nicholas Michaeldvitch, inspector
general of cavalry, will attain this high
command, occupying in the war with
Japan the position held by his father
in the war with Turkey.

Russia’s recognition of the fact that
the forces now in the Far East cannot
successfully prosecute the war against
the men Japan is able to put in the
field, and the knowledge that the lat-

wter power is now mobilizing 100,000

more men for the front, and the deci-
sion to reorganize the Russian army
upon a gigantic scale in order to be
able to assume the offensive quickly,
marks a distinctly new phase of the
war,

In the reorganization especial plans
have been made to overcome the defi-
ciency in guns which the Russians
have-been laboring under. Over 600
additional field and rapid fire guns are
to be sent to the front.

The great struggle for the mastery
in the Far East now seems destined
to assume Titanic proportions,

The- reiteration of the now familiar
official statement that the military sit-
uation at the front is unchanged is
believed to indicate merely that,
in view of the shifting of
forces, the probability of fresh
important developments  there is not
immediate. Gen. Kuropatkin deems it
wise to make public unofficial advices
which indicate that Marquis Oyama is
slowly continuing to advance. His
tendency seems to be to the northeast.
This may be-prompted by recognition
of China’s superstituous reverence for
Mukden, the Japanese being anxious
to remain on the best terms with the
Chinese. It is also likely that the
presence of the Hun river in front of
Mukden has convinced the Japanese
of the impossibility, from a strategic
point of view, of making a fronta] at-
tack while if they succeed in gaining
a footing at Fu Pass or some other
point on' the north side of the river
and north of Mukden, they will render
Kuropatkin’s position in the city un-
tenable and force him to evacuate
without fighting and: retire northward

This amount is far below the cost in-
curred by the manufacturer in bring-
ing his logs from the woods to the mill,
and if the rate for logs should continue
anywhere in that vicinity for any
length of time lumber operations this
fall and winter upon as large a scale
as last year will be a thing extremely
improbable, if not impossible.

The state of the lumber market is
directily responsible for the decrease in
woodman's wages. While some com-
plaints have béen heard from wood-
men at the nionthly wage of $26, which
is the figure now generally offered for
this fall and winter and intimations
given that they will not engage at this
figure, there is little fear of any serious
delay in lumber operations on this
gcore. The men may hold back for a
time in the hope of getting more
money, but when they know that a
higher wage under existing conditions
is impossible it is believed that they
will quckly come to terms. Already
the lumber firm of John A Morrison
has sent a gang of men into the woods
at the headwaters of the St. John, em-
ploying them at the wage of $26 per
month and securing them with little
difficulty.

Lumber operators in New Bruns-
wick employed last year approximately
3,250 m=n, of whom about 2,750 were

‘choppers and swampers, while the re-

maining five hundred were tenders of
horses. The majority of these were
employed on the St. John river. Their
wages per month ran as follows:
Choppers and teamsters $28 to $32;
swampers, $24 to $28; cooks, $35 to $40;
and foremen. $45 to $50. The wages for

the year 1904-5 will be about as fol-

lows: Choppers and teamsters, $26;
swampers, $20 to $24; cooks, $35; and
foremen, $40 to $46. The decrease, it
will be noticed, is quite considerable.

The board of the men is of course,
provided gratis, and in the matter of
food there never has been cause for
complaint, as it is the best and most
wholesome obtainable, It is estimated
that thirty-five cents feeds a tman a
day, or about nine dollars a month.
Food is bought by the ton, which is
the cheapest way, and in the cold
weather it is easily preservable.

There are two principal tolls to
which lumbermen aré subject, viz.,
driving tolls anéd shear tolls, and in
addition to this there is the import of
stumpage. Shear tolls are fixed by
statute. It costs eleven cents per
thousand feet to place logs on the first
shears on the St. John river. The
next expense is 18 1-4 cents driving
tolls frm Allegash to the Grand Falls.
The dogs are broken on the falls, neces-
sitating a second placing on shears
and the incurring once more of the
shear tolls. Other expenses incurred
are booming and rafting.

There were about 140,000,000 feet of
logs rafted in 1903. This year so far
there have been' rafted 115,000,000 feet.
There are yet about 30,000,000 feet to
raft.

‘“While it cannot be.doubted,” said a
well known lumberman, in speaking to
the Star, “that the present situation is
largely due to the state of the market,
the fact must not be overlooked that
lumber operations on the 8t. John have
for years been steadily diminishing.
The cut in superficial measurement
may appear to be as big as in previ-
ous' years, but in the quality of logs
there is no comparison.This, of course,
is inevitable, as the lumber areas have
been subjected to a great drain. But
other things have combined to affect the
lumber operations. High wages and a
working limit of nine hours have work-
ed an influence hurtful in no small
measure to the plans of an operator
and the success of his operations., As
the situation presehts itself today ther
is little desire on the part of of lumber-
men to go ahead with their operations.

