OF HISTORIC INTEREST-

SENATOR ALMON'S HOME\IS FILLED
WITH RELICS OF (THE PAST.

His Recollection of Historical EventsinN.8.
is Almost Perfect—An Old Time Poem—
The First Rector of Trinity, 8t. John. and
His Witand Writings.

Havurrax, Aug. 6.—There is no rncher

h of historical i in Halifax

than the bospitable residence of Hon. Sen_
ator - Almon, on Jubilee road this city:
‘Whichever way you turn in that mansion
you fiad some:hing to ins‘ruct or delight,
some relic or memento of tte past. The best
source of local historical lore, however, is
the memory of Sen tor Almon hi.aself.
His recollection of the history of Halifax
for a century is almost perfect. Th in-
formation of the first hilt of the century
which he possesses he received direct from
first hands and actora in thoss sccres, and
his knowledge of the second half of the
century is the result ot his own acute ob-
servation.  If the Senator could be pre-
vailed on to commit to writing half the
historical knowledge he possesses and
codify what is on his th:lves he would be
coaferring a boon of great value upon the
future.

In conversation with ProGrEss the other
day the senator mentioned some verses
written by Rav. Mather Bycles, D. D., son
of the first rector ot Triaity church, St,
John., The verses are not of any poetic
merit, but they have a local interest, and
show that the temale heart in Halifax more
than a century ago turned with partiality
to the officers of the garrisan just as it does
today. A greater proportion of hearis are
touched by the bravs wearers of her maj2s-
ty's livery today than in any other class of
the Queen’s subjacts, and it seems the same
condition prevailed in 1783, when the
verses subgained were written by Rev.
Mather Byles. They are ascribed by Dr.
Byles to Miss Pcggy Hutchinson, thoagh
written by himself. This Miss Hatchinson
was a sister of Judge Hatchinson ot Nova
8¢olis, who lived on Barrington
street, and the. . garden of whobe
house wap the - opea .spacs  just

The writer of the above was Mather
Byles IIL., son of Mather Byles IL., who
was the firast rector of Trinity, St. Jonn,
in which city he died in 1814. Mather
Byles I. was a famous Boston wit and
preacher in pr jon times. They
were s tamous B ston famity—these Byles’
—and one yet prominsnt m England though
the name in 1849 was not in th: Boston
divectory. Captain Byles, who was cap-
tain of H. M. 8. Tourmaline in Halifax
four years sgo, was the great grandson ot
the writer of the love lines to George's
depiwting German soldiers.  S:nator
Almon bas a volume of the original edition
of one of Alexandar Pope's works,—his
tranilation of the Odyssey—and contamning
a letter in the handwriting of the great
Mather Byles I.,
it seems, bad writtea to Pope
expressing  his admiration of his works.

In recognition of this Pope wrote Byles

that he was sending a copy of his works to
the Boston library. The penmanship in
Pope's letter is quite distinct, atd bears

Byles wro'e in prose and verse, and
quite respectably in both, but if the cel
ebrity of Trinity’s ficst rector depended on
these ha would scarcely have won the ap-
pelation of *‘the celebrated Mathar Byles.”
It was his wit and his fuad of anecdote
that made Mather Byles *‘celebrated.” At
ths same time the serious writings of Dr.
Byles are said to be singularly free from
everything suggestive of frivolous associa-
tion.

Senator Almon also has in his library a
small volume by one Mr. G. Herbert Lee,
once of St. Jobn, dated 1880, aud entitled
¢sthe first fifty years in the church ef Eng-
land in the province of New Br ick."
He keeps it probably because ithas a

hapter on the gr of this *‘celebrated
Mather Byles.” The chapter deals with
the settlement of Rev Dr. Byles, II., as
first rector of Trinity, 8:. Joha. This took
p'acein 1788. Dr. Byles, as already
states, was once pastor of a congregational
charch which he left for the church of Eng-
land for the five reasons mentioned above,
accep'iog the rectorship ot Christ church,
Boston, where he remained till 1775. He
was & loyalist acd left Boston an account
of his political views.

