Boston, Mass,, Oct, 16,—Cleaving its way through an

The Standard ou Saturday made It clear by printing 
the pleadings in the case that Mr. Pugsley denied that 
his department owed Mr. Mayes anything, 
what was expected. During the campaign of 1908, after 
the publication of Mr. Mayes’ affidavits, the Minister 
repeatedly declared from the public platform that Mr. 
Mayes was not entitled to one cent. Even so late as 
the day on which the Exchequer Court opened, not yet 
one week ago, an elaborate amendment was made to the 
pleadings for the express purpose of showing that Mr. 
Mayes had succeeded in getting a larger amount allowed 
to him than he had really earned, and the Court was 
asked to have an account taken of this excess with a 
view to compelling Mr. Mayes to repay it.

Only two days after the amendment was made the 
Minister of Public Works' was seen to leave his seat 
at one side of the court room, walk over to his counsel, 
Mr. Wallace, and stand by him while he spoke, evidently 
fearing that even that astute lawyer might precipitate 
a crisis. The advocate of Hon. Mr. Em me r son knew 
(he perils to which litigation may expose a minister of 
the Crown far too well to loosen his grip for an in­
stant upon the conduct of a case fraught with danger­
ous possibilities to himself. He even personally ad­
dressed the Court.

The defence was abandoned. “We stand by the 
certificate of the engineer." said Mr. Wallace at the dic­
tation of Mr. Pugsley. What did that mean? A plain 
admission that Mr. Mayes’ claim of $5,090 was valid. 
But Mr. Pugsley knew well that Mr. Mayts had not in 
his possession the actual certificate and filial estimate 
Of Chief Engineer Lafleur of the department. He knew, 
for the pleadings so stated, that Mr. Mayes relied upon 
a statement of account given to him in August, 1908, by 
the minister himself, showing $56.591.63 to be due. He 
knew that on October 14 of that year Mr. Mayes had 
made and published an affidavit in which he solemnly 
declared that the minister had said to him when he 
gave him that account. “Will you pay McAvity If I 
give you $50,000 on account?”

All that Mr. Pugsley had to do last week was to 
contlpue his denial, so often and so strenuously made 
during the last campaign, that his department was in­
debted to Mr. Mayes and that gentleman would have 
been compelled to produce evidence of the indebtedness. 
Mr. Mayes had not the engineer’s certificate stamped 
with the approval of the minister as required by the 
contract, and he had not even called on the government 
to produce it. He must, if the indebtedness were denied, 
have gone upon the stand and sworn to the conversation 
above mentioned which was set forth in the affidavit. 
That he intended to do so was apparent, for Mr. George 
McAvity had been subpoenaed by him and was present 
at the Court.

Here was Mr. Pugsley’s opportunity. If the affi­
davit were untrue, or if the facts alleged in this article 
were untrue, a cross-examination of Mr. Mayes by any 
of the able counsel employed would have demonstrated 
the facts. Or Mr. Pugsley himself could have gone 
into the witness box and denied the statements under 
oath.

In reviewing the Garden of Eden 

story a very prominent feature must 
come to the front. It is this: How long 
a time has passed since Adam was 
created. The Bible gives no Idea so 
far as I can see upon which to form 
an opinion.

If he was the first created human 
being, and a perfect immortal one, 
from whom all others were to pro­
ceed to people the whole earth, It 
must have been hundreds of thousands 
of years ago. There is one thing 
stands out prominently, viz., that an 
immense overwhelming majority of 
his progency have deteriorated, gone 
Into savagery and a depth of degrada­
tion so far below the original stan­
dard, that it is difficult to believe that 
such a plan could be devised by a 
wise and benevolent Creator, who had 
all the power to make It a success yet 
allowed it to become such a failure as 
theologians make it out to be.

The facts of the degeneracy are cer­
tainly beyond dispute, and if ail man­
kind preceded from Adam, surely 
there must be some better explanation 
than orthodox theology gives of such 
a terrible failure of what they call a 
divine plan.

If I have read orthodox theology 
correctly It starts with a Divine Creat­
or, infinite in knowledge, infinite In 
power, infinite In wisdom, Infinite in 
all the attributes, with past, present 
and future ever before Him.

He created man, and gave him a 
command to obey, disobedience car­
ried with it the most stupendous con­
sequences, misery, crime, suffering be­
yond description, degradation and 
death. The Creator knew Adam would 
disobey the command, and what the 
consequences would be, and He had 
the power to prevent (if orthodoxy Is 
correct) and did not do It. But gave 
His own son as a sacrificial victim, to 
atone for bis disobedience, and get 
him back to his original position of an 
immortal being. Surely this Is 
strange theology.

