ag far as Australia would care to go.
In Qatober he reported that the Aus
traliap Minister of Trade and Com
merce hoped to introduce a bill to ex |
change the Australiun  preferential|
tarift for tbe Canadian minimmn tur»l

On Dec, 28th last, the Minister n"
Trage and Commerce wrole to the
Hon. Mr. Tudor, the Australian min
ister, pointing ,out that Canada had
extended her preferential tariff to the
British Colonies. South Africa and
New Zealand had made some return
and that it was expected that the
West Indies would follow suit.  “it
geems to me,” the letter proceeded,
“too bad that with our great sister Do-
minion of the Pacific, we have nol
been able long since to arrange our
trade on a higher frontal basis and 1
can assure you that Canada is very
desirous, both on.gentimental grounds
and for reasons of mutual advantage,
thai this anomaly should be removed
as speedily as possible.”

Further on the letier states, “We
give you already a vonsiderable free
jist for some of your staple products
altholigh we get.uo very great return
from you now, with respect to any of
our great staple products. We stand
ready to give yvou a substantial pre-
ference upon all articles of export, in
return for @' substantial preference
for our articles of export to your coun-
try and a free entrance for some of
o\ir natural products, Proposals have
been made to exchange your limited
preference for a limited preference on
£ntry into our country, but it scarce-
iy seems adequate that we should
;;ruveml on so restricted.a basts.”

Peking, Jan. 15-~-The Kan-Su im-
perial army after much fighting, hes
succeeded in pushing its way to with-
in- 60 miles -of - Sian Fu, the capital
of Shen-Si province. The entire pro-
vinee is in a state of complete tur-
moil.

Many towns have been looted and
deserted. The reporied massacre of
10,000 Manchus by rebels in the Shen-

REAL ESTATE MEN
PREPARE FOR. B0OM

About a dozen real estate men held
a meeting in the office of James Strat-
{fon yesterday afternoon for the pur-
pose of disenseing the - problem of
booming St. John.

D. F, Pidgeon was elected chairman
and Hugh Bruce secretary. Jas. Strat-
ton pointed out that there was no
good map of the city and none taking
in the outlying districts, and that one
was absolutely necessary if they were
going to launch out on a general
scheme of booming the city.

The meeting decided to take mea-
sures to have a map prepared, cover-
ing the city and surroundings extend-
ing out to Lancaster Heights, South
Bay, Coldbrook and nearly to Red
1lead. It was said such a map could be
placed on sale for 50 cents. The real
estate men- present agreed fo pur-
chase 800 copies and the opinion was
expressed that the ecity council, the
board of trade and other real estate
men would take a considerable num-
ber of copies, L. P. D. Tilley, Hugh
Bruce and - Jas.- Stratton were ap-
pointed a committee to look into the
matter, and veport.to another meet-
ing next Monday afternoon.

Another matier taken up was that
of providing for the laying out of pro-
perty in the suburbs, with regard to
the plottings of streets and lanes. Mr.
Stratton pointed out that in Saska-
toon and other western cities, provi-
sion ‘was made for lanes between the
regular streets, which were used for
planting the .wire bearing poles and
by teams delivering coal or other sup-
plies to houses. He urged that steps
be taken to secure legislation to en-
able the city to map out the streeis
and lanes in the suburbs on the most
up to date plans. The question of ad-
vertising the city was also considered,
and it was sald thé work of the ad-
vertising committee of the board of
trade -might lead up to the collection
of a large fund and the extension of
thre -campaign to .advertise the city in
all parts of the.world,

NEREPIS BOY BADLY
BITTEN BY A HORSE

Harry Campbell, thie 14 year old son
of H. Campbell of Nerepis, was the vic-
tim of serious injuries yesterday morn-
ing, inflicted by a vicious horse which
he was attempting to feed.

The animal evideptly did not take
kindly to the presence of the lad in
the stall with the result that after sev-
eral ineffectual attempts to bite, the
horse at last succeeded in sinking his
teeth into the boy's face, tearing
away his nose and making t gashes
on hig cheeks. Mr, Campbell hearing
his son’s cries for help rushed into the
stable where he found the boy in &
horrible plight with blood streaming
from his face; the nose almost severed
with only a thin layer of the skin
keeping it from falling off entirely.
He carried the boy to a place of safety
after a struggle with the enraged ani-
mal, and immediately summoned Dr.
Lewin of Wel who on i
the injuries found it necessary to put
fifteen stitches in the boy's cheek and
nose, ‘The unfortunate lad suffered
untold pain from the injuries and will
be brought to the hospital this morn-
ing for treatment,

for Transportation of Freight
to Transcontinental.

