SOLDIERS PROVED
EAGER STUDENTS

Khaki University Achieves
Splendid Results With
War-Weary Men.

Montreal, Sept. 10.~~That the Canad-
lan Khaki University had been amply
worth while, and had dome much to
aid soldiers overseas to prepare them-
selves for the coming batties of peace,
was the stad t made y day by
Prof. J. A. Dale, of McGdll Universny.
who recently returned from voluntary
work with the Canadian Khaki Uni-
versity in Belgium and France. Mur
ther, Prof. Dale said, the work of
the Canadian Khaki University had
been so conspicuously useful that it
had led to a general acceptance by
the British staff of the principle of
80 educating soldiers ifi other than
military subjects that when they
dropped military drill they would be
fitted for civil re-establishment, and
able to become useful produative citi-
sens. The Canadians had led the way
in this, said Prof. Dale, and others had
not been slow to follow their lead.

Was Well Worth While.

“Since my return to Canada,” sald
Prof. Dale, “1 have ofien been ask-
ed wan' have Leen the result: of
the Khaki Uziversiiy of Canada, as
I have seen it work since the armis-
tice. The guestion na. been ralsnd
whether it was worth while to astompt
any educat.onal service with wmen, no:
only in war time, ovt in the period
of w. “tirg for demobiligntion.

“I went over with only the vaguést
idea of what I was to do, but com-
vinced that if educational effort was
ever worth while it must surely be
80 in the weary interval between
war and peace. This conviction be-
came an enthusiasm when, om the
invitation of Col. Tory, 1 began a
circuit of the units of the 3rd and
4th Divisions of the Canadian Oorps,
when 1 mllled tive dmlculty of graft-

He had met many officers
and other ranks all anxious to make
the best of the Uves they oconsidered
had been so mirasculously spared
them, and taking eager advantage of
every opportunity of education to fit
them for the comfng battles of
peace. “l never met such eager
:il receptive studemts,” he remark.

“The, education was scrappy,” said
Prof. Dale, “but that is no remson
why army education should comtinue
scrappy, or why the army should not
be remodeled on the basls that it
consists of men and cltivens, for
whose education the® period of train-
ing gives unequalled oppontunity.’”
