Malta, Nov. 2—It is reported tkat the

Burkish waters.

The Italian government has suppressed
direct sailing between Tripoli and Maita,
owing to, the leakagejof news to foreign
papers. All the mails from Tripoli have
now to run the gauntlet of the censorship
at Sicily.

Constantinople, Nov. 2—The commander
of the Turkish forces at Tripoli telegraphs
his government under date of October 30,
as follows: “The Turks have occupied all
the forts surrounding the town.

Rev. Mr Rxcheson appeared tired and
wan after his eleven days in jail, 0 much
g0 that he could scarcely be dmnngmshed
from any of the score of other prisoners
who were crowded into the pen with him.
The Richeson case was_called so soon after
the minister’s. arrival in court and dis-
posed of so quietly that few of the spee-
tators knew of it.

: While' there has: been so much specula-
tion about the probable manner by which
the cyanide of potassium was ’actually
taken into the mouth of Miss Linnell, it
bhas now! been disclosed that the police
have evidence showing, and witnesses ready
to testify that she drank the poison in
solution:

It: appears, from what it is understood
that, these witnesses will testify, that Miss
Linnell must have mixed the poxson crys-
tals with water in an ordinary drinking
glass, a few minutes before she swallowed
the deadly solution.

Persons who entered the bath-room and
found the dying girl; discovered the soiled
drinking glass and immediately washed it
out and used it to mix an’antidete in. It
whas also discovered that the girl had been
immediately © made very -sick,. .and that
though' she was unconscious she threw
off the major portion of the poisonous so-
lution. This in a degree is regarded as the
explanation of the fact that she lived
twenty-five minutes after taking the pois-
on, for in the liquid form the solution was
weak at best, and it was assimilated slow-
ly and its fatal consequence was retarded.

Tt is ‘not suspected for a moment that
Miss Linnell took the poison in. crystal
form into her mouth,- for if ghe had, some
traces of it would posslbly have been found

there; and ‘again it s supposed 'that she
would  have understood that the powder
would have been more slow in bringing
about the result she hoped to obtain by
taking it ‘than if she had taken it in the
erystal form.( For these ‘reasons and be-

| cause of the presence of the sopiled drink-

ing glass ‘at her side, it ds mow believed
that she first . dissolved. it .in water and
then drank down the deadly solution -

But after-all, this point in" the case is
not so important to the ecase of the prose-
‘cution as the manner i which she received
the poison.

POULTRY

GAPES IN CHICKS

The disease known as gapes is due to

from the chicks eating earth-worms. If
they are never allowed on the ground
where there are earthworms, they will not
get the gapes. - For example, if you can
jreep them om the barp floor, or on soil
well covered with lime or ashes, they will
be free from this disease; but, of -course,
they do much better if allowed to run out,
especially during nice weather.

Within the earth worm the little gape
worm iss encysted, just as the parastic
worm causing’ the human disease kmown
as Trichinosis is emcysted in' the flesh of
pork and develops when eaten by.a per-
son. . In the same way does this little gape
whrm rémain in the earth worm until
eaten by the fowl or chick, when it de-
velops into the gape worm, causing the
disease 'which indicates its presence.

A successful physician has recommended
to me to destroy the pest by putting the
‘chicks into a box and dropping & few
drops of carbolic acid on hot bricks; elos*
ing’ thé box, and letting the chicks breathe
the fumes for & few. minutes. Repeat
treatment once or twice. There 1is, of
course, danger of overdoing this by mak-
ing the fumes too strong, if one is not
careful.

One simple remedy which I have seen
successfully used this spring is common
kerosene or lamp oil applied by dipping
the tip of a feather into it, and inserting
it into the windpipe of the chick. The
shank of the feather should be stripped
of its side barbs and only the tip remain

Every ‘day you keep marketable
chicks, whose intentions towards the egg
basket are not honorable, means loss; cull

Rev. Dr. Milligan, Back in Toronto
from Abroad, Says We Should Help
Mother Country Carry Her Load.

