" Each pupil has five cows allotted 
to her in rotation, and the results of 
he several milkings are carefully 
loted, the produce of each cow being 
lutered separately morning and night 
ogether with the name of the milker. 

Mrs. Neilson thus has a practical 
means of knowing whether her pupils 
an perform satisfactorily one of the 
most important, as it is one of the 
most fundamental and most neglected, 
operations connected with dairy farm- 
ing. The knowledge that the results 
of their milkings are ‘booked’ also 
produces a spirit of emulation amongst 
the girls, which gives far better re­
sults than any system of supervision.”

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Secretaries of Agricultural Soci­
eties will oblige by furnishing us 
with dates and places of holding 
their Annual Shows, which we shall 
be pleased to publish for general 
information.

The Dublin Farmer’s Gazette give 
tho following particulars of what is 
doing in the dairy department at the 
exhibition at Cork, by which it may 
bo seen that tho dairy is well repre 
sonted as so important an interest de 
serves.

“For tho dairy department a con 
venient site of the loft of the entrance 
gates has been obtained. Here a but- 
ter factory is to bo at work till the 
close of the exhibition. The proces 
ses connected with butter making 
will bo illustrated both by stean 
mower and by hand power, while the 
Laval cream separator, as well as al 
the most approved modern dairy ap­
pliances, will bo employed.

" A contract has been entered inti 
with a County Cork dairy farmers foi 
a daily supply of 100 gallons of fresh 
milk. This is to be brought to the 
dairy or factory by a chain hung from 
pulleys on an elevated rail, such as is 
used in pig killing establishment 
The churns will be placed on a pedes 
tal besides the cream separator, inti 
which tho whole milk will flow 
through a cock fitted with a self regu­
lating ball. Separations will take 
place twice a day—at noon and at ball 
past one o’clock. The cream will be 
churned at three o’clock, and it has 
been arranged to use one large Hol 
stein churn, driven by steam power 
and one small Normandy barrel hand 
churn with glass window to show the 
progress of the churning process. In 
like manner a large and a small but­
ter worker will bo used, the buttei 
working and packing being postponed 
to 4 P. M , so as to have the interest 
maintained as fully as possible during 
the day. The sweet mille immediately 
on leaving the separator will be firsi 
raised by scalding to a temperature 
of 180 degrees, and then pass through 
a refrigerator so as to ensure its keep 
ing for at least three days. Arrange 
ments have been made to have this 
sweet milk sold regularly in the ex 
hibition at tho modest price of one 
penny per glass, a boon that will no 
doubt, be gladly appreciated by many 
visitors."

“ In addition to the butter factory 
there will be erected a stone and lime 
dairy for ten cows, in which the full 
process of churning, butter making, 
etc., will bo carried out twice a week. 
This dairy is to be erected on the 
plans and specifications to which the 
gold medal of the exhibition was 
awarded. The gold medal, it may be 
mentioned, was given by the County 
Cork Agricultural Society for the 
best plans, models and specifications 
of a dairy for ten cows, the entire cost 
of construction not to exceed £35 
($175). Of all tho operations in the 
dairy, percentage of cream, produce 
of butter, etc., careful records will be 
kept from day to day, so that by the 
end of tho proceedings a great deal 
of useful information may in this way 
be obtained."

Management of Bulls.

