more, the company is going to be taxed
double the rent.

A Free Market.

Not yet have barn-raisings become
events of the dim past, for yesterday a
most successful one was staged on the
farm of Robert Kennedy, lot 26, con. 6,
London Township. More than 100 farm-
ers participated.

ratic.

In any town or city with a century
or more of history, one is likely to d!s-
cover a civic individuality or person-
ality which Is pleasing or displeasing to
tae newcomer o visitor. New westera
towrns, according to some critles, ap-
pear on first impressions to be cold and
soulless. Their citizens may be hos-
pitable, the glad hand may be much in
evidence, but no matter how genuine
the welcome that is offered one, th2
very atmosphere appears to partake of
a certain crudeness or emptiness, New
buildings, to the thoughtful man or
woman, to the artist or the thinker, are
-never as interesting as old buildings.
Perhaps, if one were more thoughtful
still, he might see in the new buildings
all the wonderful history that is to be
enacted within their walls, and so might
be substituted the romance of the future
for the glamor of the past. But Futur-
ism as a philosophy or state of mind
has faults as well as good points. Futur-
ism makes mistakes. Futurism may be
quite right in discarding the traditions,
the dogma, and the superstition of the
past, but Futurism will make mistakes
in turn, if it falls to heed the funda-
mental lessons that the Past has taught
humanity. D’Annunzio made mistakes
in governing Fiume, and Bolshevism, a
pruder kind of Futurism, made mistakes
in Russia.

Only Commonplace.

Today, the 5th of August, 1921, pre-
cisely speaking, it is safa to assert Mat
99 per cent of Loondon’s population looks
out upon Leondon's principal thorough-
fares and historic old streets and see
only commonplace, humdrum sunlight
playing on dirty pavements, and a cer-
tain amount of business. But a very
great proportion of 99 per cent of Lon-
doners will be able to recall a time In
their lives when Romance beckoned
with compelling and hypnotic fingews on
every street and corner. A very few
members of the Historical Society, for
instance, will look back and see in ram-
shackle, dilapidated old buildings, past
associations of princes, generals and
other famous people. Some far-seeing
minds may look forward and see the
glory and the activity of the future
when London will perhaps at a con-
servative estimate be a city of a quar-
ter-millton. Still fewer yet are those who
can look out today and see romance in
the making, the evolution of the his-
toric and the picturesque—the peanut
vendor patiently selling his wares that
his grand-daughter may be educated to
sing in grand opera, or the ghoe repair
man pegging away dreaming of the day
when his son will graduate in law and
perhaps be mayor of the city.

Streets Unsurpassed,

From the standpoint of sesthetic con-
piderations, the tree-sheltered streets
of London, Ont., are probably not sur-
passed by any city of equal size in
America. And architecturally the resi-
dences of London will compare favor-
ably with those of the best bullt cities
on the continent. London has no great

pubdblic bu 'gs. There is no use try-
- to ke out that London has. St
e Cathedral, were its long-deferred

towers added, would be the first unit
tn the architectural attractions that
some day this city may boast. But in
the matter of parks, boulevards, resi-
dences and schools of modest size, Lon-
don mneed fear no comparison, perhaps,
anywhere. The one underlying principle
in the aesthetique of London’s streets
is easily recognized as their airy
width, the greenness of thelr neat
doulevards, and the cool shelter of their
ever-arching trees. Most of those trees
are maples. The maple is graceful.
stately, but lacks ceftain elements of
natural picturesqueness, such as the
elm and the willow possess. Why~there
rre s0 few elms along London streets Is
not obvious. Perhaps it will odcur to
someone else. But if you are going to
erect more imposing buildings, you
should plant elms. The elm is the chief
element of the picturesquenes$ found in
many New England cities. A maple
does not grow high enough to hide the
mercenary bleakness of a factory wall,
or tome down the harshness and the
sheer height of a neighboring skv-
scraper.
Most Picturesque.

What are the most picturesque streets
in London? Richmond, stretching from
the busy heart of the downtown dis-
trict, far up a gradual incline to the
Nob's Hill of London North, and wind-
ing on still further through the bun-
galows of Broughdale to Mount St.
Joseph?

Dundas street, starting beyvond the
river in the old little viilage of Kensing-
ton, climbing arduously past the
gloomy confines of the jailyard and the

Norman towers of the courthouse,
through the main business district, past
the Armories and the Technical Schoo’,
through the little business section of
Dundas Center, then past a big caske!
factory at Lilley's Corners, through
East London, past Queen’s Park,
through the new industrial district, past
a great psychopathic hospital and
through the village of Eastmount or
London Junction, on to Argyle Park?
An Early Landmark.

