Not a word did Sidney Murrell
utter as the Canadian officers, Pro-

vineial Inspector W. H. Stringer and
Officer A. H, Ward, walked into his
cell in the county jail at San Fran-
cisco and ordered him to prepare for
the journey across the continefit to
London.

The officers, who arrived in 'Frisco
Thursday night, notified the gov-
ernor of the jail of their arrival and
informed him that they would accept
their prisoner the next morning. They
were a day late in arriving, due to a
wreck at Bitter Creek, which delayed
them for 24 hours, but, notwithstand-
ing this, the trip was made in record
time.

Arriving at the jail, the officers
were ushered to the cell where Mur-
rell was confined. He had been kept
in ignorance of their arrival and,
although he evidently expected fo be
sent for any day, seemed to give a

tile start of surprise as the emis-
sories of the law entered through the

rred door, where he had been kept
or weeks, awaiting this moment.
Without a word, he got ready. After
searching him, the officers announced
that they were ready and acquittance
papers were given the officials of the
American institution.

One of the Strongest Jails,

The San Francisco jail in which
Murrell was imprisoned is one of the
strongest on the continent, and with
absolutely no chance of escape the
wanted man seemed resigned, but
glad when the time came to leave it.
QGuards armed with shotguns and
rifles met his view daily as he was
taking his exercise in the jail grounds,
and his companions were men of_the
worst type, guilty of the most serious
crimes known. Even the officers
were glad to leave the grim pile be-
hind them and start for more pictur-
esque surroundings, -

Leaving the jail, with Murrell
handcuffed tightly, but not to either
of the officers, the party jumped into
a waiting motor and were whisked
across the city to the ferry which
took them to Oakland, where they
boarded a Southern Pacific train,

Here a drawing room had been re-
served, and the officers with their
captive immediately entered it, where
they rémained till they reached Chi-
cago. Not a soul on the train knew

.

l.that the party occupying a drawing

room, of which the door was kept
locked, consisted of two policemen
and a man wanted for murder, with
one exception—that of the porter who
brought the meals from the diner and
who made up the berths,

Murrell, still handcuffed, but not
leg-ironed, did -as the officers told
him and settled himself for the long,
tiresome trip. Hour after hour as the
train speeded across the country, the
man, liftle more than a boy in years,
sat gazing out the window, at times
breaking into conversation with the
officers. All day long “he sat, practi-
cally without moving. When night
fell, he was gotten ready for bed and
climbed into the berth prepared for
him. Only then were extra precau-
tions taken and leg-irons were
affixed. ;

' Guarded Every Minute.

‘At Ogden, Utah, the gar was trans-
ferred to a Union Pacific train, where
the same routine was carried out.
Not once did the officers leave their
Prigoner nor neglect him. Under their
eyes at all times, Murrell, as the trip
progressed and the train carrying
him drew nearer to its destination,
seemed to become more and more
resigned. Many times would he
speak of home and his family, with
a reminiscent look in his eyes. Re-
gret for the trouble he had caused
them and everyone else seemed to
take possession of his once deflant
spirit. Thoughts of a girl in To-
ronto, whom he would not now be
able to see, also recurred to him and
entered into his conversation.

On and on until Omaha, Nebraska,
was reached, where once more the
car was transferred, this time to the
Chicago and Northwestern Railroad.
Still the same drawing room, the
same porter, the same guards and
procedure, With his hands manaecled,
the prisoner seemed to withdraw
more into himself with every mile.

On the Last Lap.

At Chicago the party left their car
for the first time and, with no excite-
ment or morbid crowds to watch, the
officers once more jumped into a
motor and rushed across the big city
to the Michigan Central depot. Here

 Province Plans for Commis;it;n
To Supervise Operation of
Workingmen’s Act.

Quebec, Que., July 24.—Hon. An-
tonin Gailipeault, minister of public
works and labor, confirmed this
merning the report that the work-
ingmen’s compensation act commis-
sion, which was authorized by act
of legislature at the last session, will
be appointed either tomorrow or, at
the latest, next week.

Have Labor Representatives.

The commission will be composed
of two labor representatives, one
from the national unions and the
other from the international. Rec-
ommendations have been received
concerning these twe appointees,
‘while manufacturers and employees
have also submitted several names.

The repgesentative of the provin-
cial government will likely be Mr.
J. A. McTayer, deputy minister of
public works, .

The report of the commission is
to be tabled before the legislature
at the 1924 session if possible, at
which time action will be taken ac-
cording® to recommendations.

The present system of awarding
compensation by decisions of civil
courts instead of by a special board,
similar to the one existing in On-
tario, will be the main subject of
study, with also labor legislation
affecting the employment and condi-
tion of employment of women and
children.

The province of Quebec was the
first to pass a workingmen's com-
pensation act in Canada, which was
presented by the present premier.

Deal With Indemnities.

Civil courts are given the right to
deal with such applications for ih-
demnities. One of the objections
raised to that system is the cost of
such application to the civil courts
is very heavy, while a special com-
mission would deal with the indem-
rity cases at a lower cost. Inter-
national union men are said to favor
the creation of a permanent com-
pensation board, while the national
tnion have generally been in favor
of the present system,

Added interest is manifested, be-
cause it will be the first occasion
when representatives of both the in-
tefnational and the national Catholic
unions meet together to confer on
labor problems. The commission will

Regarding his sojourn in the San
Francisco jail, he had nofhing but
praise for the way in which he had
been treated during the weeks there.
He was fed well and treated de-
cently. J

Several small snapshots received
by Mrs. Murrell show Sidney laugh-
ing, as though without a care or
worry in the world. Surrounded
by three or four good-looking girls,
and well dressed, he looks the pic-
ture' of contentment. According to
Mrs. Murrel], the only difference is
that he looks a little older and more
serious. Referring to the picture of
his mother, which he received while
in the jail, he told her in the letter
that she did not look a day older
than she did ten years ago.

Judging from the tone of his cor-
respondence, the man is just as
anxious to see his parents as they
are to see him, but whether Governor
Dawson will allow the reunion is not
known. He says no, but Mrs. Mur-
rell means to try, and try hard.

Contradicting this opinion is that
of Provincial Inspector Stringer, who
told The Advertiser. that as Mur-
rell had been extradited on a charge
of murder, he must be tried on that
charge and no other. If he is ac-
quitted of that charge, the authori-
ties must set him free and send him
back to the country from which he
was extradited. Then they can again
begin to search for him, arrest him,
and have him brought back to face
the other charge, if sufficient evi-
dence is supplied. .

Inspector Stringer stated that
Murrell had had the best legal opin-
ion on this matter when in California,
and that was the reason for his fight-
ing extradition’ Had he been de-

BANK MESSENGERS
SECURE $80000°

Sensational Robbery Takes
Place in Center of Toronto’s
Financial District.

ROBBERS ESCAPE

Two Are Shot in Revolver Duel
Between Thugs and Bank
Employees.

Toronto, July 24.—The bandits’
haul is estimated at $80,000, be-
longing to the Sterling Bank and
the Bank of Nova Scotia. The
loss is said to be covered by in-

house with numerous bags of money.

W. 8. Dick, 30 Gough avenue,
Sterling Bank messenger, was shot
and seriously injured, and James W.
Harris, 4 Luttrell avenue, Standard
Bank messenger, was shot in the
abdomen and the thigh, but“bravely
returned the robbers fire,

The six robbers had a motor car
and made their get-away safely with
a bag of the Sterling Bank money.
The Sterling Bank men were on foot
and the messengers of the other
banks in cars.

As the Sterling Bank men cama
into Jordan street, at Melinda, two
men from the bandit car approached
them and fired. In a moment tha
men were grappling, hand to hand
fashion. The two shots were fol-
lowed by a fusillade, as the other
bank messengers and the other rob-
bers engaged in a revolver battle.

Messenger Returns Fire.

Harris proved the hero of the af-
fair. He jumped from the Standard
Bank car and opened fire on the
bandits. Lying flat in the road, he
aimed at the bandits who were carry-
ing a Sterling bag of money across
the road to their car.

Work Does Not Interfere
With Her Duties To Home

Home

Myrs. Barnett E. Marks, **Leader of Opposition” in the Arizona
Legislature, Gives Interesting Opinions During Visit
Here—DBelieve She Has Civic as Well as

Duty.

The leader of the Ovposition of the
Arizona House of Representatives is
in London.

‘“He” happens to be a woman—the
Hon. Mrs. Barnett E. Marks, member
for the capital city, Phoenix, and
sister-in-law of Mr. Barye Lewis, 174
Hamilton road.

Although a Democratic wave swept
the state last November. Mrs. Marks,
Republican candidate. was elected to
the House with but five other Repub-
licans, and was immediately honored
in being chosen as the ‘“speaker” for
the minority party, a distinction
which ne other woman in the United
State has yet acquired.

That Mrs. Marks continues to be
an important factor in the House may
be judged from the fact that al-
though she is a member of the Op-
position, she was made chairman of
the petitions and memorials commit-
tee, and a member of the cavpital
building, education. counties. and
county affairs and public institutions
committees. .
Mrs. Marks has an attractive per-
.sormlity. She is exceedingly yvouthful
in appearance, although she con-
fesses to a son in his sophomore year
at Ann Arbor Universitv. And one
of her chief delights is dancing.

i am. not a suffragette, jyou
know,” says this distinguished visitor.
“My home comes first of all. and
my social life is not neglected through
my political duties. I find that I
don’'t miss any bridge games or danc-
ing, through my public life. Women
can do it, you know. and still remain
women just the same, if thev only
want to.

Continue Political Career.

