TAYOR PUTS BAN

PUBLI SCHOOLS ASKED
FOR MUNIGPAL VOTI

Use of Eighteen or Nineteen
of Larger Buildings Is
Requested by Officials.

Eighteen of the nineteen public
schools have been requested for use
as polling stations for the municipal
elections on Dec. 1 next.

Though three or four polling sub-
divisions will be placed in some of
the schools, the regular work of the
school will be only slightly inter-
fered with, and that in only one or
two cases. Use will be made of prin-
cipal’'s room, teachers’ room and
nurses’ room in order not to disturb
the regular classroom work.

In this connection it is rather in-
teresting to note that for the pro-
vincial plebiscite on the O. T. A. re-
cently only three or four of the
schools were used as polling places.

In the other case the provincial
government foots the bill, and thus
when the polling booths are placed
in stores and private houses the
financial benefit goes directly to the
individual citizens.

It took seven and a half hours for
the Baptist convention here to decid¢
on some form of resolution dealing
with the action of McMaster univer-
sity in conferring an honorary degree
on President Faunce of Brown uni-
versity, which would satisfy two op-
posing factions in the inter-provinciuil
convention.

Dr. T. T.-Shields of Toronto intro-
duced a resolution as an amendment
to the report of the university, which
asked the convention ‘“without intend-
ing any reflection upon the distin-
guished recipient of the degree. de-
clares that the action of the university
senate must not be interpreted as
indorsing the theological views of the
modernist theologian referred to, and
reaffirms its adherence to its doc-
trinal standard as incorporated in the
charter and trust deeds of the uni-
versity.”

This proved the stumbling block
to the whole convention for the next
six hours. The afternoon session be-
ing adjourned at 7:30, resumed at
8:30. and a final solution of the im-
passe which developed between the
Shields faction and the members
supporting the university senate was
not reached until 11:15.

From 10 o'clock onwards the ef-
forts of the delegates were directed
to finding the remedy, and every
form of amendment was proposed to
the convention. In every case these
met with the Gibraltar-like
rigidity of the side which thought it

This product of the committee read
as follows: “Be it resolved, that in
view of the discuseions which have
from time to time taken place in con-
nection with the conferring of honor-
ary degrees by the senate of McMas-
ter University, this ccnvention with-
out intending any reflection on the
seriate, relies on the senate to exer-
the greatest care in conferring
degrees of religious leaders whose
theological views are known to be out
harmony with the cardinal doc-

trines of the principles of evangelical
stianity.”

This compromise amendment was|
moved by Dr. T. T. Shields and|
seconded by Chancellor Whidden. It|
was carried unanimously and the|
rising to its feet, sang|
the Doxology in token of gratitude at
its release from an intolerable posi-
tion. Several delegates after the
session was concluded stated that it
was the most difficult situation they
ever remembered as taking place in
this convention of Ontarlo and Que-
bec.

The real battle of the day took
place in the voting on an amendment
to Dr. Shields’ amendment to the
report of the university, moved by
John McLauchlin of Waterford, and
seconded by Dr. Rose of Peter-
borough, expressing the complete;
confidence of the convention in the|
senate and board. The vote showed
262 to 264, and the amendment was
lost.

In the evening, Joseph Wearing of
Peterboro summed up the situation,
feeling of the senate party in
these trenchant words:

“The real issue here tonight is not
what action shall McMaster take in
the conferring of degrees, but shall
this convention be dominated by one
man who would, like the old Colossus,
stand astride it and who uses methods
no decent lawyer would use. That
is the real thing to be decided to-
night and that is the real issue at
stake.”

If this was the case, the final com-
promise at midnight leaves the con-
vention exactly where it stood at 2
o'clock i™the afternoon, with the ex-
ception that some direct personali-
tles were added to the dispute.

Ask Motions Withdrawn.

