A yousgman,
another pupil, who had been for some six years in
the Deaf and Dumb Asylum, and who of course was
perfectly au fait at writing answers %o questions put
to him; and oaly received fourtsen or fitteen lessons,
and waas able Lo articulute many words, and to up-
derstand what was sard to him by watching the
movemeunt of tke mouth of hia preceptar ; but hav-
ing received 50 few lessons it could not be expected
that he should bave made much progress. Mr. Mary
‘contends that it je a fallacy to suppose that deafness
erises from & maltormution of the organs in 90 cages
out of 100, It appears thut many ealightened philo-
sophers have for ce nturies endeavored to keep alive
and to dissemina‘e through society a kmowledge of
the art of lip-reading and of acquired articulation.
More than fifty years since the great philanthrophist
and physician Itard declared that ! placed, or, to
speak more correctly, ignored, between the confines
of philosophy and medicice, the deaf mute has nerer
been properly stuadied neither by the one nor by the
other.! The system of which we speak requires
great and close attention and time to mature the
great advantages ecd the blessings which it i3 ca-
pable of disseminating. Itisa remarkable fact that
that though the cause of tie deaf and dumb has been
pleaded by those who were the real benefactors of
thig aflicted portion of ous fellow-creatures, medical
gcience may bo said to huve achieved little. Itap-
pears that Pedro Ponce (born 1630), iz Old CUastile,
a Benedictine, wus the first teacher of acguired arti-
culation, and he was followed by Joha Paul Bonet
of Caatile, in 1620, who also wrote on acquired ar-
ticulation. Thomas Braidwood opeped the first
school for the deaf and dumb at Edinburgh, 1780,
sod at Hackney where he taught til: his death, 1806.
C. H. Orpen, M.D., duriog iliness, educated the deaf
and dumb boy Colling, and by bis lectures and pub-
lished works nwakened reland %0 its daoty, and to
the establishing of the Olaremont Iostitution, near
Dublin, These were some of the achievements of
ibe friends of the deaf and dumb.—London Aorning
Herald,

Mg, SpurGEON AND THR EVANGELICAL ALLIANCR.—

The retirement of Mr. C. H. Spurgeon from the
Evangelical Alliance, was briefly mentioped in the
T'imes of Snturday. Mr. Spurgeon has been preach-
ing sermons on the subject of baptism and regenera-
tion, waich have been construed into attacks on the
Evangelical clergy of the Caurch of England, many
of whom bave replied. Ip this he is supposed to
bave violated the following rule of the Alliance:—
That when required by conscience to assert or de-
tend any views or principle wherein they differ from
Christian brethren who agree with them in vital
truths the members of this Alliance will aim earnest-
ly by the kelp of the holy Spirit, to avoid all rash
aud groundless insinuations, persemal imputations,
or irritating allugions and 0 meintain the meekness
and gantleacss of Christ by speaking the truth only
in love! Mr Spurgeon has addrezsed a loag letter
to the committee of the Ajliance, in which he main-
taing his ground that the Iivangelical clergy of the
Church are guilty of grevious dissimulation, and
that their aubsgriptions are dishonest in 1he highest
degree. Hesays he bas imputed nothing and that
-he has merely asserted truisms. ‘[ have said,’ he
continues, ‘and say again, that it iz neither borest
nor moral for men to swoar one way and to believe
another and [ kave not imputed such conduct to the
brethren fn question I bave provea it alas, too sure-
ly. lf apy clergyman can say that the words under
digpute exact by expres3 his own views, and that he
would not wish to see them altered, I have only so
far dissented (rom him as your own rules allow, aud
have vpon that point but upon that only, viadicated
his position in the Anglican ZEstublishment! He
declines to retreal anything aed adds, ‘I impeach
before the bar of universal Christendom the men
who knowing that baptism does not regenerate yet
deciare in public that it does; if ©hristendom will
pot coppider the impeachment let it stand on record
before the merciful face of the Great Head of the
Cherceh, and let Him do ag eeemeth Him good, Mr
Spurgeon also addresses a letter *to the Ohbristian
public,’ for the purpose of showing that the charges
he has brought against the Evangelical clergy are
neither novel nor singular, To do this be quotes
passages, in which they have been maintaived, from
the words of the Hon and Rev baptist W. Noel, the
Rev W. Robertson, the Rev W. Thorn, the Rev 8.
Minton, of Worcester College, Oxford, the Rev Thos.
Davis, and the Society rtor tbe Revision of the
Litargy. He concludes by saying : —* Dear friends,
—This is but a sample of the whole, and I confident-
iy appeal to the great heart of the British peopls
against the charge of inventing & ragh or groundless
accusation.

