TaE Course of Medjcal Instruction in MeGill College is-to.
ecommence on Monday, Novembszr: 7, aud to be continued,
as usual, to the end of Apyjl.

The Faculty-consider it upnecessary to enter into detail
m reference to the means at their command for affording to
students, who shall select their school, the opportunity of
acquiring a thorough knowledge of their profession. The
list of Lecturers, on the 3rd page, shows the extent and
completeness of their Curriculum, and the fulness with
which the subjects are treated ; while its length (viz.,
four years) gives assurance that these subjects will be well
grounded in the minds of the Students. It may be made
an objeetion that the long period required is expensive and
burdensome to the Student, and unnecessarily prolonged ;
but when the great extension latelv given fo Medical
Science is considered ; the great number.of branches to be
studied ; and the importance in after-life of a thorough
knowledge, previous to entering upon the arduous and re-
sponsible cuties of practice, which very generally impede
or prevent further study, it is thought that the advantages
must greal.y overbalance any ineonveniences which may

arise from the length of the cowrse of study. It is a duty of

those engaged in Medical. instrnction to sesk to impress
upon their pupils, that Medicine is something more than a
mere routine or empirical application of rules,and that the
judgments. and decisions. ot the praectitioner should be

founded en proper scientific knowledge and deduction.

Adequate knowledge of the varied subjects embraced in
Medical education cannot be obtained without a propor-
tionate allowance of time ; and retention of knowledge is
generally krown to be in a ratio to the time employed in.
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acquiring it. For these reasons, the Facuity have recom-

mended the extended course which their statutes now en-
Join, and which they trust will tend to the still further
elevation of the Prefession in the social scale.

This sui)ject has been particularly dwelt upon in conse-

* quence of four years having elapsed since the present sta-

tutes were sanctioned, and there being now few Students
who can claim to be exempted from their operation on the
plea of having commenced study before they were pro-
mulgated.

Additional facilities. for instruction continue to be afforded
by the increase of Apparatus, and by the augmentation of
the Library and Museum ; to the former of which there
have been added, during the year, 146 volumes, making
2 whole of upwards of 2000 voiumes, among which
are found not only the most valuable works for reference,
but recent standard works on all the departments of Medi-
cal Literature, and, moreover, those elementary works
which are chiefly adapted for pupils—the use of which
they are allowed without charge.

Besides the gradual increase of Anatomical and Patholo-
gival preparations, furnished by the opportunities o' those
connected with the College, it1s expected thata considerable
number of Anatomical and Pathological Preparations in
‘WAX, ordered from Paxis, will arrive before the commence-
ment of' the Session.

A number of Miczoscopical preparations have also been
ordered from London,

Clinical Instruction in Medicine and Surgery will be
given at the Montreal General Hospital. .

The Lying-in Hospital will be found to afford opportu-
nity of acquiring practical knowledge in Midwifery.

The Dissecting Room is furnished with all the necessary
conveniences; and, being lighted with Gas, allows the
attendance to be continued through the evening.

Finally, the various Cowrses of Lectures will be illus-
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trated and assisied by the use of Apparatus (Chemical and
Philosophical), Preparations, Plates, Herbarium, Micro-
scopes, Specimens of the Materia Medica, &ec. &ec.

The Tickets of thic University are 1eceived by the Bri-
tish Colleges, and by those of the United States, whose

Tickets, under similar regulations, are likewise received by
McGill College. '

EXTRACTS OF STATUTES, &c.,

oF

MEDICAL FACULTY, McGILL-COLLEGE,

As Rovised and Sanctioned by Her Majesty, 1849.*

A

CHAPTER I.

2nd. Each Teacher shall deliver at least five Lectures
during the week, except in the Class of Clinical Medicine
and Surgery.

3rd. Each Lecture shall be of exe howr’s duration.

4th. Each Teacher shall give to the pupiisaitending his
class an examination, at least, once a2 week, and each ex-
amination shall be considered a Lecture.

7th. The fee for each class shall be three pounds, Halifax
currency ; except for the Anatomical and Chemical classes,
for each of which the fee shall be three pounds fifteen shil-
lings, of the same currency ; and for the classes of Clinical
Medicine and Surgery, and of Medical Jurisprudence, for
-each of which the fee shall be two pound ten shillings.

8th. Any Student, after having paid the fees and attend-

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ed two comses of any biunch, shall be entitled to a perpe-
tual ticket fou-that class.

9th. The courses shall be of six months’ duration, except.
that of Medical Jurisprudence. -

CHAPTERII.
Ist. The Medical De_ ree granted by this University

shall be that of Dogtor of Medicine and Suigery.

4th, No one shall be admit'ed to the degree of Doctor of
Medicine and Surgery whoshall not have studied Medicine
and Surgery for the period of at least four* years, either in
this University, or some other University, College, or School
of Medicine, approved of by this University.

5th. No one shall be admitted to the examination for the
degree who shall not have furnished testimonials ofuttend-
ance on the following branches of Medical Education ,and,
in the manner following, viz.:

Anatomy and Physiology, )4
Chemistry,
Theory and Practice of Medicine,.
Midwifery and diseases of Women | .

and Children, &'Of each: of whiclt two courses will
Princples and. Practice of Surgery, be required.
Materia Medica. and Pharmacy, :

Institutes of Medicine,. Of each. of which one course will
Medical Jurisprudence be required:

6th. The person presenting himself must also give proof
by ticket, of having attended during one year, the practice
of the Montreal General Hospital, oi-some other, Hospital
having beds forat least forty patients.

7th. Moreover, no one shall receive the Medieal degree‘ '
eonferred by this University, who shall not. have pursued.
his studies i it during at least one season..

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8th, Every candidate for the degree must, before his ex-
amination be entered into, give proof of cumpetent classical
attainments. ‘

9th. Every candidate for the degree must * * * pre-
sent an inaugural Disseriation written by himself, on some
subjest connected with Medical er Surgical science, ¢ither
in the Latin, English or French language.

124h. The fee for the degree of Doctor in Medicine and
Surgery shell be five. pounds, Halifax currency, to be paid
by the successful candidate, d¢fore the day of graduation, to
the Registrar, together with a fee of five shillings for en-
tering the same- into'a register kept by him for that pur-
pose. »
