The regular Quarterly Meeting of the Chapter was 
held on 2nd November, when the usual financial reports 
were presented and considered It was reported that a 
substantial guarantee towards the interest on the mort­
gage had been secured.

A brief explanation regarding the Choir scholars 
may be desirable, in order to prevent any mis-appfc- 
hcii'ion arising They are boys who aie being educated 
in the Cathedral School, and are also choristers. So far 
as concerns their position, ges, and duties in the
( hoir, and their relation to the Congregation, they have 
the same status as the other choristers, and arc entitled 
to no preference or seniority over any others. It is 
rather as regards the other scholars in the School that 
they hold a distinguishing position, for 011 being admitted 
into the Choir they become entitled to certain privileges 
accorded to them by the School Corporation ; and it is 
at the instance of the authorities of the School that they 
have been biought to the notice of the Cathedral Chap­
ter, in order that they may be recognized as “ Choir 
Scholars."

A " Sounding Board," consisting at present of open 
frame work, has been erected over the . It has
been put up in its present seemingly unfinished form, 
in accordance with expert advice, as an experiment. 
It is a special gift from a generous member of the 
congregation.

A Special Service of Intercession on behalf of 
Missions was held on Wednesday evening, 3rd Dec., 
the Bishop being the preacher.
