< njoyment of wealth is to give it* increase 
to the tmunry of the lsird ; rniJ that the 
sweete-t of ineentive* to labour i» the hope 
of gaining something that may aid in bmlier- 
ing the cause of God. 'I*lie excuses fur our 
want of liberality are utterly futile; they, 
are worse, they are often impious. If we 
are (. liristiaw, let us act like Christians, 
and not dishonour that sacred name by a 
base, .-chiait, avarieioue spirit, which keeps 
ba<-k from the Lord what is due. If we 
are Christiana indeed, we owe not only our 
wealth, but #wr»f/ee» to the Redeemer, who 
has bought ua with a price. Was he will­
ing to purchase our salvation by pouring 
out his blond, and shall we be unwilling to 
give liberally of wbat he ha* given us? 
The very heathen w ill rise up in judgment 
against narrow-hearted Christians ; for they 
expend ten times ns much on their idols, ns 
these do in supporting anil propagating a 
religion which is truly divine, and which is 
the only hope of salvation. O that men 
would remember that they are but steward.», 
and that God will require a strict account 
of the man nee in which they dispense with 
w hat has been committed to them.

Divin» Providrntf;
The doctrine of a particular and univer­

sal Providence, is strictly derivable from the 
very nature of God. We are so accustom­
ed to reckon one thing great and another 
small, that when we a.-vi ml to contempla­
tions of IX-ily, we are apt to forget that 
there is not tv him that graduated scat* which 
there must be to ourselves. It is to bring 
down God £ the foebleues* of our own <m 
late, to suppose that wbat is great to us must 
lie great to him, and that wliat is small to 
i:.-, mu-t be small to him. 1 know, and am 
persuaded, that, dwelling ns God dots ill in­
accessible splendours, u w orld is to him an 
atom, and an atom is to him a world, lie 
can know nothing of the human distinctions 
between great and small—so that bn is dis­
honoured, not when all thing* are reckoned 
as alike subject to bis inspections, but when 
some things are deemed important enough, 
and others too insignificant, to come within 
the notice of his providence. If ho concern 
hituself with the fate of an empire, hut not 
with the fall of a sparrow, ho must ho a 
being scarce removed front equality with 
ourselves ; !<>r, if ho have precisely the same 
scale liy which to eatiiur.te importance, the 
range of hi* intelligence van be little wider 
limn that of our own. God is that niys-

FKOM A FATlIKIt'» PKR.

Many fathers appear to think that all the re­
ligious instruction of the children devolves ex­
clusively on the mother. They act upon this 
principle. If God so regarded It, lie would, in 
justice, order that the consequences of their 
ruin should fall upon the mother alone ; but 
God ha*, by connecting both parents in the 

Y. ol ,1,p neglect, shown that the respon­
sibility h equally divided. The father who does 
not pray with his children who doe. not, with 
his own lips, guide their infant affection* to the 
hayiour ; who docs not give time and thought to 
their mental and moral culture, must expect 
that the displeasure of God will meet him, em­
bittering his declining (lays, and almost dcstrny- 
sng the anticipation of joy in heaven. Ifow ma­
ny dreadful facts might, in this connexion, lie 
narrated, which would cause even the ears of 
them that heard to tinkle. Ka- h familv is, in 
itfcslf, an independent empire, of w hich "the fa 
ther is monarch ; he has power to oppress hi. 
wife—ho has power to oppress his child. The 
ann of the State cannot lie thrust in, and the cry 
of oppression may not come out The relation 
b*two«n parent and child is such, that it is the 
parent s duty, for many years, to secure the obe­
dience of the child ; at the same lime, the pa­
rent must himself be all tliat he would desire liis 
child to be, both in the things of God and the 
things of the world. The Christian lather will 
desire tho temporal, as well as the spiritual hap­
piness of his family. The man who has too 
much dignity to play with his children ; who 
!">»«* coldly and distantly upon jheir sjKirts 
in the yard ; who takes no interest ia their wag­
gons and tops ; who will not lend them an yn- 
couraging smile, in building » rabbit-warren," or 
a dove-rote, disgraces the name of father. A 
snow-drift must be warmer than such a man’s 
heart.

Many years ago, when taking my morning 
walk along the hase of Shchallion, one of our lof­
tiest Highland mountains, I met a shepherd, a 
regular attendee on my Sabbath meetings, fie 
had his plaid cloaelv wrapped about turn, and 
had evidently some tiling in it, that he was car­
rying with unusual care. After tho usual friend­
ly salutation, I said, “ What is this, Malcom, that 
you have got in your plaid V" He answered, “It 
isa poor forsaken lamb. When I was going my 
rounds this rooming, 1 found it lying on the cold 
ground ; it* mother had left it, and it would soon 
have died. I took it up, wrapped it in my warm 
plaid, and am now earning it hosne to my uothy.’’ 
“ And what," I asked, “ do you intend to do 
with it ?” “ I will feed it," said the kind shep­
herd, “ and it will soon lie one of the flock " - 
He did so. The poor forsaken lamb revived, 
grew, and lieeame one of the. liveliest and strong­
est sheen of the flock : while it must have pined 
and dieu, if my kind friend had not had compas­
sion upon it.

This little incident en­
couraged sic. I remembered that Jetts had left 
the ninety and nine sheep in the wilderness, and 
gone af or the one that was lost. 1 could see J,- 
s'U walking over the cold mountains of this 
world. Hr finds the poor living lamb. Filled 
with love, he says unto it, •- l ive." He takes it 
into his arms—he carries it In his bosom—lie 
brings it into his own fold—lie feeds it w ith the 
pure milk uf the Word—with the finest of the 
wheat.

