“Organizing is now the order of the day,” said 
the chairman of a meeting of commercial travel­
lers in the Ottawa Hotel, in Montreal, on Monday 
evening last, and accordingly this numerous and 
impôt tant class of men are organizing into a mu­
tual benefit society. About a hundred salesmen, 
travellers, and merchants attended the meeting 
in question, and seemed generally agreed that an 
association was desirable which should assist 
those of its members who were disabled from duty 
by accident or illness, or should contribute to.
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wankfthe support of the widows or fsmilies of 
such at were cut off without having made prôvi 
»ion for them. One of the speakers, apparently 
a conscientious promoter of the scheme, informed 
the meeting of what probably few knew before, 
that a similar project was started in Montreal in 
1866, but was never brought to working order. 
There is, however, meet scope for the working of 
such a society now, and more need for its forma­
tion, when we remember bow much more goods 
are sold by travellers now than then, and what 
an increase has been made in the numbers of what 
the Yankees call "drummers.” If the society ii 
to be successful, however, and to scc<*nplish its 
benevolent objecta, as a bote stated, it had better 
be confined to them, strictly ; for there is danger 
of "ambition o'erleapiag itself,” if it is attempted 
to combine with this a travellerr»' club, as was 
suggested by some of those present, or to “ elevate 
hi : serial status of travellers,” as the unfortunate 
wording of one of the resolutions had it A com 
mittee was formed,$iowtrer, to which was confided 
the drawing up of Ahe constitution and by-laws ; 
and we have confident* in the good sense and 
ability of the gentlemen named to lay the founda­
tion af a Benevolent Association which will assist 
unfortunate members, af an influential interest 
whose members are itarticularly exposed to " mov­
ing aocidenta by flood and field. " The com­
mittee is composed of the following gentlemen :
J. 8. Shearer, of Shearer MasBedie it Co.; R. 
Bowie, with D. Robert sou ; A. 0. Lindsey with 
Fogarty k Bro. ; 1L Mott, with Thoa. May * Co. ; 
D. Glover with E. Wield k Co.; W. Alexander, 
with Robert eon, Stephen k Co.; J. Perrin with 
L S. Black and Thom ; Frank Edgar with Joseph 
Slack ay Bros.; W. F. Mewhart with W. McLaren 
k Co. ; George McKay, of Hall, Kay it Co.

OUR CORRESPONDENTS.

An intelligent proprietor of a country store in 
>ne of the northern counties of Ontario, who de­
lates himself a " careful reader” of The Muxk-

At the same time, I have known 
‘pnrtfauiw* people lose half a day * to go after 
a two or three cent stamp. Your suggestion ts 
use stamped paper is good ; but there would still 
be the same difficulty in country places, unless 
effectual means were adopted to distribute it 
would suggest that you advocate a total abandon 
ment of the duty on notes under $100."

THE DOMINION PACIFIC RAILWAY.

The work of building op a New Dominion, 
which shall hare for its boundary on one 
side the Pacific, and on the other the Atlantic 
Ocean, is of a magnitude more colloesal than 
was ever before undertaken by five millions 
of people, since the world began. Even those 
engaged in it can have only a faint idea of its 
immensity. H is only when we become 
better acquainted with the vast extant of the 
area which comprises this nascent nation that 
we shall realize the immensity of the work in 
which we are engaged. After the purchase 
of the North-west and the Hudson’s Bay 
Territory, another annexation was neces­
sary to complete the work in the West. 
British Columbia and Vancouver's Island 
had to be bi ought in. The terms of 
the new accession have already received the 
assent of the House of Commons, at Ottawa. 
We shall state them very briefly. Canada 
assumes the debts and liabilities of British 
Columbia. The difference of debt as com­
pared with the other provinces, being in 
favor of British Columbia, she will receive 
out of the Dominion treasury interest at the 
rate of fire per cent per annum, on the 
difference between her actual indebtedness 
and that of the population of Nova Scotia 
and New Brunswick, per head *27.77 ; the 
population of the new province being for

this purpose, assumed at 60,000 ; 635,000 
year for the support of the Legislature in 
addition to the 80 cenfls per head which 
payable to this in common with the other pro­
vinces.

