Montreal the investors will give these
factors in the proposition that weight
due to them which at present they are
not inclined to accord.

It may be said to be extremely
flourishing; a few months ago the value
of a seat there was but nominal, whereas
the most recent seat sold fetched $2,000.

The winter in Montreal has been fairly
severe. ' An excessive amount of snow has
fallen; upwards of $100,000 being spent
in keeping the streets clear. The city has
been pretty dull, and about the only ex-
citement was the parade of the Strathcona
horse a few weeks since. There was much
enthusiasm displayed over the reception
of the volunteers. They paraded through
the streets, without their mounts, on
a bitterly bleak day through knee deep
slush and snow. The only one of the
Strathcona’s who got ahead of his com-
rades was Daniel Dickinson, of this city,
who, getting leave, was in Montreal two
days ahead of the rest, and was a very
marked and much courted personage in
consequence.

THE CONTRACT SYSTEM .

An escort of the household cavalry lent
picturesqueness ‘ to the royal procession.
.the shops and houses in the main thor-
oughfares were plentifully decorated with
flags and bunting, and Her Majesty was
received with great enthusiasm throughout
her drive. The weather was splendid,
and the brilliant sunshine and vari-color-
ed decorations gave the city quite a carni-
val appearance. Thousands of people
gathered from early morning and lined the
route thickly. The throngs about O’Con-
nell street, Sackville street and College
(Green were enormous. Sackville street pre-
sented: a particularly striking spectacle.
Handsome Venetian masts in the centre
of this most imposing thoroughfare di-
viddd it into two avenues, and the royal
procession passed under an almost un-
broken canopy of leviathan flags, gorgeous
banners and vari-colored festoons of flow-
ers and evergreens.

This was: ““That oo per-
sons who are not citizens of tne nited
States or who, prior to na'kng locatien,
had not legally declared their iniention
to become such, shall be p 'rmx_*.tu:\l to lo-
cate, hold or convey min:ng claims 1o sard
district of Alaska, nor shall any tile to
a mining claim acquired by location or
purchase through any such person or per-
sons be legal.” i

It was developed that some 1nning
claims had been located az Cape Ncome
by Laplanders who had gon: 12 Alaska
on the relief expedition {5 taike care of a
herd of reindeer. It was stated that some
of these Laplanders had 1aad2 applica-
tion to become American citizens Leiore
the United States commissiva s o Aies
ka. They located claims in the Cape Nome
district, and disposed of them later.

Mr. Stewart protested against the adop-
tion of the amendment. He said that one
C. D. Lane had acquired some Cape Nome
claims from the Laplanders who had lo-
cated them, and had expended upon them
apbout $300,000. Should the ameéndment
be adopted, he said, Mr. Lane would lose
not only the claims, but all he had invest-
ed in them. Subsequently to the locdtion
by the Laplanders, the claims were re-
located by other miners who now claim
possession of them. The adoption of the
amendment, it was said, would give the
claims to the re-locators.

Mr. Teller held that the Laplanders
had an undoubted right to the claims they
had ldcated.

Mr. Daniel (Virginia) opposed the
amendment. Mr. Hansbrough said the
Laplanders had located from 1,000 o 2,000,
acres. of placer claimson the various
creeks in the district. They were not
Zumerican citizens, but later on American
citizens did arrive in the district, and,
finding all the richest claims located by
aunens they re-located-them. As Ameri-
cand citizens, they wanted their rights.

So far as he was personally concern-
ed, Mr. Hansbrough said he had no in-
terest in the claims, direct or indirect,
contigent or remote.

THIRST ON THE VELDT.

A Soldier’s Hot Day in the Fight With

the Boers. GUERILLA WARFARE.
The Boers Roaming About in Strong Di-

visions and Looting.

London, March 31.—Everybody remem-
bers the famous picture of thirst, which
portrays the gaunt, half-starved lion in
the midst of the desert lapping up the few
remaining drops of an impoverished pool.
But - the correspondent in the Evening
Post tells us that though the British sol-
dier “has thirsted in the thirstiest corn-
ers of the earth,” he admits the veldt to
be a fresh experience. Aden, India, Eg-
ypt, the Soudan, but here is something,
not hotter, not drier, not dustier, but less
endurable. Men who have lived iu” Kim-
berly, Johannesburg, Bloemfontein ani
Natal are only now, while campaigning,
acquiring the experience. The army with
its incessant tramping and the ceaseless
fog and dust that hangs about its camps,
and to that must be added the compul-
sory life in the sun, the sun at its hottest,
driest hours, the entire absence of shade,
tne parching suction of the sand, all con-
tribute. to the effect on the men. Here
one knows by tired limbs the weight of
what one drinks, the thought of water
flowing through pipes seems a dream of
paradise. And such water—water through
which one could see, which left no mud
at the bottom of the mug and did not
stain what it was spilt on. One rememb-
ers that in ¥ngland they analyse that kind
of wonder. At Ramdaram there was a
big pond,what was left of a moisture dam.
The water was very shallow, but the mud
was black and deep. Omne sank to' the
knees if one tried to walk, and sat gent-
ly, half in mud and half in brown syrup,
and thanked God for water. One rose
from it with the green leeches hanging
about one’s body like bits of sea weed,
and with a sprinkling of other less-known
insects.

Horses looked askance at that pool,
but the ‘men drank of it greedily pand
drank of it where the horses’ hoofs had
churned it into a blackish green liquor,
thick as syrup. Let every one who turns
today a water tap in England give a
thought to those who are dropping buckets
in South Africa, and be grateful for am
exceeding privilege.

Maseru, April 7.—The Boers, who were
massed last week near Ladybrand to the
number of 10,000, after seizing Thaba
Nchu and the Modder river water works,
broke up into strong divisions, and they
are now raiding the south of the Free
State, re-occupying the small towns which
were evacuated by the British. The
Boers’ policy seems to be to make rapid
movements with little transport, looting
English storekeepers freely for provis-
ions and cutting the communications of
the British forces.

General Brabant’s colonials are mostly
at Wepener. They are a splendid force,
capable of great striking power, and used
to cross country riding, and are able to
deal roughly with the Boer commandos
roaming about the ecountry. A squadron
of Brabant’s horse captured 400 rifles near
wwepener. His outposts are reported to be
in touch with the Boers and a fight is re-
garded as imminent .

Persistent reports.are being circulated
that the Boers are preparing to retake the
british position at Wepener ,and thus to
secure entrance into Basutoland. Such
an attempt will be resisted by the Ba-
sutoland government which is believed to
have ‘made every preparation. - .

Meanwhile the approach of armies to
Basutoland produces much excitement
among the natives, necessitating the ut
most vigilance on the part of the local
officials.

THE CHARTER AGAIN REFUSED.

The railway comnmiittee of the House of
Commons by a large vote yesterday de-
cided that the charter to the Kettle River
Valley Railway company should be re-
fused. This is the third time that the
people of this country have applied to
Parliament for redress against an evil
which is sapping the vital interests of the
community and the third time that their
appeal has been denied. At the meeting
of the railway commitee yesterday Mr.
Shaughnessy, the president of the C. P. R.,
appeared and gave his reasons why a
charter should not be granted the rival
company. His ery all through his plead-
ing was that the C. P. R. should bé given
a free hand. What the people of British
Columbia, and what especially the people
of the Boundary district understand
when ‘the C. P. R. makes such an appeal,
is unlimited power to oppress, unlimit-
ed power to rob -and unlimited
power to betray, and by their
action in agreeing to the demands of Mr,
Shaughnessy, the members of the railway
committee have indicated their willing-
ness to connive at all attempts of the rail-
people of
this country. How much each individual

way corporation to fleece the

member of the railway committee who
voted against the granting of the charter
put in his poeket as a bribe for the ac-
tion he took, cou'd only be surmised after a
perzonal "acquaintance with the members.
That every one of them wag bought and
sold there is' not a disinterested person in
the Dominion who will not bzlieve.

