THE MINES

Sﬁipments For the Week
Make Substantial

Aggregate.

Larger Mines Sent Out
Much Ore—The Week’s
Doings.

A week of uninterrupted activity st
the big mines of the Rossland camp
brought the aggregate tonnage back to
the normal standard—over 8000 tons. It
is probable that this average will be
maintained despite the closing down of
the Kootenay mine, which has been a
regular contributor to the production
for the past four months.

At the mines shipping the most exten-
sively the week went around without
feature of especial importance.

It may be fairly estimated that the
suspension of operations at the Koote-
nay mine was the principal event of the
week in connection with the loeal mining
industry. The statement that this was

the direct result of a sharp advance in |

smelter charges caused some surprise,
as the general opinion was that both
smelters required the ores of this class
and ecould handle them to advantage at
exceedingly low figures, and General
Manager Parrish’s statement elsewhere
will be read with gratification. It may
be presumed, however, that the smelters
concluded they could not continue to
handle the iron sulphide ores at the rates
originally conceded, hence the increas-
ed charge.

Just at the moment the effect of the
Kootenay suspension is rather unfortun-
ate, for the mining industry had made
continuous advances for six months,
with the present incident as the only
set-back during the entire period. In-
asmuch as there is a strong hope that
the ultimate outcome of the situation

will-be the ccnatruction-of independent |

smelting or reduction works by mijning
interests among which the KXootenay
will be prominent, the outcome of the
sitnation may eventually be beneficial
to the interests of the community gen-
erally.

LE ROI. — Nothing of special inter-
est is reported in connection with the
operations at the big mine during the
week. As will he seen from the state-
ment of the shipments, the shortage in

- the previous week’s output due to the

carnival holidays was practically made
up. Special attention is being devoted
to development work in the lower levels.

LE ROI TWO. — In the Josie mine
werk is actively under way from the
upper to the 700 level. At the latter
depth the drift to pick up the main
lead as disclosed in diamond drilling
is making good progress. Just at the
present juncture the drift is being
straightened. Five machines are em-
Ployed at the mine, and the conditions
are described as eminently satisfactory.
In the No. 1 mine the extension of the
workings on the 300 level, where high
grade ore was picked up recently, is be-
ing continued satisfactorily. In the con-
centrator vein the drift has been ad-
vanced between 90 and 100 feet, all in
ore.

The War Eagle-Centre Star tests par-
take of a somewhat similar nature, but
in the case of the Le Roi Two plant,
the tests will be continuous and the
tonnage handled will be fifty tons daily.

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DRILLING  CONTEST

WHAT CAN BE DONE WITH THE
| RAND DRILL MACHINE
HERE.

A GREAT MACHINE THAT DOES
REMARKABLE PRACTICAL
WORK.

The possibilities of machine drilling
in the mines of the country rcan be
gauged accurately by the class of work
done by various drills in the competi-
tions that are typical of mining camps,
and in this direction the recent contest
during the Rossland competition is nat-
wrally held up as an object lesson. The

He declared that
throughout the game he had never ge-
cured a “natural” or black jack, and
this and other things led him to con-
clude the game was crooked, and pay-
ment was stopped on the checks.

A MERGER IN MINES

LARDEAU PROPERTIES CONSOL-
IDATED BY MINNEAPOLIS
PARTIES.

NEW COMPANY CONTEMPLATES
NEW SMELTER AND TRAM-
WAY SYSTEM.

(From Friday's Daily.)

A new era In the annals of the Lar-
deau mimng district of B. C. is in-
augurated through the organization ol
the Kootenay Consolidated Mining
Company of B. C., Limited, with head-
quarters in Minmeapolis. The corpora-
tion is a merger of half a dozen well
known Lardeau gold-silver-lead mines,
and ranks with the most important
mining deals in the province, It is
casily the biggest merger ever put
through in the Lardeau-Duncan coun-
1y, and has within it potentialities of
ithe greatest importance to the whole
district. Judge J. M, Miller has been
instrumental in putting through the
deal, which adds local flavor to the
story, inasmuch as Judge Miller was a
resident for some years of Rossland.

The Kootenay Consolidated merges
the following well known Lardeau
properties: Old Gold, Primrose, Moun-
tain Lion, Treadwell, Black Warrior,
Lardeau-Duncan, Guinea Gold Exten-
sion, Spring Group, Silvery Moon,
Comstock, Rio Grande, Baltimore and
Amazon. The Old Gold and Primrose
have already shipped ore giving re-
turns of over $100 per ton, and a large
tonnage'is stored at the mine awaiting
shipment. The Black Warrior, Moun-
tain Lion and Treadwell have consid-
erable ore bodies blocked out, and ore
in tramsit to the smelter. The remain-
ing properties have remarkable sur-
face showings, requiring only judici-
ous development to make them impor-
tant shippers.

Minneapolis capitalists are behind
the merger, among the men thus inter-
ested being Dr. C. 8. Dudley, Colonel
H. L. Archer, H. 8. Dudley and M. C.
Miifler. All are experienced mining
investors, having interests in Colo-
rado, Nevada and California. After
thorough examination of the Lardeau-
Duncan properties just merged, the
Minneapolis people pronounced them
equal to any of their holdings in the
states specified.

The new company has mapped out a
comprehensive program for the prop-
erties merged. Development of the mines
is to be pushed ahead, and in addition
the erection of a smelter and the cen-
struction of tramways is contemplated,
together with the development of wa-
ter power. Ample capital has been
subscribed to put these plans into ef-
fect. The smelter will probably be es-
tablished at or near the head of
Kootenay lake, with tram lines radiat-
ing to the mines controlled by the
corporation. Such a scheme can be
worked out readily, and much interest
attaches to the proposition for this
reason.

The consolidation thus effected is a
fitting climax to the unremitting
labors of Judge Miller, who has oper-
ated the Old Gold and Primrose con-
tinuousty for five years. 'When he
took hold of the two propositions there
were no trails, and the cost of laying
down supplies of every description
‘was enormous, especially in the win-
ter. Work was mever suspended, how-
ever, although Judge Miller frequently
was faced with the necessity of liqui-
dating operating expenses out of his
own private purse. His success nas
come after hard and contant work,

land in view of the probable impor-

tant beneficial effect of the merger on
the district generally, the happy out-
come will be received with general
satisfaction.

From time to time the progress of
affairs at the Old Gold and Primrose
has been chronicled at length, so that
it is generally understood that both
properties only require the transpor-
tation facilities to be provided by the
new company to make large producers
of exceptionally high grade ore.

PAINFUL SUBJECT

QUBSTION OF CORPORAL PUNISH-
MENT IN PUBLIC.
SCHOOLS.

HOW PRESENT SYSTEM WORKS
OUT BADLY — RULES
REQUIRED,

(From Friday’s Daily.)

Among the worries which the public
school board has on hand at the present
juncture is one of a decidedly painful
nature—that of the method to be pur-
sued in administering corporal punish-
ment to the pupils who cannot be led into
proper conduct by the soft pérsuasive
method. No rules are established gov-
erning this point, but that some are
needed is demonstrated by a case now
before the trustees,

The incident occurred at the Cook ave-
nue school and came within an ace of
winding up in the police court.

A youngster in one of the grades pre-
gided over by a young lady behaved in
a manner that could only be corrected
by the administration of corporal pun-
ishment. ‘There seems to be no doubt
on this point in the minds of the teach-
ers concerned or of the parent interest-
ed. The presiding teacher did not feel
capable of inflicting the sentence pas-
sed, and called in the acting principal.

‘When the acting principal reached the
scene of the trouble he did not resort to
the recognized method of punishment,
but struck the offending youngster over
the side of the head with sufficient force
to leave the marks of his fingers on
the lad’s tender skin.

The curtain rises on the next scene
with an indignant parent confronting
the acting principal and demanding an
explanation. . In the course of the con-
versation the parent struck the teacher

with his open hand. '

Then the teacher threatemed police
court proceedings for the infliction of
the blow, and the parent acquiesced, but
quietly stripped off his coat with the
announcement -that he would get the
worth of his money anyway.

Ultimately hostilities were suspended
and an understanding arrived at gov-
erning the management of the youngster
in question so long as he attends the
public schools. Unfortunately every par-
ent cannot undertake to go into these
details, and regulations, now wholly
wanting, should be devised to govern.

