~==<BLIGHT OF WAR

MARS THE EAST

Where Once Were Fertile,
Well-tilled Fields, is Now
a Vast Are Drenched in
Blood

Petrograd, Oct. 25.—The blighting
hand of war has fallen relentlessly
on 300-odd versts (260 miles)—that is
the distance from Warsaw to Jaros-
law, Galicia, via Lublin, Russian Pao-
land. Just a year ago the fertile soil
beyond Lublin gave bounteous pro-
ducts to thousands of industrious
peasants, but today it presents an
area bathed in human blood and in
many places covered far and wide,
disabled and useless implements of
war. Devastation is everywhere.

Trenches and Graves

Past Lublin the first village which
suffered is Travnik, where begin lines
of trenches and common graves,
while a little further up is Lopenniki,
half of whiech has been destroyed by
fire. In the midst of the ruins rises
unseathed a beautiful Gothic temple.
Fromm Lopenniki commences a long
series of common graves which have
heen decorated witihh crosses by Jeliez-
niak, the local priest.

You proceed to Krasnostaw, past
the hamlet of Zudvorpie. Two-thirds
of Krasnotaw has been destroyed,
while further up, in the dircetion of
Rawa-Ruska, are lying the debris of
Grubeshow, Krasnobrod, Lushtchow,
and in the direction of Krasnik, Ees-
beets, and Toorobeen. The square
composed of Krasnik, Krasnostaw,
Rawa and Joroslaw is one uninter-
rupted field of battle, from the hor-
rors of which only Zamost and three
other village had a miraculous
o%capo The jfields of devastated
sema\ presery& an atrocious and re-
pulsive" \\qpe@\‘acle with bodies of
horses and men everywhere,

Almost Unseathed

Leaving this harrowing scene you
reach Jaroslaw;,; where not a single
window was smashed nor a person
hurt. The fortress here is up to date,
and numerous Russian trophies are
contained therein. It is a picturesque
town of 250,000 inhabitants, situated
on the left bank of the San. Its in-
habitants, although mostly Austrian
subjects, speak Russian more flu-

ently than do the Poles of Warsaw.

As soon as the Russian troops ap-
proached the garrison and discharg-
ad a few volleys, the entire Austrian
defensive force of 30,000 fled in panic.
The administration of urban affairs
has been taken over by the Russians,
and the population seem to hail with
joy the new order of things.

Beyond Karoslaw recommences an
area of ruins. The roads are com-
pletely blocked, and it is impossible
to travel further.

OF MEDICAL MAN |

Had to Take Ambulance and
Supplies Along Road Un-
der Heavy Shell Fire—
Working at Night

A British officer in the Army Ser-
vice "Corps, in a letter to his father
dated September 17 writes the follow-
ing vivid account of the <conditions
under which the A.S.C. is ‘working:

There has been a great battle rag-
ing all along the front a distance of
about 120 miles. Our division is
ibout in the centre, and weé have had
a bard time. As regards our own A.
3.C. work, we load up the horse wag-
ons ‘of the  train 'from " the M.T.
vehicles in this town, which is the re-
filling point.

Under Fire All Day.

The whole road from here to the
river Aisne is under very heavy shell-
ire all day, and it is only at dusk pos-
sible to move out. Even then we of-
‘en comre under shellfire; the guns are
taid by angles; the distance is, of
course, known, and at frequent inter-
vals during the night shells are fired
on the road or at the village on the
way or at the bridge-head 414 miles
from here.

The enemy in his retirement blew
up the bridge over the river, and our
sngineers have built a pontoon one to
replace it. This bridge, though, is un-
ler the enemy’s guns, who shell it
with great accuracy.

Piteh Dark Night.

Last night on starting out, a pitch-
dark night and raining hard, we could
see . the frequent flashes of the en-
'my’s artillery and hear and see the
yursting shells. The whole of the
road is lined with dead horses, and
the smell is too dreadful for words.

We had to halt for some little time,
as a village through which we had to
)ass was being shelled. These high
xplosive shells make a most terrify-
ing noise and do dreadful damage
vhen they do hit something.

Difficult Werk.

When the shelling stopped we mov-
:d on and finally reached the river.
't was impossible to get loaded wag-
ms across a very shaky pontoon
hridge  in pitch"-dzn‘kxw:‘s, with very
steep banks down to it and no side
rails on it. The supplies had there-
ore.to be dumped on this side. This
was a matter .of great difficulty in
the dark and wet, a very narrow road,
hoked in places by dead horses, am-
bulances and pontoons also there
waiting to go forward, and a perpetu-
1] stream of wounded men being car-
ried or helped past, going in the op-
posite direction.

