PREMIER LENINE
WAXES  CHESTY

He Will Break Off Diple-
matic Relations With
Great Britaih And
Other Powers re
Landing

Amsterdam, July 17.—Premier
Lenine is'dAbout to break off diplo-
matic relations with Gredat Britain
and any other Efitente power con-
rected with the landing of armed
forces on the Murman coast, accord-
ing to news said to have been re-
ceived from Moscow by Berlin news-
papers.

A despaitch received in Loudon
Monday from Moscow by way of
Amsterdam reported that REritish
and American troops had occupied
the entire Murman coasi in nofth-
ern Russia. An earlier despatch on
the same date said the Russian For-
eign Office had sent to Great Britain
a demand that British dstachments
on the Murman coast be re-embark-
ed without delay

The ‘Allied trobps on the Murman
coast are there-at the express re-
quest of the Russian citizens there.

OF A HOSPITAL

Was Conducted by Two Ger-
man Airplanes

All the Evidence Shows That
Building Was Deliberate-
ly Picked Out

Paris; July 17.—Two German
airplanes took part in the deliberate
bombing of the American Red Cross
hospital at Jouy late Monday night.
An investigation of the affair ‘has
been made by Daniel T. Pierce of
the committee on public.information.

The reports show that four bombs
were dropped at 11 o’clock at night.
Two fell squarely on tents, one fe'l

fourth failed to explode. -

There aré no tures of any
kind néar the hospital, and ithe near-
est railroad is three kilometres away.
In addition to the usual Red Cross
markings, a large cross 100 feet long
“was in position on the lawn. Photo-
graphs taken recently from air-
planes show thatt the cross was vis-
ible several theusand-feet in the air.

Pwris, July 17.—M. Duval, direc-
tor of the Germanophile newspap-
er Bonnet Rouge, was executed early
to-day for treasonable actioms ag-
ainst the government.

The execution was  carried ~ out
promptly at five o’clock in the for-
est of Vincennes. The condemned
man died instantaneously with the
command to fire.

The execution of M. Duval is the
second. growing out of the:German
prorpaganda of “Boloism’ or ‘‘de-
featism” in France. The first to
face the firing sguad +was Bolo
Pasha. Soon after his execution the
trial of Duval and six“other defend-
Jatits was b€gun.

The trial of Duval and his asso-
ciates began on April 28 and con-
ecluded May 15 with the death -sen-
tence being imposed upon Duval and
othprs being prison -~ terms
from two 'to ten  years.

Early in 1914 the newspaper Bon-
net Rougeé was established -with ' Mi-
guel Almereyda as fts editor.

The resolute battle of deferfice must
now be carried on' to a good end
untit it brings us the security neces-
sary for our future peaceful _exist-
ence.”

There should be no publi¢ belief
that diplomatic aetion and warlike
action are inseparable. The For-
eign Minister ¢declared that warfare
and diplomacy served the same end
in time of war, adding:

“In every step it takes diplomatic
activity will pay due regard to the
war. The results of the conduct of
the war will have a determining in-
fluence on the division of labor. On
the other hand diplomacy has &
duty, ’'being continually on the|
watch and paying heed to the possi-|
bilities of effective activity.

““Thus and not otherwise
willingness of - 'the powers for
Peace be conceived.
