Here is a Turkish receipt for mak-
fag Turkish coffee’ obtained in the
Syrian quarter of New York, where
the finest coffee in the world is sold
at § cents a cup in restaurants
which are exact duplicates of these in
Smyrna and Beirut: |

Put three lumps of sugar inte a
little pot, turn in the water and bting
ft to a boil. Then put in twe tea-
spoonfuls of very finely ground Mecha
coffee. As soon as the froth rises lift
the pot and tap the bottom until the
froth disappears. Do this three times.
Then turn the coffee into delicate china
cups, giving each cupful a share ef
froth.

The coffes should be freshly roasted
and ground, and the grounds should
be so fine as to pass the palate um-
noticed. Turks always drink the
grounds, considering them, indeed, te
be the best part of a cup of coffee.: '

ROPES AND HAWSERS,

Poiats About Measuring Them That
Most Landsmen Don't Understand,

v Pipes,” sald a dealer finf ship supplies,
are measured by their diameter. Thus
when We speak of a six-inca pipe we mean
4 plpe Bix inches in diameter,

‘But  h 'S8 _are by their
circumference, and go when we speak of a
Six-ineh hawser, we do not mean a hawser
six inches in diameter, but one six inches
around, or two inches in diameter. All
nautical men so understand “hawser meas-
uUrements and neyer think of “them in aoy
other way.

“The landsman,

now, when he hears of
big hawsers in use, is likely to think of them
as he would of ipe, as being of the meas-
urements described, fin diameter. Kor
instance, he reads of 8 seagoing tug plck-
ing up & disabled ship at sea and passing
an eight-inch hawser to her, and of how,
when they got a strain on it, in t.e heavy
Sea running, that ponderous hawser parted
like a packthread. So he wonders how a
hawser of that size could part evem under
such a strain,

“But the nautical man wonders at it
less; for he knows that the hawser described
as an eight-inch was one of eight inches in
circumference, or of about two and five-
eight inches in diameter, and not eigat
inches in diameter, or bigger than 8 stove-
pipe.

“‘An elght-inch hawser s, nevertheless,
2 big and powerful haweer. A Mainila
hawser of this size will stand a stroin of

,000 pounds; and a coil of 200 fathoms of
eight-inch Manila rope will weigh 2,300
pounds, considerably more than a ton.

“‘Rope used to be made in coils of a thou-
sand feet in length, but now a standard coil
8 of 200 fathoms, or 1,200 feet. Lengths
of a hundred fathoms or less are, however,
commonly used in towing.

“By cordage men and nautical men all
ropes down 4o and including ropes meas-
uring an inch and a quarter round are meas-
ured in the same nganner, Ropes of less than
an inch and a quarter in circumference are
described and ordered by threads.

‘A rope is made up of a number of strands,
each strand comprising a number of threads,
which are composed of the ..ore material.
The number of threads in a rope varies ac-
cording to its size.

““The rope next smaller than that known
as inch and a quarter 1s a rope of fiftecn
threads, and having a circumference of &
shade more than an inch and an eighth and
a dlameter of three-eighths on an inch full.
A coil of two hundred fathoms of fifteen
thread Manila rope weighs fifty pounds,
and such rope when new will bear a strain
of 1,600 pounds.

“‘Six thread rope has.a djameter of one-
quarter of an inch; two hundred fathoms
of Manila six thread weighs twenty-two
pounds, and new six éhread Manila will stacd
a strain of 620 pounds.

“It takes slx'tJy feet of six-inch Manila
to make a pound; three and three-quarter
inches in length of a ten-inch Manila'hawser
will weigh .as much.

““The hawser most commonly used (for
ordinary towing is a six-inch, having a
diameter of two inches. Two r
fathoms of six-inch weighs about 1,300
pounds, and a new Manila rope of this size
will stand a strain of 30,000 pounds., Sea-
going tugs, handling heavy vessels, or
tows outside, carry seven and eight inca,
and it may be ten-inch hawsers; though
eight-inch would pe abo\;t aa; heavy as would
e ried by most seagoing tugs.
b“cAuten-lnxh hawser  has a diameter of
three and a quartey inches, and a coil of
200 fathoms will weigh 3,600 pounds, and
a new Manila hawser of this size will stand
2 strain of 75,000 pounds. Such a haweer
might be used for towing a string of big
and heavy coal borges at sea, and for such
towing a twelve-inch hawser might ba~
used, but the twelve-inch, as well as some
still larger, fifteen-inch nawsers, which hs\'re
sometimes been made, would be more likely
to be put to some special uses, as for wreck-
ing purposes.”’

fect upom\ the human system, they know
also that Xinger was the homely remedy
of their youth for stomachic troubles.

