Serions Railway Accident.
Brakeman Kinnie loses Betk Feet.

Last Friday the most serions railway
accident that has occurred m Albert 
County for some years happened to the 
Albert train shortly after it left Salisbury 
on its return trip to Hillsboro end Her 
vey. The engine wee running tendei 
first and when about a mile from Salis­
bury the - tender jumped the track and 
upset, throwing the engine on her tide. 
Engineer Riley reversed his engine ne 
quickly as possible and immediately after 
was hurled from the cab and rendered 
unconscious for s time. He received » 
blow on tlie head, had one shoulder and 
one hip injured, and had two knuckles of 
one hand knocked out of joint, but eeeaped 
serious injury. Fireman Boyce wee also 
thrown from «he oab but received do

serions outward injury though tor a time 
it wee feared he wee hurt internally. 
But bra reman Hiram Kinnie wee not so 
fortunate as hie fellow workmen. Im­
mediately upon the first intimation that 
something was wrong he sprang to the 
brakes st the rear of the postal ear when 
the passenger ear telescoped the postal 
car and eaught Kinnie by both feet, 
bolding him firmly end crushing his feet 
and ankles almost to a jelly. A working 
engine, which happened to be near the 

ie of the semdeot, was at once des­
patched to Hillsboro for help. Dra. 
Lewis end Marron quickly provided 
themselves with beds end other necessar­
ies and hastened to the wreck. Upon
their arrival they found Dr. Moore ef 
Salisbury doing nil in bis power to allev­
iate the Bufferings of the unfortunate men. 
His feet and ankles were n badly crushed 
that they could not be rend and ampu­
tation was performed about midway 
between the knees and ankles. The 
striker was held between the curt shoot 
au hour and a quarter before he eonld 
be liberated end during that time, aa 
well aa when the surgeons were nt work,
■he exhibited remarkable nerve and oori- 

s. He first begged Conductor Down­
ing to out his feet off with an axe, and 
afterwards directed the men in tlieir 
efforts to liberate him. After the ampu­
tation the train took him to hie home in 
Harvey, running very slowly. At Hills­
boro a halt was made to allow the suffer­
er a chance to reel, the train leaving for 
Harvey shortly before dark. A bridge 
beiug out near Cuiryville, the sufferer 
bad to be transferred frets one ear to 
another, a distance of about an eight of 
a mile. He stood the journey as well aa 
eonld be expeeted and hopes ere now en­
tertained of hie recovery. Mr. Kinnie 
was careful, obliging and efficient in the 
discharge of hie duties end bas s host of 
friends who deeply sympathise with him 
end his wife end child in his revere 
affliction. The escape of the engineer 
and fireman seems almost miraculous as 
the end of the eab in which they were 

a literally torn to shreds, even the 
iron work being splintered. Pieces of 
the wreck were thrown a distance of 
about 60 feet. The cause of the accident 
ie not certainly known, but ia attributed 
to a loose wheel on the tender. Hon. 
T. B. Jones, who happened to be on the 
train, J. Gillis Jones, the Manager of the 
rend, Conductor Downing and the other 
train men and passengers did all m their 
power to alleviate the sufferings of the 
injured men.
