Moncton Street Railway.

As a result of the negotiations betweén 
the Monctoi, Street Railway directors 
and Messrs. A. E. Pond and S. Mac- 
Lanchlan, of New Haven, Conn., it is not 
improbable that the work of extending the 
road may be commenced within two or 
three weeks’ time. The company has 
made the American gentlemen a proposi­
tion, and the latter have taken ten days 
to consult with those associated with them 
to consider the matter. Messrs. Pond 
and MacLauchlan expressed themselves 
well satisfied with Jhe proposal, and Mr. 
Pond returned fgflle yesterday afternoon 
and will report wphin ten days. If the 
company’s offer is accepted by the Ameri- 
icans, it is proposed to give the western 
end of the "city better accommodation. 
The road will he extended west po Domi­
nion street anti north propably as far as 
John stredt, while tracks will also be laid 
on some of the principal side streets. The 
extention of the road to Lewisville and 
Humphrey’s pond, where it is proposed 
to have a park, is, of course, also in the 
scheme, and when the road is on a paying 
basis it will be extended to Shediac.—

Twenty Millions Starving.

London, May 28.—Particulars receive- 
ed regarding the famine in Russia con­
firm the previous harrowing accounts. 
The members of the Russian asistocracy 
have at last awakened to a full sense of 
the gravity of the situation, and money is 
beginning to flow in on all sides for the 
/relief of the starving monjiks. Unfor­
tunately, charity is almost too late. The 
censor at first prevented the truth from 
being published by the Russian press.
Now the facts are allowed to appear. 
But the famine spectre is stalking 
through the land. Some authorities es­
timate that as many as 20,000,000 peas­
ants are starving.

The Rev. Mr. Francis, pastor of the 
British-American Church at St. Peters­
burg, who did muen to secure British and 
American aid during the last famine, ap­
peals to the British public today He 
says seven provinces, covering * 18,000 
square miles, are affected, and that 5,000, 
000 persons are faiuinestricken and will 
need to be fed during the next three 
months.

Chicago, May 30. —Forty people wave 
injured this afternoon in a rear end col­
lision between a Harlem race track 
special and' Forty-eighth street train on 
the Lake street elevated toad. It is not 
believed that any of the injured will die, 
the most serious injuries so far reporte* 
being Jiroken limbs.

Montreal May 31.—There are node- 
velopeinents in the trackmen’s strike to­
day.

The strike committee claim that offers 
of $2.60 per day to foremen and $1.50 to 
men find no response. One hundred and 
fifty men left Portland this morning 
for 'Montreal to take the strikers’ places.

Kingston, May 31.—A Grand Trunk 
car containing men sent from Montreal to 
till the places of the striking trackmen 
was attacked by a mob of fifty citizens 
last night with stones. The “scabs” re­
turned the attack last night with revol­
vers. Some of the mob also had revol­
vers and a lively fight ensued. No one 
was seriously hurst.

Princeton, Ont., May 31.—A number 
of Italians accompanied by a posse of de­
tectives, who came here yesterday morn­
ing to work as “scabs" were not enthu­
siastically received by the towns-people, 
who ordered the keeper of the only hotel 
here not to accomodate them. He, how­
ever, gave them dinner, tea and lodging. 
The enraged citizens broke into the hotel 
and dumped the furniture through the 
doors and windows into the street and 
drove the officers out of town.

garments and called upon the Governor, 
Sir Howard Douglas, but what passed be­
tween the governor and Sandy, I am not 
prepared to say. It was something very 
generous, upon the governor’s part and 
very pleasing to Sandy, however, for he 
paid twelve pounds into the Crown Land 
Office, and got the two hundred acres 
that he wanted, and his pocket book was 
as empty when he called upon the gover­
nor as it was when he returned home.

Death In the Pot

The use of enamelled iron ware for cul­
inary purposes is becoming very common. 
Most households possess one or more of 
these articles, which have much to recom­
mend them on the score of pass in cleanr­
ing, and the rapidity with which heat 
penetrates to the contents. Mr. Sharpin, 
F. R. C. 8-, of Brighton, has, however, 
called.our attention to this latter proper­
ty, and shown that it may constitute a 
source of danger. He met with the case 
of a cook who, in cleansing » saucepan 
made of this ware had been pierced with 
a small piece of the enamel under the 
finger-nail. Upon examination after ex­
tinction, the fragment proved to be like 
glass in appearance and sharpness. He 
points out how readily this enamel breaks 
off from the subjacent iron, if it be sub­
mitted too rapioly to a great heat. This 
he attributes to the rapid expansion of 
the metal without a corresponding 
extention of the enamel. Once cracked 
moisture obtains access to the iron, which 
becomes rusty, and the enamel then peels 
off in small flakes or large pieces. Mr. 
Sharpin «iscertained that it was very diffi­
cult to pick these pieces out of certain 
vegetables, for example, spinach or cab­
bages, and draws the inference that many 
people eat food to which particles of en­
amel are adherent. He then inquires 
whether, such being the case, this may 
not account for the greater frequency of 
certain intestinal troubles at the present 
than in the days before - enamelled ware 
came into present use. . . . He thére-
fore advises that all housekeepers and 
others in charge of the domestic arrange­
ments in households where enamelled 
saucepans, etc., are used should have 
them overhauled at frequent intervals, 
and that those in which the enamel is de­
fective should be at once discarded.— 
British Medical Journal.

