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Resources of Newfoundland.

The last letter from the Toronto Globe's
Newfoundland corresponden, tells of dis-
coveries which promises to revolutionize
all our ideas of that old but somewhat
neglected colony, and make Newfound-
land the Great Britain of Eastern Ameri-
ca. The St. George’s Bay district seems
to possess all the advantages needed for
the abode of a large and prosperous po-
pulation. A fertile soil, with timber of
good description ; coal in abundance and
of the most valuable quality ; salt of the
best, and in any quantity—the very thing
wanted for curing the treasures of the
deep, which are found in exhaustless
quantities round all the shores; while
petroleum, gypsum, and lead also contri
bute to the coming prosperity and riches
of aland which has been looked upon as
little better than a barren wilderness,
with all its resources concentrated in the
fisheries on its banks- f one halt of
what this correspondent points to, be re-
alized by subsequentinvestigations, then
Newfoundland from its position and sur
roundings, will speedily become a busy
and a prosperous land. Lying, asit does,
within a few days sail of the coast ot Ire-
land, the great highroad of Summer tra-
vel to and from Europe and this Conti-
nent will undoubtedly, in the course of a
few years, pass through the very region
the correspondent speaks of. With min-
erals so varied and valuable there will be
little difficulty in securing sufficient capi-
tal to develop its resources; and if emi.
grants find they can do well by taking
an eight day’s journey from their old
homes, they will in many cases, not care
about taking one of 30 or 40, and perhaps
after all not fare so well. It the coal Is
of the valuable description indicated, it
will pay well to bring ita long way we-t.
Hitherto Newfoundland has been almost
entirely an unknown country, scarcely
visited by tourists, and known to the out-
side world for its cod and itsdogs. That
time is now nearly over, and an Island as
large as Ireland, with boundless resourc-
es, promises at last to receive the atten-
tion it aeserves.— Quebec Gazette.

Infamous Murder ofa Promis®
ing Student.

The following statement, from New
York, explains itself: —

The sad death of Mortimer Leggett, a
young student of Cornell University, and
son of the United States Commissione: of
Patents, occasions the most profound ex
citement at Ithaca, where the tragedy
has just been brought to light. From in-
telligence received here it appears that
young Leggett was the victim ot*the
most barbarous treatment at the hands
of a number of his fellow students, who
had undertaken the task ofinitiating him
mnto the mysteries of a college secret so-
ciety. The usual practice of blindfolding
the candidate and cutting him with a
-whip-lash, and otherwise ill-treating him,
appears to have been carried out to the
letter in this instance, and to have result-
ed in the most tragic conseqeences. The
members of the Kappa Alpha fraternity
having elected young Leggett a member
met on the bank of a creek just outside

the village, a few evenings since, and af-|

ter ordering the candidate to step ihto a
ring, he was seized by half a dozen mask-
ed students, his hands bound behind him
and blindfolded. He was then chased up
and down the banks of the stream, while
a large numbers of students looked on
trom a distance, amused at the struggles
of young Leggett, Suddeniy two of the
students in charge of Leggett disappear
ed with their vietim. Hearing groans
and cries a number of students took
means to reach the bottom of a gorge in
the vicinity, and the three unfortunates
were found on an abrupt bank, lying
across each other, and sutfering the most
intense agony. It was found that Leg-
gett, after falling over the precipice, fifty
fect 1n height, had struck on his head,
fracturing the skull, breaking the bones
of the nose, and partly dislocating the
neck, He lived about half-an-hour after
the fall, but was unconscious and con..
stantly moaning: “ Oh! don’t!” ¢ Take
woff! Take it off!"” referring, it is sup-
posed, to the bandage over his eyes, One
of his torturers had his collar bone brok-
en, and was slightly bruised about the
body, while the other had his thigh seve-
rely bruised, and, it is feared suffered in-
ternal injuries. Thealarm was at once
given and the officers and stndents of
the Uriversity started for the scene of
the tragedy. Before young Leggett had
been conveyed to his room, however, he
expired, and his parents in Washington
were at once notified of the outrageous
performance which had resulted in the
death of their promising son. "The high-
handed proceeding has occasion-d the
most intense indignation in Ithaca, and it
is thought that summary measures will
be taken for punishing the mnrderers,
Tho affair is undergoing the most rigid
investigation by the proper authorities,
and meanwhile the members of the se-
cret society are under guard iu anticipa.
tion of their being held responsible for
the murder.—Young Leggett was a mem-
ber of the Freshman Class, and his home
is in Zanesville, Ohio, whither his remains
have been forwarded at the request of
Commissioner Leggett, who it is suppos-
ed, will go to lthaca to prosecute the
csse.
, This hazing business is one of the most
outrageous and villlainous practices ever
tolerated in civilized societies, and is oft
en attended with great cruelty, though
seldom fraught with the fatal results
above described, 1t ought to be put
down with an iron hand. Only think of.
parehts sending their promising son to
““college, to receive him back a. corpse
" throu hthe acts of his fellow students!
The thing is monsterous. The practice

ting his son, who might inherit it. Dur-
ing the whole of his illness he never
complained, and kept his character to
the last. The disease being hereditary,
his father having died of it, and his
sister, the Princess Borghese, b'eing sup-
posed to bave it, proves to the world
that climate and mode of life had no
haud in it, contrary to the assertions
of Messrs. O'Mearaand Stobo, his liver
was perfeetly sound and had he been on
the throne of France, instead of an in-
habitant of St. Helena, he would equ-
ally have suffered, as no earthly pow.
er would have cured the disease when
formed.”

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HorriBLE - CASE oF MURDER.—A
murder has recently been brought to
light by the authorities of Rio Janeiro,
Brazil, which for its plot and method
of execution deserves a high place
among the romances of crime. Vis-
sueiro, the murderer, was a judge of
high reputation’as well as of high cate-
gory, a widower, sixty~five yearsof age
whose character was unblemished, save
by his intimacy with a young girl of
notorious bad character residing it the
city. The old jidge appears to have
been infatuated with her at first, but
finally the deep infatuation turned to
a deadly hatred, and he sought how he
might get rid of her. He instructed
his ageat to make away with her by
flozging her to death, but the agent
falled him, and he accordingly pro-
cured the services ofa man noted for
his daring and recklessness. The judge
repaired to the residence of the girl and
was received with open arms. His
trusted servent was placed behind a
curtain and at the judge’s signal he
darted on her and thrust a gag in her
mouth. This done the old juage fore-
ed the girl to inhale chloroform, and
when she dropped senseless at his feet
he stabbed her repeatedly with a poin-
ard in the chest and stomach, and cut
her head nearly off. This done he put
the body into a zinc case and instructed
his accomplice to drop it into the sea.
Before the accomplice had performed
his master’s {bidding, however, the
young girl was missed from her home
and search was made for her, which re-
sulted in the finding of the body sealed
in the zine case. The judge was at
once accused of the terrible erime, and
he is now awaiting trial for his life,
