In the discussion in the Immi-
gration CoLvention in Fredericton
on the 8th instant on the question,
“What New Brooswick has to
offer as a home for the immigrant,”
Ald. H. H. Stuart of Newcastle,
spoke in part ae follows:

The first aim of the country
sheuld be to keep its own people
at home. Acquaisition of land by
its young pecple should be made
as eudy a8 possible, the colonizing
methods of the French speakiag
people of Quebec and Northern
New Bruuswick being worthy of
careful consideration.

In looking for immigrants we
~houid not solicic people of differ-
ent color, for vhey will not assimi-
late wirh us and would be a source
of division and weakness rather
than of wunity and strength.
Neither should we go to much
warmer climates, for theic people
can stand our conditions much
better than we can accommodate
onrselves to theirs, and thewr se*-
tling here would reduce the area
ichabited by people of our civil'-
zation and temperament. But if
we must have immigrants, let
them be of the kindred peoples in-
hapiting the Buitish Isles, Ger-
many, Scandinavia, &ec., and, in
any case, men of the temperate
zone, and of the same color snd, as
nearly as possible, of the s:me
grade of civilization as ourselves.

To the im «igrant New Bruus-|
wick can offer an invigorating
temperate ciimate, good land. well
watered, well worked and fertile.
In Douglastown and Avoea and;
other places on tie Miramichi, 26
bushe!s or more of wheat can be
raised to the acre--a better yield
than the average out West. Fruit
can be grown in every county,
and mixed farming precindes an,
pooribility of famine.

Aid Stuart opposed the awmend-
ment and ~favored the provincial
bauking system endorsen by the
original motion. He asked what
the Govercment was for if not to
look after the interestr ot all
classes.

Farmer> and Workmen shoull be
assisted nere as the former are in
Australia and the latter in Iceland.

A GREAT STEP FORWARD

Mr. Arthur Hawxes, Dominion
Immigration Agent, declared the
adoption of the firegoing r1esolu-
tion mark>d e great step ir
peovincial progress, being a 1ecogni
sion of the prircivle that public
credit must be nsed for the henctit
of the farmers.

Premier Flemming closed the
convention in a strong speech,
speakinug of the impoitance of im-
migration in geversi and of teach-
ing children the beauty of the

granite, gas etc., make this pro-
vince as wealthy from the stand-
point of the miner as most any
other territory in the world of
like area.

Let
people once understand that,
while idle land will te taxed too
heavily to allow it to be held
without being improved, a man
will not be taxed cxtra upon every
little improvement he adds to his
estate, then both npatives and
foreigners will desire to settle, and
wake homes for themselves, among
us. The close settlement wmade
possible by the land tax would,
indirectiy, raise the stauda.d of
the schools.

With the above improvements,
joined to the resvurces and facili-
ties we already possess, our pro-
vince would begin to prosper and
to teke a leading place awong the
communities of tho earth.

Peking. — The treaty powers have
undertaken the protectior of the rail-
road between Peking and the sea.
