HORSES AND HORSEMEN.
OF INTEREST TO OUR READERS.

In accordance with the general advance 
of speed, the free-for-all class was never so 
strong in numbers as now. The members 
likely to start this year include nearly a 
score of brilliant performers, any one of 
which has sufficient reputation to draw as 
an exhibition horse. Of those that won 
their way to the class of classes, Rosaline 
Wilkes, 2:14*, failed to figure prominently 
in 1889. She started the campaign with 
good prospects, but caught a severe cold 
on the boat between Detroit and Cleveland 
after being defeated by Gene Smith. She 
retired for the season, and report says is 
now ready for the grand preparation Pat­
ron made two essays against time, as did 
the stallion Edgemark, when he equaled 
the four-year-old record of 2:16. Oliver K. 
sustained two defeats, trotting the best of 
two winning heats in 2:16*. Graylight 
burst into the free-for-all division at Buff­
alo, after showing very fast in his race at 
Cleveland. He won two races, lowering 
his record to 2:16*. Thornless had better 
success, sustaining two defeats by Gene 
Smith in the Grand Circuit. He won three 
races in straight heats, putting in his best 
mile in 2:16* at Cleveland. Susie S. made 
her five-year-old debut in the Grand Cir­
cuit at Cleveland, and scored her victories 
in the 2:18 classes at Rochester, Pough­
keepsie, Hartford and Springfield, trotting 
her fastest mile in 2:15* over Charter Oak 
Park. Belie Hamlin beat Harry Wilkes at 
Buffalo and New York, went against time 
at Poughl psie and Rochester, and at the 
last named place lowered her record to 
2:12}. Guy was used solely as an exhibi­
tion horse. Hè' made two unsuccessful at 
tempts to beat the record of Maud S., but 
succeeded in cutting his own record of 2:12 
by doing a mile at Cleveland in 2:10}. In 
all he trotted seven time trials better than 
2:14}. Houri won two races, the 2:19 and 
2:20 classes, in Kentucky, and made a fruit­
less attempt against time at Cincinnati. In 
her race at Lexington she made her pres­
ent record of 2:17. Axtell was the bright 
particular star east of the Rockies. He won 
seven time trials and one contested race. 
His winning mile in 2:12 at Terre Haute 
put him on record as the greatest of three- 
year-olds, and the greatest of all stallions.

In California time was again and again 
beaten by the champion stallions of the 
Golden State. Stamboul made three essays, 
succeeding twice, and scoring a record of 
2:12*. Palo Alto won five contested races, 
trotting his best winning heat in 2:13}. In 
three fights against time he won twice, 
trotting in 2:12* and 2:12*, his best record. 
Sunol started eight times during the cam­
paign of 1889. Three were walk-overs for 
three-year-old stakes. On the occasion of 
the last formal performance she was cut 
loose for a fast record, and trotted in 2:10*. 
She won two contested races and one time- 
trial, and lost the other events in compar­
atively slow time.

Nelson started five times, and was de­
feated once by Alcryon in the $10,000 stake 
race at Hartford. In this race Nelson won 
the first heat in 2:14*. Previous to this 
meeting he won the 2:22 class at Buffalo, 
trotting the three fastest consecutive heats 
placed on record last year, and late in Sep­
tember won the National Stallion Stake at 
Beacon Park. His other races were won 
at spring meetings in straight heats.

Jack was successful in six out of eight 
starts. He won at Cleveland and Roches­
ter in the Grand Circuit, was beaten pre­
viously at Detroit, won at Terre Haute, 
twice at Lexington during the fall meet­
ing, lowering his record to 2:15, and won 
the special race at St. Louis. In all his vic­
torious races he won in three straight 
heats, and in no instance failed to get a 
premium.

Alcryon won four contested races at Buff­
alo, Poughkeepsie, Hartford and Spring- 
field, trotting all his heats better than 2:20. 
At Lexington he started to beat 2:16*, and 
won by a second.

Gene Smith was the most frequent win­
ner of the four. He won the 2:19 class dur­
ing the spring meetings at Poughkeepsie, 
Albany and Hartford; at Detroit he won 
the free for all, and captured first money 
in the same event at Cleveland, Pough­
keepsie, Hartford and Springfield, previ­
ously winning the 2:18 class at Buffalo. In 
his Cleveland race he lowered his record 
to 2:15*.

There is no probability of the greater 
part of these turf warriors coming into 
direct conflict, but it is more than possible 
the majority of them will be out this year 
to erase their records of 1889. There is 
enough aveilable material to encourage the 
most influential associations in making a 
free for all trotters a part of their program­
me. Contested races by horses of the class 
above enumerated will be stronger draw­
ing cards than dashes against time.—Horse- 
man.
DRESS IN REIGN OF GEORGE I.

An admirable description of the beau of 
this period occurs in Colley Cibber’s com­
edy of The Careless Husband, in which 
Lord Morelove speaks of “one of my Lord 
Foppington’s gang—a pert coxcomb that’s 
just come to a small estate and a great peri­
wig—he that sings himself among the 
women. What do you call him? He 
won’t speak to a commoner when a lord is 
in company — you always see him with a 
cane dangling at his button, his breast 
open, no gloves, one eye tucked under his 
hat, and a toothpick.”

Contemporary advertisements will en­
lighten us on some of the characteristics 
of the fine clothes in which our exquisites 
then disported themselves. As, for in­
stance, “Stolen [&c.], a new cinnamon- 
colored cloth coat, waistcoat, and breeches 
embroidered with silver four or five inches 
deep down before, and on the sleeves and 
round the pocketholes and the pockets 
and knees of the breeches. They are 
lined with a sky-blue silk.” * * *
“Taken from a Gentleman’s House, [&c.,] 
a drove-colored cloth suit embroidered 
with silver, and q pair of silk stockings of 
the same color ; a gray cloth suit, with gold 
buttons and holes ; a silk drugget salmon- 
colored suit, lined with white silk ; a silver 
brocade waistcoat, trimmed with a knotted 
sil ver fringe, and lined with white silk.”

The “drugget” here mentioned was a 
stuff resembling baize, was sometimes half 
wool and half silk, but usually all wool. 
Gentlemen generally wore cloth, though 
camlet—an expensive mixture of wool and 
silk—was also worn. According to some 
etymologists this was named from the 
river Camlet, in Montgsmeryshire, where, 
in this county, its manufacture first began, 
while others derive it from the camel’s 
hair with which it was originally woven. 
Sagathy, a kind of serge, is another fabric 
that was used for making up the famous 
Drap du Barrie and D’Oyley suits—the 
last named after the once celebrated hab­
erdasher whose fame is wrapped up with 
the dessert napkin.

A RAILROAD STORY.
A Tramp Save» a Conductor’» life by 

HI» Prompt Action.

“ No, we don’t bounce the tramps who 
ride on the bumbers of our freight train," 
said a freight conductor who has a run to 
the west. “I presume that we carry an 
average of a dozen each trip, but if they 
remaine between the cars we pretend not 
to see them.”

“ But it is against orders,” was urged.
“ Oh yes but there ie a higher power than 

general orders even from railroad men. 
Five or six years ago I used to be hard on 
the railroad tramp. I’d have the train 
looked over at every stop and if we caught 
a chap he got handled pretty lively. Nowa­
days I throw out a hint to the brakeman 
to shut both eyes, and if the tramp don’t 
presume too much on my good nature, no 
one will disturb him.”

“ What happened to change your mind?”
“ Oh, a little incident of no interest to 

the public, but a great deal to me. I was 
married in December three years ago. On 
the third night I got an order to nm out 
with an extra. There was a cold rain, 
which froze as it fell, and one of my crew 
got hurt at our very first stop. This left 
us short handed, and as we could not sup­
ply his place I had to act for him. We 
were back in the mountains, running 
strong to make time, when the engineer 
whistled brakes for a grade. I climbed 
out of the caboose with the brakemen, and 
had set two brakes and was after the third, 
when a lurch of the cars threw me down, 
and I fell between two of them. I had 
just one glimpse of the redcheeked Lride 
at home, just one swift thought of bet in 
widow’s weeds and her heart-breaking, 
when a hand grabbed me. I was going 
down head first, but the strong clutch 
turned me over and my feet struck the 
bumpers. I’d have gone then only some 
one put my hands on the ladder, flung his 
arms around me from behind to hold me 
there and said :

GUM CHEWING IN ENGLAND.
One of the worst habits of American 

women is gum chewing. The habit seems 
so innocent and harmless that nothing can 
be said against it from outside appearance ; 
but according to the medical men of Am­
erica it destroys the teeth, invites dys­
pepsia, and brings many small evils in its 
train, that grow to being distinctly incon­
venient and unhealthy. The practice of 
gum chewing is being introduced into 
England by the American Confectionery 
Company, and of course they claim that it 
is full of advantages. A representative 
called at their establishment in Regent 
street to see if the habit had made any 
headway here.

“ Wh»t smoking is to men gum chewing 
ie to women in our country,” said Miss Pope 
the manageress. “Women chew gum all 
day. In the streets, in the tram-cars, any­
where, tlfey’re never without their bit of 
gum. Some women have actually had 
their jaws paralyzed through working 
them too hard.”

“ Do you think you will ever make gum 
chewing fashionable in London ?” “Why 
not? There’s a demand for it already 
among the men. We are introducing it to 
our customers by putting a small stick in­
to every box of sweets. This kindles 
their curiosity. Of course the sale of gum 
among our American customers is im­
mense. They are delighted at being able 
to get it in Europe. They are as ravenous 
after their favorite luxury as a prisoner is 
after a pipe of tobacco or a good meal.”

