THE Manitoba government has

ublished an official crop bulletin.
It gives the probable yield as fol-
lows : Wheat, 30,000,000 bushels ;
oats, 22,000,000 bushels; barley,
nearly 6,000.000 ; total betyveen
fifty-seven and fifty-eight million
bushels. Making a liberal esti-
mate for home consumption, there
will be, on this basis about
27,000,000 bushels of wheat for
export. The moving of this en-
ormous quantity of grain is no
small undertaking. The Winni-
peg Nor-Wester figures it out in
this way: A train is rarely com-
posed of more than 20 cars, and
600 bushels is a full car load.
That would give a maximum of
12,000 bushels to a train load.
On that ealeulation, it would re-
quire 2,250 trains to move th'e
wheat crop alone, As all this
wheat should be shipped. by the
end of May at the latest, and will
not begin to move in any great
quantity before the first of Octo-
ber, the shipping season will con-
sist of eight months, or about 200
working days, Our contemporary
points out that it will, thus, t_)e
pacessary to despatch 11 train
loads every day for 200 days to
earry the quantity of wheat that
will require to be moved. Tak-
ing into account the flax and
barley to be moved and reckon-
jug on 75 or 100 train loads of
cattle to be tuken to Montreal,
the Nor-Wester concludes that 25
trains a day would be required to
accommodate the traffic awaiting
the railroads. The probabilities

AT the picnic at Little Bras

Sir C. H. Tupper discussed the
Manitoba School question in a
broad statesmanlike manner. He
dealt with the gquestion on its
merits, regardless of what result
his advocacy of it might have on
his own public career. The ex-
pediency or inexpediency of the
atand he takes, matters nob to
him. He is prepared to grapple
with the question and have it set-
tled along the lines of the consti-
tution, and in such manner as
will restore to the minority the
rights of which they have been
deprived. There was no hesi-

tancy, no vacillation in his ex-
pression of opinion on this im-
portant question. His declara-

‘| tion was straightforward and un-

mistakeable, and such as could be
misunderstood by nobody. “He
was speaking,” he said, “perhaps
to an audience almost entirely
Catholic. He was proud to boast
that he was a Protestant. He
has never wished to be considered
otherwise. The question, how-
ever, which he regarded as #o im-
portant, which was directly in-
teresting to Catholics, he ap-
proached solely as a Canadian.
When the constitution of Maai-
toba was adopted the clause for
the protection of minorities con-
cerned the Protestants chiefly.
They were then in the minority,
and it was for their protection
that the education clauses had
been framed. Had the population
remained with a Protestant min-
ority the Protestants would wish
their brethren in that province to
be protected under the constitu-
tion. Things had changed, and,
Protestant though he was, he de-
sired that the minority differing
from him in faith should ‘get the
treatment that he.would wish to:
see meted out to a Protestant
minority. The-same question at-
fected our Protestant friends in
Quebee, who were exactly in the
same position as the Catholics of
Manitoba. Whether Catholic or
Protestant ~interests were In-
volved, this he believed that the
good name of Canada for fair
play and keeping a compact
would be adhered to. Represent-
ing a Protestant constituency, he
would fight for good faith, no
matter what the results might be,
even if he were to be driven from
public life.”

These are the words of a states-
man, prepared to stake his politi-
cal existence on what he believes
to be just, right and constitu-
tional. Men of this kind contri-
bute to a country’s greatness.
Their utterances give weight to
and challenge respect for the
enunciations of the Governments
to which they belong. The Min-
erve, a French paper, of Montreal,
referring to Sir Charles Hibbert’s
utterances on-this oceasion says:
“The contrast between the firm,
energetic  declarations of Sir
Charles H. Tupper on the Mani-
toba school law and those of Mr.
Laurier are most striking. The
declarations of the former, who is
a Protestant and a member of the
Federal Cabinet, and the vague
hesitations of Mr. Laurier, a
Catholic, and the leader of the
Liberal party, will not be over-
looked by anyone. The one is
clear, frank, determined ; the other
is obscure, cowardly, and dissim.
ulating. He is afraid of his sha-
dow. Sir Charles H. Tupper does
not allow himself to be influenced

neither by the opinions of his
friends nor by the risk of seeing
a brilliant and promising-political
career suddenly interrupted. He
isat heart with the Premier on
this question, and ho seizes the
first opportunity which offers jt-
self among his own people to
make a solemn declaration to that
effect. At Sorel Mr. Laurier was
with his own people. A meeting
of two thousand of his com-
patriots listened to his address,
and his friends said that he woyld
speak in such a way as to aston-
ish the country and clearly indi-
cate his attitude.” ZLa Minerve
then adds:—“All that Mr Yau-
rier did say was to disapprove of
the remedial order.”

IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.

After the House ¢t Commons reat-
sembled on Thursday last, the mem-
bers were summoned to the House of
Lords with the usual formalities, where
the Queen’s Speech was read, by the
Lord Chancellor, Baron Halsbury. The
Speech was as follows :—My Lords and
Gentlemen ; The communications which
I receive from foreign powers assure
me of the continnance of their good-
'will. I am happy to say that no inter-
national complication has arigen in any
qnarter calcnlated to endanger the
peace of Europe. The war betwecn
China and Japan, which was in pre-
gress at the opening of the lsst session,
has been brought to a conclusion by a
peace which I truet will endure. I ob-
served strict neutrality during the war,
and have taken no action in respect
thereto, except snch as appeared to me
likely to be favorable to g termination
of hostilities. I deeply regret to say
that the most atrocicus outrages upon
a body of English missionaries are re
ported from the Province of Fu Kien,
in China, Inreply to earnest repres-
entations addressed to the Chinese
Government by my direction, active
measures, which I trust will prove
effective, are beirg taken for the pun-
ishment of the murderers and all per-
sons in any dégree responsible for these
crimes. The interpal troubles which
have broken out in the Armenian dis
tricts of Asiatic Turkey have been at-
tended with horrors which have moved
to indignation the Christian nations of
Europe generally, and my people espe-
cially. My Ambassador and the Am
bassadors of the Emperor of Russia and
the President of the French Republic,
acting together, have suggested to the
Government of the Sultan reforms
which in their opinion are necessary to
prevent a recurrence of this constant
disorder. These proposals are now be-
ing considered by the Sultan, and I
am anxiously awaiting his decision. A
resolution bas been passed by both
Houses of Parliament of the Cape of
Good Hope, proposing that the adja-
cent Crown Colony of Bechuanaland
should be incorporated with Cape
Colony. I signified that I was willing
to ecnsider favorably an Act for that
purpoge, providing it contained proper
safaguards to my interests angd those of
my native subjects, esy>cially as re-

justice. I received sntisfsctory assu-
rances on these matters, and an Act
has been passed by the Cape Parlia-
ments which I have every reason to ex-
pect will fulfil my requirements. Gen-
tlemen of the House of Commons: The
estimates for the service year, which
were voted by the last Parliament, will
be 1aid before yom. My Lords and
Gentlemen: At this season of the year
it will probably be found more eonve-
nient to defer natil another session the
consideration of any important legisla
tive matters, except those necessary to
provide for the administrative charges
of the year. !

After adjournment, the House of
Commons met ggain in the Afternoon,
of Thursday, when the formal business
in connection with the Queen's Speech
was disposed of. Then Sir Richard
Webster, Conservative M. P. for the
Isle of Wight division of Hampshire,
and formerlv attorney general, moved
that a certified copy for the trial and
conviction of Michael Daly, the dyna-
miter, who was recently elected to par-
liament. representing Limerick. al-
though he was convicted in 1884 of
having. been engaged in a dynamit-

Ireland, he added, never was
more peaceful than now, and was the
government wise in adjourning for six
months withont exter? Mr. Balfour,
the conservative leader sgreed with the
opposition leader’s rewarks in re:ard
to Armenia, and eaid the government
was doing it best to carry out the
policy of the Earl of Kimberly. As to
Chitral, Mr. Balfour remarked that the
right hon. gentlemaa’s criticisms of the
course of the government in this eon-
nection were not well founued. The
government had mnot extended the
boundaries of the empire, bu:, Chitral
being within its boundaries, Eongland
could not permit any lodgment of a for-
eign power in that quarter. In regard
to Ireland, Mr. Balfour gaid there did
not appedr to be any pressing anxiety
to bring forward land legislation before
next session. Mr. Redmond moved an
amendment to the address, inviting the
government to declare that there would
be no delay in the Irish policy. Five-
sixths of the electors of Ireland had de-
clared in favor of home rule, and he
protested that the verdict of the elec~
tion was not agairst home rule, He
warned the government that Ireland
could not be satisfactorily governed
from Westminster, and that the only
remedy for her ills was national self-
government. Timothy Harrington, in
the course of some remarks, declared
that the liberal party had fled from
home rule, wherenpon Dr. Charles K
D. Tanner, who created a scene in the
house earlier in the day, shouted out,
‘“ A lie]” Loud and Indignant cries of
““Order ” were heard from both sides of
the house, Dr. Tanner declining to
withdraw the expression, the speaker
named him. The Rt. Hon. Joseph
Chamberlain, secretary of state for the
colonies, moved that Dr. Tanner be
suspended. A division was called for,
but Dr. Tanuer failed to find a teller,
and the speaker declared the motion
carried. Dr. Fauner was thereupon re-
quested to withdraw, but he arose and
addressed the speaker amidst loud cries
for order. The sergeant-at-atms walk-
ed up the floor of the house to where
Dr. Tanner stood. Dr. Tanner then
quitted the house, accompapied by the
sergeant-at-arms, shouting all the way,

