Macaroni originated in Italy. It 
la a national food of great im­
portance. The Italians manufac­
ture it of a special flour made from 
hard wheat that contains the most 
gluten. Such fl iur they call “Semo­
lina," bat ie Branee and Germany 
the makers of macaroni are not 
particular about securing the “semo­
lina.’* So they use any ordinary 
floor and add some gluten to give h 
the proper consistency for coming 
out of the mould and hanging to-

am. All of the macaroni made 

in San Francisco is manufactured 
by Italians. There are nearly 100 
men in the business. San Francisco 
has a population of about 6,000 
people who were born in Italy, and

That very 
Italian population tends to make 
this a macaroni center.

The men who specially mix the 
flour and water and watch it ground 
or crushed or kneaded under the 
mammoth marble wheel are the

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Demand for Increased 
Subsidies.

Ottawa advices cf the 28th ult. 
intimate that the interview of the 
Provincial Premiers with the Fed­
eral Government was very brief. 
The resolutions adopted at Quebec 
and endorsed by all the Provinces 
were presented. Premier Parent, 
of Quebec, and Ross, of Ontario, 
spoke in support of them. The 
resolutions were very lengthy; 
but the following affords an idea 
of the extent of the demand? :

“ Whereas it is but fair that in 
order to place the provinces in a 
positition to meet the increased 
expenditure, the annual per capita 
subsidy ot each province should 
be cateulateti4 according to the 
population of the several provinces 
ascertained by the preceding de­
cennial census, and upon this basis 
the subsidies to be granted would 
be as follows : Ontario, 1,746,357, 
increase $629,484. Quebec, 1,319,- 
118, increase $429,865. Nova 
Scotia, 367,659, increase $47,659 
New Brunswick, 264,896, increase 
$7,885. Manitoba, 203,957, in­
crease 81,952. British Columbia, 
140,527, increase $61,987. P. E. 
Island, 82,607."

From this it will be seen that 
the Provincial Premiers are en­
deavoring to secure from the Fed 
eral Treasury additional subsidies 
to reimburse them for the reck­
lessness and extravagance of years 
of Grit rule. Should this propo 
sition of the Premiers be adopted, 
the western provinces will be the 
principal gainers; while the Mari­
time Provinces will not profit to 
any great extent. Prince Ed ward 
Island, as will be seen, stands to 
lose instead of gain. Her per 
capita subsidy now is $87,262, 
while the proposed subsidy will 
be only $82,607. But a proposi­
tion is put forward to make good 
this shortage in the per capita 
subsidy by distributing the Fish­
ery Award to the Maritime Pro­
vinces, instead of continuing to 
pay, as at present, the interest 
thereof in the shape of fishery 
bounty. Should this come to pass, 
it will not be agreeable intelligence 
to our fisfcfcrmen to discover that 
they afë t»-bè deprived of their 
bounty, in^rrtlbrthat those respon­
sible for the maladministration 
and mismanagement of our Pro. 
vincial finances may be afforded 
an opportunity of making an at­
tempt to save themselves. We 
shall see what we shall see.

It is 
possible, and indeed quite prob­
able .that the court may be evenly 
divided. Then again the U. S. 
Senate must ratify the new ar­
rangement before the arbitration 
can begin. The Senate is control­
led by the party to which the 
President belongs; but it has re 
jected other treaties 
circumstances, 
guarantee that its çoi 
given to this one. It is to be hop 
ed an amicable and fair adjust­
ment of the matter may be reach­
ed; but the treaty on the face of 
it does not offer very great pros­
pects of finality.

The Alaskah Boundary 
T reaty.

A treaty to settle the Alaska 
boundary was signed in Washing­
ton on the 24th, ult., by United 
States Secretary of State, Hay 
and Sir Michael Herbert, British 
ambassador. It provides that 
the tribunal which is to sit in 
London shall consist of six emin­
ent jurists, three of whom shall 
be nominated by the British crown 
and three by the President. A 
majority of the court shall be 
competent to pronounce a decision 
which shall be final and binding 
on both parties, and from it there 
shall be no appeal. The Alaska 
boundary and no other question 
shall come before the commission. 
It is understood that at least one 
of the American nominees shall be 
a justice of the supreme court of 
the United States and that at 
least one of the British nominees 
shall be a Canadian. This is the 
case that will be presented to the 
tribunal which must decide for or 
against one of the parties, unless 
the oommissidn jreports its inabil 
»ty to'sfci* VXbftfe cauj be no 
compromise find no finding 
boundary midway between the 
two extreme claims. The case 
will be tried like any other suit 
at law, and will be decided on the 
evidence, and will largely, if not 
entirely, hinge on the judicial in­
terpretation to be placed upon the 
Anglo-Ruseisn treaty of 1825. 
In the event of a majority of the 
commissioners not being able to 
agree they will report to their re­
spective governments the facts on 
which an agreement has been 
reached, and those on which there 
is a disagreement. If an agree­
ment is reached no further legis­
lation or action will be necessary 
except the appointment of engin 
eers and surveyors to delimit the 
boundary in accordance with the 
decision. The case mast be pre 
seated to the tribunal within two 
months from the ratification of 
the treaty and the counter case 
within two months more. If 
an agreement is reached that 
body will be asked to act upon it 
without further delay. No time 
limit is fixed for the ratification 
No one can say whether the »*.-
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The Conference.

