'-be Hill of Tara, either fn antiquity, 
m historic interest, or In the variety 
and suggestive significance ol its 
ancient monuments, says Bishop 
Bealey, of Olonfert. If we are to 
accept, even in enbstanoe, the truth 
of the bardic history of Ireland, 
'here was a royal residence on the 
Hill of Tara before Rome was found­
ed, before Athena’s earliest shrine 
crowned the Acropolis of Athens ; 
about the time perhaps that sacred 
Ilium first saw the hostile standards 
of the kings of Hellas. But before 
sketching the history of the Royal 
kid, ere must first say something 
of its physical features, which alone 
have remained, through all the 
changeful centuries, unchanged and 
unchangeable.

Tara is not a high hill, its eleva­
tion above the sea being only aboqt 
five hundred feet. It is rather 
broad and flat-topped, with gently 
sloping declivities. Still it com­
manda a farreaohing prospect of sur 
passing beauty. On the northeast 
the hill of Skeen risen to the sky 
line, and shuts out a wider view of 
the swelling plains beyond ; but on 
every other side the prospect from 
Tara, of a fine summer’s day, is one 
of enchanting loveliness. Nearly 
the whole of the great limestone 
plain of Ireland lies in view, with 
all its varied scenery of grassy plain, 
and deep embowering woods and 
noble mansions peeping through 
their sheltering foliage. Then there 
are the towers of Trim, and the 
silvery windings of the Boyne steal­
ing serpent like through sunlit 
meadows, with glimpses of the 

Defects in vision grow, like weeds, I hoary walls of Baotive and Colum-

colony that occupied Ireland—the 
Tuatba de Danaan —that the origin 
of the Royal Citp of Tara is more 
commonly traced. Nine kings of 
the Firbolgs, it is said, ruled the 
land ; but as they reigned in all only 
thirty-seven years , they oonld not 
h ave done much for Tara. It was 
the new colony—a more oiyil zed 
and powerful people, who brought 
the Ogham lore to Erin and the Lia 
Fail to Tara, which they made—so 
the bardic story tells us—their Ca- 
thair, or capital city. Stone build­
ings were certainly not abundant at 
Tara; but still as it is called a 
Cathair by the poet Kioeth O’ 
Hartigan, in the tenth century, we 
need not hesitate to adopt the term.

Tara was called Cathair Crofinn 
even before it was called Tara ; and 
Crofinn is said to have been a queen 
of the Tuatba de Danaan, remark­
able both for her talents and her 
beauty. Doubtless she was buried 
within the preoinets of the Royal 
Rath, to which she gave her name ; 
that is, if she did not, like many 
others of her people, take up her 
abode in the Land of Youth, either 
under the grassy slopes of Tara, or 
some other of the beautiful enchant, 
ed hills of Erin.

which henceforth was reserved for 
the maintenance of the royal court 
and the royal guards of the higb- 
kiog. The ancient Feis of Tara 
was preserved ; but Tuathal direct­
ed that yearly assemblies should be 
held in each of the four parts of his 
dominions taken from the other 
provinces. So he ordained that at 
Tiaohta, near Athboy, a religious 
festival should he held at Beltane; 
that a great fair should be held at 
Usnaoh about mid-summer, and 
that a market, with sports and 
games should be established at 
Taillteann on the first Sunday of 
August, called in consequence 
Lugnasa ; but this latter was prob­
ably of far earlier origin.—N. Y. 
Freeman’s Journal.

ci lie's anoient shrine, whose sweet? 
toned bells once tolled across the 
fertile fields and populous villages, 
where herds of cattle now roam in 
what is almost a primitive, though 
still a rich and grassy wildernega.

Then, far away to the southeast, 
the Wicklow mountains rise up like 
giant ramparts against the blue of 
the sunlit sky. The smoke of 
Dublin shrouds its spires in the dis­
tance. Beyond Dundalk the hills 
around Cuchnllin’s anoient home 
are distinctly visible. To the north 
and northwest the peaks of Qavan 
and Monaghan are well defined 
against the sky, while to the south 
and southwest the isolated hills of 
the great plain rise in solitary 
grandeur, with the immense range 
of Slieve Bloom on the southern 
horizon, which the men of old 
gardgd as natures barrier 
the Hy-Niall and the warriors of 
Leagh Mogha. It is difficult to get 
anything else in Ireland, except, 
perhaps, from the Hill of Usnaoh in 
Westmeath, and that is somewhat 
similar, a prospect to equal the view 
from Tara Hill in extent, in variety, 
in picturesque beauty, and historic 
interest. Yon may get grander and 
wilder scenes, but nothing more at­
tractive to the eye, or more sug­
gestive to the mind, than the match 
less landscape revealed from the 
summit of fara Hill

It is no wonder then that the 
fertility of the soil, and the beauty 
of the prospect from Tara Hill, at 
tracted the attention of even the 
earliest colonists in Ireland Those

re­

ancient men of barbarous times, in 
one thing at least showed far more 
taste and judgment than the cultured 

Early in the coming spring, an up-to-date Building Plant people of this nineteenth century

