1f the soc ey
had spent half the sum which they blave
lavished on lec urers, publications, &ec., io
the establishinent of cheap shops, they
would have eflected infiuitely more good.
1tis all very well to point out the evils of
drunkenness to a working man: but ona
cold, frosty moruing, when he is on his way
to his daily labour between five aund six
o’clock,he feelp as if he would like somel! ing
to warm him; and, whatever may be the
witimate etfeets of drinking whiekey, there
is no doubt of its imparting a gental warmth
at the time.
