The fight it 
represented as having been a very great sue* 
ceaa, and both of the unfortunate dogs were 
mangled and torn in a manner which was no 
doubt intensely interesting to the two legged 
brutes who set them oa. About $30.000 
changed hands on the event. After the fight 
the hotel ot which the fight took place was 
changed into a species of Pandemonium. All 
night long was heard curaee, groans and yells, 
smashing of furniture, breaking of windows, 
breaking of heads—a scene ot tumult ana 
disorder that could not be paralleled, if the 
in metre oi the madhoeaee in the country had 
been assembled. Jerry Donovan, a notorious 
rough about town, got into a fight with a 
German, whom he accused of standing in his 
Lght. A friend ol Donovan’s—one Simons- 
joined in the quarrel, when another German, 
it is stated, drew a butcher's knife and stabbed 
Simons in the bead laying it open. Not sat­
isfied with that, the same Donovan made » 
funoue onslaught upon Jehn Walsh, by tbow- 
>nx sundry bottles at his devoted bead,

Walsh retaliated by whippihg Donovan to 
his heart’s content. The fighting then be 
came general. Some were left bleeding on 
the floor, partly overcome with blows and 
partly with drink. No one attempted to 
quiet the turmoil, for the very few who were 
in a state of sobriety fled aghast from the 
scene of riot. Scarcely any one suceeded in 
getting to bed that nigjjf. The majority re 
(trained all in the bar room, plying themselves 
hard with hqubr, and the kind of night they 
passed together may easily be imagined.— 
Those who did get to bed were in a worse 
plight than those who sat up. Ladies chain 
berswere entered, and the wholu ol their 
clothes stolen, men were dragged out of bed 
and beaten, and. all their property taken from 
them. An attack was made upon the bar and 
everything io the shape of liquor drank. The 
rioters then visited other taverns, and behav- 
cd in the same manner, the police being we 
suppose powerless to resist them.

Farming ’Hull.

The <l Genesee Farmer” gives to the agri- 
culturists of the Upper Province credit for 
superiorly over the wheat growere of the 
Genesee Valley. It says:—

You may think it strange, bot I question if 
the best farmers in America are not to be 
found in Upper Canada. They beat ui m 
raising wheat; their barlev is certainly super­
ior .to ours in quality, and l think the same 
ie true of oats. In the cultivation of root 
crops we are nowhere. Don’t gel angry. 
We beat them in raising corn, and in all 
crops which partake rather of a commercial 
than a strictly agricultural character. We 
are willing to raise small crops if we can get 
lar^e profits : while a Canadian farmer, par 
taking largely of the Scotch and English 
conservative character, continues on in the 
even tenor t his way. He is not so con­
stantly looking for some easier method of 
earning a living. He is a farmer and his 
father was a ft;, mer before him, and he in 
tends to live and die a farmer. If the midge 
destroys his wheat, he does not, ss we did in 
this section,propose to torn the whole country 
into one grand pear and apple orchard. He 
looks ont for some variety that will ripen 
sufficiently early to escape the ravage» of the 
insect.

The entries ol wheat at the Provincial 
Show are three times more numerous than at 
our own State Fair, even when held in the 
centre of the wheat growing districts, and the 
number of people who crowd around the sam­
ples shows the interest which ia felt in Ute 
matter. The Diehl wheat attracted at ones 
the notice of Canadian farmeii, and one of 
their agricultural societies sent a delegation 
to Indiana to inquire into it» merits. They 
were so well pleased with it tbalthey perehae- 
ed 900 bushels for seed. Soak enterprise is 
commendable. No woodsr they best as at 
raising wheat.

