THE LATE AARON B. McWrLriAms. —
With deep regret we this week chronicle
the demise of Aaron B. McWilliams, for
the past year and a half proprietor of
the Albion hotel of this town. Mr. Mc-
Williams was born in the township of
Burford, Brant County, and lived the
greater portion of his life in that town-
ship, as his father had done before him.
He had been a sucgessful farmer and
business man in his native section, and
was induced to come to Goderich in
1879, through the influence of relatives
residing here. After Mr. McWilliams
assumed control of the ‘‘Albion,” that
hotel gradually became very popular with
the travelling community, who were al-
ways sure of courtesy and consideration
at the hands of the proprietor and his
assistonts. The circumstances of the
disastrous fire at the ‘‘Albion,” and the
subsequent death of Mr. McWilliams’
younger son from diphtheria, are fresh in
the minds of the readers of THE SiGNAL
and we need not here recount them.
After the death of his little boy, and
during the illness of his other children,
Mr. McWilliams was stricken with diph-
theria, and although everything was
done that medical skill could do te save
his life, his constitution had been so
undermined that he succumbed on Tues-
day last. The deceased was well known
and highly rospected in this section,
being of an honorable and upright nature,
and of sound business principles.
He leaves a wife §nd two children, to
whom he was devotedly attached, and a
large circle of relatives and friends to
mourn his loss. The body was followed
to the G. T. R. station by the Goderich
and Maitland Lodges of A. F. and A.
M., on Thursday morning last, whence it
was transported to Burford cemetery,
near Brantford, where sleep those of his

The Flames in Crabb'’s Block—Catheart's

“nozzle.”” A spectator was lighting his
pipe at the door of Butler's billiard hall
when Robinson descended so suddenly,
and hispipe was put outinavery summary
manner by .eoﬁilion with a full head of
water from the wriggling branch. By
his time the fire had worked its way be-
tween the partitions to the . third story,
and a long ladder had to be procured so
as to enable the branchmen to follow.

The fire is believed to have originated
in a small room or closet, used by Geo.

The Gevernment's Promises and Practice,

On the motion to go into supply, Mr.
Blake rose to move an amendment. In
doing so0 he spoke of the professions of
the present Government prior to the last

Now, we find
the taxes levied to be $17,000,000 on cus-

expenditure has been increased largely,
notwithstanding the professions of the
Government, and.this point was stated
by Mr. Blake, in an able manner, when

he submitted his motion, as follows:

That the word “that” to the end of

‘‘The leaders of the present Government,
during the general election of 1878, de-
clared that if restored to power they
would readjust but not increase the
tariff; that in 1870 they so increased the
tariff that the average rate of taxatien
has been raised, according to the trade
and navigation returns, from '14.03 per
ceat. in 1877-78 to 19.70 per cent. in
1879-80, or by over 40 per cent; that the
reason given for this departure from
their election pledges was that the in-
crease was required in order to balance
the public revenue and expenditure; that
the Government estimates the expendi-
ture for the current year at $26,673,000,
being $2,070,000in excess of the expen-
diture for the year, and $4,297, in
excess of the expenditure for 1877-78;

Governor of the Province of Ontario.

1. That the said Wilmet Richard

Squier was when appointed to the said
oftice, and he has ever since continued
to be so embarrassed financially as to
render his retention of the said office
improper in the public interests. Among
others to whom he was and is largel
ihdebted are Daniel McDonald, Cler!
of the said County Court, the estate of
Wharton Hodgson, , formerly
a Bailiff of the Fifth Division Court, in
the said County of Huron. James A.
Benson, a practising Attorney in the
said County; R. Carswell, who sold him
the law library which he uses; R. Hay
& Co., who luiplied him with the fur-
niture in the house which he occupies.
John Kay who supplied him with car-
pets for the said house; Stovel & Arm-
strong, his tailors; Broadfoot & Box,
furniture dealers; Daniel Gordon, fur-
niture dealer and many others.

Tt is probable,
however, that the needles of those peo-
ple who lived in very ancient times had
no eyes, as instruments of bone, which
were most likely used for this purpose,
are found in the caves that were inhabit-
od by ancient people of France,and the
aeedles of ancient Egypt, which are de-
seribed as being of bronze, do mnot ap-
pear to have been made with eyes. Some
writers are of the opinion that in “place

The
process of hardening needles was for
many years accomplished by casting
them, while red hot, into cold water.
By this means a large proportion of them
became crooked, and the services of a
large number of workmen were required
to straighten them. In 1840 the® sub-
stitution of oil for water took place, and
as this caused a large number of the
workmen to be thrown out of employ-
ment, a riot took place at Reddich, and
the introducer of the oil process was
driven out of town. The machinery for
making needles has now been brought to
such a state of perfection that, from the
cail of steel wire to the finished needle,
the machines used perform their various
operations in a manner that may be
said to be almost automatic.
