Disastrous Fire in Western Ontario City—Loss is Esti 
mated $750,000—Several Hundred People Thrown 

Out of Employment— No One Injured.
Resistance Offered when

NE HAT MAN G. T. P. Steel Head Penetrates First
' Tunnel in the Mountain Division(CENSE INSPECTOR

London, Ont., Nov. 3.—The. most 
devastating fire in a quarter of a 
century completely destroyed a sec­
tion of the business district of this 
city this morning. Tlfie , loss is 
roughly estimated at three-quarters, 
of a million dollars. Several hum 
dred people are thrown out of em­
ployment.

At six o’clock six places were 
burned out: The Purdon Hardware 
Co., J .H. Chapman & Co., Kings- 
mill’s dry goods store, Brewsters &, 
Hoorn, and Corbett & Co.

Shortly before four o’clock a squad 
of night policemen were returning to j 
the station to be relieved after their 
night’s work. On reaching there 
they smelled smoke, but could see no 
trace of fire. It seemed but an in­
stant when the whole interior of the 
Chapman store was a seething fur­
nace. The flames were shooting 
clear across the street . when the 
firemen arrived, when the streams 
were turned on the blaze in very 
quick order. In a few minutes the 
fire got into Kingsimll’s dry goods 
store, and in an incredible short 
time this place also was in flames.

Firemen .Were in constant danger 
of falling walls, but no one was seri­
ously injured.

Gunpowder Removed.
Fire Chief Aiken remembered that 

in the basement of the Purdon Hard­
ware Company, at the rear, on Cart-

and oils stored, and 'lie sent some of 
his men down to bring the stuff out. 
This was done, and that source of 
danger gone they then set themselves 
to the task of conquering the blaze, 
which had now reached the propor­
tions of an inferno.

Shortly after that the wind, which 
had been strong, died down and the 
flames began to show signs of lessen­
ing In intensity.

Quick to 
seize the opportunity, they poured 
thé big streams into the midst of the 
■blSjfce and their work began to tell.

Fire Fn(1er Control at 8 a.m.
At eight o’clock nothing remained 

but a mass of smouldering ruins. 
Chapman’s, Kingsmill’s, Mares & 
Brewster’s were completely rased, 
Homme’s store was gutted, scarcely a 
vistage of their large stocks remain­
ing. The front part of the building 
remained in tact. The same was 
practically true of the Purdon Hard­
ware Company. The loss was com­
plete in both places.

The fire was exceedingly spectacu­
lar. The flames reached an enor­
mous height, the flimsy dry goods and 
other light material furnishing ex­
cellent material for the fire god. 
There were many narrow escapes, 
hue fortunately no person was seri­
ously injured. The falling walls 
were a continuous menace to the 
fir aim eh.

Toronto, Nov. %—E. W. Jacksco-, of 
the meteorological observatory, be-, 
lieves that the use of the proposed 
Hudson’s Bay route tc Europe for the 
transportation of western wheat is be­
set with serious obstacles.

Halifax Conservatives Honor R. L, 
Borden end Cabinet Ministers—A 
Love Feast of the Victors—-Biggest 
Function of Kind Ever Held in 
Nova Scotian City.

Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King Declares 
lower Tariff is a Fundamental 
Principle of the Liberal Party— 
Predicts Brief Term of Office lor 
Borden.

Toronto, Oct. 31.—That the Liberal 
party has not dropped the policy of 
reciprocity with the United States -in 
its platform for Federal purposes was 
dearly indicated by Hon. . W. L. 
MacKenzie King in his inaugural ad­
dress as president of the General Re­
form Association, at the annual meet­
ing here today.

Mr. King lamented the rejection of 
the reciprocity agreement on Septem­
ber 21, for he held that it would have 
meant money for the farmers, lower 
prices for consumers and closer 
friendship with the republic.

“The Conservatives must take the 
responsibility for its rejection,” said 
the ex-Minister of Labor. “We, as 
Liberals, must keep close to this 
fundamental principle. It is a thing 
for wihich we have always fought and 
which it seems to me -will commend 
itself to the people.”

Difficulties Ahesftl of Borden.
Mr. King predicted that the Borden 

government would meet with diffi­
culties and that thé Liberals would 
soon return to office. Turning to 
provincial affairs, Mr. King said that 
the Whitney government was becom­
ing too much of an oligarchy and

Halifax, Nov. 2—The banquet in 
honor of R. L. Borden in this city to­
night, given by the Conservatives of 
Halifax and of the province of Nova 
Scotia was the biggest function of the 
kind ever seen here. There were three 
toasts, The King, Mr. Borden, and 
members of Mr. Borden’s cabinet.

The Premier in replying t-o the toast 
in his honor referred to the battles 
that his party had unsuccessfully 
waged in the past and the victory of 
last September.

New York, Nov. 2—Fresh from his 
cross-continent tour of 13,000 miles

The canal, he de­
clared. would double the efficiency of 
the navy and from that time, one 
battleship à year might suffice to 
keep the American navy in the fore-

Paris, Nov. 2- *A sensation has been 
caused in Paris by the proposal made 
by Prof. Etchegoyen, a distinguished 
scientist, who declares that France 
ought to lose no time in converting 
the Sahara desert into an inland sea. 
The plan has ueen suggested before, 
but never in so detailed and convinc­
ing a manner.

Prof. Etchegoyen points out that 
about a quarter of the whole desert is 
below the sea level and that a canal 
to the north coast of Africa some 
fiftj- miles long, which would not pre­
sent any great mechanical difficulties, 
is all that is required to- create a sea 
about half the size of the Mediter­
ranean. ' **

The consequences of this engineer­
ing work, he declares, would be gigan­
tic. All the arid regions now sur­
rounding the desert and those parts of 
the Sahara which are above the level 
of the sea would be rendered as fer­
tile as Europe, since the present ster­
ility is no fault of the soil, but caused 

I solely by lack of water. Millions of 
human beings could thus support 
themselves in comfort, who now iead 
a miserable existence on the verge of 
starvation.

Great New Colony for France.
A great new colony, it is stat.-d, 

could be added to France’s posses­
sions, of which the political and eco­
nomic importance cannot be exag­
gerated. A fleet of steamers would 
navigate the Sea of Sahara, the depth 
of which would vary from ten to 
sixty fathoms, and produce a flour­
ishing traffic between Algeria and 
French West Africa.

