They were bound
with thin muslin and kept on' until
they dried, when a new portion was
applied until' the inflammation was
drawn out. Cranberries reduce in-
flammation; theéy are almost as if
cooked from the absorbed heat, but
they do not act as would a poultice.

To make pear conserve wash the
peel of one lemon and one orange,
cook' until tender, turn off the water.

Tariff Reformers
Are Delighted.

LONDON, To-Day.

The result of the Canadian General
Election has put great heart into the
Tariff Reform movement here, and it
has: been received by the Unionist
newspapers and Unionists generally
with enthusiasm. Fred Smith, Un-
ionist M.P., says Canada's example
will be an immense encouragement to
Tariff Reformers here, while Lord de
Rroke declares with delight that Can-
ada has not forgotten the Old Coun-
try. Bonar Law, Unionist, believes
the result of the election will hasten
the triumph of Imperial Conference.
According to Amery, journalist, the
election is the most important and
decisive event since the South Afri-
can War. He declares C(anada has,
given a lead which England must
follow. Peel, a leader of the Tariff
Reform Party, says the Canadians
have defeated the American con-
spiracy to absorb their couhtry and
that Imperial Reciprocity is now cer-
tain. Sir Max Aitken declares that
time alone can make clear the far-
reaching significance of the victory by
which Canada has set the seal on a
new brand of Imperial Unity. Vis-
count Bidley says the door, bolted and
barred by Asquith, has been flung
open again by Canada. Tariff Re-
formers will work with renewed vig-
or and with certainty of success. The
Daily Telegraph thinks it will be a
long time before the statesmen of the
States or of Canada propose another
Reciprocity Conference.

Trouble Between
Italy and Turkey.

PARIS, To-day.
Advices from Rome say the entire
naval force is ready in case of emer-
gency for a conflict with Turkey, if
the Ottoman Government refuses 1o

give consent for an Italian Protector-
ate over Tripoli. The Italian plan, ac-
cording to these advices, embraces
the bombardment of Tripoli simultan-
eously with a military expedition of
20,000 -soldiers to block the Turkish
coast along the Adriatic Sea and to
operate in Macedonia, Siniai, Arabia.

Italians living in these countries.
Efforts are being made to induce Tur-
key to come to an amicable agreement
for insuring Italy's preponderating
influence over Tripoli. Italy being
willing to go to the-extent of leaving
Tripoli under the Sovereignity of the
Sultan. It is understood that Germany
and Austria are supporting this plan
and that France and [Italy stand
ready in case of acceptance to fur-
nish an indemity to Turkey. The dis-
patch adds that the Tarante has been
proclaimed in a state of siege.

“I'made an examination of the
Beck's Cove storm outfall and found
that it was partly
mouth by the sand thrown.up by the
undertow. The sand had. banked up.
against the bulkhead -to_within two
feet of its top on each side of the
outfall pipe. There is an open chan-
nel through the side .ten feet wide
under the public lavatory. The ve-
locity of the sewer current helps to
keep this channel clear, but when the
sewer is tide-locked at its mouth, and
partly, blocked with the sand shifted
by the undertow, the sewer becomes
‘over-charged.” During rain
storms the water backs up in it and
'usc:nws through any branches that
are connected to it. I have on many
occasions reported that the
coves were being gradually silted up.
In each coves there is

personal observation I can state posi-
tively that since the year 1890 some
of the coves have been silted up to
an elevation of four feet above the
ievel at that time.

We app)'da(‘h him cau-
tiously and ‘with fear when he is in
power, while we address him as Jack
or Dan just as soon as he fails 10
scrape up sufficient votes to elect
him. His relatives get smaller also
and fall back in the great throng
known as the General Public.  But
yet, if when he occupied the high po-
sition he didn’'t get swelled and kept
his head, there remains a silent re-
spect for him, and there are hopes
that some fine day he may get anothe:

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The Move Towards
Sobriety.

“There are signs that some day we
may have a sober England,” writes
the Times im a leading -article; “not
one in which drunkenness is un-
known, but one in which it has ceas-
ed to be a social evil of the first or-
der; certainly one in which persons
proved to be unable to exercise con-
trol over themselves will not be free
to live lives of gross intemperance
and to rear children certain to follow
in the footsteps of their parents.

Decreasing Drunkenness.

