That the Confederation of Canada 
and Newyfoundland would do much 
for the developmentof both the Ancient 
Colony and of Labrador is the firm 
opinion of Dr. Wilfred T. Grenfell, of 
the Labrador Medical Mission, jvho is 
here to give a lecture in' the Windsor 
Hall on Saturday.

“In travelling through Canada,” 
said Dr. Grenfell to-day, “I have heard 
expressed on every side the wish that 
Newfoundland would come into the 
Canadian Confederation. Speaking as 

Newfoundlander—for I look on my­
self as a Newfoundlander now—I cor­
dially agree with the idea of eonfed- 
( ration, not only from the Imperial 
point of view, but because I believe 
it would make for the welfare and 
prosperity of both countries.

“But there is no denying the fact 
that a certain section of the New­
foundland people are totally apposed 
to coming into the Confederation. 
Mostly. I believe, they are the manu­
facturing classes, who are relatively 
small, and who believe that Confed­
eration with Canada would result in 
the ruin of their industries, which are 
now protected from Canadian com­
petition.

“Now what I suggest is this—that 
as Canada, so far as I can judge seems 
to lie of one mind in favor of Confed­
eration. it should be made the busi­
ness of someone to prepare statistical 
information such as would show New- 
oundlanders exactly what they would 

gain from Confederation, as against 
what, if anything, they would lose. 
\s far as the fishermen go. I believe 
that they would favor Confederation 
They have nothing to lose by it, but 
in the contrary, have, I think, a good 

deal to gain.

No Authoritative Statements.
"But there is the difficulty. There 

s no reading matter or authoritative 
tetements showing exactly what the 
ffect of Confederation would be. and 
n the absence of it, it is impossible to 
ague effectively for Confederation 

■xcept from a sentimental point of 
it w.
“Perhaps it might even be shown 

t the matter were worked out. that 
he manufacturers of Newfoundland 

would gain rather than lose by the 
taking down of the tariff wall be­
tween Canada and Newfoundland. I 
am told—but on this point I have no 
first hand information—that the price 
of staples is cheaper in Newfoundland 
than in Canada. If that is so. per­
haps the result of Confederation with 
Canada would be that Newfoundland 
would export to Canada the products 
if such manufactures as she has. in­
stead of importing them, and thus 
gain a wider market.

“Now on general grounds I think 
the result of coming into Confeder­
ation would be to give a great im­
petus to the development, of Labrador 
and Newfoundland. Going all through 
Western Canada I have seen immense 
works for the development of the na­
tural resources of the country. Now 
it stands to reason that a big people 
like the Canadians can finance and 
subsidize such works for the develop­
ment of natural resources of the 
country better than a small people 
like the Newfoundlanders.’*—Montreal 
Star, Feb. 12. '12. \

DUBLIN. April 23.
The Nationalist Convention assem­

bled to-day. under the Presidency of 
John Redmond. Their first act was 
to pnrs a resolution expressing sor­
row at the loss of the s.s. Titanic. 
Although the acceptance of the prin­
ciple of the Home Rule Bill was a 
foregone conclusion, there was plent' 
of enthusiasm among the delegates, 
and salvos of cheers broke out when 
the leader of the Party described 
the Home Rule Bill as the most satis­
factory measure ever offered to Ire­
land. Redmond declared that under 
it. Dublin Castle, with all its blood­
stained traditions, would disappear, 
and that the Irish would be a nation 
of fools not to accept a Bill which 
gave to Ireland immediate control of 
nine-tenths of tile Irish services and 
eventually the whole. The finance of 
the Rill was better than that of either 
of the two previous measures. Red­
mond concluded by moving a resolu­
tion accepting the Bill, which was 
seconded by the Lord Mayor of Cork 
and carried amid scent s of enthusi­
asm and the unfurling of the green 
flag.

The Express 
contends that ismay did nothing dis­
graceful, yet is aitacked as though 
he played the part of a shameful cow­
ard. The Daily News says : We have 
no intention of prejudicing the cash 
or imitating the hasty and often sav­
age verdicts pronounced in the States. 
All papers express satisfaction that 
l.ord Mersey has been appointed to 
preside at the enquiry, thereby en­
suring a thorough investigation. Lord 
Mersey has had a wide experience, of 
maritime affairs rs a former Presi­
dent of the Admiralty.

Be that their 
resolve and prayer. Could they doubt 
that it was the Will of God? Could 
they doubt that it was the duty of 
His Church on earth to set it for­
ward 1

Archbishop Glennon. of the Roman 
Catholic Church, has said: —

"The time was when men held their 
fellowmen in slavery. Such slavery 
has been abolished, but is it not pos­
sible that to-day a slavery more ex­
tensive has been inaugurated, not 
alone of the body but of the soul ? 
This slavery is the outcome of im­
moral and unsanitary surroundings 
which gradually render body and soul 
a slave of disease and vice. . . .

This prodigious 
movement of sentiment and compas­
sion is now very generally observed, 
and with ufidiscriminating admiration, 
but with a high degree of suspicion 
and criticism. What, it is asked, does 
this vast enterprise of Christian gen­
erosity in reality accomplish beyond 
the selfish satisfaction of the pions 
givers and the temporary protectior.

Per­
haps the "Daughters of. the Empire" 
might be influenced to control and 
direct it. and possibly could arrange 
to have it under the gracious auspices 
of His Excellency the Governor. Pos­
sibly. also, that genial and charitable 
body of good-natured souls—the curl­
ers. would take more than a casual 
interest in it. What say ye. ye knights 
of the "broom and stone"? I should 
suggest that the concert or entertain­
ment be held either in the Prince's or 
Curling Rinks, as these places, be­
sides being the most commodious, 
would probably be given gratis by 
the Directors.

ready maintained at St. Anthony. An 
alternative to this plan would be the 
stationing of a number of trained 
nurses along the coasts of the district. 
They could do an invaluable work as­
sisting the sick and educating the 
public generally in the essentials of 
healthy living. An important part of 
their duties would be the teaching of 
hygiene to classes in the public 
schools several times a week.

The plan of stationing a trained 
nurse at certain settlements had also 
the advantage of providing a medium 
whereby the undertaking could be 
made selfsupporting, in part at least. 
For a reasonable fee could be charged 
patients who are in a position to pay 
for professional services rendered 
them. The plan seems to us to be 
much more practical and beneficial 
than that of putting up and- main­
taining an expensive building in 
some favored locality.
