Food Prices
and Fretghts.

With the approach of a
third war-winter the col-
ony faces, in the short-
age of shipping, ‘high
freights and greatly advanced food
prices, a very serious situation in-
deed. It is not the first time it has
done this, but there are only too plain
indications that in the present in-
stance similar conditions elsewhere
will conspire to aggravate the hard-
ships that the country is beginning to
experience. It is impossible to  ig-
nore this, or the complaints that are
voiced on every side; and the fact that
many of them are not reasonable is
no argument against those -that are.
The whole situation needs to be con-
sidered carefully and such action as
i5' deemed necessary (and some ac-
tion is imperative) taken promptly and
with firmness.
" The first object of any such inquiry
should be to distinguish between
" ecauses that are external and unavoid-
able and causes that are local and
amenable to regulation. Thus the
primary explanation of the extreme
prices of food and other commodities
is of course to be found in their ad-
vance everywhere else, which is in
turn due to the abnormal conditions
that prevail—the shortage of labour,
lack of tonnage, congestion on rail-
roads, diversion of trade into new
and strange channels, and a dozen ot-
her things. To take an example, coal
costs to-day $12 a ton evem in New
York, while we believe flour, about
which there is so much agitation,,is
being sold here at less than it would
cost to replace it at the time of the
sale. Yet even this fact, in the latter
case, does not remove the other fact,
and certainly does-not explain it, that
_iery high profits are being ‘made on
flour at the expense of the consumer.
The argument, so often advanced, that
the dealer is entitled to this profit be-
cause he runs the risk of a corres-
ponding loss, is no justification, and
merely reveals how thoroughly specu-
lauve the whole business is. Cer-
tainly at present such a rigk is al-
most non-existent, for there is every
c¢hance in the world that the price
will continue to soar. And what ap-
- plies to flalr would seem to apply
~ with even greater cogency to oOther

“It is announced that the Dominion
Government will confer extensive au-
thority jon municipalities to enable
them to ‘deal with the problem of the
enhanced cost of living. Such au-
thority will include the power to in-
vestigate local conditions relative to
the cost of living and to institute pro-
secutions in all' cases where prices
are unreasonably advanced. The
government will also investigate cold
storage conditions to ascertain whe-
ther supplies are being hoarded with
a view to the inflation of prices. It is
the announced policy of the govern-
ment to eliminate thoroughly corners
and combines as .elements in the in-
creasing cost of the necessaries of life.
This poliey is to go into .effect im-
mediately, and will not be deferred
till Parliament meets,”

Coincidently with the advance of
food prices we are met with a rise of
freight rates that seems beyond rea-
son and without any justification. The
action of the Reid Newfoundland Co.
in raising its charges so enormously,
may possibly be due to necessities of
its own, but if so, we should be glad
to know what they are. It looks more
like an attempt to make the most out
of a situation unfortunate to everyone
but ship and railroad owners. If
this Company operated independently
and freely we should not criticise it,
but it does so under contract with the
Government, which is to say with the
people. If the terms of that contract
permit this action, the other contract-
ing party can, and will, insist on its
own rights and the rigorous perform-
ance of every one of those terms.
The Reid Newfoundland Company,
moreover, like many other concerns,
has made great profits out of the sale
of ships to the need of which the
greater part of the present distress-
ing situation is due. Thus not merely
is the country deprived of the best
means of transport, one of the most
important subject-matters of its ar-
rangement with the Company, and not
merely is that deprivation made a
source of proﬁt to the Company, but
the country is now further mulcted as
a direct result of the previous mulct-
ings. The answer to every protest in
this particular matter bhas been
that the needs of the Allies override
everything else. That may be true,
but the needs of the Allies should not
be the means of turning the loss of
the colony into a profit for individu-
als. If nothing else can be done, the
lead of Britain can be followed and
the glaring omission of a War Profits
Act, among the very first of the ex-
traordinary measures that should
have been adopted, repaired as soon

Agent far the Sun Life Insurance Co.,
in this city, was found in Bay 'Bulls
“Harbor this morning. It is aupposed
that he met his death through acci-
dental drowning, The circumstances
surrounding the affair are somewhat
mysterious.

Alex. Bryden. The exact theory is, so
far as can be ascertained, that Mr.
Bryden, while crosding the main
bridge at the bottom of Bay Bulls Hr.
fell over and was drowned. The belief
is also strongly expressed that the
drowning happened early in the after-
noon and the body was carried in on
the beach with the tide. It did not
show any signs of violence, there be-
ing only two scratches on his face
when found. The remains were wrap-
ped in a sail by Const. Fahey and
brought to town at noon and on arrival
were put in a casket by Undertaker
Martin and taken to the morgue to
await a post mortem examination. De-
ceased was about 50 years of age, dur-
ing 20 of which he was a most suc-
cessful and well known insurance
agent.

|l|| 75Gun Recalls Dreyfus
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Affair.

