Two Men over the Falls at Ottawa.
The full particulars of the frighful ac­

cident at the Big Kettle,Chaudière Falls, 
Ottawa, on Wednesday, are : In order to 
facilitate the construction of the great 
dam, above the Big Kettle, it had been 
found necessary to build a coffer dam a 
little further up the stream, wh'ch, when 
the greater dam was completed, was of 
no further use, and was loft to be carried 
away by high water. The two ur’ortu- 
nate men who were employed ir oüild- 
ing the dam applied for and obtained 
permission to remove it. and to appro­
priate ,the timbers 1'or their own use. 
They were strongly advised, however, 
not to undertake its removal. They ap 
plied yesterday morning to Mr. Abbott 
for a boat to carry out their designs, but 
were refused, and again advised to have 
nothing to do with it. They then went 
and borrowed a bark canoe and went to 
commence operation. They had been at 
work for a few minutes only when the 
frail boat upset. Both men held on to 
the boat, but were unable to right. The 
unhappy men, with the boat, were car­
ried down the stream towards the Big 
Kettle, about 600 yards distant. Just 
before they reached it they were obser­
ved by ahftut 30 men at the mill, who 
were terror-stricken at the sight of two 
fellow-creatures approaching inevitable 
death, whilst they were utterly power­
less to afford the slightest aid. Nearer 
and nearer, instant jiy instant, they came 
towards the seething, boiling, roaring, 
maddening mass of water. They reach 
the verge, the bystanders hold their 
breath, a groan of agony is uttered, and 
the victims are lost alike from human 
sight and human aid. A speck is visible 
—no more ; they are gone below the 
bridge, where the fury of the water is 
spent ; a man is seen with his arms 
above the water only for a moment, and 
all is over. It was a heart rending fear­
ful sight. Poor Glande leaves a wife 
and nine children, to get through the 
world as best they may, fitting objects 
they are for the world’s charity. La­
rocque was a young man and married six 
weeks ago.

He lingered in great suffering 
until Thursday, when-.be died. The un­
fortunate man was a Southerner,and was 
one of those who took part in the St. Al­
ban’s raid, since which time he has lived 
in Canada. He was well connected in 
the Southern States, and his friends have 
been advised of his unfortunate death.

Crown Lands—Another Extension of 
Time.

The settlers in Perth and Bruce who 
are in arrear to the Government on ac 
count of their land payments have had 
the time for payment further extended till 
March, and it is believed that those who 
are then unable to meet the demands 
made upon them will receive further in­
dulgence. It was a serious blunder to 
issue the order in the first place ; and it 
has required all the efforts of others with 
moie influence and circumspection, to 
save the poor settlers from the threatened 
consequences of the negligence—to use 
no harsher word—of the local representa­
tive in allowing it to be made at all.

Board of Agriculture —-At a meet­
ing of the Board of Agriculture held on 
Thursday, the Treasurer submitted his 
balance sheet for the past year, 1867, as 
audited some time since, and which had 
already been reported to the government, 
showing that, including the balance 
from the previous year, the sum uf $82,- 
140 85 had been received, and the sum 
of $75.985 18 had been expended, leav­
ing a balance in hand of $6,155 67.

Intercolonial Railway.—The Privy 
Council has determined the route of the 
Intercolonial railway in Nova Scotia by 
adopting portions of both rival schemes, 
which, while adding slightly to the 
length,materially reduces the cost of con­
struction, and accommodates local traffic 
and the mining interests. The specifica­
tions, &c., for the Rimouski section are 
now ready. Those for the section from 
Restigouche to Bathurst will be in a few 
days. The portion of the line from Acton 
Mines to Truro has yet to be located, so 
that this may cause some delay in the is 
sue of the advertisement for tenders. It 
is expected, however, that one section in 
each Province will be put up to contract 
before the end of next week.

may place himself.” All of which speaks 
well for the German constitution, if it does 
not say much for the brewers. Well 
done, Peter ; nothing like sticking up for 
one’s country.

