Communications were read from the
teachers of the Central School and the
South Ward School, complaining of
neglect on the part of the caretaker, in
not cleaning the floors and lighting the
fires.

The September and August monthly
reports of Mr. Alfred M. Lafferty, High
School master, were read. The Septem-
ber report states the number of boys in
attendance as being four for the English
course, and 23 for the classical course;
Girls, two for the English course; total
pupils 29. An account of $15 was en-
closed for chemical apparatus, procured
from the Depository of the Education
Department, and an account had been
opened with Herod & Co., for the chemi-
cals, they agreeing to supply the same at
wholesale price. The August report
stated the total pupils as 24, and append-
ed an account of stationery, receipts and
disbursements.

An account of John Anderson’s, $8,20,
was passed.

A letter was read from Mr. Cullen,
complaining of overcrowding in the Cen-
tral School. In three departments there
were 214 pupils; one of them, Miss Me-
Lagan's, contained 74, and it was feared
she would have to send some away.

THE HIGH SCHOOL.

Mr. Murton made some remarks on
the recent visit L, the High School of the
Government Inspector, and on the fact
that so few pupils were sent up from the
Public Schools, asking if something
could not be done to remedy this state of
things.

Huntington in his place in this House,
and under the facts disclosed in the evi-
dence laid before us, His Excellency’s ad-
visers have merited the severest cen-
sure of this House.” He claimed that
this was no party movement, and de-
clared that he would not depend for
the support he should obtain to the
amendment he intended to proposo
only on those who usually acted with
him in the House. He knew he should
secure the votes ot not a few who usually
gave their support to the Ministry, and
confidently anticipated that his motion
would be adopted. He reviewed the
eourse of the Government since 1867, and
charged it against them thet they had
shaped ;therr pohicy not with a simple
view to the public interest, but o as to
seoure themselves in office. He quoted
Mr. McDougall's well-known remark,that
the Intercolonial Railway would give the
Government a ten years' lease of power,
and showed bow, as the Intercolomial
Railway approached completion, they
thought to supply ite place by the Cana-
dian Pacifiec. The bargain to construct
the Pacific Railway within a given time,
against which the Opposition had pro-
tested, was made the excuse for carrying
through Parliament the Pacific Railway
Bill, with all fis most extraordinary
powers. It was strange indeed end
ghowad a guilty purpose that when a con-
tract for $25,000 was submitted for the
approval of the House of Commons, one
mvolving thirty millions of money and
fitty millions ot acres of land should be
left to the absolute control of the Gov-
ernment, Parliament haviag no voice in
the matter. The defeatof their creature,
the Ontario Government of Mi. Sand-
field Macdonald, in 1871, was a sizn they
were losing ground in the country.
Great efforts on their part were therc~
fore necessary. It was cesential to the
success of their scheme that the means
©f exercising corrupt and illegitimate in-
fluence should still be left to them; and
hence their opposition to the Contro-
verted Election Bill in 1872, and the ob-
jectionable means by which they con-
| trolled the appointments of returning
officers secured to them by the interim
Elections Act of 1871, The Opposition
had muade the most constant persistant
efforts to strengthen the law against bri-
bery and corrupt influences, and this
was sufficient answer to those who
charged it ngainst Opposition candidates
| that they Liad been guilty in any case of
| eorrupt practices. KEven the law as to
voting was adopted to suit the purposes
\Of Ministerial candidates, and whilst in
| Ontario and Quebee no revenue oflicers
{ were allowed to vote, in Nova Scotia they
[ could be driven to the polls like cattle to
| the slaughter. Still, withal! their efforts,
such was the reaction in Ontario and
| Quebec that the Premier eame here with-
| out being able to command a majority
from his own Province. The evidence
! taken by the Commission, he (M1 M‘Ken-
zie) held to establish fully the charge ke
had to make against the Government.
He then went into the dctails of the Pa-
cific Scandal. The reading of various
passages in Sir Hugh Allan’s letters to
Mr. McMullen and others, and the evi-
dence taken by the Commissioners, were
received with repeated rounds of cheers,
and at times with loud langhter.
