When vault» 
were built of such heavy material that it 
became almost impossible to effect an en­
trance through the door, it became a com­
mon practice with burglars to burrow under 
the vaults. The man who undertakes to 
burrow under the Bank of Commerce money 
vault is going to be one of the sadder but 
wiser men alter he has tried the operation.

The entire walls, floor and roof are protec- 
ted by several thicknesses of heavy solid 
plates firmly secured to each other made 
proof against hardened steeTdrills,or shatter­
ing by heavy sledge hammers; and to pre­
vent wedging or forcing apart, the rorners , 
are formed by bonding the heavy plates of 
steel and iron, so as to form a solid corner 
without joint from floor to ceiling. The en­
trance is protected by steel door frames and 
doors weighing several tons on imdde
and outside of the bnck walls, and the space 
between forming a vestibule is protected toe 
same as the steel walls of the vault. The 
heavy steel and Iron entrance door is harden­
ed and tempered to resist burglars drills.
The steel used is of special make so that1 
after being chilled and tempered it cannot be 
shattered by hammers. The edges are fonn-, 
ed in numerous rebates which prevent burg- , 
tors’ jimmies or wedges being used to force 
the doors, and are tongned and grooved to 
prevent frame and door from being forced 
apart.

And The branches began to outgrow the building 
accommodation. The banking room was 
only about 20 feet wide though 80 feet long, 
and in these narrow limits, office room sub­
tracted, between 100 and 200 people crowded 
to do businessevery afternoon between 2 and 
8.30 o’clock. Aa time advanced the crowding 
became greater and it was next to impos­
sible to ventilate the place properly.
Besides this, the general manager's depart­
ment from the increasing number of branches, 
was constantly taking on additional clerks, 
and these had to find somewhere to work. It 
at last became emphatically apparent that a 
larger building was necessary.

He then told the anecdote of Lord Palmer­
ston, who, having been sent by a friendly 
wine merchant some wine calculated to cure 
gout, tasted the wine and returned it with 
the message: “I’d rather have the gout" 
Tue cure prescribed *y the Opposition party 
was worse than the disease.

Though Mr. Laurier bad mentioned the 
collectorship at Toronto he had not claimed 
that the country had suffered by reason of 
the vacancy. They had saved a salary for 
two years, and this should be a source of con­
gratulation.

The Maiden Effort of the Member for 
Compton Warmly Applauded — Mr. 
Enrle a Victim of La Grippe and Col.

; Prior Takes Hie Place—Mr. Laurier** 
- Criticisms and the “Old Blau’s" Reply. 
Ottawa. Jan. 17.—The address in reply to 

—the Speech from the Throne was this after­
noon adopted in the Commons without any 
amendment being proposed by the opposition. 
The discussion, was confined to four speeches, 
those of the mover and seconder, the criticism 
by the leader of the opjfesition, and the 
Premier’s reply.

Mr. Rufus Pope was the mover. He as­
tonished the House by the bold, confident 
manner in which he set about his task, speak­
ing without hesitation in a voice so loud and 
clear as to be heard in the most remote cor­
ner of the galleries. Though half an hour 
on his feet he was never once lost for a sen­
tence or word. His speech was the usual 
repetition, endorsation and amplification of 
that from the throne, but he enlivened It by 
many witticism*

At the outset he asked the indulgence of 
the House should the novelty of his surround­
ings rob him of the faculty of ready speech, 
because, he said, the adjectives used to speed 
cattle on their way on the farm would not be 

' so effective in the House of Commons. The 
general expression subsequently was that no 
apology was necessary, as he had no lack of 
word* On the subject of the Banking Act 
Mr. Pope facetiously remarked that having 
on several occasions signed documents bear- 

words relative to three, four or 
six months, his banker had subsequently 
called upon him to pay up for the signature, 
and he thought if a legislative enquiry would 
relieve him from the necessity of such pay­
ment* it would not be a bad idea.

He professed some
of the natural history survey lest they 

from the bowels of the eartt 
addition to those now inhabiting 

the surface. At this latter sally the whole 
House laughed heartily and some of the 
senior members tried to shift the application

Mrîpope made a telling point when he re-

Speaking, he said, as really a member of the 
working classes, ne hoped that they would 
always nave cause to believe that their best 
friends were to be found in the legislative 
halls at Ottawa.

Mr. Pope was very cordially applauded 
time and again during his speech and Sir 
John Macdonald, who was a close and atten­
tive listener throughout, frequently Inter­
jected an appreciative.“hear 1 hear!"

The Pacific Province’s Loyalty.
The seconder was Col Prior, to whom the 

task had been assigned only this morning on 
account of the indisposition of Mr. Thomas 
Earle, upon whom la grippe has fastened. 
Col Prior spoke in his usual happy v,in. 
Like Mr. Pope, he declared that the connin' 
wes enjoying great prosperity, and he was 
particularly glowing in his reference to the 
wonderful development of British Columbia. 

Cosmopolitan as was the population of that 
• province he held that nowhere in Canada; 

to there a more pronounced Canadian senti­
ment, which was growing stronger every 
day. He prophesied that at no distant day 
this would be generally admitted as the 
wealthiest province of the dominion.

With characteristic hospitality he extended 
to the whole Parliament an invitation to 
visit his province and see its untold wealth, 
and having once seen he thought there was
