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Birchalt Beginning to Grow
Extremely Anxious,

{ STIRRING DAY AT WOODSTOCK.

After His Removal to the Jail in the Even-
ing He Appears Down.hearted and Re-
served—An Outline of What the De-
fence Will Probably be—An Expert in
Writing Identifies & Tell.Tale Telégram
as Having Been Sent by the Accused to
Himgelf- Chief Tom Young’s Story of
the Arrest—A Graphic Chapter of Court

ODSTOCK, Sept. 24,—Birchall
has at last begun to show:
signs, if not of actual distress,
then of deep iuterest in the
proceedings which are going

on around him. This was certainly noticeable
in his demeanor all through to-day's proceed-
ings, which grow interesting as they progress.
It can hardly be said that there were any
visible signs of weakening on the part of this
remarkable prisoner, placed in the awful posi-
tion that he is, but he certainly bas
developed a very iively and keen interest in
the doings in the court.

Two or three hours after he was removed
to jail to-night, bhowever, he began to
appear quite down-hearted, and was notice-
ably reserved in his communication with the
officials at the prison. The strain is at last
telling on the nervy prisoner. ,

For the first time since the trial began he
to-day riveted hiseyes on--the witnesses as
they were called up one by one. The doctors’
testimony especially, and that relating to the
weather of the week in which the murder
was mmmod. he followed closely. He did
not smilé much to-day, or do any . sketching
whilein the bex, but 1ostead made what
appeared to be copious notes of the testimony
given. and frequently sent memoranda over
to his lawyers, or beckoned Mr, McKay or
Mr. MacMurchy to give them points for Mr.
Blackstock. -When the court adjourned
at 6 o'clock be had in his hands a dozen or so
sheets of paper on which he had jotted
down . his memorsnda, At times his
pale face became overcast with anxiety. At
none of the preliminary examinations which
took place at Niagara Falls did the accused
show any of/the apparent concern which he
did to-day. This was generally remarked
iuring the sitting of the court, Neither Mrs.

Sirchall ‘nor her sister, Mrs. West-Jones,
same near the courtroom to-day, nor
is it likely that they would have put in
an appearance yesterday  uut that Mrs.
Birchall had to appear to the final dis-
position of ber own case. "This absence of
the wife and sister-in-law of the accased
causes not a little speculatigfy.as to its real

One of the new points brought out to-day
was the identification of the message signed
“ Stafford,” sent from - Buffalo on Feb. 21 to
Birchall at Niagara Falls, as being in pri-
soner’s handwriting.. The - recéipt of the
message was proved by Manager Burnett of
the Great Northwestern Telegraph < Com-
pany, and Expert Odea swore positively that
the message was in prisoner's handwriting.

The Line of Defence.

At last the defence are beginning to show
signs of what their final contention will be.
1think thet I can state it to the readers of The
‘World this morning, although a tack may be
made at any stage. Up to the present time
there has been mo mention of an alibi, but
4 Mr. Blackstock, from a questio. asked
of & Wwitness to-day, apparently had
that in his mind. 'The defence, then,
will probably be this: The presence of
Birchall at Eastwood on Monday, Feb. 17
last, in face of the strong evidence to be pre-
sented under that head, will be admitted.
That Benwell was with him will also prob-
ably not be denied. That the two men separ-
ated at or mear E stwood. That Birchall
returned to Niagara Falls alone. That he
and Benwell may have agreed, because of
the latter being dissatisfled with his prosp
in Canada, to separate. That Benwell
set out on his own hook and fell in“with
his murderer or murderers, who after killing

him started to carry his body to Mud Lake, |

in rear of the swamp, but being unable to
trudge through the thick underbrush to the
dark and dismal waters of the lake,
where it was to be thrown in,
deposited it in the swamp where
it was found. That Benwell was mur-
dered after Monday, the .day he separated
from Birchall, and this being the case the
presence of frozen sleet and ice in his coat
sleeve can easily be accounted for by the
storms which prevailed in the neighborhood
not only on the Monday night but on subse-
quent days and nights of that week.

This presumably will be the general out-
line of the defeace, but certaia other con-
tentions . will no doubt be strongly argued.

The crown, of course, is fully prepared to
meet these theories, to substantiate which
it has already presented some very damn-
ing evidence, with much more to follow.