“Of course, with a paying market,
lumbermen care little how high the ex-
penses are, provided they allow a com-
pensating profit. Once the market is
rectified there will be a bcom in lum-
bering operations. The Russian and
Japanese war has undoubtedly had a
cepressing effect upon the market, as
upon the outbreaking of the war Rus-
sian manufacturers disposed of their
stock at any price in the fear that the
price would drop to a ruinous level.
It is to be hoped that the market will
findergo a rectification this winter and
with a view to that end operators will
regulate themselves to the needs of the
present and the immediate future.”

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The universal peace meeting at the
York Theatre Sunday afternoon was
The meeting wasg held for
the purpose of expressing appreciation
of the peace congress to be helg in
Boston, from the third to the seventh
of October, and of the measures which
it advocates. The speeches were brief
and interesting, and the attention was
large, over four hundred people being
present.

His worship Mayor White occupied

-the chair and the speakers were Rev.

Dr. W. O. Raymond, Dr. A. A. Stock-
ton, Rev. Dr. G, O. Gates, C. N. Skin-
ner, Rev. Father W. C. Gaynor, Rev.
T. F. Fotheringham. A silver collec-
tion was takén at the door.

The mayor briefly addressed the
gathering, explaining the object of the
meeting. Such meetings, he said, had
been made necessary by the war in
the far east. As we read of wars with
their terrible loss of life, ships and
property, it impresses upon our minds
the blessings of peace. People had al-
ways looked forward to the time when
flags would be furled, when swords
would be heated to plougshares and
wars would be no more. His worship
referred to the peace congress to be
held in ‘Boston and expressed the hope
that it would result in great good.

The clergy of this city had taken a
deep interest in. the matter, and he
was glad to see so many present, which
looked as if their efforts were appre-
ciated. The world, he believed, was
endorsing the action of those connect-
ed with these great peace meetings
and he trusted that the one next
month would further the great move-
ment which to his mind was so com-
mendable. »

FRUITS OF PEACE.

The mayor called upon Rev. Dr. W.
0. Raymond, who spoke on the fruits
of peace.

An occasion such as this, said Dr.
Raymond, should unite the' hearts of
all and cause them to feel as one. He
referred to the One who was born into
this world and who sacrificed Himself
for the cause of peace and Christian-
jty—the Prince of Peace, and ex-
plained why the world should be at
peace today. He believed every meet-
ing of this kind, no matter how small,
helped along the cause for which it
was held. In order to point out the
fruits of peace, Dr. Raymond said
he would dwell for a moment on the
horrors of war, and in doing so spoke
of the suffering and misery a nation
endures during the time she is in the
conflict. Fathers, husbands ‘and sons
fought and bled and suffered for
weeks in the hospitals,” while wives,
mothers and sisters prayed that the
cruel war might end.

Realizing what war is and what it
may mean, Dr. Raymond said it was a
question if our influence did not go out
to the wrong side. He spoke of the
fighting spirit of the Anglo-Saxon race,
and said that while that spirit if -pro-
perly directed was a spirit of good, he
thought it should not be encouraged
along the line of war. The teachings
of the Prince of Peace had been, “Love
your enemies,” and His gospel was *do
good to all mankind.” As time goes
on the cultivation of the intellect goes
into play, and therefore at the pre-
seat time difficulties and problems
might be overcome that in the ancient
days seemed altogether impossible,

THE HAGUB TRIBUNAL,

Dr. A. A. Stockton, who gave a very
able address on this subject, said that
there was a pugnacious spirit not only
in the Anglo-Saxon race, but in the
universe at large. He agreed with Dr.
Raymond that it should be so directed
that insfead of being detrimental to
humanity it should be a standard of
progress and prosperity among the na-
tions. He believed that submission to
the supremacy of law was one of the
evidences of civilization, and in this
connection he compared the present
social characteristics with the condi-
tions of the past.