Twenty-five years of Dr. Byles’ lite were
spent in St. Jobn, where he died on March
12¢h, 1814, at the sdvansed age of eighty
years,

Did you get touched? How mu:h did
you loose? ani questions of that sort,
were all that could be heard in offices
or on the streets, all last week. The police
bave asked the question of a'most every
citizan, in their efforts to catch the pick-
pockets en route to Halifsx. That the
ligtt fiogercd and strong arm:d gentry
known as pickpockets were workiog in
this city last week is a fact only too well
known to many who were relizved of good
large sums of money. Tha daily press
have gone into syme dctals but there are
many tales yet untold, because thosa who
lost felt reluctant to make their losses
known.

For instance it was known that a book-
keeper bad been robbed of thece ten do'=
lar bills that telonged to bis employer,
but very few kn:w that & well known
Union Club man had fallen a victim to the
strong armed gentiy.

It is a fact nevertheless and this citiz n
is just forty dollars poorer although some
valuable papers that were within his wal-
let were restored to bim. He cannot
tell how it was done yel it was done, and
very cleverly too. His wallet was taken
from sn inside pocket ot his vest by crooks
while Le was at the I. C. R, Station seeing
some relatives off to Halifax. The forty
dollars was abstracted from the purse and
then the empty leather was thrown away
outside the station where it wasfound
alterward.

The pspers told in detail how a Truro
gentleman had ten thousand dollars in
cheques taken from him in & mysterious
way, but tke papers said little about
the crooks robbing a cty police officer
of bis nicke) plate hadge. Yet such
is a fact. Thiscfficer was at the station
watching for pickpockets and crooks.
Thae pickpockets and crooks were also
there, looking for easy marks and sized the
officer up as one and worked him. They
saw the edge of his shining badge peep-
ing from under the collar of his coat, they
thought it was & masonic jewel and worth
considerable, so they took it. Next day

It may be interesting to tell the public
how these crooks work so dex'erously that
even a detective cannot catch th2m.

In St. John last week tha party of craoks
that worked the ttation were thrae men
and a weman. *Thke way they landed their
victime, found out where they kept their
m oney and all about them,was novel to say
the least. Oce of the crooks when ma
crowd would call out ‘‘watchyour money ;
beware of pickpcckets. The unsuspecting
vi:tim wounld instinctively grab the pocket
where his wealth was kept, This move
was just what the crook waunt:d, asit told:
them whera that min’s money was, and‘]
their next move wis to gt it.
If it was in &  breist pocket
crook number ona faced bis victim, and
number two, elbowed between the two.
The lady of the party plays & mcs’ import-
and part, she behind the v'ctim {ouches his
right shoulder, begs his pardon, asks some:
questions about train time etc. Crook
number two brushes scross between the.
vict'm and crook number one; in so doing,
the coat is swept open, especiilly the left
side containiog ths wallet peccket, and
number one closes i, and lifts (he leather
very easily. All this time the pretty woman
ke2ps the poor unfortunate in an interest-
ing conversation, which be is carrying on
as best he can over his right shoulder.

The pants pockets are worked by crowd-
ing and wedging, whi'e in extreme
cases the prunning knife is sharpened up
aud used in cutting the packet down from
top to bottom.

One game worked by the crooks to suc-
cess in Halifax was the *'glass ring” trick or
the dollar dismond ring and was
made to bring -as high as fiity
dollars.  Crooks one - and two
stand in earnest conversation on the side-
walk, while close bye on the curb, lays one
of the glass diamond rings; an unsuspect-
iog victim happens along catches sight of
it. Just ss heis about to pickit up,
erook number one dives for it and of course
gets it just abead of the unsuspecting one.
A little argument follows as to who is best
entitled to it and an agreement is entered
into to go balvesonit. They go together
in search of a jeweller to put & price on it.
Crook number three stands in s jeweller's
door in his barebead, he bas been fanning
himself with his hat but when he sees his
pard opproaching, his hat is thrast under
his coat.