What would be said of a human be­
ing doing such a thing. For example: 
Suppose a person having full absolute 
power in every respect, should place 
another person in a position and give 
him a command to obey the obed­
ience or disobedience carrying with it 
the most stupendous consequences for 
good or evil. Suppose the first per­
son knew the person thus placed 
would disobey the command, and he 
had the power to prevent it, and 
would not do It, how would we judge 
him from a human standpoint? Sure­
ly the thtology that places the great 
benevolent and loving Creator in such 
a position is open to extensive im­
provement.

Another point might be briefly al­
luded to. If Adam was created and 
committed the offence he was charg­
ed with hundreds of thousands of 
years ago, what was the position of 
myriads of human beings who lived 
and died during the countless ages 
before the sacrificial victim made 
his appearance to redeem them? View­
ing it along the lines called orthodox 
theology.

If. on the other hand. Adam was a 
new creation launched into the world 
as generally represented about 6000 
years ago, to form the nucleus of a 

higher grade of humanity to be call­
ed the Jews, and through whom the 
sacrificial victim that was to cleanse 
the world and bring It back to the 
original Adamic standard of perfec­
tion, was to come, it certainly has 
not provided much improvement on 
the old stock, and the Jews could not 
have understood the honor conferred 
upon them, as they have persistently 
refused to accept the sacrifice In any 
form or in any such connection as 
Christian theology presents it.

CIMPBELLTOI IS
PUSHING IDEM)

A. E. Hamilton Returning from 
Stricken Town Says Priva­
tions are Taken Lightly-His 
Co. Putting Up 14 Buildings

"The fortitude of the people of 
Oampbellton under the stress of their 
present difficulties, is as surprising as 
their confidence in the future of the 
town." said A. E. Hamilton, who re­
turned to the city on Saturday after 
a sojourn of some weeks In the afflict- 
ed town. "1 have not heard any of 
them complaining. Men jest over the 
fact that rain pours through their 
tents, and soaks their bed clothes.

"Two weeks ago I counted 110 tents. 
At present tills number has been re­
duced to 60 or 70. Not all those liv­
ing In tents are of the poorest class. 
One man living in a tent has a huge 
brick building In course of construc­
tion."

A. E. Hamilton Ltd. has contracts 
for the erection of 14 bulldlpgs in 
Campbellton. On Saturdaf the com­
pany shipped its tenth car of building 
material for Campbellton from its fac­
tory in St. John.

"We have 69 men in our camp at 
Campbellton," said Mr. Hamilton. 
"Besides we have 14 or 15 other men 
working for us.

"Everybody is busy there. Tfce I. C. 
R. is putting up a round house on thc 
slte of one of the mills destroyed by 
fire. The Bank of New Brunswick a;* 
well as the Bank of Nova Scotia are 
putting up fine buildings. MacKenzie 
Bros, are putting up a big store, and 
Jones and Scovlll, a warehouse. Dr.

BEGIN INOUEST 01 
DEITH DF I. WITTERS

Evidence of Officers of Man­
chester Commerce Taken at 
First Session- Pin Slipped 
Out of Shackle.

Dr. D. E. Berryman, the coroner, on 
Saturday evening commenced an in­
quiry Into the cause of death of Abra­
ham Watters, who was killed on board 
the Manchester Line steamer Man 
cheater Commerce, at the I. C. R. 
wharf on Friday afternoon.

A stenographer was engaged to take 
the evidence and there were present 
J. B. M. Baxter and J. R. Armstrong, 
representing the steamship company, 
and A. A. Wilson representing the 
family of the deceased.

E. Davies, the chief officer of the 
steamer, was the first to give evidence. 
He produced a certificate, showing 
that the shackle, the block and the 
shackle pin had been examined in 
London on August 5th. aud that thtey 
were according to regulations.

The witness gave as his version 
of the accident that the pin came out 
of the shackle while the sling of lum 
ber was being lowered and the block 
flem, striking the man on the head.

Not a Full Load.
He said that there were twelve 

deals aud 25 boards in the sliug at 
the time of the acsldent. and that 
the load would weigh about 1,500 
pounds, while the gtar was guaran­
teed to stand five tons. The sharkle 
pin was bent and part of the thread 
that srrews Into the shackle was flat­
tened. The carpenter of the ship gave 
evidence that the gear was made rea 
dy when the ship was entering port 
and that he had placed the tackle in 
position.

He had placed the lead block onto 
the shackle aud had screwed the pin 
tightly into the shackle aud thought it 
was alright.

The boatswain of the ship was call­
ed and explained how the gear was 
rigged, but stated that he had nothing 
to do with placing it in position, 
and, In fact, knew very little about 
the matter.