Mr. Borden’s Health Prevented
Attendance at Yesterday:s
Session—Case of Smallpox
Discovered at the Capital.

Ottawa, Jan. 15—The announce-
ment of a possible alternative route
for traffic originating on thd Hudson
Bay Raiflway was the notable event
of today’s sitting of the House, Hon.
Frank Cochrane informed the House
that the government would consider
the bringing of this traific down to
the main line of the National Trans-
continental in Quebec, by way of the
Nottaway river, a stream of consider-
able size emptying into James Bay.
The announcement was received with
gratification by western members, as
was the assurance that the rallway
construction would be pushed with all
speed. A brief revival of the debate
on dismissals gave the House some-
thing to do during a short interval
before adjournment,

Right Hon. R. I.. Borden was not in
the chamber at all today, being con-
fined to his residence by an attack
of rheumatism. He hopes to be out in
a day or so.

Some excitement was caused among
members tonight by the sudden quar
antining of the city office on the dis-
covery of a case of smallpox. Hon, L.
P. Pelletier stated just before adjourn-
ment that arrangements were being
made to send all common mail direct
to the trains during the work of fum-
igation at the main bureau.

Mr. Boyce, Algoma, drew the atten-
tion of the Minister of Marine to a
despatch from Chinpg saying that Ca-
nadian missionarids, after fleeing
several hundred miles, reached a
British gunboat and thut the captain
refused- them protection. Mr. Boyce
asked  if the attention of the min,
ister' had been ecalled to this report,
and also what action he had taken or
contemplated taking.

The Minister of Marine said that he
would be pleased to put the query to
thet Prime Minister, who at that mo-
ment was temporarily absent from
the House.

Richeson's Eye Glasses Taken
from Him to Prevent Further
Injury to Himself—Guards
Have Been Doubled,

LITTLE FAVOR
AMONG COLLEAGUES.

Boston, Jan. 16.—Fearing that Clar-
ence V. T. Richeson may make anoth-
er attempt to injure himself, Sheriff
Quinn  has ordered the prisoner's
eye glagses to bé removed from his
cell, It was with a piece of tin that
the prisoner  seriously injured him-
self before, and the sheriff announced
he was taking no chances that his pri-
soner would commit suicide.

Richesod will be permitted o use
his glagses for reading, but even then,
he will be observed closely by officers
in his cell at Suffolk county jail. The

guard has been doubled by the sher-|-

iff. Day and night Richeson is watch-
ed by two of the most stalwart offic-
ers of the institution.

When one of the officers took Rich-
eson’s glasses from his bunk, the
latter made a violent protest. He
stormed about his cell demanding to
know by what right he was being
deprived of hig property. The guards
in haste summoned the sheriff, who
calmed the prisoner.

The question of commmting Riche-
son's sentence has been laid by a
newspaper before twelve Massachu-
setts clergymen, for their opinion.
They stood nine to three for the death
sentenee, Three who voted against it
did so because they are opposed to
capital punishment, and not because
there is, in their view, any saving
grace atiached to Richeson or his
act. Nearly all the clergymen de-
clare that Richeson, becapse of his
profession, his education and bis po-
sition in society, is deserving of all
the punishment that the law allows.
Not one of the twelve men cited a
redeeming feature in Richeson or in
his crime.

Eight Companies of Militia
Guard Mill District of Law-
rence — Several Injured in
Clashes with Strikers.

15,000 Operatives Out From

Choice and Similar Number
| From Necessity—Mills May
| Run Shorf Handed.

| Lawrence, Mass., Jan. 15.—Eight
companies of state militia including
one field battery, commanded by Col,
E. Lorey Sweetzer, of the Sth regie
ment, plaged the mill district of this
city undep martial law tonight, after
4 day of rfoiing due to the strike of
15,000 operatives in the big mill and
woolen mills.

At least 15,000 other hands were
thrown out of work by the stopping
of machinery and by the attacks om
the mills by the strikers. In one ine
stance a company of militia had to
charge a mob with fixed bayonets, ong
boy being huri.