Torontoy Oct. 31—Returning after an ab-
sence of, five months in Scotland, Rev. Dr.
George M. Milligan, former moderator of
the Presbyterian General Assembly, had a
message ‘to the people of Canada from his
own contact with the feeling he found in
the old country on the question. of this
dominion’s atitude to.the question of im-
gérial defence. :

“Britain,” said{the doctor, “is carrying
single handed a very great load .and men
who talk about having no obligation to
strengthen the British hands seem not to
understand that not only their owh secur-
ity depends on the British fleet but that
the peace of the whole woxld depends on
keeping up that fleet to the highest state
of efficiency.” o

“YWhen ‘people in the old country twit-
ted him about Canada not doing much,
he felt he could hatdly look such a man in
the face and say he was not right. His
own feeling was that, Canada should con-
tribute at least one Dreadnought to the
British admiralty each year for several
years, say six or seven; meanwhile build-
ing up her own navy. What was to be
done should be done quickly, He was
thoroughly convinced that such yould be
the wise policy in the interests of world
peace. 5

“] am no lover of war,” declared Dr.
Milligan, “but, on the contrary, of peace.
I would deplore the spread of militarism.
1t would be, in my estimation ‘a pitiable
day for the world if two peoples so ‘close-
iy allied in.race #nd aims a8 the Germans
and the British should meet in any rela-
tion other than that of peace and good
will, | Feeling how much we owe to the
scholars of Germany, I think it would be
as though we were getting into difficulties
with our dearest friends.”

The following is culled from-the Guar-
dian and East Kent Advertiser of Oct. 7,
and is interesting reading to Canadians:

A name that is very much before the
world ‘just mow is Mr. Borden, who will
be the next prime minister of Canada.

The now famous family of Bordenms, or
Burdens, were associated with the parishes
of Headcorn and Borden for very many
years, and in Headcorn they still flourish,
the head of the family, aged 80, being a
prosperous miller, taking an active part in
parish affairs. Radical but otherwise estim-
able. His father was also an octogenarian,
and equally radical. It is interesting to
know’ that one of these Headcorn Bur-
dons was the first white man who was
born on Rhode 1Island, where he was
buried, and his grave still exists. As the
Bordens have played such a great part in
Canada, "and seem - destined ‘ to play a
greater, we append the following table of
their forbears, which will interest our
many readers over the seas as well as the
men of Kent and Kentish men.

That R. N. Bruington, a photographer,
of Peoria, and brother-in-law of Conductor

independence or-honor, apply to any.pro-
posal to submit to others the question
whether or not a given dispute of such
a kind is ‘justifiable,’ or does-or does not:
involve such questions; /and  therefore
should or should not'be’ arbitrated.

Favors Limited Arbitracion.

“If as a people we wish to make a gen-
uine advance, to (promise what can and
will and ought to be .done—instead  of
merely ' making a pretense by promiging
something which will not and ought not|
to be performed should the occasion to
keep 'the promise ever arise—we should
agree definitely to submit to arbitration
all disputes that do not involve the vital
interest, the independence or honor of the
nation, and we should at the same time
make provisions which will tend to bring
about a pacific solution of all disputes not
covered by the treaty. To this'end a pro-
vigion sheuld be ingerted in such treaty
that if either party to it claims that a dis-
pute involves its. vital interest, its inde-
pendence, ot it§ honot, then always pro-
vided that neither party takes a position
that necessitates immediate action by the
other),2upon the request of either party,
all questions of fact :and all questions of
law involved in the dispute shall be refer-
red to arbitrators, who shall have no
power to decide the dispute, but shall be
authorized to pass .upon the controversy’
as to questions of fact and of law, and‘
to recommend such: adjustment of the dis-|
pute as they may deem just and honor-|
able to both the contracting nations. The|
recommendation of the arbitrators should |
then be given publicity, and,. unless re-|
jected within a specified time by one or
other of the contracting parties (in the
case of' the United States this would mean
the president and the senate, or perhaps
the president and congress), should be-
come binding upon both.

“This 'would secure, in. the first place,
delay for adequate comsideration of the
questions at ifsue, and, in the next place,
a calm and dispassionate diseussion of the
controversy before the civilized' world;
further, the elimination of questions of
fact. and of law from the’ controversy;
and, finally, it would make. it easier for
a government to accept a fair solution of
a given controversy, if there: had been
populat ; prejudice against sueh solution.

“Some such plan as that herein suggest-
ed, if enacted into ‘a treaty, would really
forward- the cause of international peace,
and yet would leave the nation arbiter
of its own destiny, and would  promise |

nothing - which could not be performed, | ¢
having regard. both: to-the vital question|
of mnational honor and, above all, to the|
still more vital question of national duty.f

“On  these two questions of duty and|®
homor the nation, if true to itself, can
never be guided by any outside body,
and can pay heed only to its own con-|
science and its own sense of right; to|
fail this to be guided would mean that
"it was recreant to its duty, not only to
wself, but to the world at large.”