Constantly one is reading such 
items as the following :—‘ E, O. Ho­
well, of Cranberry, N J., a well known 
and prominent farmer, was found 
insensible in his field and gored by a 
hull. One log was broken, and his 
head and back were severely injured 
Hie condition is extremely critical." 
A hull is one of the most uncertain of 
animais. Usually it is ferocious, sav- 
age, and relentless. It attacks its 
owner and attendants as quickly as a 
stranger. At the same time it is a 
cowardly brute, and may bo cowed 
into subjection by means of a very 
small weapon. A stout rawhide, 
once the bull has tasted its stinging, 
will cause it to stand off and bellow 
with cowardly rage at a safe distance. 
But why should the owner of a bull 
keep a perfectly wild and savage 
animal, such as this, loose about bis 
premises ? It is a fault in its training 
Bulls may be tamed and made docile 
by a right course of management. 
Moreover, every one of them should 
be disarmed by removing their offen­
sive weapons. But oven then it is 
not sufficiently safe. We have seen a 
polled bull attack its keeper throw 
him down, batter him with his bony 
poll kneel upon bim, and before the, 
brute could he disabled to reduce the 
man to a shapeless mass of pulp. 
Like a true savage, it still vented its 
fury upon a dead body. So that to 
dishorn a bull is not sufficient protec­
tion. It may however be of great 
help to defend one’s self from immedi­
ately fatal injury, which one thrust 
of a sharp horn might effect. But 
every bull should be brought under 
strict discipline from its birth. The 
calf should he tied systematically, and 
taught to lead by a halter. Il should 
he flogged with a rawhide for its first 
offense and once a week thereafter 
should have a reminder of its punish­
ment. When cleaned and attended to 
in the usual manner, the attendant 
should never be without rawhide and 
every command should he accompan­
ied by a touch of it. When led out 
to water, it should be driven with the 
whip, and when used for service 
should bo driven back into its pen or 
stall by the seme means. A bull so 
trained may be made as docile and 
obedient as a dog—an equally savage 
and truculent animal, naturally. We 
have thus trained a bull, which could 
be turned out to water in the yard, 
and when ordered back again would 
return at the words " Go in" with 
almost hidicrous alacrity; never bel­
lowing or pawing the ground or mak­
ing the least offensive demonstration, 
so long as the raw hide was in sight.

It would be a still safer method to 
make the bull work. Idleness is pro­
ductive of mischief. A horse power 
worked by a bull might be turned to 
a very useful purpose. In a dairy it 
would cut feed, churn, and grind 
meal, and when no work was required 
it could be made to take exercise in 
this way with much benefit to its use.

it York, England, is noteworthy for 
in example of German dairying, a 
model dairy from that country taking 
bo first premium of $250. It is de- 

•cribed as follows by the Dublin 
Farmer’s Gazette:

" Mr. Ablborn's dairy was a plain, 
covered shed without any attempt at 
milding, but the interior was arrang- 
id in a very practical manner. The 
nilk was treated by the Swartz or 
leep setting system, which in the 
opinion of the best Continental author­
ities is the best of all for producing 
be finest quality of butter. Ahlborn's 

well-known Holstein churn and but­
er worker were employed for churn- 

ing and making up the butter, which 
was worked ou tho dry or no water 
System. Mr. Ahlborn exhibited a 
shallow pan arrangement with a 
skimmer on wheels for taking the 
cream off 30 gallons of milk at one 
sweep, and made several sorts of 
cheese, hard and soft, skim milk and 
whole milk. Under the intelligent 
lirection of Fraulein Kreipe and Herr 
Niesmann a very good product was 
made out of even the skim milk. In 
Germany a block of such cheese about 
live inches square sells for a little 
over twopence, and is largely eaten 
by the working classes. Perhaps we 
shall some day rise to the same taste 
in Ireland. Fraulein Kreipe is the 
young lady who lately figured at the 
shows in Belfast, Limerick, and Cork, 
and created such a favorable impres- 
sion by her neat and deft node of 
butter making. Really, it she is a 
fair specimen of the Continental sys­
tem, one can cease to wonder that it 
is so popular, and that travelers think 
so much of it. Mr. Ahlborn also 
showed an apparatus for aerating and 
bottling skim milk and whey, which 
when so treated will keep for two 
months or more."

By carefully weighing a small sample 
of wheat, counting the number of ker­
nels in such sample, and multiplying by 
the number of times the weight of such 
sample is contained in the weight of a 
bushel, we have found that of good 
plum kernels there are from 650,000 to 
750,000 in a bushel. Accordingly one 
bushel of seed to the acre will allow 
from fourteen to seventeen kernels to 
each square foot, or one plant to ever 
third inch in either direction. If all 
the seed grew, this would be quite thick 
enough, as one plant often sends up a 
dozen or more stalks.

Gare of Strawberry Bede.