Park avenue that used to be, with Its
row of tenements, once rooming-
houses, now chiefly given over to a
Chinese laundry and the headquarters
of the Chinese Nationalist Association,
the fringe of the apartment house ter-
ritory, uncountable doctors’ offices and
frame houses facing Victoria Park?

Old Clarence street, where the peanut
carts used to occupy all four corners,
running south past pawnbrokers’ shops,
the Chinese business and club district,
over the railroad level crossing,
through the Jewish business district,
plunging down past homes of people of
many races, between a soap factory and
a picturesque old residence known as
the ‘“‘Castle,” a landmark of early days,
and ending at the river?

Ridout street, where once the business
of the town or village of London was
concentrated, and where, amid squalid-
looking rooming houses, old residences
still persist, inhabited in many instances
by familles born within their red brick
walls. Northward, towards Blackfriars
bridge, entering West London, old
“Petersville,” there are many fine resi-
dences, and southward, across the river,
Ridout street in South London is a
high-class residential district.

King street, starting amid cigar fac-
tories, carriage factories, dairy and
produce houses, hotels, stables and
blackemith and implement shops, runs
past Covent Garden Market, cheap res-
taurants pawnshops, shoemakers' shops
and barber shops, plunging, after it
passes the old McClary factory, into an
attractive residential and rooming-
house district.

Or little Talbot street, down below the
tracks, past a hide and wool warehouse,
in another rooming-house district, to
end abruptly at a once famous brewery
gate.

Romance Crowds Thick.

Romance crowding thick and oppres-
sive hangs around the old walls, ad-
venture has come and gone, and
progress has passed by little Talbot, the
central part of Ridout, old sections of
Clarence street and King and Richmond
streets  leaving history in her wake.
New factories, new apartment houses,
new blocks of red brick stores and flats
are mooted. Progress is about to re-
turn, but it is the progress of a new
era. Need it be less picturesque, less
j interesting?
l West of Richmond, north of Carling,
south of Central avenue and east of
Ridout, is inclosed perhaps the most
interesting and quietly picturesque
section of London. Here, amid a few
fine residences, garages and an odd
shop here and there, is what might be
called the student quarter of London.
Comparison of living prices for tran-
sients show that living costs are much
lower than in other sections. Theay
have to be lower—studtnts and gradu-
ates of various schols and business col-
leges starting out at moderate rates of
wages, cannot pay exorbitant prices for
food and lodgings, and yet are sufflci-
ently numerous to make their patron-
age worth catering to. As most people
know, apartments rooms and boarding-
houses cost much less in the university
districts of a city like Toronto, for in-
{ stance, than at a greater distance from
the schools and colleges in the same
city. London's student population has
never been large enough in the past to
claim a district all its own. Hence in
that district clustered around Talbot
street, in the vicinity of Maple and Kent
streets, stenographers and clerks com-
bine with students to provide the prin-
ciple patronage of rooming and board-
ing-houses. Little shops are gradually
extending northward on Talbot street
from Fullarton, and it does not take a
very wide stretch of imagination to
suppose that some day here may be
concentrated another Greenwich Village,
Lexington avenue or Soho Square.
Italian harpers, bandsmen and other
musicians already give an artistic Latin
atmosphere to Fullarton and neighbor-
ing streets.

What of Queen’s avenue, home of
Loadon's early aristocrats, Dufferin
avenue with its fine old residences

fronting Victoria Park, and all the other
avenues running eastward from the
beautiful little park in the heart of
London? More beautiful, less pictur-
eeque, one might assert. But London is
jchanging_ and London’'s streets are
changing. The apartment house district
has pretty well mapped out the be-
ginning of the aristocratic avenues for
{ its favorite expansion ground, but no-
body is quite certain which way the
business district is going to bulge out
from Duandas. However, it 1s bound
to bulge out from Dundas and Rich-
,mond some day, and most likely some-
Iv\here on the north side of Dundas,

John Demmer died about nine years
ago, and Mrs. Kolze died nine months
later. Mrs. Demmer then became house-
keeper for Fred Kolze whose death oc-
curred several weeks ago.

Publishers’ Association Seek-
ing Best Way To Settle
Disputes.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind.. Aug. 4.—The
American Newspaper Publishers’ As-
sociation is in favor of the principle of
arbitration in settlement of industrial
disputes, but it contends that all re-
lations should be arbitrable,
said today at the office of H. N. Kel-
logg, chairman of the special standing
committee of the association. It was
explained that the publishers desire
that laws of the International Tyoo-
graphical Union as they affect working
conditions on newspapers should be
subject to arbitration.