“My husband, who is a lawver. and
greatly interested in affairs of the
state, is very anxious that I shall go
on with my political life. I some-
times feel that I shouldn't. That it
might interfere with mv home duties.
But it doesn't seem to. and I feel that
Iléhave a civic duty as well as family
tiés.
“It wasn't my idea at all that I
should run for member. I had never
thought of such a thing. But the Re-
publican party came to me and in-
sisted tMat I should be their candi-
date. I had organized the Republi-
can women of the province success-
fully eight years ago, and they want-
ed me to work for the party again in
my own fight. And I have found it
a very interesting game from the be-
ginning. I didn't like the idea of the
men betting in favor of me at elec-
tion time, but then there was no
doubt but that I should win.”

Four women were elected to the
house at the time of Mrs. Marks
successful campaign, Mrs. Marks be-
ing the only Republican, however.
One of the three women on the
Democratic side of the house worked

with Mrs. Marks, and together they
were successful in getting passed
through the house several measures
in the interests of women and chil-
dren. Unfortunately, these bills were
lost when the came before the solid-
ly Demoecratic senate.

“Every bill we introduced passed
the house,” says Mrs. Marks proudly.
“The fact that we lost them in the
house was due to the Hunt faction.
(Governor Hunt is a Democrat, and
part of the Democratic party in the
house follows him closely. The more
conservative section of the Democra-
tic party inclines rather our way.)

Has Progressive Laws.

The separation of the boys and
girls in the state industrial schools
was one piece of legislation which
Mrs. Marks tried ‘to bring about.
Another asked that women sit on
Jjuries.

“The state of Arizona is a very
progressive state,” says Mrs. Marks.
“We have minimum wage laws for
women, and eight-hour working law
for women. At the last election
throughout the whole of the United
States the parties angling for the
women's vote view with each other
in advocating new legiklation in the
interests of women and children.. As
many as eight new bills were pro-
posed, and I was proud to think that
six of them were already in- force
in Arizona,

“Women are non-partisian, as a
rule, and that is why their vote is
uncertain. They will vote for the
party which will uphold their inter-
ests the most nearly,

“I believe that women should enter
political life. They are needed there,
for they are more economical in state
affairs than are men. Although men
will save in their private life, they
become laviesh when they are using
the state money. If they treated
their own businesses as they treat
the business of the state, they would
be far from successful. For, this rea-
son alone I belieye that women would
be a huge success in political life.
But they must be the right kind of
women. Women socially prominent
should enter political life, for they
are the ones who have the leisure
to do so and are bound to make the
biggest success of it.”

Besides being leader of the op-
position in the house of Arizona,
Mrs. Marks is a prominent club
woman. She is an outstanding figure
in connection with the Federation
of - Women’'s Clubs, president of the
Jewish Womgn's Council, a past
matron of the Order of the Eastern
Star and member of many other or-
ganizations. She wil] be in London
for about ten days longer, when she
will be joined by her husband, who
is coming east to visit his old home.

waiting, and with the same procedure
as before settled down for the last
lap of the tiresome rail journey.

“How did Murrell behave on the
way back?’ was the first question

sked.

" “He was one of the best bet'a'aved_
prisoners I have ever handled,” re-
plied Inspector Stringer. -

“Yes, he was a model captive,
corroborated ‘Ward. .

“You know, he did not know that
we were in San Francisco until we
walked into his cell and told him to
prepare for the trip. He seemed
surprised, but that was all.

It was a heavy responsibility,
bringing him backy, and we are glad
it is over. We appreciate most
highly and thankfully the manner in
which he behaved. It helped us a
lot, as if he had been at all unruly
it would have meant getting off the
train and spending the nights in
various cities with him in the jails.

“He was not unduly guarded.
course we took all precautions, but
he was not leg-ironed until he went
to bed. Then, of course, he was. The
handcuffs that we put on him in San
Francisco were not taken off until he
reached London. He was not fas-
tened to either of us.”

They do not
have to bathe until the iollowing
morning. Murrell asked for his bath
before the'jail authorities broached
the subject to him.

Then he sat down to the régulation
jail breakfast. Although plain, it
was wholesome and the prisoner
seemed to enjoy it.

Governor, Byron Dawson and
Sheriff Donald A. Graham werz
almost adamant as far as giving out
information was concerned.

They refused to say whether a spe-
cial guard had been placed ‘on the
day watch.

When asked whether a special day
guard had been hired, the sheriff re-
plied: “We are not going to discuss
the inside workings of the jail for
publication. ¢

“He spent a good night and looks
fine this morning,” the sheriff stat-
ed, when questioned on this point.

Meanwhile the utmost secrecy pre-
vaijls around the jail. All doors ave
locked. Visitors have to knock on
the outer doors or ring to be admi:-
ted even to the governor's office. The
governor and his staff are as muen
prisoners as the inmates. All are be-
hind iron gratings and heavy bolted
doors and gates.

Asks for Cigarettes,

Murrell has begun to complain.

Lunch today did not suit him. It
seemed so vastly different from that
to which he became accustomed on
the train. Between meals, he stated.
he had been used to iced drinks. At
the Middlesex County jail, water from
the tap is the only drink served.

Repeatedly, he has been implorine
the guards and other officials to give
him a few *“drags” of a cigarette. On
the train he was allowed to smoke as
much as he pleased.

In other jails, he said, he was al-
lowed to smoke. Yesterday he smoked
heavily. Today that privilege was
denied him. He feelg it keenly. The
absence of cigarettes has undermined
his nerve. If he continues to call for
cigarettes, it may be necessary for
the jail physician to prescribe some
tobacco for him.

The common jail fare, which he has
recéived twice today does not ex-
actly agree with him. When soup
of a kind, was served to him. he
looked scornfullv at it, and at the
men who gave it to him.

RBut this is not his chief complaint.
He declared he would not mind the
meals 80 much if he could but satisfy
his craving for a few inhales of ‘' a
cigarette. The sudden prohibition of
“smokes” has jarred him.

SEPARATE WHEAT
POOLS DECIDED
BY PROVINCES

Manitoba, Saskatchew;n and
Alberta Take Action After
Long Conference.

CENTRAL AGENCY

Canadian Press Despatch.

Regina, Sask., July 24.—Following
an all-day conference, representatives
of farmers’ organizations for the
three prairie provinces yesterday de-
cided to form separate wheat poois
for Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Al-
berta, and a single selling agency. The
agents decided to bring the arrange-
ment into operation ‘“at the earliest
possible moment.” This indefinite
time indicates, it is understood, that
there are certain difficulties not es-
sentially Saskatchewan ones, to he
solved *first.
The official statement issued at
the termination of the meeting was
that the “conference resulted in a de-
cision to establish a voluntary con-
tract wheat pool operated on a pro-
vincial basis, but with one central
selling agency for the three prov-
inces.” It was agreed that the pro-
vincial associations, the United
Farmers of Alberta, the Saskatche-
wan Grain Growers' Association and
the United Farmers of Manitoba,
should be responsible for the or-
ganization of a pool in their respec-
tive provinces.

It was considered advisable that as
far as possible, there should be uni-
formity in plans in all three prov-
inces.

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FEARS ARMAMENT
DANGERS SPREAD

Resolution of Ramsay Mac-
Donald Is Defeated By

Commons.

SUGGESTS LEAGUE

Associated Press Despatch.

Lonrdon, Eng., July 80.—J. Ramsay
MacDonald, leader of the opposition
in the House of Commons, moved a
resolution yesterday in favor of con-
vening an international conference to
discuss the limitation of armaments,
but the House rejected this proposal,
286 to 169.

No vote was taken on an amend-
ment introduced by R, W. O’Neill,
which had been accepted by the
government, inviting the government
to take the earliest favorable oppor-
tunity to attain the object desired
through the agency af the League of
Nations, This amendment was
talked out.

The opposition leader explained
that no mention had been made of his
resolution because the League of
Nationg had not yet won the confi-
dence of all the most important na-
tions of the world. It was most de-
sirable that the United States should

' come into such a conference, and he
wanted to make it perfectly clear to
the people of the Unitd States that
there was no wish to make it difficuit
for them to come in.

Create Misunderstanding.

The debate on Mr. MacDonald's
resolution in favor of a disarmament
conference turned less on the ideal to
be attained than on the manner of
attaining it. The government could
not meet the Labor resolution with a
simple negative, because, as R. W.
O’Neill, who moved an amendment
accepted by the government, con-
fessed, such a course would create a
misunderstanding abroad and would
not represent the real feelings of the
mass of the people.

Briefly Mr. O'Neill's amendment
was to the effect that the House
views with alarm the danger of re-
newed competition in armaments
and considers that the government
should at the earliest favorable op-
portunity use its utmost influence
through the League of Nations to
bring about general limitation of
armaments.

Mr. MacDonald had revoresented
the world as sitting under the dark
gloom of threatened and reverting to
its 1914 frame of mind. He denounc-
ed the Singapore project as colossal
folly on the part of the government,
and invited the nation to take the
lead in international disarmament.

States Impracticable.

In moving his amendment, Mr.
O'Neill argued that an immediite
disarmament conference was imprac-
ticable and, until the Ruhr difficulty
was settled, undesirable.

He advocated direct negotiations
with France for disarmament and
alsy urged that Great Britain offer
France an unconditional guarantee
against aggression, to replace the
abortive Anglo-American convention.