Just prior to the adjournment at
7:30, Dr. Kierstead of the university |
suggested a way out by asking both |
Dr. McLauchlan and Dr, Shields to|
withdraw their motions on the under-
standing that the Toronto associa-|
tion’'s resolution should be immedi- |
ately put to a vote of the convention.
This was agreed to by the two men
concerned, but before the resolution
in question could be put adjournment
was declared to be in order, and it
was left till the evening session.

This resolution called for a strict
investigation of the character and
theological views of all prospective
recipients of degrees before the con-
ferring of them,

An adjournment had been
at 7 o’clock, but it met with defeat
at the hands of the house, and in
a standing vote of the house at the |
second motion to adjourn at 7:30 it|
seemed as if the large majority of the ‘-
convention was opposed to the‘I
motion. However, President Mathcws |
ruled otherwise,

Chancellor H., P. Whidden, com-
menting on the report, stated that
the university should certainly net
be considered to indorse the views of
any recipient of an honorary degree,
and in reply Dr, Shields stated
that if this had been incorporated
in ihe report in black and white
where it could be shown to the
churches he would have raised no
objection.

Stating his objections to President
Faunce, Dr. Shields said: "“A great
principle is at stake on which I will
rot compromise, and that is that the
university should grant degrees to a
man who decries the Saviour and a
man who, more than any other
theologian in the world today,
despises our Lord.”

Insinuating Charged.

Intermittently throughout the d_ay
Dr. Shields was censored by individ-
ual delegates for what they termed
“this great campaign of insinuation
and slander which has been conduct-
ed. and which has brought the uni-
versity of McMaster into disrepute.”
In some cases articles from the Gospel
Witness were read, though always
amidst a chorus of “noes” and “sure,
go ahead and read it,” trom the floor
of the house. Finally Dr. Shields de-
fended himself on the ground that the
members of all the churches had the
right to the facts of the case, and
that columns of the Canadian Baptist,
the official organ of the conventiorn,
was denied to some of them. He re-
putted the allegations of conducring
a campaign of insinuat:on,

S. J. Moore of Toronto, presenting
the report, congratulated the present
chancellor Howard Primrose Whid-
den, on the record of his first year
of work, and stated the conviction of
the majority of the church in his
fitness for office and .n his conduct
of the university.

References were made during the
addresses of Mr. Moore and Rev. T.
Newcombe, seconder of the report,
to the insinuations and reports cur-
rent in the past year in criticism of
the work of the university.

Chancellor Whidden, in a later ad-
dress, stated that no member of the
faculty had, as had been claimed,
sent to the church associations to in-
fluence thought about the university,
and warned again believing in every
insinuation that had been madse in
the last year as to the university.

“There has been no member of the
faculty in the last year,” he said,
“or body of men who have in any
way tried to influence my judgment
in any way as to force me into the
background.”

On the matter of the conferring
of an honorary degree on President
Faunce, of Brown university, in the
United States, which was so vio-
lently condemned by Rev. T. T.
Shields at the time, Chancellor
Whidden said:

‘“The religious and educational
standing of Brown university, the
oldest Baptist university on the con-
tinent, is too well known and estab-
lished to allow of any such criticism
as has been made.”

Amidst great applause he quoted
a letter from Dr. J. H, Farmer, dean
of theology, as supporting the con-
ferring of the LL.D. on President
Faunce. He gaid that it was custom-
ary with all educational institutions
to confer honorary degrees to men
outstanding in the world
and in all public walks of life. It
was not he said, as if the university
had accepted every position of Dr.

{ Faunce in giving him this degree.

It had not applied in the cases of
Revely Glover, or in the case even
of Dr. John Clifford, and could not
be g0 construed by any member of
the church. No finger had been
raised against the conferring of the
degree on Lloyd George.