Heavty oy Scoruanp.—The Registrar-Generals
monthly return for the eight principal towns of
Scotlsud shows that the births, deaths, and mar-
riages all continuad 1o be far above the aversge in
August, The sywmotic (epidemic and contagious
disease) class of digeages caused 27 per cent of the
deaths, anod in Greenock as many as 4s per coat
from the combined fatality of scarlatina and typhus,
Of the individual zymotic diseases typhus was the
most fatal, causing 160 deathe in & population not
amounting to a third of that of the metropolitan dis-
trict. Greenock, Perth, Aberdeen, and Glasgow
are the towna where tbis disease has been wmore es-
peciaily prevalent, and from the mortality being so
bigh at this season it is feared that these towns may
experience & great increase ot bases of typhus fever
ad the temperntore falls, unless uctive weasures are
adopted to arreat the progress of the malady. This
meteorvlogical returns for Edioburgh, Glasgow,
Greenock, Paisley, Perth, and Aberdeen, the pix
towns from wkhkich the returns are obtnined, show
that August was churacterized in Scotland by
drought and by extreme variations of temperature,
tending most to cald. The depth of rain was 1.52
1nches, tuking the mean of the six towns; this was
2.28 inches below the average of the prerious eight
yeara. The highest recorded thermometer was at
Eaisley, nearly 86 degrees, and tke lowest at Perth,
31 deg.

‘ NEWS OF THE WEEK

Rumors of a convention or agreement betwixt
Lows Napoleon and the robber King, with a
view to the withdrawal from Rome of the
French army of accupation, kave been for some
time in ‘ciréulation, and bave at last been con-
firmed by the tidings of which the substance will
te found on our sixth page. Within two years

from the date of the signature of the convention,
1he French troops are to leave Rome ; and Vie-
‘tor Emmanuel engages lmsell to keep bis bands
* dfrom picking and stealing, to abstan from at-
tacking Rome himself, and to prevent any at-
1ack upon the Eternal City oy the Garibaldians,
and extreme revolutionists ; he also engagestto
-take upon himself the burden of the public debt
“of those Provinces which he has wrested from
the Holy See, and of which he holds military
. possession. 1t is also stipulated that the Sove-
‘reign Pontiff shall raise and support a body of
“ troops for his own defence against the internal
enemies with whom be has to deal; and that
_since Rome cannot become the capital of the
- bogus Italian Kingdom, the honors of metropoli-
tan aity are to be transferred from Turin to
. Floreace. Military as well as political reasons
are assigoed for this latter change.

Any how, the pecple of Turin, who care more
about their own petty and local interests thau
about those of the Ttalian Kingdom of which
their city bas hitherto been the nominal capital,
are highly indignant ; and already, we are happy
to say, serrous disturbances have broken out

- Turin, which it is to be bhoped may ldve still
more serious consequences, and Jead to a rupture
. belwixt the Piedmontese Government and its
subjects. Scarcely can it be doubted that the
Neapolitans will also see in these eveats further
motives for prolonging their arduous struggle
against Piedmontese rule; and the same local
jealousies which have stirred up the people of
Turin, will mfluence 1the_ citizens of Naples
agamst a Government which bas reduced their
~beloved city from the rank of capital of a Euro-
" pean monarchy, to that of a petty provincial
town.
1t may be asked what pnrt does the Sovereign
'Pontiff take ia those arrangements ? daes he re-
voke his ¢ non-possumus #’ daes he cousent to

tbe Papal throne?  As far as we can see the
Pope takes no part whatever in the business,