Yon arc by nature lying on the cold mountains, 
not dying merely, but dead ; if Jesus does not 
meet vim, and «aye voii. ymjr portion must he 
misery lor ever. ' He is going a1 out the hi ils, 
seeking for the wanderers of thu tin k.

To those who are fitmiliiir witli (he work­

ing uf VnoTHACTt.li Mi.i.tings, may ap­
pear an act of supererogation (a enter itt 
large info a vindication of them ; but when 
they an: made either the objects of attack, 
or tho subjects of ridicule, their tulv ocates 
may not keep silence. We have this ad­
vantage—if advantage it may bo considered 
—that we are well acquainted with the 
manner in which they are eenducted, and 
with the gracious results, which, under tin- 
divine blessing, generally follow. On this 
ground we leel ourselves competent to bear 
decided testimony. Had we reason to be­
lieve they were either commenced or con­
tinued with dependence on human instru­
mentality only, and without implicit reli­
ance on the agency of Got* the SrintT; or 
had we reason tv question the legitimacy of 
the means employed, or to supj-oso the good 
efleeted did not greatly exceed any iacvnve- 
nii-nces that might incidentally accompany 
their use,— we should, as in duty bound, he- 
-itatc Lelute throwing into the scale even 
the weight of oar humble sanction. Hut 
not only do w i-approve ol Protracted Meet­
ings as a means of promoting n revival of 
tue Work ot (îiid, but, from personal know­
ledge oi their great and ini|<ort;uit benefits, 
we give to them our sincere and hearty re­
commendation.

Nothing is easier, or more common, than, 
under the influence of ignorance or preju­
dice, to condemn what in itself is right and 
good. Against this species of weapon Pro­
tracted Meetings have had to contend. In­
stead of calm consideration, impartial inves­
tigation, and exudid trial of things that ap­
parently 14 differ," some things are suppos­
ed, ethers fabricated, the whale regarded 
through some distorted medium, and sen- 
tenoe of unmitigated censure or unqualified 
condemnation is recorded. Tested in the 
same way, or by similar process, what in­
strumentality employed by the Church for 
its own and the world's benefit would es­
cape unscathed ?

Hut what are Protracted Meetings? and 
iu whut do they differ truiu the ordinary
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jemployed in advancing t!i« cause of 
Christ in the earth ?

The terms themselves are sufficienrlr ç*. 
planatory of the character ef the servioea 
They imply a series of religious meeting, 
held more frequently, and extending over a 
longer period of time, than is usually the 
ease. As far as wo know, prayers, exhor­
tations, singing, and pro-aching the Word of 
Cod, are the means employed. Sometimes, 
Hit very mr-ly eompared with the others, 
there may he the relation of Christian ex­
perience. No just exception, we appre­
hend. van lie against the kind of means ured 
at Protracted Meetings—except the im- 
pugner is prepared to condemn those whrh 
distinguish the ordinary services of tha 
sanctuary on the Lord’s Day. The diffew 
enee then is not in kind but in degree—in the 
more frequent and continuous use of the 
ordinary incanaol grace.

A Protracted Meeting generally con­
tinues—with proper intenni-'iions, or inter­
vals of time—from four to live, days,—*>m»- 
times for seven, and, under extraordinary 
circumstances, for twelve or fourteen days ; 
the time being regulated by indications or 
manifestations of the divine presence, or 
other important consideration*. New, 
should the objection be urged against tha 
frequency of flu- religions exercise», at the 
leugth of time allotted and expended, then, 
for its sustainment, it should he clearly 
shown that God, in Ilis Word, has limited 
n t< of public won-hip not only to the holy 
Sabbath, lmt to so many given hours of that 
day; lhat.by repress cmi 'ment, lie has 
excluded iu-h acts from all week-day oL-- 
.-i-rvnni-'-. or P'-trieted th- ni to certain days 
ol the wet!- , and to ei rtain h'-ur.s of thma 
iiay- ; which rc-tr-vtivc rr limiting claosaa, 
we may Fufcly cha.h-iige li.-e elm Jiirt oppo> 
neut.s of protracted meetings to adduce. 
They exist not on the Statute-Look. Whilst 
the Sabbath is to be kept ho!v, and suitable 
portions of it are to bo spent in public da- 
votion-d exercises,—on the frequency of His 
worship on tin: other days of the week, God 
has ln-cn pleased to give no deliverance. 
Wisely has this matter been left to lbs 
judgment and action of tin* Ministers and 
members of the Church. Only we may 
presume that jiortions of -urn • of the work­
ing-days should be redeemed from the calls 
of labour for the religious instruction and 
edification of the pious, and tin- reclamation 
of the wicked from the error of their wav* ; 
and that the more zealous any particular 
Church is liir God aud the salvation of 
souls, the more frequent I v will it secure nod 
improve such favourable opjwirtunitiee iV 
receiving and doing good.

Strange it is—but not more strange than 
true—that the very parties, who object th* 
loudest to Protracted Meetings, are in the 
habit of holding religious services on wet-k­
nights, and sometimes on week-days, and as 
frequently too as they in their wisdom and 
zeal deem necessary or prudent. The prin­
ciple on which protracted meetings ore held 
is hen: eurrendered, and their objection* *> 
these services *• vanish into thin air.” They 
should lie the last to condemn in other* wbte 
in reality they do themselves. Nor, if they 
thought it promotivc of the interests of their 
Chunth, would they hesitate to ernmnoa 
special meetings for that object at any tins*, 
and held them as frequently and aa long *• 
they had reason to lielieve those inter*** 
would be advanced.