Having entered on the work of confedera­
tion, it would be a symptom of the greatest 
weakness and vascillaiion to hesitate now in 
presence of the magnitude of the work that 
remains to be done. (We have secured a sea 
port at Halifax, for the convenience of our 
European trade ; we' must now obtain like 
facilities for trading with Japan, India, 
China and Australia,

five millions. But all this must be. presumed 
to have been considered and counted upon 
before the first irrevocable step was taken: 
We cannot now look back, and our forward 
progress most be made with all possible 
speed. The great cost of Confederation is in 
the railways ; but,! without them half a 
continent must have remained closed to the 
industry of civilization.

The means by which it is proposed to build 
the Pacific Railway is one that experience 
presents to us witty the stamp of success. 
It was by a combined grant of land and 
money that the United States Central Pacific 
was built. What htysa been successfully done 
once may be done again. The land on the

British Columbia side, we buy from that 
Province, the rest we have already bought 
once from the Hudson’s Bay Company, and 
we must buy it a second time from the In­
dians, its recognized original owners. When 
we have given fifty millions of acres, it is 
expected we shall get off with a supplemen­
tary money payment of a million of dollars 
a year. The terms, we fear, are presented 
in too favorable a light. The United States 
issued in favor of the Central Pacific Rail­
road, si* per cent bonds to the amount of 
$63,616,000, on which the annual interest is 
$3,934,560. What, then, are the grounds on 
which rests the expectation that we can build 
a Pacific Railway for about a quarter as 
much in money contributions as the United 
States had to pay ? This is a point on which 
we hare need of light Is onr land better 
and of greater vaine ? The quantity of land 
given by the United States was 12,800 acres 
a mile. We shall have reason to be content 
if we get off with a money contribution of a 
million of dollars a year. It would not be 
long before the new settlements would bring 
us, in customs and excise duties, over that 
sum. We should not be surprised if the 
amount of money contribution came to be, in 
the end, nearer five millions than one. The 
land is the main basis of the railway. Bat 
money will be required to build the road, and 
it will have to be raised by a private com­
pany, to whom the subvention is to be 
made. The railway will give vaine to the 
land, and in this way create much of the 
capital required for its construction. There 
ie abundant evidence, in the experience of 
the United States, to show that this can be 
done, in a prairie country. Much depend^ 
no doubt, on the quality of the land. An d 
here we must remark that unfair attempts 
appear to us to have been made to depreciate 
the quality of the land through which this 
road would pass, on ths eastern slope of the 
Rocky Mountains. There is no reason 
whatever to doubt its general fertility ; 
though there are unquestionably bad spots 
here and there. No obstruction will be 
encountered in the shape of lakes, when 
once the prairie is entered on, till 
the Rocky Mountains are reached. But 
there is one difficulty which has not been 
touched on in the discussion of the question.
It will not be easy to find a route on which 
the roadway will not, in the vicinity of the 
Rocky Mountains, be liable to be submeiged 
on the melting of the snows, in spring. 
Damage to the road and interruptions to 
traffic may occur in this way. But science 
will find a means of reducing them to a min­
imum, or possibly of preventing them alto­
gether. One of the great items of cost of 
construction will be the transportation of 
timber over immense stretches of prairie.
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At the eastern end the work will hare to be 
comemnced in a timbered country. West of 
the Rocky Mountains there will be no want 
of ties and sleepers.

Ten years is thought by some to be too 
abort a time in which td girdle the continent 
with a band of iron. But the sooner the 
work is done the cheaper it will be. If we 
are to pay a million of dollars a year, or any 
larger sum, as a money contribution, we can 
only be reimbursed by the settlement of a 
consuming population. If we are to build 
up a nation, we must not sleep away the 
golden opportunity ; we must be up and 
doing. Ten years would nearly double the 
cost if the whole of the capital remained 
unproductive; and, to,exceed that time, 
would be to make matters worse. We must 
put forth a supreme effort; for, in this 
peaceful work, we may unconsciously be 
passing through the crime of our fate as a 
people. ' ' j I ,

It is not assumed that the above is a .strict 
ly accurate statement of the life insurance 
business of this country, owing to the 
defective character of the returns made by 
some of the companies, and because of others 
of them totally ignore the requirement» of 
the Act in this respect, by neglecting to 
make any returns whatever. We must again 
protest against the loose manner in which 
the law relating to this subject ia adminis­
tered. Better have no legislation at all, and 
leave the public interest In care for itaelf as 
beet it may in the matter of fife insurance, 
than to go through the farce of paesing laws 
that are ignored or obeyed at pleaeure. But 
we presume that the insurance legislation 
now pending will remedy tins defect.