The fact that Mr. Blair, the min ster of
railways, made a strong spech in favor of
the bill, and cited irrefutable reasons why
it should be carried, does not acquit the
government of complicity in the strangu-
lation of the interests of the people of this
district, does not acquit them of being a
party to the job by which the C. P. R. is
to retain its monopoly of the transport-
ation business into_and out of the Boun-
dary country. The railway committee
possesses a majority of Liberals, and it
was the Liberals who defeated the ap-
plication. Had the government informed
its supporters that the bill was to carry
there would have been no question of its
adoption. There is no doubt, therefore,
that it was the Liberals, that it is govern-
ernment that is responsible for the de-
feat of this measure which was calculated
to bring so much relief to this country.
There is no doubt now that where the
interests of the C. P. R. are concerned
the government of Sir Wilfrid Laurier is
quite as much under dictation as ever was
that of Sir John Macdonald or those of
the Conservative premiers who succeeded
him. All the feigned frankness of Hon.
Mr. Blair will not hide from the country
the cowardice of the administration, nor
will the people here or in any part of the
Dominion, acquit- the Liberal government
of the most dastardly betrayal of theéir
duty in regard to this portion of the Do-
minion. That they can ‘afford to overlook
it ‘because it has not a large Parliamen-
tary representation may be true enough,
but the people here will #émember when
the time comes that they were sold by
Ahose whom they trusted to protect them

=zand were handed over without any hope of
.relief to a corporation which it was known
-would bleed them to the last drop in their
-veins. Nobody expected anything else
from Sir Charles Tupper than that he
should stand out for the interests of the
C. P. R. to the neglect of everything else.
His own party organ, when it broke loose
from the trammels which for so long had
bound it, termed him the great political
cracksman of Canada, and he has well
earned the title which was then given
him. Everybody knows that he is the
.sworn bondsman of tife C. P. R., and noth-
ding could be expected of him but conduct
such as this which "has all along gained
him his dishonorable bread. But from the
patriotic Laurier something better was
expected, and nothing worse could have
been realized. Everybody understands the
power of the C. P. R., but it is hard for
the people to believe that their chos-
en representatives, sent to frame laws and
administer the affairs of the country, go
to Ottawa for the purpose of accepting
and pocketing with complacent infamy
the bribes of a corporation which steals
from the people the money to-corrupt ite
legislators. And yet this is actually the
case. We are quite assured that the C. P.
R. has not in any way depleted its treas-
ury by the amount of money it has
squandered in the defeat of this
bill. Mr. Shaughnessy and Mr. Van
Horne have a long and intima‘e acquaint-
ance with Canadian legislators, and by |
this time they have realized that most of |
them come cheap. But what we would
like to know is why the development amnd

prosperity of tbis country should be burk-
ed simply because the C. P: R. is able to
expend a few, a very few, thousand dol-
lats in- buying members of parliament
and in exercising its dominating influence
over a government which has done so
much to advance Imperial ‘nters:s and
which ‘so shamefully neglects its own ‘n-
ternal affairs.

Smith and
Clute, was adhered to. In con:equence of
the result arrived at, there is mo doubt
the relations between - capital and labor,
strained as it has been for a time, will
from this time forth, be harmonious. We
may expect now to see development work
in the Rossland mines pro:cuted with an
activity not and the

Too much praise cannot bz given to those
who assisted in the matter and acted as
mediators. To the Honorable Minister of
Mines, the Hon. Dominion Labor Com-
missioner, and the member of the provin-
cial Parliament from Nanaimo is due-in
a large measure the settlement of the dis-
pute. ¥hey worked early and late and
put forth all their powers in the right di-
rection, and used them so well, so intel-
ligently and so impartially as to win the
confidence of both sides. This was half
the battle, for as soon as confidence was
established a settlement was certain.' They
are, therefore, entitled to an overflowing
measure of credit for what they have done.
It is certain, too, that no other individ-
uals in the Dominion - could have .done
any better than they.

1t is believed that the agreement reach-
ed is a sound and enduring one, and that
such trouble will. never again arise be-
tween labor and capita.l in the Rossland
camp. This is possible as long as the
spirit, of confidence which. now prevails
continues, and so long as each side feels
that the one is doing its level best for
the other. Confidence has been estab-
lished, and let it long abide with us, for
it is the basic principle of all the profit-
able, pleasant and enduring relations be-
tween men.

LIBERAL CONVENTION.

The accounts of the proceedings at the
provincial Liberal convention now in ses-
sion in Vancouver make very interesting
and lively reading, but we should imagine
toat they will scarcely be pleasing to the
loyal members of the party throughout the
province. The deliberations evidently do
not, partake of the dignified ~character
which we should expect from a body of
men assembled together to consider the
best interests of their party and inciden-
tally the best interests of the province.
The delegates seem to have been selected
on altogether wrong lines and the conven-
tion is one that is unalterably divided
against itself. How the result of the de-
liberations of such a conclave can be re-
garded seriously by the people at large we
dre unable to see. Mr. Joseph Martin
would seem to have succeeded, if the re-
ports are at all accurate in practically’
packing the convention, and his astute-
ness in having the credential committee
composed principally of his followers will
enable him to still further eliminate those
who are opposed to him. A convention
so constituted, however, will have little
credit and small influenee in the province.
If the kmowledge becomes general that he
set himself deliberately to strangle the
real voice of the party and have himself
nominated by a cliqgue he will certainly
suffer from it at the polls. The liberal
electors, whe are anxious for fair dealing
and good government will not trust a man
who has resorted to such means of reha-
bilitating himself and a eonsiderable por-
tion of the Liberal electorate will un-
doubtedly go over to the eoppoments of
the Martin eandidates whether they be
Conservatives or non-party men. At any
rate the convention does mot seem to be
conducted on lines whieh will win the_con-
fidence of the party and any action which
it may take will very likely be regarded
with ridicule.

BOUNDARY IS INDIGNANT.

From a gentleman who arrived from the
Boundary Creek country last evening it
was learned that the people there are
most indignant over the defeat of the Ket-
tle River Railway charter in the Do-
minion legislature. It is not to be won-
dered that a people who are so completely
in the power of the railway monopély
should feel irritated at the affront put
upon them by the federal legislature. This
is the third gim’e that their petition for

this charter has been denied, and in each
instance it was due to the baneful influ-
ence of the railway which is seeking to
monopolize all the inland carrying trade
of Canada and which does mot ~care a
button for the interests of the people any-
where so long as it is given the power to
charge them what it pleases. The Boun-
dary people feel that they have a right-
eous grievance and a grave one, too, over
the complacent way in which they have
been sold out and turned over to the
tender mercies of the C. P. R. to be hand-
led as its minions see fit and to the end
that the utmost penny in the way of
freights and fares may be wrung from
them and put into the big dividend bag
of the company, and all this, too, because
Mpr. Shaughnessy wanted a “free hand” in
their country. Is it any wonder, under
the circumstances, that a people who
know perfectly well what they want
which is a competing railway, after their
modest petition has been refused ' three
times should, in their natural indignation,
look about them and endeawvor to find
some meané of relief? This, they say,
may be obtained under the tramway act,
and a road of this kind may be built to
the international boundary line to con-
nect here with an American railway.

Very naturally the long-suffering people
of the Boundary Creek country are ask-
ing themselves by what right the federal
legislature has refused to grant them the
privilege which they seek. They con-
sider that in refusing ‘their petition the
legislators have not only done them a
grievious wrong, but have done something
for which there is not the slightest possi-
ble justification. Was it, they say, for the
perpetration of such wrongs that British
Columbia became part and parcel of the
Dominion of Canada?

It would seem that some means should
be found for getting around the very rep-
rehensible action of the federal legislature,
and now that the people of the Boundary
country fully understand that they can-
not expect even commion justice from its
hands, they should be able to obtain such
concessions from the provincial govern-
ment as will enable them to secure a com-
peting railway. In order that this may
be done the people who have been s0
badly treated should exhaust evely legal
expedient, and a way surely will be found
to defeat the selfishness and the rapacity
of the existing railway monopoly.

]
CONSERVATIVE CONVENTION.
The Conservative convention for the
purpose of selecting a candidate for this
riding will be held here on Tuesday, and
already most of the delegates from the
various parts ot the constifuency have
been appointed. In a majority of cases
they are men who are very well known,
and are men of standing and reputation
in the localities in which they live. Every-
thing, therefore gives promise that the
meeting will be a most harmonious one,
and that the delegates will exercise care
and judgment in the choice of & stand-
ard bearer for their party. No deubt the
great majority at least will display an
anxiety to bring out a man who will have
the best interests of the district at heart
and ‘who will not be a party man in pref-
erence to everything else. At the present
stage of the country’s development it is
absolutely essential that the representa-
tive from this riding should have the
strongest possible interest in its progress
and prosperity and an intimate acquaint-
ance with its needs. The selection of a
man who is fast bound to the fortunes of
his party and who would not be prepared

threatened legislation inimical to the min-
ing industry of the district, would be the
gravest kind of a mistake. It would mean
that the convention had given its voice in
favor of doubtful legislation in which the
interest of every resident of the country
might be jeapordized. Liberals as well as
Conservatives. will honestly hope that the
conduct of this convention will be in
strong contrast to the disgraceful condition
of things which obtained in the reform
conclave just held at Vancouver. If there
is to be a threecornered fight in the
Rossland riding every good citizen. will be
desirous of seeing the best men possible
put in the field and those who are sin-
cerely anxious for the advancement of the
country’s interests will ploll their votes
irrespective of party affiliations.