Opinion seems to rule that corporal
punishment is necessary in extreme
cases, and that in such cases the punish-
ment should be administered in such a
manner as to inflict sufficient pain on
the culprit to bring him to his senses.
Nature has provided a certain portion
of the juvenile’s anatomy with lots of

nerve centres which can be stirred into | Sfforts

activity without injuring the patient.
Teachers should confine their punish-
ments ‘to this portion of offenders’ an-
atomy and no one would have occasion
to complain. If teachers cannot do this
on their own initiative the trustees can
provide the necessary regulations.

A BOUNDARY DEAL

JACK POT FRACTION BOUGHT
BY A SYNDICAE FOR
$15,000.

—
THE PECULIAR MANNER IN
WHICH THE PROPERTY
‘WAS FOUND.

GRAND FORKS, B. C., Sept. 3.—
A syndicate organized by W. T. Hun-
ter of Greenwood has purchased the
Jack Pot fraction, adjoining the Athel-
stan mine, Wellington camp. The
amounit involved is $15,000. J. J. Far-
rell, the late owner, received $3000 cash
on Monday, and $5000 is due in thirty
days and the balance thirty days
later.

The same syndicaite is operating the
Athelstan mine on a 'working bond,
and is making daily shipments of 55
tons of ore that averages $9 per ton.

The Jack Pot when relocated by
Farrell last spring had been aban-
doned as worthless by the former own-
er. Farrell, while walking up the
wagon road, espied a big showing un-
der the roots of a pine tree blown
down in a recent storm. He stripped
it and uncovered an ore body three
lhundred feet wide. The ore is identi-
cal with that of the Afthelstan, and
runs the same in gold wvalues.

The work of quarrying ore from the
Jack Pot was started the day after
the deal was closed. As the railway
and smelter rate amount to a trifle
over $2 per ton, the ore nets about
$5.50 per tom.

THE NEWEST METAL.

SELIUM,

The announcement comes from Ger-
many that a Frenchman, Bdward Mol-
lard, has reported to the state depart-
ent the discovery of another metal.
This new metal is called selium and is
both lighter amd stronger than alumi-
num. Its hardness is not quite equal
to iron, but is greater than zinc, and
its power of resistance ranks between
iron and steel. The greatest advan-
tage of the new metal is its cost of
production, which is only about one-
twentieth that of aluminum. Selium
does not corrode and is capabl: of a
very high polish. The former quality
is an important requisité in ship-
building, while the latter makes the
new metal exceptionally suited for
cooking utensils,

Numerous experimenters have tri-
ed to obtain metal as light as alumin-
jum, but ome which would possesg
| greater nigidity, At first magianium,
i which is a combination of aluminum
and magnesium, seemed to fulfill these
conditions, but a few trials proved
that it possessed a very short grain,
which detroyed aill elasticity. In oth-
er words the metal was capable of sus-
taining a very strong preasure, but .
breaks easily.
| Such a metal, therefore, as selium,
possessing the good qualities of alum-

um, ‘together with strength, rig-
idity and the quality of receiving a
high polish, can scarcely help becom-
{ing a strong commercial factor, es-
! pecially when the low cost of product- :
ion is considered. It is to be hoped
{that selium possesses all the advan-
tages claimed for it.—Brocklyn Eagle.

! "The removal of canal tolls appears to
have given a stimulus to the trade of
the St. Lawrence route. Montreal as a
Pprain port now enjoys an advantage of
three cents a bushel over New York.

-seven cents a bushel; from Chicago to
ZMontreal the charge is four cents a
i bushiel. This advantage is telling
-8Strongly in favor of Montreal. The fol-
dowing comparison of grain shipments

£ind in the Buffalo News:

The receipts of grain at Montreal for
the month of July include about 4,000,-
000 bushels of wheat, while the combin-
-ed receipts of all Atlantic and Gulf
ports in this country at the same time
was approximately 4,500,000 bushels.
The exports were 2,360,000 bushels from
Montreal, while from New York City
“were less than 900,000.bushels and from
-other points muech less.

The Montreal shipments also were
within 1,000,000 bushels of the combined
<export shipments of all the Atlantic
rorts. That these figures are unusual
may be found from a comparison of
-exports during the first seven months of
#his year compared with the same per-
Fod last year. In 1902 New York shipped
9,500,000 bushels of wheat before the first
-of August, Boston 4,000,000. Montreal
8,250,000. For the same period this year
New York has fallen off nearly 3,000,-
000 bushels, Boston dropped to a little
xore than 1,500,000, while the Montreal
shipments have risen to mearly 10,000,-
©0G bushels.

The decline in New York is 20 per
«<ent, in Boston 60 per cent, while the in-
crease in Montreal is 21 per cent,

‘These figures are sufficient proof that
minder present conditions the St. Law-
zence route must draw traffic from the
wail and water route via Buffalo, This
is the principal argument that is beiag
Gsed in support of the project to enlarge
the Erie canal to a waterway capable of
carrying 1,000-ton barges. This project
will be voted on by the electors of New
York state in ‘November. However,
even if this vast project, which is esti-
aated to cost one hundred millions, be
€ndorsed at the polls and carried to
completion, it is not likely that it would
overcome the natural advantages of the
Canadian waterway. With Port Col-
borne harbor deepened and sufficient
clevator accommodation provided at
that point, the St. Lawrence route will
be able to hold its own against any ar-

rows of haughty hollyhocks, which,
when once planted, grow like weeds and
threaten the more modest heartease
and bachelor buttons; its sweet scented
mignonette and its never-failing daisies—
is a thing of the past.

The modern woman does not look
after her garden as her mother and
grandmother used to do. Today there
is a gardener who attends to that. He
mows the lawn; he plans the shape and
arrangement of the flower beds. And
what does he plant? In the spring,
haughty tulips and awkward hyacinths,
and later on, nothing but stiff geran-
inms—blossoms in which there is neither
grace nor perfume, possessing only one
attribute of the truly beautiful flower—
color.

It would seem that the modern woman
ought to take more interest in gardening.
She is stronger, of more athletic build
than her anecestors, and, therefore, bet-
ter fitted to weed a garden and care for
the plants than the women of the last
generation, who spent much of their
spare time in doing such enervating
work as crocheting and knitting. Then,
too, it is remarkable that plant life
has not more attractions for children,
now that nature study is being introduec-
ed into the public school curriculum.
And yet, in how very few suburban and
country homes does one find that the
children have charge of little garden
plots which they may call their very own.
And with the home garden the home-
made bouquet, the parting gift of every
hostess to the friend who had visited
her in her country home, has also pas-
sed away. Cut flowers from the green-
house for beautifying the dinner table
were, in olden times, out of the ques-
tion, but a bountiful supply from the
garden was always on hand, so that
each and every meal a fresh bouquet
could be had. Every breeze that blew
wafted the scenf of honeysuckle and
mignonette through the house, and from
early spring until late in the fall the
air was redolent with sweet perfume.
Of course a well trimmed lawn and
neatly designed geranium beds have
their advantages, but need the garden
be sacrxfxced to the lawn? Why not
compromise and have a little of each?

IF RUSSIA AND JAPAN FIGHT.

It is somewhat significant that two
leading journals in the Far East
should be carrying on an active dis-
cussion of the probable development
in and the result of a war between
Russia and Japan. The North China
Daily News began this discussion with
a detailed examination of the proba-
bilities of such a war, arriving at the
conclusion that Russia must necessar-
ily have the best of the fight. The
News assumes that a naval engage-
ment of a, decisive character would be-
gin the conmflict. If Russia should be
victorious she would, according to the
News, be able to pour an immense

j army into Japan from Port Arthur. If,

on the other hand, Japan should win
on the water, the News cannot see
that it would profit her very greatly,
because she would have to give baitle
to Russia either in Manchuria or Corea,
and there mo absolutely decisive ad-
vantage could be gained by either
power, i
The Japan Weekly Mail of Yoko-
hama disagrees with this reasoning.
In the first place the Mail does not
admit the probability of Japan’s de-

Russia has in the far eastern waters
a fleet of twenty-two vessels with a
total tonnage of 186,249, Japan has
thirty vessels with a tonnage aggre-
gating over 206,000. This comparison
includes only battleships and armored
cruisers, and on the side of Japam
might also be found the British fieet
of fifteen vessels. If France’s strength
be joined to Russia’s it adds but six
ships of a tonnage of 38,804.