So black was it that I could not see
my hand before my face, and one
would walk right into a horse with-
out seeing it. The only thing which
showed up was the white bandages of
‘he wounded.

Getting” the wagons round in the
larkness and the crowd at bridge-
1ead was very difficult, and often the
wheel was blocked by coming up
igainst a dead horse. '

HAS GOOD WORD
FOR RUSSIANS

Observers Say They Are Ex-
cellent Class of Men of
Good Physique and Well
Trained

Petrograd, Oct. 24.—1It is difficult to
summarize the crowded events of the
last few days, during which I have
travelled about in the rear of the
main Russo-German fighting line. The
first stage of the gigantic battle that
began last week is being fought out
in Poland, and the German-Austrian
advance has been met by the deter-
mined impact of a strong Russian
force.

~Hopeful Outlook.

All that can be said for the present
is that while this is regarded as the
most serious moment of the campaign,
the general outlook is most hopeful
for the Russians. At several import-
ant points the Germans have been
compelled o retire.

My chief impression formed is that
of the extraordinary fine quality of
the Russian soldier. During the last
few days I have seen thousands of
soldiers and spoken to scores of them.
I have seen them in various circum-
I have seen Cossack patrols
in warm, hooded overcoats cantering
through the forests in the twilight or
at early morning; Cossacks in camp,
smoking around their bivouac fire,
and have come across long military
trains at wayside stations, where sol-
diers stretched their legs after almost
interminable journeys and where
they bought bread and cigarettes and
asked for the latest news of the war.

Splendid Chaps.

One cannot help being struck by
their fine physique and hearty, open
manner. They are cheerful when
marching through the streets of a
own, when strolling along in charge
f transports and munching turnips
wvithin sound of a cannonade, and
ven cheerful when suffering f{rom
wounds. Such magnificent soldiers as
those deserve to win.

All is quiet at Warsaw. The Ger-
mans who were sixteen versts from
Laveille have been repulsed and
driven back forty versts.

Dies In London

Was Noted and Popular
English Priest of the
Church of Rome

London, October 19.—The
was announced to-day of the
Rev. Monsignor Hugh Benson.

Monsignor Benson—he was better
known as Father Hugh Benson—
formed one of the famous literary
trio, the sons of the Right Rev. Dr.
Edward Benson, Archbishop of Can-
terbury from 1883 to 1896, his broth-
ers being Arthur C. Benson, the
essayist, and E. F Benson, the vo-
calist, who is the author of “Dodo”
and other well-known_books.

Monsignor Benson was born on
November 18, 1871. = He was educat-
ed at Eton and Trinity College, Cam-
bridge, read for orders in the Church
of England, and joined the Roman
Catholic €Church in 1903. He was or-
dained in Rome in 1904, and at the
time of his death he was a priest
in the Roman Catholic archdiocese of
Westminster.

He was famous as a pulpit orator
and had given courses of Lenten
addresses in Rome to cosmopolitan
and crowded congregations. In 1911
he was appointed Private Chamber-
lain to His Holiness the late Pope
Pius.

As an author, his works
marked mystical and psychical ten-
dencies. Some of his best known
books are: “The Light Invisible,”
“History of Richard Raynal,” “Soli-
tary,” “By What Authority,” “The
Religion of the Plain Man,” *“The
Necromancers,” “An Average Man,”
“Confessions of a Convert,” “The
King’s Achievement,” “The Queen’s
Tragedy,” and “None Other Gods.”

The Sealing Commission

E learn that the Government in-
w tends to appoint the three
., Judges of the Supreme Court
to be a Commission to enquire into the
loss of the 253 heroes who died on the
icefloe and sank in the Southern Cross
last Spring and to recommend legisla-
tion to prevent such disasters in the
future.

Now we have every respect for the
three Judges of the Supreme Court,.
but we unhesitatingly state in no way
would such a Commission be qualified
to deal with this matter. One legal
man of course is necessary on such a
Commission, but not three.

We therefore take this opportunity
to inform the Premier that the F.P.
U. will take do part in such an en-
quiry, nor will the fishermen come
forward in any way to give informa-
tion, if the matter is to be dealt with
by the three Judges of the Supreme
Court or any other Court.

The Commission must be a strong
one, composed of three men—one a
leading legal man, another a qualified
ship builder and anether a qualified
scaler. Nothing short of this will
suffice, and any attempt to muddle
this serious life and death matter by
appointing a Commission that would
bring in a report which would not
thoroughly go to the root of the evils
and be competent to recommend
drastic reforms to prevent such aw-
ful catastrophes in the future would
but inflame the whole country and
do more harm than any one in the
Government ig able to comprehend.