It seems incredible, but it is a fact,
that from the taking of a few drops
of this powerful carminative for indi-
gestion, a “gingerist” will grow into the
habit of taking large dosés, as a tonie,
a sedative and a palliative,

Bo . far, inqhiries show that women
are as much addicted to gingerism as
men, but the actual victims are diffi-
cult to trace, as essence of ginger is eas-
ily purchasable in any chemist’s shop by
child or grown up person. )

“It must be a very vitiated = taste
that can endure large doses of tincture
of ginger,” eaid a wholeshle chemist
“But, of courke, the same can be said
of most violently acting drugs. Once
there is a physical demand created for
a particular stimulant, the palate is dis-
regarded. It is the result whijch is look-
ed forword to, mot the immediate im-
pression. In this connection at least the
ordinary aleoholic drinker is more sane
than the morphia faker or the ‘gingerist.
He may put that in his mouth which
steals away his brains, but at least he
gets some physical sensation of plea-
sure in the operation. Gingerism is a
a depraved form of drugging.”

The System That Makes English Rail-
roads the Safest in the World.

They manage their railways better in
England. With one-tenth our mileage,
but with many time our density of pas-
senger travel, Englishmen have g record
of fifteen months without losing a life
in a train accident. The reason is be-
cause they do things in the autocratie,
arbitrary, English manner which totally
disregards the inalienable rights of a
citizen to be massacred by the railroads.
Parliament compels the adoption of the
block system. A supervision is main-
tained which has no parallel in the Uni-
ted States. Here in America, the rail-
wa(.{ inspectors for two hundred thous*
and miles of railroad are just fifteen in
number. Here no official exists who hag.
a8 a duty or even is authorized to say to
a railway officer, “You are operating
your railway unsafely. Stop.”

In Great.Britain the Board of Trade
takes the place. of the Interstate Com-
merce Commission. The chief inspector
of the Board—Col. Yorke is his name
just nmow—is a gentleman of military
habits, and what he savs goes, and goes
instanter. Behind him is the whole pow-
er of the British army. Not long ago an
inspector. impressed by certain danger-
ous conditions in a branch of the London
Subway, telephoned Ool. Yorke. The
colonel is not given to expostulating or
corresponding. He sent peremptory or-
ders to stop the running of all trains
on the spot. and not a wheel was driv-
en till the defect was corrected.—From
Leslie’s Monthly Magazine for February.

MUSIC OFTHE INSECT WORLD.

The true wing performers are the
crickets and long-horned grasshoppers, or
true locusts, which the katydid is a
characteristic representative. These fel-
lows—for it is always the males, the
sports and lovers of ‘the insect world—
perform serenades by the hour on what.
nlight be called living fiddles. Most in-
sects are devoid of hearing. The locusts
and crickets possess acute hearing. Their
courtship is carried on entirely through
the medium of their serenades, The
males remain in one spot playing upon
their instruments. The females undoubt-
edly, attracted by these songs, seek the
players with untiring energy.

Most remarkable is the character of
the sounds produced in relation to the
instruments played upon, These instru-
ments seem much too flimsy to produce
metallic and far-reaching sounds. The
sound-producing portion of the wings is
unlike the musical instruments of men.
But the tightened, parchment-like sound-
ing board and the manner in which the
wings are scraped together correspond
somewhat to a stringed instrament.
With the crictets proper the wings are
raised almost or quite vertically while
stridwlating.  With the locusts the
sound-producing organs are elevated so
as to permit a scraping motion,

Always the musical organs are attach-
ed to the fore wings. The hind wings
are used only for flying. ‘The fore wings
of the cricket are for the most part
taken up by the sound-producing, tight-
ly stretched portion. This part is strong-
ly but openly veined, and the toothed
vein or bow extends eStirely across this
horizontal portion near its base, The
roughened edge; where the toothed how
scrapes, is upon the inner margin. The
right. and left fore wings are precisely
alike, so that either may be nsed for
the bow or fiddle.—Chicago News.