The new cheese factory in course of 
erection is about ready for receiving the 
necessary machinery for the manufacture 
of cheese and as the foreman has arrived 
the factory may soon be expected to be 
in full operation. The carpenter work of 
finishing the building has been perform­
ed by Mr. John Dohaney and the trim 
appearance of the two story structure, 
with its clapboarded sides, arrayed in a 
coat of white paint reflect credit alike up­
on the skilful builder and the enterpris­
ing company lately organized to open up 
this new industry among the farmers of 
Chipman and surrounding country.

In a few days more the machinery will 
be put in position, and the factory will be

Manila, May 28.—The approach of 
the wet season finds the insurrection 
seemingly taking a new lease of life. All 
along the American lines the rebels are 
showing mole aggressive, activity in tneir 
guerilla style than at .my time before or 
since the fall of Malolos. They keep 
the United States troops in the trenches, 
sleeping in their clothing and constantly 
on the alert against dashes upon our out­
posts; and they make life warm for the 
American garrisons in the towns. The 
bands of General Luna and General Mas- 
cardo, which retreated toward Tarlio 
when they feared they would be caught 
between Gen. MacArthur and General 
Lawton have returned in forces to their 
old trenches around San Fernand, where 
there are daily collisions. Opposite our 
lines on the south protecting Manila, all 
the way around to San Pedro Macati, the 
Filipinos have three rows of trenches 
most of the distances. Rejiort from 
prisoners indicate that the insurgents 
construe the peace negotiations to mean 
that the Americans had enough of fight­
ing. The Filipinos are also encouraged 
by the belief that the Americans are pre­
paring for an interval of inactivity during 
the wet season.

This period is sure to be followed by 
much suffering. Thousands of acres that 
were under cultivation last year have 
not been plowed this; and the government 
.will probably be obliged to feed thou­
sands, just as it fed the Cubans. Friend­
ly natives, amigos, continue to pour into 
the American lines, coming from the ter­
ritory of the insurrection into the country 
whore the passage of two armies has left 
no food and practically throwing them­
selves upon the charity of their conquer­
ors. Such able bodied men as are not in 
the Filipino ranks have been kept by the 
insurgent leaders to dig trenches; and the 
old men, women and children form the 
mass of the refugees. These are doing 
some plowing but they will be confronted 
with hunger before they can realize any 
subsistance from their crops. The Uni­
ted States army has organized a system 
of distributing rice at Malolos, and some 
of the smaller towns where Filipino 
stores were captured; but the latter will 
soon be exhausted.

. The U. S. transport Morgan City, 
which arrived hero from San Francisco, 
with 600 recruits for various regiments, 
called for Iloilo with the troops.

As it was impossible to take to Spain 
the remains of the Spanish General Mon- 
tero, who was fatally wounded in a re­
cent engagement with the Filipinos in 
the island of Minadauao, and who died 
while being brought here from Zamboag- 
na on the trrnsport Leon Xlll it was de­
cided that the interment should take 
place in Manila. The funeral took place 
today, hundreds of Spanish soldiers and 
civilians attending the services in the 
cathedral and following the cortege to the 
grave with wreaths and flags. The Span­
ish papers declare that Moutero was a 
victim of the Spanish government’s ne­
glect.

Manila, June 4, 8.35 p. m.—Gen. 
Hall’s column, in the movement upon the 
Moeong peninsula, completed a circuit of 
over twenty miles over rough and moun­
tainous country, having txvo engagements 
with the insurgents, one of them sex*ere, 
and keeping up an almost constant fire 
against scattered bands of rebels for near­
ly 24 hours from 4 o’clock Saturday 
morning, when the column left the pump­
ing station.

The Flipinos were driven in every di­
rection and the country through which 
Gen. Hall passed was pretty thoroughly 
cleared. At 10 o'clock this morning the

column reached a point a few miles from 
Taytay, where Gen. Hall was met by 
Gen. Lawton, who had already entered 
the town and found it deserted.

Gen. Halls objective point was Antip­
ole, ten miles off, and there was desultory 
nring along the line of march. The gun­
boats could be heard shelling the hills in 
advance of the column.