“ How many sorts of chewing-gum are 
there ?” “About fifteen. There are lots of 
flavors. Peppermint, licorice and spring- 
green are the favorites. But I think 
Adams’ tutti frutti is really the meet 
popular flavor. We sell a great deal of 
tasteless gum, too.”

“ Some of the flavors are more costly 
than others?" “Yes, the spring-green is a 
trifle expensive. It is sold in 6-penny 
packets. The ordinary flavors can be 
bought in half-penny and penny sticks. 
They will stand about four days’ hard 
chewing. Casual chewers will make a 
stick last a. month. The gum never wears 
out, but it gets sticky after a time and 
clings to the teeth.”

“ Is there more than one way of chewing 
gum ?” “Well, you must be careful to start 
it right. The gum ought to be allowed to 
get warm in the mouth before it comes in­
to contact with the teeth, otherwise it 
crumbles instead of growing soft. We 
have a gum which some of our customers 
buy as a tonic. It is very bitter. But 
none of the gums are detrimental to health; 
they promote the saliva, cleanse the teeth 
and help the digestion.”

By the way, tar is another thing that 
American women are fond of chewing “be­
cause it whitens their teeth,” the man­
ageress said.

A Great Speech by the Attorney 
General,

THE OPPOSITION CASE DIS­
SECTED AND ITS FALLA- 

CIES EXPOSED.

How the Sectarian Cry Was Worked 
and What the Opponents of the 

Government Proposed to 
Concede to the 

Lumbermen.

When the Chicago girls hang up their 
stockings for Christmas they are the envy 
of the rest of the world; but they bank­
rupt Saq ta Claw,

HON. MR. BLAIR
on rising to close the debate on the stum- 
page question, said: Perhaps it would be 
well that I should emulate the example 
which some of my friends opposite have 
set and dispose of one or two questions, on 
preliminary matters, before entering upon 
the general subject under discussion.

There appeared to be on the part of hon. 
gentlemen opposite, a disposition rather to 
deprecate any allusions to the nature of 
the contest which arose in the city and 
city and county of St. John. I can very 
well understand why they should desire 
that there should not be an y reference made 
to that subject, and whatever reference I 
shall hereafter make or whatever refer­
ences I have heretofore made with respect 
to the contest that was waged in St. John, 
have been drawn from me for a far different 
purpose from that which was attributed to 
me. I would be sorry to make any re­
marks in this house that would tend to 
excite religious strife or to give rise to feel­
ings of religious animosity. I would, sir, 
be the last man in this house or in this 
country to array any man against his 
neighbor on religious grounds. The inter­
ests of the community in which we live 
and of the people as a whole can be best 
served by forgetting there is any difference 
of religious belief among us and these mat­
ters should not be imputed at all or per­
mitted to be mentioned in connection with 
the discussion of our public questions. I 
think that it will be conceded by all fair 
minded people the charge had been made 
frequently during the debate that the gov­
ernment was on its trial and that the judg­
ment of the people of the country was 
against it. I think it is not only my priv- 
elege in this house, but, sir, I apprehend 
it is my duty, to myself and to the gentle­
men who are associated with me in the 
government of the country to put fairly 
and to put boldly before the house what 
were the issues before the country. I think 
sir, it is my privilege following the hon. 
members of the opposition to stand in my 
place on the floor of the house and 

Deny Emphatically, 
as I now do, that this government was 
tried on its merits in the city and city and 
county of St. John. Surely, sir, when it is 
charged that the govemmént were con­
demned by the country I have a right to 
rise in my place and tell the gentlemen 
here assembled what question it was that 
brought the hon. gentlemen from St. John 
before me and behind me into this legis­
lature. Surely none are so sensitive as to 
object, none are so open to influences of 
the kind that these gentlemen should fear 
that the mere statement of facts would set 
one gentleman against the other—such an 
idea is an absurd one.

The gentlemen here assembled are calm, 
judicious men, and I think they can hear 
the facts stated here plainly without creat­
ing animosities of a religious nature and 
without setting one against the other. I 
want the privilege before this house of 
telling gentlemen here assembled that the 
government of the country was not tried 
on its merits in the city and city and 
county of St. John. A religious feeling 
was worked up by the government, my 
hon. friend says. I deny that statement.
I am quite sure the hon. gentleman cannot 
support or sustain so grave a statement 
worked up by whom did he say ? Worked 
up by me or by my friends ? What interest 
could my friends have in raising a cry 
such as that ? Why, sir, our greatest hope 
was that the appointment we made would 
be suffered to go into effect, without in­
voking any such feeling ; there was not the 
sligheat thought entertained by us as to 
its religious aspect nor were

Any of the Views Entertained

that were now raised by the gentlemen 
across the house. It is possible for me 
here in their hearing and it is within my 
power by reference to documentary evid­
ence to establish that it was not the gentle­
men who were running in the interests of 
the government in that constituency but 
our friends opposite who sought to set 
aflame the mind of the constituency—a 
constituency I would admit that this gov­
ernment could have appealed to with suc­
cess— but there was interposed between 
the people, and their consideration of the 
acts and conduct of this administration, a 
cry, the consequences of which my hon. 
friends opposite may yet regret, and a cry 
the effects of which the future may not 
readily efface. I tell them I have some docu­
mentary proof at my hand. I ask these 
hon. gentlemen if this is not an extract 
from the paper to which they appended 
their names and gave circulation to in the 
city and county — a document in which 
they stated that they were opposed “ to the 
granting of special privileges to any religi­
ous scat on the ground of their religion,” 
and would ask them was not that docu­
ment circulated among large numbers of 
the people in the constituency to which I 
now refer?

Mr. Alward : — That is the first time I 
have heard of it. If my name was ap­
pended to any such document it was done 
without my authority and without my 
having any knowledge whatever of it.

Dr. Stockton :— I wish to state the same.
Mr. Smith :—I also wish to disclaim any 

connection with such a document as that 
referred to by the hon. Attorney General.

Mr. McKeown : — I must also disclaim 
any knowledge of or connection with the 
circular referred to by the hon. Attorney 
General.

Mr. Rourke :—I also deny that I had any 
connection with that paper referred to or 
signed it.

Hon. Mr. Blair : — All these gentlemen, 
sir, stand up in their places and say they 
did not append their signatures to the 
circular to which I have reference.

Dr. Alward :—I never saw any kind of a 
document to that effect and never author­
ised any person to put my name to it

Hon. Mr. Blair:—They all disclaim any 
connection with it.

i

Hon. Mr. Hanington:—Their statement 
should be accepted.

Hon. Mr. Blair : —Will the valiant leader 
of the opposition wait till the conclusion 
of my remark. I was about to say that I 
am very glad that several of the hon. 
members of St. John city and city and 
county have disclaimed any knowledge of 
this circular, but, sir, the circular I refer 
to
Wm In use and It Produced It» Efiect.

It is admited that this circular was printed, 
was circulated and sent out to the electors 
in the city and county of St. John — not 
to all but to certain people of that con­
stituency and that circular contained not 
only the part to which I allude but also the 
card of those hon. gentlemen.

The statements these gentlemen have 
made disclaiming any complicity in the 
circulation of the card, must be accepted, 
but it is beyond a doubt that some one on 
their behalf used this means which resulted 
in their return ? Their friends had done 
this and they had got in here on this cry, 
no matter, sir, from whom it emanated, 
and they are in that position that they 
are the representatives of this cry, which I 
regret to say was raised on their behalf 
and not there in that constitue ncy, dis- 
elamed by them. To show how wide­
spread was the feeling that that was the 
case and that I do not stand alone in that 
belief, I would ask the patience of the 
house while I refer to what was stated by 
the hon. leader of the opposition — under 
whose leadership these same gentlemen 
now stand.

I have in my hand the report of the 
speech of the hon. gentleman leader of the 
opposition which his friend and now 
supporter who sits almost behind him, 
printed in that enterprising paper the 
Moncton Times.

It is under the heading “Hanington’s 
views”

Mr. Hanington’» View».
“Stockton and Alward had supported 

every measure of Blair down to last spring 
and quarreled with him after the last 
session. The union of the St. John and 
Portland went into effect in May. The 
government had the right to make two 
officers or one of the duties of common 
clerk and police magistrate. Stockton and 
Alward recommended that Mr. Peters 
should continue to hold both offices ; the 
other supporters of the government 
thought fit to increase the salary of com­
mon clerk, leaving it with Mr. Peters, 
create a new office of the police magistracy, 
and give it to Mr. Ritchie: hence the 
resignation of Messrs. Stockton and Al­
ward. It was because Mr. Ritchie was a 
Roman Catholic that Stockton and Alward 
fought against the appointment. His 
principles were equal rights to all, and 
Stockton and Alward had no right to say 
that the govemment should not appoint an 
Irish Catholic to office.”—Moncton Times.

How the leader of the opposition can 
entertain these principles and views and 
then recognise the hon. gentlemen beside 
him as his deputy, is almost incomprehen­
sible, and when we, sir, hear the charges 
hurled across the floor of the house 
against the surveyor general because of his 
presumed inconsistency, and when we 
hear day after day and hour after hour of 
the inconsistencies of others, it paralyses 
me almost beyond expression to find these 
two hon. gentlemen side by side and cheek 
by jowl, holding such absolutely diverse 
views upon a principle which far trans­
cends in importance the question of 25 
cents reduction in the stumpage for a 
couple of years.