The president of
the board of agriculture, Walter Long,
replied that as late as July 1st, ceses of
cattle suffering from pleuro-pneumonia
had been found among the cargoes
coming from Cenada, and the govern-
ment, in consequence, must maintain
the restrictions placed upon such cattle.
Mr. Long added that the government
was commubnicating with the govern-
ment of the dominion of Canada on the
subject. The under secretary of foreign
office, George N. Curzon, replyingtoa
question put by Edward Rearson, said
that the government had not deemed
it advisable to raise the question of
monetary compensation for the relief
of the victims ot the Chinese ma-sacre
until the crimnals had been punished.
(Thos Lough, liberal member for the
west division of Islington, resumed the
debate on John Dillen’s amendment to
the address in reply to the Qneen’s
speech, declaring the necessity of im-
mediate legislation on the land question
in Ireland, iu accordance witn the re-
commendatioas of last year’s commit-
tee. Mr. Leugh gaid it was a great
mistake upon the part of successive
governments to ignore the poverty in
Ireland when taxation hsd been in-
creased on= and one-half at times dur-
ing the last half century, while the
population had increased. T. V. Healy
eriticised the actioa of Gerald Balfour
in obtaining an engagement from Judge
Bowlay, one of the land commissioners,
to defer judgments in the land cases
before bim pending the governments
Irish land legislation. Mr. Healy said
that an Eoglish judge would have been
removed from the bench for making
such an agreement, and described the
subland commissioners as not being
jadges but day laborers. The speaker
was compelled frequently to call Mr.
Healy to cxder. The latter concluded

M. Dillon’s amendment was
finally negatived by a vote of 257 to
123, and John Redmond?’s amerdment
calling upon the government to declare
their policy in regard to home rul-, the
reform of the land law, the compulsory
purchage of land, evicted temants and
tbe industrial condition of Ireland, was
rejected by a vote of 243 to 113. John
J. Clancy. the Irish nationalist member
for Dublin county, north, moved an
amendment in favor of reconsidering
the sentenc-s of the Irish political pris-
oners. He hoped the government
would do something to close this old
sore, and to prgmote a bhetter feeling "e-
tween the two countries by granting
them amnesty. 8ir Matthew White
Ridley, secretary of state for home af-
faire, said in reply that it was his duty
to satisfy himself whether there had
been any miscarrjage of justice. At
present he was engaged in a research
to ascertain this. r.. Clancy then
witl.drew his amendment.

Bishop Gravel and Dr. Bryoe.

‘Winnipeg Free Press, August 6th.?

To the Editor of the Free Press:

8ir,—Before replying to Dr. Bryce’s
letter, I thought it would be advisable
to obtain from Toronto his letter.to
the World. My patience has been
rewarded, for in that (etter I find the
key necessary for the explanation of
the doctor’s extraordinary attempt to
retract that which he gaid in the
synod (Nov. 22, 1892) about send-
resolutions to the privy council. I
find in his letter this most remarkable
acknowledgment: That if he ever
should send documents to the coun-
cil, I “trust [ shall have the good sense
not to tell it!”

That is exactly what 1 thought;
but when Dr. Bryce iz offering a far-
tetched explanation of a an ugly-1>0k-
ing transaction, it does not help one
to accept if, to be told that if it was
done the doctor would have the good
sense not to tell it.”

Bishcp Grav.1 fr.nkly publ shed to
the world all that he had suggested
(some pledge of the innocence of his
motives, one might but will not
think); Dr. Bryce, onthe other hand,
bluritly says that, if he sent documents

But the trouble with Dr. Brye:

Vanity
let the cat out of the bag, but it must
in some way be got back again, for
the people are comparing that pussy
with the bishop’s, and are saying that
it has very much the nastier looking
face of the two.

To get it back is, no doubt, an un-
dertaking of much difficulty, but the
man who in one sermon on the schocl
question ‘made twelve misrepresen-
tations—most of them wilful—and
who in endeavoring to explain one of
them, made six more, will attempt
almost anything in the way of contro-
vérsial dexterity.