The Liberal-Conservative Con­
ference held in this city on Fri­
day last, was largely attended, 
over two hundred delegates from 
different parts of the Province 
being present. All seemed actu­
ated by the spirit of determina­
tion to exert their utmost ener­
gies towards removing from pow­
er the present administration that 
has played such havoc in our Pro­
vincial fio&nces add has so ruin­
ously mismanaged our public bus­
iness generally. Whatever little 
differences of opinion might exist 
as to the working out of details all 
were united as to the paramount 
necessity of adopting such meas­
ures as are. best calculated to put 
an end, once and for all, to the 
present carnival of corruption and 
maladministration. The matter 
of organization largely engaged 
the attention of the assembled 
delegates. Organization is an ex 
tremely important factor in the 
matter of elections, and perhaps 
our losses in the past have to be 
attributed as muçih to the want of 
good oràanii^ttibn ap to any other 
cause. While all this is quite 
true, it can scarcely be said that 
the defects in this connection are 
attributable to the manner of or 
ganization; butjjrather to the car­
rying out of details by those to 
whom specific work has been as­
signed. Having discovered where­
in the defects lie, it is expected 
that hereafter all branches of the 
organization will be more thor­
oughly and energetically carried 
out

It was decided that the Presi­
dent of the Conference and the 
leader of the Conservative party 
in the Province should visit every 
electoral district within the year, 
with special reference to the local 
organization of the party, and the 
Executive committee were author­
ized to engage the services of a 
paid organizer if one should be 
necessary.

Hon Daniel Gordon, Leader of 
the Opposition, in the Provincial 
Legislature, intimated that he 
will in the near future resign his 
position. Athig advanced age he 
finds that it would be impossible 
for him to attend meetings in 
different districts of the Province 
and he deems it best in the inter­
est of the party .to give way and 
allow the work ■■ of leadership to 
be taken up by a young and en­
ergetic man. Mr Gordon is the 
soul of honor and integrity, and a 
Conservative o£<the genuine type. 
He has served, J|is province long, 
faithfully and well. The «obser­
vation of our Provincial rights 
and our interests as a free and in­
dependent people are the motives 
by which be has always been ac­
tuated. And now, when be be­
lieves it best in the interest of his 
party and the Province, he volun­
tarily retires from the Leadership. 
No doubt, when the Legislature 
meets the members of the Opposi­
tion therein yvill chose the most 
Suitable amongst them for the po­
sition of Leader in place of Mr 
Gordon. The following resolu­
tions were unanimously carried;

MORE RAILWAY DISASTERS.
One of the most appalling .railway 

wrecks that has occurred in the vicinity 
of New Y irk for many years, tbe esti­
mated loss of life ranging from 20 to 
30 persons, took place on Jan 27th al 
Grsc-land on the Central railway of 
New Jersey, near Westfield, when the 
Royal Bine line express ploughed at top 
speed into the rear of a local train.

A dieasterons eollision occur re! on 
the Southern Pacific Railway between 
two passenger trains. The wreck oc­
curred near V.ilsbory, Arizona,, Wed­
nesday last. The cause which was 
difficult to obtain is not known. It ap­
pears that both trains were running 
roll speed. and came together with 
terrific force. The engines and cars 
piled np, in a mess and immediately 
took fire from the exploding oil tanks 
of the engines- The flames communi­
cate.! to the carsel-veo of which were 
consumed. As soon as the news reach 
ed Tneion a relief train was sent to 
the scene. Tbe train retorted bringing 
seventeen wonnded.

LATEST FROM VENEZUELA.
Venezuela's answer to the powers’ 

latest communication viz a “joint note 
refusing to place all claims on equality 
with those of co-operating powers’’ ie 
expected to arrive daily. It Bowen 
can agree to give a preference to the 
claims of Great Britain, Germany and 
Italy the blockade will likely be raised 
for this is tbe outstanding vital point. 
Shonld Venezuela demur, or compli­
cations arise snch as a protest from 
some of the other powers negotatione 
may be indefinitely prolonged.

REPRE-AGAINST REDUCTION OF 
SENTA TION.