They were a strange people, these 
Tuatba de Danaan, dark-eyed and 
brown-haired, of unknown origin, 
but of mneh culture, ingenuity and 
weird mysterious power, who left 
no survivors in the land of Brin, at 
least, amongst the children of mortal 
men. Would they had not vanish­
ed so completely, for the bardic 
story that tells of their advent and 
departure is full of a strange subtle 
interest which takes and keeps the 
mind by a secret, silent influence 
that cannot be measured or analyzed.
It pervades alike our history and our 
romance, the tales qf qur childhood, 
and the panderings of our matnrer 
fancy in mystic realms of a fairy­
land that is not all a fable. It was 
the Tuatba de Danaan who brought 
to Tara that poqderful IAa Fail, the 
Stone of Deetinyt

One hundred end twenty kings of 
the Sootio or Milesian race reigned 
in Brin from Heremon to the curs­
ing and desolation of Tara in.565 
and it may be regarded as fairly 
certain that all these high-kings 
kept their court (it le^st (or a time] 
on the $oyal Hi!;. The history of 
Tar* would, in fao', during all this 
time, be the history of Ireland. So 
we can only refer to a few of the 
most noteworthy events in its annals 
specially connected with the place 
itself.

Ollamh Folhia, the fortieth in the 
list of Irish kings, after a feign of 
forty years, died, we are told by the 
Four Masters, "in his own bouse at 
Tara. He was the first king by 
whom the Feis, or Assembly of 
Tare, was instituted, and by him 
also a Mur Ollamban was erected at 
Tara-” The king’s real name was 
Booby, the term Qllanjh Jfodbla, or 
Doctor of Brin, being given to him 
as an agnomen on account of his 
learning. There are not wanting 
critics who doubt of the existence of 
this anoient king ; but the entry 
proves at least one thing, that the 
"Feis Tara” was in popular esti­
mation of every anoient origin. Re 
ferenoe is frequently made to this 
famous assembly in all our ancient 
literature, both sacred |nfi prqfane, 
It pas, in fast, the national parlia­
ment of the Celtic tribes in Ireland, 
and as snob must have exercised a 
very great influence on the national 
life.

The Family.

In their effort to disturb the 
social conditions of the world, in­
novators logically attack the prin­
ciple of family life.

Some in their de­
sire to cure the social evil have 
directed all their efforts towards the 
social body alone, and very rarely 
have bestowed their remedies upon 
domestic society in the family.

It would be well if these self 
constituted healers of modern society 
were to content themselves with 
the mere neglect of family life, and 
confine their attentions Only to 
sooiety in general. They set their 
hands nnpraotioed and unskilled 
npon the very sources of sooiety 
weakening/the bonds of family life, 
lessening its dignity, and degrading 
ita obligations to a matter of con 
venience, to be put aside as it suits 
one’s pleasure,

There is in 
this suggestion more than 
appears at the first glance. 
The people who for ten years, 
after having an opportunity 
of learning what it was, and 
is, continued the Laurier gov­
ernment in office, must be 
heartily fond of a joke, even 
when it is at their expense. 
Both in its personal and its 
work the Laurier government 
is a practical joke upon all 
those who by their votes pro 
long its reign of power. Take 
that fine old comedian Sir 
Richard Cartwright. His 
record is funnier than tlm 
quips of any “end man” in a 
minstrel show. People who 
judged him by his long op- 
Dosition attitude put him down 
as a vigorous hater of all jobs, 
jobbers, waste extravagance, 
corruption, and the elements
of protection in the tariff. He 
was annonneed as the leading 
Ontario statesman who was 
determined to keep the hands 
of political thieves out of the 
public treasury. The ole 
joker showed his humor by 
watching the rascals with an 
eye which saw not, by wink 
ing when jobbers passed his 
way in the course of their 
business, by snoring away 
calmly when the public outlay 
was being increased without 
reason, and by assuming ^he 
responsibility of rewarding 
with office besmirched politi 
cal workers other ministers 
hesitated to countenance 
Then there is Hon William 
Paterson, the daddy of the 
cabinet, and minister of eus 
toms. In his way Mr. Pater 
son is a laugh producer of the 
first rank. It was he who 
being interested in the bakery 
business injected into the 
tariff a little joker which must 
have been much appreciates 
by the free traders. He in 
creased the duty on biscuits.