An additional proof 
s that lumber in Albany, the great lumber 

market of the United States, has advanced 
$4 per M since it became evident that négo­
ciation for a new Reciprocity Treaty were a 
failure. This tact is, it is a law—the ap­
parent exceptions to which only prove the 
rule—that the consumer, not the producer, 
has to pay the duty; and though to the United 
States an increase of revenue, it is by its own 
eitieens and not by Canadians that thisreve0 
nuo is paid. We are very glad to, be able to 
record those facts concerning lumber, in 
order to. show to those timorous ones who 
prophesied ruin to Canada, as a consequence 
ot Ine abrogation of the Reciprocity Treaty, 
how little we are really depeudept on its con~ 
tinuance, and how remarkably well we can

Pittsburg Commercial.
A terrible accident occurred on the Penn­

sylvania railroad, on Wednesday night, near 
Larimer’s station, about 20 miles from this 
city. A stock and an oil tram, which left 
this city daring the afternoon, were detained 
on the track while some cars of a forward 
train were being fhifted. The Iront pert of 
the train was composed of stock care, next 
were several open trucks containing barrels 
ol oil. and in the tear of these was a “ ca­
boose " or emigrant car, in which were several 
drovers, owners of the live stock. While 
these men were seated around • red hot stove 
a third train came thundering eastward on 
the same track. One of the men happened 
to see the impending danger, and by almost 
superhuman efforts succeeded in breaking the 
fastening of a side window, and with two or 
three, others, escaped from the car ere it was 
struck by the locomotive of the train No 3. 
A terrible crash followed, la an instant the 
caboose was a wreck ; the care laden with oil 
were jammed ; barrels berated, and the oil 
flow in all directions. Unfortunately, one of 
the droVers, Mr. Edward Althause, of Read­
ing, had not escaped before the collision took 
place, and he was literally covered with oil, 
and his clothing thoroughly saturated. The 
oil took tire from the stove, and instantane­
ously the poor man was covered by a sheet 
of flames. In this condition he managed to 
leave the wreck, and as he walked on the 
[round the fire biased several feel above his 

As soon is he was discovered, a num­
ber ot persons conducted him to a creek close 
by (portions of hie burning clothes dropping 
from his body ae he movud,) and by immers­
ing him in the water the fire was extinguished. 
When taken Irom the stream Mr. Altbaus was 
entirely naked, and his body wn» found to be 
burned in a most shocking manner. He was 
taken to an hotel near where the accident 
occurred, and although medical assistance 
was rendered, he died on Friday last. The 
men who leaped from the car windows fell 
down an embankment a distance of borne 
twenty feet, and sustained severe injuries.— 
One of the number, a resident of Irancaster, 
named Emory, was injured so severely that 
he ha-1 to be sent to his home.

Great Explosion.
Harrisburuu, Feb. 27.—A terrific explo­

sion occurred lust evening, at the furnace of 
J. 4 S. H. Meilly,. Middleton, resulting in 
the complete destruction of tho iorirace, the 
death of five uten, aud the wounding of six 
others. Eight boilers were in the furnace, 
one was raised through the building, carried 
five hundred yards, and lodged in the Penn, 
sylvania canal, the other boilers were scat­
tered in varierai directions, some of them pas­
ting through houses and other buildings. 
A portion ef one boiler was hurled through a 
room in which two women wero lying sick, 
but missed them, The bridge over the Union 
Canal was carried away. Many of the dwel­
lings in the vicinity were more or less shat­
tered by the fragmedts, and the whole town 
shâkeu.

A HEW MILITIA MILL#

The Worldt Washington telegram enyej 
—The Senate military committee resolved at 
their meeting yesterday to report a hill to 
provlcie for the national defence by establish-' 
ngan active, uniform, national militia fore* 
throughout the United States. The first sec­
tion makes every able-bodied male person 
between twenty and forty years of age mb* 
ject te enrollment for militia dety. Th* 
second section exempts all of the executive 
and judicial officers of the government and 
all of the states members of bofo hotees of 
Congress, postmasters, pilot», marines, tele­
graph operators and all persons in charge of 
the mails. Section ten says there shall be 
organized in all of the state» one regiment of 
active volunteer militia for each Congresaion j 
al district. All officers of ibis active force 
are to be appointed by the governors of the 
states and territories, but the War Depart­
ment ia to furnish all r —!-------- *-i all arms, equipments, 
to said militia force. The Preside»! can 
order all or any Dart into service at any lime. 
The Lieuti-Geneial in order fomepre uni­
formity in the militia may cause inspection» 
to bo made from time to time.