The most remarkable result of all, 
i: is- added, would be the alteration ‘ «f 
the climate of the whole of Northern 
Africa, lowering its temperature to 
that of Natal and thus enhancing Its 
value as a colony for Europeans.

Might Alter European Climate.

The finest lake I have seen in the 
northwest,” was the wày Dr. Sisley, 
of Calgary, a member of the Dominion 
Government Fisheries Commission, 
described Cold Lake to a Bulletin re­
porter. The lake is situated on the 
boundary of Alberta and Saskatche- 
Avai about 160 miles north of Vegre- 
vil'Ie.

Dr. Sisley is registered at the King 
Edward He tel and has just returned 
from a ten day trip in which he in- 
\ estigated the fish resources of Cold 
Lake and Primrose Lake, a larger 
sheet of water farther north, also sit­
uated on the boundary of the two pro­
vinces.

“It is a beautiful sheet of water,” 
continued Dr. Sisley, "and in the years 
to come, when the country becomes 
mere opened up and the entrance cf 
the railways materializes, Cold Lake 
will Jump into prominence as an ide.il 
summer and tourists’ resort.”

Has Great Resources.
The fisheries expert gave a glowing 

account of the resources and possibili­
ties of Ccld Lake. In extent it is 
twenty-eight miles long by twenty 
miles wide. Its cool depths teem 
with all kinds ’of fish of great com­
mercial value. It abounds with a 
remarkably fine species of salmon 
trout much the same as are found in 
Lake Superior.. These frequently at­
tain a weight of sixty pounds. Ail 
kinds of game fowl abound in Die 
neighborhood, making a veritable 
sportsman's paradise.

In addition to its fish and game re­
sources ,the lake cannot be overlooked 
as a future summer resort. Its banks 
are béautifully fringed with trees. 
Fine sandy shores encircle it while the 
water is very clear and cold, reaching 
a créât depth in many places.

Four Children in One Family in
Nova Scotia Succumb to Strange Malady.

Halifax, Oct. 31—A distressing ahd fatal epidemic has occurred N 
in the family of James Gibson, near Annapolis. Of his six children, four 
have died during the last week apparently from paralysis. Their 
ages range from sixteen tc« twenty-six. There had been several cases 
ot infantile paralysis. The symptoms at first in the Gibson family were 
chills and headache, followed by paralysis of the limbs. The first 
death was a soil of 23, thén a girl of 17, and a son of 18 died. Today 
the fourth child died. Yesterday in pathetic tones he asked the doctor: 
"Am J to go too?”

Those left of the family are in a terrible state. The undertaker 
came today and rolled up the body of the last victim, putting it in a 
coffin fpr burial without further cerejnony. The doctors say ti e dis­
ease resembles more the epidemic of cerebro spinal meningitis in its 
fatality, but the symptoms in most respects are more like those of in­
fantile paralysis that has become more prevalènt each year, but in no 
outbreak has the death rate been so great as in this instance. A quar­
antine has been established.

SMALLPOX IN QUEBEC.

With Advent of Cold Weather Mild 
Outbreak Reported.

Montreal, Nov. 2.—It was stated at 
the provincial health office today that 
as usual with the arrival of cold 
.weather, smallpox cases were becom­
ing more numerous an.d that the en­
forcement of vaccination laws would 
be strictly carried on. A large num­
ber of cases have been reported by 
municipalities through the province, 
although in the cities cases are 
scarce. The provincial authorities 
will endeavor to stamp out the dis­
ease before it becomes epidemic. 
Dr. Pell iter, secretary of the provin­
cial -board, stated today that if Mayor 
CWarlier. of Aylmer, had been quot­
ed correctly as saying that he did not 
believe smallpox - contagious, he - was 
a dangerous man, and a public, nuis­
ance, and that he was flying in the 
lace of Science and experience.

THE BY-ELECTIONS.
Conservative candidates were elect­

ed in the four provincial by-elections 
on Tuesday. In none of the ridings 
was the vote large, indicating that the 
people have had rather more politics 
in recent months than they could take 
with relish. As usual, the advantage 
in this lack of general interest ’ay 
with those who wero “agin’ the gov­
ernment,” for under such circum­
stances the supporters of a govern­
ment are more likely to remain at 
home than those who want to help 
toward a change of government. It 
is the man whose party is cut and 
who wants it to get in who turns out 
ti vote every time a chance is given 
him. The fact that the Liberals in 
the recent Federal elections swept the 
western country tended to produce 
lack of interest and over-confidence 
among the members of that party 
rather than the contrary sentiinewtsr 
and in that way to undermine the 
party’s chances of success.

The Opposition had the advantage 
of impetus derived from the recent 
victory of their party in Federal af­
fairs. Contrary to general expecta­
tions that party last month rose in a 
da: from the condition of a badly-ce- 
moralized and apparently badly-led 
opposition to a position of dominance 
and power. This fact could not be 
without encouragement to the memb­
ers of the same party who in this 
Province have been fighting an up­
hill battle under worse leadership.

Peace River Crossing—The Peace 

river is a mighty stream which for 
ages has been flowing steadily in its 
trough-like valley and with its tribu­
taries has been draining an extensive 
basin even from the western side of 
the mountains till it joins the Slave 
river near Lake Athabasca. For cen­
turies this basin has been the home­
land of the trappers and the redskin. 
The adventurous fur traders long 
since floated their canoes and barges 
on the peaceful waters of the Peace 
or in the winter drove their dog trains 
on the snow-covered ice.

The Grande Prairie and the Spirit 
River settlement are located in the 
Peace River basin though some dist­
ance from the river itself. The sur­
plus rainfall from Grande Prairie 
eventually drains into the Big Smoky 
river, which joins the mighty Peace 
near Peace River Crossing, when the 
two troughs become one.

' The Great Waterway.
The Peace River is navigable from 

the canyon above Hudson’s Hope, 
down past Fort St. John, B.C., Dun- 
vegan, Alta., Peace River Crossing to 
Fort Vermilion and beyond to the 
rapids above the Chutes. From below

Better still, think of these products 
on a transcontinental connecting the 
east with the west through the Peace 
River basin and across the Rockies 
at a pass so low that the Pe^ce and 
its tributaries , have been flowing 
through for ages.