“Difficulties and prejudices still
obstruct the path of reform. But
never was there more hope of over-
coming them than now. We do not
attach supreme importance to con-
victions for drunkenness as a test of
intemperance. Many causes affect
the figures; particularly changes in
regard to the administration of the
law by the police, who are sometimes
lax, sometimes active and rigorous.
Economic causes swell or contract
the figures. A period of high wages
or of frequent fluctuations in them
may fgJsify. the experience acquired
in other times. It is manifest that if
there be a decline in drunkenness it
is not universal. As to some com-
munities—for éxample, as to the
whole metropolitan area—the latest
figures are indicative of no improve-
ment. But, on the whole, in the
light of the recent returns as to con-
victions for drunkenness, it would
seem that this offence is somewhat
on the decrease.

Social and Moral Forces Winning.

“That convictions have diminished
from 63.69 per 10,000 persons in 1905
to 49.80 in 1910 probably means that
the forces, direct and indirect, social
and moral, in favour of sobriety are
winning slowly all along the line
One symptom of improvement is no-
table. There have been of late fewer
convictions of women than in former
years, and the decrease was in theil
case greater than in the case of men

“A fact which comes to light ip
every return is the large percentage
of those who have been repeatedly
convicted. About a fourth to a third
are known to have been convicted on¢
to five times, and about one-eighth ol
the whole six to fifty times. Many of
these persons; if.dealt with wisely,
ought to have been subject to the
operation of the Inebriates Acts. But.
as is luminously explained in the last
report of the inspector under these
Acts, they have a very limited scope
They do-not reach a large number of
persons who are totally incapable o
withstanding temptation, and who are
a nuisance to their friends and the
public. While about 2,000,000 per-
sons have been convicted sinee the
statute of 1898 became law, fewe:
than 3,000 persons have been con-
fined under the Inebriates Acts.

‘“‘Alcoholism does not check fer-
tility,” says the report. ‘On the con
trary, it seems rather to favour it.’
Dr. Branthwaite has brought to-
gether physiological and psychologi-
cal facts more cogent than am
amount of so-called temperance lit-
erature. Public Opinion is not ye!
educated up to the point of taking
as to such cases, the measures which
science and prudence dictate; yet i
is moving to recognition of the truth
that, if coercion of the liberty of the
competent is justifiable for certai
ends of the State, much stronger i:
the case for exercising control ove:
the feeble-minded, the habitually in
temperate, and all the many person’
incapable of self-control.

Controlling the Feeble-Minded.

“The psychologist and the studen
of mental disease had long accumu
lated a mass of facts as to the folly o
assuming that this class was respon
sible in the sense that it could b:
deterred by punishment or influencec
by reason. The Inebriates Acts hawe
done good, if only because they have
been the means of collecting furthe:

| evidence to prove that liberty foi

such persons means ruin to them
selves, misery to others, and a per-
petuation of their maladies.”

Plants Breaking
Eg_an Island.

The layman would gcarcely asso-
ciate great strength with so delicate
and fragile a thing as maidenhair
fern, yet if its roots have not suffici-
ent room they will break the pot in
which the plant grows. Blades of
grass will force the curbstones be-
tween which they spring up out of
their place, and in a single night a
crop of small mushrooms has been
known to lift a large stone.- Indeed,
plants are on record as having brok-
en the hardest rocks.

The island of Aldabra, to the north-
west of Madagascar, is becoming
smaller through the action’ of the
mangroves that grow along the foot
of the cliffs. - They eat their way into
the rock in all directions, and into
the gaps thus formed the waves
force their way. In time they will
probably reduce the island to pieces.
—Scientific American.

The followillg Hégulations in con-
nection with the’ Censtis are publish-
ed for general ifformation : —

1. The fathey: off a‘ family, if alive
and presént;. is: tHe® fropler authority
to give: inféfmation of’ b family; if
the father is dead or ab¥emtf then the
mother or person in: charge shall
speak- for him;

(a) Provided that any child over
sixtéen yeats of age objecting to be
classed in reéligion by the parent may
be permitted to name his or her re-
ligion to the Magistrate;

(b) That the wife, boarder or ser-
vant, or other person of full age pre-
sent in a house, may speak for them-
selves, and can have alterations made
by applying to the Court of Revision.

2. No person who has been con-
tinuously absent from Neéwfound-
land: for eighteen months immedi-
ately preceding the time of taking
the Census shall be included

taken to exclude (1) Any child who
is absent at school; and (2) Any head
of a family who is employed out of
the  Colony, but whoSe family con-
tinues to reside in the Colony.
3. Every person resident in the
Colony at the time the Census is be-
ing taken shall be included without
reference to the length of time dur-
ing which such person has resided
here. In other words, the name of
every actual -and bona fide residént
must be included.