It Was the Centre of the Whole Crim-
inal Trial—Spy Tried to Sell Plans
—Piece of Paper Containing Essen-
tial Details of the Gun - Was the
Chief Evidence Against Alsatian
Officér—War Would Have Gone
Differently if Plot Succeeded.

It has been said that the 756 gun
saved France; and there have been
public celebrations in honor of this,
the most famous field gun that ever
vras invented, and the best. - With all
their wonderful efficiency and pre-
paredness the Germans have been un-
able to build a gun to match the 76,
although it is inconceivable that since
the war began the Germans have not
captured some specimens. There is a
legend to the effect that one of the se-
crets of the 75 is a little pin, which
the French gunners are sworn to re-
move when they see the capture of the
weapon is likely. Then the ‘whole me-
chanism falls to pieces, and when the
Germans reach it it is merely a heap
of wheels, bolts and cylinders which it
is impossible to reconstruct. The soul
of the French 76 is the hydraulic
brake, and this apparently the Ger-
mans have been unable to fathom.
This device makes it possible for the
gun to be fired again and again with-
out a new aim being taken after every
discharge. Ordinarily, as even the
uninitiated know, when a gun is fired
there is a recoil or “kick” which
changes the position of the weapon.
In the 75, however, the recoil is re-
ceived upon a set of springs, and the
aim remains the same. Therefore it is
possible to fire the 76 once every two
seconds. Therefore it has been possi-
tle for the French to defend Verdun
and to accomplish other miracles.

More than twenty years ago the
Germans were almost able to pene-
trate the secret of the hydraulic con-
trol, as is recalled in a long article
in Le Siecle by Gaston Rive, which
shows how this secret, kept inviolate
until this day, was involved in the
Dreyfus case. The Dreyfus case is 22
years old, and most of us have forgot-
ten the particulars of it, and recall
merely the central fact that Dreyfus
was convicted of having sold certain
French militdry secrets to Germany,
and that he was later honorably ac-
quitted, his old military honors re-
stored, and the Cross of the Legion of
Honor pinned upon him.' In the mean-
time he had been to Devil’s Island, and
'had suffered unspeakable;, almost un-
imaginable horrors. One of the se-
crets which Dreyfus was accused of
having tried to sell was that of the
hydraulic control of the 120 gun.
That brake or control had been so suc-
cessful that it was applied to the 75,
and when the first discovery was made
in the Dreyfus case, this secret was
about to be transferred to Germany.

FIALIANS WITHIN TWELVE MILES
OF TRIESTE.

-ROME, Nov. 4.

Additional points of vantage were
gained by the Italion armies on the
Carso plateau, south of Gorizia to-day
and to-night. General Caderna’s army
is within 12 miles of Trieste. The to-
tal number of prisoners has been in-
creased to over 8,600, 3,600 having

. been added to the 5,000 taken on

Thursday. More guns and great quan-
tities of arms and ammunition also fell
into the hands of the Italians. Yes-
terday’s operations alone, according to
Italian estimates, cost the Austrians
15,000 in killed and captured. The

out.

Continuing their offensive against
the Austro-Hungarian forces in the
Carso region, the Italians yesterday
advanced. in the direction of Vippaco
River for a distance of more than one
kilometre. During the day the Ital-
isns took 553 prisoners: New batter=
ies placed by Ehe Austrians maintained
an intense barrage of fire in Gorizia
throughout yesterday, says the official.

GERMANS FORCED TO WITHDRAW
FROM FORT VAUX.

With the French Army at Verdun,
Nov. 5. (From Staff Correspondent of
the Associated Press.)—French pa-
trols have penetrated far beyond Fort
Vaux into lines hitherto held by the
Germans, but were not able to get in
touch with the fofmer defenders. It
appears probable the Germans retired
their lines considerably to the rear of
their artillery, their positions being
untenable since the French drove
them from Douaumont after silencing
%0 of their Latteries. Military obser-
vers point out that the Germans were
forced to withdraw from Fort Vaux
within eight days after Douaumont
fell, whereas the French held Fort
Vaux four months after the Germans
had captured Douaumont. The same
ohservers regard the German claim
that they were preparing to withdraw
to stronger lines before.the battle of
Dcuaumont, as untenable, unless the
Germans. are ready to admit their
withdrawal was one of the most un-
successful operations of the campaign,
as it cost them more than 6,000 pris-
orers and the annihilation of twenty-
two battalions. Signs that the Ger-
mans are preparing for a counter-
stroke are entirely lacking.

ALONG THE SOMME FRONT.

PARIS, Nov. 5.
“There was intermittent cannonading
alcng the Somme front and in the re-
gion of Fort Vaux and Fort Douau-
mont, north of Verdun last night, the
war office announced to-day.