A Stray Shot at Ancastbiu—The 
Dhn-lar Banner says : On Saturday evei - 
ing last, the juvenile portion of the com 
munity in the ijncient town of Ancaster 
were enjoying “ a high old time” in cele­
brating Halloween, when their mischief 
and mirth was suddenly put a stop to by 
the accidental shooting of a lad named 
Cattenach in the arm. It appears that 
the young rascals were carrying every­
thing before tbeui, when Mr. Geo. Hin­
ton, as they approached his premises, 
fired off a pistol to scare them away, the 
ball from which unfortunately struck the 
boy mentioned in the arm, and traversed 
from near the wrist to the elbow, where 
it lodged. The ball was extracted by Dr. 
Richardson, and on Monda/ a bench of 
magistrates assembled to try Mr. Hinton 
for the offence, which, we are informed, 
was purely accidental. The trial lasted 
the whole day, Mr. T. W. Me Murray be­
ing for the prosecution, and Mr. A. S. 
Wink for the defence. Wr. Hinton was 
fined $10 and costs.

Destructive Floods in Switzer­
land.—A part ot Switzerland has just 
been the scene of a calamity which is 
without parallel in its entire history.— 
Torrents of rain descending without in 
termission for eight days from the north­
ern and southern and southern slopes of 
the Alps,while at the same ime a power­
ful south wind was furiously raging 
amid the masses of ice aud snow in the 
inaccessible Alpine strongholds, have 
swelled rivulets into streams,and streams 
into torrents, and have carried appalling 
destruction into a number of cantons.— 
Hundreds of people have perished : thou­
sands of families have been impoverish­
ed ; more than sixty millions of francs 
have been lost. The most strenuous ef­
forts have at once been made to alleviate 
so immense an amount ot suffering. The 
President of the Confederation has him­
self hastened to the scene of suffer­
ing to see what aid can be rendered, and 
corps of sappers and miners have been 
ordered there to render all possible aid. 
The Federal Government has appropri­
ated one million francs, and relief asso­
ciations have sprung up in every section 
of the country.

With regard to the satisfac- 
fuction expressed by His Excellency at 
the success of the Hamilton show, he(Mr. 
Ferrier) was very glad to hear that- fav­
ourable opinion from the head of the 
Province. The arbitration between the 
Provinces was, as had been noticed,back 
ward, but for that state of affairs the 
other Government was as responsible as 
that of Ontario. As to the remitting of 
land dues of settlers, he thought too 
much had been made ot it. Government 
was not desirous of injuring settlements, 
but, where practicable, sought to get the 
monies due them, and, as longeas they 
did so diligently and carefully, and with 
a proper regard to the public interest, 
they ought to be sustained. With the 
other paragraphs of the address he could 
express his entire satisfaction, as he 
thought the course taken by the Govern­
ment, specified, to be a step in the right 
direction. One point not jet alluded to, 
he thought worthy of mention, and that 
was that some provision ought to be 
made by the Government to alleviate the 
present distress of the Red River settlers; 
and he sincerely hoped something would 
be done for the sufferers in that region. 
(Hear.)

Mr. Beatty followed in support of the 
Government.

Mr. Gow said he could not understand 
the course pursued by the last speaker 
(Mr. Beatty). Such laudation on one 
hand and knocking down on the other he 
had seldom heard. He thought there­
fore that the government might exclaim 
with great force, “ Save me from my 
friends." (Hear, hear.) Under these cir­
cumstances he considered it his duty to 
c >me to the rescue of the gqyernment. 
He said in general terms that the gov­
ernment in his opinion was not so much 
to blame for the bad effect of the mineral 
policy of last session as the pretended 
supporter who had spoken las*, because 
if that gentleman and other members of 
the House had spoken out last session as 
they had done on this occasion the gov­
ernment could not have passed such an 
injurious mineral measure. He was glad 
to know, however, that the government 
were prepared to rectify any mistakes 
which were made last session. Better 
late than never.