It may bappen, too, that Mr. Blackstock
will attack in the most approved fashion the
sestimony of the witnesses who will attempt
to idemtify Birchall and Benwell on the
@Grand Trunk train on that fatal Monday
and his presence on the railway platform
at Eastwood. Miss Allle Bmith is the
erown’s strongest witness as to the identifi
¢ ation at the Eastwood station. This young
lady is kept well out of the way at the
O'Neill House, only being visible to the
naked eye during meal tima The
letter written by Birchall to Benwell's
father on Feb. 21, which has already
been printed in The World, is
one of the crown’s strongest points
as to the object of getting the young man out
of the way, As one of the crown lawyers re-
marked: * There is murder in that document

if ever there was in anything in the shape
of writing.”

The crown to-morrow will probably begin
by trying to prove the journey from. Buffalo
to Eastwood and to the fatal swamp e
by Birchall and Benwell on Monday, Feb, 17.

r. Osler will endeavor to trace this step by
step by ticket nts, train hands and other
witnesses, and then Birchall’s return journey
from Eastwood to Niagara Falls, when the
message to Pelly was received by Operator
Phemister at Niagara Falls at 7.44 p.m.

A spar With the Degtors.

Two of the medical men examined were Drs
Oliver Taylor and C, R, Staples of Prince-
ton.  Mr, Taylor is a clerical-looking young
physician. Both of these geutlemen, it
seems, refused to give Mr. Hellmuth any in-
formation about the results of the post-
mortem other than was submitted by them
at the inquest at Princeton, although it was
known to the defence that tbat. statement
had been very considerably amplided since

What the Medical Mon Say.

Dr. Taylor was the first witness. He told
about visiting the swamp on the day
on which the body was found,
Feb. 21. Deceased ' was lyinz on ' his
back, with® the right arm elevated.
The body was solidly trozen. Wituess only
remained a few minutes at the swamp. Ha
next saw the remains in the undertaker’s
rooms at Princéton. The clothes were still
on then :* overcoat, undercoat, vest and
pants, On the inside of the overcoat and
between it and the undercoat and betweon
the undercoat. and the vest was a consider-
able amount of frozen snow and ice. The
right coat sleeve was completely-filled with
the same substances, which were as thick as
witness’ hand. He saw the body next morn-
in;i;aga'm. The face and hands were dark-
colored.  After being thawed out the color
of the face was more matural Witness
thought ' the bod bad been in the
swamp perhaps four days, possibly a
little more. e described the discover
of the bullet wounds, one on the left
side behind the ear, with inverted edges, and
the other immediately vehind the head.~ Ou
‘the left side, too, were found about 40 grains
of powder imbedded in the ear and side of
the face, The hair above the wound was

dzﬁed.

r. Osler placed the vaterproof worn by
Benwell on a constable and turned up the
collar, exposing the bullet hole in the cloth.
Witness said one of the wounds in the bead
corresponded in position %0 thespot which
the “hole in the coat-collar reacned in
the constable’s head. The bruises on Ben-
well’s body were caused either unmediately
before or within two hours after, death, and
might have béen produced by a fall, a pinch
ora blow. A body stauding uprigot and
falling upon an uneven surface would be
likely to produce the marks. Dr. Taylor
described the course of the bullets. Que
took a course upward and forward along the
right side ‘of the brain- and dropped down
alongside the skull in frout. The second bul-
let journeyed upward and forward, passing
through the central portion of tne brain and
lodging to the left of the centre of it. [lhe

instantaneously fatal, but either was suffi-
cient to cause death, Deceased eould not
have fired the shots himself. Toe only
ford found iu the stomaca of decease:
cousisted of several pieces of split peas, ag-
gregating four or five peas in all. ‘I'he doc-
tor was returning bome on Fev, 17 and de-
scribed the weather, It commenced rainiug
and freezing as it fell in the evening and
coutinued until midnight, at which howr wit-
ness returned home. Next morning the
ground was covered with ice.

To Mr, Blackstock wituess stated that the
body was frozen stiff, and that mortification
had not set in in the siigzhtest. Dr. Taylor
then minutely detailod the  course
and location  of the bullets. The
condition of the body next cae
under review. Witness stated that with a
dead body not frozen and expoused to the air
decownposition is looked tor on the third day,
but of course ali depended upon the weather.
The Doctor stated that a small piece was
missing frow toe ear; lie thought it had been
gnawed off, Witness said the body was that
of a strong and vigorous young man, & man
who was abundanuly able to take care of bim-
self in a scuffle.