In 1898 the foreign minister of Rus-
sia sent a note to other powers of the
world to see if a conference could be
held for the purpose of discussing three
particular subjects which weighed
heavily on his heart. They were, first,
the question of armament; seecond,
humanitarian means in case of war;
In view of the re-
cent events, Dr. Stockton continued, it
was significant since the foreign min-
ister of Russia had laid -these three
measures, that he had an idea thﬁt
war might not be far off. He particu-
larly desired the following: 1, that no
powder be used in war of more explos-
ive force than that used in the com-
mon rifles; 2, that they restrict the use
of explosives and prohibit the throw-
ing of projectiles; 3, that the use of
submarine boats in naval warfare be
prohibited, and that vessels be cGn-
structed without rams. It will be seen
how much better Russia would stand
at the present time if these measurcs
were carried out.

On the 29th of July, 1898, a conven-
tion was concluded, during which were
framed some fifty or sixty articles, to
the effect that all troubles between na-
tions should be settled by arbitration
under rules laid down by the tribunal
which ghould be established as a per-
manent court of arbitration.

First, ,they were to have a perma-
nent council.to frame rules,‘ ete.

Second, a court of arbitration. The
natiohs in trouble could select as
many mémbers as they wished from
the,court of arbitration to settle their
dispute.

In 1803, the question of the Pious
Trust Pund between the republics c
the United States and Mexico had
been subffitted. to this court and the
differ ' settled to the satisfaction
of both.

Dr. Stockton explained that no na-
tion was fo

rced ja sater into thisar--

bitration court, and that the judges
were compelled to give their reasons
for their decisions in writing.

THE PBACE CONFERENCH.

Rev. Dr. Gates spoke for some time
on the peace conference, and outlined
its history.

The idea of a peace conference ori-
ginated in Boston. It was not, how=
ever, an American idea, but one of an
English phiianthropist. The first
meeting was held in London in the
year 1343; the second at Berlin in 1848;
the third at Paris in 1849, when Victor
Hugo was present, as well as over
2,000 delegates. Two or three more
such meetings were held at different
places and then ‘' they were discon-
tinued on account of the Crimean and
Civil wars.- Dr. Gates explained that
long ago the idea of peace was preva-
lent, although limited to the family or
tribe. Peace of the world, universal
brotherhood, was indistinctly known.
y Of the ancient people the Greeks had
the larger conception of humanity,
due probably to their small country.
In the seventeenth century, there were
the first wunfoldings of international
peace. Behind all the peace ideas
there is the Lord and He will néver
rest until all is union, and universal
peace reigns.

DISARMAMENT.,

C. N. Skinner said he looked upon
a meeting of this kind as being very
important, for it carried our city into
the line of peace enthusiasms. War
was not a cause. It was a condition.
Mr.Skinner ‘made reference to'the pro-
gress of the world during the last
three hundred years—a very short
time in the life of a nation. Then
piracy and duelling prevailed, and was
universal, while now it is almost un-
known,

People must not be moved by ecir-
‘ cumstances, but by ideas. The latter
lie at the base of progress, but circum-
stances lie at the base of war,

‘We must not have peace because our
men are slain In war, but because the
sentiment of the world leans that way,
so that now war is no longer popular.
English statesmen say that England’'s
navy must equal that of the navies of
any other two nations of the world.
That is because she has to be aggres-
sive against barbarism, but he believed
England wculd be willing to partially
disarm if the other nations would do

THE FEDERATION OF THE
WORLD.

Rev. W. C. Gaynor thought it was
@ long time to look forward to when
all the nations of the world will be un-
gder one head, each nation retaining its
Jegislative powers, but practically a
unit.

As. God had made all of one blood,
¢his principle must in the end triumph,
end it was pleasing:to know that al-
ready steps have been taken in that di-
rection.

In order to bring this about it would
be necessary to have: 1, legislative
power to govern as a whole; 2, judicial
power to settle troubles; 3, an execu-
tive to put this legislation into effect.
To illustrate this idea, Father Gaynor
gave a brief account of the history of
the American colonies, explaining how
they had coalesced, thus giving an ob-
ject lesson to the mnations of the world.
In furthering this idea it would be well
to follov the example of the Japs,
avoiding onslaughts and making flank
attacks. It was something to be arriv-
ed at, hoped for, and although some-
thing we could not expect to see in our
day, it must come sooner or later.

MEMORIAL.

Rev. Dr. Fotheringham referred to
the trouble between Chili and Peru,
which has been amicably settled by
©cach nation agreeing to partial dis-
armament. In ancient times he be-
lleved that war had been justified by
necessity, but it should be stopped
now.

Dr. Fotheringham moved the follow-
ing resolutions, which were carried
unanimously:

At a meeting of the citizens of St.
John, N. B., convened at the request
of the clergy of all denominations, and
held in the York Theatre on Sunday,
September 25th, 1904, his worship the
mayor being in the chair, the following
resolutions were unanimously adopted:

1. Pirst of all we desire to express
our devout gratitude to Almighty God
for the long-continued peace enjoyed by
our city, in common with the rest of
the dominion, and earnestly pray that
the terrible scourge of war may never
wisit our borders.