To all appearances he is the propri

have no money to buy your shire, but if
you give me twenty dollars youcan hiva
it,” the ring is sold and the victim wher he
goes back to the jaweller to realiz: fi'ty on
the ring learns thit be bas been fooled.

CAUSE FOR COMPLAINT.

A week 8go ProGress spoke of the
discontent existing among tradesmen since
the bicycle became so popular. Now the
current number of tte Forum has some
interesting data gathered by J. B. Bisnor
to stow tke economic and social irfluence
ot the bicycle. The result of bLis
observations is that since the passion for
wheeling gct under fu!l headway, less than
five years sgo, at least $100,000,000 have
been spent in the purchase of bicycles in
the United States alone. The cutput for
the present year is computed at from 750,-
000 to 1,000,000 machines, at an average
retail price ot $80 each. Obviously, a
million people cannot buy bicycles at the
average price named and continue to supply
them:elves with as many other things as
they would otherwise bave bought. What
are the other kinds ot business which have
been most tericusly affected by tha re-
markabte development of the new branch
of manufacturing ?

The makers of watches and jewelry are
said to have been tte first to feel the effects
of the diversion of money to bicycles. It

seems that formerly on Christmas day or a

birthday the tavorite prcsent to the male

members of a family was & watch ; now it
is a bicycle. 1he young girls on their part
were accustomed to save their pin money
for the purpose of buying earrings or s
jewellery : now they hoard it for a ticycle.
The grown-vp daughter, who uted to look
forward to the purchate of a piano, now
concludes that she will wait no longer and
geots a bicycle instead. It is reported that
the piano trade for the current ye.r has
fallen off 50 per cent. According to the
furnitare dealers, young women, when al-
owed by their parents to choose between
& new tet of parlor furnitore and a bicycle,
always chojse the latter. . Undoubtedly,
however, the worst sufferers are the horse
and carziage trades and the au:illary lines
of business. Saddle horses are s drug in
the market ; the livery stable Lusiness bas
been cut down from a half to two-thirds ;
for new carriages the demand has been so
much reduced that several leadiug manu-
facturers have gore to the wall. Thefjsad-
die and herness makers have bzen forced
to turn their a'tention to the making of
bicycle saddl:s. Riding academies have
been turned into bicycle schools.

8o far only the direct economical con-
sequences of the bicycle craze have been
considered. Mr. Bisuor proceeds to dis-
cuss some of its indirect effects. The
journals of the tobacco trade assert that
the consumption of cigars bas fallen oft
during the present year at a rate of a
million cigars & dsy; this they ascribe to
the fact that, ssa rule, wteelmen do not
smoke, while ridivg. Saloon keepers say
that they also suffer, because their rcoms
are deserted on pleasant evenings; even
the wheelmen who visit them avoid strong
drink, because riding requires a steady
head. A restaurant in this town which
makes a specialty of table d’hote din-
mers has incurred this summer a loss of
halfits business through the desertion of
wheelmen. Railway and steamboat men
report that excursionists prefer to go to
the coun'ry or the'seashore on the bicycle
rather then by rail or water. Trolley and
other sirzet car lines from cit'es to their
suburbs have had their rccaipts sensibly
dim'nished. In ocities the theatres sre
saifl to be injurad by the bicycle even in
winter, and to beruined in summer. - On
the_other hand, in couatry villages, the
churches are fast losing the attendance of
youngipeople on Suudsy, and are “tying
to lurs “them ‘back by providing™ storsge
room for their wheels. . Shoemakers com-
iplain that they suffer ially b