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Such is the Opinion

Tn a two hours’ address delivered
before a fair sized audience in the
Opera House last eveniug, Miss Syl
via Pankhurst gave a remarkably lu-
minous exposition‘of the reasons why
women want the Chige, and a vivid
narrative of the struggle of the suf-
fragists in England, Her girlish ap-
pearance, the charm of her manner
and the simple earnestness of her
words evidently eaptivated her-audi-
ence, Mostly Shé appealed to the rea-
sons and sense af fair play of her
audience, but there were dramatic mo-
mients; moments in whicli as she told
of the harsh'treatment accorded her
sisters in the cause, her voice trem.
bled with émotion and a certain impet-
uosity troubled the usually evén flow
of her speech. But evidently she is
possessed of the temperament of an
ide , for in her presentation of
the wrongs of women there was no
suggestion of bitterness. Now and then
her discourse was illuminated with
flashes of subtle humor, and shrewd
thrusts at the greatness and
chivalry of the great men of Eng-
land.

Mrs, . A, Fiske presided and intro-
duced the speaker. She said that the
women’s movement had made great
strides except in a few provincial com-
munities, and that its object was not
only to get votes for women, but to
abolish all their legal and traditional
disabilities. She exhibited the colors
of the suffragists, saying that green
meant, give; white, women, and violet
votes—"(Give women votes.”

In opening - Miss Panlfhurst said
the objections against granting wo-
men the right to vote applied with
equal force to men, It was said that
women's place was in the home and
not in the turmoil of politics. If this
argument was carried to its logical
conclusion, it would debar the ordin-
ary run of men from voting and place
the management of politics in the
hands of professionals. A business
man's place was in his office looking
after his business just as much as
a woman's place was in the home.

A few years ago women in England
had no legal existence, the husband
could beat her, take her earnings, or
desert her and she had no redress, If
he returned and found anybody had
injured her he could take an action
against the offender, recover damages
and put them in his own pocket. But
fortunately changes in the law had
been made, and women now had some
protection,

Down to 1886 the mother in England
or Canada had no right (o the legal
custody of her children. If the father
died, an outsider could by process of
law take the child away from the mo-
ther on various pretexts. Now, how-
ever, the mother had the right of cus-
tody, though the husband could by his
will appoint a joint guardian.

But even today in England the fa-
ther could send his child to a dis-
tant school on the ground that he
wanted to remove it from religious
influences of the mother, and the mo-
ther’s objection to compulsory vaccin-
ation, was not valid as the father’s
was,

Question of Maintenance.

The gquestion of women's mainten-
ance is still in a bad condition before
the law. A wife has no right to her
earnings. Only recently a court de-
cided that a woman’'s clothes belong-
ed to her husband. (Laughter.)

It was said the husband supported
the wife, but workingmen left widow-
ers with small children, had to marry
again because they could not afford
to pay anybody to look after their
homes.

In one case a woman went to a mag-
istrate complaining that her husband
only allowed her two shillings a week
to keep up the home. She was told
the law could give her no redress un-
less she applied for an order of separ-
ation. In that case the court would
have allowed her 6 shillings and 7
snillings if she took the children, and
the woman wonld have to wait 13
weeks before she could get 7 shillings
and then only by suing for it, if the
husband was not willing to pay her.

It was claimed that it was the con-
stant endeavor of legislative bodies
to attend to the clalms of women.

T Wage Question.

Continuiig the speaker took up
the wage question. She said the
average wage of men in England was
25 shillings, while women’s average
wage was only 7 shillings a week,
yet in some cities 76 per cent. of the
women were wage-arners. They
were ousting men from even the skill-
ed trade. Force of competition obli-
ges the good employer to follow the
bad employer in substituting women
workers .for men.

In Australia and New Zealand
where women have votes, a law had
been passed requiring equal pay for
equal work. (Applause).

In England the government was a
large emmployer of female labor. ‘It
sweated women in the post office serv-
ice, and:in making clothes for the
army, etc.,

The laws relating to morality show
a great inequality as regards men
and women. A man may be unfaith.
ful to his wife with practical impuni-
ty.

Continulng the lecturer gave a vivid
account, of the struggle of the men of
England to gain the franchise—only
gsecured by inaugurating a reign of ter-
roism, destroying property, insulting
the lords and spitting on bishops.

Less Damage.

In their struggle the women had
held great meetings, but they hadn't
done as much damage as the men.
The first woman franchise bill was
introduced into the English Parlia-
ment in 1873, that it never passed the
second reading.