The sooner plantations or beds are 
worked out after they are through 
bearing, the better. If in rows suffi- 
oiently far apart to cultivate, plow 
away from the rows, leaving rows six 
inches to one foot wide, owing to 
thickness of plants. Then scatter 
well-totted compost among the plants 
and keep the ground well worked 
among them for two months. If 
young plantations set last spring, 
keep thoroughly worked out, and if 
intended for fruit only pick off the 
the first runners that sprout out, thus 
giving vigor and strong growth to 
the set plants. Then allow the run­
ners to grow out, and by keeping the 
cultivator going afterwards the run­
ners may be kept thrown along in 
close rows. Some, however, allow 
first runners to grow and set plants, 
and form very thick matted vines 
before winter sets in. The latter is 
our general practice. To grow in 
stools or bills, keep all runners thus 
eut off, a crown is formed on the old 
plant which puts forth one or two- 
fruit stems, the fruit on theso being 
much larger and finer than those from 
matted row. However, wo do not 
advise it for largo plantations.

A very good way to force plants 
into a strong growth is to sprinkle 
over them water from barn yard, 
being careful not to put it on too 
strong—Fruit Recorder,

Patronize the Local Faire.
Foul foot in cattle is caused by pas­

turing on land so wet that the hoofs 
sink into the soil. When it once gets 
in a beard it is apt to become infectious, 
and great trouble is often found in get­
ting rid of it. Powdered vitriol applied 
after thoroughly cleansing the foot is 
the common remedy. It is harsh, but 
effectual. As boggy land is usually 
reserved for pasturing it is worth while 
to know that even for this purpose 
thorough drainage works marked im­
provement. Again, after under drain­
ing such land is often the best for grain 
and root crops.

There are many advantages to beBurdock derived from attending the town and 
country fairs, so many that no pro 
gressive farmer can atiord to neglect 
them and remain at home. This sub­
ject may be culled a hackneyed one, 
hut it is only by line upon line and 
precept upon precept that any great 
truths come to be recognized as such 
by the masses.

Perhaps we right not to 
complain that farmer • not gener­

Cattle 
cannot thrive that are thus exposed; 
so in this economic point of view it 
would pay to have a clean, dry yard 
To this end their needs proper drain­
age, and with this the water from the 
roof should be prevented from dis- 
charging in tho barn-yard and run 
into reservoirs or tanks, and utilized 
to waler slock in the yard instead if 
driving them a distance away in cold 
and stormy weather or during the 
burning sun of a hot summer’s day.

The Supreme Court of New Brunswick 
has placed a new construction on the law of 
inheritance, deciding that, when the father 
of an intestate person is dead, and there are 
no brothers or sisters of their representatives, 
he mother is next of kin and entitled to the 

estate.
The last spike of the Northern Pacific 

Railway, will be driven at a point in the val­
ley of the Little Blackfoot River, Montana, 
on the eighth of next month. This will fin­
ish the longest single line of railway in the 
world, and the only one of the transcontinen­
tal lines built under one management.

In Winnipeg the treasurer furnishes the 
council with a weekly statement of the 
amount of money received during the week;

Among other reports that will be laid be­
fore the Ottawa City Council at their next 
meeting will be that of the Assessment Com­
mittee on assessment on civil servants. The 
Council are determined to make the most of 
the matter, because they think that if there 
is anything in the statutes the Privy Council 
in England will be sure to decide in their 
favor.

Agricultural implements arrived at the 
oort of Winnipeg from January 1st, 1883, to 
July 31st, 1883, 760 carloads; settlers’ stock 
implements, and effects during same period. 
768 carloads, making a grand total of 1,608. 
These cars, if made up in one train, would 
reach ten miles, and represent a value of at 
least $2,600,000.

John Lowe, for many years a leading ship­
builder at Moses River, Halifax Co., N, S., 
committed suicide Fiiiay morning, bv blow­
ing out his brains with a revolver. He was 
about 65 years of age and had been mentally 
leranged for some time, the malady being 
brought on it is supposed through financial 
difficulties.

The management of the Canadian Pacific 
railway are making arrangements for the run­
ning of a regular train between Montreal and 
Ottawa—a distance of about 120 miles in two 
cours and a half—an average rate of speed of 
bout 48 miles an hour. This is probably 
the fastest time for an equal distance on any 
railway in America, while few trains in Eng­
land obtain as high a rate.