At a recent meeting in Chicago of
a publishers’ committee and members
of the executive council of the Typo-
graphical Ubpion, the publishers’ com-
mittee explained its instructions from
the 1921 convention to the effect that
no contract be made except one that
will provide for the arbitration of ‘any
or all differences. The executive coun-
cil members are said to have declined
to agree to this proposition.

It was then decided that as compara-
tively few of the laws of the interna-
tional union relate to working condi-
tions of newspapers that representa-
tives of the union should submit to the
Quebec conventjon a proposal that
efforts to agree regarding the appli-
cation of these laws shall be made and
if agreement is reached as to any of
them they will be included in the con-
tract, but those upon which - there is
disagreement will be subject to arbi-
tration.

tem in our own city is not carried out as considerately
and as humanely as conditions at present permit.

CAPITAL PUNISHMENT.
To the Editor of The Advertiser:

Kindly permit me to call attention to
!some of the details of this matter that
i have been overlooked thus far in the
,recent references in
lished.

One view is that exacting the life of
the killer as a vengeance for taking
human life is a divinely authorized mat-
ter, and therefore perfectly correct and
praiseworthy; but the record most of us
accept as divinely inspired authority, the
Holy Bible, if we do not pick out the
parts that please and pass over the ones
that do not please, do not appear to
support this view, in my opinion, un-
less one does pick and choose. On the
contrary, the evidence seems to me to
be tha¢, like the law of divorce, “in
the beginning it was not so,” since we
are informed that the Lord personally
placed a mark on the first recorded mur-
derer, Cain, ‘*‘that men should not kill
him.””  This account agrees perfectly |
with.that otlhier quotationy, ‘“Vengeance is
mine, I will repay, saith the Lord.” In-
{ finite wisdom alone knows whether a
human killing is justifiable and whether
it is not so justified, and therefore is
alone authorized to repay justly; and
finite ignerance assumes a tremendous
responsibility when it orders the killing
of a man if our Bible be correct that
man was made in the image of God, with
all that expression implies. Some of the
juries of the vigilante courts were com-
pelled to each one place a hand on the
rope, or all be included in the firing
squad, before others would assist or
agree in the execution. If this were
our law, juries would be very careful
in giving a verdict, and at tha®s each
member of a jury is morally just as re-
sponsible as if the verdict were person-
ally executed. The case of the woman
“taken in adultery” is pertinent. A per-
fectly legal execution was stopped by
super-human wisdom demanding that
fnnocent judges must ‘‘cast the first
stone.” It would seem rational that if
a million persons that are not sure of
the facts have a right to order the kill-
ing of a human being, then one person
that is sure of the facts and that the
killing is justifiable has a far better
right to condemn and also to execute
the verdict, although that is not our
law or practice.

Those that defend human killing as a
vengeance for murder from a biblical
standpoint should also remember that
the killers of witches in countries nomi-
nally Christian in an exactly similar way

command ‘“Thou shalt not suffer a witch
to live.” To be consistent such advo-
cates of legally killing murderers should
also hunt out and kill off all the
mediums and fortune-tellers although

Persons confined to insure the safety of
others should have the kindest possible
treatment which should include com-
pulsory ' service for the benefit of de-
pendent ones as nearly as possible that
open to free laborers, and no possible
freedom in fhe future éxcept that new
evidence reverses the verdict.

It is never
safe to eat yourself sick like that.

i edly. It is customary in every such case
| to assume that the victim had “cramps,”
whether in fact he suffered a stroke of
paralysis by reason of his diseased ar-
teries or became dizzy and helpless by
reason of codd water entering through
the perforation of his eardrum (which
‘he should have prevented by wearing a
ibit of lamb’s wool in the ear canal), or
| acute dilation of a diseased heart from

Girls and women need not hesitate to
go in swimming as regularly as usual
at the tima of the menstrual function.
Experience has amply demonstrated that
there i{s no harm In this indulgence,
though I am of the opinion that much
harm is done by coddling of the old-
fashioned kind.

Man, woman or child may safely re-
main in the water as long as he or she
enjoys it, and come out when the pleas-
ure is spoiled by a feeling or sense of
chillness or weariness.

AT FUNERAL
OF CARUSE

Soldiers Had Difficulty in
Keeping Throngs Back As

/" Gortege Passed.