Herbert H. Asquith agreed fully
with the substance of Mr. MacDon-
ald’s resolution and speec¢h, and only
regretted its implication of ignoring
the League of Nations as the proper
vehicle to attain disarmament. He
again appealed to the government to
stay its hand with regard to Singa-
pore until the imperial conference
had considered the question.

of City Council Chamber;
Latter. Refuses To Obey

Hottest Session of City Council For Years Blocks the Mayor on
Every Move He Makes To Secure New City Hall in

1923—Alderman Calls Mayor Dangerous

Person and Demands Resignation.

Since 1912 or thereabouts they
have staged many a hard-fought
battle about that historic issue—a
new city hall for London. But none
have ever quite reached the standard
set by the members of the city coun-
cil last night.

It was a special session, and several
“special” features were added, to the
obvious enjoyment of those who came

early and stayed late—long after
midnight.

As a climax of sorts, Mayor Wenige
deemed it expedient just before
eleven bells to rule Ald. William A.
Wilson out of the council chamber,
denying him the right to participate
further in the events of the evening,
notably, a discussion of that question
of ancient vintage—the new city
hall proposal.

But Ald. Wilson refused absolutely
to leave the hall, and in fact moved
that Mayor Wenige resign forth-
with, as he was “a dangerous person
to have in the pqgition of chief magis-
trate of the city.”

Declines to Budge.

None essayed to second Ald.
Wilson's  suggestion, and while
Mayor Wenige gave orders that no
particular attention was to be paid
to him during the remainder of the
session, the veteran ex-chairman of
the board of works declined to budge
from his position, and kept inter-
jecting from time to time until
hostilities terminated on all fronts,
“I vote no.”

On through the night the attack
continued, the opponents of the new
city hall sparring for time, while the
defenders strove desperately to turn
the tide. Through it all sat Ald. Wil-
son, pronouncing now and again that
no person, not even Mayor Wenige,
retained the power to move him from
his seat. In the heat of the fray the
mayor concluded that it would be
unseemly to excite brute force to
compel Ald. Wilson’s bodily removal,
and he directed his colleagues to ig-
nore him when any vote was taken,
and to continue as though nothing
had happened to mar an otherwise
snappy evening.

Battle Proceedings.

Ald. Judd, Ald. Douglass and other
noted opponents of the mayor's pro-
posal to build a new hall on the Mc-
Cormick site fought from the drop
of the hat, and undaunted by the
spirited charge from Ald. Watt that
they were “obstructionists” of the
worst order, they bucked the line at
each and every opportunity, and upon
one occasion refused to sustain the
mayor’s ruling from the chair.

During one quiet episode, Ald. Judd
moved that Ald. Wilson be again per-
mitted to vote with his associates.
Ald. Colbert objected and demanded
that Ald. Wilson leave the hall. Ald.
Douglass voted in the negative, but
suggested that Ald. Wilson apologize
and the mayor would deal leniently
with him. Ald. Watt held a similar
opinion, voicing the remark that Als«.
Wilson had been very objectionable
upon several occasions. Ald. Drake
felt sure that Ald. Wilson would
apolpgize, but the latter refused
point blank.

“T will never take back what I said,”

shouted. “He has insulted me. I
défy him and I won't apologize.”

Last night’s gathering was without
exceéeption the liveliest held in the city
hall in late years. At one juncture,
Ald. Burdick announced that he was
“sick of it all” and threatened to
leave if the babble did not cease
forthwith.

Meeting Breaks Up.

The meeting actually broke up
shortly after 11 p.m. when the council
failed to sustain the ruling from the
chair, and several of the aldermen had
already left when the mayor declared
that the session had not legally term-
inated as Ald. Wilson had voted after
ne had been to all intents and pur-
poses ousted from the proceedings..

The city hall defenders had clung
desperately to their seats in much
the same manner as did the dyed-in-
the-wool fans who waited for the hit
from Casey that never materialized.
A hurried call was sent out and the
mayor’'s opponents scrambled back
into their places excepting Ald. Greer.
He had disappeared in the rush, but
he was back alwut a quarter of an
hour later. Somebody must have
telephoned for him.

And the long weary war dragged
on, and as incidental matters during
the evening the council voted to refer
the city hall salary and civic holiday
question back for further discussion
in committee.

Compliments flew thick and fast as
time passed and Ald. Judd at ona
thrilling moment challenged Mayor
Wenige in this fashion: “Play fair.
You needn't think you are going to
choke anything like that down our
throats.”

A most enjoyable time was had by
one and all.

“First Tackle.”

Ald. John T. May (who wants the
new city hall on the county site),
was first tackle during the “new
city hall” scrimmage, challenging
Ald. Burdick's authority to read the
report from the special city hall com-
mittee. He reminded that Ald. Wil-
son had not been permitted to read
the report of the traffic committee,
an® had retired from the council
chamber while Ald. Douglass acted
in that capacity.

Ald. May demanded a ruling from
the mayor, and the latter retorted
that upon a former occasion he had
ruled against Ald. Wilson on the
same question, and had been sus-
stained with a two-thirds vote of
the council.

“Let me speak, please,” interjected
Ald. Wilson during the gathering
storm. “This is an insult to the
members of my committee.”

“You're out of order.” vouchsafed
Ald. Colbert.

Ald. Wilson made a final orotest
to the mayor, and the game went on,
Ald. Douglass edging into the front
line with the query as to why the
Chamber of Commerce had been in-
vited to have an office in the new
structure.

Edmonton, July 24.—A freight rate
of $7 per ton has been fixed, it is
stated by Premier Greenfield, for ex-
perimental shipments of Alberta coal
to Ontario over the Canadian Na-
tional lines. Agreement to this effect
has been reached by the government
and the railway authorities and ar-
rangements will be made at once for
the first shipments.

The coal will be sent from Drum-
heller, Brazeau and other mines on
the Canadian National Railway lines
and will be billed through to various
points in Ontario. It is expected that
between 4,000 and 6,000 tons will be
shipped ‘on this basis.

Under this arrangement the op-
erators will make a price of about
$4.50 per ton, which will enable the
coal to be sold in Toronto and other
Ontario cities at $12 or thereabouts.

COCHRANE KILLING
BAFFLES POLICE

Relatives and MNeighbors of
Monica Foster Testify
At Inquest. |

DESCRIBES STRANGER

Canadian Press Despatch.

Cochrane, Ont., July 24.—With the
Jjurors at Coroner Tucker's adjourned
inquest into the death of 16-year-old
Monica Foster returning an open ver-
dict late yesterday, the Cochrane
murder case remained a baffling
problem tonight. Fifteen witnesses,
including the father and three sisters
of the dead girl, gave evidence at the
hearing, which lasted practically ail
day, and this evening the provincial
officers in charge of the investigation
declared the solution of the mystery
appeared no nearer.

Conflicting testimony regarding the
blood-stained stone found near the
bushes in which the child’s body had
been hidden was given at the inquest.
Olga and Jessie Foster, older sisters
of the victim, were positive that this
stone had been observed by them on
their way to town about 4:30 Tues-
day afternoon, Jessie having directed
her sister’s attention to its condition.
Against this another sister, Thelma.
and most of the other witnesses swore
that when the stone was noticed the
following morning the blood seemed
comparatively fresh, and Coroner
Tucker, addressing the jury at the
conclusion of the evidence, said he
felt justified in asking them to dis-
regard the evidence of the two girls
on this point.

There was also considerable dif-
ference of opinion regarding the time
Monica was last seen alive. Jessie
Fostey told of having seen her sister
standing at the front door of their
house about 4:20 Tuesday afternoon.
but other members of the family had
no recollection of having noticed her
since dinnertime.

Father Testifies.

Alfred Thomas Foster, the father,
was not certain whether she had been
Ilaying about the house when he left
ior work at 3:30 p.m., and Mrs. Mary
Lebarron, a neighbor, and two of her
daughters, declared that Mcnica had
heen on the swing at their home as
late. as 6:40 that evening. They
fixed the time because they had £sund
her there after they had eaten sup-
per. Dr, Paul thought she had been
dead not more than 18 hours prior to
the time he saw the body Wednes-
day morning. The girl had died from
hemorrhages which followed the
wounds inflicted upon her tkroat with
a sharp instrument, the doctor said,
and the injury to the left temple was
not in itself fatal. There had been
a0 fracture of the skull. He thought
that the stone produced in court
might have caused the blow upon
the head.

None of the witnesses from the
neighborhood of the Foster home
could swear to having seen any per-
sons in the vicinity of the scene of
the crime during Tuesday afternoon,
although Jessie Foster declared she
had noticed a strange man near an
old log shack. He was medium-
gized and broad, she said.

Describes Stranger,

Dennis Carr, tae 14-year--~ld boy
who first saw the body, told of having
noticed a footprint apparently from
“an old leather shoe” in the sand near
the ‘bushes, but it had not struck
him as significant in view of the
number of persons who had been
searching in the region for the miss-
ing girl. William Vérner, callboy for
the T. & N. O. Railway_ had spoken
to a man in the station at 3:30
Wednesday morning, and this man
had asked if there was a train going
out soon. -The boy described the
stranger and said he seemed to be
“half a nigger, with curly hair cut
short,” while he said also he might
have been an Itulian. Ingpector Mill-
er produced the photograph of a man
ab>ut whom the police have been
making inyuiries, but none of the
witnesses to whom it was shown
could identify it.

Beetles Prove

of Value

In Killing Plant Parasite |

Friendly Black Insects Prey Upon Potato Vine Slugs Which
" Cause Much Trouble For Growers of Vegetables.

Special to The Advertiser.
Clandeboye, July 24.—The wind was
too high on Saturday to permit of the
use of the paris green puffer on the
potato plants, so we were obliged to

follow our grandfather’s method of
getting rid of potato bugs and slugs—
the pail and the wooden paddle. Thus
it came about that we made the ac-
quaintance of more friends—in the
form of beetles—than we ever dream-
ed we possessed. We had noticed a
few of these beetles last season on
the potato vines, but never imagined
that enough of them had escaped the
paris green applied then to provide
the host we found Saturday.