“May I say this,” he said. “The
senate did not intend to indorse any
theological points of Dr. Faunce_any
more than St. Francis Xavier in-
dorsed everything held by Professor
E. M. Kierstead, when that Catholic
institutgon conferred an honorary
degree,

“If we decida {o change our ideas
in this way, we shall cut ourselves
off from every other established Bap-
tist institution in America., and we
must consider the whole question in
its broadest aspects before we decide
on such a stand.”

Who Was Operating In 19197
Charles Matthews has followed Peter Smith
and Aemilius Jarvis to prison, drawing a term
of two years for a breach of trust while occupy-

commissions act.

The public has not been particularly inter-
ested in Charles Matthews, but rather in the
office he held, and in the part he played in that
office, not only during the days of Peter Smitn,
but prior to that time.

The public is still interested in knowing if

to jail was in operation previous to the time that |

Peter Smith became finance minister of the
province.

Mayor Wenige suspended Building Inspector
Piper on Tuesday morning, knowing at the time
that a meeting of the committee under which
Inspector Piper operates was 1o be
same evening.

But that is not the mayor’'s method of doing
things.

committee at the first possible chance.

If Mayor Wenige is not prepared to co-oper-
ate with the committees of council he iz not in
a position to expect co-operation from them.

A reason-
able mayor would have brought his facts before
the committee; he would have stated that, basing
his opinion on these facts, it would be
best interests of the city to have a change in
the office of building inspector.

Kent and Essex Fight the Corn-Borer.
Farmers of Essex and Kent who grow corn,
and there are few who do not, are facing a

|
|

serious situation in the increasing extent to

which the corn-borer has invaded the fields. The
Essex Free Press tells of a trip made through
{the two counties with a dominion entomologist,
jand is responsible for tne statement that for 40
|miles along the lake shore almost every corn
field had from 70 to 100 per cent of the plants
infected.

Four years ago the corn-borer was almost
unknown in Kent and Essex; today its presence
is so serious that it threatens the destruction of
the crop. Many of the corn growers are prepar-
ing to fight this pest, which has made its appear-
ance in other sections of Western Ontario.
Three rules given are:

Feed as much of the plant as live stock will
eat, for the presence of the corn-borer does not
affect the animals.

Burning the unconsumed stalks and cobs.

Plowing under all remnants left in the field
or elsewhere.

The practice followed on many farms of leav-
ing the stalks uncut is too dangerous to be con-
tinued. It makes an ideal condition for the
borer to multiply. The corn growers of Kent
and Essex realize the seriousness of the situa-
tion;  they know what to do, and the future of
their corn crop depends entirely on the thor-
oughness with which they do it.

Not Run As Money-Makers.

PREMATURE EXPLOSION
KILLS THREE WORKMEN

Quarrymen at Owen Sound Die
in Dynamite Blast—

Others Escape.

Canadian Press Despatch.
Owen Sound, Oct. 29.—Two men
were killed outright and a third
died on the way to the hospital, when
a large blast of dynamite
prematurely in a quarry
afternoon. The dead are: Samuel
Oliver, one of the quarry owners, and
Solomon Earl, negro laborer. Another
laborer, Nathan Woods, lived only an
hour. Several other workmen who
were in the quarry at the time
escape without injury. Two bodies
were blown to pieces,

Early in the day three holes had
been drilled prior to setting off the
charge of dynamite to loosen the
rock. About 1 o'clock Oliver and
his two helpers were engaged in lay-
ing the charge. In some manner
which will never be definitely known,
the charges in two of the holes were
ignited. The bodies of all three were
horribly mangled, and two of them |
were blown about 25 feet from the
place at which the explosion oc-
curred.

Washington, Oct. 29.—Briefs are
being filed in the United States
supreme court in the controversy
between the United States govern-
ment and the sanitary district of
Chicago as to whether the district
can take more than 4,000 cubic feet
of water per second from Lake
Michigan and thus, as the govern-
ment holds, lower the lake levels. The
supreme court will hear arguments
Nov. 17, and the decision affects all
the United States and Canadian
cities in the lake region. The lake
cities are putting in a brief on the