The
Gazelte knows, the advocates of the proposed
“ constitutional changes” know, that the result
thereof cannot bear the most distant resemblance
to a Coofederation, or to any Federal system of
Government that has ever existed since the days
of the Amphictyons to those of Abe Lmcoln and
Jeff Davis. We, in our article which the
Gazette criticises, considered the inevitable con-
sequences ot a real Federation upon the several
Provinces ; and we therefore, of course, assumed
that all executive offices or appointments within
the several States or members of that Federa-
tion, would be perfectly independent of the cen-
tral or Federal Goverameat ; for to give to the
latter any the slightest power of interference
wilh the internal affairs of its several component
parts would be destructive of the Federal prin-
ciple. The Governor of a State is not only
head of the executive, but is necessarily one of
the branches of the legislature, since e exer-
cises legislative as well as executive functioas.
‘What then would remain of the Federal principle,
were the central government to be invested with
the right of appomting or nominating one of the
branches of the legiclature of the several States?
what vestize uader such circumstances would
remain of State Rights, and Provincial au-
tonomy 7 And yet the only reason that can be
assigned for preferring a Federal to 2 Legisla-
tive, or locorporating Unton is this: That un-
der the former the Rights of the several States
and their autonomy would be secured.  There-
fore again we say that we would infinitely pre‘er
a Legislative or Incorporating Unmon of the
.several British North American Colomes, to the
mongrel Unon which the Gazette advocates,
and which would entatl on us all the expences,
all the inconvenmences, and all the cumber of a
Federal Union, without a single one of its com-
pensating advanlages in the shape of secunty to
our local institutions.

Mother Conntry shall have arrived ; and which if
eatered into now, though they might have the effect
of secyring a long tenure of power, and the
distribution of the public patronage to the actual
holders of office, would tor ever prevent the
formation of a real Confederation, or league as
of sovereign and independent States, such as that
which we would alone accept as compatible with
the hoaor, interests, and autonemy of Lower Ca-

nada.

STATUES FOR THE FRONT OF THE PARISH
Crnurcy.—The empty niches i the front of the
Parish Church are at last about to be provided
with statues, Mr. Dubois, the agent of the
Fabrique, having given an order to Messrs. Bac-
cerini & Co. for three colossal statues for the
three uppermost niches. - The central niche
will- be filled with a statue of the Virgin
11 {eet hgh, and the other two by stalues of St.
Joseph and John the Baptist. The two last
bear the names of the St. Joseph and St. Jean
Baptiste Societies, having beea contributed by
them. Tt 15 also proposed to fill the six smaller
niches beneath with statues of the four evangel-
ists and two suints. The large statues are now
finished, being castin patent cement specnlly
prepared for tbis climate. They will be placed
in their respective niches at the end of the month,
Next spring the scaffolding now erected n front
of the edifice will be used in poiating the stone
work, : .

The papers of Liower Canada are dtscussing
the fuestson of Union with much earnestoess.
To them it is of greater importance than even to
us. Besides the questions of trade, commerce,
tagatian, &e., which it 1ovoelves for us all, they
have peculiar laws, institutions aad customs, and
a language, ali which they value bighly, and all
which many of them believe would be greatly
imperitled if tiis Union took place. They ask
what 1s to be the character of this Union 7 How
can it be really a Federal Union when already
the Imperial Government performs for us the
functions of a Federal Goveroment? Is
the new Ceatral Govermmnent to assume the
fusctions, power aod rights of the Imperial Go-
vernment, and so be in some seuse really a Te-
deral Power, or to take away from the local Le-
gislatures the greater part of the powers tliey now
enjoy and exercise, 2nd so make the Union Fe-
deral in name, Legislative ta reality 7 Is the new
Centrel Government to derive s authorily and
power from the loeal Legislatures, having only
such power as those Legslatures may coufer on
it; or is the Central Governmeat to be supreme ?