The figures above given indicate a steady 
increase in the amount of business done. It 
will hare been noticed from the detailed 
statement published last week, that the Ameri­
can companies *«ke the lead bya large amount ; 
some of the British companies show a fair in­
crease ; and the only local company making 
returns—the Canada Life—heads the liât.

Charters are being sought at the present 
Session for three new life <x>m|«aniee, which, 
add d to three or four previously organized, 
will give a formidable representation of local 
companies—more, perhaps, than will find the 
material for a profitable business.

BANKING Sc COMMERCIAL REVIEW.

The protracted discussion of new legisla­
tive action relating to Banking has ÿven to 
many the impression that the act passed in 
1870 has been displaced by another measure. 
This, however, is not so; the work which the 
present session has been occupied with was a 
revision of the Banking Acta and Charter», 
for the purpose of consolidating them, and 
bringing every banking institution under the 
same general law, and placing every charter 
upon the same common basis. The session 
of 1870 settled as it were the ground and 
extent and dimension» of the new structure ; 
the present session has been occupied in 
arranging the internal detail» and bringing 
the whole into order and harmony. The 
three points of moat importance and interest 
affected by the recent discussions, and we 
are informed likely to be permanently 
embodied in the Act, are the laws affecting 
warehouse receipts, advances upon securi­
ties,and tt removal of the restrictive clause as 
to deposits.

The law as to warehouse receipt» has under­
gone a searching revision, important amend­
ments have been introduced, and technical 
difficulties removed. The effect of thia will 
be to bring the law more in harmony with 
equity, and to render fraud more difficult 
than hitherto. The Banks will have more 
protection and security ; all legitimate opera­
tions wi|l be conducted with more facility, 
and their number materially increased. The 
question as to what security bankers may 
advance fipon ia now to be definitely settled. 
Another’risk incident to banking business 
will thu$ be removed, and with it another 
obstruction to legitimate trading. r

The restrictive clause as to the arodunt of 
deposit» any Bank could take being abolished, 
the public are at full liberty to invest where 
they have confidence. They will not be com­
pelled, because a perfectly sound institution 
has reached its maximum, to place their 
tunda where their confidence ia not strong, 
and from whence they would be withdrawn 
at every rumor, to the probable ruin of the 
institution having deposits out of proportion 
to the trust reposed in its stability by the 
investors. The great fundamental- point of 
dratfsfi$o ia not touched by the recent 
measure. After years of deflating and con­
flict, after numerous opinion» expressed in 
writing by banker», and exhaustive reporte 
of committees of both House*, that question 
was settled in the Act of 1870, and though 
open to modifications of detail, muet remai i 
as the ba$ia on which the banking, and with 
it the general commercial prosperity of this 
country, U to 6e built up. A Bank, after the 
Act cornea into operation, can iseue bill» to 
the amount of its capital, and no more.

Since last review money has somewhat 
tightened owing to the huge importe which 
have been entered, much exceeding so far, 
any previous period. The total importa for 
January and February 1870, at Montreal, 
were $2,868,000, in 1871 $3,393,000, an in­
crease of $791,000. At Toronto the total 
importa for January and February thia year 
are $387,000 in excess of 1870, or over 80 
per cent ! These figure* are startling. If 
thia ratio of increase continues throughout 
the season, there will be trouble in Canada 
before many month» are over. Even if we 
have a harvest of extraordinary abundance 
which no one can venture to say there 
ie any ground to expect, such enormous im­
porta will «train the finances of the country 
to an uncomfortable degree ; but if the har­
vest ia a mere average, which ia more prob­
able than otherwise, then the country will be 
in the position of the man who has spent 
beyond hia means. Money will be very tight 
and bank accommodation restricted. There 
will be numerous failures, and confidence 
will be seriously shaken, and if, as we. 
earnestly hope may not be the case, the har­
vest is again deficient, there is every reason 
to fear that we shall have to face a crisis of 
disaster such as we knew in 1847 and 1867 
which will put back the country fur year,’ 
We would impress upon retailers who are 
buying stocks the necessity for guarding 
against thia contingency for their own takes. 
The store-keeper who bnye goods which he 
cannot pay for except from the proceeds of 
an unusually good harvest, ia little better 
than a gambler, staking on a great risk, 
property which ia not hia own. The mer­
chant who give^ong credit and offem temp­
tations to buyers is abetting a crime, the 
inevitable punishment of which he must share. 
Wo notice the same extraordinary expansion 
of Importa into New York. January and 
February they were much larger than in any 
preceding year, while the stocks in ware­
house are also very full. There ie this, 
however, to be said for the States, that last 
year the increased value of Exporte wee 
$45,000,000 gold, and of Importa only $12,- 
000,000, so that the baying power of the 
country was largely developed, while ours 
lest year was weakened.