GOING INTO THE FIELD.

Those who staked claims last year or
previous to that time and those who hope
to find valuable locations during the pres-
ent season are getting out into the hills.
The former will begin the work of do-
ing assessment work and perhaps do more
than that and endeavor to demonstra‘:,
in a measure, the worth of their proper-
ties. Even in the oldest districts there
is considerable ground that may be said
to be hardly explored as yet. Many of
the prospectors are going to Burnt Ba-
sin, to the Similkameen, to the Lardeau,
to East Kootenay and to the Boun-
dary section. From a gentleman, who
recently returned from the Pend d’Oreille
section, it is learned that, in his opin-.
ion, it offers a fine field for the prospec-
tor because only the most accessible por-
tions have been run over, and that very
little systematic prospecting has been
done there. It is a country, which, he de-
clares, has all the earmarks of a promis-
ing mining region.

From talks had with those who are going
into the field it is learned that the gen-
eral intention is not to cover so much ter-

ritory as on former occasions, but rather

to throw off its trammels, in case of,

to thoroughly explore small sections, as it
is their impression that better results can
be obtained in this way. This seems to
be a sensible idea, for often the prospec-
tor who covers a large area does il so
hurriedly that he probably often over-
looks, by the very reason of his haste. lo-
cations of value. Usually the only finds
made by the man who is hurrying over &
country at breakneck speed are ledgcs
where the outeropings are so large and
well defined that he cannot pass withou!
seeing them. Finds of this sort are iufre-
quent, however, and it is only by es'reme
good luck that they .are encounterxd. In
prospecting, like a great many other
things, the adage of “the more hurry
the less speed” is applicable, and should
be borne in mind by he who wish-s to
make valuable locations.

Take the Trail creek division in its early
history, from 1894 till the end of 1397,
for instance. ' A great many locitioas were
made, and a majority were in the imme-
diate vicinity of this city, where there was
but little ground, with even a stringer
of a showing, but what was staked.

We firmly believe that notwithstanding
the fact that the entire division Was ove.-
run during he -years mentioned by a ver
itable army of prospectors, that for many
years to come new discoveries will con-
tinue to be made by lucky prospectors,
and that these will be made outside o
the large number of prospects which e
already beeen staked. The same is true
of the other divisions of East and Weat
Kootenay and Yale. This will be because
the prospector of the future will go into
the most inacessible places, where it is
difficult to reach. The pioneer at pros-
pecting, in a new section, finds his way
usually into the portions that are easily
accessible, while those who come .after
.am are compelled to go into parts which
are hard to reach for the very reason
that everything in the parts to be got into
with but little trouble have been located.

It is evident from earliness of the sea-
son this year that the prospector - will
have at least a month or perhaps six
weeks’ longer stay in the field than last
year. This will, of course, increase his
chances of success. It, therefore, seems
palpable that the season of 1900 will wit-
ness a larger number of finds than were
made in ‘1899 when the season was late
and when disagreeable weather, rains and
occasional flurries of snow contihued dur-
ing the greater portion of the open sea-
son and as a consequence greatly ham-
pered the work of the prospector.

Taken in conjunction with the Very serious
mistakes, or worse, charged against the
civic administration in two previous com-
munications appearing in this paper, the
arraignment made in the present letter
ought to arouse the citizens to a sense of
the danger they incur by their lax interest
in the city’s affairs,

GROWTH OF ENGLISH LANGUAGE.

The English language was spoken in 1801
by 20 520,000  people, and in 1890 the num-
ber had reached 111,100,000. The French
language was used in conversation in 1801
by 31,450,000, and this number had in-
creased to 51,200,000‘ in 1890. German was
talked by 30,320,000 in 1801, and in 1890
this number had reached 75,200,000. Ital-
fan was used by 15,070,000 people in 1801,
and the number had got up to 33,400,000
in 18%). These estimates were made by
Mulhall in 1891, and: exhibit the wonder-
ful growth of the English Tanguage in 90
years. Another authority estimated the
number speaking the English language in'
1895, at over 124,130,000. English is fast
Fbecoming the polite language ' all over
Europe and in Asia. It is estimated that
in ‘the east 18,000,000 Hindoos, Moham-
medans, Buddhists and others speak and
read English. In this conneetion it is
interesting to note that the Chinese min-
ister to Waishington, in a recent address
delivered at Philadelphia, said that at all
the trade centers of the East the English
language held a place in the ' counting
room and school such as no other language
could claim. “Chinese, Japanese, Ger-
mans, Russians and Frenchmen alike,”
he said, “make use of it in their business
offices, in their clubs and in their family
circles. In short, it may be called the
commercial language of the Orient.”

As large as has been the increase in the
past century, we believe that it will be
'small when compared with the augment-
ation in the number who will be added to
those who speak English in the coming
one hundred years. This will be so be-
cause the outlook for the new century was
never more promising for those who speak
this growing language. The British race,
by reason of great wealth, growing influ-
ence and the large extent of country over
which it has acquired sovereignty, will

from which the citizens are at present

naturally double mamy times it advant-
ages. With this there should naturally
come a large increase in the British popu-
tion. This should logically tend to a
greater dominance of the British people
and thus should come an increase in the
number of the other races who will speak
English. It ls hardiy safe to guess the
number, but it seems within the range of
possibilities that 400,000,000 will speak
tnglish within the next century.

CHOICE OF THE CONVENTION.

The result of the Conservative conven-
tion which was held yesterday, will un-
doubtedly be received with favor by the
people of this constituency in general, be-
cause, as we said yesterday, those among
the electors who may not vote for Mr.
Mackintosh, will yet have the assurance
that .if their own candidate is not elected
the constituency will at least have a good
representative. The unanimity of senti-
ment expressed at the convention and at
the public meeting subsequently held, was
an indication of the high esteem in which
the candidate is held, not only in Ross-
land,but in the Boundary country, of- the
confidence felt in him by the various class-
es of the community, and the belief that
the district as a whole will have its in-
terest well look after by Mr. Mackintosh
if he is elected to the assembly. It was
a signal tribute paid to his personal merit
that no other name was brought forward,
even out of compliment to some who were
not undeserving of party recognition. We
trust that any condidate who may be
chosen by the Liberal party will have
similar qualities as a citizen to those pos-
sessed by Mr. Mackintosh in order that if
there is to be a fight on party lines the
contest may be between the best men of
the opposing factions.

Like the
man of sound judgment, he is, however,

demands and he has accordingly set the
date of the general elections for qune 6.
This is well, and the governor will be
justly credited with mingling prudence
with valor. Had he not complied he would
very soon have been in a position to sing
with the passing Boer:
“The old, old order changes, and ’tis vain
for me to rail,
The great world does not want me, I must
As it is, he can say with the chivalrous
French monarch, “all is lost save honor.”

After the report was accepted Dr. Bowes
read the following letter from the Hon.
C. 8. Mackintosh:

April 9, 1900.

“Dr. Edward Bowes, President Liberal-
Conservative Association, Rossland, B.
C.:

“Dear Sir: From articles in various
newspapers, and intimations personally
conveyed by leading members of the Con-
servative association, it seems altogether
probable that my name will be introduced
at the forthcoming convention as a candi-
date for the Rossland riding of West
Kootenay. In view of this I deem it only
fair to state my position.

“I am not solicitous of nomination, and
only what my friends have convinced me
is a duty to the Province of British Col-
umbia could for one moment induce me
to enter the political arena at the ap-
proaching political campaign; nor shall I
attempt, with the design of advancing the
interests of a political party or gaining the
confidence thereof, to mislead any mem-
ber of the convention or any elector in the
constituency.