But grainting that Russia was the
victor in the naval battle which both
sides of the controversy seem to take
for granted, the Mail insists that Rus-
sia would find insuperable obstacles
in the way of an invasion of Japam.
The invader would be opposed by a
well-trained and courageous army of
250,000 men, and to meet them success-
fully the Mail asserts that a Russian
force of half a million would be need-
ed. BEstimating that 500 or 600 ships
would be required to transport such
an army with its equipment, the Mail
concludes that an invasion would be
quite impossible. Even assuming that
it were accomplished, the paper as-
sures its imaginary antagonists that
a campaign of-stupendous difficulties
would remain to be brought to a suc-
cessful conclusion.

In the event of Japamese victory in
the preliminary naval engagement, the
Mail thinks that Japan would show
herself able to drive Russia out of
Manchuria and back from Port Arthur
and Dalny.

IMPERIAL TRADE.

As the principal debate in the recent
Imperial Trade Congress at Montreal
proceeded, it became evident that a0
resolution would be carried which com-
nitted the delegates to an endorsement
of any formal scheme of Inter-Imperial
preferential trade. While the assembly
was a unit, an enthusiastic unit, in re-
gard to the necessity for developing the
strength of the British Empire, there
were sizns of a strong opposition to
any resolution that would commit the
Congress to what is spoken of as “the
Chamberlain scheme.” It was urged
that, until some plans were devised that
would be of mutual benefit to the moth-
er country, the Imperial colomes and
British possessions, it would be ‘futile
and disastrous to the integrity of the
Emplre were any scheme adopted which
was defestive in this respect. The
sreeches were all remarkably able, fud
of practical information, directly bearing
upon the subject of Imperial trade, such
information as could only be given by
men engaged iu and fully aequainted
with all the conditions of manufacturing
enterprises.

To avoid a formal division,.-a compro-
mise resolution was moved by Lord
Strathcona, which was carried unani-
mously amid a tumult of applause, This
resolution reads:

“That, in the opinion of this Congress
the bonds of the British Empire would
be materially strengthened and a union
of the various parts of his majesty’s do-
minion greatly consolidated by the adop-
tion of a commercial policy based upon
the principle of mutual benefit, whereby
each component part of the Empire
would receive a substantial advantage
in trade as a/ result of its relationship,
due consideration being given to the fis-
cal and industrial needs of the compon-
ent parts of the Empire;

“That this Congress urges upon his
majesty’s government the appointment
by them of a special commission com-
posed of representatives of Great Brit-
gin and her colonies and India, to con-
sider the possibilities of thus increasing
and strengthening the trade relations be-
tween the different parts of the Empire,
and"- the trading facilities within the
Empire, and with foreign countries.”

A qualified endorsement is given by
the French commissgion to the propobsals
of the American Monetary Exchange
commissioners at present travelling
through Europe. The French commission
favors a coinage ratio for the Orieng
with the face value of silver fixed slight-
ly above its bullion valpe, similar to the
American system in the Philippines, It
makes some reservations in reference to
the feature of the plan which contem-
plates the regular purchase of silver, on
the ground that it is impossible to fore-
see the country’s needs for subsidiary
and colonial coinage. The French re-
port indorses the idda of a gold stand-
ard for China and other silver-using
countries, but suggests that the plan is
possible only with a judicious control of
the coinage by the government and the
creation of an adequate gold reserve.
It is intimated that the commission ap-
pointed by the Russian government to
consider the proposals has reached con-
clusions similar to those of the French
commission. Both commissions, it is
understood, regard it as preferable to
establish a uniform system for China
by beginning on a silver basis and af-
terward raising it to a fixed gold value,
rather than by beginning on a gold basis
immediately. It is of interest to note
in connection with this subject that gil-

,pose of winnowing the evidence in the
controversy so as to present what is ma-
terial and bring into prominence the real
issues to be determined. In this way, at
least, the mecting of the commission may
result in leaving the matter to be de-
cided by some impartial tribunal, should
it be thought advisable to submit the
ccntroversy to arbitration in the future.

This is, perhaps, the most that can be
expected of the meeting which is to
take place this week.

WHY AMERICAN CAPITAL GOES
TO MEXICO.

The reason for the great interest that
is being shown by American investors
in Mexican mining is apparently hard
to find. It is well known that in the
greater number of the states of Mex-
ico there are valuable deposits of gold,
silver and other ores, some of which
have been mined for centuries and
more, and are still producing ‘largely
and profitably. Another reason is that
the existing government of Mexico is
liberall in its policy toward those who
are willing to risk their capital in de-
veloping the country’s mineral resour-
ces. The government of the United
Stakes, it may be said, is also liberal
in its policy toward niining men, nor
will it be denjed that the mineral re-
sources of that couniry are as varied,
as valuable and as extensive as are
those of Mexico.

The answer, the correct and only
answer to the question must be sought
elsewhere, and the Mining Reporter
of Denver furnishes it. It will not, it
says, be disputed that A.merﬁcnno
would prefer to operate in their own
country, and would do so were condie
tions here what they should be; the
great majority of them, possibly all,
prefer well-paid, intelligent labor.

Ar-
gylishire has warned Mr. Balfour that
he is losing ground. He cannot much
longer delay, with safety to the gov-
ernment, an unqualified and explicit de-
claration of policy. The result in Ar-
gyllshire reveals, moreover, the vigor
with which the free traders are prepared
to combat a preference. They will fight
the new movement to the last ditch. As
yet Mr. Chamberlain has not begun his
campaign, which has been timed to start
in October. That he will have need
of all the help he can summon must now
be plain. TUnless he is backed by his
colleagues, and sustained by the colonies,
he will have difficulty in making his
voice heard over the “dear loaf” cry.
Nothing worth having is got without a
struggle, and the struggle for a stronger
and more compact Empire is only begin-
ning.

TARTE AND QUEBEC.,
———

A Montreal correspondent draws this
picture of the situation of Liberalism
in Quebec as affected by Mr. Tarte’s
defection:

“Mr, Tarte’s position in the coming
DPolitical struggle is causing a good deal
of speculation in political circles, Nat-
urally the Liberals are much alarmed
over Mr. Tarte’s recent course, and are
representing him as once more a mem-
ber of the Conservative party and is
engaged in all kinds of interests. This
may suit the Liberals’ game, but is
not in accordance with the facts. Mr.
Tarte, as a matter of fact; is simply
continuing the independent attitude he
assumed even while a member of the
cabinet, and which brought down upon
him the wrath of Sir Wilfrid Laurier's
more subservient followers in the min-
istry. Mr. Tarte is the apostle of pro-
tection, and he is ready to advocate
fiscal reform either at meetings of Con-
servatives or Liberals. The monster
meeting assembled at Berthierville yes-
terday showed that the country is ready
to endorse the protection policy advo-
cated by him.

““Mr. Tarte’s attitude is well defined
in his paper, La Patrie, tonight, which
says: ‘Mr. Tarte has accepted an invi-
tation to speak next Sunday at St. An-
leline, Dorchester county, when a great
Dolitical meeting will be held. The ex-
minister is-at the disposal of all Liberals
or Conservatives who are favorable to
the protection of our national interests.
The tariff question is not a party ques-
tion, it is a national question.’

“The Liberals in the province of Que-
bec are in a bad way. The tide has set

in strongly against them, and in losing
Mr. Tarte they have lost the greatest

organizing force they possessed. It is
no secret that it was to Mr. Tarte more
than to any one else that Sir Wilfrid
Laurier owed his numerous majorities
in Quebec at the last two elections, Now
he is an independent force in political,
circles, arrayed against the government,
and the Quebec Liberals must depend
on Prefontaine and Bernier who are left,

ever in the province.

“It is therefore small wonder that the
Liberals are alarmed over the situation
and the party representatives at Ottawa
are doing their utmost to dissuade the
premier from having an election till they
have a chance to gather their forces.
According to inside information the ma-
jority of the cabinet is determined to
have an election while Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier is with them. He is their sole chance
of making any show in the coming elec-
tion.

WAR IN THE BALKANS.

The conditions at present existing in
the Balkans correspond with those
which prevailed in the neighborhood
of Peking during the Boxer rebellion,
when the troops of the allied powers
were forcing their way from the sea
to relieve the distress of the besieged
legations in the imperial city. A state
of war exists and all the violent acts
of war are being committed, and yet,
through a fiction of international pol-
icy and courtesy, the civilized world
is expected to assume that war is not
being carried on because no formal
declaration of it has been made. It is
none the less a fact, however, that the
Turkish army is now on a war footing
and that regularly pitched battles are
being fought between its battalions
and the Bulgarian -and Macedonian
insurrectionists, fortifications are be-
ing stormed, cities are being comsign-
ed to the flames, and fertile regions
are being laid waste throughout vari-
ous parts of the Balkan provinces.
In all excepting in name war is now
ravaging the Balkans. Tutrkey is
pleased to call it a movement to sup-
press disorder and restore p=ace in a
district within her dominion which is
overrun by brigandage. The Christian
powers of Europe are content to re-
gard passing events in the Bglkans

SCHOOL OF JOURNALISM.