Pit Props

ISHERMEN are being asked to
. cut and rind pit props and

haul \them to the bank for $3
per cord. If men work for this fig-
ure the country will be denuded of
its prime timber along the coast line
and the men employed will not earn
enough to pay for their food. Nothing
less than $4 per cord should be ac-
cepted and no man should engage to
cut this timber at less than $4 per
cord with the rind off.

The contractor who engages to
procure this timber at a figure that
will not permit them to pay $4 rinded
on the bank should be considered an
enemy and oppressor of the people.

We advise all loggers to refuse to
handle this timber unless $4 is paid.
According to offer made sometime
ago the contractors are well able to
pay the cutters $4. At any lower fig-

.ure the cutting of this timber would

prove a curse rather than a benefit,
for by cutting this timber ‘in such
large quantities the supply which is
little enough for fishery purposes
will be destroyed and in a few years
timber in the areas where these pit
props are to be cut will be as scarce
as gold mines, and it will be an ex-
pensive business for the fishermen to
secure their requirements.

Once the forests have been deplet-
ed- by cutting a ste&mer load of pit
props, sacrifices will have to be made
for years after to provide timber sup-

plies for the fishery—therefore, the

One of the lessons taught by this
vear’s fish buying at St. John’s is the
robbery practiced in what is called a
West India cull. We unhesitatingly
state that two-thirds of the fish taken
West India this year is Maderia fish
and will be packed in drums for the
Brazilian market. The fishermen
have been robbed of fully $200,000 this
fall on the cull.. There can be no
honesty in a cull that allows the
buyer to do as he wishes with a sel-
ler’'s fish. We have seen splendid fish
thrown out as West India that always
in our 30 years experience of fish
buyving went as Maderia or Talqual.

The combine arranged this cull this
season to suit their own purposes

mier and the country and the world
that the trade at St. John’s this fall
has robbed $200,000 from the fisher-
men through the so-called
West India. We have seen this fish
picked over in the stores after com-
ing from the wharf and in many cases
two-thirds of it went into drums for
Brazil.

The Union members of
the House of Assembly pointed those
evils out time and again last winter
in the House but all to no avail.

None of the Shore fish
here this fall fetched on an average
more than $5.50 and much of it aver-
aged but $5.

The fishermen’s tax on Shore fish
through war conditions amounts to at
least $2 per qtl., for if there was no
war fish would easily be worth that
much more to the producers.

Add to this tax the increased taxes
on every article used by the people,
the tax on flour, tea, sugar, pork,
beef, kero oil, hay, &c., and it will be
found that another dollar on
each quintal of fish has been
taken off which goes into the Gov-

ernment chest to be wasted and in

some cases thrown away.

Yet some people who have more
cheek than common sense want to
know why the fishermen are not full
of cagerness to enrol as soldiers or
sailors to fight the Germans. No
worse Germans exist than those who
would rob the fishermen of $200,000
through a cull of fish or rob anether
$200,000 as a grab on flour.

There are those on Water Street
today: who gave large sums for the
Patriotic Fund who are making $2
per brl. profit on flour, and the fish-
ermen don’t forget those who made
from $12 to $15 extra grab on a
barrel of sugar since the war opened.

One East End firm bought 35,000
brls. of flour at $5 and sold much of
it at $7; another West End firm
hought 14,000 bris. of flour at from
$4.85 to $5 and is selling it today at
$7.

Yet the fishermen are asked to en-
list to fight Germans who some think
would oppress the people of New-
foundland if the British flag was
hauled down, but would the Germans
oppress the people any worse than
some of our Patriots are mnow and
have been oppressing them?

Even the Government is cutting the
widows' dole down to one  dollar a
quarter.

FRANCE’S NEW
BIG BATTLESHIP

Is 24,800 Tons and Carries
Twelve Big Guns

Bordeaux, Oct. 26.—The super-
dreadnought Normandie, one of the
most powerful battleships ever built
by France, has been successfully
launched. It will be placed in com-
mission as soon as possible for ser-
vice against the German fleet.

The French Government must have |

hastened the completion of the Nor-
mandie, for she was not expected to
bé ready before 1916. She is de-
scribed in the French navy list as be-
ing 574 feet long, 91 feet 10 inches in
beam, 30 feet draught, and 24,800 tons
displacement.

She embodied a bold idea of the
French battleship builders in that
she has three quadruple turrets, in-
stead of the usual five turrets. There
are twelve big guns, 13.5 inches, in
these turrets, and the whole of them
may be fired at once as a broadside
on either side of the ship. The Nor-
mandie has also 24 5.5-inch quick-
firing guns.