FENCE WIRE SHOULD NOT _BE
TAXED,

The Dominion Government did a good
thing for the farmers of Canada when
it placed certain grades of fence wire on
the free list a few years ago. Since then
galvanized smooth™ wire Nos. 9, 12 and
13, which are more used in farm fenc-
ing, has been kept down to a price which
enabled thousands of farmers to replace
old, unsightly, wasteful wooden fences
with ngat, new wire structures, thereby
improving their own property and en-
hancing the value of the surrounding
neighborhoad.  Now it transpires'that
pressure is being brought to bear upon
the Government to go back to the old
duty on these grades of wire. ..That
such a change would work injury tp the
farming community admits of no argu-
ment. At present, practically none of the
grades of wire on the free list are
manufactured in Canada, so that any
duty that would be pu$ on the wire
would prove an equal tax upon the
consumer—the farmer. A tariff of say
25 per cent. would undoubtedly en-
hance the cost of fencing fully ten to
fifteen cents per rod. This. would mean
that. the owner of a medium-sized farm
would have to bear an extra tax of fully
$150 to fence his farm. Were fencing
an unimportant matter there would
no reason for alarm, but with the pas
ing of the old fences, and the increasing
attention to stock raising, new fencing
is an absolute necessity.

In the older parts of the Dominion
the improvement. of farm buildings and
the construction of new fences have been
'making very rapid strides during the
past few years, and it would prove a
very unfortunatie matter if a check were
given to this much-needed advance by
the imposition of a tax that could work
no benefit to the farmer and at the same
time hamper the Canadian manufactur-
ers of fencing who use wire as a raw
material. Rather than hamper farm im-
provement, and demoralize an industry
important to agriculture, by placing
wire which is now admitted free of duty
on the dutiable list, it would be much
better to wipe out the present tariff of
20 per eent. on Nos. 7- and 11, which
would enable farmers to get a stronger
style of fence without increasing the
cost. )

/“correspondent of the Daily Telegraph

“In a few days we shall witness a
political transformation scene as thor-
oughly amazing as anything a modern
pantomime or ancient fairy tale can of-
fer.

His Majesty Recgives .Deputation of
*  Workmen. :

St. Petersburg ‘cable: Emperor Nie-
holas this afternoon received at Tsar-
skoe-Selo a deputation of #lirty-four
workmen, representing the employees of
the factoyies and workshops of St. Pe-
tersburg. The deputation was accom-
panied by Minister of Finance Kokovsoff
and Gov.-Gen. Trepoff, and proceeded by
the Imperial Road to Tsarskoe-Selo,
where carriages were awaiting them at
a point near the Imperial Pavilion. On
arriving there the .workmen were ad-
mitted to one of the halls of the palace.
Th(‘i Emperor entered the hall, accom-
panied by Grand Duke George Michaielo-
vitch, Gen. Hosse, the Minister of the
Imperjal Court, and the Commandant
The workmen bowed to
his Majesty, who said:

“Good-day, my children.”

The workmen’ repligd :

“We wish your Majesty good health.”

The Emperor, in reply, bade the work-
men go back to work, promised to par-
don their transgressions, seeing that they
had been led astray by enemies of their
country, and promised that measures
would be taken to alleviate their griev-
ances.

At the conclusion «of his speech the
Emperor told the members of the depu-
tation to communicate his words to their
comraded, and said he would supply
them with printed copies of his address.

After Jeaving the palace the deputa-
tion proceeded to a neighboring church,
where they prayed, and after kissing
icons, placed lighted candles before the
shrines. "Subsequently they were given
dinner in a building which formerly
was the High School of Tsarskoe-Selo.

One of the members of the deputation
proposed the health of the Emperor,
which was drunk with eheers.

TOLSTOI'S VIEWS.