Thè column after driving the rebels 
from the foothills near Maria Chino, 
about noon yesterday, with a loss of _but 
two or three slightly wounded, proceeded 
with all possible haste toward Laguna De 
Bay, the fourth Cavalry in the lead, the 
Oregon regiment next, and the Fourth 
Infantry last. At five o’clock these three 
regiments fought their second battle of 
the day, and it resulted like the first, in 
the complete rout of a large Filipino 
force located in the mountains vtnd having 
every advantage of position. In this 
fight the Amtrican loss was four killed, 
three of the Fourth Cavalry and one Ore­
gonian. and about fifteen wounded. The 
Filipino loss could not be ascertained 
yesterday, but the terrific fire which the 
Americans "poured into them for half an 
hour must have inflicted severe punish­
ment. In this engagement our troops 
made on of the most gallant charges of the 
war, and the enemy was forced to flee in 
the greatest disorder.

It was the intention to press on to An­
tipolo last night, but this was found im­
possible owing to the two fights and con­
stant marching for more than twelve 
hours, with nothing to eat since mornibg 
and no supply train in sight. The troops 
moreover, suffered from the intense heat, 
many lieing prostrated and all greatly Ex­
hausted, consequently they bivouaced for 
the night on the second battle-field.

Tim Dyjalr r,-the Oregonians and two 
conyfianies of yie Fourth Infantry had 
jüst crossed a iflnall creek about five 
o’clock yesterday afternoon and en­
tered upon a sunketi. road, from which
t ley were emerging upbfi a small valley 
surrounded on all sides -i>y hi«h and 
heavily wooded hills when the rebels con­
cealed in the mountains on d’..e three 
sides of the plain, opened a hot b>'e and 
sent showers of bullets into the ranfcg^f 
the Americans. The latter deployed inf 
mediately in three directions.

Then followed a charge across the rice 
fields and ditches and up the sides, from 
which the shots came all the time pour­
ing in a terrific hail, while the air re­
sounded with the constant rattle ot mus­
ketry.

The Fourth Cavalry, being in front, 
suffered the severest loss when the at­
tack opened, two of their killed being 
sergeants, and the other a private. The 
Oregonian killed was a private.

The natives were unable to stand the 
vigorous firing of the Americans, and at 
the first signs of their wavering, the cav­
alry, Oregonian and Fourth Infantrymen 
broke into wild cheers and chased still 
faster up the hillside, pouring in volley 
after volley Until the enemy left the 
places where they wore partially conceal­
ed by the thicket, fled over the summit

When the start was make fur Antipolo 
in the morning the Oregon regiment and 
the Ninth Infantry weve left behind as a 
rear guard and there was considerable 
filing along their lines hi clearing the ■x__ 
enemy from the high hill between their 
position and the lake.

It is seldom that the Atigel of Death 
has manted a more promising victim than . 
the subject of this sketch.

Born a little more than fourteen years 
ago, he continued to live at Armstrong’» 
Corner during his short stay on earth.

Upon the 24th of the past month, like 
most schoolboys, he spent part of his 
holiday fishing, and upon returning after 
his day’s sport he complained at being a 
little tired and sick.

At the time nothing very serious was 
anticipated, but upon his being no hotter 
the following day all that medical aid and 
kind attention could do was done for him. 
Despite all this he passed into the great 
beyond on the following Monday.

Hit illness was a very sevete attack of 
rheumatic fever, attacking the spine and 
brain. On the following Thursday his 
remains were laid to rest in the cemotry 
at Coote Hill. All the members of the 
family and a very large gathering were 
present, there being forty three teams in 
the procession.

The grief stricken family have the 
warmest sympathy of the entire commu­
nity in their great affliction.

It is perhaps quite fitting that this 
sketch be written by one who had oppor­
tunities for estimating the character and 
ability of the deceased.

He was far in advance of his compan­
ions of equal age m his schml w ork, it 
beiug almost a wonder that »iie so young 
should show such marked ability. There 
is not the least doubt but that he would 
have made one of the most brilliant 
schalars had his life been spared and his
educational work been kept up.

His life was surely an example to all 
his fellows. He was never known to 
utter any unbecoming expressions so 
common among boys and his whole dis­
position was to he frank and corteous to 
all. Truly his was a blameless life, if 
iyer one was led in this vale of sorrows of 

temptations.

It has 
c ist Spain the lives of 300 troops.

The progress of the column was con­
siderably delayed while passing up the 
steep mountain grade, by a small band 
of insurgents, hut these were effectually 
routed by the Fourth Cavalry, which was 
in advance, and the troops reached Anti- 
polo in a few hours.

Our lines were immediately thrown 
around on three sides of the town and 
then the filial advance was made. But it 
was found unnecessary to tire a shot. Not 
a rebel was. visible and the town was en­
tirely abandoned.

Txvo hours later, after a conference be­
tween Generals Lawton and Hall, the 
column proceeded toward- Movong, to 
drive away any rebels found in that 
quarter.