We have that exemplified in the most 
remarkable manner in the action of the 
opposition when it met at the opening of 
the legislature to determine upon its or­
ganization and to give effect to the princi­
ples for which its members were sent here.
I am glad to know that these gentlemen 
are not above making large sacrifices and 
for the

Purpose of Getting Into the Offices,

of course, it will yet require great sacrifices, 
and the deputy leader is ready to forego 
his principles and cease the introduction 
of the principles of responsible loral self 
government. So much for that. That is 
the answer I make, when these gentlemen 
hypocritically affirm what they have af­
firmed in this debate. But let us remem­
ber and let it not be forgotten—I want it 
borne in mind that the government has 
not been tried in St. John, and it is not 
being tried by the constituency through its 
representatives to-day upon its merits nor 
upon its record.

The government had been supported by 
these gentlemen, as they have themselves 
declared, loyally and heartily until the 
close of the last session of the house and 
they come into this legislature from the 
city and county of St. John, not because 
we had not well administered the affairs 
of the country but because we did not see 
fit to act upon the recommendation of 
these gentlemen when one portion of the 
representatives was agaihst the other 
portion, then these gentlemen withdraw 
their confidence from us. ft is well known 
that those two gentlgmeir’opposite 

Endorsed all our other Act» 
in every feature, that were submitted for 
the approval of the legislature down to the 
very last moment of the last session of the 
last house. Those gentlemen now came 
here seeking to prevail against.that same 
government and that they are seizing up­
on everything they can discover of in 
their desperate efforts to defeat us.

Passing on to some of the matters touch­
ed upon in this debate. I may say that I am 
quite anxious that it shall come to as early 
a conclusion as possible. In the discussion 
many collateral and incidental matters 
have been introduced which I will not 
follow. I will not now take up the different 
points point by point as they have been 
referred to in the discussion. But I will 
deal with such of the more prominent ones 
as the time at my disposal will allow, and 
which had been raised in the three hours 
and a half speech with which the hon. 
member for St. John had favored the 
house. It is complained that the Pro­
vincial Secretary has not spoken during the 
debate. Now why should the Provincial 
Secretary interpose particularly in this 
debate if you have been informed by me 
as leader of the government from what 
the territorial revenue will in the opinion 
of the government produce during the 
current year and I have furnished that 
information to the house as it was furnish­
ed to me and as it is always furnished the 
government by its official staff. I have 
told the house, from the best information 
at the disposal of the crown land depart­
ment, that we believe there will be avail­
able this year at the rate of $1 stumpage

From $138,000 to $140,000.
If, sir, you had all the surveyor general’s 
reports that have been printed they would 
not throw any more light on the question 
than I have by that statement. Govern­
ment always makes this communication in 
the same way as I have made it. It is 
idle for members opposite to say that the 
information given is only conjecture. In 
the same sense our estimate of territoral

revenue may always be said to be con­
jecture. Anything connected with the 
public accounts is contained in the 
report of the auditor general, already 
in the hands of hon. members. The 
surveyor general’s report will not con­
tain any information as to the prob­
able timber cut for 1890 and could not 
contain it, for our reports in regard to that 
were not then received by the department 
when the report was prepared for publica­
tion. I would like some one to name to 
me a single item of :nformation which 
such report usually contained that would 
throw any light upon the subject under 
discussion. Hon. members on the opposite 
side of the house also say that they have 
not had the financial returns a sufficient 
time to enable them to arrive at an in­
telligent understanding of contents. But 
they had the auditor general’s report for 
1889 that shews the amounts received and 
expended in 1889 ; it gives a statement of 
the territorial revenue from all sources in 
that year and nothing more would appear 
if all the accounts and transactions of the 
present year, from first January down to 
present date, were laid before the house. 
Members in opposition always profess to 
think that something is being withheld by 
the government which if disclosed would 
shed a flood of light upon its outrageous 
actions and

All would stand Appalled
at the state of facts discovered. That is the 
theory upon which the hon. leader of the 
opposition had been acting for the past 
seven years, a theory also taken up by the 
gentleman at his side (Mr. Stockton) who 
now seeks to cast discredit upon acts which 
he (Mr. Stockton) has year after year and 
session after session indorsed and approv­
ed. They are endeavoring to show that 
the government has been dishonest and 
that it is now forcing on a discussion upon 
which there has not been sufficient infor­
mation given to the house. If the amend­
ment proposed is carried it is an expres­
sion of want of confidence in the govern­
ment and will necessitate its resignation! 
but, I think sir, this amendment will not 
carry. When this house feels that it can­
not proceed to the discussion of any im­
portant question because it doubts the in­
tegrity and honesty of the ministerial 
statements and returns, then I say that the 
time has arrived when other gentlemen 
should take charge of the country. That is 
the theory upon which all governments 
are carried on under instructions similar to 
our own. Sir, when there was a foundation 
laid for questioning the administration in 
any particular, then it is proper such in­
vestigation should take place as had been 
contended for, but my learned friend is too 
old a parliamentarian to be at all ignorant 
upon this question.

The hon. gentleman (Dr. Stockton) has 
entered upon the discussion of the financi­
al condition of the province and I am con­
tent to follow him as the time at ’my dis­
posal will permit.

He says that this government has been
Outrageously Extravagant

because in 1889 it had included expenses 
in travelling, and alone had expended for 
coach hire $503 in that year, and said this 
with a look of horror depicted on hie 
countenance which did infinite credit to 
his dramatic powers. I wish a photograhic 
artist had been then present and by the 
instantaneous process could have caught 
the expression of the hon. gentleman’s 
face in order that the expression might 
have been preserved, in order that foture 
legislators might have some idea of 
the proper facial expression to assume 
when an item of such a monstrous 
character as this is being criticised. 
“Oh, oh,” says that hon. member, “I 
find that these gentlemen spent for 
coaching $503 in 1889—an outrageous 
bill.” well sir, is this an outrageous bill ?
I have looked up the coaching bill for 1888, 
a bill let it be borne in mind which this 
hon. gentleman has justified and find it is 
larger than the one in question and that 
the bon. gentleman in that year approved 
of coach hire to the amount of $520. The 
hon. member now says we are playing 
ducks and drakes with the revenues of the 
province because we have withdrawn 
$182,000, yet that hon. gentleman did not 
state he authorized their withdrawal at the 
time and the expenditure for which the 
withdrawals were made.

Those items were discussed year after 
year while the hon. member was in the 
house and he has stood in his place and 
has justified and approved every transac­
tion in connection with them yet what is 
his stand to-day ? He

Justified the Expenditure 
on the Insane Asylum at St. John and 
knew we had withdrawn that amount from 
our credit at Ottawa ; in the expenditure on 
the departmental buildings had we not 
the support of that hon. member, as also 
for whole sums amounting to $182,000. 
Surely his opinion of the extravagance of 
this government being of recent growth is 
of comparatively little value. It might be 
very well for a member who had not justi­
fied the transactions referred to, to com­
ment unfavorably on the expenditure, but 
what shall we say of a gentleman of the 
standing, repute and character of the hon, 
member now condemning what was done 
by his own vote ? Is it possible that there 
is a man here disposed to do what is right 
who will question such unworthy opposi­
tion as that?

There are some principles of fair play 
which ought to even govern a politician 
though he be from the city and county 
of St. John. So much for the financial 
criticisms of my hon. friend for I think 
what I have said disposes of that part of 
his address. I say now and say it feel­
ingly, that if some one who had not voted 
as he had and who was not in his position, 
had taken the grounds he has now taken, 
I would have given the complaint a more 
extended answer. We have also been 
treated to some news by the hon. gentle­
man in respect of our statement

Aa to the Territorial Revenue.
It would appear from what he says that 
there has only been an increase of $1600 
in the territorial revenue on an average 
for the last two or three years. Let me 
tell the house what the facts are in regard 
to it. I am glad to have on my left, while 
I address the house on this subject, a 
business man, Mr. Melanson, who I am 
sure will take a business view of the matter 
—a gentleman who, I was sorry to hear, ex­
press an intention of opposing the resolu­
tion because I think from the speech which 
he had favored the house, he had treated 
the matter in a business like view and I 
am sure that after and while I am address­
ing myself to this question he will fully 
understand it. Look at the statement of 
the hon. gentleman opposite (Mr. Stock, 
ton) he says $1600 is the increase of 1889 
over the preceding year. Is that correct? 
Refer to the records and they are available 
to the hon. gentleman. In 1887 the ter­
ritorial revenue was $106,700 in 1889 149,- 
000 an increase in the year 1889 over 1887 
of $43,000.

Dr. Stockton : — I was not making any 
; comparison as to the whole territorial re
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venue —I was comparing the etumpage 
only because the proposition of the gov­
ernment is to reduce the stumpage and 
therefore it was not necessary to take into 
account the other items and I would like 
you to confine your comparisons to the 
same thing.

Hon. Mr. Blair : — I shall confine myself 
to the statement of territorial revenue as a 
whole for these years, and it would be un­
fair, as the resolution stands, to do other­
wise.

Dr. Stockton : Therefore you are misrep­
resenting me as to my argument for I was 
referring only to the stumpage, which is 
the motion before the house.

Hon. Mr. Blair : — It will be in the re­
collection of the house that the recital of 
the resolution is,that the territorial revenue 
being in such and such a condition 
therefore there it was proposed to make a 
reduction in stumpage. It is therefore 
proper that I should speak of the territorial 
revenue as a whole. So when I make the 
statement that the total increase in territ­
orial revenue

I» $43,000 Since 1887
I am borne out by the figures given in the 
public accounts and the statement in the 
resoultion is correct and cannot be dis­
puted.