The doctor does not deny that one
of the resclitions was sent to ihe
privy council. We may start then
with that fact. He says, however,
that it was ineluded in his affidavit.
I say it wasnot. Thatisa point very
easily settled. Anpyone may see the
affidavit, and he will find that the only
reference to the resolution is the bald
statement that one was passed heartily
approving of the school act. The
quesiion then remains, who sent the
resolution to the privy council ? The
affidavit went regularly enough, but it
did not contain the resolution. How
did the resolution go?

Perhaps the Doctor will “bave the
good sense not to tell!” And who
was it sent the other resolution of
1891 ? There is not even a reference
to that one in the affidavit. Does
“good sense” obstruct an answer to
the question? And how did the
doctor acquire information to qualify
him to say that “ he knew
that the resolution had an important
effzct upon the decision which was
given ;’ or as be now puts it, that he
¢ had reason to believe” that it had
“ been of service in the case.”” The
general public know nothing of this,
and have no reason whatever to be-
l:ieve that the Presbyterian resolutions
bad any effect whatever upon the de-
cision. - Where did the doctor get
this information? Surely there could
not be much reflection on his “ gocd
sense” did he answer us this liftle
question ?

The reasons then for refusing to
accept Dr. Bryce’s explanation are,
first, that it does not pretend to be
complete. And the reasons for dis-
regarding his denial are, first, that bt
put forward an unfrue explanation,
and, second, that he never deems it
at all necessary to adhere to the truth
when referring lo toe school question ;
his great “good sense” saving him
from any such absurd foolishness.

His last l=tter is no exception t\\
the rule. It contains a plain and
wilful mis-statement which everyone
can test for himself. He says that my
accusation of him “ will now be con-
fined to the same limbo” as the 79

on the false Bill of Rights.” In the
book to which he refers there are but
seven pages. devoied to an analysis of
the evidence as to the different bills
of right (Cf which four and a-half are
taken up in copying out two of the
bills), and there are then added these
words: “ Enough has been said of
these different lists of rights. The
importance of the controversy, to the
mind of the present writer, is not very
great. . . . Whether, therefore,
theéettlers asked for separate schocls,
or the idea came from Canada, makes
no difference as to the result. In
either case the Manitoba act was a
treaty.” Itis quite plain, therefore,
that no part of my book is based upon
any bill of rights, To state that it is
is the merest fabrication, capatle of
being justified by great “ good sense,”
but by no ordinary ethical standards.

It is almost a pity that Dr. Bryce
cannot discover some one truthful
charge to make against the Catholics
or their solicitor, The spectacle of
a minister of the gospel constantly
misrepresenting facts is, in my judg
ment, not merely deplorable ; it is
baneful to the best interests of the
community, in the very highest de
gree.

don certain facts in relation to pro-
mises or expectations held out to the
Gathclics of Manitoba at the time this
Province was admitted into the Union,
in the hope that those representaftions
might be conveyed to the mémbers of
the Privy Council, who were then
deliberating on the school question.
Tt was a foolish suggestion, but quite
as harmless as foolish. Howeyer, a
great ado was made over it. It was
made with the object of still further
prejudicing the cause of the Catholics
in the Manitoba School case. Mr
Ewart, as their solicitor, esteemed it
his right and duty to address a letter
to the press, correcting what he be-
lieved to be the popular misappreben-
sion in regard to Bishop Gravel’s sug-
gestion, and in addition pointing out
that a member of a Protestant synod
in Manitoba had been guilty of the
very same offence which, under the
worst interpretation of his conduct,
was all-ged against the Bishop. That
member was Dr. Bryce, who boasted
in the Presbyte:ian synod of 1892 that
the resolution of a former synod,
strougly upholding the cause of the
Provincial authorities in depriving the
minority of their separate schools, had
been forwarded to the Privy Council,
and adding that he “ knew the reso-
lution had an important effect upon
the decision which was given.” Cer-
tairly if Bishop Gravel’s suggestion of
a representation to the Colonial Sec-
retary was an improper proceeding, as
being calculated to influence the
judgment of the Privy Oouncil, this
direct action ot Dr. Bryce and his
friends was more offensive in propor-
tion to its greater boldness.