An Ottawa despatch of the 26th, 
alt, says the Prince Edward, Islandp-e- 
presentatives waited on the Dominion 
Government on the 28th and put in 
toeir claim against the reduction in 
parliamentary representation in the 
provinces. They contend that under 
the eet by which they entered confed­
eration it was not entailed that the 
representation should be less than six 
members. They held that they were, 
wrongly deprived of a member when 
the number was reduced after the cen­
sus of 1801 to 5, and that it wouli be 
adding to the wrong to rçduce the 
number now to four. If it can be 
shown that the Island under the act of 
anion is entitled to six members, then 
it will have to get six. It ia nnt a 
question as t > vyhether it shall be five 
or four hat whether it shall be six or 
according to the unit of population 
which fixed fur all provinces according 
to the population of Quebec. Ti-ey will 
likely have a teat case made to settle 
this.

Mutiny and Murder.
On January 16th, the following des­

patch dated Funchal, M-ideria came 
over the submarine cable to St John, N. 
B.:—The British steamer Brunswick, 
Captain Brown, Irom Maranbam, Bra­
zil, Dec 21st, for Liverpool, arrived here 
to dav, She reports that the British 
bark Veronica, Cupt. Shaw, was burnt 
at sea on Dec 20.—Part of the Veronica’s 
crew are og board the Brunswick, the 
remainder took to tbe b ats and have 
not been heard of since. The Veronica 
which hailed from Windsor, N. 8., «ail­
ed from Ship Island, Mies., Oct. 26, for 
Montevideo. She registered 1 093 tons 
net and was bnilt at Indiantown, N.B., 
in 1897. Her owners were Wm Thomp­
son & i o., of St John. Messrs Thomp­
son & Go- had fro® that late been anxi­
ous by awaiting further intelligence 
concerning their ship and the fate of 
her officers and crew. Nothing was 
heard, however, until Thursday last, 
when the fo.lowing was received by 
cable from Liverpool:—“The British 
steamer Brunswick, Capt. Brown from 
Maranbam, Brazil, via Fnncbai; Island 
of Maderia, arrived here today and 
landed five survivors of the British 
bark Veronica, Capt, Shaw, from Ship 
Island, Miss., Octobers, forMontevideo, 
who were picked np by the Brunswick 
before arriving at Fnnchal. The men 
reported that the Veronica wtp burned 
at sea, Dec 20, bat tbe poliofc-uhave de­
tained foor of tue men on suspicion of 
having mat nied and murlered Captain 
Shaw and seven of Ihe crew" of the 
Veronica after which thsy are alleged 
to have set fire to the ship. The cook 
of the Veronica, a colored man, who 
was among those rescued by the Bruns­
wick, asserts that the men, led by ilia 
boatswain, a Qergian, mutinied . nd 
murdered tbe captain , chief offi .er, 
and others and ihreatentd to kill him 
if he betrayed the®. Three Qf the men 
in custody are Germans, and the fourth 
is an American, Wm Smith, who ship­
ped at a Mississippi port. According to 
the account of the mutiny given by the 
Veronica’s negro cook, whose name is 
Moses Thomas, the murders were plan­
ned so that the victims had no chance 
of defending themselves. Each was 
stored or murdered separately by the 
matinee re, Who lay in Wait for them in 
a dark part of the ship armed with be: 
laying ping* The bodies were then 
thrown overboard. Thomas say* be 
barricaded himself and begged hard 
for mercy or he would have suffered the 
same fate. [Capt. Shaw was a native 
of Belfast, in this Province, and was 
about fifty years of age. He was for 
many years on board the bark William

a wen, belonging to Walsh A Owen ol 
iis city. In JytyO, he, in conjunction 
with William McLeod: went into busi­
ness at Cardigan Bridge. In 1897 he 

V9nt oatgt lbia business: hot continued 
hie calling as ship master. The mate 
A. McLeod, was ilso an IsUrder. Wm 
McLeod, an Islander, and nepbew of A, 
W. McLeod, first officer of the steamer 
Princess, had been eecoad mate of thé 
Veronica; but had left the ship lo take 
hie examination at Halifax for a mate’s 
certified* This he secured and sailqd 
from Halifax f* Buenos Ayres ou ' the 
bark “ronductor.’’J

Then 
she bade the lay sister bring fruit and 
cakes, the nuns laid their needlework 
aside, all tongues were unloosed, and 
we chatted merrily until a graver topic 
was introduced and with deep inter­
est and sympathy our recital of tbe 
woes of Catholics in England was 
listened to by all present,

At length the bell sounded for Ves­
pers, and the Sisters betook them­
selves to the choir. We followed 
them into the solemn stillness of the 
sanctuary, dimly lighted by painted 
windows. Fixing my eyes on the 
tabernacle, I firmly thanked our hid­
den God for the protectiod afforded 
us on our flight, as well as for the 
unexpected welcome we had met with 
amongst those who were dedicated to 
Him, Then the organ began, and 
iti swelling notes filled the church, 
while thé psalms and antiphons of the 
d«y, sung in choir, sounded to me 
like the song of angels.