So much for Mr Paterson.
Mr. Graham, who left the cold 
shades of Ontario provincial 
Liberalism after the Whitney 
cyclone swept the province is 
also counted among the funny 
menv- He comes from Brock- 
ville that home of political 
humor, where there have 
been perpretrated such merry 
quips as stuffing a ballot box 
with Pritchett paper and ther- 
by sending a Conservative 
candidate to grass instead of 
to Ottawa. One thing is cer­
tain : Mr Borden has never 
shown any such humor as 
these gay blades of Ontario 
Liberalism. It is-doubtful if 
he could rival Mr Fielding in 
getting off those annual sur­
plus jokes, and persuading 
some of the people that they 
are growing rich by what he 
saves of their taxes: while all 
the time he is adding to their 
debt by what he borrows to 
ceep the political machine 
running and please the men 
who like big appropriations 
for the day no matter what 
may be the final result, or who 
hasto foot the bill. And surely 
Mr. Borden can never expect 
to meet on an equal footing 
Mr Pugsley who is by popular 
acclaim regarded as a party 
to the famous Richibucto 
joke that got a political frienc 
$5000 of public money for a 
$700 slab and sawdust wharf. 
Nor could Mr Borden expect 
to equal the sardonic humor 
of Mr. Oliver as shown in 
those regulations concerning the 
admission of Englishmen and 
other immigrants which have 
made one half of the Canadian 
people ashamed and all of them 
angry. It was the department of 
the Interior also that was respon­
sible for what priceless piece of 
humor, the western timber limit 
deals, which system worked out 
in practice so that no matter how 
much study a stranger gave to the 
conditions of his offer, somebody 
who seemed to know generally 
got the plum, for just a trifle more 
than the highest outside bid.

The joke is that the read is not to

ranscontinental was the Quebec 
bridge joke. The government 
agreed to back the bonds of a 
company formed to construct this 
work, the promoters of which 
showed their long-headed wisdom 
by refusing to venture in it even 
as much of their own money as 
would pay for the plans. An 
engineer in the government em­
ploy who knew something about 
bridges and who was given the 
duty of reporting on the plans 
disapproved of them, but he was 
gnored. The company went on 
with the bad construction, and 
the ministers went on giving 
security for its debt, till the whole 
thing toppled into the river 
through inherent weakness. Then 
the ministers who by use of the 
public credit had provided the 
money for the work bought from 
the company at a big price the 
title tcv.the ruins which are yet, 
years after the disaster encum­
bered with the bodies of some of 
the 80 victims of a folly that 
amounted to a crime. The story 
of the Intercolonial, under these 
ministers who have a superior 
sense of humor, has been almost a 
continual joke. The climax was 
reached this year when it cost 
$1 20 in operating and mainten­
ance outlay to earn $1 in traffic 
receipts. M r Bordens friends will 
admit that he is deficient i.i ’he 
sense, humorous or othe. ,. ;se 
which sees anything light or 
amusiug in these matters. At 
the present time Canada wants 
grave men with ability to cope 
with grave problems, and not 
mountebanks and wearers of the 
jesters cap and bells.

Sir Wilfrid’s Tour.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, accompan­
ied by Hon. George P. Graham, 
minister of railways, E M Mac­
donald, M P for Pictou, F F Par­
dee, M P, Liberal whip for On­
tario, and Senator William Gibson, 
has left for a tour'of the North­
west, and addressed a meeting 
at Fort William Saturday even­
ing. On July 12th, the day after 
the Manitoba elections, they 
held a meeting in Winnipeg, pro­
ceeding thither over the Port 
Arthur branch of the Grand 
Trunk Pacific. If properly con­
ducted, tins should be a most 
interesting tour. The premier 
will have an opportunity of ex­
plaining how it is that the portion

Destructive Conflagration

The town of Campbeltton, N. B., 
was swept by fire on Monday of this 
week, and practically wiped out. The 
fire started during the afternoon in 
Richards’ Lumber Mill, and soon got 
beyond control of the local brigade. 
Campbeltton had a population of 5000, 
and when the snn rose Tuesday morn­
ing practically the whole community 
was homeless. With the exception of a 
few scattered private residences, lying 
on the outskirts, nothing but smoking 
embers remained of what was one of the 
most prosperous towns of New Bruns­
wick. Help was asked from the fire 
brigades of nearby towns, but before 
assistance arrived the flames bad gained 
such headway that nothing could be 
done to check the conflagration. All 
the hotels are gone ; five mills were 
burned, and one child was suffocated. 
The property loss is not less than $2,000,- 
000, and five thousand people are bome- 
eless. Richardsville, a village three 
miles distant wag also completely de­
stroyed, and it ie reported that a num­
ber of men perished in an explosion. 
The fire burned all Monday night ; but 
after six o’clock in the evening, the 
people gave no attention to the saving 
of property, but only thought of saving 
themselves from the flames. Assistance 
to the sufferers is coming in from differ­
ent sections.

That it was a whitewashing in­
vestigation, was proved in most 
humorous fashion by the ultimate 
finding of the Liberal majority.

The hot wave that we are experienc­
ing these days seems to be general in 
Canada and the United States, and in 
many places -has been productive of 
fatal results. In and around Boston 
eleven lives were lost by drowning on 
Sunday, and in nearly every case- the 
victims were seeking relief from foe 
toried temperature, by a plunge in the 
cooling waters. In addition to these 
fatalities there were numerous prostra­
tions and some deaths from the heat 
88 waa about the maximum shivn by 
the tberomottrs ; but the humidity was 
very great and scarcely a breath of air 
prevailed. The heat in New York was 
tremendous and at least three persons 
went mad, and eight died of it, while 
the list of prostrations was very long. 
It was the hottest Sunday known foi 
years. Ten deaths and many proetra 
tione occurred in Philadelphia where 
the mercury reached 93. One death 
and four prostrations are reported from 
Washington, where 102 degrees of 
were recorded.