2‘bey hud thus left it 
to Canada to legislate or not respecting a 
measure to be agreed upçf*i. There was no 
suborditiution whatever of our government 
to that of the Americans. [Cheers.] It 
would be a merely selfish man, however, who 
would stick on points of fuira respecting the 
management of sbeh important negotiations. 
The secouai point ou tbi charge that was 
hrdught against us was respecting, the excise 
duties of the two countries. Last August we 
dçdared llu^tho government were prepared 
to consider ^rith the A nerican government 
such an Htrangeuicut of the excise tax as 
would tend to prevent wriggling, and that 
was in effac^our proposition at Washington. 
The iutentiou was the devising of a mode 
whereby tlie largest amount of revenue could 
be secured to us as well as to them. We 
acted in » spirit of amity towards them to 
préveut the defrauding of the revenue, and 
the demoralisation of our people ou-the fron­
tier. All that we asked for at Washington 
was fair play, demanding no advantages in 
their markets that we were net willing to 
give them in oo s. Our position was not 
one of dependence on the States but cf 
equality with them [l,oud Cheers ] They met 
us iu the most kindly and courteous maimer 
and we parted with mutual respect. We had 
done our duty to our people in this respect. 
Referring to the charge that tu prop «sing 
to add ceriam articles to the free list it 
would give advantage to the Amerecons, Mr. 
GaJtsaid the proposal was made because our 
government had faith in the industry end 
enterprise and ability of Canada to compete- 
manufacturing and otherwise. (Cheers.) 
He repudiated indignantly the alleged inten­
tion to throw the negotiations in favor of the 
United States. Whatever ad ventages wu 
were prepared to allow, the States were also 
prepared to accoid Canadians and others. 
(Deafening cheers.) Referring to the attacks 
in the Globe ever since the departure of the 
commissioners for Washington, Mr. Gait 
sarcastically observed that Mr. Brown and 
the editor of the Globe were two distinct 
persons, and that Mr. Brown was quite 
incapable of giving any information to the 
Globe of any relations as to his colleagues. 
Tlie Globe, he said, had greatly misrepre­
sented Messrs. Howland and Galt on the 
affair. However, if it is to be u fact that 
interest and honor were sacrificed by the 
government policy, why did he (Mr. Brown.) 
agree to wait till Parliament opened before 
informing the country of matters which 
caused him to retire 7 It was not a fact.— 
He was not justified in resigning on certain 
grounds. (Cheers.) The time he would 
reply at length to Mr. Brown was when Par­
liament was open. The statement ilint we 
were offering great advantages to the States 
was of a nature to create ill feeling in ting, 
land. As to confederation being injured by 
our course on the negotiations, Premier 
Smith of New Brunswick, an anti confeder 
alienist, wud Attorney General Henry, of 
Nova Scotia, confederate, fully concurred 
with ui throughout. It could not be but 
that the loss of « market for half our produce 
wold be attended with'cor.siderable difficul­
ties and disturbance, but he hoped the United 
States would soon restore the trade to a sat­
isfactory footing. Mr. Galt defended ihe 
government iu opening and carrying on 
the negotiations for » renewal of the reci­
procity treaty, claiming that they had been 
ou the whole beneficial, nud that our liberal 
terms had connected public sentiment to a 
favoring of a renewal of the treaty. He 
said every mao in Canada was opposed to be 
continually depending oti the States, ana 
he advocated self reliance. (Cheers.) Their 
efforts had not been altogether unsuccessful. 
—They, the Americans, would see, he 
thought, that the cutting off a portion of 
their trade would entail heavier burdens on 
the people than would bd necessary, and 
leave us Iv consider how to deal with the.

No 2.
In our last we think we succeeded in 

showing that the present prosperity of 
Canada was not due entirely to tho Re­
ciprocity Treaty ; and in assuming such 
to be the fact, Mr. Derby went beyond 
the record. We now propose to bring un­
der your notice one or two points we are 
required to concede,m order that we mly 
obtain for one year, the extension of the 
Treaty, As of most importance, we shall 
first proceed to consider these demands 
which arc calculated to effect our indepen­
dence os a people; we allude to those in­
terfering with our excise and custom laws, 
and the demands made for the suppres­
sion of our free ports.