Four hundred miles c.f railway, be­
tween Fort Churchill and the east end 
of Lake' Athabaska, will connect the 
Hudson Bay route with the vast wat­
erways of the Peace and the Macken­
zie. A few hundred mi!§s of railway 
may some day connect the G. T. P. 
from Prince Rupert with Hudson’s 
Hope and in that way complete a 
link of transportation binding the 
commerce of the world.

Bears and Beavers at Dunvegan.
Crossing the Peace River on the 

Dunvegan ferry, the Bulletin corres­
pondent visited the new settlements 
along the north of the Peace as -far as 
the ferry at Peace River Crossing. 
The district visited north of the Peace 
is only a fraction of the northern por­
tion of the big basin of the River of 
Peace. But this district includes the 
present agricultural settlement of the 
Upper Peace except away down 
stream near Vermilion.

At the Hudson Bay Co. trading post

there is likely first to be a town on the 
I south side where now there is nothing 
but bush.

The deep trough of the Peace is an 
obstacle in railway building. There 
are two solutions to the problem. A 
high level bridge from bank to bank 
about 700 feet above water level, or 
a corresponding descent and ascent 
to the lower levels, possibly even to 
the waterfront to connect with ’.he 
great navigable waterway.. The de­
scent and ascent might be accomplish­
ed by running down on a side hill cut 
then crossing and climbing up by a 
side hill cut or a coulee on the other 
side. Islands in midstream assist the 
solution by furnishing foundations foi* 
bridge piers. Tributary coulees on 
opposite sides of the main trough as 
at Dunvegan appear to the novice to

sibly can. To their faint-hearted 
neighbors they say go in peace.

The trail to the Peaceland is long 
and the journey arduous, so the faint­
hearted should stop before they start. 
But the old-timers and new settlors 
welcome the courageous pioneer who 
will go north, face the difficulties of 
trail and climate and win out at last 
by doing his share in developing this 
comer of Western Canada’s agricul­
tural empire.

It costs money to settle in the 
Penceland; money for the long jour­
ney; money for the scrip or the sup- 
pi' :s for the homesteader. It is hard­
ly yet the place for the poor man with 
only $10 to make his entry at the 
1 ind office. It is safer for the new 
settler to be prepared to stand hard 
iuck at the start. Any who are net 
prepared tci face difficulties had better 
not go to the Peaceland. They will 
progress better elsewhere and the 
Peaceland will be better without any 
quitters or grumblers.

One of the chief difficulties of the 
new settler is the procuring of farm 
machinery which has to be imported 
by himself and bought fer cash or its 
equivalent. The bulk of settlers’ build­
ing hardware has also had to be im- 
pc rted at an additional cost of from 
5 cents to 8 cents per pound freight 
rate. It is the same with fence wire. 
In time, however, a sufficient supply at 
a moderate price may be availably fc«r 
the settlers in, Peaceland.

Travelling Difficult Then.
At Burnt River some new settlers on 

the west side were hustling with the 
erection of buildings and doing de­
velopment work which indicated their 
satisfaction with their location.

Across the little stream is the.Mc- 
Corrister farm and here was met 
Henry McCorfleter an old-timer whose

winter and this summer have been 
exceptionally cold periods.

I years.
Drive From Banff to Peace.

R. B. Kerr, from Maple Creek, went 
on the train to Banff. There he 
bought a team and prairie schooner 
and drove overland to Athbasca Land­
ing, about 800 miles. He left Banff 
on July 1st, arrived at Edmonton on 
July 11th; at Grouard on August 4th, 
and at Peace River Crossing on Aug­
ust 14th. His *>hoto was taken by the 
Bulletin correspondent near Carson#, 
on August 16 th.

From Athabasca Landing he shipped 
his freight via steamer to Grouard, 
but one team hauled the wagon, with 
feed and camp outfit, along the north 
shore trail from Athabasca Landing, 
north of the river and lake, to Grou­
ard, where he got his freight and 
travelled on to the Peace River. The 
north shore trail is so bad that he 
would not take a wagon over it again 
under any consideration. For life is 
too short and time too precious to 
spend on a road like that. From 
Grouard to Peace River Crossing the 
trail is \-ery bad in wet weather.

Mr. Kerr had visited the Peace 
four years ago, but now he has come

damming the depression where the 
springs are located, and a pipe line 
laid down the 800 feet high to a town 
of the future located on the Peace 
River flat.

Irrigating the Peace Flats.
An irrigation ditch-£has been dug 

alongside the stream and water thus 
conveyed in a small open ditch to the 
Carson barnyard, where it is used 
for domestic use, for watering tihe 
live stock and for supplying the 
steam,engine. In dyy seasons the 
water is run in irrigation ditches to 
water the crops. But he has not 
found it necessary every year.

Mr. Carson also operates , a flour 
mill, with a capacity of 150 pounds 
an hour. It is, run 'by a steam en­
gine, burning' wood, and the same 
engine is used for threshing, grinding 
grain, cutting , jweod and making 
shingles.

Cattle and hogs have done well. 
In one fall he killed 70 hogs and 
cured bacon for the local trade. He 
has a herd of 20 head of cattle. The 
fat steers are sold as beef and are 
never stabled. A four year old 
dressed 1,060 Olbs., and a three year 
old dressed 858 lbs. These lived on 
straw piles and native grasses, and 
many similar or perhaps heavier ani-

1 For a few years, till the prairie 
sod is turned over, there may be a 
little danger in the uplands with 
frozen wheat is sown late. Winter 
wheat should be a success, for there 
is snow all winter in the country 
north-east ot Dunvegan.

Barley can be raised almost any­
where. Oats, too, have been raised 
on the uplands without damage from 
frost.

‘Mr. McCorrister now has ten acres 
of wheat on the river flat, near 
Brick’s, and it is a good crop of well- 
matured grain.

Alexander and Henry G. McCor­
rister are located at Burnt River and 
have a garden this year, but are do­
ing breaking for next year’s crop. 
In 1912 they expect to have ten 
acres of crop.