Other members followed pro and con 
after which Mr. Richards defended bin 
actions and the policy of the Govern-

Mr. J. S. Macdonald denied that the 
Government had stolen the views of the 
Opposition, and went back to the Coali­
tion before Confederation as a precedent 
for taking Conservatives into his Govern-

Mr Blake made a powerful and elo­
quent speech, reviewing the policy of the 
Government—the mineral land policy in 
particular—and embracing a scathing cri­
ticism on Mr. M. C. Cameron’s conduct in 
defending criminals of all classes while 
still a Minister of the Crown;

Mr. M. C. Cameron defended his con 
duct from the attacks of Mr. Blake, and 
Tom Ferguson wound up the debate.

The various clauses of the Address 
were then put and carried, and the House 
adjourned till Monday,

Accounts are received to-day of a 
dreadful railway collision yesterday near 
Newham, Wales. Several passengers 
were killed and many injured.

London, Nov. 6.—The Times to-day 
has an editorial on the result of the Ala­
bama negotiations, which it infers from 
the speeches of the American Minister, 
have been brought to a satisfactory con­
clusion. It exults in the solution of the 
question, and praises Mr. Johnson not 
only for the frank and conciliatory man­
ner in which he has conducted the con­
tre versey, but also for his manly and 
straightforward utterances in regard to 
the payment of the national debt. The 
Times declares that the tone in which 
Mi Johnson repudiates tampering with 
the national credit as a fraud shows that 
the higher class of American politicians 
recognize the same principles ot morality 
which are current on this side of the At­
lantic.

excitement here has all been allayed since 
last news from Spain. Gen. Dulce, our 
late Captain General is ordered _here 
with four transports and a body of troops 
to keep order on the island. According 

^to revolutionary authority the entire ju­
risdiction of Puerto Principe has risen 
against the government. The slaves are 
armed and fighting desperately.

The Lord Lieutenant of Ireland gets 
one hundred thousand dollars—the high­
est salary in Great Britain. He has very 
little to do, and plenty of assistants to ,do 
it.

Great Artillçry Innovation.
The London Times says :—We pub­

lished yesterday the account of a second 
series of experiments on what, to all ap­
pearance, is the most important inven­
tion of modern times. It may be briefly 
described as a device for rendering the 
heaviest guns absolutely invisible and 
unapproachable, except at the actual In­
stant of firing; and even then nothing is 
to be seen but the gun itself,the men who 
work it and the whole machinery remain­
ing completely protected. Like all great 
inventions, it is supremely simple in 
principle, though the highest mechanical 
skill must have been called into play in 
developing ft. To take a homely illus­
tration, let the reader imagine a child's 
rocking-horse with a toy rifleman mount­
ed on the tail ; let him suppose that the 
rockers are weighted in front, so that the 
natural position of the horse is with its 
head down and heels in the air. The rifle­
man on its tail will then be raised above 
the body of the horse, and may be sup­
posed to be peeringilbove a parapet or 
hillock in order to fire his rifle. Let it 
be supposed that the force of the recoil is 
communicated to the horse ; iff rolls hack 
on its rockers into a level position, the 
rifleman is lowered,and he again becomes 
concealed behind the ground in front of 
him. In this position ho ia fixed by * 
catch until the rifle is again loaded. The 
catch is then set free, and he rolls up 
again t j fire another shot, and again to 
recoil into safety. The rifleman in this 
illustration corresponds to the 7-inch or 
12-inch Woolwich gun; the rockers of 
the rocking-horse are the ‘ elevators ’ 
mentioned in the descriptions we have 
published. In this simple conception 
lies the substance of the invention, and 
the reader we think, will have no diffi­
culty in following us in the deductions 
we propose to draw.