Thought 1t Might Be Pickthall.

Dr. A. B. Welford, the swell young physi-
cian of Woodstock, was also examinel at
length as to the post mortem. It came out
in his testimony that the right ;leeve of Ben-
well’s waterproof'and undercoat were filled
with sleet, frozen so solid that it was impos-
sible to separate the clothing from the flesh,
even after the body had been in the under-
taker's room thawing out several hours. The
doctor next spoke of the discolorations on
the groin of deceased, and testified that in-
asmuch-as inflammatory action had oot set
in, this' discoloration could not bave taken
place more than 1)¢ hours before death; it
might bave occurred between the period re-

Corporal Morphy, a /Toronto Boy, One of
the Victims—The Patrol Boat Kee-
watin  Wrecked-—-Captain Watts’ Ter-
rible Experience—Twelve Days in the
Water Without Food,

WINNIPEG, Sept 24.—The steamenr. Aurora
bas arrived at Selkirk from Lake Winnipeg
with Capt, Watts of the wrecked patrol boat
Keewatin. Watts took the vessel out on Lake
Winnipeg - some weeks ago with several
mounted policemen, whose mission was to
inu,tlgnto reported smuggliog at Grand
Rapids. After being stationed on the lake
for some time he started for Selkirk in com-
pany with Corporals Morphy ani Rene, both
members of the Northwest Mounted Police.
They left Spider Island Sept. 6 and bad only
been out a few hous when a terrible
storm came up, BSeeing danger ahead
if exposed to the fury of the waves
for any len:th of ‘time they headed
the Keewatin for Swampy Island, a place of
shelter and resort for luwmbering men and
fishermen on thé lake. When they reacued
the shores uf the island the s2a was runnia
80 high that it woull have cost them their
lives to have atttepted landing. Toey cast
anchor, but the wind blew harder uutil it
became a perfect hurricane and finally the
anchor broke away and they drifted about
in the darkness uutil 7 o'clock on tue follow-
ing‘ morning,

Acidulation Delayed by the Application of
a Current,
i[From The British Medicsl Journsl)

The effect of ‘thunderstorms in turning
milk sour is a matter of constant observation
in every housebold: It is mot certal nly
‘known to what element in the air this sours
ing action on 'miilk is o be directly attrib
uted, and most people are content to asoribe
it to ** electricity in the air,”  An Italian sa-
vant, Prof, G. Tolomei, has latély ‘made
some experiments with the view of ‘eluci-
dating this question, He found that the
ge of an electric current . directl
through the milk not only did mnof hasten,
but actually delayed dulation, milk, so
treated not becoming sour until from the
sixth to the ninth day, whereds ‘milk not so
electrified b%ame markedly acid on the
third (day. beén, However, the surface of
a quantity of milk was brought close under
the two balls.of a Holtz machine the milk
soon became sour, and this effect he at-
trib to the ozone generated, for when
the discharge was silent the milk soured with
greater rapidity” than when the discharge
was explosive, in the former case moreozone
being formed than in the latter.
of milk is generally attributed to the growth
of a ferment (bagterium) which converts the
milk sugar into lacticacid, It is possible,then,
that the presence of ozone in the air over-
lying the milk hastens the growth and mul-
tiplication of the bacterium. The first ob-
servation—namely, the retardation of sour-
ing by the passage of a current through the
milk—may be a point of practical import-
ance to milk traders, Any method of pre-

Advantages.
(From The Times of India.]

Thé National costame of ‘the people of Ine
dia has'been much praised for its'simplicity,
lightness  and adaptability to the-climate of
the country.® The saree, the dhotur and the
turban are capable of being ' manufaétured
in warious - tints and - colors, and - of being
folded and displayed on ths pérson in various
wa The turban “p the greéatest
tabili to ‘the -taste of individuals,
and we that this taste has beenexer-
cised by the people to distinguish the sect of
the wearer; and: in  some cases  the priests,
But the ingenuity that has been exercised in
the form and color of the chief articles of
dress of the people of this country is not the
ingenuity of the tailor but the ingenuity of
a peaple happil{ignonnt of ‘the tailor's art.