2. We acknowledge that the bless-
ings of civil and religious liberty which
we enjoy have been won for us by the
heroic sacrifices of our forefathers, and
by means of wars justly waged.
Through this great, and at the time
unavoidable evil, much good has ecome.

3. We nevertheless deplore the fact
that civilized nations still resort, for
the settlement of their disputes, to the
savage arbitrament of war, which
proves nothing but the superier mili-
tary power of one of the combatants;
is wantonly destructive of material
wealth; entalls appalling loss of valu-
able human lives; is productive of un-
told misery to thousands of innocent
non-combatants, and is diametrically
opposed to the spirit of Hin whom all
revere as the Prince of Pecace and the
Saviour of Mankind.

4. We rejoice, however, at the mul-
! tip'ying tokens of a growing desire to
{ adopt more rational and humane meth-
ods of securing internatiomal justice,
ad evidenced by the osta.bush‘x:;?nt of

HIS NAME WAS SCHMIDT.

NEW YORK, Sept. 23.—Unusual ex-
citement was caused here early today
by the suicide of Paul Schmidt, a wait-
er, 28 years old, who, in the presence
of hundreds of onlookers, leaped in
front of a train of the Second avenue
line at the Eighth street station. Both
the station platforms were crowded at
the time. During the excitement that
follwed a curtain at a window of a
nearby tenement, from which several
women were leaning, blew against a
lighted gas jet -and a small fire result-
ed. While the body of the suicide was
being removed, the firemen called to
the scene were at work, so great a
crowd gathered about the station that
police reserves were called out to clear
the streets. The cause of the suicide
is not known.

TERRIBLE WRECK.

Sixty-six Persons Killed in Collision.

KNOXVILLE, Tenn., Sept .24.—Six-
ty-six people are dead and 125 injured

as a result of the most disastrous rail-
road wreck ever known in this section.
The catastrophe occurred at 10.18
o’clock this morning on the Southern
railway about one and a half miles
west of Hodges station and eight and
a half miles east of Knoxville, where
two passenger trains going in oppo-
site directions collided.

The trains were the east-bound
through passenger train No, 12, from
Chattanooga to Salisbury, N. C., leav-
ing Knoxville at 9.35 a. m., and west-
bound local passenger train No, 15,
from Bristol to Knoxville, due to ar-
rive here at 11 a, m. According to the
best information the wreck was due
to a failure of the crew of the west-
bound train to carry out its orders to
meet the east-bound train at Hodges
station. Instead of taking the siding
at Hodges it proceeded toward Knox-
ville. Both trains were running on
time and at a speed of about 30 miles
an hour when they met. The locomo-
tives were demolished and the major
portion of each train was completely

.| wrecked with the exception of the

sleepers, none of which left the track.
The wrecked coaches were filled with
dead and injured and the rescue work
was accomplished with great difficulty.

Physicians at the hospitals state to-
night that of the long list of injured
which they have in their care it is
probable that not more than four will
die. The complete list of injured” as
glven. out by the railroad offtcials
shows a total of 162, but this includes
ell persons who were only slightly hurt.

Dr, Inch Tells of the Inadvisability o¥
Dividing Up Schools Already Weak,

Dr. Inch, superintendent of efuca~
tion, was asked Saturday about the
progress of the school consolidation
movement. He does not expect that
the people will rapidly fall in with
this system. There is a good deal of
human nature in the way. It is found
difficult to irxduce the .people of school
sections to give up their own school
even when the number of children is
reduced to two or three,

In further conversation Dn Inch safd
that there had been before a recent
change in the law a considerable num-
ber of schools with a total registration
of five to ten pupils. Cases could be
mentioned where schools had been kept
up and prowvincial and county sallow-
ances paid when only four children
were on the roll. There was a-historic
case where three children of ‘one fam-
ily comprised the school, and the teach-
er, who was their mother, obtained tha
grant. It is often found that sections
are divided on account of some disput®
about the location of a school hous®
or other subject of dispute, and two
schools are set up when there are only
children enough for one. The superin-
tendent had recently visited two ad-
Joining sections which together had
less than ten pupils. Dr. Inch regirds
the school consolidation plan-as an'im-
portant movement. But it is also a
matter of importance that in the mean-
time the small schools should not be
divided up and so made smaller and
weaker. On the contrary there were
places where an educational advant-
age would be gained by the union of
two adjoining sections,