usually the source of disagreement between
tke male guest of a hotel and the pro-
prietor, some time during the summer.
The desire to I'nger beyond the time ap-
pointed for shutting up, and the terdncy to
get gay, to the inconvenience of other guests
will sooner or later bring about a difference
between the proprietor and h's patrons.
The former’s chances of populsrity depend
wholly upon the manner in which he settles
the difficulty.
At a mountain resortin the New Eng-
land states the proprictor of a summer
ho'el has managed an affair of that sort
80 badly that there exsts betwe«n him and
a large number of his guests a determined
warfare which, by the way, is proving more
satisfactory to tke gueets than to tte con-
scientious hotel keeper, inasmuch as it not
only cuts c{f a valuable source of profit but
will tend to irjure h's popularity in tke
future.
The trauble commenced in the usual
way. Scveral of the male guetts sir.ngly
objected to the closng of the saloon st a
certsin hour and the proprietor wi'h
out hearing their cise with the patience
which ths guests ccnsidered themselves en-
titled to,decided that the bar should close at
the utual hour. The emplatic way in
which this decision wes announccd aroused
a counter spirit of determiration which, was
strong enough to show itselt in a very
effective way, and a remedy for the pro-
prietors acticn was soon found. Ote of
the guests of tte hotel who lived in a camp
agreed to let the insurgents have part of
his lodging for a new bar and next dsy an
order was sent to the nearest city for
everything in the shape of liquids
necessary for stocking a first class bar.
The seceders howcver met with an unex-
pected difficulty and although they had
sworn never to enter the hotel bar sgain,
found that they could not be wholly inde-
pendent ‘of the proprietor. Ice was a
necestity and he bad all tte neighborhood
provided and in view of the fact ttat tke
improvised barroom bad co facilities for
keeping ice beyond a few hours even if
they could bave obteined it, they were
obliged to treat with the landlord, and he
recognized ths belligerents to tke extent
ot 'letting them have the ice. This little
matter tewg finally satisfactorily adjusted
& new one arose, and thistime it was that
no ore among the guests was willing to act
a3 bar tender, or waiter. Another inter-
view with the landlord was in order, and
this ons did not end so satisfactorily as the
one precediog it. Ihe proprietor promised
the services of one of his male servants if
the new stock company would abandon
their unfair methods ot waylaying thirsty
guests on their way to the hotel for a drink
and inviting them to the new bar, where,
for the sake of gaining an ally and a new
subscriber, drinks were at first served for
nothing. To this the members would not
consen*, and so the mew bar, while it
flourishes and keeps open as long as any
one of its subscribers wants it to, is still
without an attendant., The guests mu:t
wait upon th lves, and one ther,
and the proprietor of the hotel thinks that
its fatal weakness lies in that.

Pe' ple Should Study Fntomolcgy—Noxious
Insects Can be Destroyed.

The “bug man" of . Ohio says that if
farmers and (rait growers generally wonld
only study the different stages of inscot
life, (the egz, grub or larva, chrysal’s,
moth or butterfly state) they would be in a
better state to combat the ravages of these
insect pes's. The destruction of tne
mature codling moth is more advantsgeous
thin killing a couple ot hundred thousands
of the worm or grub. And to this
end the best scientifis authorities suggest
the spraying ot apple trees with Paris
green or Lordon purple at the time
the trees are in blossom. or when the moth

is, or will, lay her eggs. This spraying, it
prop:rly done, will cat:h ths moth, and
make an apple orchard a very undesirable
place to live in.

nis, delirium tremens, insanity, and cpil-
epey by its itfluence upon the nervous
system ; it attacks tte spinal cord and
causes pseudo ataxia.

Sometimes the physicians treat one of
thete conditions in a pstient and some-
times mwany. But the worst condition is
that of the vice or disease iteelf. He may
treat and relieve to a certain extent the
disorders just enumerated, but the habit
offers terrible difficulties to overcome in
o:der to corquer it. How shall the habit
be cured ? ¥or many decades this com-
plex question bas commanded the atten-
tion not only of pbysicians, but ot laymen,
lawyers clergymen and statesmen. Either