When the Women's Social Political
Union was formed, they asked Mr.
Balfour what they would do.

“Kick up a row,” he said.

Then they asked Campbell Banner-
man, and he said:

“Go on pestering the people.”

In England, under the old Saxon
regime, there was no distinction of
class or sex. At the folk-meet every-
body had a right to show their opin-
fon. The suffragettes today only ex-
ercised the old Saxon right when they
howled down speakers, and persisted
in asking questions at public meet-
ings.

Ignored Girl's Questions.

At a meeting addressed by Sir Ed-
ward Grey, he answered questions
asked by men, but ignored the ques-
tion of a young girl—*“Will the liber-
als give women votes?” As the sul-
fragist persisted in asking the ques-
tion, the stewards assaulted her and
ker sister, and threw them out of the
meeting. Cabinet ministers develop-
ed the habit of running away as soon
as they finished a speech and not giv-
ing them a chance to ask questions,
so the suffragists began to interrupt
the speakers with their questions, and
usually they were thrown bodily out—
often cut and bruised and bleeding.

Soon we did not need an answer to
our question, Actions speak louder
than words. We concluded the lib-
erals would do nothing for us. We
decided then to only vote for those
in favor of women for votes. But a
strange thing happened. Every can-
didate told us he was a suffragette.
But when the government asked him,
he forgot his pledge to the women.
S0 we decided to oppose all liberals
till the government relented.

Defeated Churchill.

In the RQy-election in Manchester,
the women defeated Winston Church-
ill, followed him to Dundee, and help-
ed reduce the liberal majority - from
5,000 to 2,000.

Continuing she said the suffragettes
were doing a lot of spade work as
well as taking part in spectacular
proceedings, Often they held 300
meetings a week in London alone.

The suffragettes had raised £100,
000 for their cause.

In 1907 they determined to exer-
cise the right of petition, guaranteed
by the Bill of Rights. The Prime
Minister would not receive a deputa-
tion, so they decided to march on
Parliament in a body. But the gov-
ernment turned out the horse guards
to stop them—something that was
unheard of in modern times. But the

Govern-
ments of men built battieships, but
neglected to do justice between men
and women, ignored the claim of the
widow and fatherless, the aged and
afflicted. Women would do much to
'solve the international question, be-
cause of their idealism, their recog-
eed of observing the

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JUVENILE COURTS IN NEW BRUNSWICK,

The announcement that a bill will be introduced into
the Local Legislature providing for the establishment of
Juvenilé Courts in this Province will be received with
This measure Wwill co'sutule a

general satisfaction.
piece of advanced legislation which will have a far-reach-
Ing and beneficial effect. Not only will it cover the cases
ot children who have committed an offence, and could be
dealt with under the Dominion Juvenile Delinquents’ Act,
but it probes deeper, giving the court power to take a
child out of dangerous surroundings and to assess the
parent for maintenance. It aims not only to rescue the
boy who has taken the first step on the downward grade,

but holds out the helping hand to the lad whe, in the
opinion of the Court, is living under circumstanpces im-
mical to his development into a good citizen,

It is of interest to note that the bill is a combination
of two independent efforts looking to the amelioration of
ihe child. The Local Council of Women and the Society
for the Prevention of Cruelty both had the idea in mind
and were moving in the same direction. The matter
was brought to the attention of Mr. Hazen when Attorney

General of the Province last year and on his suggestion
Mr. J. King Kelley, counsel for the society, drew the
present bill which in its provisions meets with the ap-
proval of all parties. It will probably be introduced
into the Legislature by Mr. Grimmer, the Attorney Gen-
eral, and will thus have the additional advantage of be-
ing a Government measure.

The movement to establish Juvenile Courts is being
taken up in different parts of Canada. In Montreal the
eppointment of Judge Choguet to preside over a Juvenile
Court was recently announced, Toronto also has one of
these institutions under Commissioner J. Edward Starr,
whose wide experience and interest in the movement are
well known. Some idea of the working of the Dominion
Juvenile Delinquents Act, the provisions of which are em-
bodied in the proposed act for this Province, may be
gathered frow the following extract from an interview
with Mr. Starr, reported in the Toronto Mail and Empire:

*“What is the best to be done for the child? ‘hat,”
paid Commissioner Starr, “is the fundamental question
this Court seeks to answer. We don’t care a button for
what he has done. Here is a typical case: We'll say the
child was arrested at night for stealing, He is taken by
the police officer to the Children’s Shelter, which is the
detention home for boys, and in the morning an agent of
the Children’s Aid Society, in plain clothes, brings him to
the Court. The Court proceedings are to be as informal
a8 possible. The act particularly specifies that, in sec-
tion 14, which says: ‘On the trial of a child the proceed-
ings may, in the discretion of a judge, be as informal as
the circumstances will permit, consistently with due re-
gard for a proper administration of justice’ In another
place, the act says that the trial should be conducted like
&n enquiry at home.