Several noblemen in England are in the 
habit of giving special orders to makers in 
Virginia for their supply of smoking tobacco. 
There is no doubt that by that means they 
get the very best tobacco to be had, but it 
costs them $2 a pound. The workingmen of 
Canada are smoking the very same quality of 
tobacco at 60 cents a pound, and it is known 
to them by the name of “ Myrtle Navy,"

"Journalism at Red Bluff, California,” says 
the Chicago Times, "is conducted under 
peculiar and what would ordinarily be consid- 
-red discouraging circumstances. The editor 
of the only paper in town is in gaol on a 
charge of murder; but, undaunted by this 
radical change of base, he has turned his cell 
into an editorial sanctum, and with pen, 
shears, and paste-pot, works away in his se­
clusion exactly as if he was seated in his own 
office exposed to the unexpected dun and to 
io the ‘constant reader ' who demands a cor­
rection or wants to know how far it is to the 
moon."

No matter how delightful it may be to get 
far away from religion in fine weather, most 
people like to get very near to God in a storm. 

Michigan last week, and all the indications 
favoured an imminent and destructive cyclone, 
masters and men of several vessels dropped 
on deck io prayer. On one schooner the 
bible was brought out of the cabin, and the 
captain and crew all knelt and prayed. Sud­
denly the scene lightened up again, and the 
dire threatenings all vanished. The captain 
who is a line vocalist, broke out with " Near- 
er, My God, to Thee," and the crew helped 
him with a will, and all say they never felt 
happier in their lives.

The Dorchester prison has been occupied 
now three years, and to it are sent the con­
victs of New Brunswick, Nova Scotia and 
Prince Edward Island. Though it has cells 
for only one hundred and twenty-five prison­
ers there are now confined there one hundred 
and thirty. A new wing is in course of 
erection which will contaiu two hundred 
more cells, and then there will be room 
enough and to spare. Of the convicts only 
six are women. The men are kept at work 
in various ways, those that have trades are. 
so far as possible, employed at them, while 
many are kept busy doing farm work. There 
are, including marsh, cleared up-land and 
forest, about 600 acres of land belonging to 
the penitentiary. The report of last year 
states the value of the products of the farm 
at $2,208 53, and the value of the labour of 
different kinds performed by the convicts at 
$11,714.26.

The other night M. Waddington, the 
French Minister to England, was specially 
dined at the house of a noble lady in the 
Isle of Wight, and up to a late hour every­
thing went as merrily as could have been 
desired. The conversation eventually drifted 
to the Chinese war, and then a debate was 
started by Lord Charles Beresford upon the 
merits of the English and French navies. 
The hero of Fort M-ks grew warm with the 
wine and gradually became very offensive in 
his remarks. The efforts of the Prince of 
Wales and others to check bim into decorum 
served only to make him pugnacious. He 
fell to ridiculing the entire French fleet, and 
wound up with the statement that he could 
take the Condor, the little gunboat with 
which be nosed around Fort Meks during the 
bombardment of Alexandria, and chase the 
whole French fleet in Chinese waters away 
from the Annam coast. Of course Wadding­
ton was indignant, and would probably bay- 
declared war had not Beresford been quickly 
choked os and practically kicked out.

We have not heard that they accept the

In this connection we may add that at a 
late meeting of the Commission, the Presi- 
dent, Hon. D. McLellan, in announcing the

Spring Importations !This gentleman is about to take leave of 
his Westmorland constituents, and present 
himself to the electors of Kent for election 
to the Canadian House of Commons. We 
have before expressed our regret that his 
ability and statesmanship is to be lost to the 
local arena, and now that he is to step into a 
higher sphere, it will not be out of place to 
recall briefly hie career since entering politi­
cal life.

Mr. Landry entered the Local Legislature 
in 1870, when a mere youth, and at once 
took a leading place among the clever de­
baters of that body. It was his lot for the 
first four years he sat in the Legislature, to 
be in opposition to the Government, which at 
that time meant opposition to the Free 
School system, since so fully accepted by the 
great mass of the people. In the election of 
1874, Mr. Landry, with many of those who 
had acted with him, went down before the 
Free school wave, only to rise with increased 
prestige and influence when the agitation 
had subsided.