NAPLES, Aug. 4—The funeral of
Enrico Caruso tock place today. From
the royal church of san Francesco gdi
Paola the cortege moved through streets
lined with troops and vast crowds to
the cemetery, where the body was placed
in & vault.

Services were held in this famous
church by permission of King Victor
Emmanuel, who sent a special represent-
ative to attend the ceremerny. A great
c¢hoir composed of hundreds of singers
acsisted in the high requiem mass.

In Crystal Coffin.

The crystal coffin encased in a wood-
en casket was borme in a hearse drawn
by six horsss. There were innumerable
floral offerings, among them a wreath
from the City of New York. All places
of business had been closed as a sign

\ of mourning and as the great procession

passed aeroplanes flew overhead.

So dense was the throngs that the
troops had difficulty in holding the
people back. All the windows and bal-
conies were crowded and many of them
were draped. Eulogies were pronounced
by the Prefect of Naples in the name of
the king, and the government by the
director of the conservatory and by rep-
resentatives of the mayor and the art-
ists of the city.

The body of the great singer lay on
a catafaique in the centre of the Basil-
fca surrounded by hundreds of candles.
The catafalque, covered with black vel-
vet and gold stood in a bower of flowers.

Took Last Look.

Before the church was opened to the
public, Mrs. Caruso, having her little
daughter Gloria by the hand, came to
view the body of her husband once
again. She placed beside it a large bunch
of roses. Others of the grief-stricken
relatives gathered in the Basilica and
looked for the last time upcn the face
»f the dead, which seemed to be of one
sleeping peacefully. Giovanni, brother
of Enrico, first knelt beside the coffin,
then rising, Invoked Caruso to breathe
again. Rodolfo, the son, was equally
affected.

The expenses of the funeral will be
borne by the municipality of Naples as
a last tribute to a noted son. Former
Premier Nitti came to Naples to pay
his last respects from his country place
‘where he had ben spending the summer.
Speaking to Deputy Porzio, the execu-
tor of the will, Mrs. Caruso expressed
the desire to live either in Naples or
on the estate Caruso possessed in Tus-
cany, but sald she would first go to
New York, accompanied by Glovanna
Caruso, to settle her husband’'s affairs
there.

TURKS NOW IN
BETTER POSITION
T0 MEET GREEKS

Nationalists Sustained Enor-
mous Losses in Their
Recent Retreat.

ATHENS, Aug. 4—After having been
forced to retreat with enormous losses,
the Turks now are in a better position
to offer serlous resistance to the Greek
forces, according to a communication
issued to the Greek newspapers, which
makes this assertion after giving de-
tails of the various cperations since the
offensive began. All the actions of the
various units of the Greek army from
the time they entered the fighting are
described.

As for the future
Greck army in Asia or, it is stated
that the principal object is to vanquish
the remainder of the Turkish forces,
but it is denled that a Greek division
I1s marching on Constantinople. The
Greek military authorities are releasing
all fugitives in the occupied zone. Greek
aeroplanes, the announcement says,
again have bombarded Angora, the
Nationalist capital.

The Turkish statement of August 1,
thet the Greeks had been repulsed with
heavy losses near Sivri-Hissar and that
they were retreating towards Eski-
Shehr, is branded as false.

LAW TO ENCOURAGE BUYING
OF “MADE-IN-CANADA” GOODS

Ottawa, Aug. 5.—By Canadian Press.—Regulations gov-
erning the marking of imports with the name of the country
of origin, which comes into effect on October 1, have been
drafted by the department of customs and excise practically
in the form which it is expected they will be made effective.
In order that he may secure the views of the importers with
regard to the suitability of the proposed regulations, which
become necessary through amendments to the customs legis-
lation at the last session of Parliament, the minister of cus-
toms, Hon. R. W. Wigmore, has called a round table confer-
ence of exporters from the Montreal and Toronto boards of
trade, which will be held on Monday next, and at which the
present draft of regulations will be laid before the exporters.
It is expected that the bringing into force of the new regu-
lations on October 1 will have a salutary effect on the move-
ment for the use of Canadian products wherever necessary,
as every article imported must, under the new law, have the
name of the country of origin stamped plainly on the outside
wrapper. In this way Canadian purchasers will be able to

DO NOT WANT
FEDERATION

Motion To Unite With Canada
Yoted Down in Legislative
Gouncil.

RESENT  CESSION  PLAN

Have No Intention of Becom-
ing Citizens of United
States.

KINGSTON, Jamaica, Aug. 4.—A mo-

tion introduced in _the Legislative
Council today by one of the people’s
representatives urging confederation

between the British West Indies and
Canada was voted down.