We were greeted by ten or twelve
of these friends on every row of po-
tatoes (each row is about ten rods
long), and on a number of plants we
found one or more making a meal of
a nice fat slug, and the energy and
thoroughness displayed in complet-
ing their work was really a solid
satisfaction to watch.

Fearing, however, that the job of

cleaning up the whole patch would

beyond their powers, we gathered
all the slugs we saw. There will be
an interest in watching the patch
from now on, to see how the beetles
get along with their contract of keep-
ing the slugs eaten up.

We are hoping, too, that there will
be no need of buying paris green next
season, and that the time usually em-
ployed in the tiresome work of apply-
ing the poison can be more pleasant-
ly spent.

Friend beetle is easily recognized.
He is about the size of one’s littla
finger-nail, a dull black in color,
square shouldered with a square out-
line on each shoulder in red or orange
or a pale cream color, and a shield
outline on his back in the same color.
Those marked in pale cream have
also a loop outline in the same color
on each side of the shield near the
edge of the wing-cases. It may be
wise to try to save these beetles, but
there is room for speculation. When
friend beetle finishes the potato slugs
will he learn to eat the potato plants?

How few people know anything of their ancestors.
An occasional person can go back to his father, grand-
father or great-grandfather, but before that there is

ng in the way of definite knowledge. Still more
‘important, how little we write or preserve of the history
of families of today; it is perhaps handed down by way
of family tradition, or entered here and there in a
family Bible.

It was probably the idea of keeping family history,
or clan history, alive that prompted the Graham clan to
come together and have some sort of a definite organ-
dzation for the keeping and writing of records.

The name “Graham” will find a big response all over
Western Ontario, and the response strikes away out to
all parts of the Canadian West and to many points of
United States. So far there has been catalogued and
fdentified 490 heads of families descendants of the
original Grahams who came here around 1828 and 1837,
settling for the most part in Lobo and around Glencoe.

Graham tradition goes away back to the year 420,
when it is told that a mighty Graham (nae doobt they
would ca’ him michty) broke through the Roman wall
that had been built across from Firth to Clyde to keep
the warlike tribes of Highlanders from the south
country. That is probably a direct ancestor of Dugald
Graham of London, for he has all this strength and
vim, especially when an election or a Graham clan
reunion is in sight.

However, they start to write Graham, or Grahame,
¢lan history more authentically from 1142, when the
name. Mon. de Grahame is found on a charter granted
by the King of Scotland to the monks at Holyrood.
The Duke of Montrose stands yet as the historic head
of the Grahams. He it was who came to great strength
in his espousal of the Stuarts, and was afterwards
beheaded after their defeat.

From this family there branched out the Grahams
of Gartmore, the Border Grahams, the Grahams of
Finty, and so on, just as in this part of the new world
we have them referred to as the Grahams of Caradoc,
the Lobo Grahams, and the Lobo McGugans and Camp-
bells.

John Graham and his wife, Catherine McCormick,
came to.this country and settled near Glencoe in 1837,
and at that time they were 74 and 73 years of age;
Duncan Graham, it is recorded, went into Lobo in 1828,
and so on, and from these families came many of the
early settlers. A glance over the Graham clan register
shows 144 of that one name, with proper address and
location; there are 33 Campbells as well; in fact these
Graham folk, when they married, invaded many families,

The law and the people who administer it would
like to find some ready way to deal with the wife
deserter. Outdoor relief department in Toronto shows
that in times of normal employment ten per cent of
families in receipt of reue!.trom that source have been
deserted by the husband and father. It cost Toronto
last year $10,375 for this purpose.

Miss Mary Foy, of the Toronto Catholic Welfare
Bureau, describes some of them as follows: “There is
the man who disappears and who is not seen again for
years, perhaps never.

TEMPERANCE AND THE PRESS.
Editor of The Advertiser:

Sir,—I think it is generally known
that for the past two or three years
an extensive (and expensive) propa-
ganda has bean carried on by the
liquor interests of the United States,
to discredit, if they can, their pro-
hibition law. On a smaller scale, it
may be, yet a similar effort has been
made in Ontario to discredit the
O. T. A. In one paper that falls un-
der my notice, the first eight days
following the election of June 25,
twenty-six inches of space were used
for this unworthy purpose. Today it
is a quotation from “Le Canada,” to-
morrow an extra from “Saturday
Night,” etc. Now, it has occurred to
me many times to ask, “What do
these papers mean?’ After a trial of
the O. T. A. for three or four years,
it was voted upon and sustained by a
majority vote of 406,676, and it is an
insult to these voters to send into
their homes day after day such mat-
ter as above referred to. If editors
feel it to be their duty to publish such
items, then for the sake of truth and
fair play, -they should publish some
facts showing the great good ac-
complished by the act.

This is noticeable everywhera one
may go, and the official reports are
of further evidence: (1) It has cut
‘down the amount of liquor consumed
to one-fifth of what it was under
license. (2) It has reduced drunken-
ness. In Toronto alone arrests were
reduced from 30.3 per thousand of
population in 1914 to 7.6 per thou-
sand in 1922. (3) It has reduced
crime through the trying years fol-
lowing the war. (4) It has helped
business. The bank clearings in To-
ronto alone increased from $2,102,-
955,665 in 1914 to $5,104,898,667 in
1921. (5) It has helped the worker.
A thousand manufacturers in Ontario
say: “It has increased production, in-
creased the regularity of the attend-
ance of the workers,” and their abil-
ity and capacity as well. (6) It has
helped the home—more comfortable
homes and better supplies of food and
clothing for wives and children. One
hundred and f{fty-eight school in-
spectors say, “it bag improved home
surroundings.” Drunkards cease to
stagger on our streets and drunkards’
wives wipe away their tears and take
fresh heart agajn. These facts should
weigh much more than the irrespons-
ible statements bandied about by
those who are influenced by personal
taste and financial gain. Al who
have at heart the moral and material
welfare of Ontario, and especially the
highest good of the young should re-
sist all efforts to rob us of the vic-
tory gained—no matter how cunning
and well disguised those efforts may

On the main floor, iron gates clang-
ed, bolts creaked into place, and the
heavy double doors met, serving as a
reinforcement for the windowed ones
at the main entrrance.

To spectators in the courthouse
hall, hona of this could be heard. To
them the heavy doors appeared mere-
ly as curtains being drawn across
the windows in the doors by some in-
visible hand, signifying the close eg
the drama ot fhe night.

It was 10:30 when Murrell reached
the jail. By midnight all lights ex-
cept the one which left him visible to
his guard had been extinguished.

Realizes Position.

“Murrell realizes what he is up
against,” stated one of the officers
who brought him back to the city.
“There is no doubt but that he ap-
preciates that he is in a tight fix and.
that there is no chance for a second
escape from the jail.”

Filled with relief that their long
and arduous journey, which took
them across the continent to bring
back a desperate man was over, the
officers had but one thought, that of
getting to bed as soon as possibie.
For four days and nights they have
been on the qui vive against any at-
tempt their captive might make to
elude them. For that period neither of
them have known a moment's
freedom from worry or anxiety. And
they feel entitied to a rest.

Since having Sidney Murrell turn-
ed over to them the two members of
the provincial force have traveled
night and day. Expected that they
would travel by way of the Canadian
Pacific from Vancouver to London,
via Toronto, the route taken by them
was to the contrary. Leaving San
Francisco the party traveled through
the Sierra Nevadas to Ogden and
Chicago, thence to Detroit and St.
Thomas, where they arrived at 9:58
last night.

Reach St. Thomas.

Leaving the trajn at St. Thomas the

men might have been heard to
breathe a sigh of relief at the thought
that they were within sight of their
destination and would soon be re-
lieved of the responsibility which
was theirs—that of safeguarding
Murrell and turning him over to the
governor of the jail.

At St. Thomas a high-powered car
was waiting them, and with Murrell
handcuffed to one of the officers, the
other sitting beside the chauffeur, the
trio started on the last lap of a 3,000-
mile journey. With but 20 miles to
g0, the time was not long before'they
had handed over“their prisoner and
received a receipt for his arrival.

The car containing the prisoner
and officers, escorted by a second car
containing two provincial officers
from St. Thomas, drove up on Dun-
das street and stopped just west of
the corner of Ridout.

Arrives at Jail.

As the car stopped Murrell could
be seen casting a look of reflection
at the building from which he and
his brother William escaped two
years ago.

Was he thinkjng of the possibility
of making another and more success-
ful escape this time, or was he
wondering whether he would ever
come out alive?

The thoughts which passed through
his mind must have been dark, in-
deed, for not one word did he speak.
No word of greeting or recognition
for those who awaited him—the
governor, sheriff, turnkeys, or guards.
He walked into the massive building,
still handcuffed to the officers in
whose company he traversed the con-
tinent, and there the doors closed
on him, not to open until he is placed
on trial for his life in the courtroom
upstairs.

Glad It Is Over.
“I'm glad that's over,” one of the
officers was heard to remark, as he
came out of the jail and deposited

his handcuffs and revolver belt in
the motor which was waiting to

we p d. He was not a difficult
prisoner to manage, and gave us
absolutely no_ trouble. I guess he
realized that it was no use.”

“Did he eat well and seem to en-
joy his meals?”

“Yes, he did. He has a good ap-
petite, and in addition to this slept
well at night, although, of course,
one of us was constantly on guard.
His slumbers were deep, anrd he

being brought back to stand trial
did not affect him in that way.