The Toroulo Glshe said that to muke the
Union of any value power must descend from the
Central Government to the local Governments.
The Central power must be supreme, aand the
local Liegislatures must possess only such power
as the Central Government may delegate to
them. Tbe Montreal Gazetle approved of these
views. The French Cuanadian papers not 1 .the
pay of the Ministry at once took the alarm at
this, and without any difliculty showed that in
stuch a Union there would be no positive protec-
tion or saleguard for their language, laws and
institutions, and that they would be quite at the
mercy of the race which calls itself superior,—
Thbe French Canadian Ministerial papers also
took the alarm. They saw at once that the
people of Lower Cusada would never deliber-
ately coasent to such an Union,and they denied
that the articles in the Globe and Gazelte de-
seribed the Government scheme correctly.

There has been much controversy on this
pomt, and-po official declaration or aonounce-
ment appeared to set the question at rest. ~ But
Mr. Galt, in his speech at the St. Jobn enter-
taiment, made m presence of lis coulleagues,
Messrs. Cartier, Brown, AlDougall and M Gee,
expluined the views of the Government on this
point very clearly, although it appears be was
misunderstood by the reporter for the News.

Alter stating- that the Delegates were vnam-
mously of opwion that 1t would be for the benefit
of all the Provinces to form a Federal Union in-
mediately, if they could agree on tie terms of
that Uuion, he went on to say that they must
take warning from the present state of aflairs in
the United States, and leara wisdom trom their
experience. 'The ceuse of the troubles in that
country was mot slavery as many supposed.
Slavery was but tie immediate occasion of the
present war. The true cause lay deeper. Jlt
was the doctrine of State Rights ané State So-
vercigaty, ‘We should avoid that cause of trou-
ble, and instead of having power ascend up from
the Local Legslature to the Central Govern-
ment; 1t should come down from the higher
power. We bave a higher power to look to,
the Imperial Parhiament, which will make such a
constitution as we require, defining the powers of
the Federal Legislature, and of the Local Legis-
latuces, and protectiog us agamst such troubles
and dsorders as those which now harass our
neighbors, Such was in substance the exposi-
tion of the policy of the Canadian Govercment
made by Mr. Galt on that occasion. It accords
perfectly with what was said by the Gilobe and
Gazelte, and was the putlic official, adoption, or
endorsernent of the policy defined by those papers.

Paris, Sept. 21 (Evening).—The semi-ofhi-
cal Correspandenz Havas of this evening pub-
lishes an article upon the Roman question con-
cluding thus:— From the. moment that the
Italian Government selects Florence as the capi-
tal of Italy, it clearly shows the intention of re-
nouncing Rome. There will henceforward be no
grounds for the occupation of that city, especially
since it 1s a well-knowa fact that France bas al-
waiys been desirous of evacuating Rome; and
the obstacle to her so doing has arisen from events
which bave bappened in Italy. France will
choose the hour and the time, and will only wait
until the new capital shall have been chosen and
the Pope shall have orgamsed a sufficient force
to ensure his safety. Tne Freach policy will
thus prove not to have varied, although, respect-
ing tbe priciple of non-intervention, she rewmatns
faithful Lo the resolution of offering guarantees
1or the maintenance of the Papal power.

The majority of the evening papers demand
explanations from the MMoniteur and the other
Ministerial journals relating to the conventioh be-
twee France and Italy.

come to deliberate upon the conditions winch
woula emable it to leave Rome with perfect
safety.”

* The article then pownts out the followng sti-
pulations of the arrangement that has been con-
cluded :—

Italy engages herself to respect the actual ter-
.ritory of the Pope, and to prevent by force any
attack that may be made on it from abroad.