A very heavy amount of engagements for 
payment» upon mortgagee due late in 1870, 
or early this year, are being carried over to 
next fall, from (he poor returns realised for 
crop*. Our sanguine importers would^do 
well to remember that wheu the puah comes 
these roust be paid, though their claims are 
left out in the cold.

In furnishing the usual return of the 
Banka, we would urge those in charge of 
these institution* to watch their advances

The item discounts, it will be seen, which 

has remained without material variation from 
November to end of January at about $72,-

The case against the Commercial Union 
was then proceed with, but owing to an ob­
jection raised in reference to some of the 
jurymen, it was thrown over to the next 
assizes.

In June 1670 <ieorge O. Wyllie effected an 
insurance in the Liverpool and London and Globe 
Insurance Comjiauy, to the ext** of $4,000 on 
whisker, 184 barrels in bond, and 63 barrels duty 
paid, all contained in a store Ionise in the village 
of Fetpus—the former in the basement apd the 
latter in the first story. A firqj occurred in the 
building early on Monday, the :22nd of August, 
which partially destroyed it, together with a por­
tion of its contents. About 61 barrels were saved 
from the bonded store. The Insured furnished 
the Company with a statement which he swore to— 
showing of the U3 barrels duty paid whiskey 19 
only had been sold between the 23rd June and 
28th July inclusive, and claiming for the value of 
the remainder, less the 61 barrels saved.

In an issue of 13th January last, in alluding to 
this case, we mentioned the fact, that a charge of 
perjury had been laid against Wyllie—that the 
charge had been examined intd by Mr. George 
Elliott, J. P., and that Wylliej had been com­
mitted for trial at the next assizes. We are in- 
formed that Wyllie was admitted to bail in$l,000.

The policy contained the following clause, “loss 
if any, payable to Wm. lioliefUon.” ffiirae- 
dlately after Wyllie's committal»—the Company 
having declined to pay the choira, Robertson 
commenced a suit in Wyllie's nmne. The case' 
was tried at the late assizes, at Guelph, before 
Mr. Justice Hagerty, and occupied nearly two 
days, Some fifty witnesses gave their evidemy.

It is impossible to give a fair summary of the 
statements sworu to l*y the different witnessed in 
a limited space ; but the Judges charge to the 
jury will pretty well indicate the facts in this Very 
complicated case.

The following is Judge Ilsgartp's charge :
QeiUhmrn of tike Jury,—As tiw counsel for the 

plaintiff in this case has told yon very correctly, 
Mr. Robertson is not responsible for what the 
plaintiff, Wyllie, may have done in defrauding 
the Government of its revenue by swearing to 
false returns, nor is he moral |jr responsible for 
any false swearing which Wyllie may have been 
guilty of in snpjiort of this claim against the In­
surance Company ; but, unfortunately for himself, 
Mr. Robertson "is legally responsible, so far as 
the amount of this claim is caticeniid, for any 
false swearing which Wyllie may have been guilty 
of in support of the claim against the Company. 
Wyllie was acting m some ,scu»e ns Robert son b 
trustée, the whiskey haying l>e« a insured for the 