“While I believe the Conservative party
has at all times endeavored to keep invio-
late ante-election promises; while from my
experience I have learned to love and re-
spect that party, I am free to confess that
the mellowing influence of public life in
various positions has taught me, in times
of emergency, to be willing to adopt
broader than mere partisan views. I be-
lieve the present crisis in the affairs of
the province demands patriotic self-denial
on the part of those who have confidence
in .the future of British Columbia, and
while I do not presume to sit in judgment
upon the opinions of my fellow citizens
who differ from me, instinct prompts me
to suggest a halt, to ask the question,
‘what does duty demand under existing
circumstances ?’ -

“The uncertain state of public pinion is
practically demonstrated by the various
platforms erected by those who proisis g
desire to advance the interests of the
province; and, not, unnaturally, elzetors
might be lost in the maze of nostrums »f-
fered as a panacea for the ills now jer
meating the body politic. Under such eir-
cumstances, I prefer the counsel of the
multitude, rather than ac ept the dictum
of those who breed political platforms
with ‘the fecundity of rabbits. I am con-
vinced that it is better to have something
in the windows before the shutters are
taken down, thus enabling those whose
hearts warm to the work of, developing
our great mineral and industrial resources,
to cast a reasonable and intelligent vote. 1
am convinced that hundreds who do not
see eye to eye with me in politics, desire
to co-operate in attempting to solve the
problem of how best to conserve the in*
terests of British Columbia, and how best
to redeem it from the slough of despond
into which it is rapidly falling. I there-
fore feel that I would be false to the tra-
ditions of the Conservative party, and to
the counsel of duty and conscience, were
I to accept a conservative nomination with
out certain reservations, enabling me
should the opportunity arise, to fulfill an»
promises to those who are manfully anx-
ious to co-operate in an effort to redeem
the province from its present position. I
regret that a general convention was not
held, a leader mominated, and a provincial

platform adopfed, instéad of the opportu-:

nity being vouchsafed those who aspired
to leadership, issuing independent appeals
and, like prospectors, blanketing the coun-
try with scores of claims, irrespective of
values. This being the case,:it is incum-
bent upon every candidate to state his
views and abide by the will of the ma-
jority.

“I am quite aware that the present la-
mentable condition of affairs furnishes an
opportunity for those ambitious of legisla-
tive honors, as well as offering a tempta-
tion to men who earnestly and honestly
believe in party government. I claim to
be inspired by motives quite as conscien-
tious; nor ¢an I forget political history
has proved that, when danger threatened
the commonwealth, a union of those who
believed in eonstitutional methods result-
ed in very great good. On the other hand,
where representatives of the people coal-
esce for the purpose of personal prefer-
ment  official  aggrandizement  and
methods pointing to self-interest,
Nofaing save disaster followed, as such
cohesion is not the result of an assertiom
{f principle, but of a despicable selfish-
ness, and blindness to the public welfare.
Events which have recently transpired, es-
tablish the potent fact that public spirit-
€d electors are anxious to meet on one
‘ommon ground ,and all I ¢an do to pro-
Wote such policy will be done. ;

“I believe the electoral mandate will
fanciion the latter polcy; I hel'eve that
10t only the interests of the Kootenay
tountry, but those appertaining to every
istrict in British Columbia, depend upon
3 reasoning and reasonable policy. I hold
that every latitude should be permitted
those who are sent to the legislature,
tharged with the responsibility of restor-
ng that prosperity, that progress, that
“nstitutional rule, Without which no self-

ing to accept the nomination, assuring
them that I believe the honest way in pol-
itics, the same as the honest way in busi-
ness, is better for the representative as
well as for those who elect him.

“That there may be no misunderstand-
ing I will hereafter briefly state my opin-
ions upon legislation I belieye necessary if
British Columbia is to participate in the
general prosperity at present noticeable in
every province of the Dominion. I remain,

Mr. A. Sharp then proposed Mr. Mack-
intosh as the nominee of the convention,
and Mr. Jeff Davis of Grand Forks, sec-
onded the motion.

Mr. R. Dalby Morkill then proposed the
nomination be closed, and was seconded
by Mr. A. B. Mackenzie.

Messrs. Clive Pringle and Dr. Bowes
were appointed a committee to ask his at-
tendance to address the meeting. On the
committee’s return with the nominee, he
was received with enthusiastic applause.

Governor Mackintosh thanked the con-
vention for the honor done him, but ex-
plained ttat he would not detain them at
any length, as he proposed to give full
publicity to his views at the meeting in
the Miners’ Union hall this evening.

The nomination was then put and was
carried unanimously. - Three cheers and a
tiger were given with uproarious effect
for the candidate, a vote of thanks passed
to the chairman, and the meeting dispers-
ed after singing “God Save the Queen.”

THE EVENING MEETING.

A Public Gathering of Conservatives Rati-
fies the Convention’s Decision.

The mass meeting called for the pur-
pose of procuring a public endorsement of
the nomination of the Hon. C. H. Mack-
intosh as the legislative candidate for the
Rossland riding, was held in the evening
in Miners’ union hall. The meeting was
called to order at 8:45, Dr. Bowes in the
chair. The meeting was largely attended,
almost every seat- in the hall being occu-
pied, and much enthusiasm was mani-
fested during the speaking. Great approv-
al was manifested during the time the
candidate was speaking.

Addresses were made by Dr. Bowes, A.
W. Ross, E. Miller, James Kerr, M. Tebo
and E. Jacobs, and the candidates then
spoke as follows:

The Candidate’s AEdress.

Mr. Chairman ~and Gentlemen: I
thank you for this reception. I thank

ou for this splendid manifestation of con-
\{ﬁ}x{gz and good will. It is pleasing to
any man who, for the time being consoles
himself with the idea that he has retired
from publie life, to realize from the spom-
taneous feeling of a great constituency
like the Rossland riding, manifested by
their action in nominating him as their
candidate for the Provincial Legislature,
that they believe he is not yet on the
retired list. Indeed, I suppose as age
creeps on, vanity marches shoulder to
shoulder with it, and when today my
sturdy old friend, Mr. Belgrove, from
Gladstone, asked me to stand in such a
position that every one could see me, and
then expressed himself thoroughly satis-
fied, I came to the conclusion that I was
“some pumpkins after all.” (Laughter.)

Well, Mr. Chairman and gentlemen, I
am a candidate for the suffrages of one
of the largest, if not the largest constit-
uency in British Columbia.

Is a Pioneer.

I came here a stranger a few years ago,
under the impression that we Canadians
from the East would find a pretty hard
road to travel, and rather difficult to over-
come western prejudices, but I came to
discover that this was all a mistake,,for
the people not only of the Northwest ter-
ritories, where I sojourned for many
years as lieutenant-governor, but the peo-
ple of British Columbia taught me to
love, respect and confide in this great
western country, and I long to see it fulfill
the destiny which I believe Providence has
ordained for it. Eight years ago I was
a well dressed prospector and lived for
sorne months at Illicillewaet, but I must
candidly admit that any climbing done
was accomplished by others, I was then
member of the Dominion Parliament for
the city of Ottawa, and in all justice to
my friend, Mr. Hugh Graham, of the
Montreal Star, I must say he was one of
the journalists who listened to me, and
through his influential newspaper did' all
he possibly could to make the resources
of British Columbia known. So I have
had some experience of mining life in this
marvellously rich province, and naturally
enough my heart goes out to the people
whensoever its interests are jeopardized.
I well remember many trips down the
Columbia river when the ice had to be
broken to permit the boat to reach its
destination. I call to mind this melan-
choly reminiscence when at times I was
glad to pay a couple of dollars to be al-
lowed a few hours’ sleep in the berth of
one of the deck hands, and I again re-
call to mind the indignant protest I made
when that majestic personage the steward
of the Trail or the Lytton, I forget which,
knocked at my cabin door and peremp-
torily commanded me to “get my feet in
the sand, as it was the last call for
breakfast.” (Laughter.) I went through
the pleasant ordeal of visiting Rossland
when it was a very small camp, and when
next to being asked to buy a wild cat, the
most frequent invitation was to “wash
your neck” or ‘“‘change your breath,” that
being, as probably some of you are aware,
the elassical term for taking a drink.

His Introduction of Capital.

Tippicanoe Harrison, I went for days
starving and footsore, I travelled for
miles and miles with blood oozing from
my mocassing, I suffered as few of you
have suffered for the interests of my
country.”

Just then a sad-faced young man arose
from one of the front benches and said:
“Might I ask if you really fought under
Lippicanoce Harrison, if you starved al-
most to death, if you tramped through
the forest with blood oozing from your
mocassins?”? -

With the light of battle in his eye the
orator replied: “I am the party, sir.”