The
object, which is to secure that a power
confessedly immense shall be in excel-
lent hands, is excellent. Whether it is
attainable in the way proposed, the
result of the experiment must decide.
Journalism is not like law or medi-
cine, a regular mrofession, nor can you
exact a qualification for it analo-
gous to a legal or medical degree.
Some men make it their calling in life,
but many take it up only for a time,
or with a view to dealing with some
special subject. The general informa-
tion which a journalist ought to have
can be acquired at existing universi-
ties. The knack of writing editorials
can hardly be imparted anywhere, The
office part of the work can be learned
only in the office. In literary skill, in
the purveyance of news, in editorial
and administrative capacity, the news-
paper press as a whole, apparently
leaves not much to be desired. It
seems to be fully on a level with the
other marvels of the age. Yellow jour-
nalism ijtself is by no means wanting
in anything which a professional in-
structor could impart. Integrity, in-

dependence, patriotism, freedom from
the sinister influences which turn jour-
nals into mere tools, are the things
more apt to be lacking, and these no

college training camn impart.”

NELSON POLITICS.

As a rule provincial newspapers
these days have little or nothing to
say about B. C. politics, except to re-
port the progress of events.

Taylor, K. C., in the hope that it will
succeed in hiding the many political
shortcomings of John Houston. The
Minet, of course, holds no brief for
Mr. Taylor, but, in keeping with hun-
dreds of fair-minded electors, it is dis-
gusted at the tactice of Houston’s
organ. If Houston would confine him-
self to the many vitally important
publi¢ issues of the day and preach
the grand principles of true Conser-
vatism he might win ‘both sympathy
and votes, but by his petty, narrow-
minded and contemptible insinuations
he can only succeed in reaping a
whirlwind of defeat. It is such tactics
as these that are liable to bring dis-
credit to the Comservative pariy. We
hope, however, that the public will not
judge the party by anything Hous‘on
may say or do.

Houston jockeyed himself into the
Conservative nomination at Nelson by
questionable methods. But because
he has succeeded in that respect, it
does not follow that he deserves either
the respct or support of true Conser-
vatives or any other element of the
electorate. On the contrary, it is the
unquestionable duty of all good Con-
servatives in the Nelson riding to do
everything possible to insure the de-
feat of this selfish and rampant, vet
double-dgaling demagogue. He is a
disgrace to the province as a politician
and a publicist, and consequently to
the Conservative party. His reputa-
tion for statesmanship is nil, but his
notoriety in the gutter of “practical”
politics is about as unsavory as can
be.

ADVANTAGES OF B. C. MINERAL
LOCATIONS.

British Columbia enjoys a distinet
advantage over the United States in the
matter of its law which gives mineral
locators 1500 feet square with no ex-
tralateral rights.

The majority of mining men who are
familiar with the United States law
agree that the apex theory of vein own-
ership and the principle of extralateral
rights as recognized in the neighboring
republic is responsible for much of the
interminable litigation with which the
mining industry there has been burd-
eced, but not a few of them object to
a change because of difficulties and
conflicts’ that might arise in adjusting
conditions to a radically different law.

The present United States law gives
play to such flexible theories of vein
¢ip and formation as may suit the in-
terests of some litigants, but the coa-
stant possibility of litigation impels Am-
erican mining companies to fortify them-
selves by acquiring large holdings ad-
jacent to those actually being developed
-—a necessity that does not exist in this
province,

——
A STRIKE AGAINST A GOV-
ERNMENT.

In less than five days the Victorian
government completely crushed the
strike begun on the state-owned rail-
roads some time ago. The strike

was occasioned by the refusal of the
ministry to withdraw its order that

the Railway Employees’ Association
withdraw from the Victoria Trades
Hall—the headquarters of trades un-
ionism in the colony. The ministry
took the position that as the railway
employees were public servanis, they
hadnorlghttomr_lnhoautmatﬁlh»
tions with outside labor organizations
as might lead to a suspension of the
public service through a sympathetic
strike. The Engineers’ Association no-
tified the ministry that unless the or-
der was withdrawn they would leave
their locomotives wherever they hap-
pened to be at t.he/ hour designated
for the strike. The ministry did not
yield, but announced to the employees
that those who struck would forfeit
their right to pensions, while those
who did not strike would receive dou-
ble pay during the mext two months.
When the strike was begun, parlia-
ment was summoned, and a drastic
bill submitted dealing with the situa-
tion. Premier Irvine stated that the
country faced a long-meditated revoit
egainst established authority. The
strike had thrown the state into con-
fusion and would be fought to a fin-
ish. The bill submitted was not retro-
active and was not to remain in force
after the end of the strike, but pro-
vided that any railroad employee leav-
ing his work without giving four days’
notice would incur a penalty of five
hundred dollars fine or a year's im-
prisonment, and would be ineligible to
future employment by the government.
An amendment was offered promising
thiat parliament would consider the
grievances of the railroad men if they
returned to work, but this was voted
down by a majority of nearly two to
one. The passage of the act was cer-
tain, and the following day the lead-
ers of the strike gave in their uncon-
ditional surrender. From the first the
strike had been condemned by public
opinion. It was felt that a strike of
public servants against the terms ac-
corded them by the public was even
more indefensible than a strike of pri-
vate employees against the terms ac-
corded by a board of arbitration. It
Was regarded as a direct attack upon
the- sovereignty of the state, and the
ministry secured the support of nearly
all disinterested. elements in a -Jeano-
«cratic state when asserting the final-
ity of the state’s decisions.

The Liberal leadership in B. C. is
still a burning issue. The public will
remember that in the account of the
meeting of the Liberal executive held
in Vancouver some weeks ago it' was
currently reported that the vexed ques-
tion of the party leadership was laid
over to be decided after the election
by the Liberal members returned 1o
the legislature. Acting on this arrange-
ment the executive, so it is declared,
‘at once sent out written pledges to be
signed by all the candidates agreeing
to be bound by the choice made by the
elected members,

Among others a pledge was sent to
John Qliver, of Delta, but up to date
his has not been returned to the exe-
cutive, as Mr. Oliver feels at present
that he knows no better man to be the
Liberal Moses than John Oliver, of Del-
ta, but he is not quite sure as to how
near Joseph Martin may be to getting a
majority of those elected, consequently
he has not signed the pledge.

Now Mr. Martin has once more assumed
the role of dictator, and says that :f
John Oliver does not sign, he will cut

The
knowing ones in the Liberal ranks in
Vancouver say that this is simply a
shrewd move on the part of Mr. Martin
to avoid going into a Liberal conven-
tion at Vancouver, as it is openly stated
that if he goes into a convention there
“Boss” Kelly will be on hand with
his following to see that Mr. Martin
is not nominated.

CANADA’S DEBT.

Probably not one citizen im fifty, if
asked the question, what is the amount
of our national debt, could guess
within ten or fifteen millions of dol-
lars. In the prosperous times of to-
day and for the past few years—long
may they continue—we have heard
from month to month, and year to
year, of our epormous revenue, but
little of the debt. According to the
official figures, to hand from Ottawa,
the gross debt and the increases from
1896 to date are showmn as follows:

In the last year quoted the asaets
are shown at $94,629,387, an increase of
$8,276,968, ' very liberal by the way,
leaving the net debt at $271,829,090.
Every year, excepting one since 1898,
the debt has been increased from $2,-
317,048 to $5,422,506.

The Laurier government has a mag-

increasing the gross debt of the coun-
try enormously by building a line for
the G. T. P. R, to extend the Inter~
colonial, vastly increase the value of
that enterprise in which the country
has invested over $70,000,000, and
while furnishing the people of Canada
with cheaper transportation rates, de-
rive, if-need be, a handsome revenue.
As the” bargain 'stands today, the
country loses money on the G. T. P. R.
enterprise for seven or tem years; dur-
ing which time it is given practically
as a gift to a private company to
make what use of it they can, and af-
ter that the government’s three per
cent is not likely to more than cover,
if it does cover, the actual outlay, and
then the possibility of lower rates is
as remote as ever. The people of Can-
ada, who are opposed to the govern-
ment in the gigantic blunder, are not
all Conservsuvq partisans, but repre-
sent the majority of calm, level-headed
business men. They do mnot oppose
the entry of the Grand Trunk. They
welcome that railway, but they oppose
the action of the government in not
extending the Intercolonial and in
fastening the country to the heels of a
private corporation for fifty or sixty
years,

It is certainly a growing time with
our national debt.