Russian Revolution (Must be Quiet, and
the People Must Have the Land.

New York report: Count Tolstoi, the
great Russian author and Ehilosopher,
has been interviewed at first hand by the
Irish leader, Michaei Davitt, who is act-
ing as special correspondent for the
American. The interview related to the
ontbreak in St. Petersburg, and was ob-
tained at Yasnaya Polan, the Count’s
home. The, despatch is dated Moscow
Feb, 1, and reads: “At first the work-
ers of St. Petersburg were led to believe
the Emperor: would ‘see the 15,000 peo-
ple who were in' the procession amd ac-
cept a petition in that manner. The
students of the Universtiy thought the
Czar might remember an incident of the
eatly stages of the French revolution,
when what began as a gathering of un-
armed people ended in hoisting the red
cap of liberty or insurrection.

“But this was no justification for the
military’s action in shooting of inno-
cent women and children. Both crimes
spring from the evil of a Government
by force.

“If Grand Duke Vladimir issued the
order to fire, if the Emperor approved,
then so much the worse for both, being
parties to so criminal an action.”

When asked if he anticipated any re-
sort to revolutionary -means by the Rus-
sian people as a result of the St. Pe-
tersburg affair, the Count said: “The
Russian people do not understand revo-
lution. Moreover, they are too poor to
buy arms, while the Government could
easily suppress any attempt if it were
made in only a small way.

“No great or good reform can come in
Russia in that way. What is wanted by
the population of Russia is also needed
by other countries; that is the aboli-
tion of all coercive laws enabling ‘the
few to rule the many, levying taxes for
that purpose and for paying soldiers
and the application of the land of the
country for private gam.

“A Russian revolution will come, but
it will be through the spread of educa-
tion, intellestual and economic: and es-
pecially through the people effecting a
personal revolution in their own lives by
acquiring a true religious spirit. The
people must have the land.”

MIRSXY'S RETIREMENT.
St. Petersburg Papers Express Various
Opinion on It.

St. Petersburg®cable: The papers to-
day discus the retirement of -Interior
Minister, Prince Sviatopolk-Mirsky.
The Novoe Vremya says:

“The circtumstances of Sviatopolk-
Mirsky’s leaving the Ministry of the in-
terior call for sympathy towards this
sincere, good man, and his unrealized
hopes.”

Continuing, the Novoe Vremya, re-
marks that Sviatopolk-Mirsky did mnot
possess the self-confidence necessary to |
insist upon the programme which had
the sympathy of the Russian people.
The Russ, refers to the administration
of Sviatopoik-Mirsky as a ministry of |
good intention., and adds that “in view
of its short duration, it would be un-

B. C. MINER MURDERED.

His Body Has Been Found in a Tunnel
at Tonopah,

Vancouver, B. C., Feb. 6..-George Me-
Donald, a former resident of Greenwood,
this. Province, is reported to have been
murdered - in the now famous Tonopah
country, Nevada, the region of the lat-
est gold excitement. J. D. Sword,
M. E., formerly of Greenwood, sends the
news. He says:

“George McDonald, of Boundary dis-
trict, was paid off some $1,500 or $2,000
last August, and was never seen again.
His body was. found a short time ago in
an old tunnel.” McDonald was a min-
er, who was well known in the Slocan
and Boundary districts, where he work-
ed for some years. When the excite-
ment at Goldfield, Tonopah, broke out
he was grubstaked by two mine owners
at Greenwood and sought the new sage
brush camp. He left for the south in
the company of H. V. Fuller, a ivell-
known mining operator. Fuller refuses
to  believe that McDonald has been
murdered. He thinks it will be found
that the body discovered in the old tun-
nel was not that of- his friend. He was
told McDonald had sold his interest in
a lease for $1,500, and had left for Reno,
whence he intended to go to Michigan.

It is learned from other sources that
frightful conditions prevail at Tonapah
camp. At Goldfield diphtheria, small-
pox and black pneumonia are raging. It
is almost impossible to get medicines,
and water and food are scarce. Men
die in a night of pneumonia, and no ef-
fort is made to isolate the smallpox
patients.Hundreds of men court death
by sleeping in thin tents.