The hon. gentleman seems to think 
that because the government sent two 
representatives to the Quebec conference 
in 1886,that they went there for the purpose 
of obtaining a readjustment of the finances 
of the province. I take exception to that 
— we did not attend that conference for 
that purpose — we were invited to go up 
there to consider proposjd amendments 
to the British North America Act relating 
to, provincial legislation rights, and it was 
for that purpose we -went there. True, 
while in conference, the representatives of 
the Province of Quebec brought up the 
qneetion of financial readjustment, and 
your representatives gave their assent to 
the proposals for a readjustment of the 
finances, and our assent was only given 
upon the basis finally agreed upon. 
Having agreed upon that course we did 
make representations that it was neces­
sary in the interests of the province that a 
readjustment should be made on the lines 
I have stated. But, sir, does not my hon. 
friend think that he has been driven to 
extremities when he has to point to the 
resolutions at which we then arrived, for 
an argument to support his views, that the 
government could not in the present 
financial state of the country, make the 
proposed reduction in the stumpage 7 We 
put forward in our conference resolutions 
that a larger amount of revenue 

Was Being Realized from the People 
of the province by the Dominion govern­
ment than that contemplated at the time 
of union, and that the people of the 
country were entitled to participate 
locally in that increased revenue to a 
greater extent than they at that time did. 
I do not think as far as that argument is 
concerned that the reason of it appeals 
with any force to the judgment of hon. 
members.

My hon. friend, with many other gen­
tlemen, who took part in the discussion, 
paid a very high compliment to my per­
sonal boldness and pluck, and expressed 
their unbounded admiration of the policy 
of this government in its administration 
of the crown lands and which received 
their support during all ‘those years — 
I ought to say I am greatly 
obliged for this expression of ad­
miration. I can scarcely think that those 
gentlemen before me — the eloquent 
meml>er from the city of St. John and his 
colleague from the city and county of St 
John — if they held so high an opinion 
as to my stand upon this question and for 
the greatness of the principle which was 
lying behind it and which they say I so 
boldly defended would not have been 
heard upon this great and important ques* 
tion in the election and would not have 
supported the government rather than op­
posed. It my hon. friends that the city and 
city and county of St. John when they 
knew the result of the elections through 
out the province and when they knew that 
the northern counties were in a position 
to insist upon some concession, did not 
communicate with me asking me to resist 
the application, which they knew those 
counties would make and assuring me of 
the support in such resistance. If the dif­
ference between the $1.25 and $1.50 —be­
cause that is the size of the difference in 
controversy — if that looms up in such 
importance in the eyes of these gentlemen 
now, I would have thought that the prin­
ciple of

Responsible Local self Government,
so ardently contended for in St. John 
would have stood aside as of minor 
importance ; I would have thought 
that our learned friends from St. 
John knowing the tendency on the part 
of all to yield to pressure when unable to 
resist it, would have told the people that 
there was no question so large as the ques­
tion of stumpage rates, that no public man 
had so boldly and so vigorously stood upon 
the principle of high stumpage as the 
leader of the goverment and that as the 
government of this Province had jeopar­
dized its position in the northern counties 
by its attitude on this question, it was their 
duty to see that the government was sus 
tained. If a tithe of what the opposition 
from St. Jonn tell us to-day is true ; if a 
25 cent reduction in the stumpage project® 
itself as a question far and away above 
every other issue that could be raised in 
this legislature and if these gentlemen 
honestly entertain that opinion one would 
think it would not have been over­
shadowed by the issue upon which theX 
were elected. The appointment to an 
office in St. John was deemed in January 
last ; the

Largest Issue before the Country
how comes it to be treated now as subor­
dinate to the stumpage question. The tact 
is, that there and elsewhere the opposition 
intended to get what support they could 
get from the northern counties and utilize 
their local cries to strengthen them in the 
southern.

No one doubts now after what has leak­
ed out in the debate that the opposition 
were willing to reduce the stumpage and 
that it has become a question simply 
whether this government shall reduce it to 
$1.00 or the opposition to 80 cents.

The deputy leader of the opposition (Mr. 
Stockton) does not deny that he gave as­
surance to Mr. Burchell senior that the op­
position would make a reduction although 
he denies naming any particular sum. He 
did, it appears, contrive to lead Mr. Burch­
ell to believe that the reduction would be 
to 80 cents with a renewal of the leases 
without competition.

So much for the deputy leader. What 
about the leader of the opposition ? Where 
does he stand in this question. I know 
the leader of the opposition will pardon 
me if I make a few observations in regard 
to him. We all understand his position 
in reference to this matter who were in 
the last bouse. His (Mr. Hanington’s) 
voice has been frequently raised in this 
legislature since those regulations were 
passed, and how has it been raised 7 It 
has been raised for a reduction in the 
burdens on the lumber industry and in 
favor of the reduction of stumpage — never 
have we heard from him any other sound, 
neither in private or public, and never 
ftas that hon. gentleman expressed any 
sympathy with the action of the govern­
ment in refusing to meet the demands of 
the North Shore lumbermen. He (Mr. 
Hanington) had always entertained so far

as the public could know, and so far as 
the public did know an entirely different 
opinion. The house, moreover, have 
read the speeches of the hon. leader 
of the opposition, as reported, to which I 
shall again most probably call attention. 
The hon. gentleman says now he only 
favored the reduction of the stumpage 
when the trade was more depressed 
than it is now, but no one would take it 
from the public utterances of that hon. 
gentleman that he has not been always in 
the fullest sympathy with the reduction 
of stumpage. If that hon. gentleman has 
had at any time any other thought in his 
mind he has very successfully concealed 
it from the legislature and from the peo­
ple of this country. I account for the hon. 
gentleman’s present position in this way. 
When the address in answer to the 
Governor’s speech was before the house 
he thought the opposition would try con­
clusions with the government, that they 
would measure swords with us as to which 
party should govern this country, and 
that when that came to be the issue and 
when he thought it would not suit his 
purpose to demand a reduction, he 
sheathed his sword on that issue, and is 
now opposing reduction. He now comes 
out dressed in another garb, wearing 
altogether different apparel and demands 
that the government shall adhere to the 
policy he then opposed and which he has 
in his public utterances heretofore con­
demned.

I am authorized by my hon. friend from 
Northumberland (Mr. Robinson) to say 
here that not only did the leader of the 
opposition

Favor Reduction of the Stumpage,
but after it was proposed by the govern­
ment to give a grant for clearing the 
streams in the northern counties in 1887 
he (Mr. H.) then expressed himself in en­
tire sympathy with the reduction which 
he said ought to be made and that gentle­
man (Mr. Robinson) states that the hon. 
leader of the opposition said to him “You, 
Mr. Robinson, are a strong man in your 
county and you ought to form a ticket and 
run that county with your ticket on the 
issue of reduced stumpage at the first op­
portunity which offers.” I ask Mr. Robin­
son if I am stating the conversation cor­
rectly.

Mr. Robinson — That is correct.
Mr.Hannington-Have you any reference 

to me? If you have, I state that I never 
made any such remark, I never made use 
of any such language to Mr. Robinson in 
the world—will the hon. gentleman tell us 
the time he says this took place,

Mr. Robinson — When going up on the 
train from St. John to Moncton, and I can 
name a person who was with me who 
heard you also.

Mr. Hannington— Never when coming 
up on the train. What time of the 
year was it?

Mr. Robinson — It was in the summer 
season.

Mr. Hanington—What year ?
Mr. Robinson—1887, you went up on the 

train with me.
Mr. Hanington— The election was over 

in 1887, that election was over in 1886 and 
I was a sick man in 1887.

Hon. Mr. Blair—I do not think the hon. 
gentleman was half as sick a man in 1887 
as he is in 1890.

Mr. Hanington—I was taken with fever 
late in the fell of 1886 and I did not come 
to this house till March 1887. You see how 
false it is. Why I was not able to stand in 
my place in this house in 1887. My hon. 
friend knows it is not correct, but this is 
not the first time things of like character 
and statements of a similar nature have 
been made.

Hon. Mr. Blair. — I understand the hon. 
gentleman denies the statement but I am 
authorised to state what I have stated and 
the hon. gentleman having denied it, I am 
in a parliamentary sense to be satisfied 
with that denial.

Hon. Mr. Hanington — There might be 
no election for three years.

Hon. Mr. Blair : That does not alter the 
case. The hon. member behind me states he 
met him here, and later on the train at 
the time referred to, and whether an 
election was to be held or not is entirely 
outside the question — what he was told 
by the hon. leader of the opposition was, 
was that he ought at the first opportunity 
ret up a ticket and with that ticket contest 
the county on the stumpage question.

Mr. Hanington — That is not true..
Hon. Mr. Blair:—Then his statement 

must stand as against the statement of the 
hon. member for Northumberland (Mr. 
Robinson) by authority I make it. We 
have been told, sir, that the country is

not In a Sound Financial Condition 
because we had found it necessary to make 
a reduction in the education grant. I do 
not propose to thrash that question out 
again in this house. Everyone here who 
sat in the last house is familiar with that 
matter and was aware that the change 
was made in reference to the ranking 
system and was one in the interests of the 
common schools in the poorer districts. 
The hon. gentleman (Mr. Hanington) now 
says that the result was to decrease the 
salaries, to a giteat extent, of the teachers in 
the poor districts. I tell him he is ill-in­
formed on this question, because as a feet, 
sir, salaries were not reduced. In some 
districts of the province they lost the 
benefit of the ranking, but this was more 
than counterbalanced by large salaries paid 
others in other districts. Again it was well 
known that the reductions were made on 
an equitable basis and the result has 
proven that the system now in operation 
is preferable to the ranking system.