Replying to Mr. Ewart’s letter 2
few days later, Dr. Dryce explained
that the resolution in question was
merely “included” in the affidavit
which he had been asked to make in
reply to the case of the Catholics. and
that it was as a portion of a lzgal
document, prepared and forwarded in
the regular way, the synod resolution
was brought to the notice of the mem-
bers of the Privy Council, on whom it
had “an important effect” in ¢ the
decision which was given.” If this

| were: true, Mr. Ewart’s point fell to

the ground. It was quite proper that
the resolution should be included in
the affidavit and made a part of the
case. But another letter from Mr.
Ewart, just published, shows that the
resolution was not included in the
affidavit. Reference to the affidavit
itself is conclusive on this poiat. It
contains no such resclution, nor reso-
lution of any kind ; therefore it was
not ‘‘included” in it, reference to the
affidavit fails to discover the slightest
trace of if, not a line or word of it be-
ingquoted. Do these facts not prove
that Dr. Bryce was first guilty of the
indiscretion attributed to Bishop
Gravel, and then to hide it was further
guilty of publishing a falsehood ?

That is one point made clear in
Mr. Ewart’s latest letter. But he does
not-leave the reverend professor there.
Referring to the same matter in a
letter to a Toronto paper, Dr. Bryce
had said that if be could be guilty of
sending such a document to the Privy
Council, “T trust,” to quote his own
words, “ I shall have the good sense
not to tell it.” We need not remark
on the shocking immorality of this,
especially coming from §a Christian
professor. It happened, however, that
he did tell it, some years ago, when
he hoped to gain some credit for his
act ; and now he wants to recall the
admission. In respect to this Mr.
Ewart says: “To get it back is, no
doubt, an undertak:ug of much diffi-
culty ; but the man who in one ser-
mon on the school question made
twelve misrepresentations—most of
them wilful—and who in endeavoring
to explain one of them—orly one of
them—made six more, will attempt
almost unything in the way of contro-
versial dexterity.” Not one wilful
misrepresentation, but a score of them
has this man been guilty cf. That
Dr. Bryce ic 2 minister and a pro-
fessor is a fact that concerns only
those of his own denomination ; but
inasmuch as -he is given a high place
in the administration of our school
system, which he is clearly unfitted to
occupy, we have a right to"remark on
the  deplorable spectacle” he has
made of himself, a spectacle whose
influence * is baneful to the best in-
terests of the community in the very
highest degree.”

Poland and Russia.

Considerable excitement has been
caused by the appearance in Leipsic
of a book entitled ¢ Die russischpol-
nischen Beziebhungen ” ( “ The Rela-
tions Between Russia and the Poles'")
published under the non de plume ot
“ Oount Leliwa.” This book, of some
two hundred and fifty large octavo
pages, discusses fully every side of
both the national, social and religi-
ous life of the Poles, but more espe-
cially of the Lithuanians, under the
Russian Government. The best
and most exhaustive chapters are
those treating of the affairs of
churches and schools, all the d.t;
being derived from officisl Govern-
ment documents, many of them of a
secret nature. How the author has
been able to obtain these from the
pigeon-hcles of the Governor-Gen-
erals Office and the various Ministries
is difficult to explain ; but their pub-
lication lends extraordinary value to
his work. Among the most weighty
ot these documen's is a letter of
Governoi-General Albedynski to M.
Makow, Minister of the Interior, in
which he says : “ Hitherto the masses
of the rural population are favorably
disposed to the Government ; bat I
think that the latter can no longer go
on in the path upon which it has
hitherto advanced” A few ’ years
later, -on October 14, 1894, Gover-
nor General Orewski writes to the
Minister ( Durnowo ) that the excite-
ment among the country people ‘“has
s1ready assumed a chronic character,
threatening peace and order in tbe
Empire, and making it necessary for
the Government to take correspond
ing measures.” The blowing up of
Catholic churches by gunpowder, as
at Granowo and Siedzianowo, near
Grodnc, are fully narrated; and a
letter ( December 16, 1893 ) of Klin-
genberg, Governor of Koinc, address-
ed to Governor-Gener:l Orzewski,
trongly urges the desirability of simi-
lirly blowing up the Cathclic Church
at Kreze, and recommends the use of
dynamite for the purpose! Such
strong policy the author justly stig
matizes as “ political State-nihilism.”
He is of opinion that all the measures
of repression put in practice since 1863
against th& Catholics and the Poles
in Lithuania have been the resuvlt of
the ill-will and pérsonal interests of a
number of Governors-General, baving
nothing in common with the interests
of the State, but which have grown
into a fixed system of prosecution and
extermination, To heal this plague-
spot “Count Lelwa” believes that
what is necessary is a just and sensible
attitude on the part of the Russian
Government circle and the Russian
people towards the Polish nationality
and the Catholic Church.