It has always been held and admitted 
both by politicians and historians, that 
when a nation assumed the right to inter­
fere in the internal regulations cf a neigh­
boring state, that the one so interfered 
with if it submitted to such interfèrent*, 
held towards the other the position of a 
semi-conquered people, and that its free 
action, as long as it admitted of such in­
terference was gone to prove that such is 
no overdrawn statement. We shall refer to 
the most celebrated cases to be found.

In the long war between England and 
Franco during the reign of the first Na­
poleon—that Emperor with a view to 
cripple England, issued what were called 
the Milan ard Berlin decrees. The effect 
of these measures was to confiscate all 
.English property held in any state over 
which Napoleon was able by his military 
successes to exercise an influence, and 
thus to render tra le with England im­
possible. The enforcement of these de­
crees probably inflicted a greater amount 
of misery io Europe than any other ,pf 
the numerous harsh measures of that 
fearful struggle. By treaty (we wonder 
if it was a reciprocity one 7) with A lea­
der the First, Napoleon succeeded iu im­
posing on Russia the acceptance of these 
laws or decrees, the losses and distress 
their working produced to the Bussians. a 
people who had seen nothing and felt 
nothing of the war, brought such a pres­
sure on the Court that Alexander was 
oblige! to yield to it, and permit the im­
portation of British manufactures and the 
export of such merchandize as his sub­
jects had to sell. This yielding, on the 
part of Alexander gave great offence to 
Napoleon, and led to the celebrated Rus­
sian campaign, the end of which was the 
overthrow of* Napoleon.

We may lake it as an axiom that if we 
once arc induced by our necessities to 
permit the interference and dictation of 
the United States in our affairs, we shall 
subjected to all the evils that would result 
to us from bolding the position towards 
them of a conquered nation. The present 
attempt by the United States based upon 
the belief that Reciprocity was to ns a 
necessary without which we could not 
subsist, was an effort to exercise an au­
thority that Great Britain has long since 
abandoned, and would if it had succeeded, 
brought us more directly under the au­
thority of the Government at Washing­
ton than wa are under that of London, 
and would have destroyed our indepen­
dence in the management of our own 
affairs.

Would any Canadian—any man of pro­
per self respect, have consented for the 
Reciprocity mess of Pottage, to abandon 
all the rights and privileges we have 
wrung from the Colonial Policy of Great 
Britain, and entail upon ouraelvw and 
our children a worse servit*! than that 
exacted by old Spain from the Colonies 
as from the manner in which the Eastern 
SUtes treat the Western, we ma/ form 
some idea how they would treat us.

Having said so much on the impolicy 
of permitting one nation to interfere with 
the laws and customs of another, and of

that while it is desirable for both parties 
to exoept from the sohedale the article^ of 
spirits, tobacco, augoç, molasses and costly 
fabrics ot silk, flax and wool, as iropor- 
taai sources of revenue, and while it is 
desirable to withdraw coal, lumber and 
barley and tho products of the fisheries 
from the free list, it may be politic to pro­
vide that these last products of each ooun 
try, and all others not epccully excepted, 
shall be subject to duties not exceeding 
fifteen per oent, or to duties as low aS 
those of Canada before the Reciprocity 
Treaty.’* How very mildly Mr. Darby 
pu ta it, " it would lijlds* trahie/’ no doubt 
very desirable that we should free all th.i 
manufactured goods of the United Stales 
i ront duty desirable for them; but whence 
is our revenue to cotpC.we cannot 
free tflfcir tnansfbcUnesf from dv 
those of Great Britain must follow as a 
matter of right, and tie suppose those of 
France of a like nature from a sense of 
justice and policy. Again, is the trade to 
be reciprocal, are we to have the right to 
send our goods in free ; for this is not a 
point m which Mr. Derby has favored u 
with information. We imagine we shall 
have claims to the effect that the goods 
must be wholly the manufacture of Cana­
da, and when we shall come to send our 
manufactures to thn. States, say stoves tor 
instance, we shall pfDbahly be met ‘