Room for New Settlers.
At Griffin Creek a new settler was 

found digging a well on his new 
homestead. The whole family 
seemed to have happier faces than 
when met last May at a mud-hole on 
the trail to Athabasca Landing. The 
anxious, worried look seen on the 
trail was gone. The healthy, happy 
children said: “Hetre will be our 
house. The well is there in the 
bluff.”

“Did jrou come so far to 
land ?”

“Oh, no; we have 200 acres of 
prairie on the other side of that 
bluff.”

Leaving the family to their home 
building, the correspondent mounted 
his saddle pony, called to his pack 
pony and rode on across the creek 
over the prairie, through the peavine, 
around the bluffs, and at least strik­
ing the trail again followed it along 
across several dry creeks. A flock of 
prairie chickens wandered near the 
trail and two of them were shot and 
hung on the saddle. The chickens 
and a few hawks were the only sign 
of life. Acres of grass, but no cattle 
nor grain fields were seen. Here is 
room for the settlers of the years to 
follow.

No water was found near the trail, 
so camp was not made at the creeks. 
They are only wet weather creeks 
and here, evidently, the weather had 
not been wet enough, though the grass 
had a good growth.

The disappointed ponies jogged 
along past the creeks, but freshened 
as the trail 'began to follow a coulee 
and descend towards the river. It 
was past sunset. Descending into 
the valley the northern twilight was 
enadowed by the, steep hills/ but the 
river was seen flowing along the val­
ley. The trail led through gates, 
a crops a. fenced field, past a patch of 
grain and later past some 'shacks.

But the directions had stated that 
the Carson home had a shingled roof, 
so along the valley the rider travel­
led, intending to camp at Carson’s.

The Csrmp Outfit Comes Handy.
A herd of cattle were pasturing on 

the peavine of the bluffs near a corner 
of the trail. At last the trail crossed 
a little ditch with running water. But 
the saddle pony refused to cross, for 
it was camp time. It was too dark 
to see any shingled roof. There was 
pasture on the hillside and water to 
cook the chickens, so the ponies were 
.unsaddled near a fence corner and one 
tethered to a bush, while the other 
was hobbled.

A long top rail was swung out from 
a corner. The bed was made on the 
ground, with the saddle placed for a 
pillow. Then the tent was tied to 
the top rail for a ridge pole, with the 
sides tied to broken rails found lying 
on the ground near the fence. Camp 
was made without cutting a stick.
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at a low level.

The fact cf these coulees no douot 
decided the location of the old time 
Indian trail and later the establish­
ment of the Hudson Bay post at Dun­
vegan.

A resident of the Peace River dis*/ 
trict states that there are three pos­
sible railway crossings of the Peace 
River. One at Dunvegan, where two 
coulees are opposite, one at Burnt 
River, where two rivers join the Peace 
from opposite banks, and another at 
Bald Hill, where there is a group of 
slands suitable for piers for a bridge. 
But by a railway crossing the Peace 
near Peace River Crossing it would 
avoid crossing the deep valley of the 
Smoky River.

The writer travelled on a saddle 
pony with a pack pony following be- 
hihd up the hill north of Dunvegan 
and along the trail to Peace River 
Crossing. Visits were paid to the 
settlers en route to study the actual 
conditions and note the progress of 
the agricultural development in the 
land north of the River cf Peace. The 
stories as told by the actual settlers 
will be published later and in this a 
few general observations of the Peace 
land.
North of Dunvegan on the Uplands.

Above Dunvegan after a few miles 
journey the land is more open prairie 
and here there appears to be plenty 
of room for settlers. A few settlers 
here located around the waterhole.

While riding along the trail east of 
the water hole a fine stretch of open 
prairie was seen to the north with 
only a few patches of breaking.

At last the pony was turned towards 
one c»f these homesteads. It was 
learned that a string of settlers were 
located along the north edge of this 
prairie so the tent was pitched for the 
night beside a hay stack almost 
sxvarming with grasshoppers. The 
next day one pony was left on a picket ■ 
and the correspondent rede back, v’s- 
ttmg a string of several settlers and 
noted their progressive development.
In a few years steam or gasoline plows 
will be turning the flowers of this 
pretty prairie unside down under a 
grain field. A hospitable settler •un­
hitched his oxen, turned them out to 
glass and the ccrrespctodent had din­
ner in a sod shack. In the afternoon 
oilier settlers were visited but a rain­
storm shortened the intended tour. Af­
ter donning the slicker and mounting 
the saddle the pony was started home­
wards towards the tent by the hay 
stack, where the other pony rested cn 
a picket rope.

Having travelled eti the G. T. P. 
trsin from Edmonton to Edson and 
c' ev the Edson trail, across the Grand 
Prairie and north beyond the Peace 
pony Polly now appears to be content 
to trust its rider and fellows his guid­
ance without any desire to run ba;k 
to Edmonton.

But on this bloudy evening with : 
only a dim brightness showing in the 
northwest the rider trusted the pony 
which when retracing the route too* 
a short cut across this prairie passing 
close to only two of the six places vis- 
iced that afternoon, but

the Chutes down to Chippewyan on 
Lake Athabaska steamers ply on down 
to Fort Smith on the Slave River and 
also back up from Chippewyan to Fort 
Me Murray. From Chippewyan steam­
ers also go across Lake Athabaska to 
Fend du Lac. Below the Chutes near 
Point Providence the river runs over 
a limestone ledge spreading out to a 
great width and causing a shallow 
in low water.

From Fort Smith there is a portage 
cf 16 miles past rapids on the Sla/e 
river. From below these rapids 
stëamèré can riln tp the Arctic ocean 
arcund Alaska, through Behring 
Straits and around the world. Whale 
boats winter at Herschel Island at +he 
mouth of the Mackenzie river.
Only 20 Miles Rapids to Liverpool.
This makes practically less than 20 

miles of rapids between the Rocky 
Mountain canyon above Hudson’s 
Hope and the steamship navigation

at Dunvegan on the flats along the 
Peace is an excellent garden and a 
fine grain field. While staying here 
but a few days several parties were 
interviewed who had travelled from 
Fort Gecrge down the current of the 
Peace and its tributary streams to 
Dunvegan. Accounts of these have 
been recorded in other stories.