The first < fleet of the discovery is that 
any gun may be placed, anywhere, so as 
to be absolutely impregnable to hori­
zontal firing Hitherto if a gun was to be 
brought into action it has been necessary 
to provide for it a platform 6t least on a 
level with the surface of the ground. The 
gun and the gunner must, therefore, 
either be wholly unprotected, in that case 
the gun is said to be mounted en barlette 
or a wall of some sort must be built up 
in front to protect them, and a hole 
pierced in the wall for the gun to fire 
through. In practice it has been found 
excessively difficult to provide a wall of 
sufficient strength to afford complete 
protection. The hole in the wall or the 
embrasure, is always a weak point. At 
jthe best, it affords a convenient mark for 
the enemy's aim, and, being of necessity 
funnel-shaped, it not only admits his 
projectiles, but actually assists their en­
try But by Captain MoncricfFs inven­
tions, the gun and gunners are placed be­
low i reund. The gun rolls up the 
mouth of a pit to deliver its ^charge, and 
then sinks again. One lookout nuu% 
whose head it would alwayu be able to 
conceal, is sufficient to give informatioéu 
to the men in the pit, and to direct the 
whole movement of the gun There is 
therefore, no need of a wall, for there re­
mains nothing to protect, nothing for the 
enemy to fire at, nothing for him even to 

His projectiles will either fly safe 
over the heade of the pit, or pitch 
harmlessly into the ground around it. 
The render must next be reminded that 
we are spending incalculable sums 
in providing the protective walls to 
which we refer, and in rendering our em­
brasures as safe as possible. The various 
iron shields, which have been so ingeni­
ously constructed and so successfully de­
stroyed, are simple devices for this pur-w 
pose; one which has beaten the Gibraltar» 
offered by the contractor at the moderate 
cost of a thousand pounds for every gun 
protected. Now, Captain Moncrieffnas, 
in all probability, rendered us absolutely 
independent of these elaborate and costly 
constructions so far as regards land forti­
fications.

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The late Elections in the States.
Although it will be some time be­

fore the full returns of the President­
ial election in the States are known 
yet a near enough estimate can be 
made that Grant and Colfax have 
carried the day by a two-thirds vote. 
All the States with the exception of 
New York, New Jersey, Delaware, 
Maryland, Kentucky, Georgia, Louis­
iana and Oregon gave heavy major­
ities for Grant and Colfax, Out of 
the 26 States carried, they have 214 
electoral votes, while Seymour and 
Blair out of the 8 States which gave 
them majorities have 79 votes.

The N* Y. Tribune thus estimates 
what the republic has gained by the 
election of Grant :—“ In the election 
of Gen. Grant, the people have secur­
ed that for which they fought,Union, 
Peace, and Equal Rights for 
ALL Men. After seventy-five years 
of struggles over the question whether 
the Union is a league or a nation,and 
after fifty years of contest as to the 
right of all men to be free, the elec­
tion of Gen. Grant finally seals the 
restoration of the Union, and founds 
an indissoluble nationality on the 
basis of universal liberty and manhood 
suffrage. The next four years may 
be occupied in part in getting the 
machinery of our new system into 
harmonious operation. But the prin­
ciples on which our nation is now bas­
ed admit of no further dispute. We 
are one indissoluble nation ; all inhab­
itants are, or ma)’ become, citizens,all 
citizens have equal civil rights, and 
all adult male citizens have equal 
political rights- In 1860, none of 
these propositions were true. In 1864, 
two millions of men were in the field, 
contending on the one side lor, and on 
the other against them. In 1868,they 
are settled forever by the election of 
Grant on the Chicago platform. Such 
a reformation in our Constitution 
when viewed in all its aspects is in­
finitely more important to the Amer­
ican people and to mankind,than our 
change from Colonics into independ­
ent States, or our adoption of the 
Federal Constitution. Both were 
steps toward the birth of a great and 
free nation. Neither was adequate 
to make the nation great or free. 
Independence transferred the control 
of our foreign and national interests 
from the Crown and Parliament to a 
body elected by ourselves. But in­
dependence alone involved no guar 
an tee that our foreign aud national 
affairs would be conducted with 
greater justice or even security than 
before. On the contrary, we found 
it perverted to aid Bonapartism by a 
war with England, and to extend 
Slavery by a war on Mexico."