*“Well, when the child is brought in, it is told what
the trouble is, and is asked to tell the circumstances.
if there are any witnesses they are examined, and the
whole matter is sifted to the bottom. Perhaps the child
&dmits the offence—I did it'—and even at that point, if
it be a serious offence, the child may be remanded to the
Shelter or detention home while, in the meantime, the
home life of the child is investigated by a probation
officer. After due investigation the child comes up be-
fore the commissioner on the remand. The commission-
er will then deal with the case as he deems proper, ac-
cording to the facts. His authority in this regard is
very wide, as specified in section 16 of the act, This
gection reads as follows:

“In the case of a child proved to be a juvenile delin-
guent the Court may adjourn the hearing from time to
time for any definite or indefinite period; and may im-
pose a fine not exceeding ten dollars, or may commit the
child to the care er custody of a probation officer or any
other suitable person; or may allow the child to remain
in its own home, subject to the visitation of a probation
officer, such child to report to the Court or to the proba-
tion officer as often as may be required; or may cause the
child to be placed in a suitable family home as a foster
bome, subject to the friendly supervision of a probation
officer and the further order of the Court; or may com-
it the child to the charge of any children’s aid society,
duly organized under an Act of the Legislature of the
Province and approved by the Lieutenant-Governor-in-
Council, or, in any municipality in which there is no
children’s aid society, to the charge of the superintendent
of neglected and dependent children for the Province, if
one there be, duly appointed under the authority of any
such act; or may commit the child, if a boy, to an indus-
trial school, or refuge for girls, duly approved by the
YLieutenant-Governor-in-Council.”

“Perhaps we allow the child to remain in his own
jome, and we have him call around and see the commis-
gloner every Saturday, not for punishment, but for ad-
¥ice. Because we are the friends of the boys.

“For instance, the other day, two boys came up be-
Fore me, and I discovered that there are thirty boys in
their gang. Now, those two boys will come here peri-
odically, and I'm going to win their confidence. Some
#lay I'll have them bring the whole thirty boys here—not
by tattling, because I won't allow that—simply to see me
and make a friend of this man Starr, In this way I'll
make those thirty boys my friends.”

This is the principle on which Mr. Starr works, and
#n Toronto his efforts are meeting with gratifying success.
Some further vajuable observations on the aims, scope
and conduct of a modern Juvenile Court were made re-
‘cently by Prof. G W. Ki y'of C Uni-
versity Law School, who as & member of the committee on
‘criminal courts of the Charity’ Organization Society, has
en studying the children’s court for twg years. Prof.

As has been already stated, the proposed bill for this
Province embodies the principles laid down by these
recognized authorities but goes further. It is founded
on the old and reliable precept “Prevention is better
than cure.,” One of its most important provisions, for
instance, makes municipalities responsible for the main-
tenance of children within their jurisdiction who -are
growing up in dangerous surroundings. The whole tenor
of the bill is to save the child from taking the first wrong
step.  Authority to deal with cases as they arise is
vested in a County Court judge or stipendiary magistrate
if no special judge is appointed. In order that the act
imay be put in force without delay it is further provided
that the Society for the Prevention of Cruelty shall fur
nish the necessary machinery through its agents until
other arrangements are made.

In the centres of population In this Province are
many children who will benefit by the provisions of the act,
The Local Council of Women and the Society for the
Prevention of Cruelty are entitled to much credit for
their successful efforts at reform in this direction.

WESTERN FREIGHT RATES.

Very general satisfaction is felt in the West at the

recent decision of the Board of Railway Commissioners
to hold a general enquiry into ali freight tolls in effect in
the Provinces of Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta,
as well as in Ontario, west of and including Port Arthur.
The order states that if it is found that the tolls charged
by the rallways are excessive they shall be reduced
as the board may determine.
The first sitting of the board in connection with the
inquiry will be held in Ottawa on February 13 to consider
the procedure upon the inquiry. In the meantime the
board is applying to the Minister of Justice to appoint
counsel to represent the public upon the inquiry. The
inquiry will not extend to British Columbia for the rea-
son that the tolls of the railway companies operating in
that Province are already the subject of investigation,
upon the complaints of the Vancouver Board of Trade
and the United Farmers of Alberta.