The settlement of that question left Mr. 
Landry as it did Mr. Hannington and Mr. 
Adams, free to unite with the best men of 
both parties in carrying on the government 
of the country, and shortly after the elec­
tions he was sworn in a member of the 
Fraser Government with the portfolio of 
Chief Commissioner of Public Works, and 
on appealing to Westmorland for re-election, 
he was returned by acclamation, his consti­
tuents thus unanimously endorsing hie action, 
which has been so unjustly assailed by irre­
sponsible scribblers and pot house politicians, 
without, however, prejudicing Mr. Landry 
in the minds of the people at large.

When Mr. Landry assumed the Chief 
Commissionership, the affairs of that office 
were in anything but a satisfactory condi­
tion. He remodelled its whole procedure, 
and threw great energy and intelligence 
into the discharge of its duties. Mr. Landry 
won deserved praise from both parties in the 
Legislature for his splendid administrative 
powers. No man, not even the bitterest 
partisan, ever dared to charge the smallest 
direliction of duty against him, and he 
grasped the difficulties of his position and 
overcame them so successfully that he be­
came recognized at once as a gentleman of 
wisdom and prudence in the position.

On the reconstruction of the Government 
in the spring of 1882, Mr. Landry succeeded 
to the office of Provincial Secretary, and in 
the elections which followed in June, he was 
triumphantly elected at the head of the poll, 
leading Mr. Killam, who, with J. L. Black, 
had done his little beet during the previous 
four years to break down Mr. Landry’s influ­
ence and usefulness, by nearly one thousand 
votes. But the election was contested, and 
Mr. Landry and his three colleagues were 
unseated, through the indiscretion of their 
friends in the election. Mr. Blair, the leader 
of the opposition, who, in the meantime had 
been running through the country with his 
“ round robin” to turn the Government out, 
now turned his attention to Westmorland 
where Mr. Landry with his colleagues were in 
the field for re-election. He stumped the 
country in the interests of an opposition ticket 
headed by Mr. Killam, but he and they were 
mercilessly defeated, the Provincial Secre­
tary again leading the poll with a majority 
equal to that of June previous.

Mr. Landry held the Provincial Secretary­
ship till March last, when by an adverse vote, 
his government was defeated, but he con­
tinued the ablest exponent of either party 
during the last legislative session. Hie 
lengthy speech on the financial question 
during that session, was one of the ablest 
and most statesmanlike delivered for many 
years before that body, and there is no man 
to day holding a seat in the Legislature, who 
can approach him in the accurate knowledge 
of provincial affairs he displayed on that oc­
casion.

But Mr, Landry has a more useful career 
yet before him in the wider range of Federal 
politics than even that which he held in the 
Local Legislature. He will enter the House 
of Commons with a wonderful ability, a ripe 
experience and the prestige of a gentleman 
who has occupied the highest positions in the 
Government of his native province.

Mr. Landry has the advantages of a good 
education; he can speak as eloquently in 
English as in his native tongue. He is a 
lawyer of recognized ability, and withal he 
is a gentleman, who in private and public, 
commands the confidence of his fellow man 
for integrity and honesty of purpose, for his 
firm adherence to principle in all his acts, 
whether with the individual or in the res- 
ponsible position which he has occupied.

We shall watch hie career in the Com­
mons with interest, and none will hail with 
greater satisfaction the honors we feel sure 
will fall upon him at no distant day.