During the debate reference was
made to the resolution introduced in
the United States Senate last Febru-
ary by Senator Reed of Missour, in-
quiring if Great Britain would be will-
ing to consider the cession ofgits West
Indian possessions to the Uniféd States.
The representative declared that the
people of these British colonies had no
intention of becoming United States

citizens, and that the proposal made
in 'Washington was resented. The
opinion was expressed, however, that

everything should be done to foster

trade with the United States.

MARKED DECREASE
IN GATTLE EXPORTS

Big Drop in Prices Owing To
the Fordney Bill.

————

CALGARY, Alta.,, Aug. 4.—There has
been a marked decrease in the number
of cattle shipped from the Calgary dis-
trict to the United States as well as a
big drop in price since the Fordney bill
was enacted by the United States Gov-
ernment, it is shown in a comparative
statement issued by the stock yards
company of Calgary.

In fact, since the bill went into effect
placing a high tariff on Canadian cat-
tle, only two carloads have been ship-
ped from ths district to markets across
the line.
| About a week ago the first carload to
| be sent to the United States since the
| measure came into effect was shipped.
This car contained 23 head of cattle at
a live weight of 24,450 pounds and val-
ued at $668.71.

On Tuesday the second carload of
cattle was shipped containing 29 head
of Alberta cattle, weighing 22,070
pounds and valued at $644.47.

Ontgrio Fire Fighters Believe
in a Policy of Canada
For Canadians.

OTTAWA, Aug. 4.—Tom Moore, presi-
dent of the Dominion Trades and Labor
Congress, addressed the delegates of
the second annual convention of the
Provincial Federation of Ontario Fire
Fighters today, with the object of ex-
plaining to them what had happened to
a resolution that had been submitted
to the congress at their 1920 convention
at Windsor by the Toronto local union
of fire fighters, asking that the Trades
Congress assume the International As-
sociation of Fire Fighters’ charters out-
standing in Canada and issue charters
similar to those that had previously
been issued to the civil servants in
Federal Union No. 66.

The chief difficulties that exist for
the Ontario fire fighters at present is
the fact that many of the men in the
Province of Ontario refuse to be con-
ac;c;tad with an international organiza-

5 Caused Trouble.

Canada for the Canadians, and
Canadian organizations and officials for
Canadians,” declared J. McGrattan,
president of the Brantford local, and
this is the cry that many of the Ontario
locals are taking up. FPresident Peter
Herd of Toronto explained that pos-
sibly the difficulty of getting all firemen
to connect themselves with an inter-
national organization had arisen from
an unfortunate happening in St. Cath-
arines, where at the present time there
were thirteen fire department officials
out of work, and with little or no chance
of getting back on municipal work,
through the action of a vice-president
of the International. Some time ago, ex-
plained the chairman, trouble arose at
St. Catharines, and the vice-president
was sent there to look into the affairs
of the men. He advised the men hand-
ing in their resignations and not calling
a strike. This they had done and the
city authorities had acepted them and
felt themselves free to’ appoint whom
they pleased in the vacant places.

Mr. Moore stated that this was the
error of a human being and not of an
organization. He also added that the
vice-president, who was a Canadian
himself, had since been replaced.

Welfare Essential.

Talking upon the question of the in-
ternational affiliation for Canadian or-
ganizations, the Trades Congress presi-
dent said that if he thought Canadian
workers had solely the idea in mind of

dollars and cents in connection with their
movement, and it was purely a ques-
tion of ‘“something for nothing,” and
all thoughts of the welfare of the work-
ers across the border was put on one
side, he would not hesitate to tell these
people to stand on their own and fight
for themselves alone and independ-
ently.

“We want you and you want us for
the common good,” said the speaker,
“but we cannot force you or hold you,
as the Trades Congress essentially
means all that is voluntary in nature.”
Touching upon the question of strikes,
Mr. Moore said that strikes were not as
yet unlawful in (Canada, although un-
wise. ‘Do not think I advocate strikes
for fire fighters, but if freedom and
liberty are at stake then a strike is
possible.

Will Not Interfere.

Mr. Moore assured the meeting that
the fire fighters would have no need to
be anxious, as the congress had resolved
not to interfere in any manner what-
soever. in the autonomy of the fire
fighters, but to assist them in their wel-
fare. ‘“The States and Canada are a
defensive interlocking concern as re-
gards the workers. The bad laws of
the States are taken up as they are
passed and hurried into being in Can-