Story of Crime.

More than two years ago—on April
1, 1921, to be exact—-hMurrell, ‘with his
brotbher Williara and two pals, Robert
Ernest (Fat) Norton, and Henry Jack
(Slim) Williams, entered the Mel-
bourne branch of the Home Bank of
Canada and ordered the staff to tarn
cver the cash at the peril of their
lives.

A slip of a girl employed in the in-
stitution brushed by the gruff intrud-
ers and summoned the villagers to
aid. The, bandit gang, their escape
cut off by the poorly armed towns-
folk, began shooting. In the batt'e
which followed Russell Campbell, a
young garage proprietor, and a vet-
eran of the world war, was killed.
In his body was found a .45 cali-
bre bullet. Sidney Murrell claimed the
only .45 calibre gun the desperadoes
had carried. To his account the crime
was charged.

Tied To Post.

The Murrell boys and Williams
were found tied to a telephone post
that day when London police arrived:
Norton, alleged master mind of the
gang, had escaped- He has since
eluded the 'authorities. On the day
of the slaying, the London police
found the three gunmen in a state of
nervous collapse, surrounded by a
mob of hostile villagers.

Once safe behind prison bars the
trio began to show signs of bravado,
holding mock trials and “cracking
jokes” with their ards.

They were committed for trial on
the murder count.

Three weeks before their trial was
scheduled the Murrells quarreled with
Williams and forced Williams to leave
their cell. A few days later, just
after darkness fell. the brothers made
a sensational escape from the jail
leaving only sawn bars as mute
testimony of their resourcefulness.

Swallowed Up.

After they had jumped aver the
Jjail wall, with a good half hour’s start
on their pursuers, they seemed to
have been swallowed by the earth.

Not until a few months ago was
trace of either of them found. Then
it was reported that Sidney was in
jail in California. Finger print
records cinched the identification.
Then the jail-breaker admitted his
identity.

After two years, he had been
caught with a stolen auto he had
purchased. Then he told of his es-
cape from the jail, of his journey by
freight to the Atlantic seaboard, his
trip to the West Indies and finally of
his venturing into the United States.
He secured work in Nevada. His
work, his battles in the ring under
the name of “Kid” Brooks and his
luck at cards, netted him a few hun-
dred dollars. He bought a car. The
auto proved his downfall.

Fought Extradition.

Desperately he fought extradition,
and remained cheery until the order
for his return to Canada arrived. The
sight of provincial officers caused
him to wilt.

Upon his brother he laid the blame
for his plight.

“He is the only one who says I
done it,” he kept repeating, in re-
ferring to: the Melbourne crime..

But William had not turned king’s
evidence. William could not be found.
He is still as free from the hand of
the law as the elusive “Fat” Norton.
“Slim” Williams is in Kingston Pen-
itentiary, a confessed gunman. He,
too, will face a murder trial.

Placed in irons for the return home,
Sidney Murrell assumed an attitude
of complete resignation, which later
grew into one of almost natural in-

Murrell Is Back In Prison
After Officers’ Long Hunt

“Is he back?”

THese were the words which gree.-
ed The Advertiser as a reporter
knocked at the door of the Murrell
home, 219 Clarence street, shortly
after midnight.

“Yes, they brought him in about an
hour ago,” replied the reporter.

“I am glad,” declared his mother;
“glad for my sake because I will be
able to see my son again, but sorry
for the boy because of what he must
go through.”

Mrs. Murrell' seemed to know that
Sidney would arrive in the city last
night. She told The Advertiser th .t
this was the reason she had not rs-
tired for the night and was waiting
up. When told that she had been
correct in her surmise and that her
boy was sleeping peacefull in the
county jail, the first question that
arose to her mind was whether or
not she would be ahle to see him
today.

Wants To See Son.

In the hopes that she will be al-
lowed to do so, she is going to ask
permission ~f Governor Dawson.

“Surely they will have no objec-
tion,” she said. “If he is locked up
securely and guarded there will be no
harm. All I want is to see him and
hear him say, ‘Mother.’ Do you think
they will mind?”

Telling The Advertiser that she had
received two letters from Sidney
while he had been under arrest .in
California Mrs. Murrell stated that
the predominating expression in the
missives had been one of desire to sce
his family again.

While the first letter had been more
or less morose the second was more
cheerful.

“Now that I know I will be taken
back to London,” wrote Sid, “I am
net sorry. I will see you again and

hear you. You don’t know how I
have longed for a sight of you anil
the old familiar places. But to thiak
that I must go back under arrest, ani
shame you all! When I think of this
side of it T wish I were dead or thai
I had never done the things I have.
Blames Self Alone.

“I am alone to blame for all that
has happened. I don’t want the peo-

to think I am what 1 am because i
was not taught otherwise. All the
blame is on me and I want everybody
to know it. None attaches to you or
dad.

“You ask me about Will? I have
not seen him since four or five days
after we escaped, and do not know
where he is. 1 have not heard from
him and do not know whether he is
alive or dead.”

Inclosed in the letters were some
small snapshots taken of him before
he was arrested.

Another regret expressed by Sidney
was the fact that he was unable :»
“give his younger brother some hinrs
about boxing.” When he heard that
he had won the garrison cup at Ham-
ilton he wrote and said that he was
sorry he could not help him out in
his boxing.

Says Sid Easily Led.

When Mrs. Murrell was told that
the officers said that Sid was a most
tractable prisoner she replied that
she knew he would be.

“Sid was always all right if han-
dled properly. If a person knew how
to go about it he could get Sid to do
anything. Perhaps this was why he
went bad.”

As the reporter left the home Mrs.
Murrell remarked that now a portia
of her worry was over.

“Good night, and thank you ior
coming to tell me,” were her parting
words.

CRITICIZE RATE POLICY

TENDLER WAS HANGING ON DESPERATELY AS FINAL GONG
RANG AFTER BEING OUTBOXED—SLUGGED BY CHAMP

IN EVERY

Cba"enger Took Most Punish-
ment Champ In His Best
Form Ever Inflicted.

Ringside, Yankee Stadium, New
York, July 24.—Benny Leonard, the
lightweight ~champion, outfought and
outboxed Lew Tendler in every round
of the fifteen at the Yankee Stadium
last night. Some 70,000 customers paid
over a half million dollars to see the
bout. They took more punishment than
either gladiators. The last round
brought them to their feet cheering
wildly as Leonard drove Tendler all
over the ring. Tendler's face was a
smear of blood. He had taken more
punishment’' than Leonard ever de-
livered to any of his opponents so far,
tut he would not drop. Even in the
last few seconds, standing on wobbly
legs, he lashed a feeble right and left
to the champion’'s face. If Tendler is
the leading contender, as they say, the
long reign of Benny Leonard as light-
weight champion is not menaced to any
extent. If the six years of defending
the championship have worn wLevnara
aown to any extent he did not show it
last night. He was a better man than
the Leonard who fought the same man
at Boyle's Thirty Acres, but Tendler

was not a better Tendler. .

Outslugged Him, Too.

. Leonard not only outfought the con-
iender, but even beat him on those
rare occasions when they stood up and
siugged. The Leonard left had Tead-
ler baftled from the very start. As the
slow-thinking Philadelphian seemed to
be contempiating shooting out a punch,
Leonard would land two, and they
stung. -Had Tendler not been about
the toughest of them all, he would
have crumpled up before that rain of
blows, first to the head and then to the
body, and then back to the. head
again.

The huge nose of Tendler’s, jutling
out like a promontory, was red and
bruised as the fight went on. Yet it
always pointed at Leonard like the
nose of a pointgr. excepting when
Leonard swung him around with rights
or lefts to the chin. In the thirteenth
round it looked as though Leonard
would score with a knockout. A right
to the jaw, followed by a left, stag-
gered Tendler, and his knees shook
beneath him. The Philadelphian, as
he tottered, let go a long right swing.

Round By Round Struggle
Of Poor Youths To Fortune

Round One.

They came together slowlw sparring,
Tendler missed a right lead. They
clinched lightly.

Tendler was
again unsuccessful in trying to break
through Leonard’s defence, stopping
more jabs and falling into a clinch.
Leonard right-hooked and a right up-
percut to the jaw in close quarters. They
sparred. Leonard smashed Tendler on
the jaw with a hard right, and they
were sparring when the round ended.

Round Eleven.

They stood in the ceni.r of the ring
and again the champion danced around
his opponent. Tendler fell inio a clinch.
Leonard uppercut with his left and
hooked with his right. Tendler caught
the champ and hooked his left to the
body. They clinched. They boxed and
danced about. Then they sparred, then
Leonard laced out with his left and
absorbed. Tendler's advance  with a
clinch. They exchanged short body
blows. They backed away and did it
again. Another similar exchange was
followed by light sparring. Leonard
stopped Tendler's next advance by stick-
ing his left under Tendler's armpit,
pushing him partly to the floor. The
crowd laughed and whistled at Tend-
ler’s inability to get beyond Leonard’s
left jabs with which he protected his
wide lead. Tendler walked disgustedly
as the bell rang.

Round Twelve.

They sparred cleverly. They clinched.

Both men had many friends
in bo:h of these industries.

Thére was a fair sprinkling of women
patrons in the field seats, and many in
the boxes in the lower stands. The sub-
way was beginning to send the custom-
ers in streams by 8 o'clock, and the
police had to clear jams at all en-
trances.