France is to withdraw ber troops in proportion

to the organization of the Postifical army ; the
evacuation of Rome to be accomplished in two
years. :
The Pontifical army to be of sufficient strength
to maintain the Papa! authority and tranquillity,
both in.the interior and on the fronliers of the
Papal States ; the Italian’ Government to raise
no_objection to either the elemeats or number of
men composing that army, provided always that
1t does not degenerate into a means of atlack
against Ltaly. . _

Finally, Italy undertakes the liquidation cf a
share ot the Roman debt proportioned to the ex-
tent of those States of the Church now anoexed
10 the Kingdom ot Ttaly.— Témes Cor.

ITALY.

PieoMoNT.—We buve greal pleasure in an-
nouncisg, upon authority on which we can per-
feclly rely, that a most important Convention
has just beea concluded beiween the Ewperor of
the French and the King of Italy—a Cooven-
tion destined, we Lope, to put an end to one of
tbe principal embarrassmenis under which the
couuiry- continued to labor, The parties to this
Coovention mutually bind. themselves peither to
attack the Pope nor to suffer any atlack to be
made upon him from the interior of his domiuions,
France engages to withdraw a part of the Ro-
mao garrison at once, and the remainder within
two years. - We suppose the effect of this en-
gagewent is to secure the Pope for the present,
at least,.in the possession of his temporal power,
-and thus to put an end for a time to the question
of making Rome the capital of the Peninsula.
A council of Generals has thereupon been sum-
moened to-consider which is the best stratagetical

- site “for-a " provisional - capital to. be used untl
. 'Rome can:be “obtained, avd- we understand that.
. the council. bas decided " te. favor “of - Florence.
The Chambers. are to be immediately called to-
gether to discuss the question, and tnere'is, we:
understand, every probability that the Chambers

and the troops suffered considerably. The whole re-
volution, if we except the fighting on the baule-feld,
has not produced any scene of such violence. The
mos: important changes have been accepted quietly,
but the baif-imaginary advactages of being the ca-
pital will excite the people more deeply shan any
question of principle. The incident reveals how
wmuch Sre was smouldering under the quiet surface
of [tulian political hfe. [t tully juatifies the anxiety
of the Emperor of the French to obtain sume kind of
setulement of the dispute witl which be bad become
entangled by the occupation of Rome.— Times.
The Government of Victor Emmanuel proceeds ia
its impious career. A leuter from Turin addressed
to the Osservatore Romaneo states that the Minister
Pisanelli prevents in every way in his power those
persons who have received diepensationa from the
Holy See to marry near relationg from contracting a
legal marriage.
An order from Turin hus compelled the Monks of
the AMonastery of the Angeli, at Florence, o leave
their cloister, The order was to be executed in 3
days’ time; but the police dated its execution from
the day of its issue in Turin; so that the Religious
had to leave under escort on & Sunday, to the gene-
ral scandal of the inhabitants, Twelve Religious of
the Order of St. Camillus de Lettis, inatituteq for the
gervice of the sick, bave been expelled from tbelr
Monastery in Gremona by order of His ltalian Ma-
jesty.
T{:e Stendardo Caltolico of Gepoa annonncee that
the Nuns of the Annunciation at Porto Maurizio bave
been driven from their Convent, which is to be turn-
ed into a prison.
In fact the Government of Victor Emmanuel, who
degtroy s0 many rehigious sod chariteble establish-
ments, are constantly founding new prisons uod
houses of toicrance. '
The Contemporaneo, & truly hooest and religious
journal of Florence, has lately undergone its thirti-
eth prosecution before tbe tribunals of His Itelan
Majesty. L.
The Correspondance de Rome, in which we find all
the above facts, andds that the most repu.give acts of
immorality ou the part of gaolers of the Milan pri-
souers bave been lately discovered. The Turin jour-
nals announce that the Bacrilegious author of the
law compelling theological atudents 10 .serve as sol-
diers, the Minister of War General Della Rovere, is
obliged to resign his office from the impaired state of
his health,
At Silla the tabernacle of the Church of the Ca-
puchins has beea forced open during tbe day time,
and the ciborium, full of consecrated hosts, has been
sbstracted by some unkown sacrilegious ruffian,
Mgr. Lorenzo de Frescobaldi, Yiear Cupitular of
Fiesole, was dragged on the 6th inst. by Piedmon-
tese Geunsdarmes before the police court of Florence
to answer for & transgression of the Royal Placet in
in the case of a marrisge.