1 alter s benefit, he having Advanced money to 
Wyllie ; and one of the comjititua of the policy 
very properly is, that if afi improper claim is 
rendered, the whole claim nrcopat vitiated. It 
does not matter who gave I thd evidence upon 
which the claim is founded^ if the evidence is 
false ; and if there is an attempt to defraud these

defendants the claim is vitiated. Now, the ques­
tion to be < ecided is. Has there been an attempt 
to commit rand t 1 need scarcely tell you that 
we have no hing to do with Wyllie's antecedents 
in this case or with his false returns to the Gov­
ernment, m admitted by himself, except so farts 
these facts effect the credibility of his testimony. 
But I must also tell yon that this Company had a 
perfect right to dispute this claim under the cir­
cumstances. The distillery was closed, no more 
liquor was being manufactured there, and yet tfce 
proprietor of the distillery was selling whiskey all 
about the country to different jetties, and it was 
therefore op wonder that the Company became 
suspicions. 1 have known very few instances in 
which n-sjA'table comjmnies have disputed claims 
upon frivolous pretexts, and I never knew a case 
where there were better grounds, in the first in­
stance, for a thorough investigation than this. 
The time which we hare spent here upon this 
case has been well spent ; and taking Wyllie’s 
very frank statement concerting his dishonest 
dealings with the Government—this franknehs 
being the si igle commendable feature in his con­
duct—1 mu it say that a more sickening detail pt 
disgusting 1 localities was never more unblnshingly 
told in a wi BOSS box ; and I hope, without any 
reference td this esse, that some means of con- 
dignly punishing' such conduct will be found. I 
do hope and believe the arm of the law is not so 
weak as to be unable to reach and punish such a 
man.

There appears to hare been two separate "lots 
of Whiskey ftored in these premises which were 
destroyed by fire. They were under one roof ; 
that in the npiier story, which is called the store­
house, being duty paid, and that in the lower or 
cellar part of the building, called the bonded ware­
house, being in lnrod, owing duty to the*Govern­
ment, and being under the cliaroe of Government 
officers. There is no proof of abstraction from 
the warehouse, the question being about the 
whiskey stored above. There were sixty-three 
barrels of whiskey upstairs in the storehouse, duty 
paid, and Robertson, being a large creditor of 
Wyllie's, the whiskey was insured for his benefit 
Tire Company do not dispute the quantity in the 
place u|*on toe 14th of June, when the lolivy was 
effected ; that is granted ; but the real pinch of 
the case is, that the defendants allege that be­
tween the 14th of June and the time of the tire 
there were more lwrrrls of whiskey removed than 
the nineteen which the plaintiff-accounted for to 
them. If: Wyllie’s affidavit in support of his 
claim agnigist the Company has so fsr differed 
from nuujl of his previous oaths as to be true, 
then the verdict mn.st be for the plaintiff ; but if 
hit affidavit is like his affidavits to the returns to 
Government, false, theft the verdict must be for 
the defendants. Rolwrtson testifies thar he visit­
ed the premises on the Friday liefore the fire, and 
found, by Tactual count, that the full number 
of barrels, minus the nineteen accounted for, were 
there. If this is true, it disposes of the previous 
evidence, mid narrows the case down to the ques­
tion as to whether there were any barrels taken 
away duriiag the time which elapsed between bis 
visit on Friday and the occurrence of the fire, 
early on Monday morning. If Robertson's testi­
mony is to be accepted, it clean away a good deal 
of the previous joints, and narrows the case down 
to this issup. Now, 1 will tint endeavor to bring 
out, for yoer benefit, the leading fact* of the testi­
mony. Simpson sweanthat he and his teamster, 
Wilkie, took away six barrels, and that, accord­
ing to his judgment, there could not have Iwen 
more then nineteen or twenty barrels remaining. 
This was on the 2nd of August. If Simjwon took 
these six barrels, Wyllie's testimony is false, 
for he sticks most emphatically to the statement 
that the luit sale which he made was on the 28th 
of July. A great deal has been said about Simp­
son by tie counsel on both sides, lion. J. H. 
Cameron j inducing his letter to Forbes, end con­
tending tl*t the man who wrote that letter was 
unworthy fcf credence. It has also been said that