‘The young man responded: “That satis-
fies me. You have done enough for your
country, and I will vote for the other
candidate.” (Prolonged laughter.)

I make no such pretensions. I Have not
suffered at all, therefore, I am not going
to give you the opportunity of voting
against me on that ground. I am wil-
ling to do some more travelling, and some
more bleeding, and, as there are no In-
dians to fight, I am willing to say that if
there are any, I am prepared to face
them. (Renewed laughter.)

A BStatesmanlike Argument.

I ask you then, in all solemnity, what
has caused the widespread distrust now
prostrating every industry in British Co-
lumbia? Are the people responsible,
bave they failed in their duty, have they
neglected their work, have they
slothful or indifferent? I answer, I must
answer, no. Capitalists have been cour-
ageously venturesome, the commercial man
has in no way attempted to indulge in
a policy of extortion, in fact all have been
busy, so true to their trusts, that as in
other countries has been the case, they
have elected men who were simply am-
bitious for honor, and not very anxious
to do hard work. Of course, there are
golden exceptions, and I do not for one
moment offer myself as a paragon of per-
fection. I know all my own weaknesses,
and the man who can say that, is perhaps
more trustworthy than those who are
blind to their indiscretions and callous to
what their fellow citizens think of them.
(Hear, hear). We are now, consequent
upon the present position of affairs, face
to face with the solution of a problem,
and that problem is how best to conserve
the interests of the province, how _best
to correct any mistakes, any errors for
which we are responsible.

Martin’s Curiosity Shop.

You have today an administration which,
had” it ‘existed in the days of the great
Charles. Dickens, would have been a
prominent figurehead in his Old Curiosity
Shop; you have an administration, all the
members of which, save one, represent no
constituency. Constitutional history fur-
‘nishes no situation analagous, save and
except at the time the great Duke of Wel-
lington held four portfolios, and the gov-
ernment was summarily dismissed by the
King. There is a difference, however, the
iron Duke was a fighter, and they say
the Hon. Joseph Martin is a fighter, but
instead of holding all the portfoios hun-
self he succeeded in picking up 1om, Lick
and Harry, who hold portfolios without
constituencies, and I rather think after
the election they will have neither port-
folios mor constituencies. (Laughter--and
several voices, “You bet.”) The extraor-
dinary spectacle that has been gazed upon
in wonder by the intelligent electors in
this province. must soon cease and new
blood be introduced.

Business, Not Polities.

After due consideration, I, an old Con-
servative, who believes conservatism and
progress are one and the same thing, have
come to the conclusion that we must agk
the best men in the province to assist in
the work of emancipation. I am well
aware that an effort is being made to ar-
ray the working classes against those \lvho
join issue with the present administration.
[ represented workingmen for tem years
in the Dominion Parliament, and I have
always found them reasonable and reason-
ing, open to_the teachings of common
sense, and anxious to meet capital half
way. I have yet to find that that same
instinct does not inspire the working
classes of British Columbia. I have a
warm sympathy for them because I know
their home life, their working life, their
every day life, and I have learned to ap--
preciate the lines written long ago by one
who must have known what it was to toil
for a living, when he said:

All the grand deeds that are grandest in
story,
Living through centuries treasured and
bright;
All the dear names that are dearest to
glory,
Filling the world with their flashes of
light;
Words from whose utterances ages have
dated 2
Thoughts that have sweetened earth’s bit-
ter turmoil;
Names on whose echoes the proudest have
waited, :
Are but the offspring of labor and toil.
- (Applause.)

These are the men who make commu-
nities prosperous and who are mnation
builders, and I take my hat off to them
just as I would take it off to the high-
est in the land. I appeal_ to these, as I
appeal to all interested in the progress
of this country, to strengthen my hgndu
and the hands of those who believe in a
broad provincial policy, thus bringing
about the formation of an administration
composed of the best practical mmds_m
the province. That administration having
been formed, the duty of its members
should be; before approving of any large
expenditure, save and  except those
which are necessary to build bridges, trails
and roads to newly explored mining dis-
tricts to put before thé country a full
statement of provincial finance, as well as
provincial assets. Of course, gentlemen,
there are men quite prepared to make
magnificent promises irrespective of re-

sulte.I do not wish to be classed in that
degree.
A Sound 'Railway Policy.

We have heard a great deal of millions
‘of millions of dollars. appropriated
ito be expended in the construc-
| tion of railways, but there are so many
l complex issues involved, that the subject
! should be very carefully considered be-
fore the taxpayers are committed to any
such policy. I do not object to railway
bonuses with certain absolute, safe and
well-considered restrictions, and the open-
ing up of the interior in such a manner as
to give supply advantages to the coast cit-
ies,

Help the Prospector.

Now, as far as I can see, one of the
most urgent necessities in British Colum-
bia is a school of mines, and amendments
to the mining laws. The one duty of a
paternal government should be to encour-
age the prospector, and to make such
changes asSvould prevent lengthened hti-
gation, and give rapid settlement of dis-
puted claims. Again, out of the fees paid
by prospectors they certainly should be
entitled to information, consequently I
would be only too willing to advocate the
publication of maps showing the roads,
trails and waterways and other methods
of reaching the various mining camps. Just
here I want to say that having visited
kingland and France and -other countries,
I was shocked to know how little was be-
ing done to represent the interest of
British Columbia in a proper, businesslike
and statesmanlike manner. Consequently
I would strongly favor a policy which
would remedy this great evil, for I do not
believe that in the galaxy of the great prov
inces forming the Dominion of Canada, one
is more important than this province, the
province whose interests we now hold so
dear (loud cheers). Gentlemen, where one
great industry is supplying money to the
coffers of the provincial treasury, and
evérything goes smoothly, and those who
are drawing salaries feel that they are
resting upon cushions of velvet, they are
too prone to forget the other assets of
tne province. We do not today know the
value of our great forest areas, we do
not today know the value of our agricul-
tural lands, wo do not today encourage
stock raising, dairying and fruit growing,
and I consider that the duty of a govern-
ment should be to gradually increase the
encouragement already given to the well
known agricultural societies of British
Columbia, (Cheers.) .

Wants a Labor Bureau.

There is another point I would like to
mention, and that is the enlargement of
a bureau of labor and statistics, a de-
partment of vital importance to all:classes
of the community as well as to the out-
side public. At the head of that depart-
ment should be a responsible official who
would not only look after its internal
management, but use his influence in
questions requiring mediation and arbi-
tration.

Efficient Mine Inspector.

Able as many of our mining reports are
found to be I am convinced that a great
advance could be made in the system of
mine inspection, and my first. effort will
be to secure such reform as will establish
the values and capabilities of our mining
districts.

i+ Crown Patents.

I have often ‘thought how indifferent
officialism has been with regard to expedi-
tion in the issuance of crown patents and
the settlement of disputed mining claims.
My only hepe is that shiould the mandate
of the people order a change of govern-
ment, a change will also follow with ref-
erence to matters I have just referred to.
Fair Redistribution.
Naturally enough within a very short
time redistribution of constituencies must
take place, and I hope it will be possible
to remove many of the details beyond the
arena of political action. If elected, I will

I do not
believe in hasty legislation in that respect;
I do believe in the willingness of men who
may disagree, to settle vexed questions by
meeting face to face. The recent result
in Rossland proves this, and I am free to
say that both Mr. Clute of Toronto, and
my friend Mr. Smith, the member for the
legislature from Nanaimo, did their utmost
to bring about a happy reconciliation.
(Applause.)

THE RUSH TO NOME,

It Is Expected That 20,000 Will Go From
the Coast.

Mr. C. C. Woodhouse arrived in the
city yesterday from a trip to the coast.
He reports that while he was away he
visited Portland, Tacoma, Seattle, Wenat-
chee and Spokane. There is a great deal
of preparation at the coast cities for going
to Cape Nome. This is especially the
case at Seattle, where ‘there are a large
number waiting to go to the new Eldorado. .
Mr. Woodhouse said he had e talk with
the steamship agents at Seattle, and they
gave it as their judgment that 20,000 peo-
ple would go to Nome during the com-
ing summer. About 2,000 will start from
Seattle and about 18,000 from all other
places. The first steamers will start from
Seattle about May 15. It takes 10 days
to go there and 10 to return from there,
and they expect to make five trips during
the season. They expect to carry four-
fifths of all the passengers the first two
trips. The last two trips they expect to
bring back a great many, as-the season
will be closing at about that time. The
open season is made up of June, July and
August. Those who have good claims can
work them the year round after they get
prepared for it. The spring, he says, is
early in Oregon and Washington, and the
hills are now covered with green grass and
the country looks very pleasant. Mr.
‘Woodhouse will leave for Republic in a
few days.