The United States people await the
result - of the Alaskan boundary com-
mission with perfect equanimity. They
are satisfied that they cannot lose, while
they have strong hopes that they will
win. The Washington correspondent
of the New York Post announces that,
no matter what the evidence may be, the
Usited States commissioners will “staad
pat.” He says: “The prevalent belief
iu Canada is that the decision will he
against her claim and in favor of the
United. States. Bngland, the Canadians
realize, wants no trouble with the re-
public. Her great international concern
is Russia and Russian aggressions in
Agia, and she will not be diverted from
this by any Alaskan boundary dispute.
. he Canadians-know this, as do the Am-
ericans. For a number of years past
England his yielded to the United States
in all essentials in controversy. She
vielded in the Venezuelan affair and
in the Clayton-Bulwer treaty. We in-
sisted that arbitration should settle a
British boundary dispute in South Af-
rica, but that arbitration should not be
tolerated on our Alaskan boundary line.
The only way in which the present
tribunal can settle the dispute is by one
of the members on the other side ac-
krowledging that the American claim
is correct, and this is the expected out-
come, The three Americans—Lodge,

A CRACEFUL COMPLIMENT.
A graceful compliment was paid to
Canada by the British admiralty in
giving the name “Dominion” to the
latest great battleship and the selec-
tion of the Princess Louise to per-
form the ceremony of christening was
in keeping with it. The launching
was, however, a reminder that Canada
contributes nothing to the support of
the navy. It is not flattering to our
self-esteem to reflect that the battle-
ship that bears the mame of another
colony, the “Good Hope,” was a pres-
ent to the navy from South Africa,
while the Dominion is a compliment
to a dependency that declines to con-
tribute anything to the first line of
imperial defence and protection. Apart
from this unpleasant reflection, it is
important to note that the three great
battleships, of which the Dominion is
one, are by far the largest, swiftest
and most powerful war vessels afloat.
Hitherto the United States battleships
héld that position, But the British
ships are eighteen thousand tons to
their thirteen thousand, with greater
speed, heavier armament and more
complete armor belt. These ships are
more powerful thap any that can be
Brougiht against them, and also capa-
ble of outsteaming an attacking force
if assailed by superior numbers. Brit-
ain thus holds her position in naval
supremacy far in advance of all the
other powers. Though the cost is
enormous, it is in reality the price that
must be paid for imperial insurance.
Canada enjoys the benefit, has now
been given a share of the homor, and
if she were as self-respecting as she
should be, she would bear what part
she could of the burqen.

SENATORS ANKENY AND FOSTER
MADE FLYING VISIT SUN-
DAY.

(From Tuesday’'s Daily.)

Rossland was favored with a flying
wisit from a party of Washington no-
#mkilities on Sunday. At the head of
the party were United States Senators
JAmkeny and Foster and Congressman
Jones, and their mission was to look
wver the Le Roi and other mine works.
"The party did not reach here as early
as expected, and were only able to take
a flying glance at the Le Roi works
before compelled to rush for the out-
®oing train.

8. F. Parrish, general manager of the
Le Roi company, did the honors while
the distinguished visitors were within
The city gates. The visit was some-
what unexpected, and comparatively few
witizens knew of it at all. :

The party consisted of United Stat
Senators Ankeny and Foster and Con-
gressman Jones, as stated, State Sena-
tor Stansell, Captain J. D. Miller, of
MWenatchee, G. W. Harvey of Harvey,
Thomas Sammons of Tacoma, John D.
Ankeny of Walla Walla, and T. Carey,
attorney of Northport. They travelled
in the buffet car running between
Northport and Spokane, and were to
have arrived here at an early hour,
which would have given ample time
to visit several of the Red mountain
mines. Instead, the train was delayed
and it was 9 o’clock when the special
car reached Rossland. The usual for-
malities with the customs further de-
Aayed the visit to the mines, and when
the Black Bear was ultimately reached
the visitors had only three-quarters of
an hour or thereabouts at their dis-
‘posal. Mr. Parrish did his utmost to
show the party all that was to be seen
in the brief period available, and all
the visitors were keenly interested In
the big works at the Le Roi.

On Saturday the party spent the day
at Northport, visiting the smelter and
addressing a public meeting in the even-
ing. Their mission was in connection
with the proposal to render the Colum-
bia river navigable to the international
boundary line, a subject in which the
people of Washington resident along the
Tiver are deeply interested.

E. J. Wilson, manager of the North-
port smelter, entertained the party at
alinner in the smelter residence on Sat-
urday evening.

NEW ORE CONTRACT

LE ROI TWO COMPANY CLOSED
DEAL WITH GREENWOOD
SMELTER.

ROSSLAND ORE SHIPPED TO THE
BOUNDARY TODAY FOR
FIRST TIME.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
For the first time in the amnals of

Eastern British Columbia ore mined
3n the Rossland camp will be shipped
i0 a Boundary smelter for treatment.

This is the outcome of a contract com-
cluded between the Le Roi Two com-
pany of Rossland and the B. C. Cop-
per company’s smelting works at
Greenwood. The first installment of
ore under the contract will be ship-
ped to Greemwood today.

No information as to the terms of
4he contract or its duration has been
disclosed.

The Le Roi Two company has al-
wrays shipped the product of it Josie
and No. 1 mines to Northport, the last
contract with the Le Roi works ex-
piring a month or six weeks ago. Since
then shipments have been forwarded
as usual, while a new contract was
under consideration. Manager Could-
ey stated yesterday that the agree-
ment with the Greemwood works was
now in effect. The diversion was made
for “business reasons,” according to
Mr. Couldrey, and the natural inter-
pretation of this is that he was able
to secure better terms from the Can-
=mdian Pacific railway and the Green-
wood plant than were procurable from
the Northport works and the Great
Northern railway. He added that the
natural result of reduced freight and
smelting rates would be to stimulate
production, but that for the present
the output of the Le Roi Two’s mines
wwould be maintained at the standard
established during the year, 1900 to 2000
dry tons per month. Under ordinary
<ircumstances the company might
bhave shipped ore immediatesly that was
brought within the profitable limit
under the new comtract, but the adop-
tion of the concentrating system would
affect ‘their attitude in this respect,
and for the present no change would
be made.

THE ORO DENORO.

Late Work Makes the Property Show,
up Very Well.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Smith Curtis returned Saturday
mnight from the Oro Denoro mine,
where he was for several days last
week. He reports that the property
is improving daily as the work of un-
covering the big ledge known as No.
1 vein proceeds. The width disclosed
two months ago was 70 feet; two weeks
ago it had widened to 90 feet, and it
is now about 120 feet wide and the
walls on either side not yet reached.
The smelter returns continue very sat-
isfactory.

TO MINE THEIR OWN COAL.

The Canadian Pacific Planning t:}n a
Supply. B

According to reports from Bast Koot-
enay, the Canadian Pacific will soon be
in a way to supply itself with coal
from its own mines at the eastern boun-
dary of the province. The company has
purchased coal lands located near Crow’s
‘Nest by some Fernie men, the price paid
being $110,000. These properties are
said to carry heavy seams of coal of a
good quality for steam and coking pur-
poses. The company is preparing to
open up the seams for its own use,
though it is apparently debarred from
‘ectering the outside trade in the pro-
vince by its agreement with the Crow's
Nest Coal company. This agreement
has some few years yet to run. Some
‘Fernie men have also located coal lands
or. the upper Elk river, which they ex=
pect to sell for a substantial sum, and
it is possible that these will be oper-
ated in the comparatively near future.

FROM KUPER ISLAND

PRINCIPAL OF INDIAN INDUS-
TRIAL SCHOOL THERE IN
CITY.

FATHER DONCKELE DESCRIBES
HIS INTERESTING WORK
AMONG INDIANS.

Among the visitors to the city yester-
day were Rev. Fathers Donckele and
Althoff. The latter is from Nelson,
'while Father Donckele is principal of

the industrial school at Kuper island,
off Vancouver. The institution is sup-
ported largely by the Indian branch
of the department of the interior, and
is doing admirable work among the
Indians of the Cowichan tribe. Thir-
teen years ago Father Donckele opened
the school, and it has grown to consider-
able proportions, an outline of which
will be of general interest as evidencing
what the federal government is attempt-
ing to do for the aborginies of the coast.