The hon. gentleman has pretended to 
give us some information on the financial 
standing of the province, he has said that 
this question of the reduction of the 
stumpage was going to be so far reaching in 
its effect that it would impair the value of 
the provincial bonds and that as soon as it 
was known there was to be a reduction of 
25 cents made per thousand in the stum­
page rate that the market value of the 
bonds would at once fell.

Mr. Hannington—I never said so.
Hon. Mr. Blair—I do not think I can 

have misstated what the hon. gentleman 
said, but in quoting his remarks I 
do not pretend to be verbally accurate ; it is 
the substance which as a general thing 
answers all purposes. I do not think it is 
wise for any one to misrepresent the state­
ments of another; I am content to take what 
the hon. gentleman actually does say as 
serving my purpose much better than a 
mis-quotation of his words. That hon.gentle 
man certainly put forward the statement 
that the government, of which he was a 
member, in March, 1883 had an offer from 
New York of par for railway bonds. I 
venture to say that his government were 
not offered par nor as high as

80 Per Cent, for Their Bonds In 1883.
If an offer at par was made in 1883 let me 
ask the hon. gentleman how comes that 
so many were sold as low as 85 per cent, 
in 1883? The hon. gentleman knows 
that my statement is correct, and I ask 
what value can be attached to any state­
ment he may make in the matter. I do 
not attribute a wilful intention to mislead 
the house in this regard, but his know­
ledge of the matter is faulty and erro­
neous. It was not till 1889 that the gov­
ernment were able to dispose of its four per 
cent, bonds at par, and that only after it 
had labored industriously in the endea­
vour to find a market for them at that. At 
this moment we are selling them at a 
premium, which is placed in the treasury 
of the country, but it was not till 1889

that this was accomplished. What, sir, 
was the further statement made on the 
floor of this house ? It was said that this 
reduction was calculated to destroy the 
financial credit of the country. But, sir, 
what has happened since this resolution 
has been moved? Why, sir, we have 
been offered by people in this province, 
who know all the circumstances,

The Largest Premium Ever Ottered

in the history of the province for four per 
cent, bonds. That, sir, is the best com­
mentary I can make upon this charge. 
The hon. gentleman criticises the govern­
ment and spreads broadcast throughout 
thè length and breadth of the province 
the statement that the government are 
crippling the resources of the country. 
Such a statement is a grave one, is calcu­
lated to do far more and greater damage 
to the country than the reduction in the 
stumpage itself could possibly do. This 
for fetched argument of the hon. leader of 
the opposition and his friends is ans­
wered, I think, sir, in a manner they did 
not expect by the action of our own peo­
ple, who, while aware of this very pro­
posal, the day before yesterday offered one 
and one-half per cent, premium upon our 
bonds.

Another criticism is that we are seeking 
to increase the cut and thus deplete the 
forests upon our crown lands. I take issue 
on that point, it can be supported neither 
by reason or argument. The facts are that 
in the northern part of this province there 
aremillions of acres of crown lands upon 
which there are yet virgin forests where 
the axe of the woodman has never struck, 
and there are rivers running into the Mira- 
michi on which there are lands which have 
never been cut over and which cannot be 
approached because the rate of stumpage is 
too high to permit of the lumbermen going 
to these lands and cutting with advan­
tage ; there are acres upon acres of this vir­
gin forest which have been unproductive to 
the country and which if cut judiciously 
would bear a second growth in from ten 
to twelve years. Is it not infinitely better 
in the interests of the country that terms 
should be offered and inducements given 
to the operators to go upon those lands 
and operate them, thus giving employment 
to a good number of the people of this 
country ? I have been on one of these riv­
ers, the Dungarvon, myself and I have had 
opportunities of knowing whereof I speak, 
and this matter has been strongly pressed 
upon my attention and I believe from the 
information I have thus acquired that if 
we make some reduction and some con­
cession to the lumbermen of the north 
that then this lumber which-might other­
wise stand there for ages ana never be 
utilized, and which will not /increase in 
value but rather depreciate if left standing, 
will, if cut judiciously, as I believe all 
crown lands are, be a source of revenue to 
the country. On the Renoue river alone 
there appears to be, from a report in the 
crown land department, some

800,006,000 Feet of Lumber

that could be cut with advantage to the 
country and which will not be cut unless 
some greater inducement is offered to peo 
pie more than they now possess.

I will now leave the hon. leader of the 
opposition and direct some little attention 
to the hon. gentleman representing the 
County of Kent (Mr. Phinney). I shall 
not devote much time to my hon. friend 

.for with all respect to his abilities—and 
he has given evidence of great abilities—I 
do not think he has placed himself on 
this question in a position which calls for 
much comment at my hands. I regret for 
his own sake that he has so placed him­
self. I always recognized in him a firm 
and unyielding determination to adhere to 
the stand he had taken in fovor of grant­
ing some concession to the lumbermen of 
the north. Upon that question he has 
heretofore expressed the more decided 
opinions and has urged upon the govern­
ment that they should at the earliest poe 
sible moment afford relief to the under­
taking.
been in fevor of a reduction in stumpage. 
This week where is he? He has said that 
if this were done and that were done and 
something else was done, it might be 
that he would be still in fevor of reduction.

Mr. Phinney—I do not wish the hon. 
gentleman to misrepresent me, and I do 
not think he will intentionally do so. I 
am as strongly in favor, as ever I was, of 
reduction, but I do not like the way in 
which it is offered.

Hon. Mr. Blair—I think I am correctly 
stating the effect of the language used by 
the hon. gentleman. He is conscious of 
the unreasonable attitude he has taken 
upon this question. He cannot feel that 
any criticism could be extreme or unde­
served.

in the house, openly and publicly, with­
out a

Feeling of Shame, Himself,
urged us to do an act, which, if we did it, 
would cover us with disgrace. I cannot 
pronounce a high elogium upon the con­
ceptions of morality and duty of the hon. 
gentleman. When he assails the honor of 
others as bitterly as he has done to-day, 
he cannot complain if a true estimate is 
placed upon hie own. It may have been 
dishonorable for this government to reduce 
the stumpage ; it must have been equally 
so for the gentleman to ask us to do it.

I will now refer for a moment to my 
young friend behind me from the com­
mercial metropolis—the boy candidate.

was pleased with his maiden effort 
which promise well for his future 
prominence in debate, but I am afraid 
I cannot commend as highly his efforts in 
other characters. The expectation was 
entertained by his friends that he was 
coming to this legislature to remove all 
abuses, to abolish those questionable poli­
tical practices of which so much has re­
cently been said, and as the result of the 
hon. gentleman’s advent upon the scene, 
a distinctly purer tone was to be imparted 
to our political life. What has been my 
surprise and disappointment to find the 
gentleman engaging with other of his 
friends in opposition in the same old 
frivolities, making the most strenuous 
efforts to seduce supporters of the govern­
ment from their allegiance

By Offers and Promisee of OlBoe 
in the new government. I am sorry that 
he has not felt it his duty to take a loftier 
stand, and instead of taking a hand in 
their manipulations to disconnect himself 
from the body of politicians with which he 
is now allied. Why, sir, I am assured that 
these purists are offering all ‘"the port­
folios in their new government to our 
friends.

Mr. Hanington—You offered to resign 
your portfolios.

Hon. Mr. Blair — If you got that report 
from the Sun I may say that the reporter 
bf that paper was not there and could not 
know what took place.

Mr. Hanington — It did not come from 
the reporter of jhe Sun.

Hon. Mr. Blair—Then it must have come 
from a source equally unreliable.

AWFUL RAVAGES

Of a Cyclone In Kentucky and minois — 
K Thousand Lives Lost In Louisville 

—Terrible Scenes of Death and 
Great Destruction of 

Property.

,, , », ... , -The work of rescue was at once begun, and
along that part of the town in which Mr. 
Robertson was, sidewalks were soon piled 
high with crushed and mangled, wounded 
and dead victims of the storm. Wagons of 
all kinds were pressed into service and the 
dead and wounded hauled away as rapidly 
as possible to houses outside the path of the 
cyclone. Mr. Robertson remained in town 
only an hour after the storm struck it, and 
consequently had but a very limited oppor­
tunity for observation. What he saw, how­
ever, is sufficient to show that when Jhe full 
extent of the catastrophe is known, it will be 
one of the worst in the nation’s history. The 
storm came from the southwest, and seems 
to have been a veritable cyclone. The force 
of the wind was hardly above the Galt 
House, but below that, so far as could be 
seen by the light of the blazing ruins, every­
thing was laid flat, on the earth. A large 
number of ruined buildings were on fire 
when Mr. Robertson left.

Falls City hotel, in which two or three 
secret societies were holding meetings, were 
laid flat on the ground. In the main hall a 
dance was in progress at the time, and it is 
believed that fully three hundred lost their 
lives in the building alone. The sheds at 
Seventh street depot were blown down, cov 
ering the Louisville and Southern trains, 
which were being made up, ihjuring large 
numbers of people. Street cars were blown 
from tracks in many cases and crushed 
against the walls of buildings. When fire 
broke out in the ruins on Seventh street a 
man, his wife and a little girl, were seen

He la a poor Advocate of the Lumbermen
when he refuses this concession because 
it is offered at our hands ; he is a poor 
friend of the industry of which he has 
always spoken so sympathetically. When 
political exigency calls for it he rejects the 
proposals we have made.