not contemplated or thought of at 
the making of Ihe old Rectproe 
Treaty, but dishonourably impel 
thereon by the United States, and 
they would regulate the amount of the 
fees chargeable for such certificates they 
might be rendered so onerous as to 
amount to a duty—this difficulty over 
another would be immediately mooted, 
and we shall be informed that Canada did 
not mine her own iron and that the pig 
iron from which the castings were made 
was originally imported from Britain and 
therefore Canada stores and other such 
manufactures coal! not be admitted un­
der the Treaty as they were not wholly 
the product and manufacture of Canada.

Silks, Ac., aa important sources of revenue 
are not to be free, we are graciously permit­
ted to tax them no matter bow high, tbe 
Tiigher the better, they are productions of 
Great Britain and France and therefore til 
objects for taxation.

is due to a simple absorption of these rays 
by the water, and wot to repeated reflections 
from the surface of an infinity of drops, a* 
has been supposed.

TH# Oldest Baa la me World.

Joseph Crele, who was probably the oldest 
nun in Bte world, died in Caledonia a little 
town in Wisconsin, on the 27tb of January 
last, at tlie age of 141 years. Twice three 
wore and ten years may be called a npe old 
age. He attained an a-jc greater by twenty 
years than that enjoyed by the next oldest 
man of modern times, Jean Claude Jacob, 
* member of the French National Assembly, 
who was catted the “ l>sn of the human 
species,w aud who' died at on age of 121. 
This man bore 'arms at Braddock's defeat of 
Packenham at New Orleans, venerable when 
Taylor whipped Santa Anna at Buena Vista 
and yet was not too old to rejoice when Lee 
su- -udered to Grant.

Joseph Crele was bom of French parents, 
in what is now Detioit, but which was then 
only an Indian trading station in 1723. The 
record of bis babtivm in the Catholic church 

. m that citv establishes this fact beyond a 
doubt, lu was a resident of Wisconsin lor 
about a century, and was the “ oldest citi 
sen ” in that state beyond dispute. When­
ever the *• oldct citizen ” was alluded t«*, 
every Wisconson'uu declared Joseph Crele 
was the man meant, lie was first married iu 
New Orleans in 1755, after having grown to 
be a batcheior of 30. A few years after bis 
marnage be settled at Prairie du Chien, while 
Wis:onsin was yet a province of France. 
Before the revolutionary war he was employ­
ed to carry letters between Prairie du Chian 
and Green Bay. A few years ago lie was 
railed as a witness in the Circuit Court of 
Wisconsin, in a case involving a title to cer­
tain real estate at Prairie du Chien, to give 
testimony in relation to events that trfcuspit 
ed 80 years before, and many years before 
the litigants wore dreamt of. In person he 
was rather above the medium bight, spare :o 
flesh; bat showing evidences of having being 
in his prime—a century or so before—a iu&u 
of senewjr strength.

Ice boat regattas are quite frequent on the 
Hudson this winter. A mile a minute is 
common speed with thorn, and one boat re­
cently made eight miles in •“ven minutes. 
This speed may seem incredible, but there is 
aé-reason why an ice boat should not run 
with the velocity of the wind. It is a trian­
gular platform, one angle forming the bow, 
and the other angles the stern. At each angle 
X skate iron is inserted and made fast on which 
a glides when in motion. At the middle of 
the stern another similar iron is placed vesting 
otikthe ice as do the others,but this one moves 
upon a pivot which passes up through the 
platform to which the tiller is attached, aud 
this forms the rudder. This fourth iron pro* 
jects below the boat a little further than the 
others, so that the boat does Lot rest on all 
four at anytime, but is thrown,a littlo to one 
aide or the other,according to the wind. This 
.also enables the t udder to guide the boat. A 
mast carrying a large sail is erected near the 
forward angle of the boat arid as a counter­
poise to this the seat for the passengers is 
placed quite at the stem, running frtfci one 
angle across to the other.