While at Dunvegan the Bulletin 
correspondent went with a native to 
bring home a bear which the native 
had shot in a berry patch. Each 
mounted on a pony we rode along t.'ie 
river bank to the hill-top west of the 
creek. From jlhe high hill a fine 
photograph was taken of what m^y 
be a future railway crossing of the 
Peace! and -the site of a future city, 
where now a few Beaver Indians were 
camped on the hill above the Hudson 
Bay Co. trading post.

Came to Pca*ee 41 Years Ago.
Henry McCorrister says >he came to 

the Peace River couhtry, 41 years ago, 
when the country was a wilderness 
and lousy with game. In 1870 he 
wintered at Vermilion and went to 
Dunvegan first in 1871, and since 1872 
he has been around the country round 
about Dunvegân.

He was in the service of the H.B. 
Co. till 1886 and off and on since then. 
There was nothing done in the way of 
agriculture except around the Hudson 
Bay ports and the mission. Buffalo 
had disappeared before he came, but 
moose, bear, martin and fisher were 
plentiful when first be came to this 
country.

Mr. McCorrister and Rev. Brick 
were the pioneer farmers of the 
Peace River. In 1884 and 1885 
Rev. Brick was located at Old Wives 
Lake and Mr. MJcCorrister alongside. 
In 1886 McCorrister went to five 
miles beyond Spirit River and took 
charge of the Hudson Bay ranch at 
Spirit River, which was laten handled 
by Charles Bremner. After leaving 
Spirit River, Mr. McCorrister located 
again alongside of Rev. Brick, on the 
Peace, River flats. There he- started 
raising grain.

He was at Dunvegan when Charles 
Bremner, of Spirit River, first came 
to the countr/ and tells a good story 
on Mr. Bremner.

It was then the custom for the 
Hudson Bay employees to get their 
daily rations. Bremper and his 
partner came, each carrying a 
handle of a big dish pan to get their 
rations. Two pounds of flour were 
dumped on the centre of the bottom 
of the pan.

Bremner exclaimed: “Hoot! mon; 
and is that all the noo.” The clerk 
pushed a hunk of dried moosemeat to­
wards the pan and said this is the 
rest. Bremner then picked up the 
dried meat and looked at its closely, 
saying: “Hoot! mon, and what is that 
noo.”

“It is your rations,” said the clerk.
But Bremner replied, “This is a 

piece of old leather, mon.”
In 1879 railway explorers visited 

Dunvegan and spent over a iqonth

Productions and Transportation.
The future possibilities of the Peace 

River basin are tremendous and al­
most beyond present conception.

On the south side of the Peace river 
at Peace River Crossing therê are two 
trading posts. The Hudson Bay Co. 
post was established here long ago. 
Revillons started a trading post and 
later brought out the northern posts 
of Bredin and Cornwall. The Dominion 
Government telegraph line now ends 
here but is being extended on towards 
Grande Prairie. A telephone line con­
nects four business places. The church 
of England has a large log church

seed grain and has been sowing from 
that ever since. American Banner 
oats have yielded well and ripened 
early. He has grown a couple of 
acres of timothy with success, but 
wild grasses grow so abundantly that 
tame grasses are hardly worth while.

The Carson farm is on the flat of 
the Peace River, near where a creek 
empties into the Peace. This creek 
has a capacity of 300 cubic• feet per 
minute, end to the river it descends 
600 or 800 feet in two and a half 
miles from its source at some springs. 
It never varies in volume the year 
around, for the springs never .freeze 
even in the coldest winter.

Grain at Dunvegan in 1876.
At Dunvegan is an old fanning mill„ 

which was made in 1880 »by Henry 
McCorrister and Miller, the black­
smith. The grain was threshed by a 
flail and before this had been winnow­
ed by the wind.

About 1876 a three-pound can of 
seed grain, imported by Facto# Mc- 
Dougal, was sown at Dunvegan by 
McCorrister. It was harrowed by a, 
hand rake and sown by hand, but the 
three pounds of seed yielded 70 lbs. of 
ripe grain, which was used for seed, 
the next year. He has never seen a 
crop failure on the flats since, except 
in a dry year.

Smoky and its trib­
utaries could be floated dbwh that river 
to its junction with the Peace and 
there sawn into lumbér for a market in 
the settlements anywhere along the 
waterway. .As the demand increases 
here would be a supply of material 
for houses and business places of the 
new settlements soon to spread over 
the Peaceland and there could be a 
boat building industry similar or great- 
than •that now existing at Athabasca 
Landing.

Natural gas is a future probability 
foi* it is now found escaping at certain 
points along the river banks in the 
vicinity of the crossing. At Tar Is­
land, twenty-five miles below the Cros­
sing tar oozes and for years# back it 
has been gathered by the natives and 
the traders and used to pitch their 
boats.

Indications of coal are found along 
the Peace River. Goal from the South 
Burnt River used to • be used in ; the 
forge at Dunvegan even in the early 
days. Indications of coal were found 
by Prof: Macoun in the seventies on 
the north sidé of the Peace just above 
the Big Island.

Water power çoulçl he developed by 
■damming the valley of the Heart river 
on the powerful Snÿqjty in. its deep 
trough along any of the valleys. The 
crossing already has the telegraph and 
telephone and some day wfm the de­
velopment of this' power it^may have 
electric light ar even an electric rail­
way around its scenic hills possibly 
even to Lesser Slave Lake, connecting 
with the waterways of the Athabasca.

A gravity waterworks system could 
be installed drawing its supply from 
the Heart. A dam 400 feet long be­
tween rocks could farm a beautiful 
lake out of the valley of the Heart.

* and at the same time be a source of 
power and water supply.

H. B. Steamer Peace River.
The Steamer Peace River is operated 

by the Hudson Bay Co. from the canon 
near the Rocky Mountains about 600 
miles do^yn stream to the chutes bel.ow 
Vermilion. It1 is Ja stern wheel steam­
er, 120 feet long by 22 feet beam, pro­
pelled by a 120 h.p. steam engine, 
"burning wood procured along the shore 
It draws from three to four feet and in 
average water has no difficulty in navi­
gation.

The current flows from 4 to 5 1-2 
miles per hour so the Steamer Peace 
Rifvçr only 'aver9^^. four miles an 
hour up stream, but speeds down at 
from 12 to 18 miles per hour, accord­
ing to the state of the wajer. Once 

- last year it left Pe.ace River Crossing 
and went down • to Fort Vermilion in 
less than a day., Upon arrival there 
the captain hoisted a couple of brooms 
to the masthead as a sign that he had 
swept the Peace.