The order states that many complaints have been
made as to the rates charged by the railways, but the
board had delayed taking action until the Regina rate
case had been settled. The Supreme Court having or-
dered in connection with the consideration of this case
that the discrimination in favor of points in Manitoba
against points in Saskatchewan and Alberta must be re-
moved by the reduction of class rates to points in the two
Provinces further West the board is free to undertake a
wider investigation as to the whole question of Western
freight rates,

That the West has a grievance in the matter of rail-
way rates is generally admitted. The rates range higher
than the rates in the East, in some cases twice as high
and in not a few three times as high for the game service
rendered. It is contended that the cost of operation in
the Prairie Provinces is no higher than in the Provinces
of Ontario and Quebec and that in consequence the peo-
ple of the West are suffering under an unjust burden.
The agitation has been smouldering for years with occa-
sional outbreaks. Naturally there is much jubilation
at the prospect at last of a square deal,

PROSPERITY IN IRELAND, ~

A special correspondent of the London Times has
concluded an exhaustive investigation into conditions as
they are in Ireland today, and his report is interesting.
His travels did not lead him into the extreme west, but
everywhere else, in nothern, southern and central Ireland
he has recorded hopeful signs of material prosperity and
progress; greatly improved dwellings, a rising standard
of comfort, better farming; above all, a new spirit of en-
terprise and anxiety for new ideas among the farmers
themselves which is full of promise for the future. Ire-
land, he tells us, is no longer poor, no longer unprogres-
sive, no longer discontented.

Let any test be applied—exports, imports, bank de-
posits, railway statistics, assessments to income-tax, houns-
ing of the people, and their general standard of comfort—
they all tell the same tale, a tale of great and almost un-
interrupted progress during the last twenty years. Even
the drain of population to the United States and else-
where has to a great extent been arrested; and, if the
Improvement now in progress is allowed to continue, says
the correspondent, no one would be surprised to see the
loss of population that has marked every cemsus for the
last sixty years converted into a gain at the end of the
present decade,

The
plan, when adopted, will rescue the
United States from benighted mone-
tary heathendom. The report is the
result of three years of the most
painstaking and thorough personal in-
vestigation of the monetary systems
of the world, aided by consultation
with the leading active financiers of
Europe; all crystalized into a new
and comprehensive plan for the Unit-

ed States. The report practically
adopts the Aldrich plan, adding a few
a d ts (as a ¢ i to the

popular fear of the money power),
which do not either mar or make bet-
ter the original draft. These amend-
ments distribute the branch districts
so that New York and New England
have less representation than the
South and the West, aithough the
volume of banking power in the East
is much greater. They also restrioct
any collective money-power in its
ownership of bank shares. The course
here pursued is to limit jn the Local
Association the voting privilege auto-
matically, if combined owmership of
bank shares is shown, so that no mat-
ter how many banks one interest may
control, it has only one vote—no more
votes, in other words, than if all its
ownings were in one bank. Under
this arrangement it makes no differ-
ence how far the money power may
stretch itself out toward the purchase
of banks, because it advances itself
no further in acquiring power or rep-
resentation in the local associations
to which thet banks belong.

All this is unnecessary, as the orig-
inal provisions, in all possible and
supposable circumstances , completely
eliminate single money-power control,
placing the management, immediate
and ultimate, in the hands of the in
dividual banks of the country,

All these arguments for or against
control are based on the erroneous
assumption that “control” means pos-
siblity of favoring one interest against
another in a large way. The Reserve
Association is like a great.cconomic
machine, splendidly equipped to do
certain sclentific work and absolutely
ungble to be twisted into anything
else. It can rediscount not for the
public, but for banks only, and the
only paper available is short term
bills or notes arising out of commer-
cial transactions, and only in limited
amounts. Stock Exchange collateral
h: barred, except in great emergen-
cies.

Beyond the limit of short term notes,
banks, large or small, needing to bor-
row, must go to their local associa-
tions, get their endorsement, and have
the paper discounted at the Central
Association. Where could the money
power come in for private personal
uc:xeomes under an arrangement like

It is pointed out that during the pan.
ic of 1907 the banks of the country
were dominated by the New York
banks, and that this is true and has
always been true in times of danger
heretofore.