three corpses lay in the hotel in pitable 
figures. Some were mangled out of human 
resemblance, and nearly all injured about the 
head and face, appearing to have been drag, 
ged in the earth. Forty were wounded. Il 
was thought that twenty bodies remained in 
the ruins. The portion of the city swept by 
the cyclone included generally the poorer 
dwellings. The storm appeared to have 
formed about eighteen miles north-west of 
Rochester, gathering violence as it pro­
gressed. A lowering dun-colored funnel 
cloud was seen approaching, and in a few 
moments the slaughter was accomplished. 
There was no time to escape. The place 
where the dead lay was indescribably sad. 
Mothers wildly searched for their children, 
while homeless waifs were found whom the 
tempest had orphaned. One child was the 
only survivor of a family of seven. The pas­
sengers of the train were not aware of a cy­
clone until attention was directed to the 
feather beds and wearing apparel lodged 
against the barbed wire fences. Straw blown 
from stacks was twisted about the rails, pre­
senting a singular appearance. Where the 
funnel crossed the track shortly before the 
train arrived at Rochester, a freight train 
was wrecked at a trestle at the western ap­
proach of the place where the wind twisted 
the switch-bar, throwing open the switch.

A large elevator near the depot was broken 
in two and half of the immense mass was 
carried across the railroad and over two 
trains of cars. The fatal black cloud swept 
toward St. Charles, five miles south-east, 
cutting a wide path through the timber and 
farms, wrecking buildings, etc., leaving two 
corpses and three fatally maimed persons 
One of the dead men was found in a tree 
top. A family named Stevens, consisting of 
four persons, saw the approaching cloud and 
crept into a huge tank cistern buried in the 
ground. Not a vestige of their house re­
mained.

The cyclone was the one of most destruc­
tive known in the history of the country.

The advent of the military people, will turn 
the Police Magistrate out of his quarters in 
the . Officers Barracks, and the old Police 
Station will also have to be vacated. It will 
be the duty of the city to provide comfort­
able and convenient accomodation for both 
Col. Marsh and his victims, and this also with 
a due regard to economy.

ALMA POLISH! A Comparison.

The Truro Sun, in discussing the prospects 
of the Nova Scotia Provincial Exhibition to 
be held in that town in the latter part of 
September, points out a significant fact in 
connection with the amount of prize money 
offered, as compared with the amount to be 
given for the same purpose at the Centennial 
Exhibition in St. John. The Governmeut 
grant to the Nova Scotia Exhibition is only 
$4,000, but the prizes aggregate $5,000; 
while the St. John Exhibition receives 
$10,000 from the Legislature of this Pro­
vince, $10,000 from the Dominion Govern­
ment, and $5,000 from the Corporation of 
St, John—in all $25,000—yet the prizes 
aggregate only $9,000.

This is a point which brings out promi­
nently the want of judgment that has been 
exercised by the Centennial Exhibition 
management throughout. It is the result of 
the full control of the Exhibition having 
been placed in the hands of the St. John 
people, who have absorbed two-thirds of the 
entire grant to the Exhibition, to construct 
permanent exhibition buildings, which may 
not be utilized again for a decade, and the 
existence of which, they will urge as a bar tn 
Fredericton or any other provincial town 
being selected hereafter as the place for 
holding an Exhibition.

Prof. Sheldon Coming to N. B.

Many of our readers will remember the 
visit of Prof. J. P. Sheldon and Mr. Sparrow 
to this Province during the autumn of 1880, 
they having come out from England to re­
port upon the agricultural prospects in this 
country. A great many of our leading far­
mers met those gentlemen during their 
travels through the Province in charge of 
the Local Government, and the interchange 
of ideas on the various branches of agricul­
ture was mutually agreeable and instructive.

We have much pleasure in noting, that the 
Professor is to pay us a second visit, this 
time particularly to give practical hints and 
instruction in connection with dairying at 
the Centennial Exhibition, where the enter­
prising St. John dry goods’ firm, Messrs. 
Manchester, Robertson & Allison, will have 
a complete dairy, which will be worked 
under the supervision of Prof. Sheldon. The 
Canadian Gazette, published in London, in 
speaking of Prof. Sheldon's visit, says that: 
“In view of the impetus which is likely to 
be thus given to the butter trade of the 
Provinces, we are inclined to think that the 
Local Government might with advantage ar- 
ranga with Prof. Sheldon to visit other cen­
tres beside St. John, while he is in Nova 
Scotia.

Mr. Sheldon is no stranger in 
Canada, and it is the hospitable treatment 
iccorded to him three years ago in New 
Brunswick, which has induced him to pay a 
second visit to that interesting Province.