Inside there was perfect order in con-
trast to the confusion at Jersey City.
The New York policeman with his stage
whisper and his authoritative fore-
finger accomplished more than a fleet
of Jersey peolice using lungs, fists and
clubs,

Wwillard, sporting a jaunty ay fe-
dora, came in at 8 o’clock and took a
seat close to the ringside where Jack
Skelly, who seconded him at his last
appearance, was still bristling with in-
dignation.

The financial outlook, Mr. Kearns
sajd, was bright as far as he was con-
cerned, despite the reported depression
in the stock market.

_Joseph Humphries climbed into the
ring at 8:15 and announced that the
judges for the evening would be Ki
McPharland and Charles ¥. Mathison.
The lights flared on and ‘the prelim-
inary boys started to clutter up the
ring.

The place was thick with last-minute
rumors. There are ﬁlenty of these be-
fore any championship fight, but last
night there was nothing but flocks
of rumors floating through the still
evening air. Because of this the crowd
seemed a bit depressed at first. They
came rather in the mood to view this
second meeting of the two young gladi-
ators with considerable suspicion.

All of this time the customers con-
tinued to filter in until the three tiers
of seats in the grandstand were fairly
well filled. The bleachers with the ex-
ception of one expensive plot, were
crowded with steerage passengers.

Gushers at figures said there were at
lela:z;, 60,000 in the place at half past
eight.

The first sign of blood appeared in
the curtain raiser when Mike Canocrow
split the lip of Jimmy Stewart of
Brooklyn.

The Giants were the great-
est losers in percentage. No team
among the leaders were thumved hard-
er than the world's champions.

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Little LessonsIn Golf
BY CHESTER G. HORTON,

Nationally Known Golt
Instructor.

What I call the flat swing in golf
is, I think, the best swing for the
average run of golfers. The follow-
ing will give you an idea of it:

Stand with your club facing the
ball. I will assume that you have
finished your address and are at the
instant of beginning the stroke. Have
the left arm straight down and ex-
tended out, say, eight inches from
your body. Now start your hands
over toward your right leg, and be

sure that the clubhead travels with
your hands. The clubhead must not
lead in this beginning movement. As
your hands come about even with
your right leg, shift your weight to
your right heel, begin a wrist-turn-
ing movement to the right and sweep
the clubhead around back of you ,but
do not lift it up. Instead, let your
inclination be to press down with
your left shoulder. Press your left
shoulder still further down as your
left knee bends in, so that there is
nothing left for the clubhead to do
but go around back of you and over
your right shoulder. Keep the left
arm straight and don’t loosen your
grip on the shaft with either hand.
This whole movement is a left hand,
left arm and left shoulder movement
of the clubhead. If you get the club-
head up in that way you won't need
to be concerned about bYringing it
down.

Of Any Blame In Death
Of Boy,Drowned In River

State Every Precautwn Taken To Avoid Accuknts——F nends of
" Robert Tagg Tell Story of Tragic Ending.

The public utilities commission is
cleared of all blame and responsibil-
ity in “connection with . the tragic
drowning of Robert Tagg while div-
ing from a raft after nightfall near
the Becher Island swimming camp.
The inquest into the death was held
at the police station last night by
Corotter Dr. Cameron Wilson.

Arthur Horner, -a companion of
Bobbie!/ Tagg at the time of the ac-

cident, was the first witness called.
Tagg, he stated, got on the raft at
7:30 p.m.; the springboard near the
old mill dam was broken. The raft
at that tjme was moored inside the
safety zone. The boys unfastened the
raft and commenced to push it over
the ropes into the deeper water with
the intention of diving. As the raft
left the safety zone someone shouted:
“Those who cannot swim had better
stay in the safety zone and get off
the raft.”  No one left the raft.
Started Diving.

“When the raft was about 12 feet
outside the ropes we started diving,”
he said, “and played on the raft for
a while. Then several boys jumped
off one side of the raft and that side
shot up into the air with the weight
of the boys who were on the opposite
-side. The pext thing I heard was
one of the ys saying that someone
was underneath, and a call for help.
Some of the boys started diving and
fishing around under the raft, and
then someone asked where Bobbie
Tagg was.” .,

Cross-examined by one of the jur-
ors he added that he thought the
water at that point was about fifteen
feet deep. He said that the water
was chilly a few feet down.

Ivers Kelly was the second witness
examined, and he stated that he was
on the shore at the camp and heard
them shout that someone was drown-
ed. He added that he was only a be-
ginner in the art of swimming, and
knowing that he would be useless
where the boys were in deep water, he
dressed and watched from the shore.
He had not been beyond the safety
zone,

Refused to Leave.

Fred Cook, the boy who accom-
panied Tagg to the river, stated that
they procured suits at the camp and
went in swimming. They had been
swimming for some time, and he ask-
ed Bob to come out of the water and
rest. - This was just before the boys
untied the raft, and he stated that
Tagg refused to leave the water. The
boys succeeded in unfastening the
raft and took it out into deep water.
He did not go with them, and apart
from the fact that he believed that
there were about 12 boys with the
raft, he knew nothing of their actions
until he heard the alarm and went
to try and rescue his pal. “I am not
much of a swimmer, but I went into
the deep water and dived several
times for him.”

Dr. J. F. H: Bean then testified to
having performed a post-mortem ex-
amination, and said that Tagg was
a well-nourished boy in good health.
He added that the corpse showed a
small contusion on the upper lip, but
this was not sufficiently serious to
give weight to the possibility that he
had been “knocked out” by the raft.

Was Beginner.

Jack Freezell, another boy who had
been in the pool at the time, and also
Jack Cook gave evidence, which in the

concerning the number of boys, the
depth of the water, and the temper-
ature of the water at the surface and
below the surface in midstream.
David McLean ' also told his story,
which bore out that already given by
the other boys, with the exception
of the fact that he said he had
watched Tagg swim across the pool
at Lord Robert’s school, and that he
accomplished this with nothing to
spare in the way of endurance, es-
tablishing the fact that Tagg was a
beginner as far as swimming is con-
cerned.

The next witness was Supervisor
Paul of the Becher Island swimming
camp, who stated that at 8 o’clock
he had rung his beil warning the
boys to leave the water and take
their clothes from the check-room. He
added that at 8:20 all clothing had
been claimed from the camp and the

main corroborated that already taken‘

loaned bathing suits returned. He
then went home.

At the time he left the camp, the
boys were on the raft inside the
safety zone. .

Tied Up Raft.

‘When asked to describe the means
he had used in securing the raft he
said:

“I took the free end of the safety
rope toward the east bank and tied it
completely around the raft. It is a
heavy rope, and after tieing it, I drove
two four-inch spikes through the
rope and made su it could not
become unfastened. I Rad warned the
boys that if they took the raft out
after I left I would break it up the
next day.

“In the morning I found the ra!t
and about four feet of stranded rope.
I guess they destroyed the rope by
working it over the spikes.”

Questioned further, he stated that
the raft would support,eight or ten
small boys partly submerged, but
that he had seen two big boys sub-
meri%e the raft by standing upright
on it.

The temperature of the water, he
added, was warm and uniform when
he was in after supper, and he said
that he didn't believe in the cold-
spring story which had been circu-
lated as being the cause of Tagg's
drowning. He added that he had been
swimming since he was seven years
of age, and that during his third
year in high school had acted as
one of a number of life guards at
Milwaukee Beach.

Pool Is Safe.

When questioned as to whether he
could suggest anything to make the
pool safer, he said:

“The pool is safe enough. It is after
they learn to swim that they become
daring and insist on going into deep
water. You can’t do more than has
been done to make the place safe.
It is regrettable, but it is a problem
which is very difficult to solve. For-
bidding boys to swim in deep water is
an invitation to them to try it.”

Manager E. V, Buchanan then took
the stand. He stated that the parks
commission had done all in its power
to make swimming safe first and at-
tractive afterwards.” He pointed out
that in both of the recefit drownings
at this point the unfortunate swim-
mers were outside the safety zone,
and in the latter instance the acci-
dent had taken place after the pool
was closed for the night. He said
that since the-Storey fatality in the
Thames every suggestion which was
put forward to make the spot safer
had been acted upon. The telephone
was ordered installed, and a boat
was under construction, and mean-
while the raft had been constructed
as a makeshift until such time as the
skiff would be completed.

He said that it was very regret-
table that these accidents should oc-
cur, but in all sincerity the was un-
able to suggest anything further that
would safeguard the children other
than the closing of the camp and the
construction of more pools threugh-
out the city after the pattern of the
one at Thames Park.

Dr. Smith, superintendent of play-
grounds, also took the stand and said
that while they had reached their
limit in feasible suggestions he
would try and inaugurate any addi-
tion or alteration which they con-
sidered advisable, but said that such
A\precautions were of limited value

risks after those responsible for their
safety had gone home to bed. *“The
only way that these night accidents
can be prevented is by the policing
of the river at swimming points to
prevent children taking to the water
after dusk,” he said.

] The court room was then cleared
and the jury remained to discuss the
evidence produced in the inquest.
The verdict which they rendered was
one of accidental drowning and reads
as follows:

“That Robert Tagg was accidental-
ly drowned in the Thames River near
the Becher Island swimming camp.
That the utilities commission has
taken every possible precaution, and

those responsible for the conducting
of the swimming camp.”

Ald. William A. Wilson Is
Ruled Out of Order by
the Mayor.

SNAPPY DISCUSSION

Salary of Commissioner Ben-
nett Is Subject of Crossfire
at Last Night's Meeting.

There will be no revision of city

salaries until after Dr. Horace
Brittain, head of the citizens' re-
search bureau, and his staff, have
icompleted their survey of the several
municipal departments. This was the
unexpected decision in the city coun-
cil last night after a brief but spirited
contest.