The bishops, clergy, and all faithful Catholics are
enjoined to persevere in their faith with courage and
resignation, and warned them that they do not owe
obedience to-meagures contrary to their consciences
and to Divine laws. The Pope, in conclusion,
threatens the peraecutors with Divine justice, which

Kinepou or NarLrs.—The reactionary process of
Collaeto for facts contemporancous with the fall of
Gueta, bas just been coacluded, aud 70 persons con-
demned to the galleys tor life, and for perjods of 21,
25, and 16 years, after four years imprisonment at
Ancons and Rieti.

AUSTRIA,

yara and the House of Hapsburg, and to induce the
Hungsrians to take the important position that has
been reserved for them by the Austrian constitution,
and send their very large quota of representsatives to
the Reichsrath. The time 18 propitious for such an
effort, and we trust that such frankness, cordiality,
and generosity, and good sense shown as will in-
gare the succesa of the Emperor's admirable and
patriotic purpose.— Weekly Register,

GERMANY AND DEMARK.
The semi-official Nord.Deutsche Allzemeine Zeilung
of to-day says: —
¢ The intention of extending the term of the arm-
istice for & longer period has been abandoned, the
protraction of the peace negotiations on the part of
Denmark not having been without influsnce on that
point. In fact, the political situation in Copenhagen
has assumed & peculiar character. Not only do the
Swedish papers evince in the most pointed manner
Scandinsyian tendencies, but even the Copenhagem
journsls openly avow sentiments favorable to the
formation of the Scandinavian dynasty. Instead of
recognising, they attack the stipulations of the peace
preliminaries.’ .
The article concludes thus .—
It is therefore quite intelligible that the great
German Powers should adhere swictly to paragraph
1 of the protocol of the armistice, whereby hostilities
can be resumed at any time afiera six weeks' no-
tica.’'
BERLIN, SEPT. —The semi-official Provinzial
Correspondenz of to-day say : —
¢The Governmentis searcely under the illusion
that the success of ita foreign policy bas produced a
sudden chaoge in the position of political parties in
the interior ; it i3 theretore prepared and armed for
a repewal of the struggle which is unavoid able.
The same journal, in an article discussing the
future government of the Duchies, says :—
t It may be expected that the great German Powers
will shortly come to an understanding with the Fa-
deral Diet a8 to the manner in which the examina-
tion of the hereditary claims respecting Holstein,
and alao of the other rights, to be bronght before it
prior to the final decision of this question, is to be
coneucted. For that purpose a judiciary Federal tri-
bunal will be summoned.’
Woazevrg Sept. 16.—The Geueral Assembly of
the German Cathbolic Associations cloaed its sit:ings
in this town yesterday. - Its iabors have resulied in
the five following resolutions: —
1, The Assembly declares it to be the duly of the
German Oatholics not to allow themselves to be sur-
passed by the Freuch and Belgians in the sacrifices
to be made for the Head of the Church, and recom-
mends the faithful to take part ic the Pontifical
Loan,
2, The Asgembly demands the enfranchisement, in
a religious point of view, of Schleswig Holstein, for
which so much Catholic blood has been shed, and
the cezsation of the shameful oppression to which
the Catholics are aubjected in that country.

3, The Assembly regrets the conflict which has
arisen in the Grand Duchy of Badem. It believes
that right is upon the side of the Archbisuop, who
contends for the right of religion and of family, and
calla to mind that every dlow struck against the al-
tar also attacks the throne.