Simpson had an interest in sustaining the case of 
the defendants, as he thereby hoped to escape 
from his responsibility to the Government as 
Wyllie's security. On the other hand, the Hon. 
M. C. Cameron has told yon that Simpson wrote 
wh.it he believed to be the truth. 1 consider it, 
st least, to have been a very reckless way of talk­
ing. But does Simpson stand unsupported in his 
testimony ! Wilkie was in Simrsun’s emjdoy- 
ment, and corroborate* the latter s statement as 
to haring removed the six barrels on the 1st or 
2nd of August. Watt admits having received 
whiskey upon that date, but there ia a discrepancy 
as to the hour. In this ease it is most singular 
that the witnesses differ aliout almost everything. 
Wilkie say* that he delivered the whiskey to 
Watt after six o'clock in the evening, and Watt 
says be received it in the afternoon just after din­
ner. But the question is as to the main fact, 
which is the date. The testimony of these wit­
nesses doss not conflict ujwn this point, and if 
that testimony is true, it ia evident that there was 
liquor sold odtt of that storehouse after the 28th of 
July. Dalxell told ns yesterday that shortly be­
fore the fire, he drew five barrels of whiskey from 
the storehouse ; but this morning he came back 
to correct himself, by saying that he had made a 
mistake, as he had drawn it from the distillery. 
Unless he is an excessively stupid man, his cor­
rection is open to auspicidh. This 1 will, of 
course, leave you to consider. Gotind tells ns of 
different lots of whiskey which he drew to different 
J«rties, and the plaintiff’s theory is that ^hese 
were part of the nineteen barrel»sold and account­
ed for up to the 28th of July. Go land also mys 
that Simjwon offered him, or jiroraised, $2,000 to 
testify against the plaintiff ; but Simpson says 
this is a lie. Murdoch Smith says that oa the 
Friday before the fire he saw Donald Smith s 
team backed up against the storehouse, with bar­
rels in the waggon. This was tbs nriuwton was* 
which Donald Smith's team was lwetowed ; but 
the boy McQuarry, who sew the team borrowed, 
say* it was Saturday night Anderson sew whis­
key loaded at the storehouse on the 17th August 
and Armstrong saw a team at the store bo nee, with 
barrels, the Saturday night before the fire. Against 
all this we have Wyllie’s testimony that nothing 
was taken away after the 28th July, and Robert­
son’s statement of having counted the barrels on 
Friday, though if any were removed on Friday or 
Saturday night, it would, of course, be subsequent 
to the counting by Robert sou. Wyllie"» conver­
sation with Mr. Gordon, as reported by the latter, 
cencerning the j>m|«o«-d removal of the whiskey, 
is, denied Y.v Wyllie ; his reply to dete<*ivr Smith, 
wlirui he knew'to be 1 detective, to the effect that 
he had made sway with the whiskey, is such an 
imjmibeVie-looking affair, that it must be regard­
ed only as s jest Now the case -is narrowed 
down to this : The defendants allege that after 
the 14th of June, there waa removed a quantity 
of whiskey not accounted for in the return of 
nineteen barrels, while, according to Wyllie and 
Robertson, no liquor, except those nineteen bar­
rels, was sold up to the 28th July, after which 
none was sold or removed. Other witnesses swear 
that liquor was removed juvrious to the fire, dur­
ing the month of August. The case turn» npon 
the question of fraud or faffie swearing in the 
affidavit made liy Wyllie in Support of the claim 
against the Insurance Company. Altogether, the 
revelations in regard to this business are most de­
plorable. Whiskey U doing great evil all over 
the country, occasioning all aorta of crime ; but 
in this instance it appear* to have degraded men 
very low, making them perjure themselves in 
„nler to gain advantage over the Cor. rament. 
The Government takes every jrevsutioa to pre­
vent these frauds, and yet this caae reveal, a 
frightful tissue of frauds. The attempt was made 
elsewhere to jiut down the liquor traffic altogether, 
hut it was a question if even that did not produce 
more perjury and fraud than the taxing at it for 
revenue j-urpoera. One of the strange fmtunrs of 
this cue# is that the defrn. tints endeavor to make



the plaintiff out an honest er man than he claims 
to Iw. The defendants’ witness. Hanlon, who 
was the plaintiff's distiller, swears that he does 
not believe that the plaintiff defrauded the Gov­
ernment to the extent which the latter claims to 
have done, and that it was impossible for so much 
whiskey to have been taken asray from the dis­
tillery at night and stored around the country 
without arousing his (Hanlon’s) suspicions. The 
issue is, gentlemen of the jury. Has Wyllie sworn 
falsely in support of the claim against this Insu­
rance" Com pan y » If he has, you will find foi the 
defendants ; if he has not, you will find for the 
plaintiff.