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~ CONTRACT SYSTEM IS ACCEPTED

The Miners’ Union Accepted It Yesterday
by a Large Majority--Work is to be Re-
sumed on the Mines at Once--Citi-
zens Greatly Rejoice.

The Miners' union yesterday adopted by
ballot the contract system, and with it
the agreement submitted by the repre-
sentatives of the War Eagle, Centre Star
and Le Roi mining companies. The vote
was-218 for and 103 against, thus giving 2
majority of 115 mn favor of the measure.
When the announcement was made of the
result the -members of the union cheered
themselves hoarse, so enthusiastic were
they over the adoption of the measure.
This brings to a close a struggle between
the three mining companies and the union
which has lasted since February 10, and
which, had it gone on for any great length
of time, would have greatly injured the
business, labor and property interests of
the town. It also had a more far reach-
ing effect as it acted as a deterrent tq cap-
ital coming in here and elsewhere in the
Kootenays and thus restricted the selling
of mining properties. In addition to this,
it aided in depressing the stock market,
and prevented to a large measure deal-
ings in shares; in short, its entire effect
on ‘the mining industry, both here and
elsewhere in the Kootenays, was most
hurtful.

There was great rejoicing in this city
when the news was spread that the trou-
ble had been seftled, and citizens of all
cilassed congratulated ome another on the
happy outcome. All feltl relieved, and saw
before the city of Rossland only a vista
of prosperity where there had been for
many days only a gloomy outlook.

! 30ARD OF TRADE ACTION.

The conmimencement of the trouble in '

the camp is attributed by many to the
passage of the eight-hour law. 'This led

to the Slocan troubles, and a strike there |
over the question of wages which lasted |

for several months. The Slocan mine
owners moved heaven and earth in order
to induce the mine owners heré to join
them in their efforts to induce the miners
in the Slocan to work for less under the
eight-hour law than they had earned
when 10 hours constituted a day’s work.
That the efforts of the Slocan mine own-
ers bore fruit finally is evidenced by the
memorial which was adopted at the meet-
ing of the Kootenay board of trade and
which was sent to the Legislature from
t.at body protesting against the eight-hour
law, and the testimony offered by the local
mining superintendents when Mr. R. C.
Clute, Dominion labor commissioner, came
here a few months since to investigate
the labor troubles.

When Mr. W. A. Carlyle was in charge
of the operations in the properties of the
British America Corporation he wished to
let contracts, but the Miners’ union refus-
ed to allow this, and subsequently other
attempts were made to let contracts, but
the union opposition to this prevented
their consummation. This more than any- |
thing else, perhaps, aroused the opposition
of the mining companies, and finally re-
sulted, on the 10th of February, in the par-
tial clesing down of the War Eagle and
Centre Star to make repairs and addi-
tions to the machinery it was alleged at

the time. This was follewed a few days

after by the partial clesing down of the
Le Roi. A few men were kept at work
for about three weeks, and then there
came what might be termed a complete
lockout of the men underground in all
these three big mines, thus throwing out
of work about 1,000 men.

Matters continued in this shape until
about the 12th of March, when the mine
managers announced that they were ready
to resume work on the three mines men-
tioned, but under the contract system,
and the union refused to accept the terms.
Matters drifted along until the 15th of
March,when the Hon. Smith Curtis, provin-
cial minister of mines, came Irom the

coast for the avowed purpose of endeavor- |

ing to secure a settlement of the labor
difficulties. After studying the situation
for several days, and conferring with the
management of the mines and the mem-
bers of the union, he concluded that Mr.
Ralph Smith, member of the provinecial
Legislature for Nanaimo, president of the
Dominion trades and labor congress, and
one of the mediators in the coal mine
trouble in the vicinity. of Nanaimo, was
the man to settle the trouble, and he sent
for him. About the same time the an-
nouncement was made that the Dominion
labor commissioner, Mr. R. C. Clute, was
coming to Rossland, having been ordered
here by the Dominion government for the
purpose of acting as mediator. These
three gentlemen, Messrs. Curtis, Clute
and Smith, have worked hard for the
past two weeks trying to bring about a
settlement of the differences that exist.
Mr. Smith, as the chief labor man in
Canada, from his position at the head of
the Dominion Trades Labor Congress,
possessed the entire confidence of the
miners, while Messrs. Clute and Curtis
inspited confidence by the disinterested
and impartial manner in which they work-
ed to bring about a settlement. In their
efforts they were ably assisted by Messrs.
Devine, Foley, Horrabin, Houston and
others of the executive committee of the
union.

Messrs. Bernard MacDonald, the man-
ager of the British America Corporation,
and Edmund B. Kirby, manager of the
War Eagle and Centre Star mines, prov-
ed themselves to be most courteous
throughout the various interviews, and
stood ready to explain matters to the
members of the committee and to the me-
diators whenever anything came up that
required explanation. One of the chief
stumbling blocks to the settlement of the
trouble was the matter of the recognition
of the union in the matter of the awarding
of contracts, and at one stage of the ne-
gotiations Mr. MacDonald was willing
to do this, but Mr. Kirby refused to sanec-
tion it, and induced, it is said, Mr. Mac-
Donald to withdraw his assent to it.

The mine owners on Tuesday submitted
their final proposition to the miner, sin
which they declared that they had made
every concession that was possible.
This was published in the Miner of yes-
terday, and provides for the resumption
of work under the contract system, and
the manner of method under which con-
tracts shall be set. This document makes
a partial recognition of the union, but the
mine owners reserve the privilege of hiring
either union or non-union men. It also
provides that the union men shall employ
all possible conciliatory efforts before or-
dering a strike. This was the proposition
which was voted on yesterday by the
Miners’ union and adopted by so large a
majority. ‘It is understood that the .men
will go to work just as soon as the con-

Resolutions Expressive of Satisfaction at
the Conclusion of the Trouble.

| As soon as the result of the balloting
was known, a number of gentlemen who
had been anxiously awaiting the decision,
decided that a meeting of the board of
trade should be held, and that an offi-
cial statement should be sent out from it
over the Associated Press wires. Among
those who were instrumental in having
'the meeting called were Governor Mackin-
‘tosh, Hector McRae, J. S. C. Fraser and
Alexander Dick. The special meeting was
held in the Rossland club, and a. large
number were in attendance. The chair
was occupied by Mayor Goodeve, and Mr.
Bernard MacDonald, manager of the Le
‘Roi and other B. A. C. companies, came
down from the company’s office to be pres-
ent. During the course of the evening
Mr. MacDonald very courteously furnished
the board with information regarding the
probabiiity of increased development in
the camp. On the strength of the data fur-
nished by him the following despatch was
prepared and sent to the Eastern papers:

“Negotiations looking to settlement of
labor troubles here were brought to a sat-
isfactory conclusion tonight. This sottle-
ment is on broad lines, and is regarded as
permanent. All miners resume work to-
morrow, and shipments w-'ll also be re-
sumed.

has announced that all properties will be
worked to the full capacity of their ma-
chinery plants, and as about u cuavier of
a million dollars wonth of aew m::hiny
is being installed, this means {hat npwrds
~of 2,500 miners will soon be at work. Thne
output will be increased at once, and il.e
~shipments from the Le Roi, War Eagle
,and Centre Star mines alone will shortly
average 1,300 tons per day.

The settlement of the labor troubles has
'resulted in a general feeling of confidence
being restored, and ‘citizens of all classes
are rejoicing tonight: The number of
miners employed in Rossland’s minesz be-
fore the shut down was about: 1,500 and
the shirments about 700 tyns per day.

The following resolution was then ad-
opted: That this meeting desires to place
on record its appreciation of the services
rendered in reaching a settlement of ‘the
labor troubles by Messrs. R. C. Clute, Q.
C., and Ralph Smith as mediators.

During the progress of the meeting, Mr.
J. 8. C. Fraser pointed out that it would
be well to draw some attention to the
fact that the Velvet mine would also be a
shipping mine very shortly, and that it
wvould be well to include it among the
mines which would soon ship ore from the
camp.