Kuper island is about three miles long
by two wide, and is exclusively devotad to
tne purposes of the industrial school.
During the thirteen years of the school
some seventy acres have been cleared
and extensive buildings constructed
along the sea front. The government
maintains fifty children at the school,
and about fifteen more are supported
by the church. The staff consists of
Father Donckele as principal, four sis-
ters who act as teachers and instruct-
ors, two male teachers, instructors in
agriculture, shoemaking, ecarpentry and
other useful trades to which the In-
dians are adapted. Children are taken
at a tender age, and the parents or
guardians are required to enter into an
undertaking to leave the youngsters for
five to ten years.

Father Donckele states that the In-
dian children are most amenable to the
influences cast about them in the school,
| especially when -the instruction is given
in a manner that is not irksome to na-
tures bred to freedom and outdoor life
for countless generations. The girls are
particularly bright, and many of them
evidence genuine artistic taste in the
fancy needlework that is one of the sub-
jects taught. All are industrious when
properly handled, and leave the school
well equipped to make their ways in
life. It is after the pupils leave the
school that the greatest battle is fought,
The facilities for making a living by
fishing and hunting without actual man-
ual labor for more than a few months
in the year are such that numerous
graduates lapse into the mode of living
common to Indians. As the school contin-
ues fo turn out more pupils, this ten-
dency is being overcome, and -through-
out the Cowichan tribe the effect of the
school work is operating for good.

At a meeting of the Britannia mine
stockholders at Vancouver, a resolution
was passed authorizing the directors to
borrow $35,000 on a mortgage, which
sum is to be devoted to the construction
‘of a wharf and tramway. In order that
the stockholders may be protected
against foreclosure proceedings, Robert-
son, of Butte, personally guarantees the
loan and has it placed on the minutes
that any stockholder who pays his pro-
rata share of the loan will be relieved
of all liability. This practically makes
the loan a mortgage on the stock instead
of on the property. The matter of an
extension of time to the purchasing syn-
dicate did not come up, as there was no
official request from the purchasers be-
fore the stockholders. This simply am-
ounts to the fact that while the exten-
sion of time was not specifically grant-
ed, it was not refused. The purchasing
syndicate is in exaetly the same position
as before. It can have the property any
time it produces $1,250.000.

It is expected that at least 1000 Brit-
ish Columbia Indians will be engaged in
hop picking on the Klaba farms, Wash-
ington state, this season. The manager,
John E. Annis, was in Viectoria recent-
ly engaging help. Besides the Indians,
this company will employ about 800
whites, making a total gang of hop
pickers numbering 1800. It is likely that
between 3000 and 4000 pickers will find
employment in the Puyallup valley this
season. Most of the hop growers are
going to pay by the box this year. The
regular rate of $1 per box will be the
established price,

An announcement of the greatest in-
terest to the canners of British Colum-
bia was made recently—to the effect
that Fish Commissioner Kershaw, of
Washington state, had transmitted to
the Fraser River Canners’ association
an offer to build a hatchery on the Fra-
ser river with a capacity of fifty million
fry annually, Washington state to sup-
ply all the funds for the building and
maintenance for -all time. Mr. Ker-
shaw, however, reserves the right to
spend the money himself, but the main-
tenance is to be under the supervision
of the Canadian government, Canadian
builders and operators to be exclusively
employed and all supplies to be bought
dn Victoria or Vancouver.

The enormous sum of $424,891 has been
collected at Victoria as Chinese head
tax during the period from July, 1902, to1
August 31st. This easily beats all rec-
ords. The cause is obvious when it is
remembered that on and after January
1st, 1904, there will come into effect
a Dominion statute virtually prohibitive
against Orientals in its operation, rais-
ing the tax from $100—as at present—
to $500. The next move on the part
of the local and other Celestials in the
province will be for a rise of wages,
in view of the practical prohibition of
further competition by their own cgun-
trymen.

Mr. J. W. Brandrith, secretary of the
British Columbia Fruit Growers’ asso-
‘clation, has received letters from Mr.
R. M. Palmer, freight rates commission-
er, telling of his visits to the Regina
and Brandon fairs, where there were
exhibits of British Columbia fruit. He
reports that at both places the fruit
made a very favorable impression. The
only fruit that was not first class was
the plums, which had gone a little soft.
Experience and care will’ prevent a re-
currence of another failure in that de-
partment. The fruit was sold at high
nprices and more could have been dis-
posed of than was on hand.

It is expected that the strike would
be off at the Van Anda mines by the
first of September, but according to the
latest reports the men were still out
and no change was reported in the situ-
ation, Mr. Vaughan Rhys refusing to,
recognize the union.

The apple crop will be very small
this year. Chilliwack will not ship one-
tenth part of the apples they did last
year, according to W. J. Brandith, sec-
retary of the B. C. Firuit Growers’ as-
soclation. The same authority states
that there is a very good crop of plums
and prunes.

A big organization, including a La-
dies’ committee under Mrs. H. W. Kent,
has been formed in Victoria, to secure
the passing of the C. P. R. hotel bonus
by-law.

BOUNDARY TONNAGE.

iMonlth of August Shows the Greatest on
Record.

PHOENIX, Sept. 7.—In spite of the
scarcity of coke at the district smeltevs
during the early part of August, the
total tonnage from the Boundary mines
for the full month was greater than any
other month in the history of the coun-
try, shipments first being started a lit-
ktle over three years ago. Latterly the
.combined shipments from the Boundary
mines have been in excess of 16,000 tons
weekly, which has materially assisted
in the large August showing of over
60,000 tons. Fort the first part of
September the showing will be some-
\what smaller, as the Granby smelter,
the largest reduction works in the dis-
trict, is now closed to permit of adding
the fifth and sixth furnaces. As, how-
ever, this work is expected to be com-
{ pleted in another week, the added ca-
| pacity of the plant will doubtless make
September show up even larger than
August. After that this smelter alone
. will use over 2000 tons of ore daily. The
fcllowing is the record of the several
mines for the month of August:

ERITISH COLUMBIA REQUEST.

Action Taken by the Government in Re-
gard to G. T..Pacific.

At the end of last week, says the Col-

onist, there was an unusually-important
meeting of the British Columbia gov-
ernment executive council, when a min-
ute was passed recommending the Do-
minion authorities, first, to work on the
mountain section of the Grand Trunk
Pacific railway by commencing opera-
tions from the Pacific terminus and so
continuing eastward to the Boundary
of British Columbia.

It was further agreed to recommend
to the Dominion government that no
Asiatics be employed on the construetion
of that section of the road. -

Due notice of this minute of the exe-
cutive council has been forwarded to
the parliamentary representatives of the
province at Ottawa, and as it is exactly
in line with the well known opidions of
those gentlemen, there will probably
be no difficulty about their taking a
strong personal interest in the matter.

Prominent politicians who had learn-
ed the news of the government’s action
strongly praised the wisdom of it, and
said that it was precisely what was
needed at this time. There could not
be a doubt, they were of opinion, that
the Dominion government would take
the matter into their most earnest con-
sideration. One gentleman said it was
cheering to know that the matter had
come so far along as the discussion of
the labor question, and he had no doubt
that were the provincial government's
sensible proposals acceded to, the re-
sults would be of the most beneficial
character to British Columbia as a
whole. Otherwise the building of the
railway would be of no practical bene-
fit at all to the southern portion of the
province,

It was pretty generally feared
throughout the provinee that in the
building of the road Eastern men and
supplies would be used exclusively, com-
ing over the eastern section of the road.
It is pointed out that the C. P. R. did
the fair thing by the province in build-
ing their line from the sea eastward
(the Onderdouk contract, ete.), which
was of great benefit to the trade of the
country at that time.

The general opinion seems to be that
the executive council has very nearly
voiced the prevailing sentiment of the
people of British Columbia, and that it
is difficult to see how the Dominion gov-
ernment can refuse to grant such a reas-
onable request. Provided that the west-
ern section of the road be commenced
from the Pacifie, and that only white
iabor be employed in construction, this
great work will confer an immense bene-
fit upon the trade of the province gen-
erally.

IMPROVED CROP REPORTS IN THE
NORTHWEST HAVE AN
EFFECT.