The hon. gentleman has attempted to 
castigate some hon. members on this side 
of the house for their alleged inconsistency. 
He has charged the government with mis­
leading the gentlemen from the North 
Shore ; that they had been deluding 
and humbugging them and perpetrating a 
fraud upon them. There was nothing he 
could say that could reflect upon the gov­
ernment that that hon. gentleman has not 
given expression to. Standing upon the 
height of his superior morality and look­
ing down from this high moral altitude, 
which none of us can ever hope to attain, 
he says that the government is trying to 
humbug and mislead hon. members and is 
seeking to perpetrate a fraud and to com­
mit a discreditable and dishonorable act.

Mr. Phinney — And that is my opinion 
now.

Hon. Mr. Blair—That is the hon. gentle­
man’s opinion now. Well, let us see what is 
the value of that opinion. Let it be re­
membered that the hon. gentleman has 
been heard from on the stumpage question 
at the last session of this house.

I will turn to the debate and will read 
to you what he then said. “It (the stum­
page question) was one that deeply con­
cerned his constituency. There was an al­
most unanimous feeling in his county in 
fevor of a reduction of the stumpage. The 
county council of Kent had passed resolu­
tions favoring a reduction and he would 
be recreant to his duty if he did not agree 
with the remarks of the hon. member from 
Northumberland on the question. It was 
the duty of the North Shore members to 
voice the

Feelings of Their Constituents
on this question. Some of the most prom­
inent men of his county demanded a re­
duction of the stumpage on the ground 
that such a reduction was a public neces­
sity. Ho respected the opinions of 
such gentlemen believing that their de­
mand was honestly made. He hoped that 
the government would favorably entertain 
the request of the North Shore lumbermen 
and make a reduction in the stumpage as 
speedily as possible.”

The gentleman only one year ago urged 
upon the government that it should favor­
ably entertain his request for a reduc­
tion in the stumpage as speedily as pos­
sible. Now he says our position upon 
the question was such that we could 
not without dishonor concede to such re­
duction. In other words, knowing the 
policy of the government in 1889, which 
he now says bound us in honor to main­
tain the stumpage rates, he, from his place

A tornado visited the vicinity of Louis­
ville, Ky., on Friday last, creating havoc 
and destruction of life. It is estimated a 
thousand lives were lost. All the wires in 
that direction are down.

Conductor Robertson of the train on the 
Jefferson, Madison and Indianapolis road, 
left Louisville about 9 o’clock and reached 
Indianapolis at 3.15 that morning. He 
gives a graphic story of the main points of 
the disaster, and says in all probability 800 
lives were lost. Mr. Robertson says he was 
at supper in the Metropolitan hotel at eight 
o’clock when there came a crashing and 
roaring on the outside and all the diners 
made a rush for the street. There the air 
was full of flying bricks, signs and roofs, 
and to add to the horror of the occasion 
everything was in inky darkness for a 
moment. The roaring, crashing sound then 
seemed to pass on into the darkness, and in 
the track left by it there sprang up in every 
direction long flashes of light by which the 
scene could be examined. Then from mas­
ses of ruins came shrieks and cries of the 
wounded and terror-stricken. The confu­
sion caused by the tornado was soon suc­
ceeded by that of people running to and 
fro, rumbling over the debris with which 
the streets were strewn. For a time every­
body seemed paralyzed „with fear 
and apparently In doubt whether 
to flee or await their fate.

TWO IMPORTANT SPEECHES.

We have ^thought it adviaiable to pre­
sent to our readers a full report of the 
speech made by the Attorney General on 
closing the stumpage debate. In order not 
to occupy too much space, the whole speech 
is not given this week but will be com­
pleted next week, when Mr. Wilson’s 
speech on the same debate will also be 
published. Electors of York will do well 
to read these speeches with care. They 
will find in them what their representa­
tives said upon the floors of the house, 
when confronted by their opponents, and 
will attach to utterances made under such 
circumstances the weight probably be 
longing to them. A newspaper opposed 
to a government may publish column after 
column of misrepresentation ; may conceal 
the actual facts ; may make up by abuse, 
for lack of argument ; but the floors of the 
legislature are, so to speak, the cruicible in 
which political matters are tested, and in 
speeches made there, if misstatements are 
made, correction is prompt. In the report 
of these speeches it will be seen that the 
opposition members have been prompt to 
deny anything that they could with any 
show of reason contradict, and as the re­
ports are verbatim, Herald readers are 
put in possession of all that was said and can 
see for themselves how very little of what 
was alleged on behalf of the government, 
the opposition were prepared to deny. 
We hope these speeches will receive care­
ful perusal, for by reading them a better 
idea can be found as to the facts of the 
stumpage question than in any other way.

wedged under the debris, and although the 
spectators made herculean efforts to release 
them they slowly burned to death in the 
presence of helpless hundreds. None of 
those who came through on the train could 
estimate the extent of the disaster in the 
time given them for observation, but every­
thing seemed to be swept clean. In the 
streets through which passengers went to 
reach the depot were dead and dyipg, and 
from the known facts and floating rumors 
there was reason to believe that the number 
of dead would reach fully one thousand.

Another Report.
The tornado entered the south-eastern 

portion of this city at Eighteenth street and 
swept a path five blocks wide, diagonally 
reaching in a rugged line to Seventh street 
levelling every building in its path — prob­
ably 2,500 houses. A rough estimate puts 
the killed at 500, with thousands injured. 
The city is filled with a crazed mass of people 
wildly seeking friends. A large force of 
men is at work on the ruins, and about 100 
bodies have been recovered. Such desolation 
no city lias known in this century. Every 
building, tree, and telegraph pole in the dis­
trict struck was levelled. The cyclone was 
predicted by the Signal Service bulletin yes­
terday afternoon, but no heed was paid to 
the warning and in all the buildings struck 
the inhabitants were engaged in their usual 
avocations when their homes collapsed. 
The district laid waste comprises an area of 
the city three miles long and nearly half a 
mile wide. Fiften bodies are lying in a heap 
at Falls City hall. Other heaps lie all over 
the city. Many bodies were carried away by 
friends, and it is impossible to estimate their 
number. The fires have all been extingu­
ished. Hundreds of wounded are in the 
hospitals.

The number of victims cannot be ascer­
tained with anything like accuracy, but it is 
reported several hundred people were killed 
or wounded and between two and three 
hundred houses swept from their founda­
tions. ________________

A Clo6e Shave.—The Island legislature 
was opened Thursday afternoon at 3 o’clock. 
Patrick Blake, one of the members for 
Charlottetown, was elected speaker. All of 
the members were present and an appoint­
ment of one of the house officers was car­
ried by a majority of one. The government

THE DEBATE ON SUPPLY.

There has been an exhaustive and ex­
hausting debate on supply in the legisla­
ture. It is a time-honored principle of 
the constitution that the fullest discus­
sion consistent with the orderly conduct 
of debate shall be allowed while the 
house is in supply, and it is not desirable 
that this principle should be in any wise 
impaired ; but one may question the pro­
priety of the phases the discussions at 
time assume. Many matters are discussed 
at length on the floors of the house which 
could with much greater satisfaction to 
all concerned be dealt with by the com­
mittee on pub]ic accounts, that is to say, 
if the object arrived at is to elicit the 
facts and get explanation's on doubtful 
points. Of course when members are 
seeking to make political capital against 
a prominent thing, will not find the com­
mittee on accounts suited to their purpose. 
The government has no reason to regret 
the closeness of the discussion, for nothing 
has been brought to light at all calculated 
to damage their standing in the eyes of 
the country ; while the opposition by the 
character of their criticism have disclosed 
the poverty of their case.

CHANGES IN THE TARIFF. IT
Hon. Mr. Foster made his budget speech 

on Thursday. A number of important 
changes in the tariff are announced, 
Among the increased duties are : On fancy 
boxes from 30 to 35 per cent : gloves and 
mitts from 30 to 35 per cent ; umbrellas, 
from 20 to 25 per cent ; wire, copper and 
brass, formerly free, are put at from 15 to 
20 per cent duty : On woolen goods there 
has been a raise from 7J cents per lb and 
20 per cent to 10 cents per lb and 20 per 
cent : The duty on straw and woolen hats 
will be increased : The duty on flour has 
been increased 25 cents per barrel ; Mess 
pork and pork from 1 to lie. per pound ; all 
salted and fresh meats for lc. to 2c. to 3c; 
prepared meats 2 to 3c. ; tried lard 2 to 3c. 
and untried lard II to 2c; live cattle, 
hogs and sheep to have the duty 
raised from 20 per cent to 30, per cent. 
Fruit has been taken off the free list and 
put where it was in 1888 with a few 
trifling changes. Among the articles on 
which there is a decrease of duty are : 
Com, a rebate of ninety per cent, of the 
duty being allowed where the corn is to 
be ground into meal ; the duty on mol­
asses is lowered about one-half; mining 
machinery not made in Canada, for the 
next three years, to be imported free ; on 
wall paper and some kinds of glass there 
is a reduction. Numerous minor changes 
have been made, but the aforegoing are 
the principal. The extra duty on glass 
will not be well received in this province, 
and the rebate on commeal and the re­
duction of the duty on molasses will not 
be accepted by the people generally as a 
compensation.

The Finance Minister claims a surplus 
in last years transactions of $1,865,000, and 
that the net debt of the Dominion on July 
1st, 1889, was $247,526,041—an increase of 
nearly $9,000.000 during the previous 
fiscal year. The estimated revenue for 
the current year is $39,175,000 but the 
Finance Minister claims to have available 
for expenditure $39,200,000. The estimate 
expenditure is $36,500,000 leaving a sur­
plus in the year’s transactions of $2,500,000. 
Want of space prevents more than a mere 
passing reference to these matters. They 
may be referred to in more detail here­
after.