17 Bears in Bérry Patch.
The steamer’s crew consists of Capt. 

Gullion, Pilot Showan, two pursers, an 
engineer and the . deckhands. It is 
equipped with cabins and staterooms, 
waterworks and sewers, and passeng 
era can travel on it in comfort enjoy! 
ing the scenery of the Peace River 
Valley with its hills often .700 feet 
high. They see a moose or a bear on 
every trip, and upon a recent trip saw 
a bunch of 17 bear in a short space of 
twenty minutes. That must have been 
a good berry patch. k

The steamer St. Charles under- Capt. 
Smith, operates on Peace River from 
Vermilion to Hudson’s Hope. It is 
owned by the Hudson Hope and Ver- 
milion Transportation- Company, of 
which Lambert Lyiyi is general man­
ager. A new steamer of larger capa­
city will be built foi* next year’s traf­
fic. The machines for it is already at 
Edmonton and preparations are being 
made for a heavy traffic next year.

A New Extensive Merehantilc Co.
The Peace River Trading and Land 

Company. Limited, has been organized 
by a group of English capitalists who 
are establishing general stores, saw 
mills, grist mills, ranches and farms 
throughout the district of the Peace 
River. A line of steamers will be op­
erated next summer upon the Peace 
River.

" Fred S. Lawrence, a well-known re­
sident bf Vermilion, who is vice-presi­
dent of the company, is well àcqûaint- 
ed with the needs of the new settlers. 
The general stores purpose carrying 
a good stock of general merchandise, 
with a hardware and implement de­
partment.

Ranches and farms are already in 
operation at Vermilion, under the man­
agement of Sheridan Lawrence. Other 
farms „ will be established also at 
Beaver Creek, Graflde Prairie and .the 
Mud River.

Stores will be opened at Fort Ver­
milion under the management of Fred 
Jirick, at Peace River Crossing under

the management of P. H. Godsell, at 
Shaftsbury settlement on the Grande 
Prairie near Beaver Lodge Post Office, 
at Grouard, under J. Hearns, and als.o 
ra store and- shipping, warehouse at 
Athabasca Landing. -r; .

Saw mills will be- established .at 
Grouard and at some point on the 
Grande Prairie. Grist millà will be 
established at Vermilion, Shaftsbury 
Settlement and^ on thé Grande Prairie.

Timbers have already been cut for 
a steamer to be built this winter at 
Peace River Crossing. The niachinery 
is being shipped this fall from Ed­
monton and 50,000 lbs of merchadise 
has already arrived at the Vermilion 
store. Tons of other supplies are al­
ready on the Northern Tanspotation 
Company’s route between Athabasca 
Landing and Leaser Slave„Lake.

In order to facilitate ^he speedy 
shipment of supplies, y or It boats have 
been procured for the shipment of-the 
freight from Mirror Landing to Grou­

pa rd/ These york boats will be loaded 
with about 8,000 pounds of freight and 
rowed across Lesser Slave Lake with 
native crews after the fashion of the 
olden times.

This may result in this new com­
pany installing a steamship line of 
th^ir own from Athabasca .Landing to 
Grouard.

Sites have been purchased for the 
various stores some of which are. al­
ready under construction.

Peace Wheat Won Prize in 1S7G
In 1876 at the Philadelphia Centen­

nial Exhibition, wheat grown at 300 
miles north of Peace River Crossing 
took first prize in competition with the 
wheat of tho world.

By adopting scientific methods of 
farming or by growing fall, wheat it 
will be possible. tp‘ grdw grain in the 
extensive Peace, River' Valley for many 
hundred miles north. The danger of 
frost will di'sàppèai* as ntore of, the soil 
is cultivated as has ' been the history 
in Man-i&q$j& and ail -ne w ;conntries.

Agriculture North b£; Fenee.
In the agricultural . settlements 

around Fort Vermilion en- both sides 
of the Reace River ajid àlqng Boyer 
Creek;last year there was' threshed 
38,000 bushels of wheal and-5G00 bush­
els of oats and some barley. Consider­
able breaking was done last year and 
this year’s crop will be a much larger 
total for the last word frorrt-Yermilion 
says that the prospects were good for, 
191-1 harvest. This year still more 
breaking lias been done sp the crop, 
acreage of .1912 will be still larger 
again.

According to the scale on the. maps 
of the R. N. W. M. P., Fort Vermilion 
is 250 fhiles north of Edmonton. The 
above x^-op statistics speak for them­
selves in regard to the Peaceland.

Flour Mills in the Northland
The Hudson Bay Company have an 

up-to-date 35-lb roller flour mill at 
which the wheat of Fort Vermilion is 
ground lïfto Rôtit of tW grattés.- Strong- 
bakers and Norther Light. The pro­
duct goes to supply the fur trading 
posts down stream in the Northland

Sheridan Lawrence also has a small 
flour mill which turns out flour for the 
local fur trade.

There are three saw mills with 
planing and shingle mills attached, 
opeated by the Hudson Bay Company. 
Sheridan Lawrence and the R. C. Mis- 
sio.n. The settlers around Vermilion 
are going in for mixed farming and 
have herds of cattle, hogs and horses. 
Poultry raising, and dairying have not 
yet developed beyond the local demand.

Further details of -Vermilion settle­
ment are not given because the Bulle­
tin correspondent w^S. unable to visit 
that northern agricultural settlement.

The Smoky—Peace—Heart.
The Peace River at Peace River 

Crossing is crossed now by a ferry the 
cable far whjch is 1760 .feet fj*om tbw- 
er t® tojwer. Some day railway may 
descend the valley of the Heart river 
into - thb town and cross the Peace on 
a big bridge, whose piérs could rest on 
one of the islands near the town.

From the hill tops around a magni­
ficent view is obtained of the junctmn 
of the Smoky, with the Peace. This 
view is considered by many travellers 
to be one of the finest in Western 
Canada.

Should a railway touch the Peace at 
this crossing there will be one of the 
most picturesque towns and tourists 
will come from far to see scenic beau­
ties at the junction of the Smoky— 
Peace- -Heart.