New York banks. They have always
proved themselves equal to the emer-
gency, but the responsibility in strenu-
ous times is a source of the greatest
anxiety and hardship.

pounds than in January, 1909. In July
1910, the surplus was 168,000,000
dpounds——nearly double what it is to-
ay.

As a matter of fact, says the Bos-
ton News Bureau, there is no sur-
plus of copper in this country today,
as the refineries must always carry
between 75,000,000 and 100,000,000
pounds, and 89,000,000 pounds can
hardly be said to represent more than
a working balance.

‘What then of Copper securities?
The price of the metal has advanced
to a point which may discount the
good situation and not continue up-
wards, The profit in production may
stimulate the output to larger and
larger volume; 10,000,000 pounds per
month additional could in time be
turned out, But, if trade holds up
in the rest of the world and our own
trade stimulation continues, increas-
ing American consumption will offset
all this.

Copper is entitled by the law of the
pendulum to a swing of prosperity,

The Outiook.
General trade is undoubtedly ex-
panding slowly and irregularly.

Business abroad, in England and Ger-
many especially, is large in volume,
and, differing from our own, is ex-
ceedingly profitable. England had
the largest trade in its history during
1911, and aléo, competent authorities
say, the most highly profitable. The
United States did a great business
during 1911, as far as volume is con-
cerned, but with little profit. The
profit line is the boundary of pros-
perity for us, and there a hopeful
feeling that we will pass this line in
1912,

,600, worth of property went up
in smoke in the three Maritime Prov-
inces during the year 1911, One com-
pany, which admits that its estimate
is very conservative, places the fire
}ouu in the three provinces as fol-
oWs:

New Brunswick, $1,000,000.

Nova Sootin, $1,260,000.

Prince Edward Island, $125,000.

Statistics in regard to the fire losses
in Canada, as 8 whole, during the past
year aré hot available, but the records
for 1910 show that the loss by fire in
Canada during 1910 reached enor-
mous total of $23698,816. In addi-
tion there was recorded an appalling
list of deaths by fire.

According to the réecorde kept by
the insurance companies, Canadians
are the most reckless and eéxtrava-
gant people in the matter of fires on
the face of the earth. In 1910 the
firé loss per capita in the Dominion
was $3,14. Statistics in regard to the
fire losses in the Dominion during
the first four months of 1911 showed
an average loss of $1,340,468 a month,
This is equal to a dally loss of
$44,682, In other words property in
Cahada wag being burnt up at the
rate of $1,861 an hour, or $31 a minute

The following figures in regard to
the annual per capita waste of fire
are instructive:

Another Itém must be added to the
account, and that 18 the cost of main-
taining fire departments. The follow-
ing figures regarding the average an-
nual cost ‘per capita of maintaining
fire departments are interesting:

In St. John as in American cities
we are paying about 714 times as
much for keeping up a fire depart-
ment a8 Buropean cities do.

And the destruction of property, and
cost of fire departments does not re-
present the whole of the waste from
fire, There s the loss of life. In Can-
ada there appears {0 be no official
records of fire fatalitles, But records
~undoubtedly . in lete--kept by
some of the Insurance companies
show that for a considerable period
an average of 20 persons a month
lost thelr lives as a result of fires in
Canada. How many persons suffered
injuries from fire which disabled them
permanently or temporarily  is un
known, but the number must be large;

“Insurance expérts estimaté that
fully 75 per cent. of the fires in Can-
ada and the United States are due
to preventible causes, that about 0O
per cent. are the Jresult of incendiar
ism, and that 20 per cent, are ingvit
able. My opinion is that that esti-
mate would hold good In the Maritime
Provinces. .

“Of_course, it 1s hard 'to determine
the origin of many fires, as they burn
up the evidence, but men who keep
track of fires, ctalm that at least 60
per cent. of fires are due to down.
right carelessness,

“Defective construction 18 another
important cause, accounting probably
for anothér 25 per cént. of the pre-
ventible losses. In this country build-
ing regulations are not as stringent
as in Europe, and public officials prob-
ably not as consclentious in the en-
forcement of bullding regulations. The
number of fires in the Maritime Pro-
vinces caused by defective fluea alone
is astounding.

“Both in Canada and the United
States fire rates are abnormally high
ag compared with rates in Great Bri.
tain and other Huropean countries.