Ald. William Wilson started the
ball rolling, moving in amendment to
{Mayor Wenige that Assessment Com-
,missioner Bennett's salary be elevat-
led to $3,000 and not $2,600.

Ald. Albert Judd moved that the
salary question remain on the shelf
until after the survey. Ald. Watt
seconded this proposal.

Ald. Wilson refused to withdraw
his motion as suggested. “When 1
make a statement I mean it,” he as-
serted.

“When will this survey
through?” Ald. Greer asked.

“About a month,” replied
mayor.

“Too long,” chanted Ald. Wilson.

“Why do you now favor this to go
back if you have not changed your
mind about your salary recommen-

' dations?” Ald. Greer challenged the
mayor. “Commissioner Bennett
should be cared for at once. I move
that the research bureau be asked to
bring in a recommendation as to what
should be pald all civic employees. In
the meanwhilg this survey has noth-
ing to do with Bennett.”

Ald. Frank McKay felt that there
was no good reason for “stalling” the
question further.

“l think that Mr. Bennett can rest
assured that this council will recog-
nize his services,” promised Ald.
Douglass.

“Yes, but Mayor Weniga doesn’'t
propose to recognize them,” declared
Ald. Greer point blank and the mayor
protested otherwise.

“We set his salary at $3,000 the
other night. Where has that resolu-
tion gone to?’ asked Ald. Colbert
pointedly.

Wilson Challenges Statement.

“It was. never put through,” coun-
terad Mayor Wenige.

“Hold on, there, you are not spea_k-
ing the truth,” exclaimed Ald. Wil-
son. “I was chairman that night and
it did go through and Drake was one
who voted for it.” :

Mayor Wenige ruled Ald. Wilson
out of order at this juncture for not
addressing thea chair.

“You'll be out of order,” retorted
Ald. Wilson. *“We've only got you
with us for a little while now. We'll
deal with you in about five months.”

Ald. Greer stated that the $3,000
proposal had carried, but Ald. Bur-
dick differed, relating that a deadlock
had developed.

“You all had reports of that meet-
ing and none objected,” pointed out
the mayor.

"The;b'"re objecting now,” Ald. Judd
cautioned. “And we have a perfect
right to do so at a council meeting.”

Ald. Drake then stated that he had
withdrawn his $3,000 motion at the
last session, “as the mayor was not
in a good state that night.”

The vote to refer back tha salary
issue passed, five councillors voting
in the negative. Ald. Wilson, Col-
bert, McKay, Greer and Shaw.

Another question not scheduled for
considaration cropped up suddenly at
the united instigation of Ald. Drake
and the two Labor members from
ward three—the long debated ques-
tion about civic holidays. And this
question was placed up on the shelf
with the salary proposals.

Discuss Holidays.

#Ald. Colbert moved and Ald. Drake
seconded that all city employees with

'a. year's standing to their credit
should be entitled to two weeks’ hol-
idays each year with pay.

Ald. Colbert challenged the mayor
in his opening remarks.

“You promised to deal with civic
holidays in your inaugural address,”
he asserted. “There has been a great
deal of dissatisfaction and bad fcel-
ing among the employees. You have
always preached efficiency and co-
operation, and yet I find that you are
recommending that the same practice
of other years be followed. If you
want efficicncy, how on earth are you
going to get it by handing out dis-
crimination and persecution to some.
It is unjust and it is time that it was
stopped in this city hall. We've had
too much of it."”

Ald. Judd submitted that there
were not'so many “under-privileged.”

Ald. McKay felt that if necessary
the several department heads could
take on extra help for the holiday
season, as is now being done in the
fire department, consistent with for-
mer years.

Dominion Commission Passes

in 66th Year After a
Brief Illness.

BORN IN SCOTLAND

Renowned Throughout Canada
For Work in His Program
of Veterinary Surgeon.

Ottawa, July 24.—Dr. J. G. Ruth-
erford, a member of the board of
railway commissioners, who was
taken ill recently while in British
Columbia, died at his home here at 7
o'clock this morning.

Tbromo, July 24—John Gunton
Rutherford, C.M.G., V.S, Ottawa, a
member of the board of railway com-
missioners for Canada, was born in
Peebleshire, Scotland, Dec. 25. 1857.
He was a son of Rev. Robert Ruth-
erford.

antil 12:30 this morning. Educated in Glasagow.

Dr. Rutherford’s education began
in Glasgow, where he attended high
school before coming to Canada. He
graduated from the Ontario Agricul-
tural College, Guelph, and the Ontario
Veterinary College, at the latter of
which he was winner of the gold
medal in 1879. In his younger days
he practiced as a veterinary surgeon
in Canada, the United States and
Mexico. For some time he resided at
Portage la Prairie, Man., where he
engaged in the practice of his pro-
fession and in horse breeding.

Arppointed veterinarv inspector for
Manitoba in 1884, Dr. Rutherford con-
tinued to act in this capacity for the
Manitoba government until 1892. Then
he became a member of the Manitoba
legislature for Lakeside. which he
represented until 1896. In 1897 he
was elected to the House of Commons
at Ottawa for MacDonald, Man.

Dr. Rutherford was avpointed Do-
minion veterinary director-general in
1902, and continued in this office un-
til 1912. During a part of this period
he was Dominlon live stock commis-
sioner as well as veterinary director-
general

Among numerous imovortant posi-
tions filled by Dr. Rutherford were
the following: Delegate for Canada
to the International Institute of Agri-
culture at Rome; delegate to the In-
ternational Conference on Tubercu-
losis, Washington, D.C., 1908; presi-
dent of the American Veterinary
Medical Association 1809-11: chair-
man of the international commission
on control of bovine tuberculosis;
president of the Western Canada
Live Stock Union; president of the
Horse Breeders' Association of Man-
itoba and the Northwest Territories;
veterinary officer to the Northwest
Field Force in the Riel Rebellion,
1885.

Count Uchida Shows Opposition Leaders Fortifying of Singapore
Matter Outside of W ashington Agreement, But
Thinks Action Unjustifiable.

Japanese foreign, minister, inter-

viewed today by leaders of the op-

position from the House of Peers, de-
clared that Japan has no secret un-
derstanding with England regarding
the announced plans for the fortifica-
tions of Singapore, which the British
claim is justified in order to protect
British interests in the Orient.

According to Count Uchida, Singa-
pore is outside the limits of Far
Eastern territory, covered by the
Washington agreements, and Japan
cannot interfere. The fortification
plans, he said, were a matter of
British internal affairs policy.’

He held, however, that the project
conflicts with the spirit of the Wash-
ington treaties, and that there is
nothing in Japanese-British relations
which justify such extensive fortifica-
tion undertakings.

WEDDED 40 YEARS

Daughters Try in Vain To Force
Entrance Té Stop
Battle.

New York, July 24.—Fighting with
stiletto, axe and revolver by the light
of a flickering wick in a glass of
olive oil in a tiny room of an East
Side tenement, Anthony Giordano, 63
years old, and his wife Theresa, 61
Years old, today inflicted fatal wounds
on each other. Both were dead when
found by the police.

Neighbors declared, police said,
that the couple frequently quarreled
and that Giorlano had been acting
strangely for some time. Police as-
serted he probably had attacked his
wife with the axe and had been re-
pulsed with the stilétto. Both bodies
were plerced by bullets and slashed
in several places.

With 40 years of married life be-
hind them, the aged couple fought
for 30 minutes.

Two daughters, sleeping in an ad-
joining room, heard the death battle
and helplessly tried to force an en-
trance.

About 3 a.m. the

MAYOR NAMES MEN
HE ALLEGES 10 BE
OBSTRUCTIONISTS

Four Aldermen on Regular List
As Always Opposed to
His Worship.

SAYS WILSON OUT

Reiterates That Ward One Vet-
eran Must Apologize Before
He Will Be Recognized.

Mayor Wenige today formally
named those members of the city
council who, in his opinion, are “ob-
structionists” and are “retarding the
progress of the city.”

Regularly there are four of them,
and occasionally there are five, he
States.

His worship names Ald. William
A. Wilson, ward two: Ald. Albert
Judd, ward two, chairman of the
finance committee; Ald. John Greer,
ward one, and Ald. John T. May.
ward one. Ald. Douglass is classed
as an occasional.

The mayor advises the general
public that from now on they need
not reckon with Ald. Wilson. “He is
no longer one of us,” he points out.
“At least until such time as he apolo-
gizes. and even then I don't know
definitely whether I shall accept his
apology. It all depends upon the
circumstances.”

But Ald. Wilson, in a public an-
nouncement this afternoon made it
quite clear that an apology will never

rbe forthcoming from him under any

circumstance, and he defies Mayor
Wenige to keep him out of his seat
at future sessions. “If we had a
decent mayor, I'd apologize when 1
was wrong,” he stated decisively,
“but not to this fellow.”

Ald. Wilson added that “if no per-
son else would enter, he would oppose
Mayor Wenige for the chair at the
next municipal election.”

Expects Progress.

“If the electors will note carefully
from now on.’ cautioned the mayor.
“They will see that our progress will
be much more satisfactory. Now I
am quite satisfied with events to
date, despite our obstruction from
these aldermen, and Ald. Wilson is by
no means alone. We have been car-
rying out our program, but we have
encountered obstruction at every
turn from these aldermen, who are
not good losers.”

But the mayor insists that events
will proceed much better, now that
“Ward Two is only represented by
two members.” And his worship
broadly hints that other members of
the councilewill follow Ald. Wilson
to the bench if the occasion demands.