4. The Assembly honora the heroic Counts of
Scbmising-Herssenbrock, who have been compelled
to lcave the Prussian army because they were op-
posed in principle to duelling, and declares that the
conduct of the Prussian Miniater of War in respect
to the respect to these gentlemen is tuntamountto a
condemnation of tbe principles of Ohristianity.

5. The Assembly deplores the odious manner in
which the Religious Qrders have beeun atiecked in
the Graod Duchby ot Buden, in Hesse, and in Wur-
temburg, and polats out to the advocates of progress
thst it is & mockery to demand for themseives the
liberty of propagandism and tbe right of sssociztion,
and to deny thege liverties to the Oburch.’

RUSSIA.

The Moscow Guzelle publishes a long list of fires
which since April last huve taken piuce In dilferent
parts of Russis, and it udds that the nccount of the
prindipsl disasters is' not complete. The work of in-
cendinrism commenced at the end of April in tre go-
vernment of Kalouga by the destruction of 54 houses
next at Okbrosk 204 bonses were burat. . The fires
continued in succession at Scrapoul; at Serdobik,
where four-fiths of the town were desiroyed - at Mo-
zir, one-half of the houses, at Mologs, moure than 300
and at-the fair of Nijni-Novgorod, 1,500 bouths snd
148 houses. At Patrofsk there were ag many @6 8ix
fires in the month of June alone and entire quarters
of the town were consumed. The powder .maga-
zines of Kezan and that of Okhta, near St. Peters-
burg, wers blowm up; at Rigatwo fires ocourred.

WLy, a boy--a boy of 19—a
student of medicine, In short, one Paul Landowski
wag tried and seatenced to death on the 10th of Au-
gust ia the unenviable capacity of chef' de lous les
gendarmes pendeurs de lu Pologne, When men of
riper age had been all arrested, abducted, and Other-
wise diaposed of on the mere suspicion of holding a
place in the great league, tho game, we know, was
tuken up by boys, and, a8 now appears, played maan-
fully ont by them to the end. Siill, M. Landowaki,
had deep intrusted long enough with the execution-
er's seale to order sundry bombs and pistola to be
aimed at General Berg—an onslaught which pre-
ceded the very last siage of the rebellion. He is,
however, indebted to the courage and moving elo-
quence of bis mother for the reprieve he eventually
obtained., On the 1'7th he was led out with two as-
sociates of inferior digaity to undergo capital punish-
ment on the glacis of Warsaw citadel. Oae of the un-
fortunate trio, & man notorious for having cut off and
eaten the ears Jf his victims, was already dangling
from the gallows., The two others were being kept
ready under the fatal beam. They were dressed in the
penitent’s shroud, were barefooted, barebeaded, and
had the balter artisticaily arranged around their de-
voted necks. At this awful mowent a Cossack was
geen gulloping up, waving & paper in his hand. It
was the reprieve, announced in the old style of cruel
leniency  But the arrangement proved a' grand
success. Tue unexpected, unhoped for, undreamt
of clemency affected all present, the more powerfully
for its proclamation en coup de theatre. Many cried,
all were moved and ingpired with a gort of grati-
tude to the Ozar, The mother of young Landowski,
it appears, who could never bave hoped to obtaic
access to the Empero: here, had illegally passed the
frontier, and following Bis Majesty to Kissingen,
threw herself at his feet in the public grounds,in
sight of all elegant aad fashionable worid crowding
round the distinguiahed visitor, the Ozar raised her
grucionsly, according the prager at once. [Even the
Russian svidiers who had been commanded to attend
the execution joined in the cry when they found that
the miserable ceremony was to be over with one in-
stead of three, For a moment there was a relaza-
tion in the usual street discipline of Warsaw. The
people were allowed to press near the gallows, and
as the prisoners walked dowau from the rising ground
on which the scaffuld was erected. they were shaken
by the hand, and offered cigars by many of the
crowd. With 20 years of Siberia before them, they
did not object to receive the fragrant comforters
even a momenrt after salvation from death,