GOLD MINING IN NOVA SCOTIA.

The following is from the official report of the 
chief commissioner of mines for 1870. The net 
revenue exceeds that of the previous year by the 
sum of $4,616.76, there being an increase of re­
venue of $2,966.0», and a decrease of expenditure 
of $1,650.67. This may appear to some to be 
but a small addition, but when it is known that 
there has been an increase of $1<\456.74 royally 
on coal, and $1,183 40 royalty on gold, it show- 
a much more healthy state of the mining in teles' 
than in 1869. The accounts that shows deurense 
are : Kents and prospecting licenses for gold, 
and licensee to search and work for coal, which 
are yet much too large, as they are mostly kept 
up by peculators, and by parties holding mines 
that are not now at work. There are many reasons 
for this, hut the principal one is, the mode ol 
forming companies. The com piny is formed; the 
crock lui),000 shares, at $1 per share. Tuese are 
sold for a few cents, and when a call is made the 
money is not forthcoming, and the property has 
to be sold to pay the debts. Speculating baa also 
been very detrimental to the mining interests, as 
new there are s nnmlwr of paying mines (judging 
f: oui rétama) that are not working, from the want 
of means te put up necessary machinery, etc., 
there having been so many worthless prop nies 
•old that capitalists are afraid to have anj thing 
to do with them. 1 do not expect, neither do 1 
wish to see a return of the mania of 1867 and 
1863 ; what 1 except, and what I wish, is to See 
a steady increase of royalty, and the rente and 
licenses only sufficient to keep up legitimate mill­
ing. Any uiore is prejfidi .’ial to the ruining in­
terest of the Province, which interest, »s the coat 
of treatment is reduced, and better modes of min­
ing and amalgamating introduced, must grow to 
be a very large and important one. It has been 
said by one well qualified to judge that, "taking 
into copsideration the mode of mining and 
am ilgamating jwirau'jd in this Province, the 
wonder is not that the mines are in a depressed 
state, but'fiat any are at work, and it is only 
from their extraoninary richness that there are 
any at work." The above remarks more par­
ticularly apply to gold miniug. As for the coal 
mines, there are a number so well equipped that 
they would be a credit to any country, and could 
now supply any demand that will likely be made 
on them for some years.

lot*. The result of trade sale for account of 
Messrs. Crimp, Torrance» k Co., is not known at 
time of writing. Tobaeco—The market ia a little 
easier for bright aorta which may now be quoted 
down to 35c.

Hardware.—There has lwen a good many 
orders booked during the past week, priucipally, 
however, for apn<|rs end shovels and for nails, 
which article» lwse become a neceaity throughout 
the country. There is no change, whatever, to 
note in prices. The importa for March were of 
hardware, #17,8oj mil of iron paying 5 per cent., 
$5,804, as against $13,732 and $ô,34J for the cor­
responding month of 1870.

Hide* and Skins.—Hide» are unchanged in 
price. Receipt» continue fair, with a not very 
brisk demand. Several lota of western offering at 
prices which prevent any advance in domestic. 
Sheepskins come |n pretty fairly, and are in ac­
tive demand, all hmving finding ready aile -at 
advancing prices. Calftkim—Are in increasing 
supply but meet a goo l demand at higher price» 
than have been Recently paid, green being now 
taken at 12c.; cu*d are unchanged.

Leather.—The market has lwen more active 
during the peat f* days, and prices are firm for 
all kinds of desirjlile slot k, with the exception 
of Canadian calf, stocks of which have been gradu­
ally accumulating, and which is now a alow sale. 
French calf scarce and firm.

Paints an» Oils__ A fair amount of business,
prices entirely without change.

Petroleum.—Trade very dull. No further 
change in price».