While the board did not deem it advis-
able to include the Velvet among the
properties alluded to in the statement, it
was considered in a subsequent discussion
of the board and Mr. D. V. Bogle urged
thg advisability of the strongest pressure
being brought to bear upon the govern-
ment to construct a wagon road to this
mine in order that it might be made
tributary to the Rossland camp. He
went to the extent of urging that the peo-
ple of Rossland should be induced to
contribute $10,000 to the road.

Mayor Goodeve, very properly pointed
out, that the council could not devote any
such sum to this road, as it would’ be
outside of the limits of the corporation,
and he did not think that a canvas among
the merchants for the sum suggested
would be either fair or meet with the ex-
pected results. It was decided to send a
number of cable messages regarding the
settlement of the strike to the Financial
iews and one or two other of the lead-
ing jourmals in London, after which the
meeting adjourned.

A MORAL WAVE IN MOTION

CHIEF OF POLICE INSTRUCTED TO
STOP OPEN-GAMBLING.

Disorderly Women Must Remove Their
Haunts Around Lincoln Street B:fore

The first meeting of the police commis-
sioners was beld Friday morning at 11
a. m. ‘lhere were present Mayor Good-
eve, Alderman J. Stillwell Clute, and Mr.
Hector McPherson, being the full board.
A deputation from the churches, Good
Templars and temperance societics, head-
ed by Rev. D. McG. Gandier, Rev. Geo.
H. Morden and Mr. P. McL. Forin, ap-
peared and urged their views as to gam-
bling and the socal evil

The mayor’s order of January 22 them
came up for discussion.

Comm's ioner McPherson commen'e I un-
on this order, drawing attention to the
fact hati while the mayor had made a
stringent order relative to the suppression
of slot machines, yet he had made no |
specific mention of open gambling,” nor]
had any steps been taken tending to the |
removal of this evil. Mr. McPherson in-
stanced two cases on Spokane street,
where he was informed and had every
reason to believe, open gambling was car-’
ried on under the guise of cigar stores.

Commissioner Clute, in discussing the
mayor’s order, referred to the fact that
many of the hotel Keepers and gsaloon
kepers were entitled to consideration,
they being large taxpayers and a source
of considerfable revenue to the city, and
further, that one of the owners of slot
machines had the considerable sum of $1,-
800 invested in the business. He thought;
therefore, that the mayor should have
given some reasonable time limit in order
to allow these people to dispose of their
machines or to make necessary. arrange-
ments for the cessation of their enterprise.
He stated, however, that he was in ac-
cord with the general principle of the re-
maining portion of the order.

The chief was instructed, as far as pos-
gible, to suppress open gambling, and to
close all places carrying on gambling un-
der the guise %of trade.

The matter of removing the disorderiv
women from Lincoln street and vicinity
wa: then taken into consideration. [he
¢ioussion brought forward the fact *hn*
this matter was considered by the nre-
vious board of commissioners and the
city council, and that over a year ago it
was conceded by all parties that these
people must be removed from their pres-
ent haunts. It was further shown that
all the inmates and proprietors were
aware of this.impending action, but in
order that no injustice should be done,
the chief was instructed to notfy all dis-
orderly women to leave these sections on
on or before July 1st next.

The commission recommended to the
council that a telephone be placed in the
chief’s residence, and that the summer
uniforms of the police be procured at the
usual time.

Some Cases of Interest—A Point Affecting
the Contract System.

There was nothing of interest develop-
ed during the sitting of the c}mmberg yes-
terday but with the opening qt the
County *Court the case of Baldwin vs.
Sleeman brought up a curious -point of
law. The case turned upon the fact
whether the issue was one of wages or
one of contract. The defendant, Sleeman,
was cutting wood for the White Bear, and
owed rent to the plaintiff,” Baldwin, who
garnisheed the White Bear for the amount
that company owed the defendant. The
amount thus held was $4. The defendant
claimed $40 exemption as a wage worker.
ae counsel for plaintiff, Mr. Hodge,
claimed that the cutting of wood was done
under contract and therefore the exemp-
tion claimed did not hold. Counsel for
the defendant, R. Armstrong, held and
shiowed rulings that whether the labor
was paid by day or per piece the money
thus earned was wages. He urged that
if the contrary was ruled that every miner
in the camp under the contract system
would not'be able to claim that exemp-
tion which the lfaw had specially provid-
ed for the wage earner. Judge Forin ruled
that the exemption applied to those who
labored with their hands, even in case
they did employ an assistant. The exerfip-
tion was, therefore, sustained.

The case next called was that of Raby
Young vs. G. H. Owen ét al. Mr. Le Mais-
tre appeared for the plaintiff and W.
Whiteside for the defendant,George Owen.
A decision had already been arrived at in
tms matter. This was the establishment
of a mechanics lien for work done at the
Dominion hall, against the lessee, J. Ast-
ley and W. Astley. It was now sought to
establish the lien against G. Owen, the
lessor, and evidence was called by the
plaintiff to prove that he had given some
directions about the work, and that he
had not forbidden it. W. Whiteside, for
the defendant, urged that the lien was not
in court, as it was not in the hands of the
register, and making his point, the case
was adjourned with others till next Thurs-
day.

\When this is taken in conjunction with
the discovery of a fine ledge near the
wmouth of the Black Bear tunnel last year
the force of the recommendation made by
the Miner previously and reiterated at
that time, namely, to thoroughly prospect
the surface of mineral properties, strip-
ping the veins and exposing the outcrops
and blow outs, is easily to be marked.

MORE CHINESE.

Dominion Government, Throw Out Anti-
{ Chinese Clause in the Dunsmuir Bill.

|  Ottawa, April 9.—(Special.)—In the
JHouse this afternoon there was a lengthy
debate on the Comox and Cape Scott rail-
way +bill, of which Morrison had charge.

MecInnes moved that a clause be inserted
in the bill to prevent the employment of
Chinese on the railway, at a penaly of $5
a day for each day they were so employed.
He said that since 1898 such clauses were
being passed by the legidlature of British
Columbia, and the reason why the Duns-
muirs came to Ottawa for this charter
'was to evade that clause. :

Morrison said *thiat he was much op-
posed to Chinese being admitted into
:Canada as Mclnnes was, but there was no
luse in playing with the question. It was
inot constitutional to insert such a clause.
If British Columbia put them in, Ottawa
would have to throw them out. If Ottawa
did mnot the result would be the same, as
such legislation was ultra vires. The Do-
minion government was to bring down a
bill this session dealing withi the whcle
question of Chinese, and that was the
proper time to deal with the matter. The
Dominion could not legislate against one
man and in favor of another on the same
subject. He never met the Dunsmuirs,
and cared less about them, but that was
not the point. Sprout held that if we
admitted the Chinese then we ought mot
prevent them from getting work.

Laurier said this was a very important
view to take of it. He thiought there was
very much in it. ‘A good deal could be
said also on the eonstitutional point. But
this was not the direct way of dealing
with the Chinese, and the government pro
posed to do so this session by legislation.
The house divided on the amendment,
which was lost by 21 for it and 53 against
it, making a majority of 32 against. The
bill passed.

“Our smelter,” said he, “is nearing com-
pletibn. The work remaining is a mere
matter of setting up parts of machinery,
laying platforms and building trestles pre-
paratory to starting operations. We have
recently removed our offices from Grand
Forks to new quarters at the smelter, and
the laboratory, where the assays are made
has been occupied for several weeks. Thc
generators in the power house which w.ml]
supply the electricity, onl” lack the wires
to be connected with the motocs at ithe
reduction works. These connections will
be completed within a few days. The
dam has been delayed vn account of the
excessive high water, a condition of sffairs
unparalleled in the records of the Kettle
river. It will require perhaps two or three
weeks to complete the superstructare,
which has now reached a point where
the water, while retarding operations, will
no longer offer any serious obstaciee. The
estimated power that will be available
is estimated at 2,500 horse power, but we
are developing only 800 horse power. We
will only require 400 horse power for pres-
ent requirements.

“The smelter is supplied w'th two fur-
naces 44x160, each with a capacity of 250
tons every twenty-four hours, a variable
quantity, owing to the quantity of flux
to be used with the different character
of ores that may be treated.

“We are receiying ore from the City
of Paris mine, in Central camp, and a
roast heap which will be fired some time
in- the mext two weeks, is now being
built.

CHARGE OF DEFAMATORY LIBEL
AGAINST NESBIT WITHDRAWN.

Body of High Grade Ore Opened Up On
the City of Paris Mine—Conservative
Delegates Appointed.