TORONTO, Sept.
trade report says:

‘Wholesale trade at Montreal is fair-
ly active. The indications are that busi-
ness will continue to develop actively
the next couple of months. The more
reassuring news from the Northwest re-
garding the crops is a satisfactory fea-
ture of the situation. An increased de-
mand from the west is looked for this
month in many lines as ¢ result. In
some lines sales for the west have al-

ready largely exceeded in volume thozse
of previous years. The demand from
trade centres near home keeps up well,
and the indications at present point to
o large sorting trade in fall and winter
goods. The shipping trade is active, and
increases in shipments are looked for
the next two months over last year.
Values of staple goods are firmly held.
Country remittances are fair, but they
2are never very brisk at this season.
When the crop movements begin they
will be better.

The increase in general trade at To-
ronte this week, coincident with the
opening of the great Dominion indus-
trial exhibition, and the autumn milli-
nery openings, is more marked than ever
Lefore. Large numbers of buyers from
near and distant points in the country
have come to the city, and encouraged
by the advancing tendency of the mar-
ket at home and abroad and the excel-
lent prospects for trade the coming fall
and winter as a result of the good crops
and industrial activity, they have been
buying more largely. The travelers are
in the city now helping to receive the
buyers, but mail orders are fairly large,
and taken all together the movement
this week will be a record one in 2 num-
ber of departments. Values of domestle
and imported staples are firmly held.

At Quebec business during the past
week is showing more activity, there be-
ing an increasing demand for fall goods.
The bountiful crops have had a telling
effect on the country merchants, and the
latter, although acting cautionsly, are
reported buying freely. City retail trade
is reported satisfactory and the out-
look for the balance of the season is
encouraging. There have been no fail-
ures in the distriet to speak of.

Hamilton wholesale trade is showing
more activity. The advances in price
of staple goods have stimulated the de-
mand, especially for cottons and kind-
red lines. The demand in wholesale
trade circles generally is better as a
result of the improved outlook for trade.
Shipments on fall orders are large now.
Failures have been few and generally
unimportant. There is no ancxiety over
econntry merchants meeting their obli-
gations. Trade conditions in all re-
spects continue healthy.

There is a cheerful feeling in trade
circles at London. The promise is for
a large volume of business later on,
when the good effects of the large crops
begin to be felt throughout the country.
The indications favor a large increase
in the demand in a good many depart-
ments of wholesale trade. Prices are
firmly held.

At Wianipeg the more promising out-

look for the grain crop was the feature
of the present week. It is confidently

asserted now that the wheat ecrop will
reach 60,000,000 bushels. Much of it
will grade No. 1 Hard. Prices have been
advanced to 85 cents per bushel at
Winnipeg. Goods are arriving in larze
quantities, and the sorting trade will be
much larger this year, Already the de-
mand is more active since the whoat
crop has passed the danger line. Rail-
way traffic is heavy, and labor is wall
cmployed in all departments.

Pacific coast advices to Bradstreet's
are of a satisfactory nature. Business
at Vietoria, Vancouver and other trade
centres in British Columbia is active
and collections are fair. August has
been good, in spite of the faect that that
month is generally regarded as one of
the dullest of the year. The conditioas
of the Klondike trade are satisfactory,
and large shipments are looked for be-
fore the close of the season, as advices
from Dawson state that Canadian goods
are steadily driving out American com-
petition.

In Ottawa there hes been s steady im-
provement in the demand ¥or goods for
the fall. The outlook is very promising,
and the turn-over in some of the lead-
ing departments of wholesale trade is
expected this year to exceed that of
1502. Values are firm.,

KOOTENAY IS CLOSED

CREW LAID OFF AT THE MINE
YESTERDAY—THE CAUSE
THEREOF.

SMELTER: RAISES TREATMENT
CHARGES, AND MINE
WOULDN'T SHIP.

(From Satarday’s Daily.)

The Kootenay mine closed down in-
definitely yesterday. The crew of
forty men is reduced to a single watch-
man, ailthough a few men will be en-
gaged at the property for a short time.
The -suspemsion is complete to all in-
tents and purposes, however, and the
announcement will be received with
keen regret. Moreoveér, it is intimated
that a similar course may be followed
at the Jumbo- mine unless certain con-
ditions are altered.

A substantial increase in the treat-
menit ¢ es extended to the Koote-
ney miffe was the direct cause of the
suspension.

The mine has shipped its ore to
Northport for the past sixty days or
a trifle more, the interim contract with
the Le Roi reduction works expiring
on September 1. It is understood that
the rate was in the neighborhood of
$2.50 per ton, this comparatively low
figure for the Rossland camp being
secured by reasom of the fact that the
Kootenay product carries a high ex-
cess of iron, making it a desirable ore
to treat in conjunction with the other
silicious ores of the camp.

“Owing to an increase in the charges
for treatment at the Northport smelt-
er, to which plant our ore has been
shipped for the past sixty days, we
have decided to close down the Koote-
nay for the present at all events,” said
Gemeral Manager Thompson to a Miner
reporter yesterday.

“Are you in a position to state the
amount of the increase ” was asked.

“I do not care to give the f
We chould ship under the increased
rate and make a profit on the ore, but
the increase was more than we care
to pay. The ore doesn’t cost us any-
thing in the mine, and we prefer to
leave it there rather tham to pay the
extra charge for treatment.”

“Why not ship to the Trail smelter?”’
Mr, Thompson was asked.

“The Trail smelter says it cannot
take Kootenay ores at this juncture,”
was the reply.

“Was it your intention to have con-
tinued shipping?” was the next query.

“Yes. The Kootenay mine would
have continued shipping on the old
basis for an indefinite period. The
results of our shipping operations dur-
ing the past four months have been
highly gratifying from the financial
standpoint. We have a considerable
tonnage of pay ore already broken
down in the stopes and on the sur-
face.”

‘“Will the Rossland-Kootenay com-
pany revive its scheme for the erec-
tion of its own reduction works,” was
the final query propounded to Mr.
Thompson. .t

“The idea of comstructing our own
works,” was the reply, “has never
been dropped. We have been working
on it steadily for months. The present
situation may bring the matter to a
head earlier than we had anticipated,
but this is a question I am not pre-
pared to go finto at all just now.”

Managing Director Galusha, of the
Jumbo, could not be located last night,
but it is understood that the increased
smelter rate at Northport applies to
the heavy iron ores which the Jumbo
is shipping, and he is credited with the
statement that unless the smelter re-
considers the matter, the Jumbo will
follow the Xootenay's example and
close down.

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PROVINCE MUST PAY

NO. NON-RRESIDENT PUPILS IN
"PHOENIX SCHOOLS WITH-
OUT PAYMENT.

QUESTION GONE INTO HERE
FROM TIME TO
TIME.

The Rossland public school trustees
are not the only trustees who have had
the question of non-resident pupils
under advisement. The Phoenix board
has decided upon a line of action that
will certainly bring the question to a
showdown, having concluded to bar
non-resident pupils from the schools
after October 1. unless the department
pays for their education. The matter
Wwas uot regarded as of sufficient im-
portancs locally to justify extreme|
steps S0 long as the department ' of
education gave an assurance that it
would .be taken up on its merits.

Non-resident pupils in "attendance at
schools supported in ‘part by munici-|
palities have been a vhorn in the side|
of the education department for some
months.

In the Rossland schools, for instance,
there are probably not more than a
score of children whose parents reside
outside of the city and who thus avoid
the payment of the municipality’s two
per cent tax levy for educational pur-
poses. These children are distributed
among the lower grades of the Cen-
tral and Cook avenue schools, and if
they were eliminated the cost of con-
ducting the two institutions would pot:
be lowered by one cent, so that from
the purely practical standpoint no spe-
cial reason exists for taking such ac-
tion or for making a special levy or
fee for such children which would
probably have the same effect. On the
other hand, the city draws $15 per am-
num in" per capita tax for each of the
non-resident pupils, and the cost of
the schools to the community is re-
duced by the aggregate amount of this
per capita tax. The city, therefore,
has some compensation for educating
non-residents,

Obviously it is the duty of the prov-
ince to establish schools for <hildren
who are not entitled to attend the city
schools; but such children are -cat-
tered along the whole boundary line
of the town, and no site could ve se-
cured outside of the city that would
be practicable for more than a frac-
tion of them. It is felt locally that,
the department should, in the case of
non-residents attending the Rossland
schools; pay to the corporation the dif-
feremce between the per capita grant
now coming in and the average cost
of educating a child in the city
schools; - If this was dome the ecity
would,; receive from the department
$28 annually for each mnon-resident pu-
pil instead of $15 as under the exist-
ing arrangement. There does not ap-
pear- to be any disposition on the part
cf the trustees, however, to forze the
iksue a5 has been the case in Phoenix.
but the Phoenix case will be followed
with close attention.