Those who had the opportunity of hear­
ing the lectures delivered by Prof. Robert­
son on agricultural subjects were more 
than pleased with his practical yet scholar­
ly and entertaining discusses. It is not 
saying too much to express this opinion : 
that his superior as a lecturer upon his 
own subjects is no where to be found and 
that his lectures in a literary sense are 
models. Those delivered in Fredericton 
will be printed in füll for general distribu­
tion.

They 
have already commenced putting in the bal­
last, and most of the farmers are engaged 
hauling stone for that purpose.

A Fine Selection.—The bqoks selected by 
the Bishop Coadjutor for St. Agnes' Sunday 
school at Mt. Middleton, havejust arrived at 
the Sussex Rectory from England. They 
were purchased by, and the gift of the con­
gregation at Mt. Middleton and the society 
for promoting Christian knowledge.

Poisoning Case.—Lizzie Stewart, the miss­
ing witness in the Weeks-Sutherland poison­
ing case at Charlottetown, was found Wed­
nesday at Traverse, and brought to town in 
the aftemoen by policeman Bradlev. She 
was taken before the magistrate who re­
manded her to jail until Tuesday next.

Another Gun Fired. — G. I. Gunter’s 
colossus, containing about thirty Salvation 
Army ladies and lassies, drawn by six horses, 
left here Friday afternoon for Keswick, 
where they bombarded the place and held a 
rousing meeting. The army are establish­
ing aj^pnber of outposts throughout the 
county as well as the city.

Where will They Come From ?— The 
Bangor News says: It is estimated that 
there are 3,000,000 tons of ice harvested in 
Maine.

The Aroostook Railway. — The Calais 
Times has spoken as follows : There is lots 
of railway talk up in Aroostook county, in 
which,the Canadian Pacific railway is manu­
facturing considerable activity. The people 
of Aroostook county want a new road, and 
want it badly, but they do not want a branch 
of another powerful foreign company, thus 
placing them in the hands of a monopoly. 
On the contrary they want a strictly Ameri­
can road with American interests and one 
that can aid in building up the country in­
stead of levying a heavy tribute upon every 
merchant and farmer who comes from nec­
essity within its grasp.

The Potato Trade.
The potato trade of this city is beginning 

to assume its old time appearance. Consid­
erable drawbacks have been experience by 
the buyers, owing to the failure of the rail­
road companies in supplying the heating 
cars which have all been taken by Aroostook 
shippers. However, one shipper here has 
provided oil stoves in order to ship without 
freezing. The principal shippers here are : 
W. T. Esty, E. Estabrooks, Geo. Gilman, and 
S. Dayton, of St. Mary’s.

The friends across the border are jubilant 
over the increased duty imposed on potatoes 
which amounts to twenty cents per bushel.

The Aroostook potato trade has been brisk 
for some time ; and last week a freight train 
made up at Debec Junction, consisted of 
twenty-two cars containing twelve thousand 
bushels of .potatoes. They are selling for 
$1.50 to 1.75 per barrel at Houlton.

Rose and Hebrons are worth $1.10 per 
barrel, delivered in Fredericton.

We quote the Boston market : The market 
remains about the same as last reported. The 
supply is ample and a good, steady demand 
is noted.

CHECKMATES.

The Opposition’s First Attempt at 
Obstruction Ends In a 

Backdown, .
>

PASSING THE BY-ROAD GRANT,

The opposition made a rather bad exhibi­
tion of themselves Friday night. When the 
item of seventy thousand dollars for by-roads 
came up in supply, the opposition determin­
ed if possible to compel the government to 
let the item stand over. They resolved to 
talk the government out of time.

But they reckoned wrongly, the sequel will 
show.

Powell objected to a discussion of the 
matter owing to the lateness of the hour. 
The attorney general said he had no desire 
to have committee sit later than necessary, 
but was anxious that this item should pass 
as chief commissioner was now in his place 
prepared to answer any question and might 
not be able on account of his illness to be 
here to-morrow.

Powell said that some consideration should 
be shown for laws of health, and it was un­
fair to ask members to sit all night and all 
day. He had before him a report of the chief 
commissioner and if the government refused 
to adjourn consideration of item, he might 
be forced to read interesting extracts from 
that report as a protest against the govern­
ment’s action.

Attorney general said that as this implied 
a threat he thought the disposition of the gov­
ernment was to give the hon. member the 
chance to continue any legitimate observa­
tions he desired to make, >-

Powell then took up the report of the chief 
commisoner and after reading title of report 
took up table ofcontents. Attorney general 
caught his drift and rose to a point of order 
stating that report did not deal with by-roads 
and the contents could not be regard»! as 
proper subject for a speech.

At this point Phinney handed Powell a 
copy of the auditor general’s report and Mr. 
Powell proceeded to give a history of by­
roads in this province as well as give the com­
mittee an idea of by-roads in other provinces 
and in different parts of the world. He 
then proceeded to a description on ancient 
and modern history and astrology, and 
quoted poetry and classics quite extensively 
to show that the item before the committee 
should not pass. He described a certain star 
which waxed and waned,sometimes growing 
from a star of the fifth magnitude to one of 
the first, and vice versa. It often changed 
its color too.

Hon. solicitor general would like to 
know what the stars had to do with by­
roads. Powell could prove that they had 
more to do with them than the hon. gentle­
man thought. He had recently taken the 
atilude of that star and located a certain 
by-road by it.

Hanington then took the floor, and went 
extensively into the system of by-roads. 
He furnished the house with graphic illus­
trations from the noble county of Westmor­
land ; of the many ways in which by-road 
grants could be used for other means than 
conveying teams and pedestrians. He 
spoke against time for nearly half an hour.

Stevens then proceeded to address the 
committee, relating some of his fishing ex­
periences, and declared that water was 
necessary for the existence offish. Although a 
fisherman Could get along very well with­
out seeing water, or fish either for that mat­
ter.

Stockton then arose, declaring that it 
was desirable that the by-roacLsystem should 
be thoroughly renovated. In the meantime 
the government supporters had ordered a 
lunch to be sent down to the house, and pro­
ceeded to refresh themselves in utter disre­
gard of the opposition cannonade.

This piece of strategy caught the eye of 
the leader of the opposition and taking in 
the situation he decided to retreat in good 
order. ■ ‘ -

At two o’clock on Saturday morning Mr. 
Hanington said that owing to illness of Mr. 
Speaker, the fact that the chief commission­
er was still m delicate health, the opposition 
had no desire to further continue the debate, 
and that the only object in continuing the 
debate to such a late hour was to protest 
against the government’s unwarranted action 
in forcing through supply large items of 
seventy thousand dollars at such a late hour,

The attorney general said the government 
had no intention of unnecessarily hurrying 
through supply,but desired that by-road item 
should be disposed of while chief commis­
sioner was in his place prepared to give all 
the information that might be desired. The 
item then passed.

“ That Obnoxious Bed. ”
Dear Sir,—I regret exceedingly that such 

an erroneous representation of facts has crept 
into the newspapers in reference to the W. 
C. T. U. bed in Victoria Hospital. "*It has 
never been our wish to dictate terms to the 
medical profession ; our only object in en­
dowing a bed in the Hospital was for the 
purpose of giving the medical staff in attend­
ance an opportunity of testing in their prac­
tice, “ non-alcohol in medicine,” which 
several of them agreed to do. We were not 
asking anything unreasonable, in fact we 
were giving them an opportunity, on a small 
scale to put to the test the tried paths of the 
old world, feeling that when human life is 
at stake every avenue in the direction of 
medical science should receive at leat a fair 
consideration from the profession.

We would like our physicians to look at 
the record of the London Temperance Hos­
pital established in 1874, at whose head 
stands men of age and experience, eminent 
in their high calling. During the first ten 
years there was admitted to the beds of the 
hospital 2,278 patients, of this number 401 
were surgical cases. It would be an interest­
ing study for our physicians and others who 
think that we are fanatical on this subject to 
consult the history of that hospital, and the 
summary of the treatment of typhoid fever 
as given in a book called “ The Foundation 
of Death,” — a book the W. C. T. U. would 
gladly loan any physician, if not in their 
library. We are not pledged against the use 
of alcohol as a medicine,, if prescribed as 
medicine, but experience, observation and 
the study of evidence is rapidly bringing 
many to admit that the use of it as medicine 
is more from habit, qpd like all other well- 
established customs, hard to overcome.

I will just say in conclusion that twel 
patients have been admitted to the bed in 
question, four of which were surgical cases. 
One death occurred from hemoerhage ofthe 
lungs. Will the papers who have unwill­
ingly given an incorrect view of the case,— 
kindly give insertion the above, on be­

PROF. ROBERTSON'S LECTURE.
A Fine Discourse on Agricultural

Mutters.

Prof. J. W. Robertson of Ottawa delivered 
two agricultural lectures here on Thursday 
and won unbounded praise. To say that foe 
won universal praise is to state the simple 
truth. He is a keen, logical speaker, apt in 
illustration, rich in quaint humor and never 
shoots over the heads of his hearers. On 
Wednesday afternoon he spoke in City Hall, 
chiefly on dairying, his central idea being 
that farmers should strive to cheapen the 
cost of production rather than to aim at gilt 
prices.