Overwhelming- Force of Turks and 
Arabs Making Repeated Attacks—

Desert With Searchlights.

Malta, Nov. 3—The Italian^ battled 
desperately yesterday to hold the city 
of Tripoli against the overwhelming 
army of Turks and Arabs. The Italian 
War fleet, under Admiral Aubrey, 
which is anchored off the city of Tri­
poli, is supporting the defense by 
hurling shells into the desert, where 
the forces are massed south of the 
city. The silence of the Italian gov­
ernment relative to the reports from 
Cc nstantinople and Tripoli that the 
Turks are steadily gaining is regarded 
here as highly significant. It is evi­
dent from the tone of the dispatches 
that the fighting about the city is ot 
a desperate character the Turks and 
natives showing great .daring and 
courage.

The Italians - are now cooped up in 
the city and are menaced by lack of 
drinking water, as the supply comes 
from outside the city’s walls. The 
only Italian success so far recorded is 
the capture of two light field guns 
Crura the Turks and Arabs. The 
searchlights of the Italian warships 
arc kept - playing constantly over the 
desert; east, west and south of the 
city at night to prevent a surprise 
atta ck.

Italians Strengthening Fleet.
Frankfort, Germany, Nov. 2—The 

Frankfurter Zeitung’s Milan corres-' 
pendent says that the Italians are; 
strengthening their aefive fleet with 
ships-from the reserves.

London, Nov. 1—Paris and Berlin 
newspapers today are filled with re­
ports of a big defeat of the Italian 
troops in Tripoli. These reports are 
based [perhaps, on a despatch from 
Constantinople which stated that the 
Italians had met with a great disaster, 
7,000 men being killed and 5,000 pris­
oners taken.

Official telegrams from an authori­
tative Italian source received in Lou­
don this afternoon state that the news 
of Turkish origin sent out from Berlin 
and Vienna in regard to the defeats 
of the Italians in Tripoli is without 
foundation. , The stcries, it is stated, 
were sent- out on the last day of the 
month for financial reasons.

. A telegram from General Cane -a, 
the commander in chief of the Italian 
forces In Tripoli, sent at 9.30 *h!s 
morning and received at Rome, says 
there is no variation in the situation, 
save that 800 more Arabs have been 
made prisoners. He declared ab- 
selutély the stories that the Italians 
have been massacring the Arabs In 
masses were untrue. He says the 
Italians simply cleared the women, 
children and others from the danger 
zone and demolished buildings that 
haa been lurking places for their op­
ponents.

Deny Cruelties.
Rome, Nov. 1—The reports whi2h 

have been spread in foreign countries 
that the Italian troops at Tripoli have 
practiced extreme cruelty in the war 
against the Turks and Arab women 
and children, the aged and infirm and 
non-combatants have caused intense 
indignation throughout Italy. These1 
reports have already been officially 
denied, but Premier Giolittl took oc­
casion to emphasize the denial and 
tc make a statement in behalf of the 
government and nation.

“If any reproach is admissible,” he 
said, “that can only be on account 
of excess of humanitarianism. We 
have perhaps through exaggerated 
scruples, spared the lives and property 
of the enemy and in- doing so have 
exposed ourselves to grave risks. This 
factor we have been pleased to do 
to prove, that we are civilized and 
human. Perhaps what is the bounty 
ot the strong may be judged as weak­
ness.

"Our soldiers, trained in the school 
of loyalty and accustomed to the up­
rightness of the Abyssiniens, who ire 
open enemies or steadfast friend, did 
he-: expect that the Arabs .after they 
had sworn fealiy and received grain 
and flour and other concessions, would 
tieacherously break their oaths and 
traitoriously turn their arms upon the 
wounded.. Among the heroic uead 
ir.any were barbarously killed by the 
enemy after they had fallen gravely 
wounded.

"He who as-erts that the Italian 
soldier would offend woman or child 
shows ignorance of our country and 
race.

OLYMPIC IS BLAMED.

Naval Court Finds White Star Liner 
is Entirely at Fault.

New York, Oct. 31.—The British 
Naval Court of Inquiry on the col­
lision between the White Star liner 
Olympic and the British cruiser 
Hawke, on ’ September 20, has com­
pletely exonerated the Hawke and 
placed the blame on the liner, ac­
cording to dispatches received by 
shipping men here. The British 
Naval Court of inquiry is entirely 
private, and its results are not offi­
cially made public. The advices 
which reach this city were obtained, 
it Is said, through Board of Trade 
officials.

The report as received here says 
that under the navigation laws the 
cruiser was passing up the Solent and 
had the right of way. Tne liner 
thus became the overtaking ship and 
s found to have forced the cruiser 
over toward the shoals at the edge 
of the narrow fair way.

READY FOR ROTATION

Session of Legislature to "bfe Held This 
Month in the New Parliament 
Buildings—Premier Sifton Has Net 
Yet Announced Date of Convening 
of House.

Premier Sifton and two members of 

his cabinet, the Hon. Duncan Marshal 
and the Hon. C. R. Mitchei, have now 
returned to Edmonton from the south.

From the haste that is being made 
ir. preparing the legislative chamber 
in the new parliament buildings for 
occupation it is evident that no delay 
in the opening of the session is con­
templated.

“We could have the legislative 
chamber ready for occupation tomor­
row if necessary,” said Structural En­
gineer Chalmers to the Bulletin yes­
terday when asked how soon the 
chamber would be completed. An in­
spection of the chamber reveals the 
fact that it is nc/w practically in readi­
ness for occupation. All the plaster­
ing work has been done from the 'ofty 
barrel-vaulted roof to the floor, and 
the spacious room, with its tall pillars 
and encircling, galleries, presents a 
stately appearance.

FOLSTROM THREATENED

Prosecution Calls First Witness.
’ -Hubert, a rodman employed

His testimony 
was in substance that Folstrom and 
Backman, on -the evening in question, 
appeared to have been drinking, this 
being especially true of Backman. 
Folstrom, however, seemed to be be­
wildered.

The witness recalled that inside the 
tent Backman Was throwing things 
around and acting generally in a dis­
orderly manner. The Finlanders 
talked in their own language and the 
witness did not understand what they 
said, but their words led to Jjlows, 
for Folstrom struck Backman in. the 
mouth, knocking fhe latter down.