“To me it would appear that these
men are now retarding the city’s
progress, and I do not think they
have the sympathy and support of
the greater number of the people. The
majority of people like and demand
fair play. At a ball game they hoot
the fellow who starts a rough house
or tries unfair measures but they
applaud the opponent who is a good
loser and player.

“These men, who opposed the city
hall project from its inception, should
abide by the will of the majority of
the council, who represent a majority
of the people. After their defeat early
in the year they should be good los-
ers, and in the city's interest hook
up with the move and exert every
honest effort in this endeavor.”

American and Turkish negotiations
for the re-establishment of diplo-
matic and commercial relations are
progressing at Lausanne, though
certain hitches seem to hava occurres
in the last few days.

DOMESTIC HELP READY

FOR CANADIAN HOMES

Government Representative In
Old Land Has Found the
Right Type of Girl.

Housewives who have been bewail-
ing the fact that they are unable to
secure domestic help need not wail
any longer. There are now waiting
in England and Scotland a company
of girls of the highest type who are
willing to come out to "this country
if they are guaranteed employment
for a year.

Miss Jessie Duff of the Ontario
headquarters, Employment Bureau
Service of Canada, who is spending a
year in the Old Land interviewing
girls . with a view to placing them in
Canadian homes, has just notified t
London branch of the service to
effect,

Miss Duff was granted a year's
leave of absence last spring and went
to England in the interests of the
colonization and immigration branch
of the Ontario government. Her
work there is conducted on behalf of
the Ontario scheme for placing|
women household workers and giving
better domestic service to-the homes
of the province. i

Miss Blanche Friend of the London
office on Carling street is anxious
that the.women of London may bene-
fit by this scheme. She knows Miss
Duff’s ability to pick out suitable
girls to bring to Canada, and sug-
gests that the women of London un-
dertake to give these girls a year's
trial. Just as soon as Miss Duff,
who has been interviewing the girls,
is guaranteed situations for the girls
she will send them out. At the pres-
ent time she is searching for domes-
tics in Scotland,

he bureau wants to guarantee the
girls a minimum wage of $25, with an
average of $30 a month. The girls
are being urged to pay their own
passage out if possible, so that their
whole wages may come to them from
the beginning of their employment
in Canada. If they are unable to pay
their way out, however, the prospec-
tive employer may do that, and de-
duct a certain amount from their
wages each month until the amount
is made up.

Miss Duff has been connected with
the employment service for six years
and has had a wide experience with
girls of every type. She knows just
what girls will be suitable in Can-
adian homes and is recommending
them alone.

Aaron Sapiro, the American Co-operative Marketing Expert, Is
Coing To Province To Help Movement.

Calgary, Alta., July 24.—No matter
what the government of Alberta, the
United Farmers of Alberta, or the
joint conference of Western Farmer
bodies now in session in Regina may
do, the farmers of Southern Alberta
will organize a marketing pool to
handle this year’'s crop.

It is highly pibbable, also now
that it is assured that Aaron Sapiro,
the American co-operative marketing
expert, is coming to this province in
August to help the movement, that
groups of farmers in other parts of
Alberta will organize similar pools.
In this event, an effort will be made
to merge all these pools into one
marketing concern that while formed
primarily to assist in marketing the
wheat crop, will be used to market
the farmers’ other grains and other

Ontario Hydro Enterprise
May Soon Have New Rival

Special to The Advertiser.

Toronto, July 24.—A vast rival of
the Omntario hydro-electric is con-
templated in a new enterprise which
is proposed for the development of
power on the St. Lawrence River, an
enterprise which would call for the
investment of at least two hundred
million dollars by private interests in
the United States.

There is a feeling that the gov-
ernments of Ontario and of the Do-
minion, as well as of the United
States, must make a definite state-
ment of policy regarding the pros-
pects which have been made by priv-

ate companies for the harnessing of
the mighty river. Involved is the
question of St. Lawrence navigation
as well as of St. Lawrence power.
Colonel Hugh L. Cooper, represent-
ing one of the strongest groups of in-
dustrial corporations in the United
States, has announced what his asso-
ciations are ready to do, but all these
plans are contingent upon the ap-
proval of both the United States and
the Canadian governments, Canada
is vitally concerned, for it controls
most of the power which might be
developed from the river, and the ex-
port of power must be considered.

RAIN STOPS HARVEST
OF WHEAT IN DISTRICT

Farmers, However, Not Anx-
ious Regarding Probable
Injury to Crop.

The close damp weather of the last
two days, with last night’s rain as a
climax, is interfering considerably
with the harvesting of the fall wheat
in this district, the farmers say.

Several farmers who attended this
morning’s market stated that they
had cut their wheat and were ready
to haul it into the barn when last
night’'s rain stopped the harvest.

MORE SWIM
INGITY PLAYPARKS

E. V. Buchanan Thinks Addi-
tional Pools Will Prevent
Further Accidents.

VICTIMS CARELESS

Manager E. V. Buchanan and Dr.
Smith, superintendent of the Utilities
Commission Playgrounds, in discus-
sing the recent drownings at the
Becher Island Swimming Camp, said
that the problem of protecting the
lives of the bathers who insist in

swimming out of hours and beyond
the safefy zone of the camp is al-
most an impossible one.

Done Everything For Safety.

“We have done everything that we
can to make these bathing places
safe, and have carried out every
suggestion that has been put forward
that could help in making it safe. It
seems an even greater tragedy to
think that the safety raft which we
had made to answer while a boat
was being built should in a measure
be responsible for the boy's death.
Of course, no one could do more
than the lifeguard did in mooring the
raft securely within the limits of the

safety zone, and the boys knew they
were disobeying the rules when they
took the raft into deep water,” said
Mr. Buchanan. w

Dr. Smith said concerning the
safety of the pools: “It is unfortun-
ate that these drownings should
occur when we are unable to cope
with them by taking even extraor-
dinary precautions. In the first ac-
cident, the poor Storey girl was
exhausted hours before she was
drowned. In fact, we learned since
that she went to the pool without
hehr breakfast, and stayed in the
water long after the lunch hour.
What is one to do to prevent an
accident when a girl exhausted 1n
that manner drowns outside the
safety zone so quickly that even the
attendant was unable to reach her?)

“This last accident, which cost the
life of a promising young lad is
another case of where the safety pre-
cautions had no chance to work. It
is a difficult thing to rescue a drown-
ing person in the dark, especially as
when he was not seen to sink, and
wasn’'t even missed for some minutes.

Not Enough Policemen.

“Chief Birrell says that he has not
men to spare to police the swimming
places at night, and I see no other
way out of the difficulty, othehr than
to construct two additional swim-
ming pools of the Thames Park
type where the swimmers come under
direct observation all the time they
are in the water.”

Asked concerning the cost of such
swimming places, Mr. Buchanan
stated that the Thames Park Pool
had cost in the neighborhood of
$10,000, and that additional ones
would cost as much.

“I believe it will come to ‘that, for
although the expense is great, it is
generally agreed that the play-
grounds have come to stay, and the
swimming pool is the biggest feature
of the playgrounds. If we can't have
swimming in the river without loss
of life, I am in favor of building more
swimming tanks,” he said.

ONPORT STANEYFARM

Jahes Black Loses Valuable
Buildings and Implements
in Fire of Unknown
Origin.

Port Stanley, July 23.—Fire of un-
known origin totally destroyed the
farm buildings and equipment of
James Black, 'R. R. 1, Port Stanley,
shortly after 8 o'clock Sunday morn-
ing, causing a loss estimated to be
$16,000.

The owner, James Black, was not
present at the time, the farm being
run by Mrs. Fulton and her son
Lloyd. Mr. Black lives at 488 St.
James street, London, and is em-
ployed at the Universal Motors.

The buildings destroyed were as
follows: Barn, 40x60 feet; barn, 26x

TELLS BIBLE STORY

From His Old Pulpit At Strath-
roy He Draws Interesting
Parallels.

SCOTLAND AND KNOX

Strathroy, July 23. — A crowded

congregation listened with rapt in-
terest yesterday morning, when Dr.
Jordan, pronasor of Old Testament
Exgesis at Queen’s University, gave
one of his discourses on an “Old
Testament story,” from the pulpit
of St. Andrew’s Presbyterian Church.

After an expression of his delight
in occupying once again the pulpit
in which he labored so many years
before taking up his work in Queen's
University, Dr. Jordan turned to the
story of Naaman, the Syriag, being
cured of leprosy by the Yrophet
Elisha, and the sin and punishment
of Elisha's servant, Gehazi, as told in
the 5th chapter of Second Kings. -

To understand this and many other
of these wonderful stories in the
ancient Hebrew literature, the doctor
went on to say that it is necessary
to appreciate their setting, and to
illustrate, he referred to the reforma-
tion in Scotland, when under the
leadership of John Knox the people
broke away from the established re-
ligion and developed a new one, most
drastic and better in its changes. This
was exactly what had occurred in
Israel, when the Jews broke away
from the worship of the peoples
around them, and established the
worship of Jehovah.

As the Scottish people had Sir

Walter Scott and Robert Burns to
clothe the genius of their race in

story and song, so had the ancient
Hebrews their authors, who in these
fiction stories and the poems of the
Bible clothed their finest concep-
tions.

“This story of Naaman,” said Dr.
Jordan, “is one of the finest of these
fiction stories, and asserts in the in-
cidents related the writer’s claim for
himself and his people that their con-
ception of God was infinitely higher
and better than that of the surround-
ing nations.” . B

In conclusion, Dr. Jordan pointed
out that if this . writer living 3,000 |
years ago with only the meagre

knowledge and  revelation of the
thinkers of that day had such a true
conception of God, how much better
must we who have in addition the
revelation of His Son.