Produce.—There haa lwen little change in Uu 
grain and breadstulfs market since last week, al­
though price» generally are very firm, and in some 
instances an advance on previous rate* haa been 
obtained. Fhmr— the market tywoel quiet, with, 
sellers at $5.80 to $5.85, and no buyers for in­
vestment over $4 60 ; single hundred» taken at 
$5.75 to $5.80 lor local consumption. Under 
favorable advices" from Kngland toe market be­
came somewhat firmer, and buyers were reported 
to have offered $$.80 for aufwrfinc without result.

A car of 
deihl sold at $1.35, f.o.b., at Oakville. Spring 
is held at $1.40, with buyers offering $1.35, and 
no aalea reported.

75,370 bnihela "fall, and 61,801 buabela spring. 
Barley— the demand haa been gradually improv­
ing under the influence of small receipt» and 
stocks reduced bv shipment of several cargoes 
across the lake. Tew transactions, however, have 
taken place, ao far as made publie, although some 
round lota are believed to have changed hands at 
outside figures. At the close hoi.1er» were firm 
at 70c. to 72c. for No. 1 in store, with buy*» at 
69c. to Tic. ; receipts. « farmers' waggons, being 
taken iirincipally at 70c. No, 2 ia Hfld at 62c. to 
64c. in stores, with a sale of one lot at 66c. on the 
cars, equal to about 64c. iu store. In store, on 
the 31st ult, 70,311 bushel». Out»—the market 
haa bem inactive, hut prices have been pretty 
well maintained at about 51c. to 64c., holders at 
the close offering at 621c. for car lota on the 
track, and buyers at 51r. to 52c. In store on the 
Slat ult 34,952 bus. Pent—There baa been very 
little doing, holders askityt 90c in store and 
f. o. b., about 5c above the views of buyer», who 
do not seem inclined to increase their offers, even 
under the influence of an advance #f la. per qr. in 
the Liverpool markets. No transactions con­
sequently have taken place except in a retail way.

OIL MATTERS AT PETROLIA.

From oar Owe Corrvspoadeal )
Peteoua, April 3, 1871.

During the first pert of last week, crude oil was 
held firm at rather advanced rates, but toward» 
the close the market showed symptoms of decline, 
and from five to ten cents les» per barrel waa ac­
cepted for some prime lota. The pro. 1 action of 
crude for the list week waa in excess of the week 
previous, and ia estimated at about 1,000 barrels 
per day. The ahipmeuts have been decidedly 
lesa,lbeing only some 16 to 18 cars per day.

The large still ia in full blast, and Englrhart 
k Ca are still actively engaged in shipping for 
export, though the New York market ia rather 
again*! them at present.

The McMillan wall haa not proved a large one, 
but may be called e good eight-barrel well The 
Hyde well hae not yet been fairly tried. Thera 
are several wells going down in the vicinity of the 
old Ironsides (Parson's well), but as yet none of 
them are finished.

There have been no sales of territory to note 
this week, end oil lands have not been mock en­
quired after. The sales of oil have been merely 
to supply immediate demanda, and matters at 
present are rather at a stand-still, the flattening 
of the market being the cause.

Perfect assn ram e that a company has, securely Invested 
and in entirely safe keeping, the amount which, by the 
legal standard, will be sufficient to meet Its liabilities, is 
about thr highest security which can reasonably be ex­
pected. This assurance would seem to be fairly the result 
of the registered policy system. It certainly removes all 
question as to the amount of a company's reserve fund 
being made up of fictitious items, or assets which look 
huge oo paper, but tail to meet expectations when wanted 
to pay losses. There are but few of our non-registering 
romienles but which credit themselves with items of assets 
to make up the required reserve, whisk would be entirely 
unavailable as » deposit under the registered policy sys­
tem. There are many who believe that this system should 
ta made compulsory ; that the public interests demand 
that the Legislature should provide this protection to 
those interested In life Insurance. The Superintendent, 
however, in this, m In other particulars. Is Inclined to 
think It the better policy to leave both insurer and in­
sured unrestricted by law to the widest possible degree 
compatible with ultimate security, t] iuveettaatiou dis­
closes lk"t rest jo sics ere sol honestly and faithfully reserv­
ing assefs to as a stow at and of a character adequate to meet 
their ultimate liabiktiee, a remedy trill very likely he pro­
vided by the Leqielatart compelling Ike adoption of this 
system.—Hou.