Grand Forks, B. C., April 6.—(Special.)
—The charge of defamatory libel preferred
against Editor Nesbit, of the Columbia
‘Review by Mayor Neil McCallum, of Co-
lumbia, has been withdrawn, the com-
plainant- paying all the costs. Mr. Nes-
bit got into trouble over his criticism of
certain proposed by-laws. He had taken
the ground that the financial condition of
Columbia did not justify the rate-payers in
incurring increased obligations. Mr. Nes-
bit will probably abandon his intention of
suing a certain clergyman for the latter’s
alleged action in attempting to incite cer-
tain citizens to destroy the Review’s print-
ing press.

Jay P. Graves received a telephone mes-
sage today from J. L. Martin, superinten-
dent of the City of Paris mine in Central
camp, saying that the lower level on that
property had just opened up a body of
high grade ore. This is the same ledge
which was opened up in the intermediate
level, 70 feet above, and has demonstrat-
ed the continuity of the City of Paris leads
at depth. From this upper level, where
the ore body is a very large one, assays
of average samples gave 6 76-100 per cent.

Chances for the Erection of Another
_ Smelter or Sampler.

. Greenwood, B. C., April 5.—The chances
that Greenwood will either have another
smelter or that a sampler will be erected
here ‘are excellent. Andrew Laidlaw of
Spokane, , the promoter of the Sundard‘
Copper company, limited, of Quebec, with
offices in this city, is still here, He is ad-
verse to being interviewed as to where
his company will locate - their proposed
loder-pyritic emelter. Yesterday, in com-
pany with Robert Wood, he drove out
to examine the site and power at Bound-
ary Falls. He admitted on his return that
the site and power were satisfactory for
hie purposes, though he was by no means
in g hirry to make any definite decision.
He will go to Grand Forks, where he has
already received a favorable proiposition
to locate, After having reports made on
the different sites he will return east and
lay the whole matter before the directors,
and until this s done, no ome can say
where the smeltér will be bult It can,
however, be aunthoritatively stated that
if Woods, the owner of the Boundary Falls
power, comes to Mr. Laidlaw’s terms, the
plant will be located there.

Considerable interest has also been ar-
oused in the proposition of R. L. Armit
to erect a sampler plant at Greenwood.
He was before the city council and out-
lined his plan. He is}one of the owners
of the works at Nelson, B. C, which were
finished about a year ago this month; but
by reasom of the closing down of the
Blocan mines and the formation at about
the same time the silver-lead truit, was
never opened. It is a new plant of the
latest pattern with a capacity of about
250 tons per day. Mr. Armit said that if
certain land and money concessions wene
agreed upon he would either dismantle
this plant and remove the same to Green-
wood, or would build a duplicate plant
here. Mr. Armit is a Cripple Creek man,
and has had experience in sampling works
which on the other side, in such states as
Colorado, are to be found in every camp.
(litizens generally believe the establish-
ment of a plant here would be of direct
benefit to the district in helping the pros-
pector and small mine owner to put his
praperty on a paying basis.

LIBERAL CONVENTION.

Pretty Row Which the Police Are Called
in to Quell.

Vancouver, B. C., April 6.—(Special).—
The signs of trouble which were so plain-
ly visible at the opening of the provin-
cial Liberal convention here yesterday
afternoon, and which developed during
the day, materialized into a small sized
riot about 10 o’clock this morning.
Among the 250 delegates more or less who
spresented credentials were a lot of prox-
ies for various distant districts. John
Grant, an ex-mayor of Victoria, and 19
Vancouverites whom he gathered around
him shortly after his arrival here yes-
tenday presented credentials for Cassiar,
which were immediately challenged by the
credential committee. It was known that
the Grant contingent were all anti-Martin,
and, as the majority of the credential com-
mittee were supporters of the premier,
they found good grounds to reject the al-
leged Cassiar representatives. The ~anti-
Martinites on the committee fought M.
but were voted down after a very noisy

This morning at 8 o’clock the commit-
tee met again and weeded out @ few more
proxies whom it was alleged were. not reg;
ularly appointed. About 10 o’clock the
convention opened, with about 30 would-
be delegates left outside. Business had
just got fairly under way when there was
a wild yell without, and en unprotected
side door went in with a crash. The re-
jected ones, headed by Harry Senkler, of
Vancouver, rushed into the hall. Two or
three men were knocked down in the
crush, but no one was rendered fit for an
ambularice. The chairman tried in vain
to restore order, and in answer to a tele-
phone call a squad of five police were soon
on the scene. In the confusion which
reigned' the police could not determine
whom to arrest, and no arrests were made.
The uproad continued for over half an
hour, when the intruders made up their
minds that they had nothing to gain by
their conduct, and withdrew. At the noon
hour the convention was still in session,
and everything was fairly quiet, but it is
qute apparent that the ‘end of the
trouble is not yet.

SHOT BY THE SENTRY.

Did He Do His Duty or Was the Act
Culpable Homicide?

Viectotia, April 7.—The sentry at the
navy yard at Esquimalt fired on and eeri-
ously wounded officer Reginald Scott of
H. M. S. Pheasant, who is said to have
visited the yard for the purpese of in-
specting the guard, but failed to answer
the challenge. Lieutenant Scott, it.ceems,
about midnight went ashore and walked
up to the navy yard, where the guard con-
gisted of four men and a non-commission-
ed officer of the Royal Garrison artillery.
He was challenged by the sentry, Gunner
Higgins, but no reply was forthcoming.
The sentry then discharged a' blank cart-
ridge, when the officer turned and ran.
The gnard then fired two shots. both of
which took effect, and Lieutenant Scott
dropped. He was at once removed to the
naval hospital, where two wounds in the.
region of the chest were attended to.
Lieutenant Scott is a young officer, being
still under 25. He has been about two
years on this station, being posted to the

THE GOVERNOR IS CALLED DOWN

PEREﬁMORY INSTRUCTIONS SENT
TO HIM FROM OTTAWA.

He Indicates His Intention of Standing
Out Against Dictation From the Do-

minion Government.

Victoria, B. C., April 10.—(Special.—
Out of the clearing political sky an unex-
pected bombehell dropped today when the
report gained circulation that Lieutenant-
Governor McInnes had been informed
from Ottawa that his stated reasoms for
calling upon Joe Martin are regarded as
wholly inadequate, and his acquiescence
in the choice of ministers without politi-
cal experience, unjustifiable. It is further
declared that word has come from Prem-
jer Laurier that under all circumstances
the Governor must at once convene the
legislature and secure a cabinet from its
elected members or immediately dissolve
the house. The Ottawa correspondent of
the Times, enjoying the confidence of the
federal government, indicates that the
report is well backed while His Honor re-
fuses even with an offensive brusqueness
which he has never before exhibited, to
either affirm or give news.

“You can’t get any information,” Gov-
ernor McInnes’ private secretary informs
the press. “The Governor won’t be in-
terviewed and he will not answer any-
thing.”

At the same time His Hopor has indi-
cated to his personal friends that he does
not propose to be dictated to even from
Ottawa, and will fight the present issue
out on the lines he has already chiosen, let
Ottawa say what it pleases. Of course,
such a determination persisted in can only
mean a dismissal and the appointment of
a successor to the Hon. Mr. MecInnes.
Public feeling against the Governor was
shown in the assize court today when the
lese mageste case of Editor Sarel, of the
Kamloops Standard, who had grossly lam-
pooned His Honor, was thrown out by the
grand jury after less than ten minutes
consideration.

Color to the report of the demand upon
the Governor is given by the anmounce-
ment tonight that His Honor today dis-
solved the legislature and set the date for
a new general election, June 6th.

Gentlemen: In submitting to you my re-
port it gives me much pleasure to inform
you that we have demonstrated to you the
fact that the company not only has got
six claims and twd fractions of claims,
but we also can tell you that we have
proved the shareholders have got a ledge
on their property, 25 feet wide.

Gentlemen, when I went out first to in-
spect the properties, I saw--at-once the

took charge I began to prospect on the sur-
face mear No. 2 shaft. My reason for so
doing was because it was a likely place
for a ledge, although no showing was to
be seen on the surface, but, if possible,”
my aim was to make sure as I was anxi-
ous to use some of thie late company’s
workings and save to ‘the shareholders all
that was possible. My efforts were crown-
ed .with success, as I uncovered a ledge
on the surface 55 feet, from No. 2 shaft,
12 feet wide so far as seen, but it looked
strong.