Montreal, Chicago, New York,

MANAGER PARRISH ON THE
TREATMENT RATE FOR
KOOTENAY ORE.

GIVES SMELTER’S SIDE OF STORY
BRIEFLY BUT RATHER
TERSELY.

(From Sunday’s Daily.)
In common with all stories the matter

of the treatment rates for Kootenay
mine ores at the Northport smelter has

two sides. Yesterday The Miner printed
the statement of Willlam Thompson,
general manager of the Rossland-Koot-
enay Mining company; today is publish-
ed the story as seen from the viewpoint
of 8. F. Parrish, general manager of
the Le Roi company, which controls the
Northport smelter. The interests of the
community are in some measure at stake
when the matter of smelting rates is
under consideration, hence Mr. Parrish’s
statement will be noted with close at-
tention. The Le Roi’s general manager
said, in response to a quéry on the sub-
Jject of the close-down af the Kootenay
mine: &

“It is very unjust to say that the
raise in the treatment charges at the
Northport smelter was responsible for
the closing down of the Kootenay mine.
The raise was very slight, and if Koot-
enay ores do not carry the values to
stand the increase they had best ‘be left
underground.’ The difference- in the
rate which the Rossland-Kootenay com-
Lany was receiving up to September
1st and the new rate given it after Sep-
tember 1st, is so slight that the runuing
of the Kootenay mine could not have
depended upon it.

‘““The Northport smelter is not a chari-
table institution, but it has done and will
do everything possible to advance the
interests of the Rossland camp. Further
than that, Mr. Thompson is not justi-
fied in ineluding with his own opinion
of the situation that of Mr. Galusha,
cof the Jumbo mine, who has as yet
made no complaint as to the way he has
been treated by the Northport smelter.

“At Northport we are handling such
cres as we are receiving at as low a
smwelting cost as possible allowing our-
selves a reasonable profit. I consider
the criticism made by Mr. Thompson
as entirely unjustified.”

CUT DOWN LICENSES

S0 PETITION THE LIQUOR MEN
BEFORE THE CITY
COUNCIL.

NOTHING DONE IN THE MATTER
AT LAST NIGHT'S MEET-
ING.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

Liquor men and merchants of Ross-
land consider the time has arrived when
the municipal by-law relating to liquor
dicenses should be amended. The exist-
ing ordinance provides that retail and
hotel licenses may be issued up to forty.
At the present time only twenty-four
licenses are in force, but the balance
may be revived at any time local con-
«ditions would render the venture promis-
ing to the party or parties desiring to
enter the saloon business.

The liquor interests desire that the
by-law should be amended so that
twenty-four licenses shall be the maxi-
mum number of licenses in force, and
in this request they are backed up by
a number of prominent merchants,

In a somewhat lengthy petition to the
council last night the liquor interests
asked for the amendment set fortn
above. The principal argument was
that in times of stress for the past two
years they had continued to take out
their licenses, thus contributing to the
Tevenue of the corporation, although
business was so light as to wipe out
profits. Now that a return of “good
times” is expected the liquor men who
-have “stuck to the game” want to have
competitors shut out in order that they
may reap the benefit they consider they
have earned.

The support of merchants has prob-
ably been secured by the argument that
9 restriction of licenses will place the
liquor business on a solid basis, inas-
much as licenses will then have an
intrinsic value that will make the hold-
ers conduct their places in an orderly
manner and so avoid difficulties that
amight cause forfeiture of licenses.

All the hotel men have signed the pe-
tition, and in addition the following

The city council has approved of a
little game of finance that is expected
to save the corporation several hundred
dollars annually. The ecity has an over-
draft of $20,000 on general account, and
another overdraft, the dimensions of
which are not stated, on waterworks
aceount. As security for these over-
drafts $40,000 in debentures is hypothe-
cated to the bank. Since the debentures
were issued the city has accumulated
$3500 in sinking fund and interest. On
this credit account the corporation re-
ceives 3 per cent, while it pays 6 per
cent on its overdraft. The sinking fund
and interest money could be wused to
reduce the overdraft with a consequent
saving in interest that will be apparent,
but the debentures must first be sold
in order that they may be legally
bought back. Therefore the corporation
will sell to the bank six $500 debentures,
and by this means the overdraft will be
reduced and some hundreds saved an-
nually in interest. W P

U. 8. POSTAL SCANDALS,

A Batch of Indictments Returned by the
Grand Jury. .

WASHINGTOS, Sept. 8.—After delib-
erating several weeks over a‘ mass of
documents submitted by the postoffice
inspectors, the federal grand jury in
this city today returned indictments in
the postal service, involving six persons.
All“indictments were kept off the public
record, and both the officials of the

district attorney’s office and of the post-
office department refused to discuss the
nature or details of the indictments until
the parties indicted are arrested. The
identity of the indicted individnals was
long a matter of conjecture. It is ex-
pected that arrests will occur tomorrow
morning, and that the postoffice depart-
nent will have an announncement to
make during the forenoon,

The grand jury’s action marks the be-
ginning of the end of the investigationns
that have been in progress since the mid-
dle of last March. Voluminous evidence
had been laid before the grand jury as
as result of the inquiry, and while the
present report of the jury disposes of
most of the cases, there remain several
cases to be passed upon. If the latter
are disposed of, according to Post-
master General Payne, the investigation,

concerned, will be at an end for all
practical purposes. Several of the per-
sons - indicted today live outside of
Washington They will be arrested as
soon as benchk warrants can be issued.
‘Postmaster General Payne and fourth
assistant Postmaster General Bristow re-
ceived word of the grand jury’s action
shortly after they reported, and subse-
quently they had a long conference on
the subject. Both officials refused to
Givulge details pending official notifi-
‘vation of arrests.

Two other important events occurred
today in the postal inquiry.- Leopold
Stern, the Baltimore contractor, who
left Baltimore before he could be arrest-
ed on an ‘néictment returned on July
30th last and was located at Toronto,
and the long delayed surrender of
George W, Beavers, the former head of
the salary and allowance division, to
the New York authorities, took place.
The postal officials have been searching
for Stern ever since he disappeared from
Baltimore and ¥finally received word
from the Canadian authorities that he
was in Toronto. They expressed much
surprise at the premature publication of
his ‘whereabouts on account of the prob-
lem of extradition that now confronts
the government, and it is a possibility
that he will make good his escape now
that the information has become public
ir. advance of the readiness of the au-
thorities to effect his arrest.

RUSSIA YIELDS A POINT.
Will Evacuate Part of Manchuria on
Certain Conditions.

LONDON, Sept. 9.—The Pekin cor-

that M. Lessar, the Russian minister,
in his note to the Wai Wu Pu, engag-
ing that New Chwang and Moukden
provinces should be evacuated by the
Russians on October 8th, understood
that China shall be permiited to re-
sume administrative rights in three
provinces of Manchuria, provided that
on her part China undertakes that no
portion of the territory shall be con-
ferred to any other power; that 10
concession shall be granted to Great
Britain unless equally to Russia (this
is obscure and required confirmation);
that there shall be no increase in the
present tariff on goods entéring Man-
churia by the raflway; in the event of
epidemic at New Chwang a Russian
health officer shall be appointed to
deal with it; that Russia shall retain
her own military telegraph along the
railway; and that the agencies of the
Russo-Chinese bank fin Manchuria
shall be guarded by Chinese soldiars.
If the above conditions are agreed 0,
New Chwang and Moukden shall be
evacuated October 8th .and the re-
maining provinces in due course.

CHINESE EXCLUSION.

U. 8. Immigration Authorities Find a
Problem.
WASHINGTON, Sept. 9.—The bu-
reau of immigration is awaiting with
interest the result of a hearing set for
tomorrow in Montreal in connection
with sixteen Chinamen who were in
transit through Camada to Vancouver
in custody of the Canadian Pacific
raflway and were released from cus-
tody on writs of habeas corpus. The
case is brought to test the validity of
an agreement between the United
States and the Camnadian Pacific rail-
way in Canada, by which all Chinese
destined for the United States . are
brought in bond from Vancouver and
turned over to the United States offi-
cers at the ports of Richmond, Ver-
mont, and Malone, N. Y. The agra>-
ment provides for the deportation by
the railway of all Chinese denied ad-
mjttaa'xce to the United States. The
16 Chinamen being now out of the cus-
tody of the railway company, it is
feared some of them will be smug-
gled into this country,