In the evening he addressed a large gather­
ing in the new departmental buildings. Col. 
Blair of the experimental farm, Peleg Smith 
of Hampstead, many members of the legisla­
ture, citizens and farmers were present. 
Secretary Lugrin introduced the speaker, 
who opened by thanking the members for 
the compliment they were paying, by their 
presence, to the farmers of New Brunswick. 
His theme was Co-operative and Agricultur­
al Education, prefaced by a resume of his 
afternoon lecture. On the wall was a chart 
illustrative of the farmer and his calling. 
The man, the ruler, he put at the top of the 
chart, above his food and his animals. The 
farmer, he explained, must keep animals ad­
apted to produce find for him at a profit. 
The world’s market is never glutted with the 
best food. Everybody regulates his consump­
tion of bread by the quality of the butter 
spread on it. As men learn to improve the 
quality of products they will increase the de­
mand and price. A silo costing $70 was a 
necessity in NewBrunswick,a fine corn grow­
ing country. A farmer must provide food 
for his plants ; they can’t roam after it. No 
man can afford to use patent fertilizers till 
he has learned to save and use his barnyard 
manure. The soil is mainly a storehouse for 
plant food, The man who uses nature’s 
method of treating his soil will succeed. Fall 
plowing ap(Uurface cultivation in the spring 
are nature’s method. You can always coax 
a plant’s roots down as far as you put its 
food. A man does the chores in farming, 
the Lord does the work. To do them well he 
requires co-operation and education. In ill­
ustrating the benefits of co-operation by 
showing that six times the labor was expend­
ed in making butter at home in ten pound 
lots than in making 100 pound lots in cream­
eries, he remarked some people would reply 
home labor costs nothing. Many men, said 
the professor, hire their wives for a life time 
just for their board.

Relieve the woman from this unprofitable 
work and fewer boys would leave the farm. 
By co-operative dairying we supply England 
with 341 per cent.' of her cheese, and we 
could supply her wfth as much better by the 
co-operative dahqeai Üniform high quality 
makes a steady demand for Ontario cheese. 
New Brunswick should organize a dairy­
men’s association and the government should 
liberally subsidize it. It would give the 
farmers more enthusiasm. Proximity to a 
creamery increases the value of the farm. 
The educational value of co-operation was 
well" illustrated by the lecture. He showed 
that the cheap beef from Chicago was raised 
on land worth $100 an acre, with help at $45 
a month and cattle fed on ensilage at 21 
cents a day. The better the farm the cheaper 
the cost of production. He believed we 
could yet compete with Chicago in beef and 
bacon, and he did not despair of raising 
wheat profitably in New Brunswick. Run 
cheese in the summer months and creameries 
in winter, raising the best calves in winter, 
thus combining the three industries at a good 
profit. On these three lines it will pay to 
co-operate. Butter is the best food a man 
can swallow. There is no nerve tonic like 
it or nice cream. Butter is materialized sun­
beams. It is carbon charged with the energy 
of the sun. Oleomargine had to be dropped 
in the French lunatic asylums because it 
made the patients more violent, while the 
genuine article soothed them.

Prof. Robertson exhibited a sketch of a 
section of a cow’s udder and described how 
the animal manufactures milk. The compo­
sition of the average milk was stated : water 
87 per cént.; fet, 3.75 ; casein, 3.80; albumen, 
0.75; sugar, 4; ash, 0.70. Cream is merely a 
portion of the milk with fat bubbles gathered 
ipto it. The despised hog is the animal to 
supplement the cow. It don’t pay Canadians 
to import pork and sell their hog feed to 
other people. Hogs sell well when well 
cared for. They have preference for being 
clean. Every man ought to feed 20 hogs on 
100 acres of land. Make your pens with the 
floor sloping to the trough, and your hogs 
will lie dry and thrive. One trough should 
have its holding capacity in length, not 
depth. It pays best to feed pigs on clean 
feed ; sour, fermented swill is unhealthy. A 
hog should gain one pound for every four 
and a half pounds of grain fed. If you feed 
too long it costs too much. Sell when they 
weigh 200 lbs. live weight. It pays best. 
Feed pig’s three times a day. A long pig, a 
deep pig, and a broad pig are the relative 
order of merit, but some people keep pigs 
with their length mostly in front of their 
ears. A pig that can't run twice as fast as a 
nigger is not adapted to the needs of South 
Carolina.

The benefits of education to farmers were 
forcibly presented. Education is applied 
knowledge. A farmer is not educated till he 
can plow straight. Give the boys a chance 
to educate themselves on the farm in the 
farm work. A painter may not be able to 
talk, but he can express a subtle thought on 
canvas. A farmer can express himself 
through his work. Farming ia constructive 
work. Farmers’ boys are crying out to 
know piore about our own calling. In teach­
ing boys to read, why not give them books 
telling how to feed a steer, instead of books 
abÆt the deeds of useless villains who lived 
a thousand years ago. Give them real heroes, 
the men who invented the electric light, 
who utilized steam, etc., and not the men 
who deluged the earth with blood. Farm­
ers’ meetings should be real schools for 
grown-up boys and girls. The experimental 
farms he denominated the keystone to the 
arch. They are educators of the best kind. 
In selling the products of the farm we sell 
substance, labor and skill, or education, a 
threefold commodity. This was illustrated 
by a diagram showing the relative propor­
tion of plant food and skill in the value of 
many farm products. It pays to sell skill 
in wheat, milk, pigs, horses, etc. Education 
is the forerunner of skill — ever a marketable 
commodity.

Prof. Robertson closed with a forcible il­
lustra tiett'Of the superiority of farm home 
over all others as a training ground for the 
young. ________________

However, if his daughter had to remain 
until the trial of Burchell came off, he 
would see that her interests were properly 
looked after. He intended taking her 
back to England as soon as he could. Mr. 
Stevenson said his daughter was deceived 
by Burchell with regard to the farm at 
Woodstock, and that she knew no more 
about it than did either Benwell or Pelly. 
Mr. Stevenson added that he was opposed 
to the marriage of his daughter to Burch­
ell. He had looked up the latter’s record 
as a young man at college, and was greatly 
shocked when his daughter ran away with 
him. Mr. Stevenson will leave to-morrow 
for Canada.

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SCALDED TO DEATH.
Word has been received in London, 

Ont., from Wardsville of a shocking oc­
currence whereby the wife of Hiram 
Crandell, a farmer, was the innocent 
cause of the death of their only child, a 
bright little girl of 4 years. Some other 
children were playing hide-and-seek 
around the premises and placed little Ella 
Crandell in an empty chum, putting the 
cover on in order to secret her. The 
mother came to scald out the chum, and 
poured a kettle full of hot water through 
the hole in the lid. A piercing shriek 
from the little one told Mrs. Crandell 
what had been done, and she ran raving 
from the house. The child’s face and 
body were terribly scalded, and it lived 
but a minute after being lifted out. The 
mother is distracted, at times calling for 
the child, and believing her experience to 
have been an ugly dream. The case is a 
sad one, and the bereaved parents have 
much sympathy extended to them.

TALKING AGAINST TIME.

A Winnipeg despatch to a Chicago pap­
er says :—The Legislature had a remark­
able session on Tuesday night, lasting from 
8 p. m., until 9 a. m. yesterday. Within 
that time Martin, a Frenchman, spoke for 
nine and a half hours on the Education 
Bill. Martin wished to annoy the govern­
ment by taking two or three days to de­
liver his speech, but the House made him 
talk until he was so exhausted that he 
finally had to give up the floor. The Speaker 
would not allow him to support his body 
on the desk, and he had to stand up like a 
schoolboy the whole time. Several mem­
bers of the House brought bedding into 
the hall and went to sleep. When lunch 
was brought in Martin ate his sandwich 
and drank his wine while talking, the 
Speaker having threatened to cancel his 
right to the floor if he remain silent long­
er than three minutes. Martin took his 
punishment with good grace, but made 
fierce statements in French when called to 
order for not speaking to the question.

A PECULIAR DISEASE.

Joseph Steele, 36 years of age, died at 
the City Hospital in Baltimore recently of 
a peculiar disease, from which he had suf­
fered for about six weeks. The primary 
cause of death, as stated in the certificate» 
was an obstruction to the superior vena 
cava and the secondary failure of respira­
tion. The superior vena cava is the vein 
by which the blood from the upper ex­
tremities is returned to the heart, and in 
consequence of its obstruction, which might 
have been caused by an enlarged gland 
pressing upon it, the upper portion of the 
man’s body was enormously swollen.

While his arms and chest were those of 
a giant, his legs were shriveled and as 
small as those of a dwarf. It was impossi­
ble for him to lie down, and he would of­
ten sleep while standing up. He could 
sleep in this manner only for a short time, 
when he would lose his balance and fall to 
the floor. The doctors at the Johns Hop­
kins hospital and the City Hospital failed 
to make a diagnosis of the case, and they 
were not permitted to make a post-mortem 
examination. Steele was a Pennsylvanian 
and was in Baltimore about two years. He 
was a molder by trade, but for some time 
previous to his illness was employed as a 
conductor by one of the street car com­
panies.

2,000 YEARS BEHIND THE TIMES.

To the east of and adjoining the colony 
farm La Logia lies a Mayo Indian settle­
ment, Mayocoba, where live on a tract of 
perhaps 2,000 acres some 300 descendants 
of the branch of the Aztecs called Mayos, 
now intermixed with a considerable per­
centage of Spanish blood. Most of the 
land is uncleared, a few acres being all the 
land required for cultivation by the nati­
ves, and being all they can till with the 
ancient means and methods employed by 
them.

Those people are quiet, docile, honest, 
'eeleamed, and, though more industrious 
than the northern Indians, are by no 
means enterprising. Their needs are few, 
their surroundings the most primitive. 
Their carts, their cooking utensils, their 
ploughs, their ox yokes, their contrivances 
for spinning and weaving, their water jars 
—every thing about them is as in the time 
of Christ. The native civilization here is 
like Palestine’s 2,000 years ago.