Coming With An Axe.
Aubert testified that he and Fol­

strom then left the tent, followed by 
Backman. Folstrom said; "Hurry 
up; Backman is coming with an axe.” 
They went to the tent occupied by 
Engineer Cummings, with whom Au­
bert was employed. WhHe Aubert 
and Folstrom were in the tent, Back- 
man was walking Up and down the 
G.T.P. track, carrying something in 
his hand with which he occasionally 
hit the steel and made sparks fly. 
Presently Folstrom went outside and 
called to Baekimap. * They got to­
gether and started off towards their 
tent.

Half an hour later, Aubert heard of 
the shooting.

still on the Witness stand. Through 
the aid of an interpreter, Hill re­
counted the whole affair that resulted 
in Backman’s death. While he was 
summoned by the prosecution, hfs evi­
dence Was inclined to be favorabble to 
the defence. fie told of Backman’s 
threatening attitude in his final 
trouble with Folstrom and of the 
axe incident, indicating that Folstrom 
acted In the defensive largely.

Entwistle, ' was the next witness, 
investigated the alleged crime on the 
morning after the shooting and found 
seven empty shells lying 1 together 
betjveen the ties and just outside the 
steel of the railroad track, from 
which point the shots were fired into 
the tent, a short distance away. 
Martin identified _ the rifle and bullet 
used in ending Backman’s life. 
Folstrom Testifies In His Own Behalf.

Going on the witness stand in his 
own behalf, Folstrom testified that 
he feared Backman. but had no in­
tention of killing him. Thinking, 
perhaps he might be able to scare 
Packman, the accused said he went to 
his tent, got his rifle and fired a num­
ber of shots in the air, as he be­
lieved, from a point about forty 
feet away. He could not see the' 
tent, nor Backman. but heard, the 
latter’s voice. Folstrom thought 
Backman was- following him.

After the shooting. Folstrom re­
membered that he went to a tent oc­
cupied by a SWede, borrowed a candle 
and returned to his own tent, where 
he found Backman lying on the 
ground, His first impression was 
that Backman had become exhausted 
from his drunken frenzy and fallen 
into a stupor. Folstrom declared 
that he bore no malice towards Back- 
man and intended to try and smooth 
matters over with him.

Folstrom was the last witness, and 
at two o’clock Mr. Robertson began 
his address to the jury, summing up 
for tjie defence. He âsked for a 
verdict of acquittal ’on the ground 
that it was a justifiable homicide and 
that the death of Backman was due 
to an accident.

Crown Prosecutor Oogswell, in his 
closing address to the jury, contend­
ed that Foljtrom w^s responsible to 
some extent for conditions in the 
construction camp that night, as it 
was he who went to Entwistle. 
bought two galions of alcohol, and 
brought it back, knowing full well 
that Backman was a dangerous man 
when under the influence of liquor. 
Besides, thçre wgs no question that

The question whether cir not a per­
son renting a room or rooms is a 
tenant and therefore entitled to the 
franchise given by the city charter 
to tenants, is the subject of a report 
from the city solicitor, prepared at the 
request of City Assessor MacMillan.

It would appear that the question 
“Who is a tenant?” is one which has 
arisen many times in the courts and 
is by no means as simple as the aver­
age layman would think. The diffi­
culty arises in determining the differ­
ence between a tenant and a lodger. 
Of the many efforts which have been 
made to define a tenant one cele­
brated British judge is quoted by 
City Solicitor Bciwn as saying: "I have 
been quite unable, so far as I am 
concerned, to frame an exhaustive de­
finition. Some judges have tried lo 
do so and, in my opinion, they have 
failed.”

Hinges on Control Exercised.
Stripped of all nice legal distinc­

tions it would seem that the ques­
tion hinges on the measure of control 
exercised by the landlord over the 
lodger or tenant. The occupant of 
a mansion or a “two by four” abacs, 
Who pays rent and enjoys the right to 
kick his landlord off the premises if 
he comès uninvited, is a tenant. The 
occupant of one room or a suite of 
rooms at high or low rental, whose 
use of the premises is in any way con­
trolled by the owner, is a lodger. A 
porter in a lodge, a student or pro­
fessor in a residential college, a luna­
tic in an insane asylum, a house sur­
geon in a hospital or a "ycang man 
in the Y.M.C.A. residence—ail these 
would appear to be lodgers. A per­
son renting a suite of rooms in an 
apartment block, and exercising in 
the premises so occupied the right of 
control exercised by the person rent­
ing a private house, would appear tq 
be a tenant.

A Definition.
One of the judges quoted by Mr. 

Bown puts the matter thus: "Where 
the owner of a house takes in a per­
son to reside in part of it, though 
such person has the exclusive posses­
sion of the rooms appropriated to him

TRAIN WRECK IN AUSTRALIA

FATAL WRECK ON THE 
C. & E. NEAR CROSSFIELD

Fireman of Midnight Passenger Train 
to Edmonton Killed and Engineer 
Severely Scalded—An Open Switch 
Cause of the Accident,

Calgary, Nov. 1—When it ran into 
an open switch at Wessex, five miles 
north of Crossfield this morning about 
2.30 o’clock, the express that left here 
at midnight for Edmonton collided 
with a south-bcund freight and fire­
man Tom Currie, Calgary, of the pas­
senger, was killed, while Engineer 
J. Houston ,of the same engine, wAs 
severely scalded and J. Carson, bag­
gageman, and a brakeman named 
Parsons were injured, all members cf 
the crew were Calgary men. None 
of the passengers were injured, al­
though some of them sustained a 
shaking up.

The north-bound night express for 
Edmonton was scheduled to pass the 
south-bound freight at Wessex this 
morning. The passenger was running, 
well on time and when the siding wus 
reeched .the freight was there side­
tracked, waiting to proceed after the 
passenger had gone north.

Expecting that all was set in readi­
ness for his train, the engineer of the 
passenger was steaming right ahead, 
but when a few yards from, the en­
trance to the siding, he noticed tint" 
the switch was open. Applying the 
emergency brakes, he stuck to his 
post and made every effort to stop his 
train. It was too late, however, and 
taking the siding the passenger crash­
ed into the freight.
